Condemned Men Spending Last Day in a Quiet Manner—
Hotrum Writes Verses—Execution Will Be Carried Out
At 8 o’Clock—Officials Forbidden To Give Out Inter-

views Regarding Carrying

Out of Death Sentences.

Toronto, Aug. 2.—Roy Hotrum and
William McFadden, who will be hanged
tomorrew for the murder of Leo Sabine,
druggist, spent their last day on earth

quietly. Hotrum broke down and cried
vesterday afternoon upon learning the
news that there could be no executive

clerwency for him. But at noon today
nieither he nor McFadden had indicated
eny intention of cgnfessing to having
fired the fatal shot.

Neither W. K. Murphy, counsel for
Hotrum, nor Fletcher Kerr, counsel for
McFadden, visited the jail this morning
or knew whether they would pay a
farewell visit or not. “It breaks me
all up to see that lad,” said Mr. Murphy.

Following a long conference in his of-
fice this morning with Charles and
James Hotrum, brothers of the accused
man, his sister and brother-in-law, Mr.]

Murphy announced that nothing fur-
ther would or could be done to procure
clemency for his client. After lunch

ot a restaurant, Hotrum’s relatives en-
tered the jail for a last farewell, having
been notifled that the execution will
probably take place around 8 a.m. to-
morrow. ‘‘Nothing has occurred since

McFadden was told about the news
from Ottawa,” Mr. Kerr sald.
Hotrum Writes Verses.

“All along he has insisted to me that
he did not fire the shot that killed Sa-
bine, and, of course, that is all I know.
He seems to be quite calm.”

Roy Hotrum has been spending his
last hours in writing verse. Most of
these describe his own feelings while
confined in the death cell, while some
are evidently intended to be a warning
to other youths.

The sentence of death will be carried
out at 8 o'clock, standard time, (9
o'clock, Toronto time), tomorrow morn-
ing at the jail. BSheriff of Toronto Fred
Mowat fixed the time this morning.
Only those who are directly connected
with the execution will be admitted,
under orders from the attorney-general,
who has also issued instructions for no
official to talk of the hangings.

Hotrum and McFadden will be hang-
ed at the same time, and it is the first
time in the history of Toronto that a
double hanging has occurred. Execu-
tioner Arthur Ellis arrived from the
west last night.

Montreal, Aug. 2.—Wagae reductions
to be nssessed against clerical staffs of
Canadian railways in conformity with
‘the gen- al reduction made effective
July 16, have been worked out. Clerks
and all those coming under that gen-
eral classification will be reduced $12.24
per month, and those classified as office
Jboys by $10.20. It is stated that ap-
proximately 35,000 workers will be af-
fected by these two changes. Notifica-
gion of the new rates of pay has been
forwarded to those affected.

Announcement of the detailed reduc-
tion of eclerical forces completes the
whole program of tentative wage
thanges first mooted by the railways in
They will remamn in effect, the
ailways state, pending final negotia-
kions or arbiiration on working and
wage conditions between the companies
and their emplovees.

BEAT LOCAL
MEN T0 JOBS

Glever Ruse Used by Strangers
To Secure Work in
the Gity.

MANY GOING WEST

Social Service Council's Ap-
peal Por Farm Workers
Brings Response.

Despite several warnings, strangers
from far and near seem to again be
making London their objective. Quite a
number have dropped into the city over
the week-end in search of work, and
they hail from a}l points of the com-
pass.

Just how the employment agents and
the different employing interests can be
misled has now been brought to light.
The newcomer, especially with available
cash, is soon “wis®” to the fact that as
a general rule, the firms are endeavoring
to aid -the local situation by hiring,
whenever they have requirement, and
whenever feasible, bona fide workers of
the city. With a handy knowicuso s
the ‘“ropes,” the passing worker estab-
lishes himself at a rooming house, takes
the landlady into his confidence, and in
event of a prospective employer making
inquiries there for him, he will be as-
sured that the applicant in question has
surely been a steady boarder for any
number of months.

What Can Be Done?

The result is that he will accordingly
be hired. “What can be done?’ ques-
fions one of the employment officials.
“The applicant is apparently a citizen,
and it would take a specjal corps of in-
spectors to go around and follow up
every individual case to Insure that a
stranger was not getting the preference
to a local man.”

In response to the appeal made recent-
ly by the special committee of the Social
Service Council to induce «city men to
take up farm work for the coming win-
ter, a number of applicants have already
presented themselves at the office of
that association. Both the Ontario de-
partment of colonization and the Ontario
employment bureau assert that they
have numerous vacancies yet to be filled.
In the meanwhile continued inquirles
relative to the harvesters’ excursion for
the west indicate the departure of a
goodly quota from this dlstrict on the
tenth of the month.

One of the bodies taken out was that
of M. Zavolania, reputed to be a Greek
millionaire, who was transacting busi-
ness in the postoffice at the time of the
collapse.

A New “Financial Wizard”
Comes to Light in
New York.

New York, Aug. 2.—Jacque¢s Roberto
Cibrario, an Italian, 32, master of twelve
corporations and an expensive apart-
ment, with at least two $16,000 automo-
biles and half a million dollars in bank
accounts, was arraigned last night be-
fore Judge Talley in the criminal courts
building on a charge of grand larceny of
approximately $136,000 of the funds of
the Russian Soviet Goverament.

It is charged that Cibrario had made
a contract with the soviet government
to purchase motion picture apparatus
for use in Russia, which permitted him
to draw upon a one million dollar soviet
deposit at the National City Bank.

According to the New York World,
the amount of money that he is sup-
posed to have appropriated from soviet
government funds may amount to $800.-
000. The World says that Cibrario is
‘“credited with a series of flnancial
acrobatics that suggest a new period
in the history of business wizardry.”

Operation for Abscess Broughi
on Peritonitis.

AN UNEXPECTED RELAPSE

Wa3z on Way to Rapid Re-
covery Until a Week
Ago.

New York, Aug. 2.—Cables from
Naples today announce the death of
Enrico Caruso, the world-famous tenor.
The last word received here from Naples
was that Caruso was improving nicely
and that his voice would not be per-
manently impaired by his illness.

The condition of the singer, which
had been considered satisfactory until
recently, became very grave yester-
day, peritonitis developing, and an-
other operation being considered neces-
sary. From the beginning of his re-
lapse, however, there was serious con-
cern over the outcome, and last night
his life was despaired of.

During the night the condition of
the patient grew worse steadily, and the
career of the great artist came to an
end with his death at an early hour
this morning.

When the tenor sailed from New York
on May 28 he appeared to be still very
ill and weak, although his physiciarn in-
sisted that he was on the road to rapid
recovery and would soon regain. his
health abroad.

Caruso’s illness first began during last
Christmas week, when he suffered an

CONTRACTORS CLAIM THAT |
FICATIONS FOR WORK

PERSECUTION

Ald. Wenige Declares City Engineer Is Freezing Out Com-
petition—Engineer Brazier Refuses To Make Comment
—Mayor Little Asserts There Is Nothing to the Com-
plaint—Letter Characteristic of the Firm. ?

Alleging that ‘“plain persecution” of
contractors who have paved London
streets in the past, on the part of this
city is in vogue, and ‘“that there is no
other city on this continent asking such
ridiculous guaranees from contractors.,”
the Standard Paving Company of Ot~
tawa has written a strong letter of pro-
test to City Clerk S. Baker, at the same
time refusing to tender for obs of pav-
ing local streets.

This letter was read at a special
meeting of No, 2 committee of the city
council recently, but was filed, and City
Engineer Brazier was later awarded
the contract for paving city streets, he
being the only person tendering on the
jobs. Among the grievances Jisted by.
the Ottawa firm is that the city has the
privilege of putting the city roller on
the grade to test it at $25 per day, al-
though the contractor may have just
finish rolling the grade with identically
the same roller.

Contractor’s Letter.

The letter, in part, says: “We are re-
turning the tender, form and specifica-
tions covering paving work to be done in
the city of London. It would be time

wasted to bid under the conditions men-

tioned in these specifications, and we
are quite certain no other contractoer
will bid on this work if he reads same.
‘*‘According to these specifications, a
contractor has to be prepared to haul
the excavated material as far as twe
miles from the job to dispose of some,
if the engineer so orders. This means
that in order to protect himself the
contractor will flgure that all of the said
material will have to be hauled twao
miles, although it might be possible te
get rid of some within 100 feet of the
job. This item alone handicaps the
contractor, so that he would have no
chance when bidding against the en-
gineer, and this is the first time we have
ever heard of a contractor b=-ng asked
to haul waste material so far.
‘““Specifications also state that ‘comn-
tractor's maintenance guarantee shall
provide for the contractor to make good
without cost to the corporation during
the period of such maintenance all
sinks, depressions, or other defects in
the base and wearing surface caused
through the settlement of trenches made
Continued on Page Three.

| “Most beautiful park in America,” or
lsomething to that effect reads a large
! placard in the London street cars, rela-
tive to Springbank. How much truth is
there in the assertion made or implied
by the placard, or is it plain bombast.
It's a big statement to make. Perhaps,
the street railway or the public utilities
department can get away with it. Both
of them have a method all their own of
getting away with a lot of things. But
the ordinary citizen should think twice
before he goes forth to battle too
vociferously upon the merits of Spring-
bank Park excelling the beauties of all
the other parks in North, South and
Central America. Omne might be well
advised to bear in mind that this sweep
ing statement made in the street car
placard, outclasses two great national
parks at Banff and Yellowstone and
several great city parks like Central
Park in New York and Lincoln Park in
Chicago, not forgetting to mention Pina-
fore Park in St. Thomas and the new
Fishermen’s Paradise Park at Pond
Mills.

The claims of the street car adver-
tising drew battle, just the other day,
for instance, on the part of some people
from Detroit. They weren't ready to;
admit for one moment that Springbank |
was even equal to Belle Isle or Palmer
Park.

The second floor could be turned into a
juvenile court room by removing a few
partitions, and the magistrate’'s office
and the police court clerk’s office could
be located on the ground floor. Then
the space occupied by the present
offices in the police station could be
added to that of the regular police
court, making it large enough to accom-
modate all the people who come to
court when there is a large list of
cases on the docket. At present many
spectators and witnesses have to re-
main outside the court room or be con-
tent with standing room.

There had been some talk of holding
juvenile court at the city hall, but this,
it is' claimed, would inconvenience the
magistrate, and would necessitate the

President Lee, “but it comes from in-
dividuals of the order every day. Let
that be done if the situation calls for
it by the organization. If there be a
grievance and it demands a settlement
dependence may be placed on the gov-
erning heads of the brotherhood.”

When {ts be-
comes established in the soil it prac-
tically eradicates all other plant growth,
and is itself very hard to eliminate.
It spreads by means of creeping root-
stalks and also by dissemination of seed
by being blown by the wind. The
weed is identified by a peculiar flower
and is about two feet high.

AMERICANS DESERT

Hotel Men Say Bugaboo of
High Prices Is Not Justi-
fied by Facts.

PARISY July 31.—Although the social
geason here this year is considered the
most brilliant Paris has known since
1910, with the races, balls and innum-

erable dinners and receptions to visi-
tors, it has been remarked frequently
that this city was never so -much de-
serted by Americans as it is today

At not. one of the big hotels here
which are frequented by wealthy and
well-to-do Americans is it impossible

to get plenty of accommodation at rates
which are more reasonable that thoce
charged last year, but American tourists
have so far failed to arrive here In
anything like the invasions which was
prophesied by optimistic steamship and
travel agencies. \

It is not our fault,” one hotel man-
ager said. ‘‘We remodelled our rooms
to suit our pre-war trade but the im-
pression is held by Americans that if
they came to France while the exchange
rate caused high prices they would be
robbed. This impression is absolutely
wrong. but we are powerless to change
it. The fact is that even with today's
prices hotel rates here, like everything
else in France, are cheaper than in the
United States, exchange rates consid-
ered, but Americans have been so used
to finding the cost of living here in pre-
war days about one-third of what it
was in Ne2w York and Chicago that
when they arrive here now and find the
prices changed they are not satisfied.
They forget that what they find high
prices means to the French an increase
of between 600 and 7090 per cent.”

Big Events Coming.

Hotel managers here complain that
since the war the cost of repairing their
places and the refurnishing of their
hotels, along with the constantly increas-
ing cost of labor, prevents a cut in
prices sufficient to attract their pre-
war patrons.

American tourists are missing many
features of French life they probably
will not be able to see next season.

Most of the London papers have made pointed ob-
servations on the matter, and the Morning Post™s
diagnosis of the case, that Lord Northcliffe is suffer-
ing from en attack of megalomania, or exaggerated
swelled head, will be indorsed by those who have noted
the recent utterances of “the Napoleon of newspaper-
men.” The Post has suggested that this is a case more
for doctors than tor politicians, and ought to be treated
accordingly.

There is no doubt that Lord Northeliff’s outburst
regarding the selection of delegates to the Washington
conference, in which he declared that Mr. Lloyd George
was not a fit person to represent Great Britain, and
that Earl Curzon was the prime minister’'s flunkey,
was not at all in accordance with the dig_ﬂiﬁed and well-
balanced phrases characteristic of the “Thunderer,”
i but savored rather of the petty lucubration of a Pott or
a Shark.

This
‘is why it is so fameatisfactory that the question of the
iprevalence of juvenile crime is receiving more than
usual attention at the present moment.

The fact that over 400 juveniles faced the police
magistrate in London during the year ending July 20
“furnishes food for thought. An examination of these
figures shows the offences included 70 for theft, 65 for
aisorderly conduwet, 4 for being in the possession of
a revolver, and 20 for breaking and entering. These
‘more serious~delinquencies loom up in a list, which in-
c¢ludes such minor offences as assault, truancy, the
vse of abusive language and damage to property.

Many theories are advanced as to the causes of
'such a large measure~of juvenile crime, and amongst
'these is the-ciroumstance that the lack of parental con-
 trol cansed Dy the losses in the war, has caused a

Evil
tendencies are no doubt frequently inherited, just as
good omes are, and this makes the task of eradica-
tion more difficult, but just as in arboriculture, it is
altogether wrong to assume that a tree will not bear
its green leaves and bring forth its fruit in due sea-
son just because it has a few rotten branches. These
branches mist be judiciously pruned, and by careful
attention and the maintenance of healthy surroupdings
the tree has every chance of recovering its pristine
vigor. In like manner corrective measures, prudently
applied, will enable young citizens to become valuable
assets in the life of the nation.

SOME ASPECTS OF DAIRYING.

In his interesting address to the local milk producers,
Professor H. A, Deane of Guelph touched on several
points of vital importance to the future welfare of the
dairying industry in Canada. For example, he sug-
gested that as a steady market cannot be found for
milk and milk products in this country a good market
could be procured in other countries; in China, for in-
stance, which he characterized as the best market in

the world. China is unable to supply its own milk

products, and the surplus which could be shipped to
that country from Loudon alone is equal to nearly one
thousand gallons each day.

No one disputes that milk products form valuable
food, and that other countries are eager to secure them
in any quantity. It is an equally well-known fact that
there is more real nourishment in ome pound of milk
products than there is in a pound of beef. Moreover,
these products, in the form of butter, cheese and evap-
orated milk, can be shipped in smaller bulk and with
less trouble and cost than cattle or dead meat. Den-
mark has not been slow to learn this lesson, and her
eminence in the dairy world today is one of the results.
But, as Professor Deane pointed out, one of the great-
est factors in the successful handling and disposal of
milk products is co-operation among the producers and
dairymen. This is the key to the whole situation.

Another point which was referred to was the im-
portant part that good roads play in the work of bring-
ing dairy products to the cities. There is no doubt that
good transportation facilities have the effect of bring-
ing the city household and the farm closer together,
and that the city dweller derives the benefit by secur-
ing milk and other necessaries at normal prices. Good
roads also play an important part in the marketing of
cther products of the farm, and the sooner the country
bighways are brought to an efficient state the sooner
will not only marketing problems be solved, but prob-
lems affecting the supply of farm labor and the requl-
sites for successful farming ‘generally.

One other matter which Professor Deane dealt with.

was the question of advertising. There is no getting
away from the fact that the farmer is not a good sales-
man. His brethren of the cities can teach him all that
there is worth knowing in the art of salesmanship. He fol-
lows not the principle that when one has something good
for sale they should make its merits known as widely
as possible, both at home and abroad. If butter and
cheese could be prodﬁced by manufacturers like boots
and shoes their particular advantages would soon be
proclaimed far and wide through the medium of print-
ers’ ink and in other ways. As yet the farmer does
not do these things, but this is no reason why he should
uot do it now.

Many city dwellers do not know the greet value of
milk and butter and cheese in the process of preserving
good health and of body building, and it is for the
farmer and the dairyman to tell them all about it. The
advantage will be mutual.

HAWANAN RACE
RAPIDLY DYING

Pure Blooded Inhabitants Are
Passing Out — Plaintive
Music Their Requiem.

——

Honolulu, T. H., Aug. 1.—The plain-
tive, haunting music of Hawail is the
requiem of a dying racc.

The pure blood Hawalians, once the
mightiest and noblest nation of Poly-
nesia, even now magnificent of physique
and keen of mind, are dying out.

A World Tragedy.

Statistics showing the birth and death
rates in the Territory of Hawaii for
one year, just published by the bureau |
of vital statistics of the territorial board |
of health, tells the story of one of the{
world’'s tragedies, the domo of a once
splendid race,

It is estimated that there are 22,000
pure blood Hawaiians in the territory.
For the twelve month period there were
676 births among them, a rate per 1,000
of 30.73, not far belcw the average for
all races, 39.05, butl there were 1,010
deaths, a rate of 45.91, against an aver-
age of 17.53, a net loss in population of
‘334, an annual decrease of 15.18 per
cent. ‘Those mathematically inclined
can figure out witn reasonable certainty
the year when the pure Hawaiian race
will have ceased to exist.

A century of the civilization of Chris-
tianity has dealt  harshly with the
Hawaiians.

New Race Springing Up.

As pointed out recently, however, by
an ethnologist of the Bishop Museum,
from the ruins of the Hawaiian there
is springing up in the jsland a new and
virile race, made strong by the mingled
blood of the Occident, the Orient and
Polynesia.

There are now in Hawaii 6,100 Asiatic
Hawallans, and;for the year their birth
rate was 80.49, the death rate only 16.89,
a rate of increase of 63.60 per cent,

For 10,800 Caucasian Hawailans the
birth rate was 64.72; death rate, 23.15;
rate of increase, 41.57.

It would appear from this showing
that an alliance between the Orient and
Polynesia is more prolific and hardier
than the union between Occident and
Polynesia.

Walter Whitworth of Worcester,
Mass.,, was killed by lightning while
seated under a tree at Marlboro, Mass.

Andrew Little, 30, was killed when a
tree fell on his automobile during a
gtorm at Beaton, Ill., and Mrs. William
Belford and her 1ll-year-old grandson
were crushed to death near <Colconda,
11l., by the fall of 2 wall of their home
during a windstorm.

Oats were scarce and in good demand,
today’s quotations showing a siight in-
crease on the 100 pounds, selling at
$1.75 and $1.80, an advance from Satur-
day's figures of 5c per cwt. There is
no change in hay or straw.

Prices on honey are not so high this
year, as a result, it is claimed, of an ex-
traordinary good crop, and the fact that
the price of sugar has tumbled to less
than half of last year's quotations.
Five-pound pails are offered at 90c,
wholesale, and $1 to $1.10 retail.

Two new feature items appeared on
the local market today, sweet peppers,
at 40c a dozen, and cauliflowers, at $2
a dozen. The cauliflowers offered were
of poor quality.

Butter and egg prices remain un-
changed. Eggs were reported as being
very scarce.

Iy is very likely that in a controversy

waged with American cities up to the

half -million or million mark, that Lon-

don, Ont. could hold her own on the
park question. And there are not likely
to be many neutral or fair-minded

judges who would take the palm away
from Springbank and give it to River-
dale, o~ High Park, or the Island Park
of Toronto. For natural beauty, in its
rugged heights, where the river has cut
its way through layer after layer of
solid rock, Rockcliffe Park, Ottawa, may
give Springbank enthusiasts a real bit
of argument. But the slow.going Ot-
tawans have not added to the beauty of
the lower portions of the. park by flow-
ers and artiticial terraces, as they might
e¢asily have done. The private lawns
and grounds ifi the vicinity of Rock-
cliffe show what landscape beauty cun
be pioduced by individual enterprise,
but public enterprise has left Rockcliffe

Park pretty much as nature left it, a
place of wonderful though rugged
heauty.

Here arises the question: Is Spring-
bank being overworkel ¢ a place for
experimentation in laa.scape garden-
ing? Are there too many fancy flower
beds theret On this point opinions
may differ widely.

@ A Composite Scheme.

Springbank, so expert critice on the
American parks declare, is a composite
idea. It lacks a clear-cut art ideal of
%ts own. To the would-be park authority
who rides around in an automobile ihe
guest of the reception committee at the
international plumbers’ or wood-turners
convention, every last park he visits is
the most beautiful of all. But the real
park expert criti¢c, who tramps miles to
the park to save car fare, which he
sometimes hasn’t got, and stays there
as long as the police constables will let
him—to save room rent, which he some
times also lacks—the real expert has
time and leisure and mental acuteness
sufficient to make a fair decision.

Central Park, New York, has a won-
derful Zoo. So has Springbank. Belle
Isle, Detroit, has an aquarium. So has
Springbank—Romeo and the other gold-
fish in the reservoir pond. Liggoln
Park, Chicago, has beautiful drives,
pretty stonework culverts, bridges and
attractively-flowered terraees. So has
Springbank. Douglas Park, Chicago is
rich in wonderful shrubberies and
flowering trees. So is Springbank.
High Park, Toronto, has hilis and read-
ways winding over craggy ledges and
tree-roots. So has Springbaak—up
around the reservoir. The Wellesley
Gardens, Wellesley, Mass., have elabor-
ate landscape pictures worked out with
hedges, fountains and flower-beds. So
has Springbank, just beyond the water-
works. Montreal has a mountain park.
Springbank %as the reservoir hill. But
comparisons are always odious. If other
cities think London is over-advertising
Springbank Park, let them take issue
directly with the street car advertising
agency, or make a complaint to the
Associated Advertising Clubs of the
World, whose slogan is *‘Truth in Ad-
Maybe the advertising clubs
will appoint a special committee of im-
partial inquiry to settle the dispute, and
if Springbank is officially awarded the
palm, street car advertising will hence-
forth be regarded as a fifth gospel.

Appeals to More.

The variety offered by Springbank
Park, leaving all further comparisons
aside, naturally makes it appeal to a
greater number of people. There is
something to suit every temperament at
Springbank. The little amusement park
across the road may not lead anybody
into supposing it is a second Coney
Island, but it boast a really, excit-
ing roller-coaster, a crazy house, a
merry-go-round, and the usual quota of
games of chance or mischance.

For the lover 8f Nature, there are
stretches of natural woodland and river-
bank; for the kiddjes, there are the birds
and animals in the Zoo; for the roman-
tically inclined, there are picturesque,
quiet walks with birds singing sweet-
rothings overhead and squirrels and

chipmunks chattering gay nonsense.

Given a dam,
with shimmering cascades of emerald
spray shooting over into the ambient
atmosphere, your ardent propagandists
could then speak patronizingly of Niag-
ara Falls, and the street car signs
could be revised to read:

“Springbank, the Most Beautiful Park
in the World!”

third operation for small
abscess.

The operation, the dispatch says, was
for an abscess which caused acute peri-
tonitis.

Caruso's wife and hig brother were
at his bedside.

The tenor was, until a week ago, on
the way to recovery from the long ill-
ness which began in New York last
winter early in the operatic season,
when suddenly he had an unexpected
relapse and was removed from Sorrento
to Naples.

He arrived at Napl@s Sunday night,
adds the message, and the specialists
who were called in decided to operate
immediately.

Word of the first illness of Caruso at
the time he was stricken with pleurisy
came as a shock to his many friends in
this country and abroad, as he had been
singing with the Metropolitan Opera
Company during thq present season
here and in Philadelphia, and was en-
joying one of the best seasons of his
life.

Up to the time of his sailing for Italy
reports were current that Caruso’s voice
had not withstood the ravages of his
many weeks of illness. These were
stoutly denied by his friends, and to
prove their untruth, the tenor, just be-
fore sailing away on board the steam-
ship President Wilson, burst into one
of his golden notes—a particularly high
one—and held it without apparent diffi-
culty.

Singer Seemed Depressed.

Thousands of friends who were gath-
ered at the pier cheered him in his
gallant effort, but he declined to give
an encore, ‘“‘until next season.”

Caruso, looking pale and much thin-
ner, doffed his hat in acknowledgment
of the greetings of the crowd.

Police reserves and dock guards had
great difficulty in holding in check a
great crowd of admirers as they greet-
ed Caruso when he went aboard the
steamship, where his most intimate
friends bade him and Mrs. Caruso fare-
well.

‘When Caruso left for Italy he ap-
peared confident that he would return
to America next fall, and again take his
place with the Metropolitan Opera Com-
pany. Shortly, however, after the tenor
had arrived in Italy, reports began to
drift back to this country that he would
not sing again before the American pub-
lic in his old voice. -

mechanic, who detested music, but was
persuaded to permit his son, when 11
yvears of age, to sing in the churches of
his native city.

He made his debut in “L’Amico
Francesco,”” at the Nuovo Theatre, in
Naples, in 1894, later toured Italy and
Sicily, and was engaged for four sea-
sons at La Scala, Milan. Subsequently
he sang at St. Petersburg, Moscow,
Warsaw, Rome, Lisbon, Paris, Loondon,
and leading cities of Germany. When
he came to the Metropolitan Opera
House on November 23, 1903, the critics
Ki,id not go into ecstacies over him.

Although no official statement of his
earnings was ever made public, it is
known that Caruso at the height of his
Metropolitan career was receiving an
average of $3,000 for each perform-
ance. On special occasions, such as
his 1920 season in Havana, he was
paid $10,000 a night.

EXPRESS COMPANIES
CONSOLIDATE; GHANGE
T0 BENEFIT PUBLIC

Amalgamation of Canadian
Express and C. N. Becomes
Effective September 1.

Montreal, Aug. 2.—A further step in
the eo-ordination of the services of the
Canadian National and Grand Trunk
Railways under Government auspices
is announced today. A circular signed
jointly by Mr. D. B. Hanna, chairman
o! t.he board of directors, Canadian
National Express Company, and by
Mr. Howard G. Kelley, chairman of the
board of directors of the Canadian Ex-
press Company, says:

“Effective September 1, 1921, the
operation of the Canadian Express
Company and the Canadian National
Express Company will become consoli-
dated, and the combined business will
be continued thereafter under the name
of the Canadian National Express Com-

pany, Mr. John Pullen, heretofore
president of the Canadian Express
Company, will be president of the

Canadian National Express Company,
and Mr. W. C. Muir, heretofore gen-
eral manager of the Canadian National
Express Company, will be vice-presi-
dent and general manager.”

News of the consolidgtion of the
operations of the two express com-
panies will be received with interest by
the commercial community. The Can-
adian National Express Company in its
new form will operate over 22,000 miles
of railway, extending across the con-
tinent from St. John, Halifax and Syd-
ney, on the Atlantic, to Vancouver and

{Prince Rupert on the Pacific, and will

have in addition an extensive organiza-
tion in Europe. The two express com-
panies, operating as units, had a com-
bined annual gross revenue in excess
of $12,000,000, and did business with the
public through nearly 3,500 established
agencies. That the consolidation will
mean increased facilities for the public
in the conveyance of goods by express,
is the view of the management.
Advantage to Publlc.

“The advantage to the public of this
unified express service will be found in
the larger car supply of the combined
railways,” said Mr. John Pullen, who
has been named as president of the
Canadian National Express Com-
pany. ‘“The cars of various types, such
as ventilated cars, refrigerator cars,
horse stable cars and steam-heated
cars for winter service, can be more
readily obtained, as they can be used
interchangeably throughout the na-
tional system of raflways. Further-
more, the vehicle service in the cities
and larger towns being consolidated,
renders it possible to respond more
readily to calls from the public. There
is also being worked out a consolida-
tion of local offices in the various cities
under a single direction, thus making it
possible to add to the public conveni-
ence and avoid duplication.”

Special Express Trains.

“Between the large centres, such as
Montreal and Torontd’ continued Mr.
Pullen, “exclusive special trains will
continue to be operated, the arrival and
departure times being so arranged as
to allow of forwarding packages as
late in the day as possible, with de-
livery to consignees early on the fol-
lowing morning. e new company will
continue to give special attention to
the development of the heavy fish traf-
fic from the Atlantic and the Pacific
coasts and the inland lakes, as well as
the heavy fruit traffic of Ontario and
British Columbia, and to the movement
of certain farm products, articles of
value, etc., for which the express ser-
vice is specially adapted. There will
also be carried on, as in the past, such
financial operations as the issuance of
express money orders, travelers’ chec;ks,
telegraphic transfers, etc. Every officer
and employee of the extensive system
of national railways can be depended
upon to co-operate heartily with the
gpeclally trained employees of the ex-
press company to render to the publi'c:.
a safe and expeditious express service.

Asked if this consolidation would be
likely to result in a reduction in forces
and loss of position by old employees,
the management expressed the opinion
that there would be ample work for all
the worthy and experienced employees
of both companies.

LONDON COURTS
“SURPASS REND

Dockets Are Crowded With
Divorce Cases—Decrees Are
Granted in Quick Order.

LONDON, Aug. 1.— Divorce stakes;
England, 1; United States, 2.

In the international race conpromin-
ence in divorce, a race confined to the

clvilized peoples, America is losing to-
day, London is beating Reno.

Now it is England that makes the
pace, and it is a race that no one else
can at the moment rival.

Situation Is Startling.

The situation here is variously de-
scribed as startling, sensational, dis-
tressing. As a matter of fact it is all
three.

Never in the purplest periods of the
British press has so much space been
given to divorce cases. Never has the
subject been so much talked about. And
never has peerage, stage and even
scholarship and science, to say nothing
of the more ordinary walks of life,
made such a big show in the court
where today they unmarry people at
the astonishing rate of one couple in
every seven and a half minutes. It is
quicker »ow to get untied than to get
tied in matrimony. 'Even the registry
offices have to take a back place.

Divorce has not merely become the
fashion. It is an obsession.

And that is not surprising, for today
in England there are six times the num-
ber of divorces that there were in 1913.
Even the United States cannot rival this
astonishing rate of increase, a growth
that has alarmed the church and has
given the judges the busiest time ever
known im the too popular divorce di-
vision.

U. S. Record Beaten.

Though the United States can record
no such rapid increase of cases as Eng-
land has experienced in the last few
years in actual numbers, she is far
ahead, but this is accounted for by the
difference in population. Last year in
England there were 3,041 divorces, while
in 1913 there were only 546. But the
average number of divorces for each
year of the last decade in America was
just on 115,000 and the yearly average
for the previous decade was about
73,000.

“The 1920 census of the United States
of America,” Mrs. Seaton-Tiedeman, or-
ganizing secretary to the Divorce Law
Reform Union, told me, ‘‘shows the fig-
ures for divorce since 1901 at 1,882,991
on a population of 105,000,000, actually
less than 2 per cent for the 19 years.

“Thus we see that on this huge popu-
lation the annual percentage is very
small. If the figures from the various
modes of permanent separation preval-
ent in England and Wales, as well as
those for desertion, could be added to
the official figures for separation and
divorce, 1 venture to say that the num-
ber of wrecked marriages in *this coun-
try is greater in proportion than in the
United States of America.

Many Irregular Unions.

“At the commencement of the wayr
there were so many thousands of peo-
ple living in irregular unions, who could
not marry, that the government found
it necessary to pass the unmarried
wives' separation allowance act, and
have refused to state the number who
received the allowance.”

The American figures, if they may be
taken as any guide to the situation here
are startling, particularly if Mrs. Sea-
ton-Tiedeman is right in her view that
the nosition in England is worse in pro-
portion to population—and she ought to
Know. 4

The stress of business in the divorce
division has led to the unprecedented
appearance of the lord chancellor on the

bench. When Lord Birkenhead, brush-
ing aside precedent in the interests of
the administration of justice, began to
hear divorce cases there were awaiting
trial 2,373 cases, of which some two
thousand were undefended.

At the rate of progress then attained
it was certain that even some of the
undefended cases would be still on the
lists for hearing a year hence. Now
there are less than 600. Lord Birken-
head is a judge of the high court of
justice and president of the highest
court of appeal. That was why his ap-
pearance on the bench in the divorce
court was without precedent, but the
emergency which called him there of
his own volition also had no parallel.

Even a partial list of the famous men
and women who have appeared in the
divorce court during this so-called
hilary session, husbands seeking free-
dom from wives, wives from husbands,
is Impressive. It includes the names
of many peeresses of the realm, of
public men and of several widely known
footlight favorites.

Prominent Names on List.

On the list are the Duchess of Marl-
borough, the Countess of Drogheda,
Lady Chesham, Viscountess Torrington,
Lady George Cholmondeley, Lady Vic-
tor Paget, Lady Brisco, Sir Cecil Bec,
M.P., Mrs. Miriam Coleman (daughter-
in-law of Sir Josiah Coleman, of mus-
tard fame), Mrs. E. E. Carthew (daugh-
ter of the home secretary), General
Guy Livingstone, Miss Lily St John
(Mrs. Gran), Sir A. P. du Cros, M.P.,
Miss Irish Hoey (Mrs. Max Leeds),
Miss Margaret Bannerman (Mrs. Holme-
Sumner), Albert Edward Sammons (the
violinst), the Hon. Bertrand Russell,
the Hon. Edward Brabazon Meade
(brother of the Earl of Clanwilliam),
and E. G. Hemmerde, K.C., who wrote
the play “The Butteffly on the Wheel.”
The case of the Hemmerdes was after-
wards withdrawn as husband and wife
became reconciled.

And there is a long waiting list of
“poorer persons’ who are entitled, if
their cases are approved, to have relief
for the payment of small fees. Some
thousands are now applying for freedom
by this means.

For a fee of some $30 to $50 a black-
gowned barrister will steer you through
the gate to matrimonial freedom in
double-quick time.

It is almost a pleasant process. As
goon as the case is called this barrister
arises and at once calls his client into
the witness box. There are a few for-
mal questions. An hotel register is pro-
duced and signatures are identified.
Proof of the service of the writ on the
other party is given. Counsel mut-
ters “That’'s the case, m’lud,” and sits
down. “Decree nisi with costs and the
custody of the child” is announced from
the bench, and the next suitor in the
queue is in the box with another coun-
gel, putting him through the same rapid
method of divorce.

Indeed, so speedy is the process now-
adays that many couples are divided in
less time than it took to get united in
the quickest registry office.

One of the striking changes about
divorce in recent years is the large
number 5f husbands who figure amcng
the p‘uuomn, 13, 312 husbands

petitioned and 23¢ wives. Last year the

figures were 2,351 husbands and 690
wives.

 MARRIAGE LEAVES
TRAIL OF WISDOM

C. Bouck White Says He Does
Not Shine As Honeymooner
and Husband.

GIRL FLUSTERILY HAPPY

“Perfectly Delighted’’ and ‘L1l
Never Marry Again,”’ She
Said—Judgment in
Seventeen Words.

POUGHKEEPSIE, N. Y., Aug. 1—8Su-
preme Court Justice Joseph Morschau-
ser today annulled the marriage of C.
Bouck White, styled pastor of the
Church of the Social Revolution, to Mrs.
Andree Emilie Simon White, 20-year-
old Parisienne. In a 17-word judgment,
Justice Morschauser decided that the
girl-wife’s charge of fraud had been
sustained.

Ruling out all of the wife’s allegations
and testimony of cruelty—she had sworn
that White twice struck her—the court
found that the former clergyman had
concealed his two convictions and his,
economic and social views from his
bride, and that this concealment or mis-
representation was sufficient ground for
dissolution of the marital tie.

Mrs. White, flusterily happy in the
office of her attorney, Bernard F. Cecire,
said:

“I am perfectly delighted. It is a very
good day. Now that I am free I feel
that I will not marry—neve®, I ‘am
through; this has been too much,” and
she slipped off the wedding ring and
added: ‘“‘It's now Miss.”

Newspapermen informed White of the
decision at his home in Marlborough, N.
Y., about twenty-five miles from this
city, and he made this statement:

“I don't see how Judge Morschauser
could have done otherwise than give my
wife the decree asked for. Our mar-
riage was not a marriage in any real
sense of the word; a two weeks’' sail
across the Atlantic together and then
the smash since the dramatic termina-
tion of our meteoric honeymoon. That's
a mixed metaphor, but let it go. We
could never have hoped to resume wed-
ded relations. Therefore to release her
and also me was the only logical thing
to do, and the decree of the court, an-
nulling the marriage was judicial and
sengible. I suppose she who was my
wife will marry again, and 1 wish her
the best of fortunes in the paths she
will choose. The hysterical and high
voltage homesickness that caused her
to break with me will in all likelihood
not occur again. She, by this time is a
bit acclimated among us, and there is
no reason why she cannot mature into a
helpful and glad-hearted housewife and
woman.

“As for me, I don't see how I'll ever
dare fall in love again and marry. You
fellows on the press would not leave me

alone. And .marriage needs to be left
alone. 'Tis a plant that thrives only in
the shade. Turn upon it the sunlight of

publicity, you wither and blast it. There
ought to be a law forbidding you chaps
tc be turned loose on the marriage rela-
tion. Play up every other topic under
heaven if you choose, but In the mame
of right and decency, let wedded priva-
cies alone.

“Perhaps it will be a salutary safe-
guard in my life, this prohibition hence-
forth of the softer and sentimental
thoughts. 'Twill compel my energies to
seek sterner channels. What am I go-
ing to do? What are my plans? I'm
not telling my mans just now. For one
thing they are not ripe enough, but I
will say this—if you capitalistic gentry
think you have compassed my &estruc-
tion you think a very foolish thing. I
may be no good in love affairs. As a
honeymooner and a staid, indulgent hus-
band I don’'t shine, but as a fighter
against a hell bent scheme of things
there is power in me, and I'll give you
more stories to write up and falsify
when the right moment arrives.”

INDIANS PLAN
HOME BUILDING

Chippewas To Use $500,000
Received For Timber For
Advancement.

DULUTH, Minn., Aug
Indians on the Net Lake reservation in
Northeastern Minnesota, who recently
received approximartety $500,000 for tim-
ber sold from their reservation,
make good use of the money. Instead of
disposing of their fortunes for blankets,
beads, tobacco and possibly whiskey, as
the Indian of old, did, these Chippewas
will build schools and homes, outfit their
farms with modern machinery and
stock, and undoubtedly make rapid ad-
vancement from conditions which has
gained for them the name of the most
primitive of the Chippewa nation.

. So believes Chief Wa-na-bo-sho, Car-
lisle graduate, and better known as Joe
Northrup, who is devoting his time at
present to helping the Indians become
better civilized and to encourage legis-
lation which would release to the Chip-
pewas millions of dollars said to be
rightly theirs, which is being held in re-
serve by the Government Indian bureau.
Got White Man’s Education.

Chief Wa-na-bo-sho, who is married,
and has a family residing in this city,
is one of the stalwart braves who, early
in the 20th century, deserted the wig-
wam and entered the white brother's
school to obtain an education.

Living in what Chief Wa-na-bo-sho
describes as ‘‘wretched conditions,” the
Net Lake tribe of the Chippewas gained
fame in recent years by their primitive
habits. Many of the older chiefs and
squaws of the Chippewa nation retired
to the Net Lake reservation several
years ago and practically became out-
casts from their nation. They refused
to recognize the tribe’s general council,
and in the past, according to Wa-na-
bo-sho, they have repeatedly turned
down offers of assistance from their fel-
low tribesinen.

Sees Upward Trend.

This situation was brought about,
Wa-na-bo-sho believes, because the In-
dians were destitute and barely man-
aged to exist. Now that they have been
permitted to dispose of their lands and
receive at least part of the cash turned
over by private interests to the Govern-
ment bureau, he believes that the Net
Lake Chippewas will join their felloy
tribesmen in the latter's upward trend
to modern mode of living. \

Early in Juhe contracts between the
Chippewas and the Northwestern Paper
Company of Cloquet, Minn., were signed,

STRIKING PROGRESS
MADE BY GERMANY’S
AERIAL TRANSPORT

All Sorts of Main and Sub-
sidiary Services Highly
Developed.

LINKED WITH ENGLAND

Letter Posted in Berlin in the
Morning Is Delivered fn Lon-
don Same Afternoon by
“Flying Post.”

BERLIN, Aug. 1.—Geérmany has com-
pletely inverted the metaphorical ex-
pression, *“It's all in the air,”” with its
implication that the subject referred
to is only a nebulous project, for Ger-
many really is in the air, at any rate,
its aeroplanes are there every day and
almost every hour of the day.

A few days ago, feeling, so to speak,
in a flighty mood, T called at the travel
bureau on the Unter den Linden. With-
in an hour 1 had been motored to an
aerodrome outside the city, had been
strapped into an aeroplane, and from
1,000 feet above was looking down on
the white ribbon of road where I had
been standing just before. That was a
casual affair, improvised at a moment's
notice, but if I had wished I could just
as easily and with equal certainty have
booked a place in an aeroplane the next
day for any big city in the country.;

On my desk is an aerial time table'so
far as I know the first complete publica-
tion of its sort in history. Its mere
existence, not to speak of its contents,
is surely a striking witness to Ger-
many’s development 7 aerial transport.
A substantial booklet of nearly a hun-
dred pages, it is as matter of fact and
substantial as Bradshaw's European
railway time table.

Fourteen pages alone are fiilled with
the details of regular daily or twice daily
services within the borders of Germany.
They give to the minute the times of
departures and arrivals. There is not
even a saving clause about the wind and
weather permitting, so that it requires
quite a mental effort to realize that be-
fore one are the pathless tracks of the
air and not steel railroads.

By arrangements with Holland and
other neighboring countries, long dis-
tance services are linked up with Eng-
land and Scandinavia. There is a map
which shows at a glance the principal
daily services inside Germany and their
communications with overseas routes.
To this regular passenger transporta-
tion all sorts of subsidiary services are
being added. The flying post for in-
stance, is rapidly developing, especially
as it is not burdened with any special
regulations apart from a slightly higher
tariff. All one has to do to insure this
speedy delivery is to mark a letter by
flying post,” and drop it into any letter
box in the ordinary way. In this matter,
international arrangements have been
made so that a letter posted in Berlin
at 7:30 o'clock in the morning reaches
London, for example, at 5:30 the same
evening.

Newspaper Deliveries.

One interesting use of the aeroplane,

to which special attention is directed, is
for keeping the rest of Germany in
!swift touch with the lost territories,
such as Danzig, or areas like Memel,
where fate is not yet determined, so
that the population of these districts
shall not cease to imbibe the true
gospel of Deutschtum.
Aeroplanes leave Berlin early every
morning loaded with newspapers. Hy-
droplanes serve the same purpose for
the Island of Sylt, off the coast of
Schleswig, leaving Hamburg immedi-
ately on the arrival of the Berlin jour-
nals by train.

Reverting to the aerial Bradshaw, a

glance at the advertisements reveals
still further enterprise. Here, for ex-
ample, is the Hamburg-American Line
offering its own services to any town
in Germany. It will send passengers or
goods by special aeroplanes available to
start at the shortest of notice. Another
firm supplies aerial photographs, sug-
gesting their particular desirability for
enterprising financiers on the lookout
for establishing new
spas.
Still another advertisement discloses
a new little subsidiary industry. It
reads: ‘“First special business for flying
costumes; leather clothes for ladies and
gentlemen.” On the opposite page is a
photograph of a leather-clad person. His
expression suggests he feels as uncom-
fortable as he looks, and sets one won-
dering whether, after all, the conquest
of the air was worth while.

Majority of Visitors From
United States Make Trips
To Deauville. ¢

PARIS, Aug. 1.—There was much
prolonging the Paris season, and there
was a desperate effort made by the
dancing clubs and by those to whom
the season meant bread and butter to
offer attractions enough to keep Pari-
sian society within the gates of the
French capital. The polo club, the golf
club at La Boulie, the country club of
St. Cloud, the Inter-Allied Club and the
restaurants in the Bois arranged a
series of galas for every day in the week
so that each should not conflict with the
other. But there is a limit to physical
endurance, to say nothing of the con-
tents of the pocketbook, so the majority
of the Parislans to whom the season
meang a ceaseless round of functions
showing an empty pocket, and thus
their shells or took the first train they
could find out of Paris.

They declared the day for fetes over

that it was the pocketbook that could
not stand the pace. I heard more than
one bachelor of prominence in French
society say he could not afford another
sou. I heard one man say he had
figured his expenses in going to all of
the various fetes, garden parties and
balls during the month of June, and he
had discovered that he could not poszibly

this meant his bare expenses in attend--
ing the many functions and not with
any entertaining, such as giving dinners
or parties of any kind on his own part.
He could not remain within that figure
and have more than one guest for dinner
at the Chateau de Madrid or Pre Cate-
lan or any of the restaurants in the
Bois.

This is easy enough to believe. The
table d’hote dinners at any of the galas
in the Bois are 75 or 80 francs per per-
son without wine. Nothing but cham-
pagne is served, which should be count-
ed about 70 francs a quart, and some of
the restaurants refuse to serve less than
two bottles, and at the exclusive mid-
night dancing houses, where no food is
served, the price of a bottle of cham-
pagne is usually 80 francs. That means
the food alone for a dinner of two would
be 320 francs. Then there is the 10 per
cent tax and the 10 per cent tip, which
would bring the bill to 387 francs, with-
out the numerous small tips to the chas-
seur, the vestlaire, etc. Then, if the
couple goes to a dancing house such as
the “Perroquet” or ‘‘Aux Acacias,”

“Where is the old chic of
Paris?"’ is the one question that is ask-
ed among the women, and “Where are
the gayeties of Montmartre?”’ One gees
only Americans at the Hotel Ritz, anad
they sit about the garden at tea time
and watch longingly for the smart
Parisienne to come and sip her tea, and
when she fails to appear they ask
where so many ordinary-looking people
have sprung from.

Committee Report On Out-
come in Britain Contains
Warning.

POOREST FAIL TO BENEFIT

State-Enforced Socialism, But
It Does Not Work

Out.
LONDON, Aug. 1. — A warning
against the unempioyment insurance

legislation now being urged by many
because of Lhe steadily increasing numn-
bers of unempioved is given by the
committee of foreign inquiry of the So-
cial Insurance Department of the Na-
tional Civic Federation, which poin's

out the confusion and dissatisfaction
caused by such measures in Great
Britain.

The benefts under this ciause of the
British nationa] health insurance act
have already been increased from seven
shillings a week to eleven shillings, and
it is now proposed to increase the
benefit to fifteen shillings. Despite the
dissatisfaction created by the present
{ low rates, the committee finds a wide-
ispread opposition to the proposed
changes. Both labor and employers,
! the committee in its investigation
| found, were dissatisfled with the ex-
| periment in social insurance. In ite
i report on the movement for unemploy-
ment and soclal insurance in this coun-
| try, the committee says:

name and address of his last employer,
and many other details.

The insurance dues are de- |
ducted from the worker's wage on pay- |
day and the insurance accounts with
the Government are kept on the em-
ployer’s books.
Disputes Numerous.

“Disputes over qualifications for un-
employment benefits are numerous, This !
gives employment to a large number of |
public officials to decide the disputes j‘
and whose decisions on fine points al-
ready fill three or four large volumes.
The excessive red tape and vexatiqns
uselessly imposed for the mere sake of |
bureaucratic uniformity entailed by this
plan are also to be considered. Solcitors,
stock brokers, bank clerks and others
who volunteered for Sunday work dur-
ing the war were obliged to take out
unemployment insurance cards, al-
though they obviously would never draw |
any benefits.

“It is significant that where com- |
rulsory social insurance is being tried !
for individualistic peoples-—in sickness |
and disablement insurance in Great
Britain and in old age and invalidity '
insurance in France*-general confusion |
and dissatisfaction have promptly re- |
sulted.”
In concluding its report the committee |
states: }
“Social insurance and particularly |
compulsory sickness insurance, in our!
opinion, has not been a success but a
failure, for those who have every reason
to expect to be benefitted the most have
received the least. The poorest poor are
not being reached at all by this method
of social amelioration. A distinction
should be drawn between relief meas-
ures aimed at the needs of the poor
and the pauper elements, respectively. ;
