London, Wednesday, Jan. 17.—There is a possibility that 

another big offensive by the Entente allies in Belgium and 
France is in contemplation. A two-days conference has been 
held in London between Premier Lloyd George and his War 
Council and the British and French commanders-in-chief, Gen. 
Nivelle and Field Marshall Haig. While nothing has been made 
public concerning the conference from official sources, except 
that it is described as “important,” an unofficial despatch as­
serts that it differed from the conference recently held in Rome 
in that military instead of diplomatic questions took precedence. 
This was Gen. Nivelle’s first visit to England since he succeeded 
Gen. Joffre. He returned to France on Tuesday.

guns of Cavite he found the Spanish 
fleet of seven cruisers, five gunboats 
and two torpedo boats. As he was 
about to commence action he dis­
covered that Rear-Admiral von Deid- 
richs, who was in Manila Bay with 
a mueh superior force, had allowed 
two of his vessels to come between 
the American and Spanish fleets.

As soon as he reached Manila Bay. 
and before the German war vessels 
threatened to hold up the engage 
ment, he called upon von Deidricli.'. 
He referred to the large ôerman 
force and the limited German inter­
ests in the Philippines in the man­
ner of a polite inquiry.

The German Threat.
“I am here by order of the Kaiser, 

sir,” replied von Deidrichs.
What might have been von Pied- 

richs’ intentions are not known, bet 
the Commander of the British fleet 
signalled to the Commanders of th : 
Get mail vessels to clear away or lie 
would open fire. The vessels moved 
off. Dewey’s fleet totally destroyed 
the Spanish vessels without the loss 
of a single man.

Dewey was promoted to Rear-Ad­
miral on receipt of the news, and 
thanked by a resolution of Congress, 
In 1899 he became an Admiral of 
the United States Navy and a mem­
ber of the United States Philippine 
Commission.

AS TO AN ELECTION.
The Liberal party managers have 

not yet apparently made up their 
minds as to the forcing of a Domin­
ion general ejection. They were 
very keen for such a move a short 
time back, but do not now appear to 
be quite so certain as to the advisa­
bility of such a course. Shortly af­
ter the House assembles Sir Robert 
Borden will introduce a resolution 
for the extension of the life of Par- 
liamentr for another year, and upon 
the attitude of the Laurierites as then 
manifested will rest, the decision as 
to whether there shall be a war time 
contest.

It 
will be noticed that since hostilities 
started products have increased in 
price in Great Britain by 87 per cent 
and in Germany by 111 per cent, 
with both still climbing. In the mat­
ter of public expenditures very great 
care has been observed and in gen­
eral it is fully recognized by all im­
partial observers that Sir Robert 
Borden and his associates have dis­
charged their obligations thorough­
ly well.

That the people under such cir­
cumstances aid at such a time, are 
liable to swap horses in the middle 
of the present turbulent stream is 
not for one moment at all likely. If 
the Liberals are bound to have a 
fight because of their hunger for of­
fice, by all means let it come on as 
soon as they like.

WAR SAVING CERTIFICATES.

THE SASKATCHEWAN FRAUDS.
The recent report of the Wetmore 

Royal Commission in Saskatchewan 
demonstrates that 
have been on a very rotten basis in 
connection with the administration 
of affairs by the Liberal Legislature.

Bacon 
prices are now 60 per cent, above 
those prevailing immediately before 
the war. Last month the price of 
fish was about one-third higher than 
a year ago. Bread last month was 
753 per cent, above the normal lev­
el retail prices. Flour has risen 8c 
per cent, above the pre-war rates. 
Butter is 70 per cent, dearer; cheese 
75 per cent. Margarine costs only 
25 per cent, more than in peace­
time. Potatoes remained compara­
tively normal until April, 1916, but 
a remarkable rise then set irt with 
the result that at the end of the 
yeai the average charge was 10 per 
cent, higher iwi. in December, 
1915.

While the figures in Berlin and 
Vienna no longer afford an index Vi 
the state of supplies as compared 
with July, 1914. the retail food 
prices in Berlin in November last 
were 111 per cent, higher than be­
fore the war . No quotations are now 
given on split peas, haricot beans or 
coffee. Quotations of other articles 
show rice has increasfed 420 per 
cent., eggs 57 per cent, lard 315 
per cent, and bacon 24 9 per cent.

Toronto, Jan. 17.—Following his 
apprehension by the military auth­
orities at Halifax Detective Taylor 
of the city police last night afrested 
Lieut.

Stockholm, via London, Jan. 17.—- 
The food situation in Çermany has 
grown much worse during the last 
six months, according to the exper­
ience of an Associated Press corres­
pondent, who has returned from a 
trip - to Berlin, 
scarce that this week’s per capita 
ration in Berlin was less than four 
and a halt pounds. This is attribut­
ed In part to the farmers withhold­
ing shipments until February 15, 
when higher prices will be permit­
ted, but it is not denied that the 
potato crop is insufficient 'to meet 
normal demand.

No cheese has been on the mar­
ket since August and eggs are unob­
