render an account of the past"yearls transac-
tions, once a year at leut. Unless tbis be doue,
there will be no suppliés. By an . und'erstanding,

Parliament meets in the month of Fébruary,
although circumstances sometimes arise to

Postpone tbe time. While the Crown has a
right Co summon Parliament where it pleues,

It is
bis daty to el osely examine the provisions of pri-
vate Bills so as to protect the public againstany
surprise, or undue encroachment or i-ijuy' ; to
control and regalate the conduct of subordinate

officers of the HousB; to enforce the Rules of the
House ; he cannot join in any debate unless in
00nMittee of the whole House. As the Pre"ng
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officer of the House> he hu all the duties attached
to such au office. The Speaker is chosen by the

members of Parliamen4 subject to the approba-
tion of the representative of the Crown, and holds
his office until the Parliament in whieh he is
electqd is dissol ved. Should a member persevere
in "àfsobeying the order of the Speaker and of the
Rousee the Speaker may Il mame him," as the

term applies, a course uniformly followed by the
censure of the House.

Travellers intending to remain within the
Dominion for a longer period than two days,
are required in all cases to report and enter
their borses, carriages, and travelling equikage ;
and in cases where they do not intend to leave
at the same point at which they enter, or are
uncertain on that poiný they must deposit with
the Collector the full amount of duty on such.
horses, carriages and other dutiable articles, to

beý.returned only on tbeir furnishing satisfactory
évidence that the same articles have been re-
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turned unchanged to the United States. Tra-
vellers intending to leave at the Port of Entry

may be allowed to enter as above, and, in lieu
of casby to, give a bond, with an approved

resident surety, covenng the amoqnt of dut
and with the additional condition that suZ
bond shall be enforeed if the time specified
therein be exceeded.
