Ax Acr further to anend the Act for granting relief to
the sufferers by the Fires at Quebec.

W HEREAS in and by an Act of the Parlianent Of preamo.
this Province, passed in the ninth vear of HIer 9 Vc. C. 62,

Majesty's Reign, and intituled, "An Act for enablingcec.22.cttcd.
Her Majesty to direct the issue of deberitures to a

"fimited amount, and for giviag relief to the City of
5"Quebec," it was amongst other things in effiect enacted

that it should be lawful for the Commissioners to bc ap-
pointed under the provisions of the said Act, and they
were thereby required, so long as the principal sums to
be loaned under the said Act, and the interest to accrue

ldthereon, should remain unpaid, to cause an insurance to
be effected, and to be annually renewed, in proportion to
the sums remaining due on all and every the buildings
to be erected under the said Act; which insurance, or the
sums due under the same respoctively, should, in case of

15 the destruction of the said buildings by fire, be payable
to Hler Nlajesty, Her ileirs ani Successors, by ie un-
derwriters thereof and to insert, or icause to be inserted,
in the bonds or obligations to be entered into by any
person or persons to whom any suin or sums of money

20 mîght be advanced and lent under the said Act, a clause
or clauses to the effect that such person or persons should
bind himself or theinselves to reimburse to Her Majesty
whatever sum of money or rate of insurance might there-
after be paid by such Commissioners for effecting such

25 insurance, and at the same period at which such rate of
insurance should be inade payable by the respective
policies: And whereas it was also in and by the said 9 v 2 c
Act enacted, that all the powers and authorities of the Eec. 26, Ci(d.

Commissioners to be appointed as aforesaid, should, under
30 certain circuinstances, and after the observance of certain

formalities, cease and determine; and such circunstances
have occurred, and such formalities have been duly ob-
served, that all the powers and authorities of the Com-
missioners appointed under the said Act have ceased and

35 determined accordingly: And whereas divers sums of
money and rates of insurance have, since the cessation
and determination of the powers and authorities of such
Com-missioners, been paid by Her Majesty's Receiver
General for this Province, for renewing insurances upon

40 buildings erected under the said Act, in respect of which
principal sums loaned under the said Act, and interest



accrued thereon, remain unpaid, and it is expedient to
enable Her Majesty to obtain reimbursement of such sums
of money and rates of insurance, in the saine manner as
if they had been paid by the said Commissioners:

Be it therefore enacted, &c.,

Moiry paid by That all persons who may have entered into any 5the RCcivecr bonds or obligations, or who may now or hereafter be inGetieraI for ratrb
insuraice on any inanner or way legally bound by any bonds or obliga-

tions entered into in pursuance of the said act as aforesaid,
be reinbursed in which such clauses as aforesaid have been inserted,.

rer. shal1 be thereby bound to reimburse to Her Majesty what- 10
ever suins of money or rates of insurance may heretofore
have been paid by Her Majesty's Receiver-General for
this province as aforesaid, in the same manner and to the
saine extent as the same persons would would have been
or would be bound to reimburse the saine, if paid by the 15
said Connissioners before their powers and authorities
ceased and determined as aforesaid, any thing in the said
Act, or in the said or any other clauses of any such bond
or obligation to the contrary notwithstanding.
