the same shall in all Courts of Justice be deemed, in the
absence of proof to the contrary, to have been caused by
the wilful default of the Master or other person having
charge of such Steamboat, Schooner or other vessel as
aforesaid, and the owner thereof in all civil proceedings,
and such Master or other person in all proceedings
whether civil or criminal, shail be subject to the legal
consequences of such default.
