Income Tax Requirements

The Dominion Government normal tax on the in-

comes of unmarried persons is 4% upon that portion o£

fheir incomes above $1,000 per annum and up to $6,000

per annum, and 8% on that port'm of their incomes above
$6,000 per annum.

For married persons the tax is 4% upon that portion

of their incomes above $2,000 per annum up to $6,000

per annum and 8% on that portion of their incomes above

$6,000 per annum.

There is also a surtax on all incomes over $5,000 per

annum. This is 1% on the amount by which the income
exceeds $5,000 per annum up to $6,000 per annum, and
increases as per the following table:

And for every increase of $2,000 per annum in income, the

surtax increases by 1% until the income reaches $100,000.

It increases by varying percentages on larger incomes
until it amounts to 65% on incomes of $1,000,000 per

annum or over.

Corporations and joint stock companies, no matter

how created or organized, pay a tax of 10% upon their

incomes exceeding $2,000, but they are not liable for

rartax.

As I

pointed out in handing you my last Summary, there is in

each of the Provinces of Ontario, Mamtoba and Bntish

Columbia a Municipal Act which contains all the Muni-

cipal Law applicable to all classes of Municipahties. In

Saskatchewan there are four such Acts, one applying to

each, namdy, Cities, Towns, Villages and Rural Muni-

dpalities; and in Alberta there arc three Acts, one eac*

for Towns, Villages and Rural Municipalities, while all

Cities, and some Towns, have their own special Acts.

In Manitoba, the Cities of Winnipeg, St. Boni-

face and Portage la Prairie, and perhaps some oth^

Cities and Towns have special diarters, and m British

Columbia the City of Vancouver has a special charto-,

while in the case of many of the Municipalities in the

different Provinces there are pieces of special legislation,

so that it is always advisable in examimnp; the securities

of any Municipality to enquire what, if any, speaal

legislation it has.

It will also be seen from the Summary on the

laws (rf New Brunsw'ck, Nova Scotia and Quebec, that

all the Cities therein, .^nd some of the Towns, have speaal

Acts of Incorporation.

PROVINCE OF NOVA SCOTIA

I.—MUNICIPAL DEBBNTURES OBNERALLT.

1. Authority to Borrow. Municipalities in Nova Scotia

must apply to the Legislature for approval of each issue

of Deoentures except those issued for school purposes.

The term, rate c^ interest and the amount of annual sink-

ing fund deposits, are matters to be dealt with by the

Sj^dal Act.

2. Act of 1914. All other matters are dealt with by the

Mtmidpal Debentures Act. 1914, which consolidates and
amen^ the previous l^^ation and provides forms of

(he Debentures and cot> )ons.

Commissioner of Muni-
cip€il Sinking Funds

The Act provides for the appoint-

ment of an officer called the Com-
missioner of Municipal Sinking
Funds, whose duties may be

summarized as follows:

—

(1) To see that the Debentures and coupons are in the

form provided by the Act.

(2) To sign a certificate endorsed on each Debenture
to the efifect that the DcV ture is one of tn issue

authorized by an Act of the Legislature.

(3) To see that the proper sum is depo .ted in the sink-

ing fund each year; and if there is a default, to iue

the Municipality for the amount.

(4) To receive from each municipality annual returns

showing the amount raised for sinlong fund require-

ments and how it has been applied.

The Commissioner has also power to make regulations

providing for:

(1) The supplying to Municipalities of Debentures of

ui^orm style on lithographed forms.

'2) The methods by which a municipality shall keep its

sinking fund account.

(3) Any matter necessary for the efficient performance

of his duties under the Act.
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A Debeitture ifsued in accordance with the
Ci Ttive Act and certified by the Commissioner is

bbuline on the Mtmictpality and its validity

cannot be questioned in any court.

In cases where there has not been strict compliance with
the Special Act authorizing the issue, the Commissioner
may nevertheless, if he thmks that ibere has been sub-
stantial compliance therewith, sign the certificate on the
Deboiture.

Departure from the forms given in t^e Act or non-com-
pliance with the reqttirement of the Act does not invali-

date such irr^:ular or informal Debenture. A holder may
sue the Municipality for an order requiring the issue ol

a new and proper Debenture.

The sinking f\md may be deposited in a
Sinking diartered bank doing business in Nova
Fimd Scotia or n?'v be paid to a trust company

appointed for the purpose by the Govemor-
in-Council. Any premium realized on the sale of Deben-
tures must be paia into the sinking fund.

The Municipality has the right at any time
Redemption to a.ppky the sinking fund to purchase any
Right Debentures of the series. The purchase

must be made through the Commissioner
and at a price not exceeding par.

Unless registered under the Act, Municipal
Debentures as well as the coupons are
payable to bearer and transferable by

A Debenture Register Book may be kept by the clerk or
by a Trust Company ^pointed by the M«mtcipality.
Whelen a Deboiture has been registered it is transferable

only by the r^jistered holder or his attomoy by entry in

the Debenti' Register Book and endonexnei^ of a copy
of the eo on the Debenture. Renstration may be
cancelled uy a transfer to bearer in t^ Register Book and
the endorsement on the Debenture of a copy of the entry.

PROVINCE OF NEW BRUNSWICK

L—GENERAL DEBENTURES.

There is no general Municipal Act such as exists in Ontario

and the Provinces lying west thereof, and the Statutes

relating to Municipal matters are very meaCTc m their

provisions, and can scarcely be said to deal with the issue

of Debentures.

Cities have special Acte of Incorporation, and whfle the

Towns Incorporation Act. Chapter 166 (Consohdated

SUtutes of 1903) contains proxHsions for the incorporatum

of Towns, and for their government generally, there is no

special provision therein for the issue of Debenture ex-

cept that power is given to expropriate the works of say

Company incorporated for supplying gas, clectnc Ught,

watw or sewers, at a valuation to be fixed by arbitration

if not agreed on. if first submitted to ftnd apwoved of by

the Ratepayers and the Corporation may then borrow

on Debentures (with coupons) redeemable withm thirty

years, and with such sinking fund as the Council may
determine.

In the MunicipaUties Act, Chapter 165 (C.S.) which con-

tains laws as to the powers of Mumapahties generaUy,

the only provision making mention of Debentures is

Section 85 which requires the Secretary-Treasurer of each

MunidpaHty in the Province to make annual returns to

the Provincial Secretary of the Debenture and floating

indebtedness as well as of the assets of the Mumapahty.

Except as above the issue of Debentures by any Munici-

pality must be authorized by special Act of the Legisla-

ture which will define the amount of isstie, terms of pay-

ment, rate of interest and other proper particulars, and

the debentures are, by the Act, usually made a charge on

all the taxable property in the Municipahty.

Chapter 6 of the Acts of 1911, entitled "An Act fMpecting

the issue of Debentures by Municipal and other Bomes

defines the form of the Debentures, the size and quality

of the paper to be used in thHr t-uiue, requires them to

bear the corporate seal, to be signed by the head Officer

of the Corporation, and countersigned by the Secretary;

to be payable to bearer, and pass by deliver^'.

The Act provides that a Certificate on each Debenture
may be ugned by the Auditor-General of tite Province
setting out the Chapter and year of the Act authoticini
the issue, and any Debenture bearing such Certificate
shall be binding on the Municipality and the validity of
the Debenture diall not be open to question, and it further
grovides that the Auditor-General may grant sudi Certl-
ficate notwithstanding a departure from the forms given
in the Act or irr^ularity in the proceedings, if the pro-
visions of the Act authorizing the debentures have been
substantially complied with.

That Act further provides for a sinking fund in all Deben-
ture By-laws.

n.—SCHOOL DBBBirrURES

Provision is made under sections 105 and 108 of the
Schools Act (Consolidated Statutes of 1903, Chap. 50)
as anlended by 8 Geo. V, Chap. 26, for the issue of deben-
tures running twenty-five years at a rate of interest not
exceeding six per cent, by the cities of Saint John, Fteder-
icton and Moncton respectively to certain amounts and
for the issue by certain named towns of debentures to otiier
amounts running twenty years. All these debentures
form a charge on the respective districts.

Under the "Schools Act" Section 72 (3) as amended by
the Act of 1905, Qiapter 5, Section 7, the Board of Tra».
tees for a school dismct, other than in cities and towns,
may borrow for the purchase, erection or improvement ti
school grounds or buildings, when authorized by a school
meeting, and with the consent of the Chief Superintendent
of Education, by the issue oi debentures repayable in
Mtwl annual instalments, not exceeding seven: while tha
Board of Education naay, by order, extend the time of
payment beyond seven years, and make the repayment in
any other manner than equal annual instahnents, and,
bonds or debentures may be issued which must state onUi^ face that they are issued under Order of the Board
of E<hicati(m, giving its date. The amount is limited to
ten per cent, of the property assessable for School purposes
and the Debentures form a chaise thereon.

These provisions expressly apply to school corporations
also.

Under 8 Geo. V. Cha^^ 60, the derk or secretary-
treamrer of every mimiapality m the Province is leguired
within two months after the exp:*iiition of its fiscal year
to transmit to the Minister 61 Municipal Affairs the
report ci its auditor covering the assets and liabilities of
the municipality and its financial operations during the
fiscal year, and provision is made for the inspection and
audit of the books of the municipality by officials of Ute
Department of Munidpal Affairs.

This Act contains provisions as to the limit of time (in
no case exceeding 40 years) for which debentures may
run, dependent on the purpose for which they are issued,
and also ^ovisiwis as to the number or propOTtion of
votes reqm d, dependent on the total numoer d owners
of real property.

PROVINCE OF ONTARIO
L—MnmciPALrnBs dbfinbd

I would premise that the tndividttal Mumdpalhiet in

Ontario consist <A Cities, Towns, Villages, Counties and
Townships.

The Township is the land originally surveyed and set

apart as a Township, much like a Parish in Eng and or

Scotland. Then when a locality in the Township has a
population of over 750 it mav be er«:ted into an incor-

porated Village, which again, having a population of over

2,000, may be erected mto a Town, and the Town on
attaining 15,000 is entitled to become a City.

iSach of these Municipalities is a separate independent

CorpOTation, with its own Council managing its affairs,

while a Cmmty is also a Municipal Corporation and
consists of all the Townships, Villsqges and Towns—but
not Cities—^within its area, and its a£Eairs are mana)^
hy a Council composed of certain of the membai| of the

Councils of the minor or individual Municipalities em-
braced in it.

n.—ISSUE OF DEBENTURES

1. General Powers. Each of these Municipalities may
contract debts hy the issue of Debentures for purposea

within its jurisdiction, but only in the manner provided

in the Municipal Act of Ontario, which is Chapter 192

of the Revued Statutes of Ontario. 1914.

The provisions in regard to the issue of Debentures and
finnnffifti matters are contained in Sections 260 to 320,

both inclusive, and I wotdd call special attention to

Sections 287 to 296, both inclusive, which deal specially

with money by4aws, and to section 263 (3) as amended
in 1917 wmch now provides that in cities of over 40,000,

that any proposed by-law deaUng with the granting, ac-

quiring or disposing oi any public utilitv or public franchise

can be submitted only on tibe day fixed for taking the poU
at the annual mimicipal dections.

2. General Requiiitea. I may point attrition to soma
of the features of these Sections.

(1) The Debentures must be issued within two yaars

from the passing of the By-law, so that the rat*
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wlddi is levied in efteh year duriag their currency
b^ins from their issue, and those who help to pass
the By-laws fiiitst tfaui cotitribate towards the
niyment. The Ontario Railway and Municipal
Mrd may Mttend the time f<^ issue b^ond tw»
yean.

(2) The aimual rate is uniform throughout the cur-
rency of the Debentures and must be sufficient:

(3) The annual sum is to be levied (in the case of
General B^-laWs) on all the rateable property in
the Muniapality.

The Ontario Railway and Municipal
Board, whidi is appdnted by tlw
Lieuteoant-Govemor-m-Council i^nd
consists of three men^>ers, the Chair-
man being a Barrister, has authority
under Section 295 to grant a certificate

approvmg of a By-law notwithstanding any irrqmlarity
in the proceedings prior to the fizud passing of the By-law
or in the By-Uw itself, if in the opinion of the Board the
»rovisi<»i8 of the Act under the authority of which the
By-law was assumed to be passed, have been substantially
complied with, and every By-law so approved, and the
Debentures issued thereunder shall be valid and binding
and the validity of the By-law and of every such ddien-
ture shall not thereafter be open to question in any court
and a certificate of approvu may be endorsed on the
Debentures.

It is to be observed that the powers of the Board are
limited by the requirement that the provisions of the
Act under which the By-law is assumed to be passed have
been, in their opinion, substantially complied with.

This provision is useful where there may have been some
irregularity in the procedure.

5. Lindt of Municipal Indebtednees. In each individual
Municipality all res! property is vearly asseraed, and
there is also what is called a business assessment, and
assessment of incomes, the details dl which I need not go
into, and the aggr^ate of these on the Asse%ment Roll
IS the whole rateable property for the year, and a rate of
so much is struck thereon, to raise the moneys required
^ar by year for the paynwnt of the expenses of the
Mumapahty and the debts maturing or inctured in the
year. The rate for pasrment of a debt feiurred for Deben-

tores win form a part of such rate, and it is provided by
Section 297 that no Conndl shall assess and levy in ai^
one year more than an ager^ate rate of Two and one-haft

oentM in the Ddlar on ue assessed value, exclusive of

school rates, and local improvement rates, and provision

is <4ade that if the amount necessary for payment of the

current annual expenses of the Municipality and of the

interest and principal of the debts contracted b;^ the

Municipality exceeos the aggregate rate of Two and one-

half cents m the Dollar, the Council shall levy such
further rates a^^ may be necessary to discharge obl^ations

incurred up to that date, but shall contract no further

ddrts until the annual rates required to be levied are

reduced within the aggregate rate of Two and one-half

cents. This affords a further protection against a Mom-
dpality recklessly incurring debts, and I may say that

the assessed value is usually considerably under the
actual value.

In examining a By*law authorir-ing the issue v.i Debentures
it is proper to ascertain the rate of last year's assessment

to make sure that the Municipality is keeping within the

two and one-half r^nt 1 mi .

6. Investment of Sinking Fund. Thave alreadv said that

the levy of the sinking fund in the case of Debenttnret

payable at the end of a term, is compulsory, and Section

%3 of the Municipal Act provides for the investment of

the moneys levied for sinking ftmds in such seurities as a
Trustee mav invest in under the Tnistee Act, or, with the
approval of the Municipal Board, in any Debentures of

the Municipality.

Under Section 305 <^ the Act, a Bv-law mav provide that

the annual amount levied for sinking ftmd shall be paid

to the Treasurer (k Ontario, and in that case the Mxmi-
dpaHty shall be allowed credit therefor with interest at

four per cent, per annum compounded yearly tmtil the

dnldng fund Is required for the redemption of the Deben-
tures.

It is_provided by Chapter 8 of the Statutes of 1917 that

the Treacurer is to allow interest at a rate to be fixed by
the lieutenant-Govemor-in-Coundl based on the average

J. .otice of intention to construct is published in a

newspaper, and idso served on the owners, anil the

work may be undertalcen unless within a month a

majority of the owners representinv at least one-

half in value of the lots petitiun atjainst it;

IV.—BOiniS DEBENTURES

A Municipality may pass a By4aw granting a bonus in

aid of a manufacturing industry, arena, sanitarium or

hospital by an affirmative vote dt three-fourths of aU the

members <rf the coundl and the assent of two thirds of

the electors who vote on the By-law.

There are special provisions as to voting in the case ofAe
particular objects of bonus mentioned m aection 278 (3J

imd as to bonuses to railways under section 397.

v.—^REMEDY IN CASE OF DEFAXTLT

If default be made by a Municipality, whether the Muni-

cipality issuing Debentures or the MunidpaUty guaran-

teeing Debentures of a minor Municipality, or of a manu-

facturing concern, an action may be brought against the

Municipality, and judgment recovered for the amount m
arrear, and, on a writ being placed m the hands ^ tt»e

Sheriff of the County, it is his duty to seU any cl^ttel

property which the Municipality may own, ^d^ifthe

debt is not paid from that source, then he wou'.d proceea

to levy a rate upon the whole assessable prope^.m the

Municipality, taking care to make it amply sufficient to

produce the amount required to discharge the judgment.

He would, no doubt, for that purpose, secure the ItA

Assessment Roll and make use of the same foi the pur-

pose of 'triking a rate, and, if that were not avail^le,^ 1 ' would be entitled to have an Assessment RoU

oreDS ed in the same way as the Assessors would do, and

proceed to levy thereunder, but it is hardly necessary for

me to enlarge on this branch of the matter, as the resort

to the Sheriff is so very improbable.
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PROVINCE OF MANITOBA
The Mtmidpal Act of Manitoba is Chapter 133 q£ the

Revised Statutes of Manitoba, 1913, with the amend-
ments since made.

The Act is based largely on the Ontario Act and follows

its provisions generally, and I will follow the numbers
which I used m dealing with the provisions rriating to

Debentures in Ontario.

The individual Mnnidixalities consist of Cities, Towns,
Villages and Rural Municipalities.

L^MATURITT OF DEBENTURES

The several Municipalities may contract debts by the

issue of Debentures for purposes within their jurisdiction

and the provisions theraor are laid down in Section 389

and following sections as amended, and they may be
payable:

(1) Either at the end of a term with interest in the

meantime, or;

(2) In annual instalments for such amounts that the

sum due for principal and interest shall be the same
in each year, or;

(3) Each annual instalment of principal may be for an
even $100, $500, or $1,000, or multiple thereof, and
the annual sums to be levied for principal and in-

terest may diSer in anK>unts to admit thereof; or,

(4) There may be equal annual instalments of principal

with coupo' '-yt !nt«'est thereon.

n.- •CEDURii \: ISSUING

1. Some of features of these sections are:

—

(1) All debentures to be issued at one time, and witWn
two years after passing the By-law unless where the

proposed expenditure may extend ovet a number
of years when they may be issued in sets, the first

within two years, and ul within five years;

(2) The annual rate is levied throughout the currency

of the debentures and it must be sufficient:

(a)In the case of Term Debentures to pay the in-

Power it cfiven to the Municipal Commissioner to
increase ^e limit.

(5) Under the Stetute of 1918, Chapter 43, Section 11,

it is prov^ed that money by-laws must be submit-
ted to the Mumdpal Commissioner forth^ ath after

the first reading and must receive his cet ificate of

approval before being submitted to the electors.

(6) The Debentures must all mature within thirty

years. There are, however, special Charters in the
case of thi Cities of Winnipeg and St. Boniface,

which authorize Debentures to run fifty years, and
spcdal legislation in the case of other Municipalities

pving extendi time.

2. Notice of Voting. What I have said as to Ontario is

substantially true m Manitoba, the exceptions being that

Leasdiolders are not mentioned as entitled to vote on
money By-laws, and a full notice of the terms of the By-
law, and the time of voting, must be published in a news-
paper once a wedc far three successive weeks, and once in

the Manitoba Gazette, at least two weeks before the day
of voting (see S«::tion 355 (b), and the proceedings as to

voting are fully set out from Section 356 onwards, and
Section 395 requires tliat three-fifths of the electors

actually voting shall have voted in favor of the By-law in

order to carry it.

3. Promulgation of By-laws. There is no provision for

the registration ot Bylaws in Manitoba, and the only
thing of that character is that they may be confirmed ^-'

promulgation under Sections 343 and i44, whidi require

publication of a notice setting forth concisely the object

m.—CtmATIVB PKOtlSIOKg

There is now a provision to the same effect as that in
Ontario validating by-laws and dd)entures issued there-
under, where one year's interest, or at least one annual
instalm^t of principal, has been paid. There is idso
a provision for vahoatin^ t)ebentures by obtaining the
Ctftificate of the Muniapal Commissioner, wnich when
granted, you will see is intended to have a very strong
effect in validating By-laws.

lY.—ANNUAL UVY
Yearly rates are struck, as to Which, see Section 415, etc.,

but Sectiofi 422 in the Revised Statutes has been repealed
by 1916, Cap. 72, Section 10, whidi provides that the rate
to be levied in each 3rear shall be a sum sufficient to pay
all the debts, whether principal or interest, falline due
within the year, but shall not exceed two cents on the as-

sessed value, exclusive of school, I^unidpal Commissioner
and Local tmprovemeut rates. (This provision is not so
full or Satisfactory as that in the case of Ontario referred
to in Section II., Sub-section 6.)

v.—INVESTMENT OF SINKING FUND
Sections 447, etc., provide for the investment of the sink-
ing fond moneys by depositing the same with the Pro-
vincial Treasurer, who is authorized to pay interest there-
on at four per centum or investing in Government Securi-
ties, Sdiool .Debentures, or in ftuch other manner as the
Lieutenant-Govemoriinteouncil may direct.

The Act of 1917, Chapter 57, Section 13, provides that
no money collected for sinking fund purposes shall be
applied towards Current or any othar expenditure of the
Municipality.

VI.—LOCAL IMPROVEMENT DEBENTUAES
I. The pf«vl«Hons as to Ix>cal Improyement Debentures
are that they may be on Petition or on Notice by the
Council, if there be no adverse petition. Sections 558
and S.'O. The property bears the cost unless the Council
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under Scctkm 559 decides that it would be meqtdtaUe to

raise the wh(de cost bv local special assessment and may
require the Municipality to contribute an amount not
exceeding four-sevenths of the whole cost.

2. Security of Local ImnroTement Debentures. A Muni-
cipality is liable to the holders of the Local Improvement
Debentures for the whole principal and interest as the
same falls due. (Section 5o2).

3. There is no such special legislation in Manitoba as is

mentioneu in Section III. Sub-sections 3 and 4, Ontario.

Vn.—SCHOOL DBBBNTURES VALIDATBD BT GOV-
ERNMENT

By-laws authorizing Debentures for Public School Pur-
poses are passed under the provisions of the Public Schools

Act (Rftvised Statutes of Manitoba, 1913, Chapter 165)

and the assent of the Department of Education is required

to any such loan, and uie Debentures are countersigned

by the Provincial or Acting Provincial Secretary under
the Great Seal of the Provmce, and such signature and
seal shall be conclusive evidence that the formalities in

respect to such loan and the issue of such Debentures have
been complied with, and the legality of the issue of such
Debentures shall be thereby conclusivdy established.

Sections 203 to 219.

Vm.—BONUS DEBENTURES
There is no provision in regard to Bonus By-laws in

Manitoba, except that an industry may be exempted in

whole or in part ^m taxation for a period not exceeding

Twenty years, with the assent of the electors (Sections

461-2), or to an extent not exceeding sixty per cent, of

the assessed value, and for twelve years or less, without

such assent (Section 464).

IX.—REMEDY IN CASE OF DEFAULT

Ihe remedies in case of default will be the same as men-
tioned in regard to Ontario.

A new Section is added (as No. 191a) by Ca.^. 72 of the

Statutes of 191C, which provides, that whenever the
Lieutenant-Govemor-in-Council has reason to believe

that any municipality is insolvent or in imminent danger
of insolvency, and that it is in the best interests of the
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Muaictpality, and its creditors that it should be disorgan-
ized and it* ^airs wound up, the Lieutenant-Governor-in-
Coundl may, by order, disorganize the municipality and
appoint a Receiver for the purpose d realizing upon and
collecting its assets.

Section 191b, added by the same Statute, provides that
where the Lieutenant-Govemor-in-Coundl has reason to
believe that any municipality is in serious financial dif-

ficulties and that it is advisable and necessary in the bert
interests of the munici;, uiity and the ratepayers and
creditors thereof ^hat its affairs should be conducted by an
Administrator, then the Lieutenant-Govemor-in-Council
may make the ap^Kuntment of an Administrator to take
charge of the affaiis of the Municipality.

X.—STOCK ISSUES

There is a provision (Section 436) that where power is

given to borrow or raise money on the security of Deben-
tures or otherwise, the Municipality may borrow or raise

it on the security of inscribed or registered stock.

There is a further provision (Section

May Appoint 439) for converting Debentures into
Fiscal Agents stock or issuing stock in exchange for

Debentures and power to appoint fiscal

agents with powers in connection with the issue of stock.

The City of Winnip« has a Charter of its pwii, which
was revised and consolidated by the Act of 1^18. Chapter
20.

The City of St. Boniface has a Charter granted in 1908,

being 7-8 Edward VII., Chapter 57, and

The City of Portage la Prairie has also a^ Charter, and
reference must be had to these in considering debentures

of any of these Municipalities.

\
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PROVINCE OP SASKATCHEWAN

The individua) Municipalities in Saskatchewan consist

of Cities, Towns, Villages and Riiral Municipalities.

Up to 1898 each of the Cities of Bn^nHr Moose Jaw,
Sukatoon and Prince Albert had a special charter but in

1908 the City Act, Chapter 16, of the Statutes of that
year was paased and under proclanmtipn cam^ into fora^

on 1st November, 1908, and became applicable to all

Cities, including t^ese four, and their special Charters

were repealed.

The present City Act is Chapter 16 of the Statutes of the

year 1915.

I.—LOCAL GOVERNMENT BOARD

The Local Government Board, consisting oi three mem-
ben, was constitoted under Chapter 4! of the Acts of

1913, and fiV? a very important position with regard to

Debentures or .iher secunties, and must be taken account

of in all that is here said in reference to this Province.

That Act was repealed by Chapter 8 ot 1917 (first sesmcm)
and a new Act passed aom^what extending the original

provisions, the powers of the Board being set out in

section 17 as follows::

—

1. To inquk^.3 into the merits of any app icaUon of a local

authority for permission to raise money by way oi deben-
ture or upon ^he security of stock, and to grant or r^use
such permiEion.

2. To manage, notwithstanding anything contained in

llie City Act or The Town Act, the sinking fund <^ any
local authority which desires to intrust the same to the
bcMU-d for management;

3. To supervise the expenditure of moneys borrowed by a
local autnority under this Act;

4. To obtain from, any local authority at any time a
statement in detail of its assets and liabilities and d its

revenue and expenditures for any definite period, or any
other statement of its affairs which may be deemed ex-

pedient;
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5. To revise the assessment of thome portions of rural

municipalities which have been sulxhvided acoOTdm? to

registered plan as provided by An Act rwpecttng Sub-

divisions, Oiapter 9, of the Statutes of 1914;

6. Tc administer The Sale of Shares Act, ch^ter 15 of

the Statutes of 1916;

7 To hear assessment appeals under the fffovisions of

The City Act and The Town Act respectively.

8. To grant permission for extension of the time for re-

paying the indebtedness incurred by mumcipj^ties for

the cost of municipal pubUc works, as provided by An
Act respecting the payment Terms of Mumapal Deben-

tures, diapter 20 of the Statutes of 1915;

9. To take such proceedings and make such ord^ as

may be authorized by An Act to grant Spea^Powm to

the Local Government Board, chapter 11 of the Statutes

of 1916:

10. To perform such other duties as are now ot sh^ be

hereafter from time to time assigned to the board by

statute or under statutory authority. 1913 c. 41, s. 19,

amended.

Note—Seclion 2 of the Act declares that "local authority

"

shall mean and include the Council of a Crty, Town,

Village or Rural MunicipaUty, the Board of Trustees of

a School District, ete."

The Act further provides that where any munidpaUty

desires to raise a loan by way of delxmtures or other

security, permission must be received from the Local

Government Board either before or immediately after

tlie first reading of the By-law.

Chapter 16 of the Statutes of 1916 empowers the Board in

case of a defaulting MunicipaUty, to enquu-e into its

position and make and enforce orders for the f^ettlement

and adjustment of its affairs according to the result of

its investigation.

This act was amended in 1917 (second session) chapter 17

authorizing action of the Board in the case of a Muni-
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dpality which is in serious financial difficulties likdy to

cause It to make default.

IL—PROVISIONS IN REGARD TO DSBENTURBS

By-laws for the issue of debentures require to be voted on
by the Btxrsesses,—^who are the assessed freeholders,

—

(Section 232). The proceedings are substantially the

same as in Ontario with the addition that a printed copy
of the By-law must be p<^ted up at ten or more conspicu-

ous places in the City (Section 244, etc.)

Thero is one exception under Section 296 which provides

that a City which owns or has acquired gas, electric, water

or sewerage worlre may borrow for extensions or improve-

ments if the By-law be passed by the vote of three-fourths

of all the members of the Council and approved by the

Ix>cal Government Board.

The only provision left in the nature of a bonus is that a
By-law may be passed making a grant to, or exemption

from taxation b^ond the current year, of educational or

charitable institutions, and such By-law requires the vote

of two-thirds of the Burgesses voting (Section 232).

The majority of the Burgesses voting carries any other

By-law for tiie issue of Debentures (Section 232).

Debentures must matiure within forty years (Section 232)

and may be payable (Section 292), eiuier:

(a) At the end of a t«rm with interest annually or semi-

annually;

(b) In equal annual instalments of combined principal

and mterest;

(c) In such annual instalmpi^us of principal with coupons

for interest annually or semi-annually that the

amount payable in each year (for principal and in-

terest) shall be as nearly as possible the same;

(d) In equal annual instalments of principal with in-

terest annually or semi-annually on the balances

from time to time remaining unpaid.

WTiere the debentures are issued, as in clause (a) provision

must be made for raising yearly, a sinking fund of suflficient

amount that with interest compounded yearly, at a rate

not exceeding four per cent., it will retire the Debentures
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at m«tttrity, and in all caaes tha By-laws should i^ovide

for the levying of annual rates sufficient for meeting the

sums payable.

Section 293 provides that debentures and coupons may be

payable wholly or jwrtly in Canadian Currency, or m
sterling, or gold com of the United States of America,

and at any place or places in Canada, Great Britain, the

United States, or eUiB^cre, tmless limited otherwise by

the By-law, and Section 294 authorises the Council to

make changes in the debentures in any of these respects.

Section 295 autborixes the Council with the a]ifiroval of

the Local Government Board to pasa By-^lawa pfovidmg

for a different rate of interest and diange in the annual

levy where it is desirable for the better marketing uf the

securities.

Under Section 302 the Debentures shall be sealed with the

Cocpcrate Seal of the City and are to be ngaad by t^
Mayor, or acmie penoa authoriaed by By>law to aign the

same in \m stead, and by the Treasurer, or aame such

person, while the Mgnaturea to the ooupooa tny be

lithographed or engraved (Section 303) and under Section

304 Uit Debcnktnrea may be iaaned eMier all at one time,

or in instafanents, bat all within four yean.

QL—i^mrr or dut
The amount of the Debenture debt <d the C^ty at any

time outstanding, shall not exceed twenty per MWt. of the

total amount of the assessment in respect of landi busi-

neeaes, income and special franchise, exclusive, however,

of:

(a) Debenti^es isstMd undar powers coitferred by the

Mvniaipal Public Works Act prior to 34 Jtne, 1915

;

(b) Debentures issued under the authority of The
Sacoo^^tfy Education Act;

(c) Debts incurrad for local improvenMnts to the

extent to which the amounts are secured by special

(d) Debta contracted for the construction or mainten-

ance of a Street Railway.
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IV.—CURATIVB WIOVISION8

1. RcfistnitiMi: Section 306 requires the Treasurer to

open a Dtoheature Register and that each Debenture shall

have a nMoao thcreoo signed by him showing the paitie*

ulars of its registration, which makes it valid m the

hands of a bona ^de purchaser.

Z. Approfal bf Ifinistar. There is provision by Section

297 et seq. for the approval of By-laws and Debentures

by the Mmister of \funicipal affairs (formerlv called the

Municipal Comaussioner), or the Deputy Minister <rf

Mttfdapal Afiatrs, and his Certificate, where the wovislons

of th« Act under the authority of wWch the By-law is

aaaomed to be passed have been substantially complied

with, gives validity to the By-law and the Debenturss,

whi(^ the Mwteter may, on request, countersign.

3. Under the Acts of 1917 (first session), Chapters 11 and

12, relating to cities and towns, it is provided that the

pstyment dt one jrear's interest and any instalment ot

^uidpal which haa matured shall validate the By-law.

v.—TBMPOllARY LOANS

1. Loans on Debentures: Section 337 provides for tem-

porary loans being made in anticipation of the sale of

Debentures gothonxed by By-laws; the proceeds of any

loan to b« applied to the purposes of the By-law.

2. Loans against Taxes: Sections 426 and 427 provide

for temporary loana being made against taxes tor the

current year giving Treasury Bills, Temporary Debentures,

or other obugations and designating what revraujs are

charged with the ri^ynwnt, and, €be loan may be ex-

tended during a period of two years,

3. Under the Act d 1917 (second session) Chapter 25,

Section 14, said section 426 is amended by including among

the purpoaas the amount required to make up any de-

ficiency in sinking fund and sub-section 3 of se ion 42o

ia amended by providing that the charge on taxes shall

not apply to school taxas which must not be charged.

In my opinion ^e Council cannot borrow as a^inst

taxes levied for sinking funds.
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VI.—LOCAL IMPR0VBMBNT8
The provisions of the Ontario Local Improvement Act
have been incorporated into the City Act almost verbatim,
Sections 458 to 506 inclusive, and what I said as to these
applies here.

Vn.—REOISTERBD STOCK
It is provided by Section 311 that when power is given to a
Qty to borrow money on the security of Debentures, or
otherwise, it may borrow the .vhole, or any part of the
amount, upon the security of inscribed or r^fistered
stock, and, in the following sections of the Act power is
also given the Council to, from time to time, declare tiiat
any of the pubic securities issued by a City, shall be con-
vertible into Stock and that any block or blocks of stock
may hi convoled into Debentures and powers are given
for the consolidation into Stock of Debentures authorized
by several different By-laws.

This power of consolidation goes so far that Debentures
may be consolidated running for different terms, and that
the consolidated stock may be made of a final maturity
not exceeding fifty years, and this, although it may in-
clude local improvement debentures payable within ten
yean.

I have always considered this a piece of very pernicious
legislation and have seen something of the bad results
arising therefrom.

Vm.—PDBUC HEALTH ACT

It is provided by the Public H»lth Act, Revised Statutes,
C. 16 Sections 21, 22 and 23 and axnendmenti!, that the
plans, etc., for the construction or extension of works for
waterworks, sewerage and sewage disposal, must first be
submitted to the Commissioner cf Public Health and that
no By-law for raising money for any such purpose shall
be submitted to the vote of the electors untO the approval
of the Commissioner has been obtained.

IX.—SCHOOL DSBBNTURBS

The School Act now in force is Chapter 23 ol the Statutes
of 1915.
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The Province is divided into School Districts, and these
Districts are of the following classes:

(a) "Rural District" means a school district situated

(b)

(c)

wholly^ outside the limits of a village, town or city
municipality;

"Village District" means a school district situated
wholly or in part within the limits of a village;

"Town District" means a school district sitiiated
wholly or in part within the limits of a town or dty
municipality.

1. In Towns and Cities .e Amount over $5,000.
The provisions as to borrowing for Capital expenditure
in the case of amounts over <5,000 in Towns and Cities
are contained in Sections 149 to 159 of the Act, and require
that the Board of Trustees pass the By'law authorizing
the proposed loan, then apply to the Local Government
Board tor its consent and if obtained forward it to the
Municipal Council of the City or Town with a request
that it be submitted for the approval of the Burgesses,
as in the case of Municipal By-laws creating debts.

2. b Other Districts. In all other cases of borrowing for
Capital Expenditure Sections 129 and 148 provide for the
Boardd Trustees passing a By-law and then dving notice
of its intended application to the Local Government
Board for its authcmtv to borrow and for a poll being hdd
if demanded and evidence in respect of all such proceed-
ings being furnished to the local Government Board.

3. Provisions Applicable to all Districts. The Local
Government Board on receipt of evidence of the result

and on being satisfied that the Act has been complied
with may, in writing, authorisv the Board of Tijstees
to borrow the sum mentioned in the By-law, or any less

sum, and publish notice thereof in the Official Gazette.

'Hie Board of Trustees may then issue debentures to the
amount so authorized to be signed by the Chairman and
Treasurer and bear the Corporate Seal and the Deben-
tures shall then be signed by a Commissioner of the Local
Government Board and impressed with the Seal of that
Board. The Debenture shall be altered fa the Deben-
tarc Rs||ist«r of the Dcjartmoit of Education and when
countersigned by the Minister as provided in Section
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173 of the Act, aball be sufBctent to bind th« diafarict aiid
create a charge or lien against all richtel pwipgrty and
rates ir. the I>^trict.

The ;.. di face value of the debentures issued by h District
shall not be greater tiian one-tenth of the toud assessed
value of the assessable property in the District.

4. Terms of Debetttttfee. In Villages of Rural EHstricts,

not to run k) iger than ten years if the school bttildih^ are
of frame or lo^; or twenty yean if the school bttildings

are of brick, bnck veneer, concrete or stone;

la Towns or Cities Ihe debentures may be made to run
for a term not exceeding thirty years if the school build-
ings are of solid brick, concrete or stone; twenty years, if

of orick veneer; and ten years if of frame.

Drt>entures shall not carry interest at a greater rate than
eight per coitum per annum.

The Debentures may bs drawn repayable as follows:

(a) The ptindpid be repayable in equal annual
instalments with interest aimually or semi-annrially
upon the balances from time to time remaining
unpaid:

(b) The principal and interest be combined and made
payable in equal annual instalments;

^c) In the case ci a district comprising within its limits
a City Munidpidity, the pnncipal be repayable at
the end of a pieriod of years with interest payable
aimually or semiiannually; a sinking fund on a four
per cent, rate is reqxured.

Debentures and coupuis may be made payable at any

6
lace in the Dominion of Canada, Great Britain, or ^t
Tnited States oi America in lawful money of Canada or

in sterling money of Great Britain or in gold coin of tlie

United States of America and the value of such money
shall be as provided in The Currency Act, 1910.

5. fteffiatratioa and Cottntersignatttre. Sections 171 and
172 01 the Act are as follows:

—

"171. Every Debenture before being issued shall be sent
fw registration to the minister who shall cause a proper
record to be kept of the same.
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"172. The mixuster shall thereupon, if satisfied that the
rt^uirements of this Act have been substantially complied
with and if the authority to make the loan has not been
withdrawn, raster and countersign the debenture and
such countersigning by the minister shall be conclusive
evidence that the district has been l^ally constituted,
and that all the formalities in respect "^o such loan and the
issue of such Debenture have been w-omplied with; and
the l^ality of the issue of such Debenture shall be there-
by conclusively established and its validity shall not be
questionable by any court in Saskatchewan, but the same
shall, to the extent of the revenues of the direct issuing
the same, be a jood and indefeasible security in the hands
of any bona fide holder thereof:

Provided that the signature of the deputy minister on
any Debenture heretofore issued or hereafter to be issued
snail be ana is a valid and sufficient countersignature of
such Debenture by the minister.

6. MnnicipaUties Otiier Than Cities. While I have, in
the foregoing, been dealing only with Municipalities
falling under the City Act, it will be found that the Town
Act, which is now Chapter 19 of the Statutes of 1916, is

substantially the same m its provisions.

I do not attempt to deal with the provisions as to Money
By-laws in the case of Villages, which are governed by
Chapter 20 of the Statutes of 1916, or Rural Municipalities,
governed by Chapter 87 of the Revised Statutes of Saskat-
chewan, 1909, and the amendments since made.
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PROVINCE OF ALBERTA

Tht Individual Municipalities in Alberta consist of
Qties, Towns, Villages and Rural Municiiwlities.

I.—NO GENERAL CITY ACT
Most, if not all of the Cities and some of the Towns in
Alberta, have special Acts of their own, which deal with
the question of Monev By4aws, including Local Improve-
fnent By-laws, and these, of course, must be looked intom each particular case.

I may say that in a general way these special Acts will
be found to resemble very much the provisions which
are contained in the City Act of Saskatchewan which I
have already ref^red to. f

n.—TOWN ACT
In the Session of 1911-12 the Town Act, Chapter 2, was
passed, and is on much the same lines as the City Act
and Town Act of Saskatchewan, and applies to all Towns
then existmg (excepting those incorporated by special
Ordmances or Acts) and to all Towns to be created m the
future, and what follows is in reference to the provisiona
of the Town Act which have a bearing upon Monev Bv-
laws and Debentures.

1. Limit of Debenture Debt. Section 178 of tne Town
Act provides that By-laws for contracting debts by borrow-
ing money may be passed for any purpose within the
jurisdiction of the Town, or for roads, bridges, water
works or dram.-^ge works outside the limits of the Town,
and limits the amount of such debts to twenty per cent.
of the rateable property in the Town.

2. Procedure in Istulng. Any such By-law requires that
two-thirds of the Burgesses who vote thereon sliall votem favor of it. Sections 1 79-195.

Section 195 contains the provisions for publication of
the By-law each week for three successive weeks, and
the ttjsting «p lA five or more copies thereof in conspicu-
ous places m the Town, and for a Notice as to the date and
oth« particulars of voting, and is followed by sections
providing for the mode in which the votes are to be taken
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All debenttu-es mtist be payable within a period not to
exceed forty years from the date of the issue thereof.

Section 177. Under Section 183 as amended the by-Jaw
may provide that the indebtedness may be payable in any
manner approved by the Minister of Municipal Affairs.

The Minister has authorized *he Council to issue deben-
tures payable in any one of the following; forms:

—

(I) Equal annual instalments of principal and interest.

(H) Equal annual instalments of principal and interest

varied sufficiently to permit the principal to be
payable in multiples of one hundred dollars.

(m) Equal annual instalments of principal on balances
from time to time remaining unpaid.

(IV) At the end ' f a definite poiod of years, in which
latter case l. re must be raised a sufiSdent sinking

fund calculated at four per cent, compounded half

yearly.

Under Section 184, the by-law may provide that for the

first five years succeeding its date, interest only shall be
payable on the debenture*.

Section 186 provides that the Debentures shall be sealed

with the Corporate Seal of the Town, and signed by
either the Mayor, or some person authorized by By-law
to sign the same in his stead, and, by the Secretar^r-

Treasurer, or some person so authorized to sign in his

stead, and that the signatures to the coupons may be
engraved or lithograph^.

Section 187 provides that the Debentures may be issued

either all at one time, or by instalments at such tim«i as

the Council deems expedient, but they must all be issued

within four years after the final passing of the By-law,

and they may bear any date withm such four years.

Under the Public Utilities Act a municipality desiring to

raise a loan by way of debentures must first obtain the

approval of the Board of Public Utility Commissioners,

and all municipal debentures must be endorsed with a
r>*tt)orandum signed by the Chairman of the Board that

the issue of debentures has been authorized by the Board.

3. TemporuT Borrowing. Section 186 also provides by
Sub-section (3) 'hat the Council, pending the sale of any
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Deb^tures, or in Ueu of seUing the same, may authorise
the Mayor and Secretary-Treasurer to raise money byway of loMi and hypothecate the Debentures therefor,
the procee^ rf the loan to be appUed for the purposes
for which the Debentures were authorized, such loan to be
repaid on the sale of the Debentures.

Section 252 provides that the Council may authorize a
temporary loan in anticipation of the issue or sale of
Debwitures authorized by a By-law which has been passed
Dy the vote of the Burgesses, to a sum not exceetfing in
the aggr^ate eighty per cent, thereof, and such tem-
porary loan is a first charge upon the Debentures.

Under the Act of 1915, '"hapter 15, the Mayor and
Treasurer may borrow such funds as the Council may
deem necessary to meet the current expenditure of the
town and the expenditure of any school district of which
an estimate has been transmitted to the Treasurer, until
such time as the taxes levied therefor can be collected
and the Counal may provide for such loan being secured
by a im)missory note or notes, and the amount so borrow-
ed shall be repaid out of and shall be a first charge on the
taxes collected for the year in which the amount was
borrowed. The borrowing limit is fixed at seventy-five
pa; cent, of the taxes levied by the town for the year in
which such amount was borrowed.

m.—CURATIVE PROVISIONS

1. R^itntion. Section 253 requires the Treasurer to
open a Debenture Register, and that each Debenture
shall have a memo thereon signed by him showing the
particulars of its registration which makes it valid in the
hands of a bona fide purchaser.

B IX--. 2. Validation. Section 190 pro\4des thatBy Mtmster the By-law may be subnutted to the
^
Minister of Mumcipal Affairs for a certi-

ficate approvmg thereof which he, or his Deputy may
grant where the provisions of the Act, under the authority
aivrhich the By-law is assumed to be passed, have been
substantially complied with, and such certificate gives
vahdity to the By-law and the Debentures issued there-
under which may be countersigned by the Minister or hii
Deputy.
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The Act, Chapter 8 (1913), Section 11, provides that any

Town which intends to apply for a Certificate approving

a By-Jaw shall forward a copy of such By-law to the

Minister before it has been submitted to a vote.

Tt is provided by the Statutes of 1914,

Chapter 7, Sec. 3, that where the

interest for one year or more on the

Debentures issued under a By4aw, or

the principal of the matured Debentures, if any, has

been paid, the By-law and the Debentures issued there-

under shall be valid and binding upon the mumcipaUTr

and shall not be open to question in any Court.

This is in the same language as the Ontario Statute on

which the decision in Standard Life vs. Village of Tweed,

reported in 6 Ontario Law Reports, 653, was given.

IV.—BONUS BY-LAWS FORBIDDEN

Section 164, as amended by the Act of 1913, Chapter 8,

Section 10, declares that no Council shall have power to

grant a bonus or any other aid to any person, company

or corporation who are establishing any manufactory,

mill, or railway or other business either within or without

the Municipality, or to exempt from taxation any such

manufactory, mill or railwrr . or other business, or to

subscribe for stock in or guarantee the bonds, debentur^

or securities thereof, and the Act of 1913 (2nd Session),

Cap. 22, Sec. 7, provides that if the Counal of any Tomi
attempt to pass such a By-jlaw, every member of the

Council voting in favor of it shall be liable to a penalty

not exceedingIn00, and shall be disqualified from holding

any municipal office for two years.

v.—PROVISIONS AS TO SINKING FUND

1. Superviiion of Sinking Fimd. Section 263 provide

that the Town shall in each year transmit to the Mimster

of Municipal Affairs a verified return showing whetho* the

sinking fund has been raised and how apphed, and the

state of the investment of the sinking fund.

2. Penalty tot Diversion. Under the heading of "Finance"

it is provided by Section 246 that if the Council divert any

of the sinking fund moneys, the members shall be per-

sonally liable for the amount diverted, and shall be dis-

qualified from holding any municipal office for two years,

and, by Section 247, if the Council neg[lect, in any year,

to levy the amount required to be raised to provide a
sinking fund or for an instalment Debenture, every mem-
ber shall be similarly disqualified.

Under Section 259, a ByJaw may provide that the sink-

ing fund shall be deposited with the Provincial Treasurer,

who is to aJlow foui' per cent, interest thereon, compounded
yearly.

VI.—PUBLIC HEALTH ACT
The Public Health Act, 1910 (2nd Session), Chapter 17,

Sections 11, 12, 13, provides that the plans, etc., for the
construction or extension of water works, sewerage and
sewa|;e disposal works must first be submitted to the
Provincial Board of Health and that no By-law for raising

money for any of these purposes shall be submitted to the
vote of the electors until the approval of the Board has
been obtained.

Vn.—LOCAL IMPROVEMENT DEBENTURES
The general provisions as to Local Improvements are
contained in Sections 336 to 347, inclusive, and besides
these. Section 185 requires that the words "Local Im-
provement Debenture ' be printed on the face of each
Debenture, and Section 251 provides for the consolidation

into one issue of the Debentures authorized by several

Local Improvement By-laws.

1. Procedure in Issuing,

may be passed:
A Local Improvement By-law

(1) Upon petition signed by at least two-thirds in

number of the persons assessed as owners of the
land whereon the improvement is to be made, and
representing at least one-half in value of such
l^md (excluding the improvements thereon), or

(2) Whe«"e a Notice is published by the Town Council
once a week for two consecutive weeks, in a news-
papier published in the Town, and no petition
against the proposed improvement is presented
within two weeks after the last publication of such
Notice.

Sections 342-3 fcovide that Notice of the proposed assess-
ment shall be given to every owner who has the right of
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appeal, the same as in the case of an oidinary assessment
under the Act, to the CouncU, and Section 346 rives an
appeal from that dedsion to the Judge o£ the District
Court.

Local Improvement Debentures must be payable within
the probaole lifetime of the work and shall be repayable
in consecutive annual instalments in such manner that
the aggr^ate amounts payable for principal and interest
in any vear shall be equal as nearly as may be to what
is payable for principal and interest during each of the
other years.

2. Liability of Town. All Del>entures are issued on the
credit of the Corporation at large. Section 338 (b) and, if

the Town is to bear a portion of the cost of the work, the
assent of the ratepayers is required unless the Town's por-
tion is paid in cash, or is less than forty per cent, of the
total cost.

Temporary The Council may borrow by way of tem-
Borrowing por^ loans during construction on the

credit of the Town ax large. Section 338 (c)

,

VnL—SCHOOL DEBENTURES

The School Act in force in Alberta is the Ordinance of the
North-West Territories, passed in 1901, Chapter 29,
before the erection of the two Provinces, with such amend-
ments as have since been made hereto, chiefly bv the
Legislature of the Province of Alberta.

1. School Districts. The Province is divided into School
Districts, of which there are three classes:

(1) ''Rural School District" means any School District
situated wholly outside the limits of any Town or
City Municipiuity or any Village;

(2) "Village District" means any School District
situated wholly or in part withia the limits of any
village;

(3) "Town District" means any School District situ-
ated wholly or in part within the limits of any
Town or City Municipality.
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Under Sections 4 and 5 „i ' Department of Education
has the management of all schools, and the Minister has
the administration, control and management of the De-
partment.

The management of the affairs of each School District
is vested in a Board of Trustees who are a Corporation.
Section 85.

Section 107 as amended is as follows:

"Should it appear desirable to the Board of any District
that a sum of money should be borrowed v:,... . he
security of the District for securing, purchasing, u...iig

to, extending, or improving a school site or sites, or a
site for a teacher's house, or for securing a water
supply, or for purchasing, repairing, moving, erecting,
furnishing or adding to any school building or school
teacher's house, admtion, or for all or any of the said
purposes, it shall pass a By-law to that effect, which
may be in form prescribed by the Minister or to the
like effect and which shall be under the corporate
seal of the District."

2. Provisions for Issue of Debentures. The provisions
as to the mode of passing such By-laws, the authorization
and approval thereof by the Minister, the amount for
which Debentures may be issued by the respective Dis-
tricts, and the term over which they may extend, and otiher

particulars, are contained in the next following sections
down to Section 103a, as these have been enacted or
amended by Acts passed by the Legislature of the Pro-
vince, namely:

1903, 2nd Session, Cap. 27;
1910, 2nd Session, Cap. 6;
1911-12, Cap. 4;

1913, Cap. 19;

1913, 2nd Session, Cap. 16;

1914, Cap. 13;

1915, Cap. 10;

1916, Cap. 9;

1917, Cap. 43;
1918, Cap. 39.

3. Procedure in Issuing. Section 128 has been very
materially amended by Act of 1918, Chapter 39, and the
procedure is now shortly as follows :

—
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Upon receipt of required information as to borrowing
by-law by a School Board and voting thereon if a poll ii

demanded, the Board of Public Unlity Conumsaoners
may authorize the Board of Trustees to borrow tiie

amount mentioned in the By-law or any less - im, and
the Board may, thereupon, issue debentures, which must
be countersigned by the Minister or Deputy Minister <rf

Education.

Even though the ratepayers in a school district have
voted against the proposed loan and issue of ddbentures
the Board of Public Utility Commissioners may upon
the Qiief Inspector of Schools certifying that school
accomnu}dation or equipment is urgently needed, author-
ise the School Board to txnrow the money mentioned in

the by-law or any less sum.

The respective terms of debentures are as follows:

—

Where the school buildings are of brick, concrete or
stone, thirty ^ears; if buut of frame or brick veneer,

twenty years; if built of logs, ten years. Provided that
in the case of town or consolidated school districts, the
debentures may run for forty years if the buildings are
built of f^olid brick, concrete or stone, or where they are
issued for the purpose of purchasing; a school site. And
if the school district includes an mcorporated city in
whole or in part the debentures may run tor fifty years if

the school buildings are built of solid brick, concrete or
stone.

Debentures under the Act as it stood after the amendments
of the second session of 1910, were required to be payable
in equal annual instalments of principal having coupons
expressing the combined amount of such instalment and
the total mterest then maturing.

That has been altered t^ 1914, Chapter 13, SiM^tion 1, so
that now if the issue of Debentures be at least |2,000,
the Debentures shall each be of an equal principal sum
with coupons for interest only payable yearly or half-

yearly to the necessary number and amount of the several
Debentures.

A farther amendment by 1913 (2«d Session), Cap. 16,

See. 1, permits where the Schow District ie one within
which an incorpm-ated City b tit whole or in part idtttated,
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and the amount to be borrowed exceeds $20,000, the issue

o£ Debentures in annual instalments mtMrtg the amount
maturing for principal and interest equal in each of the
years, there being no coupons attached.

A still further amendment by 1913, Chapter 19, and by
1913 (2nd Session) Chapter 16, Sec. 1, provides that the
Board of Trustees of a School District, within the limits of
which an incorporated City is in whole or in part situated,

my, when the amount to be borrowed is at least $100,000,
issue Debentures, payable at the end of a term of years,

with interest yearly or half-yearly, and requires an equal
aimual sinking fund to be raised.

4. Refittration and Cooatergifiuiture. Section 1^ pro-
vides that every debenture, bdore being issued, thai! be
sent for r^istration to the Minister, and Section 130
provides that the Minister shall thereupon, if satisfied

that the requirements of the Ordinance have been sub-
stantially complied with, and if the authority to make
the loan has not been withdrawn, raster and counter-

S*
[n the Debenture and such countersigning by the
inister (or his Deputy) shall be conclusive evidence

that th^ District has tx-m legally constituted and that
all the formalities in respect to such loan and the issue of
such Debentures have been complied with and the legality

ci the issue of such Debentures shall be therefore con-
clusively established and its validity shall not be ques-
tionable by any court in the Province of Alberta, but ^e
same shaU be of good and indefeasible security in the
hands of any "bona fide" holder thereof.

5. Tetnponuy Borrowing. By the Act of 1915, Chapter
10, Section 1. (9) power is given to the Board of any
village, coniolidateo or rural district, to borrow to meet
expenmtures until the taxes tar the current year are
aviulable. The Board of Town District may borrow on
the security of and hypothecate any debentures which
have been authorised and countersigned by the Minister,
and may also borrow on the written consent of the Min-
ister such sums as the Board may deem necessary and
^6 Miaistef zaay approve and the amount so buffowed
may be made a charge on the moneys due the School
District.
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DL.—VmANCIAL CONDinONS ACT

Under an Act passed in 1919 a Commission has been ap-
pointed with power to invatigate the finftnrjftl afiairs of
any mtuudpatity, and with power to make such recom-
mendations and to formulate such schemes as the Com-
miadoners consider just and equitable. IVoceedinp
before the Commission c'.^y be instituted on the applica-
tion of any Municipals cy en* by the holders of one-fourth
in value cd the amount ci tjonded iiHlebtediMis of any
Municipality. A recommendation of the Commissioners
beocMnes effective and binding upon a Municipality and
an persons interested therein or affected thereby on obtain-
ing the consent oi the holders of three-fifths in value of
the amount of bonded indebtedness of the Municipality,
and upon the same being approved W the Lieutenant-
Govemor-in-Council and all parties affected thereby are
obUged to carry out and give effect to such recommenda-
tions, and full power to that effect is given to the Munici-
pality, notwithstanding any existing statutory limitation
or requirement.

I have had no occasion to consider ijeneral debenture by-
laws passed by villages or rural municipalities and do not
deal with these in this summary.
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PROVINCE OF BRITISH COLUMBIA

There are, strictly speaking, Oiily two classes of Muni-
cipalities in this Province, namdy:

l."aty Municipality" or "City" means and shall

i.—LOCAL IMPSOVBMBNT DEBENTURES

In 1913 the L^slature of British Colum-
Ontario Act bsa passed the Local Improvement Act,
Adopted whidi is a transcript of the Local Im-

provement Act of Ontario passed in 1911,
and it is, theretwe, not necessary that I should repeat
what I have said on that branch in dealing with Ontario.

The British Columbia Legislature have,
Dtpartures i.wever, made some amendments to that
Thtnfrom Aci. and have also made some of the

provisions of the Municipal Act of 1914
apply to Local Improvement By-laws and Debentures,
and 1 will refer to these.

Section 40 of the Load Improvement Act (following, in

that respect, the Ontario Local Improvement Act),
authorisM the Council to agree for temporary advances
to meet the cost of the work pendUng the completion of it,

and then when the work undertaken is completed the
Cotmcil are authorised to borrow on the credit of the
Cdrporation and to issue Dd»entures or stock for the
sttBW lo borrowed, thus providing that Debentures should
not be iimad tmtU lk$ compkHon of tht work.
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The authority of the Council of a MumcipaU^ to borrow

to SiSSSSit expenditures in anticipation of the receipt

of revenue extends to local improvement taxes.

By Section 6 of Chapter 54 of the Statutes of WW, this

iVr^led and re-enacted with only a verbal change.

The other changes under these Acts of 1914 and 1915 do

not call for notice.

ProrisioHS of The Municipal Amendment Act, 1915,

aStral Muni- has several enactments extending rome
