HEN the face of a watch is wrong, that is, does not show the right time, the fault
W is not in the face and hands; they only show that something is wrong inside. 1If
we see a girl sitting idly with her hands folded, when she ought to be helping her
mother, or a boy in the street fighting, or in the cupboard picking and stealing, we don’t
blame the hands, for we know there is something wrong besides the hands; the main
spring is wrong. When we hear boys or girls speaking lies, or other evil words, or foolish
words, we don’t conclude that it is only their tongue that is out of order. We know that
the trouble is worse than that ; it is a great deal deeper down. We are sure that the heart
is wrong. If a watch does not show the right time we takeitto a watchmaker, and he
puts a new main spring in it, and then it goes all right. And so it is that the only cure
for naughty words and deeds, and evil habits and tempers, is a new main spring—a new
heart ; and for that you must go to the only One who can give it.
