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There is no doubt but that the
world at this moment is going

through a process of change, of a kind
by no means ordinary. Change, of
course, is always going on. All mat-
ter is under its influence, but at cer-
tain times certain cycles seem to pass
over the world, bringing with them
processes and results that direct at-
tention to themselves by reason of
the unusual paths through which thev
move, and the more than normal ef-
fects which they produce. At present
in the world of religion there is a
feeling of unrest such as perhaps has
not been for some centuries. Many
causes tend to this; causes seemingly
yJtogether outside the sphere of reli-
gion work in an indirect manner and
produce changes in the world of reli-
gious thought in a way sometimes al-
together unlooked for and oftentimes
almost unaccountable. Amongst the
{factors that make for a spirit of un-
none, perhaps, is more potent
than the Press Sometimes Infidel-
ity in its most rampant colors, is the
brazen spirit than dominates the out-
pouring of the mouth-pieces of this
species of yellow journalism. At oth-
er times it is merely the greed of the
ordinary newspaper that grasps at
anything that promises novelty or sen-
sation, that gives us so much railing,
misrepresentation and oftentimes viti-
puration, against things Christian,and
more especially against things Catho-
fic. Attacks and insinuations of this
latter class find their way into other-
wise most reputable journals, and the
efiects on their readers are seen, in the
general  anxiety which prevails
amongst the sects to evangelize the
Church. The troubles in France and
Italvy are looked upon as a chance
which should not be overlooked. The
Church's necessities are their oppor-
tupity and so in all quarters we find
those charitably disposed sects rush-
ing to the gaps prepared to do any-
thing and everything, in order that no
help may be lacking in bringing light
to those who, in their minds, have
been hitherto amongst those who sit
in “the darkness and shadow of
death.”

The pity of all this is that many of
those actually engaged in those things
that we hear of through the medium
ol the newspapers, and the majority
of those who read them, accept such
is truth, and in this way an untold
nount of harm is done, and instead
the Christian message of peace dif-
fusing its healing graces over the
world, we find old sores re-opened and
new ones inflicted, and all in the name
of Him whose coming was heralded by
the angels who sang, ‘‘peace on earth
to men of good will,”” and whose per-
sonal salutation to his associates
while on earth was ‘‘Peace be to
you.” For this condition of things
there can be only one of two causes.
Either ignorance or malice is the in-
stigator of every attack upon the
Church and its teachings, and while
the fact that malice influences some,—-
the lesser number we hope,—it is to
ignorance of the Church as she really
is, that the greater part of the mis-
lpx‘)er;hension and abuse may be attri-
uted.

ity is broken in upon the better. Even
with the books in every way desirable
there is no particular educational
value ir uniformity. Other books
equally as good would bhe equally as
valuable from an educative standpoint.
The value of uniformity arises from
the convenience to the teacher in
grading a schoo! and to the examiner
in preparing his papers That Quebec
has seventeen giammars, seven geuv-
graphies and eight Canadian histories,
is to our mind a proof of unusual in-
tellectual activity. For far too many
years the schools of Ontario had but
one Canalian history, and such a his-
tory! If the story of the past rest-
ed on the merits of that book, a very
bald and bare outline would be all up-
on which the eye of posterity would
rest. ‘The amount spent by the peo-
ple of Quebec, exceeding as it does
that of Ontario by no inconsiderable
figure, does not seer to show the
older Province lacking in zealdfor the
education of its youth, and no strong-
er proof than that produced by Mr.
Langlois being forthcoming, we may
tal» it for granted that the Catholic
schools there would da credit to them-
selves and those who direct them, as
they have done in Ontario In the past
few vears, were the opportubity to
arise for them to do so.

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Homestead Regulations

Any even numbered section o! Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 36,
notl reserved, may be homesteaded by
any persoe who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, W the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion of 160 acres, more or les.

Application for entry must be made
in person by the applicant at & Do-
minion Lands Ageacy or Sub-agency
for the district ia which the land is
situate. Entry by proxy may, how-
ever, be made at an Agency on cer-
tain conditions by the father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of an
intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per-
form the hamestead duties under one
of the following plans’

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, il he so de
sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on farming lard own-
ed solely by him, not less than eighty
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity

of his homestead. Joint ownership
in land will not 1yeet this require-
ment.

{3) It the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by him, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of the homestead, or up-
an a homestead entered for by him
in the vicinity, such homesteader may
perform his own residence duties by
living with the father (or mother)

(4) The term ‘‘vicinity'’ in the two
preceding paragraphs is defined as
meaning not more than nine miles in
a direct line, exclusive of the width

of road allowances crossed in the
measarement
(5) A hamesteader intending to

performn his residence duties in  ae
cordance with the above while living
with parents or on farming land own-
ed by himself must potify *he Agent
for the district of such intention
Six months' notice In writing must
be given to the Commissioner of Do-
minion Lands at Ottawa, of intention
to apply for patent
