80 before she would commit a great crime, and
India suffer a great misfortune.

But greater difficulties confront us. Caste
stereotypes humanity, and bids defiance to army
force to break up its plates. It makes him who
becomes a Caristian an outcast; it deprives him
of the advantages of association, of the profits
of business, of all the swegt charities of father,
son, brother, and often even of wife and child.
It drives him from men to dwell among beasts.
It enters not only into the social but the national
life. It cannot be defied without a ripeness for
martyrdom. Nobe can sppieciate it but su.b
as come in contact with it. Originating with the
priesthood, and designed to perpetuate their
power, it is guarded by them with a sleepless
eye. Yet it is nevertheless doomed. There is
a revolution which it cannot resist, a revolution
without pomp, or retinue, or violence, or corrupt-
ing gold : it is the revolution of ideas. Every
movement of the pen over the paper, or the elec-
tric stream over the wires, or of the echocl-
house door upon its hinges, or of the fire-hreath-
ing horse over his iron track, marks its progress.
Caste is inconsistent with principles which are
eelf-evident, and rights which sare inalienable.
All men are naturally free and ¢qual, and ought
to be allowed life, liberty, and the pursuit of
happiness, unembarrassed by hinderances which
the providence of God does not impose, and un-
aided by distinctions which merit or ite conse-
quences do not confer.

Surely the materials are
pot wanting to make a respectable and interest-
ing essay on this subject? And doubtless a
larger number of readers would be better pleas-
ed with an exbibition of the beauties and utili-
ty of this branch of morals, than with an expo-
sition of the evils embodied in that unpleasant
word dishonesty.

They
speal vanity every oue with his neighbour ; with
flattering lips, and with a double heart do they
As to the grosser forms of dishonesty
—lying and stealing, we believe they do not
abound in society generally, at least not in that
repulsive character which oftends respectability.
The refinements of the age extend to everY
branch of morals. Some sins are so refined as
to appear very much Like virtues. Nome but a
very careful observer, can detect the false from
the genuine, the rcal from the counterfeit. The
inventive powers ot tha devil are evideatly be-
ing expended, in order to conceal the deformity
f vice. How aritully is it often wrapped up
in the externals of religion: Yes, that black
sinner is trying to wash the (Ethiop white, en-
deavouring to make truth appear a lie, and a lie
the truth—to make right wrong, and wrong
right,—Sin to be a mere trifle, and holiness a
matter of no account. Never was his true
character, a deceiver, more appareat, to the spi-
riually wese, than at present. Just in propor-
tion to the unbelie/ of the world, will be the suc-
cess of his deceptive influences. “ He Lath
hWinded the minds of them which believe not” 2
Cor.iv,4. It is the umperative duty of the
church of Christ, to expose the * hidden things of
dishomesty.”  As these have been renounced for
Christ's sake, we cannot tolerate them in others.

It touches
into life and fruitfulness every particle of the
world which it occupies ; every link in the chain
of its operations it electrifies,—making little and

America by the Fenian Brotherhood for the in-
vasion of Ireland. Last week two of these gen-
try entered a railway carrisge some few miles
from Cork, in which were seated two ladies and
two gentlemen. No sooner had the train start-
ed than one of them announced that they were
officers in the Federal srmy during the war, but
pow that they bad conquered the rebels they had
come over to Ireland to prepare for its invasion.
They spoke without any reserve, anaouncing
that shipe sre at present prepni:f to bring over
50,000 well disciplined Fenians fally srmed, who
would be met here by 200,000 well-drilled men,
who would drive the British army into the sea.
This brought a smile on the faces of the listeners,
until one of the fellows, to the horror of the ladies,
produced from a belt round his waist, a five-bar-
relled revolver, and the other, drawing aside the
skirt of his coat, disclosed s short sword dan-
gling st his side. After describing the efficiency
of the weapons, they then sssured the audiiore
that thousands of similar swords and revolvers
were distributed among the brethren throughout
Ireisnd, haviog beea eent to them by their Ame-
rican friends. Astonishment is expressed thst
active measures are not adopted to check the
spread of the eyil.”

Take of soft shelled slasands (the
kernels) 2 c2. ; sofien them in warm water till
the yellow skinke can be eadly removed, which
done, bruise them finely in & mortar ; then add
the same weight of pure loaf or erushed sugar,
which should be well mixed in with the almond
kernels in the mortar ; then add 2 uz. of sweet
milk boiled. After the whole is thorough'y
jcompounded, it should be strained through s
eloth ; then it is ready for use. How to use :
Give in tesspoonfuls, as soon as required. Try
it !—Rwral.

Some persons, in their saxiety to subdue their
horses, take every opportunity to worry and best
them, “ to let the beasts know who js master,”
they say. They whip, scold, and beat them on
principle. Now, who does not know that sach
treatment addpeeded to o child, with the idea of
subduing him, wotlld inevitably sour his temper,
and render him disobedient and obstinate ? As
certainly will this be the case in the discipline of
the domestic animal, Instesd of this, it should
be our aim (0 let the horse know and feel that
we are friendly to him and desire his well being.
This may show itsell by avoiding whatever will
tend 10 annoy and provoke him, by kindness in
the tone of voice, in the way of bandling him,
by occasionally fondling aad etroking him, sond
by various unmentionable things which will st
once occur to these familiar with the noble ani-
mal. He will understand their meaning, and
they wili affect his character. A horse so treat-
ed will be a pleasant beast to handle, he will
keep and fatten better, will be in better health,
and will do more work than one managed dif-
ferently. This should be done from the snintal’s
eariiest years, but even if neglected while young,
the horse may thus be taught to love 'bis
owner.
