The statistics of acreage and 
of estimates of produce were collected 
wi'h the assistance of Public and Separ­
ate School Teachers on the 31st of May, 
- schedules having been distributed to 
fahuers through the schools, and, when 
filled and tabulated, leturned to the 
Bureau. It is not claimed that the fig­
ures are strictly accmate, but it is be­
lieved that il they err at all is it not on 
the side of excess. .The estimates of 
produce are, of course, good only lor the 
time at which they were made by fann­
ers ; they arc too great or too small in 
the proportion that the crops have since 
been modified by conditions. It is in­
tended to veiil'y them when the thresh­
ing season begins.
