that at the time he discovered the trick, the Pasha
had already grown fond of the little being whom
he believed to be his son, and the eunuch had not
courage to undeceive him. But two suppositious
children, in the first place, #nd then the impudent
substitution of another child for the one which hud
been received as a legitimate offspring, formed a
complication ¢f knavery to which the indignant
old man refused to render hinmself an accomplice
by remaining fonger inactive. Flo betook himself
to Pera, and proceeding step by step in his inves-
tigations. with that cautious prudence and insinua-
ating artifice so peculiar to the people of the east,
and especially to the inmates of the harem, he
succeeded in acquiring positive evidence of the
death of the verituble Usnud Bey, and of the sub-
1 stitution of a child of the same age, purchased of
parents in the lowest grade of dife. The eunuch
then returned, and, pointing to, the preterded
Usnud Bey, said to his mistress, ** Madam, let
me beg of you to sond that child back to, his father
— Mossul, the fisherman. I know all.’”’ At these
words the woman became livid, aud left him, say-
ing, * It is well.”” - Shortly before the time of
aftornoon prayer, she sent for the eunuch, and
was told that he was taking a bath. No sooner
did she hear this, than her project was immedi-
atoly formed. The o'd man, as we-have said,
was governor of the Pasha’s household, and, as
such, occupied a sumptuous apartment, to which
a bath-room was nttached for his private use ; it
was here-that hig mistress sought him out: The
eunuch was attended by two slaves ; she dismiss-|
ad them, with an imperious gesture, and remained
alene with the old man  ** You were determined
to find it out, then 7 she'said. *Yes, and 1did
find it out.” **T'o whom have you spoken about
what you discovered ?** **To no one yet, but 1
shall write to my master,”” —** How muchdo you
want to hold your.tongue 7' ¢ Nothing; lam
dotermined to speak.” ** And to wrte 7’'—
 Yes, 1 mean to wnte.”” ¢ Then, take that to
sealr your letter with !’* At these words she
threw a noose round the neck of the wretched old
man, and commenced strangling him. The
eunuch was feeble, and, taken' by surprise, could
offer but little resistance: He straggled in vain,
his assassin couiinued to draw the noose tightor
and tighter stilt; and, as she redoubled her ef-
forts, she exclaimed with the rage of .a fury,—
«Ah ! you wanted to know all—you shall know
more than you bargained for ! ou sought for
life, did you 7 Here's eternal darkness for you !
Now write to your master ! write, old fool !’ At
the vociferation of the assassin, and the groahs of
the victim, one of the slaves returned into the

apartment, and at tho sight of the horrible scene

Guilty. The usual proclamation being made, Mr
Justice Aylwin pronounced sentence of death, ia
a most impressive manner. The exccution is to
take place on Friday, the 18th of December.

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REBELLION LOSSES COMMISSIONERS.

We mentioned some time ago, that the
Commissioners named ender the Rebel-
lion Losses Act, had not compleled their
sacred work, nor made a report by the 1st
September last, the date fixed in the sta-
tute for that purpoee, but that the Ministry
were to direct them to go on with the
Commission, notwithstanding the law. Weé
have now to announce that the Commis-
sion have again commenced their inquiries,
and have been at work for several days at
Laprarie.

The firat idea was, that the Commission
could be continued in virtue of an Ordi-
nance 7th Vic. c. 37, which authorized the
Governor to continue in operation Com-
missidns, of which the object was not corn-
pleted, and of which there was no special
law regulating the existence. But it was
found, that as the Rebellion Losses Act
did regulate, as precisely as words could,
the exact duration of the Commission to be
isgued in virtue of it, the Act of 7th Vic-
toria could not apply. It has been conse-
quently determined justto go on with it in
the same way as it wag carried. by main
force, irrespective of law. Mr. Lafontaine
says so, and surely his will is much more
to be respected than a whole bundle of
Acts of Parliament! 'I'hisis a Respon-
sible Government—of what use are Acts
of Parliament ? The aathority now stated
for the resumption of the Commission is
the Queen’s Prerogative. 'T'he agsertion
of such an authority is tantamount to'a
confession of a total want of authority ; for
the Queen’s prerogative, where it is limit-
ed by statute, is of no avail. 'T'he whole
proceeding is now illegal ; but we confess
that there is no necessity for any Ministry
caring one straw, whether their use of the
public funds be aecording to law or in de-
fiance of it. There is no check during
the time of making-away with the money,
and no punishment after it ; so that spe-
ciilation, or robbery, or any kind of mal.
versation of the public moneys, may take

lace with perfect impunity, so long as a

arliamentary sustains it. - We .doubt,
however, “whetlier ¢ the. majority”” will
stomach such a gross violation of a law,
passed by themselves for the express pur-
pose of restraining the Government, as the
resumption of the Commission in question
involves. They must feel, we® should
think, that if this is the kind of system
they struggled to procure, instead of that
which they bawled out so lustily against,
it is one certainly more infamous in its
principle than any that was ever before
seen 1n Canada. They will have to con-
fess, if they sipportsuch a flagrant setting
aside of the solemn decision of Parliament
as the present, that the simple errors of
the Family Compact were nothing to the
deliberate roguery of tlie Responsibles,
and that their outery against them was as
unprincipled a halloo as men ever raised.
In the meantime, the Commisgion costs in
salaries fifty dollars a-day, and whatever
may be the result to the rebelg, that sum
at least is abstracted from the public chest.

W. L. MACKENZIE IN THE POLITICAL
FIELD AGAIN!

The last number of the Examiner con-
tains an address from MacKenzie to the
Jilectors of the County of York, upwards
of fourteen columns in length, which may
be considered a remarkable document at
the present time, and we regret that we
cannot quote from it as extensively as we
should like. .

We have no theretofore joined in those
denunciations of MacKenzie, which have
from time to time appeared in the organs
of both parties, for the reason that we con-
sidered MacKenzie had as fully expiated
the offences he commitied in 1837 as
Papineau or any of the Frepch rebels, and
we were entirely opposed to the adoption
of one rule for Upper, and another for
Lower Canada. Lafontaine, who promis-
en to bring 40,000 of the “ blue bonnets
of the North ”’ to the assistance of the re-
bels in Montreal, is now Her Majesty’s
Attorney General, and the Dictator for all
Canada. Papinean, whose treason was
only exceeded by his cowardice, when his
unfortunate dupes had taken vp arms, was
recalled, paid his arrearages of salary as
&peaker, and now represents an important
eonstituency. We do not believe that
MacKenzie was a whit more culpable than

either of these individuals, and his banigh- |

ment, after Papineau was allowed to return
and resume his civil rights, was a gross
act _of injustice. ‘Fhis opinion ‘we have
expressed before, and although we are
aware that many of our political friends
disagree with us, we do not shriuk from
repeating it. h

MacKenzie, however, has returned to
the Province—despite’the objections aml
jealousy of hLis quandrom admirers, he is
qualified for a seat in the Legislature—
and it is more than possible that he may
yet exercise an impertant influence over
the affairs of this Provirice.  The Address
before us shews that he is at least prepar-
ing for an appeal to one of the Ridings of
York—either the first or fourth—and it
strikes us that he is likely to be a for-
midablé adversary to Mr. Baldwin or his
Price. These gentleman know that Mac-
Kenzie owes them-no forbearance, on ac-
count of  their coolness and ingratitude
while he was in exile, and since his return
to the Province ; and as the recent con-
cuct of the Ministry toward the County of
York has not increased their popularity,
the address of MacKenzie at this moment
is likely to create sbme embarrassment
and uneasiness in the camp.

We have gone over the document pretty
carefully, and nust admit that we find a
great deal more to admire than condemn.

Tue Lave QueeN oF THE BELGIANS, —
T'he following account of the last moments
of the Queen is from a private latter pub-
lished in the Journal des Debats. The
Abhe Guelle received her confession, and
administered, in the presence of the King,
and all her family, the last sacraments.—
Her Majesty then called her three chil-
dren, and gave them her blessing. Each
of her. brothers and sisters, the Duchess

»

of Orleans, the Duches of Saxe Cobour
the Duke de Nemours, the Prince de
Joinville, the Duke d’Aumale, and the
Duke Alexander of Saxe Cobourg, after-
wards received her last adieu, which, as if
she would deprieve it of some of its bitter-
ness, she gave them in the course of her
conversation with each. The evening
was passed in these ‘conversations. Du-
ring the night she suffered severely, and
about half-past four in the morning the
disease had made such rapid progress that
her Majesty appeared to be very nearly
approaching her end. Neither the King
nor the Queen Amelie had quitted her
bedside. The princes and princesses were
summoned. Boalh had commenced its
work, but the sufferer retained all her
reason and all that sensibility of feeling
which led her to conceal her own suffer-
ings, not to aggravate those of her family.
Sho repeated with the Abbe Guelle tho
prayers of the dyipg, again embraced her
children, and, when her articulation failed,
and her eyes were half closed in death,
she took the hand of the King and kissed
it. In a few minutes more she had ceas-
ed to breath. The deceased lady, i
Marie Therese Charlotte Isahel, Pri

of Orleans, was daughter of the late Loui
Phillippe and the éueen Marie Amelie,
and wag born at Palermo on the 3rd of
April, 1812 ; she was subfequeiifly, at
the time of her death, aged thirty-eight
years six months. She was married on
the 9th August, 1832.

TriaL or MATTEAU ¥OR THE MURDER
oF Cuarres Sansouct—This case occu-
pied the Court on Tuesday afternoon.—
The evideuce was clear and brief, proving
that the prisoner was seen to strike the
blow which caused the death of Sansouci,
so that Mr. O’Reilly, the counsel for the
prisoner, confined his efforts entirely to
the obtaining a modification of the verdict,
aud wound up with a powerful appeal to
the Jury, viewing it as a case of man-
slaughter.  After a clear, distinct and
most impartial review of the evidence by
Judge Sullivan, the Jury retired about gix
o’clock, and late in the evening returned
a verdict of * Guilty,” with a recommen-
dation to mercy, As there seems to be
some doubt in the minds of many who
heard the evidence, as to the premeditation,
it is probable that the recommendation of
the Jury will be attended to, and the sen-
tence be.commuted into imprisonment for
life.— Hingston Whig.

It appears that on the upward trip‘of
the Steamer Ottawa, on Sunday morning
last, a female emigrant a passenger on
the boat, died—from what cause we have
not been able to learn. The body was
brought ashore, and left on the Canal
Wharf inffront of the town—the Captain
of the boat coolly proceeding on his route !
The authorities of the town directed the
proper burial of the corpse in the course
of the day,——Cornwall Lreeholder.

Acstria.—The Reischs Zeitung gives
a terrific picture of the catastrophe, at the
place of pilgrimage called Herrgott, on the
Wois, near Purgstal. At one of the pub-
lic houses the pilgrims, (of whom three
thousand were assembled at Herrgott,)
spent the night in eating and drinking.—
While baking fish the oven took fire. Be-
hind the inn were a number of stables and
barns, in which hundreds of the pilgrims
were reposing, and almost all perished in
the flames, which rose so rapidly through
the thatched roofs, and were fanned by a
strong wind, that there was no possibility
of raising ladders to attempt to rescue a
single individual. Many threw themselves
froin the lofts, and, with broken limbs,
half consumed with fire, reached hither
and thither with the most piteous cries.
‘Not a single engine was in the place,
and we are assured by an eye witness,
that the fearful catastrophe at Leopolstadt,
in October, 1848, fadés into nothing by
the side of this awful calamity. Scarcely
half the pilgrims were saved, and those
who have survived have, for the most
part, been.much injured. The bodies of
the dead were found burned to a cinder
[t was & sight never to be forgotten.

Return of the Court from Balmoral.—
It has now been arranged that the Royal
Family will leave Balmoral for the South
on the morning of Thursday, the 10th of
Ociober. The intention originally was to
leave on the Sth, but.her Majesty has been
so delighted with her Highland home that
she has resolved to prolong her stay to
the period mentioned. Her Majesty will
arrive in Edinburgh about seven o’clock
on the evening in question ;- and, as it will
be dark at that hour, the road from the-
North British Railway station to Holyrood
Palace will be lighted with colored lamps.
Her Majesty, it is said, will depart from
Edinburgh on the morning of Saturday,

COUNTY AGRICULTURAL SHOW.
[Continued from our last.]

Mr. Allan had littlo left for him to say, unless
he were (o travel over the same ground as the
Warden. The.Fall wheat shown was very credit-
able to the County of Waterloo. Having had the
honor of receiving a sample of the first preminm
wheat at the Niagara Show, he counsidered the
parcels which took the premiums to-day little in-
forior. The judges had no difficulty in assigning
the first premium-but little in regard of the se-
cond—while the selection of tho third best, from
among ®o many samples all good, was less easily
accomplished. The Spring wheat, although in-
ferior, was not in_his opinion so very bad as Mr.
Thurtell had represented it.  While he regretted
the logs the farmers had recently sustained in
raising that variety, he thought it might ultimate-
ly be to their advantage, by inducing them to
throw it mside entirely, as alike unprofitable to the
fariner and the miller. There was only one
sample of the barley shown fit to make pct bar-
ley, the only purpose for which he was in the habit
of purchasing the article ; he supposed the others
might nake whiskey, as anything would do for
that. [Laughter.] The oats shown were not
superior ; any of the recently-settled townships
could produce botter. He had known an Irish-
man from Maryboro’ come to the mill with his
two-bushel bag on- his shoulder containing a bet-
ter sample. Poor pedple were deterred from com-
petmg at a Distriot Show, fromn the nnwarrantable
apprehension that the large growers raust neces-
sarily liave the best articles. He prefefred the
Canadian oat for milling—it gave more meal ac-
cording to the weight of grain, as he kn:w from
experience. The potatoes were excellent, the
judges having difficulty to decide amdng so many
parcels He preferred the Eramosa plan of giving
promiams for the different sorts of potatoes, as
the pink-eyes, being generally esteemed the best
variety, were sure to take the prize in a promis-
cuous competition. The turnips were good ; they
carrots splendid. He should say nothing of the
parsnips and boets, bfing articles with which
Scotch people were net much acquainted. The

onions were splendid. Of four samples of eab-

Lages shown, all were exoellent. The clover seed
was good. Two of the samples of Timothy were,
he believed, equal to any shown at Niagara ; the
others were also good, but discolored. He was
no great judge of flax seed ; but there being only
two parcels shown, the judges could not much err
in awarding the promiums. There was a large
quantity of butter exhibited, and he was sure
there would be dissatisfaction at the resuit. e
for one had not supposed that it was imperative
the butter should be put up in quantities of not
less than 56 1bs., and in firkine made according to
Act of Parliament. The judges would have wil.
lingly awarded the premiums to the best samples,
irrespective of such qualifications ; but the direc-
tors thought otlierwiss, and they were prevented
from using their discretion. Some of the parcels
not examined might have been the best, but the
judges had acted according to rule, and awarded
the premiums to the best of their judgmeént. In
cheese, there is such a varioty of tastes, and every
one preferring his own, that it is difficult to de-
cide ; the judges gave the premium to that they
liked best. Inthe department of domestic inanu-
fuctures, there were two pairs of blankets Queon
Victoria herself“need not be ashamed to repose
under. There were ten samples of what was
called flannel, but which appeared to him a differ-
ent article, intended rather for outside than inside
wear ; two of the pieces indeed were so much
tnickoned, thoy had to be laid aside as not belong-
ing to the class. Four or five pieces of the fulled
cloth wero excellent ; one 'ﬁiééé of black, superior
to any he had previously seen exhibited ; he was
sure he put the pink ribbon on that piece, and
why its owner had not got the first premium'he
couldn’t tell. . He was of opinion there should.be
premiums offered for professional woollen manu-
factures, separate from those who made for their
own use—one class for growers, another for ma-
nufacturers. He was not himself ashamed to wear
home-made .cloth, and he hoped the tine was
coming when gontleinen would geuerally wear
such, and when every member of Parliament
would leave his county with a.sample of its wool-
len mauufacture on his back. The maple sugar
was superior—it certainly had not been botched in
the making.

The Chairman gave * The Successful Com-
petitors.”’

Mr. R. Jackson replied in most facetious style,
keeping the table in a roar while he gave a most
grandiloquent dencriptinnm of the qualities and
graces of his mare, which had taken the first pre-
mium in the class of hackneys.

Mr. Harland, after alluding to Mi. Jacksou's
eloquent encomiums on his mare, said his wheat,
which had taken the first premium, and been so
praiged by the judges, was the produce of a few
bushols presented to the District Society by the
Commissioners of the Canada Company, and
which had taken the first- premium at the Provin-
ciul Show in 1847. He had sown it two yoars
ago. The first year, he had a very poor crop.
Lust yoar, he sowed on the third week of Sep-
tember, on pea stubble—some would say too late.
It was harvested under favorable circumstances.
He was slways careful in harvesting his wheat,
but with that he had taken extra pains, which
would accouut for its very beautiful color, The
produce per acre wus tolerable, not remarkable ;
ho believed the yield of flour would be con=idera-
bly above tho average. Seeing Mr. Fracy and
other successfnl competitors prepared to’respond,
he would not enlarge. Iu reply to Mr. Phin, Mr.
Harland stated that the variety was called ** Red
Chaff White, 'and was in this Province first grown
by Mr. C. Ffeeman, of Flamboro’. Ile had been
informed that, under faverable circumstancos, it
was a great yielding andoxcollent flouring wheat,
but very subjoct to rust.

Mr. Tracy, although he had neither ait incom-
parable hackney nor extraordinary wheat, could

hoast of superior onions, which had taken the
swoepstakes. ®10 had already been subscribed
towards next year's match.

Mr Cowan remarked on the general complaint
of the deulers, hore and in New York, that Canada
butter was almost always made too soft. * The
samples shown to-day had the same fault. He
was of opinion the Annual County Show was fall-
ing off, and wis afraid it would go down entirely.
He advised that the Guelph Township Show
sliould be merged in the General Exhibition, or
that, like the Provincial Show, it should be ¢ por-
table,”” the township in which it was held merging
in it the local show. [Mr. Phin.—* Why not
double the subscriptions 7’} The class to which
he belonged were so stingy, they would not give a
dollar uuless they were pretty sure of getting bacls
two. With respect to the Red Chaff' Whoat which
had taken tho first premium, he stated from his
own experience, that onlyin a poor sandy soil was
it likely to escape rust, or bo grown to advantage.
Where the stumps had been got out, and the lard
was in a high state of cultivation, it certainly
would not answer; it had proved a complete fifi-
ure with himself. It was not to be compared with
the White Flint and Hutchinson’s, which stood
the frost much better. 5

Mr. S. Hodgskin returned thanks for his father,
who had been a successful competitor. He stated
that tho great secret of keeping stock in good con-
dition was, not to suffer them to lose in winter
what they gained in summer. His father fed his
stock in winter on hay and turnips—not a quart of
grain. He held the cultivation of turnips to be a
great object to the farmer, and suggested the pro-
priety of offering a premwum of £2 for the best
cultivated turnip field next year.

The Chairman said the Directors intended do-
ing 80, but had not yet arranged whether to with-
draw the premium now given, which generally
went to the growers of sinall quantities in gardgns.

Mr. Thurtell was opposed to the cultivators of
small patches, who by trenching and changing
might raise a bushel or two of superior turnips,
being permitted to compete with the farmer, who,
without such advantages, had to rhise many acres.
[Mr. Baker thought the person who could grow
one acre good, could also grow ten ] Remarking
on the advantage of growing a greater breadth of
turnips, he proposed that a premium should be
given for the best five acres of Swedes.

Judge Powell regretted the stringency of the
rule in regard to the packing of the butter on
show, and suggested that a second prize should be
given for butter put up in the usual way.

Mr. John McCrea, as one of the Committee of
Management, explained the necessity of their in
the meantime abiding by the rules laid down for
their guidance, more especially in reference to the
samples of butter. He appreved of a premium
being given for the best field of turnips. He would
not throw overbdard the dollar subscribers by
withdrawing the premium now given for small
quantities, but would allow the gatdeners to com-
pete in a class by thomselves,

‘Fliere were from 30. to 40 yokes of oxen on the
ground in‘coursoe of tho day, some ofsthem primb
animals, and for which from $55 to $80 were
asked ; we beliove but few of them changed mas-
tors. There were some good cows shown, fat and
fn milk, and several sales effected. Horses of all
sorts and varieties wore on sale, and there sesmed
(o be a considerable deal of trading in that class.
'here were very fow sheep, and these not much
worth. One lot of cattle from Fergiis, sold by
auction, fetched better prices than ready money
sales generally command. From the appearance
of the animals exhibited, and the prices obtained,
we should say the Fair was indicative of a grow-
ing prosperity among the agriculturists, The
catt!o were generally in good condition, and it was
evident, from the rates at which they were held,
that the owners were not compelled to sell to meet
payments, but were merely desirous to get rid of
surplus stock at a fair price. Notwithstanding
the large number of persons present, we have not
scon 8o few dranken persons or witnessod so little
fighting on any previous similar occasion. It
would seem we have got different notions of pro-
priety from what prevailed in old times ; for cor-
tainly the brutal fights which wore at one time in-
dulgedin by the visitants at our fairs,and winked at, |
or indeed almost approved of by somo of our ma-
gistrates, would not now be tolerated by rulers or
peoplo.

Pumping a Luke Dry.—Dr. J. V. C.
Smith, the.editor of the Boston Medical
Surgical Journal, who is now on a visit to
Turope, gives an interesting description,
in his editorial correspondence from Hol-
land, of the manner in which the lake of
Haarlem is being drained ‘by steam en-
gines, and its walers sent to the sea.—
@ Qix miles from Amsterdam is the inland
lake of Haarlem, 21 miles long by 11 in
width, which, three hundred years ago;
was found to be perceptibly increasing by
ghooting its waters farther and farther,
and covering up the land, threatening the
first commercial port of the realm with de-
struction by flowing in uponits back.—
Various schemes at that remote epoch
were devised by able counsellors to stay
the threatening danger, Three Dutch en-
gineers, of acknowledged ability, proposed
draining off the water, first raising it by
wind-mills. They are entitled to remem-
brance, from having suggested the plan
adopted in 1849 for ayerting an impending
calamity. Scven years since, delay being
no longer safe, a canal was dug around
the whole _circumference of the lake,
averaging 200 feet in width by ten deep.
Three monstrous engines are housed on
the sides of the lake, some six or eight
miles apart, cach moving eight monstrous
pumps. All the pistons are raised at
once, at every revolution of the machinery
raising 15,000 gallons of water, which is
empticd into the canal, whence it is has-
tened on by a fourth engine faster than it
would otherwise move to the Zuyder Zee,
and thus it reaches the sea, fifteen miles
distant. To April, 1849, the pumps worked
Ly three of the mightiest steam engines
perhaps ever constructed, were set in
wotion, and up to this date, July 25th, 1850,
have lowercd the contents of the lake
coven feet. Dy wnext April it is anticipated
that the bottom will be fairly exposed, and
all the water conveyed away from this
ancient basin. All'this is executed at the
expense of Government.” :

A few years ago, it would have been im-
possible to procure in the whole of Upper
Canada, a single pound of cheese fit to
cat, although American cheese of tolerable
quality might be had. . Now, however, the
dairy produce of this—provinee—is—fully
equal to anything on the other side of the
“Lakes, and in many instances far superior.

""he Stilton cheese of Mr. Parsons of

Guelph, is a case in point. Mr. P. has
brought this article to unrivalled perfec-
tion. Unfortunately, a case of cheeses,
which he forwarded to Niagara for *the
show,” met with an accident, which pre-
cluded him from exhibiting it, and conse-
quently from claiming the premium which
it was fully admitted to deserve. The
orders Mr. P. has already received will
almost exhaust his whole stock ; but we
understand he is making great: efforts to
be well in advance for next season. By
the way, we-cannot avoid remarking here,
