ford Fire Departments decided to
apply for an increase in their wage

schedule just as soon as the applica-
tion of the police for a raise in pay
was favorably met.

The firemen to-day presented their
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THE TOLL OF LIFE.

Industrial accidents occurring to
485 individual workpeople in Can-
ada during thé month of February,
1913, were recorded by the Depart-
ment of Labor. Of these 85 were fatal
and 400 resulted in serious injuries.
In the preceding month there were
100 fatal and 391 non-fatal accidents
recorded, a total of 4901, and in Feb-
ruary, 1912, there were 66 fatal and
325 non-fatal .accidents recorded, ra
total of 301. The number of fatal ac-
cidents recorded in February was,
therefore fifteen less than in Janu-
ary and nineteen more than in Feb-
ruary, 1912. The number of non-fatal
accidents recorded in February was
nine more than jn January and 75
more than in February, 1912. Alto-
gether there were six fewer indus-
;ri;xl accidents recorded in February
than in January and 94 more than in

Sdebruary, 1912,

In connection with agriculture thefe
were seven fatal and four non-fatal
mishaps. Of the fatal accidents, two
each were caused by falling trees and
bv bulls and one each by flying ma-
t(:ri:xl, machinery and a runaway.

In lumbering there were eleven
fatal and.twenty non-fatal accidents
recorded, Five lumber yard employ-
ees were .killed while loading lumber
as the result of a train running into
cars being loaded; three bushmen
were killed be falling trees, and one
each by livestock, machinery and a
runaway.

In mining there were twelve fatal
and tweleve non-fatal accidents. Five
of the fatal accidents were caused
by falling material and two each w.ere
due to falls, explosion of dynamite,
machinery and one by drowning in
flume of mine.

In railway construction there were
eight fatal and seven non-fatal a.cd-
dents recorded. Five men were killed
by the explosion of dynamite, three
by being buried under falling earth.

of wages paid on our department. It
has many times occurred to me that
the general public gives very little

strong, hatdy, active, fearless and;’
wholly intelligent for his du-ec.|
quick thought and action are in-
despensable, and upon his grisp of
opportunities sometimes depends the

life of himself and comrades. There
is no room for a coward or for ig-

norance on the fire department.

Did you ever consider tha many
dangers a fireman has to encounte,

Fire-fighting at all times is a very
serious proposition, but mich more

so in cold weather. The stre:ts are
difficult to travel on, ice sson bu-
dens every piece of fire-fizhiing ma-|
chinery on which water can splash.
and buildings soon become= coated
with ice. The element of personal
danger in fighting fire in very cold
weather is great. A fireman has to
run constant risk of loss of iife, or
at least serious illness besause of
extraordinaryv exposure. Agal.’l bis
work is not confined to any fartic-
ular hours, but he is subj:-; to calls
at any hour of the day or nign*, and
while the citizens are enjoring the
comforts of peaceful rest furing the
night, he may be aroused from egual
comfort to go forth perhaps in ex-
treme cold, and "engage in the stren-
uous work of fighting fire for hours.
And while their work is received as
a matter of course, a trifling mis-
-take calls forth a shower of criticism
from unthinking persons, who under
no circumstances, could be induced
to take their places.

These men have a higher rate of
insurance to pay owing to the fant
that their positions are considered
hazardous. Nor do we have any su-
perannuation fund here, the same as
they have in larger cities. which en
ables a man to retire on a pens sn’
after he has served a municipality
faithfully for a certain number of
years. Now to secure the class of
men that should be on the fire depart-
ment, and to hold them, I would
strongly recommend that your honor-
able body grant these men the small
increase they have asked for. It
will-go a long way towards maintain-
ing the efficiency of the department,
and it will enable the men to lay a
little something by for .the time when
they either become incapacitated by
injury, or age ends their usefulness.
I wish you would give the matter
your most careful consideration, view
it from all points, try and place
yourselves .in their positions, and I
fecl sure that you will agree withme
that these firemen should have the
increase asked for.

Prof. Bastianelli issued+a  buletin
upon his arrival at Cairo saying’ that:
Mr. Morgan's condition was good-
and for several days the patient seems=4
ed to improve. On February 26, Mr.

Morgan drove out to the Temple of
Karnak at Luxor. He wanted to
drive round, but a guard refused him
permission and when the 1in;lm‘ier_
remonstrated the guard pointed to 2

Morgan declined to get into- an. in-
valid's chair.

His Importance.

“If Mr. Morgan were carried round
Karnak,” explained his secretary, “the |
news would bhe cabled to America.

Mr. Morgan may have been able to |
