Brockville Cheese Board

Ashwood - Hall, July 9.—\—The at-
tendance of gentlemen interested in
cheese this afternoon was the largest
of the season, though not productive
of fancy prices: The offerings go on
record as the largest of the scason, 'a
fraction gver 8000 boxes were-checked
on the bulletin board for the anctio;

to wicld his hammer over, 2,804 of
which were colored, t1'® balance being
white. - Colored -¢héese commanded
the largest price ‘consequently the
most attention, Although the uffering
of 8,000 boxes of eheese appear large,
the fact remains, however, that  the
offerings were nearly 1,100 boxes for
same date last year. It is fairly rea-
sonable to suppose that there was say
500 or 600 boxes sold that was mot
calculated in above 8,000.  The same
may be said of the transactions of last
season. The goods were well cleared |
up at prices a shade lower than last
week. A large number were sold for
88c, while 88c was freely paid for
colored, some boxes brought as high
as 8 11 16.

There was keen competition among
the buyers, especially so among those
having orders in hand for colored
goods.

The special cable report from Liver-
pool (Luoted cheese 42 and 46, which
18 1 ghilling below the lowest point
touched for home cheese of last season.
We notice that the shipments for
the week do not indicate any step to-
wards filling up the gap between the
exports of this year and those of last
year. In fact the gap is increasing
each sucessive week, for instance, the
total shipments to date are given ab
314,145 boxes, against 896,271 boxes
in 1890. a decrease of 82,126 boxes.

THE DAY OF THE WEEK.

How to Find Out the Day on Which a¥riend
‘Was Born.

If you want to tell the day of the week on
which a friend was born, knowing the
month, day of the month and year, you can
easily do it by a simple arithmetical
problem.

Add to the date of the month the last two
figures of the year, leaving off the hundreds,
as for 1891 take only 91, and one-fourth of
the latter. If there should be a fraction in
this last number make it whole by adding
one. The sum thus found must{e either
increased or diminished according to the
following table :
Add 24 for January.
Add 26 for February.
Subtract 2 for March.
Embtmto for April.
A

Add 8 for July.

Add 16 for October.

Add 3 for May. Add 19 for November.
Add 6 for June. Add 21 for December.

The result is divided by 7. The balance
left will give the name of the day on which
the inquiring individual was born. If this
balance should be 1, he was born on a Sun-
dng ; if it is 2, it was a Monday.

24th of August, 1862. What was the day
of the week ? The number for the month is
24 ; that of the year, 62 ; one fourth of the
latter is 15}, or 16 in round numbers. The
sum total is 102. For August 11 must be
added, making 113. The latter sum divided
by 7 leaves 1 as the remainder. Sunday
was therefore the day on which the man
was born.—&8t.

Seventy-one candidates in all wrote
at the examinations this year for 8rd
and 2nd class certificates, and junior
matriculation. The examinations-for
primary or 3vd class candidates were
conoluded on Friday last. Those for
junior or 2nd class leaving yes-
terday, and the matriculation candi.
dates ended their labors this morning.

The results will be published about
the second week of August. The
names of the schools are not given,
but of districts, Athens being District
78.

The candidates were favored with
fine cool weather and wete accordingly
able to write with comfort—at least
physical comfort.

The papers on the whole were re-
markably fair, though in one or two
instances there was room for im-
provement.

The presiding examiners were
Messrs. A. D. Passmore, J. D. Dick-
son and J, S. Copland, of Brockville.
Mr. L. A. Kennedy performed the
same duty in Brockville,

at The
High Sohool.

The frllowing is the result of the
Entrance Examination held in the
Athens high school recently. There
were 67 pupils who wrote, 29 of whom
have been provisionally admitted by
the local Board of Kxaminers. Of
those who failed, 28 did not obtain the
minimum number of marks required
in Arithmetic,.as many s 8 beiog
marked 0. In Grammar there were 83
failares. The papers sot in Arithme-
tic and Grammar were fair papers,
guch as would test a candidate's fitness
for entering & high school.  Special
mention should be made of the general
excellence and neatness of the papers
of Edith Gilroy, Louese Towriss, Ed-
ward Moles, Kate Purvis, and Burton
Brown. In Grammar, Edith Gilroy
stands first, with 86 marks out of a
possible 105 ; in Arithmetic, Waldron
Greene and Burton Brown are tied
for first place. taking 84 out of a pos-
gible 105, 764 marks were the total
number on the papers, half of which
number, 382, were required to enable
a pupil to pass. One-third at the least
18 required on each paper, so that if a
pupil is weak on one subject and falls
below half the number of marks on
that particular paper, but makes one-
third, and on another subject makes
more than a half and enough to coun-
terbalance the weak subject, the pupil
will pass. But if on any one paper
the number of marks do not reach
one-third, the pupil is plucked. The
following are the successful writers :
