Here was old Peter, the veteran, b
ways talking of the “precarious timen,’
but a5 game a8 & pebblo in spite of hin
frosty head ; and Frenchy, so onlled
from the long gontee he inisted upon
sporting as often as ho could flnd sn
offioer good-natured onough to tolorate
it; thero was the Parson, pigknamed
on_ account of his hever-oeasing profan:

The men adored him, and the officers
thought oothing that was done was
good enough or had enough unloss
Curly had o haod’ init too. How he
used to laugh when an Indian edme
within raoge, ‘and how incessantly he
used to pop at him “just for fun |”

It was all hard enough work while it
lasted, though we never knew from one
moment to another when the enemy
might storm us, and the horses were
kept saddled day and -night in case of
surprise.

We bad to keep our eyes skioned,
you oan bet oo that, The Indians
were round us not & hundred yards
away, and seemod to divine how soarce
our provisions and amunition were,

Por a wevk or two we had peppered
them gaily ; but it soon became too
cxpensive an amusement, and we had
to husband every onrtridge we could
count against the day when they might
mean men's lives, Right up to the

_ | hills behind, right on the river in front,

they luy in weit for us ; and the curl-

ing snioke from their teepee firos told

us in what swarms they mustered,

Hncape soemed quite  impossible,
The stores were all but finished, and
half-rations wan the order of the day
for man and boust. The horses bad
the worst of it, 1 thiak; deprived of
oxercise, and stinted of their food,
their logs began to swoll, and the want
of wager wade their conts rough and
staring add thoir tempers vicious and
unce! tatn,

Things wont on like this for more
than a month, and, at last, we had not
more than three days provisions loft
amongst us, The well had dried up
complotoly, too;, owing to the fuarful
drought, snd the men were boginning
to be wild and desperate,

T had just dropped asloep one morn-
ing aftor a long nightwatoh, whon
Frenohy awoke me to way that a frenh
detachment of Indinns bad orossed the
river on o raft whish was moored olowe
to the horses’ old wawrivg-ground,
This he had distinetly seen trom the
look-out tower on the old hospital roof,
and he furthor added the alarming
infurmation that the now-comers had
thoir “feathers” on, and wore dancing
to the beat of the tom tom,

This was as bad as could be, for the
feathered heads and the muffied beat-
ing betokened speedy bloodshed, I
was up In a moment, and every loop-
hole in the corral was stopped as fast
o williog bands could do it, The
horses were led fnto the square, and
the little squad armed to the tecth,
gatherod together, prepared to dofond
thelr lives as only desperate mon know
how to do.

Patty and Frenchy got up to the
roof at onea to try W Aave the place,
bug hardly had they shown themsalves
whon there wae o deafoning gunefire,
and Fasty foll dond at our feet, shot
through the head.

We wers datormined h;lm tbli:ll;:il-

way o time thn for loave-taklng, vor
sigas of sorrow, sud what we had to do
had to be'done quiokly,

From the stable, tho fire spread to
the howpisal, wnd we were gettlng
woorohud. with the awful hoat, while the
woro becoming upmanagoable

fright and exoltemont,

The wowent had como for action

and could not be delayed. “Boys," I
said, as I looked into the facos of the
little group about me, *‘we’ve stuck to
this old outfit long enough, We
haven’t another meal to eat, nor a drop
of water for the horses, and the place
is on fire all around us, We needn’t
expeot any meroy from these howling
devils, and U'm not for asking it either.
But we must got away from here
mighty quickly, that's certain, so I
propose to make a dash for the river
and the raft; if we can reach it safely
wo may save our skios, and if not, we
may as well be killed out there as
buroed like rats in here,” o this
there was a general aseent, and that is
how the sortic was arranged.

It takes a long time to tell, doesn't
it?

No man was burt but Curly, Why
was it that he alone—the bravest and
best—should have been singled out for
such a death ?
