Dr. Frederick C. Coley, in dealing
with the subject of Some Points in
the Etiology of Inebriety,’ remarks
that alcohol, like every other narcotic,
produces the habitual use and craving
tor itselt. How strong this craving
is, the subjects of it never kwow, un-
til, by their own choice, or by force
of ci 5 the customary in-
dulgence is interrupted. Whilst they
are taking theif daily allowasce, they
declare with the fullest tonfidence, ‘1
can take it or leave it.' But when
they try to ‘leave it,’ they commonly
discover that their acquired ‘Suscep-
tibility to the charm- of alcohol’ has
become far stronger than they ever
expected.

SOME STRIKING CONCLUS:ONS
are arrived at by Dr. Coley, as follows:

1. Alcohol, like all other narcotics,
tends to establish a craving for itself
in all who indulge in it trequerntly
and freely.

2. By reason of the injury which it
does to the ‘higher nerve centres, it
impairs the natural power of resist-

3. Excessive indulgence in al coliol
produces distress, both in mind und
body, which constitutes a fierce tempt-
ation to resort to it again as a narcotic.

4. While craving for alcohol is
more readily produced in some people
than others, there is no reason to sup-
pose that any individuals are so con.
