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LYNCH NEGRO WHO 
SHOT POUCEMAN.

Authorities, at Cumberland, Md., Make No Effort 
( ’ to Protect Prisoner.

Mob Batters Down Door of the Jail With 
a Telegraph Pole.

Cnmbcrland, Md., Oct. 8,—William 
Burns, a negro, who shot Policeman Au­
gust Baker last Thursday night, causing 
his death yesterday, was taken from jail 
here early to-day by an infuriated mob 
and kicked and shot to death.

As there has never before been a 
lynching here the authorities paid no at­
tention to the threats of lynching in 
this case, and when a mob of fifty men 
appi cached the jail early to-day they 
found only one deputy sheriff, Adam 
Hendley, to oppose them. When he re­
fused to give up the keys they battered 
the door in with a telegraph pole.

Burns shot the policeman to prevent 
being arrested, and the latter’s death 
was followed by threats against the 
ne&ro, these coming as «much from those

of his own race as from the whites.
When the mob broke into the jail oth­

er negroes than Burns, who were in 
neighboring cells, were careful to guide 
the lynchers to that of Bums, and here 
again the battering ram was used. The 
lynchers found their victim crouched be­
hind his cot, and seizing him by the feet 
dragged him up and down stairs and in­
to the street, where within a few yards 
of the entrance to the jail he was killed.

The Rev. W. Cleveland Hicks, an Epis­
copal clergyman, did his best to save the 
negro, and afterward protected the body 
until the arrival on the scene of Judge A. 
Hunter Boyd and the police. Judge Boyd 
called upon the crowd to disperse and 
was promptly obeyed. The body was 
removed to an undertaking establish­
ment and ten thousand persons are esti­
mated to have vieWed it to-day.

APPLES ARE GOING OUT
IN NIAGARA DISTRICT.

Land Too Valuable for Their Cultivation—Pres­
ent Prospects and Prices.

Beamsville, Oct. 8.—(Special.)— From 
all available information up to Saturday 
night the apple crop throughout the pen­
insula this fall will compare favorably, 
in a great many of the winter varieties, 
with the crop of other generous years. 
While ruseets, snows and Spies are 
smaller, the quality is all that can bo 
expected from the unfavorable early sea-

Apples are no small factor among the 
fruit men of the Niagara district, and 
although they do not come in for the 
same serious consideration as was the 
case five years ago, this is hardly to 
be expected, when greater profits can 
be made with small fruits, and lese ex­
pense incurred in bringing them to bear­
ing. Fruit land is so valuable an asset 
and life too short to the growers of 
waste half of Si, in waiting for an apple 
orchard to bring forth fruit. Apples will, 
ere many years, be found only at rare 
Intervals in the district between Hamil­
ton and Niagara. The climax has been 
almost reached already along the Q. and 
G. stone road.

While the table below may vary in 
some degrees two weeks hence as the 
disparity or volume of the crop always 
does after packing, it will be found rea­
sonably correct. Comparing it with sta­
tistics given by buyers from the eastern 
district, and the counties of Northumber­
land and Ontario, where the early rain­
fall was greater than around the Nia­
gara vicinity, they will have a larger 
class of fruit than ours. Comparing the 
orchard acreage in apples, our pack this 
season will average all around in quality 
and quantity as good as theirs, he buy­
er's word is good for this statement at 
any rate.

When the reperters this morning, 
following the ueuel custom, began going 
over the roils to get some information 
about some of the large taxpayers, Mr. 
Kent protested-. Win)» the rolls were 
left in his office for any ratepayer to 
inspect, Mr. Kent took the ground that 
it was a man’s private business, and not 
for publication. When it was pointed 
out that the city was going to publish 
the rolls, Mr. Kent argued that it was 
doubtful if it could publish that part 
about income. Until he went into the 
matter with the City Solicitor he refus­
ed to permit the information to go out 
for publication. Mr. Waddell said he 
knew of nothing <ro the statute books 
that could prevent this information be­
ing made public. There is a heavy pen­
alty provided for information being made 
public from the assessment department 
before the rolls are completed.

The assessment department will likely 
give out the revised figures for Ward 2 
to-morrow.. In place of a decrease of 
465 in population in that ward, it is 
said an increase of about 400 will be 
shown, which will make the total in­
crease in population for the year nearer 
3,200.

TRADERS BARK OF

FOUND A TRUE BILL 
AGAINST SUNFIELD.

Prisoner Pleaded Not Guilty and Said He Would 
be Ready for Trial To-morrow.

Judge Intimates That Grocers’ Case May be 
Tried at a Special Session.

While the case of Collins vs. T., H. A. 
B. Co. was being tried at the High Court 
about 11.30 this morning, the Grand 
Jury brought in & true bill against Jake 
Sunfield, alias Tamfllo, on a charge of 
murdering Andrew Radzyk on July 12th. 
Temtilo, who had been placed in the 
dock sometime previously, was then ar­
raigned, and he pleaded not guilty. Ask­
ed if he was ready for his trial, he re­
plied in a clear voice: “I guess, to-mor-

His counsel, Mr. J. L. Counsell, whis­
pered to him and then he said, “I am 
ready now."

Mr. George T. Blackstcok, Toronto, the 
Crown Prosecutor, said the Crown was 
ready to proceed, and the Chief Justice 
decided that Tamillo’s trial should go 
on as soon as the Collins case was con­
cluded, which will be late this after­
noon or to-morrow morning.

Sunfield has not changea much in ap­
pearance since he was last seen in pub­
lic at the Police Court, lie does not 
look quite so dissipated, however, not 
having had an opportunity to gratify 
his appetite for strong drink, wnich is 
blameu for the position he is in. He 
seemed to be a little nervous. Tamillo 
was shaved at ah up town barber shop 
before being brought into court. He 
was accompanied to the barber’s by the 
sheriff’s oliicer, the judge having given 
permission to have him shaved, provid­
ing iv made no material change in the 
appearance presented by him at the time 
the murder was committed.

The testuriony given be!ore the Grand 
Jury was about the same as given at 
the preliminary hearing, Mrs. Radzyk 
being the chiei witness.

Yesterday’s Proceedings.
The October Assizes were opened yes­

terday’ afternoon, with one ot the larg­
est lists of cases that have ever been 
tried in this city. Chief Justice Falcon* 
bridge presided. There is not much pros­
pect ot settlement in many of the cases, 
and it is quite likely that His Lordship 
will be kept here for the full two weeks, 
Twenty-four foreigners took out natural­
ization papers. After being sworn, the 
Grand Jury elected as its foreman Mr. 
Henry New.

His Lordship, in his charge to the 
Grand Jury, said that while there were 
only two criminal cases on the list, they 
demanded tile most serious considera­
tion, os one of the crimes was the most 
serious on the calendar. Speaking of 
the Jake Sunfield murder case, llis Lord­
ship said that there was no direct evi­
dence to show that Sunfield killed Rad­
zyk, but the Grand Jury had a perfect 
right to bring in a true bill, on the 
grounds of circumstantial eyidence, 
which, to His Lordship’s mind, was quite 
clear and pointed to Sunfield as the 
guilty man. There was .quite a difference 
between murder and manslaughter, and 
His Lordship asked the jury to go care­
fully over the evidence at their disposal, 
and report a true finding.

Speaking of the other case, that of the 
Grocers’ Combine, Justice Falconbridge 
said that the eliarge against the combine 
was that of trying to restrain trade, and 
conspiracy. It is the policy of the coun­
try to encourage trade and honest com­
petition. The law’ was opposed to any­
thing which sought to restrain trade by 
methods of combination. His Lordship 
then read the act relating to combines 
and associatioins.

The Grocers’ Combine was also charg­
ed with conspiracy, and His Lordship 
asked the Grand Jury to bring in a bill 
in accordance with the evidence received, 
whether the case went to trial or not. 
The men connected with the combine 
Were not criminals in the ordinary sense 
of the term, and they were to be treated

with consideration. It would take many 
days, perhaps, to try such an intricate 
case, in event of the Grand Jury bring­
ing in a true bill, and His Lordship in­
timated that the case would probably be 
tried by a judge and jury by itself.

After the Grand Jury retired His 
Lordship took up the first case on the 
list, that of Ellis vs. White. It was on 
the list as a jury case, but the defend­
ants asked that the jury notice be struck 
out, and the plaintiff’s lawyers being 
agreeable, it was allowed. Hie ease took 
up the entire afternoon, and the better 
part of this morning.

This case was brought by Norman El­
lis, jeweller, King street, against Mrs. 
Louisa White and James Scott, for a de­
claration that the plaintiff is entitled to 
the use of a light well hole in his store, 
which he claims is necessary for the re­
lieving the darkness at the rear of the 
store. The start of the trouble began 
when Mr. Ellis took the store he is now 
occupying. A ventilating shaft and well 
which supplied light and air to the" 
ground floor Mr. Ellis wanted left 
open. The well was closed however, it is 
alleged, under the direction of a Dr. 
Zimmerman, who was acting as agent for 
Mrs. White. Mr. Ellis brought an injunc­
tion against Mrs. White, stopping the 
work, pending the trial. Later on Mr. 
Scott was a ko made a defendant in the 
action. The plaintiff asked that he be en­
titled to have the use of this skylight 
and ventilation shaft and that it be re­
opened. He also asked for damages, hav­
ing been put to the expense of putting 
in a ventilating system, Judgment was 
reserved. H. H. Bicknell, A. 1*. Moraine, 
G. L. Staunton, J. A. Soule, for defee- 
danL and J. Wr. Nesbitt, and J. Gaukl 
for plaintiff.

Collins vs. T., H. & B.
The case of Collins vs. T., II. & B., for 

$15,000 damages for injury to workman, 
and that of Perkins vs. T., H. & B., for 
$15,000 damages for injury to workman, 
were consolidated.

Tile actions were brought by the plain­
tiffs in J)oth cases, for injuries received 
by reason of a gas explosion, in which 
1 erkins was injured, and died the same 
day,,and Collins was frightfully burned. 
The accident took place on the morning 
of November 1st. 1906. Collins was em­
ployed at the roundhouse of the T H. 
& B. at, Garth street, and on the night 
of the explosion, when going into the 
blacksmith shop, he heard a whistling 
sound, as if gas were escaping. He told 
Perkins to go in and turn off the gas. 
Collins went into the place with Perkins 
and was in front of the latter, and when 
he opened the door into the repair shop 
the explosion took place. Collins was 
taken to the Hospital and stayed there 
for 14 weeks. He was unconscious for 
eight days. He said that he was 42 
years of age, had four children, and that 
he was unable to work. When the court 
adjourned the case was not finished,- and 
it was resumed this afternoon.

There is prospect of settlement in 
some of the cases that were to come up. 
Those cases which have a prospect of 
settlement are Yamkrsehaaf vs. Clark­
son. an action for $1.900 on a promissory 
note; Farmer vs. Sawyer-Massey Co*., 
$2.000, injury to workman ; Brown vs. 
Hamilton Street Railway, $1.000 dam­
ages. injury to passenger ; Milligan vs. 
Hamilton Street Railway, $5.000. death 
of workman ; Bickle vs. Hamilton Street 
Railway, $3.000 for injury to passenger.

The ease of Ivotounan vs. G. T. R.. 
$10,000 damages, action for death of 
workman, has been settled for $700.

In the non-jury list, Thompson vs. G. 
T. R.. damages for trespass, goes over 
till next court, as does Bellhouse vs. 
Ramsay. $15.00, goods sold and breach of 
contract. The T., H. & B. Railway va. 
Simpson, injunction from using crossing, 
also goes over.

ONE DOLLAR WHEAT TO-DAY 
AND FLOUR GOES UP TO $5,

But the Local Bakers Will Not Advance 
the Price of Bread.

Wheat reached the one dollar mark on 
the Hamilton market yesterday after­
noon, and flour went to $5 a barrel this 
morning. It is two or three years since 
the $1.00 price was last paid by local 
dealers, and since that time it has been 
down as low as 69 or 70 cents. When 
the present fall season opened the price 
was 80 cents a bushel, and flour was 
bringing $4 a barrel. There has been a 
steady advance since, and 95c has been 
the ruling figure for several weeks. In

neighboring places $1 was reached last 
week, that price being paid in Dundas on 
Saturday. Manitoba, which to a very 
large extent regulates the local market, 
has been advancing regularly.

Bread prices have not gone up at all 
m this city, and local bakers do not look 
for a raise. Mr. F. J. Harris said this 
morning: “The bakers are, or most of 
them, well stocked up with flour and the 
consumers are receiving the benefit.” 
Those who have not a large supply on 
hand will have to pay the higher price 
and be satisfied with smaller profit

The whole business wore a grotesque 
and unreal air which almost made Neville 
doubt the evidence of his own senses. 
That his brother desired to escape ob­
servation and recognition was evident 
from the way in which he looked round 
him—very much as the elderly man had 
looked—before he entered the circle of 
trees, and the fashion in which he kept 
the high collar of his dress cape coat 
round his face.

FATHER AND SON DROWNED.

Humber Bay Claimed Two More Victims 
Yesterday.

Toronto, Oot. 8.—William Rose, a 
painter, 48 years old, who lived over his 
store at 681 Queen street west, and his 
eldest eon, John, aged 17, were both 
drowned in Humber Bay at 4 o’clock 
yesterday afternoon, while returning 
from a picnic up the Humber in a canvas 
canoe. The canoe was swamped in the 
heavy sea. and after clinging to it for 
over half an hour, both father and 
son sank to rise no more. Both were 
expert swimmers and canoeists, and 
the circumstances surrounding the ac­
cident were very pathetic, for D. T. 
Rose, brother of William Rose, and Wil­
lie Rose, the twelve-year-old eon of Wil­
liam, saw their relative* drown and were 
unable to aid them in any way.

MAYOR MUST STAND TRIAL.

Decision Given in Last of Buckingham 
Riot Appeals.

Montreal, Oct. 7.—The Com4 of 
King’s Bench, appeal aide, has given 
judgment in the case of the King va. 
Rodrigue, which ie the last of the 
Buckingham riot appeals. The re­
spondent was the Mayor of Bucking­
ham, and it was charged that he did 
not carry out hie duties as Mayor by 
reading the Riot Act when the condi­
tion of affairs showed that it was neces­
sary. He waa indicted with others, 
but the local magistrate dismissed the 
case on a technicality. The Crown Ap­
pealed, and the King's Bench now de­
cides, as in the case of others eo indict­
ed end dismissed, that the accused must 
stand hie trial.

BURGLAR GASHED HIS ARM.

Blood Trail in Brockville Store Disclosed 
His Movements.

Brockville, Oct. 7.—The large fur 
store of Robert Craig & Company, 
on King street, was entered from the 
roof, through a rear window of the 
third storey. To get at the catch 
holding .« the window fast, the intruder 
smashed a pane of glass, cutting his 
hand or arm severely in the operation. 
A stream of blood followed, and the 
movements of the man showed he had 
covered1 much of the premises, stop­
ping at the safe on the ground floor.

This, however, was not tampered 
with, neither is it shown what stock, 
if any, is missing. The burglar went 
out the same way he came in. En­
quiry of every doctor in town failed to 
give any trace of the guHty party.

The 
a/ward is to be made on Dec. 10th, 1908, 
and the name» of candidates muet be in 
the hands of the Nobel Prize Committee 
of the Norwegian Parliament before Feb­
ruary next. The announcement received 
indicates the classes of persons who are 
eligible for the prize.

A. E. Osier of A. E. Osier A Co. told 

The World last evening that the dis­
covery at the Silver leaf Mine was an 
important one.

The discovery was made on Saturduy 
morning, and since thatitime it has 
been stripped 8 or 10 feet ami hae every 
appearance of turning out wonderfully 
well.

H. M. Grills, writing from Chapleau, 
Ontario, says lo The World convenue 
this mining district: “1 have been here 
all summer ami staked out several 
veins, all carrying silver and assaying 
at the surface about 150 ounces to the 
ton. 1 have one vein of diabase aver­
aging 50 feet wide, which can be traced 
for a mile and one-half. Between the 
vein ami main wall is a streak of cal- 
eite carrying free silver, and is gener­
ally mineralized.

“On a third property I have a tangled 
mass of veins forming contacts with a 
good showing of corundum. Every day 
brings a new prospector here, and pro­
perties are being taken up rapidly.”

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THE‘COAL (ML INLET.
After another summer’s wrestling with 

thj Coal Oil Inlet question, the Board 
of Health has authorized the prosecution 
of all parties contributing to the nuis­

A Market Opening.
(The Canadian, Metico City.) 

Mexico needs manufactured good» of 
the kind that Canada is beet fitted to 
produce; due to her immense trade with 
the United States, even the style* and 
designs that we adopt ere every day 
gaining vogue with the Mexican con­
sumer; the market i* large and near at 
hand, and from every view point this 
country is a natural market for Cana­
dian produces. To gain here the neces­
sary prestige Canadian manufacturers 
must, however, do théir pioneering now 
while the weather i» good and the condi­
tions favorable.

Speaking of the old-age pension pro­
posals the Mont real Star says, “ what 
we want is not. a little help for every­
body which shall have been purchased by 
the savings of everybody; but an effec­
tive amount of help for the very few 
who will need it.”

Will Hamilton ever have playgrounds 
for the children?

Mr. A. W. Don- 
ly, Canada’s commercial agent there, ad­
dressed the Montreal Board of Trade 
the other day, pointing out ’the oppor­
tunities for trade xvhich Mexico present­
ed to the Canadian manufacturers. That 
country needed our lumber, ties, yulp, 
coal, hay, potatoes, fish and barley. It 
also required machinery, rails, railway 
cars, hardware, paper, boots and shoes, 
plumbers’ supplies, etc. She could send 
us sisal and like fibres, woods, coffee, 
hides; rubber, sugar, vanilla, fruits, 
honey, leaf tobacco, cigars and cigar­
ettes. As Canada had a direct line of 
steamers sailing monthly, Mr. Donly 
thought a quite extensive business could 
be carried on between the two countries.

Ex-Premier Peters, of Prince Edward

“It has been clearly shoxvn in the case 
of the Natal act that no instructions 
xvliate\-er were given from the Governor- 
General in Council to the Lieut.«Gox*arnor.

Looks Bad for Borden.
(London Advertiser.)

The question of the Anglo-Japanese 
treaty wee raised in the House of Com­
mons on June 21, 1906, by Mr. Foster, 
who asked for information as to the 
trade negotiations carried on by Mr. 
Fisher in Japan. The Minister of Agricul­
ture replied that the Dominion could 
safely enter into treaty relatione with 
Japan, in xiew of the latter’s policy of 
restricting emigration. Messrs. Borden. 
Hughes, Foster, Kemp, and Osier—all 
Conservatives—participated in the de­
bate which followed1, and not one of 
them lifted hie voice against the pro­
posal that Canada should take advan­
tage of the Anglo-Japanese conven­
tion. Mr. Foster condemned1 the Gov­
ernment for not having acted sooner, 
“because two years ago they were in­
formed of the good disposition of Ja­
pan towards Canada.” On May 10th, 
1906, nearly a year later. Mr. Borden 
complained of the delay in the negotia­
tions. with Japan, saying:

“We have not taken sufficient pains 
to promote and develop commercial re­
lations between Canada and Japan.”

Canada could secure commercial fa­
vors in Japan only by assenting to the 
Anglo-.Tapanese treaty. Mr. Borden 
knew this when he supported the treaty. 
He denounced the Government for not 
taking advantage of it at an earlier 
day. - That was little more than a year 
ago. To-day he censures the Gox'em- 
ment for having subscribed to the 
treaty, and talks loftily of trade with 
the Orient as a matter entirely sec­
ondary to other considerations. Mr. 
Borden’s course is not dangerous, and 
not honest.

Consul Frank XX7. Mahin reports that 

new coal mines have recently been open­
ed and others very much developed in 
the Nottingham district. Improved 
methods and apparatus ,are also being 
applied to mining.

Electric power and compressed air are 
also supplanting primitive methods of 
hauling coal out of the pits, and ingeni­
ous methods of carrying miners to their 
xvork, saving the strength they would 
lose in walking, are being used.

Private Parties Have Promised the 

Neccessary Fonds.

Would Build Permanent Place for 
Smallyox Patients.

A definite move toward the aabtement 
of the Coal Oil Inlet nuisance, something 
that has been looked forward to for sev­
eral years by east-enders and factory 
employees in the district, has at last 
been made. The Board of Health last 
evening authorized legal proceedings 
against the parties charged with con­
tributing to the condition of affairs ex­
isting at the inlet, and a High Court 
action will be begun at once.

Chairman Quinn explained that after 
the Council refused funds to begin a 
legal action he had succeeded in getting 
a number of persons to pledge pecuniary 
support, providing the Board of Health 
authorized the action and proceeded 
with it under its own name. The aider- 
men, Mr. Quinn said, seemed to look 
upon the request for funds as a Board 
of Health joke, although sixteen med­
ical men, comprising the old and new 
Provincial Boards of Health, had de­
clared the nuisance at the inlet as abom-

“1 felt rather humiliated in having to 
go to private parties for funds,” safti the 
Chairman, “but, however, if the end is 
justified, something will be accomplish­
ed.”

Mr. Quinn said that although &<rr.ie 
improvement had been made, the nuis­
ance was still very objectionable. As 
long as the cattle byres were allowed 
to remain in the present condition the 
nuisance would remain. The tilling in of 
the inlet seemed to he a solution.

One suggestion that seemed a good 
one, Mr. Quinn thought, was to senti the 
garbage down on the Radial ears to do 
idling in work.

Mrs. Matthias eat near the jury box, 
and because of her presence Assistant 
State’s Attorney Benjamin Short, in his 
doting address, refrained from display­
ing the revolver which caused her hus­
band’s death. On Wednesday, when she 
was called to the stand, she advanced 
without hesitation until she caught eight 
of the weapon lying on the rail of the 
jury box. Then she fainted and was un­
able to testify.

THE POOR SCHOOLMAAM.

British Education Board Doesn’t Want 
Her to Marry.

London, Oct. 7.—The British Board 
of Education is about to issue & regu­
lation which will practically amound to 
official discouragement of the marriage 
of women teachers. The regulation will 
insist that every member of a teaching 
profession who enters a training col­
lege which receives State grants shall 
sign an undertaking not to withdraw 
from teaching until after a term of 
years, in the case of men seven years, 
and in that of women five years. This 
undertaking will be in the nature of a 
legal bond, and for every twelve months 
which the teacher does not serve a pen­
alty will be enforced.

The penalty is not yet finally settled, 
but will probably be £20. It is felt 
that under the existing arrangement 
funds are often wasted upon training 
women teachers, many of whom leave

Members Will Discuss Asiatic Ques­
tion as Individuals.

The Board of Trade held its regular 
meeting yesterday afternoon in its 
rooms, which was but pooriy attended 
owing to the rain. Eight members in 
all turned out. There was little busi 
nees of importance on the list, but a 
lengthy discussion took place over a 
new “beauty scheme.” Mr. Pratt brought 
up the old subject of preserving the 
mountain front, and while the board 
passed a motion to appoint a committee 
to co-operate with the Parks Board in 
an attempt to beautify the face of the
mountain, still it is not expected that 
much will come of it yet. Mr. Pratt 
stated that he had been doing some in­
vestigating and had touched /p several 
of the owners of the property between 
the East End Incline and the Barton 
reservoir, and had found that most of 
thcd.i owners were philanthropically in­
clined, and One went the length of tell­
ing Mr. Pratt that his property would 
be gift to the city if it agreed not 
to qnarry on it. ‘These spots are only 
good for quarries or beauty spots," said 
Mr. Pratt, “and I think the city ought 
to get in first say and make a beautiful 
mountain side facing the eity.”

A resolution was passed appointing 
the Civic Affairs Committee, with the 
additional help of Mr. Pratt and Mr. G. 
Rutherford, to approach the Parks Board 
and touch them up, and see if the city 
would not purchase the property. The 
maximum price for the whole stretch, 
as appraised by Mr. Pratt, would be 
less than <10,000.

Another important question was the 
changing of the date of the annual 
meeting from July till some time in the 
winter, so that they would fall clear of 
all the vacations. The proposal was 
made at the last meeting by Mr. Fear- 
man; and a resolution was passed ap­
pointing the secretary to make proper 
application to the Government for a 
change of charter. The third Friday in 
January was fixed as the date for the 
annual meetings. In case that the 
change costs too much to affect, the 
Board will stick to their old day, and 
keep on adjourning the annual meeting 
till they arrive at a satisfactory date. 
This was perfectly legal, they decided.

It was Mr. Lxizier who asked that a 
committee be appointed to wait on the 
Government and ask that a school of 
science and technioldgy be located here, 
the Government to erect the building 
and the city to maintain the school.

YHOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

ANY even numbered section ol Dominion 
Lands In Manitoba or the North-West 

Provinces, excepting 8 and 28, not reserved, 
may be homesteaded by any person the sole 
head of the family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec Lion, of 
LbO acree, more or lees.

Application for hpmatoad entry must be 
made in person by the applicant at the of­
fice of the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made on certain 
conditions by the lather, mother, son, daugh­
ter, brother, or slater of on Intending home- 
atcadev.

An application for entry or inspection made 
personally at any Sub-agent’s office may be 
wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and u the 
land applied tor is vacant on receipt of the 
tolegram such application is to have priority 
and the land will be held until the necee- 
sary papers to complete the transaction are 
received by .wall.

In caee of •'personation" the entry will be 
summarily cancelled and the applicant will 
forfeit all priority of claim.

An application for inspection must be 
made in person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for inspection will be received from 
an individual until that apnllcation hae been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry ii in good 
standing and not liable to concellatlon, may 
subject to approval of Department, relïïw 
auish It in favor of father, mother .on 
daughter, brother or slater. If eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban­
donment.

Where an entry is summarily cancelled, 
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to in­
stitution of cancellation proceedings, the ap­
plicant for inspection will be entitled :o prior 
right of entrv.

Applicants for inspection muet state !n what 
particulars the homesteader is In oefault. 
and If subsequently the etatement is found 
to be incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of re­
entry. should the land become vacant, or if 
entry has been granted It may be summarily 
canecllod.

HERE’S A QUEER THING.

Manila Wireless Message Picked Up at 
Glace Bay.

Sydney, N. 8., Oct. 7.—This morning 
while Marconi experts here were test­
ing several of the new receiving cones 
at the top of the towers at the Port 
Morion station the operator in the room 
below picked up the wireless station at 
Manila, in the South Pacific, ten thou­
sand miles away. The message received 
was that the American cruiser Philadel­
phia had arrived at that point all safe.

Marconi people account for^ this 
strange happening by saying thit the 
cone at Morien must have been in per­
fect time with that at Manila. The 
best previous record for the distance 
by wireless was four thousand miles, 
between Savannah, Georgia, and a war­
ship going down the South Pacific.

(Extract from the last annual report of 
the Secretary.)

During the past year very material 
progress has been made by way of per­
fecting our methods of potato improve- 
mmt and in instituting their application 
throughout the country. At flie last 
meeting of the association a very eyrl- 
leiiL paper on "Potato Improve «r t" 
was read by Mr. W. T. Macoun, 
turi.-t at ‘the Central Expcrini* al 
Enfin. Upon the work which Mr. Ma- 
conn and many other authorities on the 
potato plant, both at home and abroad, 
have done, a system of potato improve­
ment suitable for use among Canadian 
growers was drafted aud is being applied 
bv several this year. The system adopt­
ed is simple and practical, vet is founded 
on scientific principles, the individual 
plant being taken os the basis for im­
provement. The tubers produced by each 
plant are morphologically considered, 
•imply swollen portions of the vegetative 
and not of the reproductive system. The 
question has therefore been raised as to 
whether or not the principles through 
of breeding which apply in the case of 
sexual reproduction through the seed, 
obtain in a sexual reproduction or per­
petuation through parts of the vegeta­
tive system. Bud variation is, ns a rule, 
more narrow than is seed variation, and 
some investigators claim that a part of 
any plant cannot possess qualities which 
differ materially fvofn those of another 
part of the same plant. The best obtain­
able evidence at the present time does 
not support this view, and the "individu­
ality” of different parts is now general­
ly recognized. Since the tubers pro­
duced bv any single plant arc all dis­
tinct parts of that plant, the possibility 
of variation in the productive capacity 
and in other qualities is recognized.

The system drafted for use by this 
association enables the grower to plant 
the seed tubers taken from the different 
hills which were especially chosen for 
seed purposes the year previous, so that 
any promising variation which may re­
suit may be selected and used in en­
deavoring to build up a strong, healthy 
and productive type. Furthermore, is 
almost all- parts of Canada no matter 
how suitable may be the conditions, 
there are many adverse conditions with 
which the potato lias to contend. Ln- 
foitmiately, man himself is often the 
worfct enemy of the potato, and uncon­
scious! v, though very materially, assists 
in its downfall. The using of small po­
tatoes from degenerate hills is perhaps 
one of the most glaring examples of 
this as far as the seed is concerned. The 
practicing of improper cultural methods 
is another common error. Against these 
things this plant is continually strug­
gling year after year, and while there 
is a continual survival of the fittest, 
wherein a few plants succeed in rising 
above the prevailing difficulties in an 
endeavor to maintain the standard of the 
race, yet, unfortunately, these are quick­
ly gathered in and hurried off to market, 
leaving the smaller, less desirable, and

often degenerate tubers remaining to be 
used for seed purposes. With such a 
system is there any wonder why many 
of our best varieties have suffered a 
rapid decline, until they arc now practi­
cally worthless? What is needed among 
potatc growers to-day is some practical 
system whereby it may be possible to 
select for seed purposes those hills which 
have shown themselves superior to oth­
ers enjoying equal opportunities. In 
this way seed tubers which rank above 
the average would be chosen while those 
falling short would be ignored, hence 
making for an upward instead of a 
downward tendency. The need of just 
such an arrangement has been met by 
the association in its system of potato 
improvement already referred to.

In undertaking systematic work ac­
cording to this system it is recommend­
ed ir. the first place that, a good stan­
dard variety be chosen, and that the best 
possible seed of that variety with which 
to start lx* secured. The new beginner 
is advised to test two or throe leading 
varieties the first year in small plots 
side by side, to keep the hills separate 
when digging, and, after having decided 
which variety has given the best re­
sults, to select and keep separate 25 of 
of the best hills of this variety for 
planting in the breeding plot of the fol­
lowing year in accordance with t he regu­
lations as drafted. While the minimum 
sizi of the seed plot recognized by the 
association is a quarter acre, yet in the 
vase of potatoes it was thought advis­
able to depart somewhat from this rule 
and to reduce the size of the. plot to one 
consisting of 25 rows with 8 hills in 
cavil row, both rows and hills v*r> be at 
least 24 inches apart. A plot of this 
size, it was thought, should not require 
more work than the average grower can 
well afford to expend, and more careful 
work on the part of the grower should 
be encouraged. From each of the 25 
chosen hills 8 of the uniform, smooth 
and sound tubers are then chosen, and 
ea?h /set of 8 tubers so selected is used 
to plant one of the eight-hilled rows, a 
single whole tuber being used to plant 
each hill. At harvest tune each row is 
dug separately, nml the individual hills 
within the rows are likewise kept sep- 
arAte for examination. This arrange- 

j meat permits the grower to determine, 
first, the best rows, and, secondly, the 

! best hills in these rows. The required 
j number of specially desirable hills can 
I then l>e laid away for planting on the 
I plot the following spring ns above indi­

cated. Special blank forms are sent each 
grower in duplicate in order that he 
may record certain information regard­
ing the performance of each row, refer­
ring especially to yield, quality ami free­
dom from disease. W hile it is urged that 
the crop on the improved plot be spray- 

I ed for blight, yet the spraying of the 
breeding plot is left to the discretion of 
tin* individual grower. In districts where 
disease is troublesome the desirability of 
developing strains capable of withstand- 

j ing these maladies is such that spraying

is ignored, and those plants which have 
shown the greatest power in resisting 
disease are chosen. The difference be­
tween varieties in their aptitude toward 
blight and other diseases as observed 
at the different experiment stations is 
so noticeable that the development ot 
disease-resistant strains seems to offer 
great possibilities.

Note—Potato growers looking for 
maximum crops arc recommended to try 
the above system. While anyone may 
carry on the work independent of the 
above association, yet there are certain 
advantages which come through organ­
ized effort. We advise all, therefore, 
who desire to know more of this work 
to communicate at once with the secre­
tary. Canadian Seed Growers' Associa­
tion. Canadian Building, Ottawa, Ont., 
as the best time for selecting for next 
year’s crop is not far distant.

Crops the World Over.
Broomhall estimates the world's wheat 

crop this year at 3,024,000,000 bushels, 
having added 31.000,000 bushels for more 
liberal and later estimates of the United 
States and Argentine crops, says “Crop 
Reporter” of the Department of Agricul­
ture.

The most serious wheat losses are 
looked for in Hungary, the Balkan coun­
tries and Germany. Increases arc expect­
ed in Russia (spring wheat) and in 
France.

Hungary will make up some of its 
wheat loss by an increased crop of corn. 
Deterioration of the corn crop, however, 
is reported by the Dnnubian States, ow­
ing to ttie lack of rain. A failure there 
of that crop would entail serious conse­
quences.

Rye promises a fair crop in Germany 
and a better than average yield in Rus­
sia, but elsewhere the prospects are only 
moderate.

Barley is expected to give a satisfac­
tory yield in Austria-Hungary, Germany 
and Russia, but fears are;expressed as to 
quality and color.

Oats promise generally to be the crop 
of the year in Europe.

Sugar beets in general are extremely 
backward. Both in France and Germany 
the average weight of the roots and the 
condition of the plants are much below 
that at the same time last year the su­
gar content is likewise lower, but in 
Germany ..the difference is not so great. 
In Hungary sugar beet?, while backward, 
are developing gradually, and arc. ex­
pected to give a satisfactory yield.

In Great Britain potatoes are the 
| worst crop of the year, owing to wide?
: spread disease. Oats are the host crop 
I-of the cereals." The quality of hay is 
generally,poor,.but in bulk it is the crop 
of the season. Root crops and oats are 
next; then wheat, barley and potatoes. 
Apples and pears are short crops, but 
plums are very abundant in England, and 
bush fruits have done well. An under- 
yield of hops is indicated.

The 1907 current crop of Greece is 
commercially estimated at 155.000 tons.

Last year Great Britain imported fi,- 
425.704 bundles of bananas. The inmort 
is increasing largely each year. They 
are from Madeira. Canary Islands. Costa 
Rica and British AY est Indies. The chief 
consumption is in the manufacturing dis­
trict. stretching east from Liverpool in a 
broad belt across England, where the 
cheap Western banana finds a ready and

growing market among the workers in 
the factories. Banana imports increase 
as the raw apple imports decrease. Since 
1903 Great Britain’s raw apple imports 
have decreased from $13,536,806 to $8,- 
533.782.

Costa Rica in 1900 exported 8,872.72b 
bunches of bananas, valued at $4.436,- 
364.

POWERFUL APPEAL BY LORD BAL­
FOUR TO THE NATION.

reparations for Organised Resistance— 
Expected That Political Issues of the 
Country Will Now Concentrate on 
the Subject.

London, Oct. 7.—A great non-partisan 
movement against Socialism is being or­
ganized iff Great Britain. It is high 
time that the country was aroused on 
the subject, for the Socialist propaganda 
has grown to stupendous proportions.

A national 
appeal has been issued by its President, 
Lori Balfour, of Burleigh. He sets forth 
the situation and its dangers moderately 
an 1 convincingly when he says:

“But it is forgotten that the evil to 
a community is as great whether the 
plunderer be merely an individual mem­
ber of society or society itself. In either 
case the citizen is deprived of the fruit 
of his labors and the result to him is 
the same.

DROP IK LUMBER PRICES.

Lumbermen Finding It Necessary to Sell
in Order to Continue in Business.

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 7.—There has 
been a big smash in the wholesale prices 
of lumber in the’city and West recently, 
but the retail prices have not yet come 
down. There are large quantities of lum­
ber in storage throughout the Dauphin 
District and further west on the lines 
of the C. N. R. This lumber is ready for 
shipment, and in fact some of it is already 
on ears, but no market can be found for 
it.

At present the local men arc meet­
ing the situation as much as possible 
•by giving more discounts. A well- 
known city contractor who wanted 26,-

BASEBALL SERMON.
A Minister Says St. Pan), if Living, 

\Would Be a Rooter.

Rev. Dr. Edward S. Young, pastor of 
th> Second Presbyterian Church. Pitts­
burg. preached a baseball sermori to a 
big congregation the other Sunday even­
ing. For several days the sermon has 
been advertised extensively by illustra­
tions of a pitcher clutching a ball ready 
to curve it. The clergyman had a la 
number of baseball lovers among his 
auditors and made a hit when he said:

“St. Paul watched the great Olympian 
game- and wrote of them. He was en- 
.tbused with the games, and were he 
alive would not only he a true rooter, but 
he could give some points to the editors 
of the sporting pages of the papers to 
day. Our nearest approach 1 to the old 
Olympian games is baseball. Baseball 
is the pastime of fifty million Americans. 
It was played by the Federal and Con­
federate soldiers during the civil war, 
and carried by them to every hamlet in 
the United States. It is played on a 
thousand fields and the game is admired 
by thousands of people. Of all the 
sports baseball is freest from crooked­
ness and gambling, from rowdyism and 
drunkenness. Baseball gives you the 
true idea of life. Christian life is a con­
test. Opposition, generalship, dash and 
victory thrill through it. Some are dis­
abled, some lose heart and head, many 
break the rules and are put off the field. 
Chrhtian living is good team work. A 
baseball nine was out not by the spec­
ial ular performance of one brilliant 
player so much as by the combined un­
derstanding arid the sacrifice of one play­
er to another."
