FOUR TIMES TRIED FOR LIFE,
TWICE SENTENCED TO DEATH.

Petition For Pardon For Caleb Powers Charged
With Conspiracy to llrller Goebel.

Frakfort, Ky, May 5—Four times
has Caleb Powers, former Secretary of
State of this Commonwealth, been put
ou trial for his life, and at three of
these trials the jury brought in a ver-
dict of comviction. The charge against
him was that he had comspired with

others to bring about the assassination
of Senator William Goebel, Jan. 30, 1900,

Goebel then being a contestant for the
gubernatorial chair.

Goebel was to be shot, and he demied
fthat bhe had anything to do with the
shoot i

Few trials in the history of the coun-
try have held wider imterest and few
have developed more sidelights. Ken-
tucky feud troubles bave beem more or
less commected with the whole case and
there bave been claims of political dif-
feremees that influenced actions at vari-
ous stages of the noted trial

Three times Powers was convieted and
twice sent to death, but at the
fourth trial the jury disagreed, and in
view of that fact the wovement for a
possible pardon was given additional
impetus.

The petition for pardon that was pre-
sented to Govermor Willson was meost
voluminous, contaiming not omly signa-
tures of thousands of Kentueky citizens.
but also the mames of people from all
parts of the States and even from
points in Africa Australia.

The Magistrate in giving judgment
said Lawton was no more to blame than
the train despatcher at St. Thomas and
the operator at Tillsonburg, all of them
being guilty of criminal negligence, he
said.

In
some quarters it appears to have-exert-
ed its worst efiects, while in others the
crisis is still aeute. In the iron trade
depression is extreme; both orders and
profits being less than half those of a
year ago. While there are signs of
Wweakness in prices. the Steel Corpora-
tion still adheres to its policy of main-
. and orders are much de-

t
ferred in con
that improved conditions in the money
market. and renewed ability of the rail-
roads to finance their requirements,
would at least lead to the placing of
larger orders for structural iron and
steel. Such expectations have only been
realized to a limited extent; for the
railroads are not in need of new equip-
ment while so many cars and locome~
tives are idle. and will, moreover, prob-
ably confine their purchases for strue-
tural material to work that must be
completed: postponing the unnecessary
repairs and new work until prices recede
and industrial conditions become more
favorable. In the textile trade there is
also much depression, but the outlook
is brighter. Prodaction of both cotton
goods and woollens is being curtailed to
the extent of 20 and 30 per cent.

en, so that the textile industry has
reached a point in the process of read-
justment which places it in a position
to respond to the first signs of business
improvement.
