WANTS MONEY.

Inside History of Manitoba Sirike
Settlement May be Disclosed.

Has Rogers the $20,000 That Potts
Thinks is His ?

Winnipeg, July 9.—(Despatch to the
Globe)—One of the greatest sensations
in the political history of Canada was
unearthed to-day when it was learned
that action had been entered against
the Canadian Pacific Railway for twen-

ty thousand dollars by G..A. S. Potts,
a leading Conservative lawyer, as a fee
for settling the strike of mrchanios
along the system last fall. 1f the ac-
tion ever comes into the courts it is pro-
mised that it will not only reveal start
ling treachery on the part of one man

where some of the big campaign fund
of the Conservative party in the last
Dominion election came from, The story
has made the greatest sensation of re-
cent years here.

In his statement of claim as filed
Potts says he was actively and exclu-
sively engaged from August 8 till Octo-
ber 26 in conducting negotiations be-
tween the defendants and the said em-
ployees, and did suceced in bringing
about a eettlement between them where-
by their differences were adjusted, set-
tled and determined and the strike was
declared at an end.

It is further claimed that the C. P.
R. agreed to remunerate Mr. Potts for
his Jabor and to compensate him for all
disbursements, the latter of which
amounted to $350. Claims made are
for the $350, and in addition: “The sum
of $20,000 for labor and services
formed by plaintiff for defendant, as
aforesaid; costs of this action, and such
further and other relief as the nature
of the case may require.”

The (. P. R has heen served with
the notice, and has given an undertak
ing to file its defence before July 17.

Rogers and Attorney-General Campbell
who brought . A. S. Potts on the scene
as negotiator hetween the (', P. R. an
thorities and te men for a settlement
of the strike, and that in the course of
the negatiations, which extended over
several wecks, Potis acted as agent for
the C. P. R. in the matter. His status
as such seems to be unquestioned by
the Q. P.
what voluminous correspondence that ac
cumulated during the negotiations which
ended, it. will be remembered. some
weeks before the Dominion elections in
October last,

brought about.

It is further understood that upon
the settlement having been effected Mr.
Potts mentioned to Mr. Rogers that his
bill against the (. P. R. for his service
as negotiator would be $20,000, and Mr.

Rogers said the charge was a very re

sonable one, as the settlement was
worth many times $20,000 (o the C. P
R. Tt is further credibly stated that

Mr. Rogers thereupon asked Mr, Pott
to see Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, presi
dent of the C. P, R. The two went to
Montreal and put up at the Windsor
Hotel. An interview is said to have
been arranged for the following morn
ing at 11 o'clock. When Mr. Potts came
down to breakfast that day,
he found & note from Mr. Rogers stal
ing that he had been called suddenly to

Mr. Potts, it is further said, went to
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy's office at the

hour appointed and was informed that
the $20,000 had been paid to Mr, Rogers,
Mr. Potts thereupon returned to Winni
peg and is reported to have made several
demands upon Mr, Rogers for the 320,
000, but without resnlt,

Failing to secure the payment of

Do not allow decaying
material of any sort to accumulate oun
Or near your premises. If such exist,
cover with lime or kerosene oil, and 1e-
move as early as possible.

See that your sewerage system is 1n
good order.

Screen all food; cover food after
meal; burn all scraps and refuse.

Screen all windows and doors.

Burn pyrethrum powder in the house
if flies shouald gain entrance.

Honored by France for Saving the
Lives of 5,000 Babies.
This one man saved the lives of 5,000

babies in Paris, France. alone during
1908. Then he died. Though dead, it
may be said that he is still saving

lives, over 2,000 children cof Paris, dur-
ing the first five months of 1909, ow-
ing their 1i to him

He said: “To instruct the children
is good, but instruct mothers is
the most important of all educational
work, for what’s the usze of having
schools for ehiidren when the children
die because of the ignorance of their
mothers?"’

He inaugurated in
Paris a ‘“school for mothers.” Being
a physician himself, he headed a
small body of volunteer doctors who
agreed to give part of their time each
week to the cause of saving the lives
of babies—that is, children from birth
to the age of two years. That was ten
vears ago. First there was only one
small bureau. Here, each day, two
or three practitioners (the doctors
taking turn about) had “office hours,”
and mothers were invited to bring their
babies for examination and treatment.
They came in droves. Infants were
weighed, their little ailments were
diagnosed and remedies prescribed.

But that was only a very small part
of the work.

While babies were cared for in this
manner, the mothers were instructed
in the art of caring for their own.
When baby acted in this way, it
meant, so and so. When it had colic,
do this or that. Hold baby in this
manner; never the other way., Feed
it on this food or that. Take it out
in the open. In fact, mothers were
taught the thousands and one little
details of the proper care for babies.

This opened up another channel for
doing good. Proper food being half
the battle with babies, and milk be-
ing the principal commodity of food,
pure milk was urged as an absolute
necegsity for the little ones.

In ten years the death rate of babies
between the ages mentioned has drop-
ped from about 10,000 per vear to not
more than 5,000,

The mothers’ schools are now in all
the principal cities of France, and in
évery instance the result has been
alout the ratio shown by the Paris
figvres.

A monument is now building in
Faris to the memory of Dr. Budin.
Ex-President Loubet, Dr. Henri de
Rothechild and other notables are
léaders in the movement,

Oommentary.—I. An evil spirit cast
out (wvs. 16-15.) The missionaries made
their home at the house of Lydia (see
v. 15) while they comtinned to preach
the gospel at Philippi. They had good
success, and in this city the first Christ-
lan church in Burope was founded. But
their great viotories did not come with-
out great opposition. There was in the
city a certain damsel who was a fortune-
teller, who brought her masters great
gain. This slave girl followed the mis
sionaries and cried after them. Paul
was grieved becanse of this and com-
manded the evil spirit to come out of
her. “And he came out the same hour”
(v. 18.)) Why was Paul grieved? *“Il.
Because her presence was troublesome 1o
him. 2. Because it might appear that he
was in alliance with her. 3. Because
what she did was for gain and was a
base imposition. 4. Because her state

was one of bondage and delusion. 5.
Because the system under which she
was acting was then holding a large

part of the pagan world in bhondage.”
Il. Paul and Silas arrested and impri-
soned (vs. 19-24.) After the evil spirit
had left the girl she no longer had pow
er to make money for her masters by
fortune-telling. This made her masters
angry, and they seized Paul and Silas
and dragged them before the magis
trates into the market-piace, where legal
business was transacted. “It was diffi
cult to frame a charge against them.
Had a pig been stolen from them there
was a law in their behalf, but there was
no compensation for a lost demon.”—
Whedon. “The Phillippian magistrates
were excited against the issionaries hy
the accusation that they had attacked
the religion of Rome.”

“No human being should be convict-
ed on circumstantial evidence alone. Human
hates and passions as well as human loves
enter the witness box. Besides that there are
deliberate put up jobs. Circumstantial evi-
dence is akin to metaphysical di si of
right and wrong, religious tendencies and all
speculative things.

“During thirty years I have known many
{nnocent men to be accused by circumstan-
tial evidence. Recently I was in Albany and
wrote out a check with a New York head-
ing; five years hence it would be very diffi-
cult for me to show that I was not in New
York on that day.

“I might cite many things done daily, in-
mocent in themselves, which to some specula-
tive and imaginative juryman would be posi-
tive proof of crime.

“It is better that ninety-nine guilty men
thould escape than that one innocent man
should suffer. This is old rock bottom mo-
rality and law. It is better for justice and
truth that no human being should be found
guilty of crime on cirmstantial evidence, no
matter how seemingly honorable the source
of it.”

OLITICAL discussion ranged high and the
