THE AGRICULTURAL DEPART-
- MENT AND ITS HEAD.

We should like to know upon what 
authority Mr. Julius Inches, Secretary 
of Agriculture, states that this Pro­
vince last year raised 700,000 bushels 
of wheat? If Mr. Inches can only 
prove his usefulness as a figurehead of 
an illy constructed and wretchedly con­
ducted department by making state­
ments that no one, not even himself, 
believes, he had better stay home from 
the Agricultural Meetings altogether. 
It would have been just as sane an 
attempt for Mr. Inches to have given 
a statement of how many turnips, or 
how many beans were raised in 
the Province as to try to get 
at the sum total of a straggling 
bit of wheat here and another bit 
there and none at all somewhere else.

But we think with the money paid 
Mr. Julius L. Inches, and with the 
dependence the Government places in 
his administration, something more 
than these hap-hazard, if not grossly 
distorted statements would be in order. 
We are glad however to be able to an­
nounce that his career as Secretary, or 
rather as Czar of Agriculture is nearly 
at an end. He has grown to be useless 
iu his position to every one except to 
himself, and to be expensive to the 
Province without anyones exchequer 
save his own being benefited by it. No 
Government could live and carry on its 
shoulders two or three such loads as 
the Agricultural Department and Mr. 
Czar Inches ; for in doing so it would 
have to bear all the sins of the man 
whether sounded on the brazen ton­
gues of Manchester bells, or through 
the crier’s throat on the streets of Liver­
pool, as well as the gross indifference 
to the duty he owes to thc country for 
his $600 a year.

Agriculture is destined to be the life 
giving, and wealth furnishing source 
of this Province : so that it behooves 
the Government to take it in hand at 
once and bring it under some respon­
sible and trustworthy head. No­
body is satisfied with the 
present management, save Mr. 
Inches himself : but it is important to 
consider that it is in the interests of the 
Province, and not in thc interests of 
Mr. Julius L. Inches, it is supposed to 
be sustained.

No announcement could be more 
startling than that Governor Chandler 
was dying yesterday morning, for no 
one had heard of his illness. When a 
man lives to the full age of eighty, in 
the course of nature his lease of life 
may not be looked upon as much long­
er; yet to have seen his Honor, smart 
and well upon the streets but three 
days ago, and a day or too after to hear 
he was dying was quite startling.

The disease that carried His Honor 
off, thc physicians say, was Bronchitis, 
caught the last evening he attended the 
Board of Education Meeting, iu that 
miserable old building hardly weather 
tight. From the first his physicians 

«gave him up, seeing the disease had 
taken a death hold on him. About 
noon yesterday he lapsed into uncon­
sciousness. About his couch were 
gathered his relations and close friends, 
who saw him pass off without a struggle 
at 3.30.

His Honor Edward Barron Chandler 
was a eon of Mr. Charles Chandler and 
grandson of Joshua Chandler of New 
Haven, Connecticut, a devoted loy­
alist. Joshua Chandler came to Nova 
Scotia with thc rest of the Loyalists, 
but being a great sufferer by his devo­
tion to his King, went to England to 
ask for compensation. Edward Barron 
Chandler, was born in Amherst, N. S., 
in 1800, in which town he was educat­
ed. He studied law with the late 
Judge Botsford, and at 21 was admit­
ted Attorney. Thc following year he 
married Miss P. W. Millidge, daughter 
ot Dr. Millidge, aud ueice of Judge 
Botsford. He earned an excellent re­
putation as an advocate, having a sound 
judgment and clear head; he was never 
boisterous but the earnestness and logic 
of his quiet reasoning, often had an 
effect with juries that more pretentious 
utterances could not produce. He 
served for many years as Judge of Pro­
bates and Clerk of the Peace for West­
morland, and entered the Legislature 
at tbe age of 25, where he was retained 
till 1836; wl.eu he was appointed 
Legislative Councillor, which position 
he retained till the resignation of Mr.
Tilly,in 1878.

Mr. Chandler was member of the 
Executive Council from 1844 to 1858, 
and from IS'68 to 1869, when he became 
Commissioner of thc Intercolonial 
Railway Scheme." ' Mr: Chandler was

on s sense—we should regard him the 
most likely candidate. Judge Wetmore 
is yet a young man, and after enjoying 
the honors and nine thousand a year 
for fire years he would be able for a 
half score years of active political duty. 
We fancy he has yet lost none of his 
cold, clear brilliancy or that scathing 
sarcasm, but like Judge Allen, he per­
haps cares little for the further turmoil 
of politics and is content to remain the 
rest of his life a Judge with his hand­
some salary.

not oue more worthy to fill it than Mr. 
Mitchell could be found, and unless as 
tbe poet says, the
t‘-Promotion goes by letter and prerfement,” 
we see small hopes for Mr.Wilmot: at 
least with Mr. Mitchell for a rival, we 
cannot see on what he could ground 
his hopes. We draw comparisons be­
tween these two men because we be­
lieve the issue settled down will be be­
tween them.

At the Golden Feet,
Interesting Interview with King 

Theebau of Burmah—Appearance 
of the Lord of Land and Sea.

King Theebau has granted an inter­
view to the manager of the Irrawaddy 
Flotilla Company and five other Eng­
lish gentlemen. At the palace the 
party were met by Chevalier Andreino, 
Italian Consul, acting on this occasion 
as interpreter, in conjunction with the 
Pangyet Woon, who speaks English, 
French" and Italian. Having passed

Before ascending 
the steps they had to put off their shoes. 
The shoes being relinquished the party 
mounted the steps, made in thc Bur­
mese fashion, very low and very wide 
—too low to be comfortable in ascend­
ing one at a time, and too wide to al­
low of two stairs taken at oncb. At 
the head of the stair-case and stretching 
under the gilded colonnade were ranged 
in double line a regiment of Burmese 
braves, with the bayonets fixed.

Now commenced the second trial. It 
is difficult to look about and see things, 
and at the same time avoid treading on 
nails projecting through tbe planking. 
The object of the nails is shrewd and 
peculiarly characteristic of tbe Burmese. 
It is to force visitors to lower their 
eyes when in such near proximity to 
the Ruler of Land and Sea. Having 
gone through this ordeal the worship­
pers at the Golden Feet were ushered 
into a side room, the floor of which was 
covered with a gigantic rug or carpet 
woven in one piece. There they were 
forthwith requested to sit down. Thee­
bau came almost immediately. Before 
reclining upon the couch, however, he 
took off his own shoes, a circumstance 
which the party took to be a compliment 
to them. His Majesty had a burned 
glance at them and then asked their 
names, examining thc floor six feet in 
front of him most searchingly. Having 
been duly informed, he expressed a hope 
that they had enjoyed their trip, and 
that his officials had been properly 
civil to them. He was assured that the 
atmosphere of his dominions was par­
ticularly pleasant and invigorating,and 
that the conduct of his “woods” every­
where had been courtesy itself. Theebau 
then asked after the welfare of his good 
friend, the Chief Commissioner, and 
was also solicitous as to the good health 
of his dear brothers in Calcutta, whom 
he hoped the British Government were 
treating In a manner becoming their 
rank. He then said that he was pleased 
that Mr. Swann was running his steam­
ers, and he hoped he would not feel it 
less profitable than in former times,aud 
added lhat he should instruct his gov­
ernment to aid the captains as far as 
lay in its power. A few other questions 
and answers passed, politics being care­
fully avoided, and then Theebau sud­
denly vanished.

His Majesty having granted a pri­
vate interview did not put on his Court 
robes, the long surcoût and thar-poo, 
or crown. He was dressed iu simple 
Burman fashion, with a yellow put- 
soc, or kilt-like waist{clotb, and alwhite 
linen jacket. Fixed into his “young,” 
the top-knot into which the hair is tied 
was a magnificent spray of diamonds, 
and a sapphire ring, worth a monarch’s 
ransom, gleamed on hie finger. Bui 
otherwise the absence of all decorations 
—particularly of the Tsaiway, thc Bur­
mese order ot knighthood—was speci­
ally noticeable. In personal appearance 
however, he has greatly fallen off. 
When he acceded to the throne, Octo­
ber, a year ago, he was very handsome 
the handsomest Burmaji in the country, 
it used to be said, with a bright black 
eye and smooth olive skin. Now his 
face is puffed and bloated, his e>es 
sunken and deàd, his whole appearance 
unwholesome aud repulsive. He sel- 
doms looks up, and when he does it is 
only to give a sidelong glance aud then 

■drop his eves again. Altogether, lor 
a young fellow of twenty-one, he is „ 
satisfactory specimen of a “frightful 
example” for temperance lecturers.

“ The Landmarks of our Fathers and 
Modern Thought."

lecture at Douglas by Rev. W. W. Brewer.

Rev. W. W. Brewer lectured in Nashwask- 
sis Hall Thursday evening on the subject of 
“ The Landmarks ol our Fathers, aud Modem 
Thought.”

The discourse, which occupied about three- 
quarters-of-an-liour in delivery, consisted in a 
masterly discussion upon the instincts of pro­
gressive man, in his strivings aftel tlic un­
known, his Thtile endeavors to SUalyffe the" 
supernatural and the miraculous and reduce 
all things to laws of materialism and physical 
force. The lecturer was disposed to look 
kindly upon all searchers after ..truth whatso, 
ever their researches tiay lead t$icm to. It 
was the instinct of the soul of man to struggle 
with mighty problems. Men of every class 

■and all ages and in every Strata of Social ad­
vancement had sought the solution of these 
great questions, and in their endeavor to 
achieve it had constructed systems of religion 
and philosophy more or less absurd or horrid. 
In this age of investigation many cogitative 
minds had conducted their enquiries from God, 
though with their faces toward him. What­
ever might be said of the crudeness of their 
beliefs, the thought of the philosophers of eld, 
men who had neither puzzled themselves in 
contemplating whether man had. been intro­
duced during inter-glacial times, nor had 
submitted the sun to chemical analysis; 
whole-souled men who believed in a personal 
deity, the efficacy of prayer and in miracles 
had tended heavenwards. Ancient philosophy 
was theological ; modern thought as typified by 
its most vigorous exponents, increasingly ma­
terialistic, agnostic and atheistic.

In the front rank of thinkers to-day were 
men of profound culture and unimpeachable 
character, men who represented neither the 
subtlety of Paine nor the vagaries of Boling- 
broke. But it was a sad fact that the thought 
of the 19th century was eminently hostile to 
the Christian truth.

In a letter sent to a banquet given in honor 
of Tyndall the scientist, that brilliant but 
somewhat cynical poet and essayist, Oliver 
Wendall Holmes, said :

“We cannot live tCMlay upon the beliefs of 
the past. Faith is-a bankrupt, her accounts 
are under strict examination to determine 
what assets remain to be distributed among 
the unproverished souls that are her credit­
ors.” ........................

This is a specimen of the subùme egotism 
of a class of men who must know in their 
tudy of history, that it was the religion of 

their lathers that protected the culture of the 
past and acted as an incentitivc to progress, 
It was a sad sight to behold a generation of 
.cynics too conceited to shed a tear, and who 
sneering at the faith of our fathers declared 
that revealed religion would ere long take its 
place among the dismantled altars of fire-wor­
ship and fetishism. The work which the re­
ligion of our fathers has accomplished will 
save it, these truths which guarded their 
thoughts upward and caused them to smile at 
the Stake, will never be removed by modern 
sophistry.

The following is the text of the 
speech delivered by Her Majesty at the 
opening of Parliament. Thursday ;
My Lords and Gentlemen :

It is with mueh satisfaction that I 
again resort to the advice of my Parlia­
ment. My relations with all the Pow­
ers continue friendly. The course of 
events since prorogation tended 
to furnish additional security to the 
maintenance of European peace on the 
principles ot the Treaty ot Berlin. 
Much remains to be done to repair the 
disorder which the late war caused in 
many parts of the Turkish empire. A 
convention for the suppression of the 
slave trade was concluded with the 
Sultan,

At the close oflast session I express­
ed a hope that the treaty of Gundamnk 
terminated the war in Washington. 
My envoy, with a retinue, were honor­
ably received and enteviained by the 
Ameer at Cabul. While engaged, how­
ever, in their duty lie and the embassy 
were treacherously attacked by over­
whelming numbers, and alter a heroic 
defence almost all were massacred. An 
outrage so intolerable called for con­
dign chastisement and my troops, 
which were withdrawing, were order­
ed to return. The skill exhibited in 
the rapid march upon Cabul, and in 
the advances upon the other lines of 
action, reflects iHe highest credit upon 
them, whose bravery shone with wont­
ed lustre in every engagement. The 
abdication of the Ameer and the unset­
tled condition of the country render

A number of the citizens of St. Ste­
phen, respectable and otherwise, have 
put their heads together tor the estab­
lishment of a cotton factory in that lit 
tie town. The preliminary arrange­
ments were made at a meeting presided 
over by Judge Stevens, at which it was 
thought a mill would cost from $200,- 
000 to $600,000; but the general senti­
ment of the meeting was that a mill 
with about $300,000 capital, with faci­
lities for enlargement, would be ample 
in the meantime. Several gentlemen 
and others were delegated to prepare a 
prospectus, aud to take steps for an 
act of incorporation. We wonder if 
the Telegraph will not be generous 
enough to give the credit of this to the 
N. P. since it so generously attributes 
all the woe of the country to that nolicy !

London, Feb. 6.
The debate on Home Rule amend­

ments to the address began to-day.
Mr. Shaw supported his amend­

ment.
Sir Stafford Northcote found tanlt 

with the Irish members for taking this 
early opportunity for drawing attention 
to so importadt a matter, but distinctly 
denied that the Government allowed 
the matter to sleep. He then spoke of 
the condition of Ireland, the important 
decrease of the potatoe crop, etc., and 
mentioned a bill he would propose for 
out door relief by local Government. 
The debate was continued by Home 
Rule members.

Plunkett (Conservative),, said Par­
nell’s utterances would only, V be 
reeceived with loathing, and the result 
might be an agitation which would end 
in a bloody resistance of the law.

Sullivan (Home Rule), energetically 
defended Parnell.

The debate was finally adjourned.
Sir Stafford Northcote then obtained 

leave to bring in a Bill to render valid 
proceedings for the relief ot the Irish 
distress and to make further provisions 
therefor. The Bill was read a first 
time.

CABLE BRIEFS.

The French Budget Committee pro­
pose a vote of credit of 8,000,000fr. for 
the construction of subterranean tele­
gram lines.

Victoria in the lava beds cast of the San 
Andres Mountains, in a strong position 
on the top of a bluff. He made a 
determined resistance all day, but to­
ward the evening was dislodged. 
Darkness and a rough country prevent 
cd the pursuit that night. The loss ot 
the troops was one Indian scout killed 
and four men wounded. The Indians 
made a desperate resistance. He 
expected to compel Victoria to another 
fight on Thursday.
