HORSES AND HORSEMEN.
OF INTEREST TO OUR READERS.

W. F. Todd, owned of Lumps, 2:21, has 
purchased from W. E. Hunt, Tamer’s Falls, 
Mass., the eleven-year-old gray brood marc 
Actress, by Volunteer, dam the old-time 
trotting mare Princess, 2:303.

Old Primrose iff now carrying her 
twentieth foal, and her oldest is only 
twenty. Eighteen of her foals are living. 
Primrose, besides being greatly distin­
guished for the character of her foals, can 
safely be reckoned the most regular pro­
ducer in history. Twenty foals in twenty- 
one consecutive years is a record hard to 
l>eat.

Fred Vanderbilt, of New York, who 
comes by his love of speedy horse-flesh 
legitimately enough, has received some 
flattering offers for the offspring of Aldine 
and Early Rose, the holders of the team 
record. Twenty-five thousand dollard is 
the sum that will be paid for the foals if 
each is a Ally, $30,000 if one is a filly and 
$25,000 _is the value of the sucklings if they 
are colts. Both mares are in foal to St. 
Bel.

Most horses can easily be taught to go 
any pace, and to guide, stop or turn with­
out touching the reins at all. Theywill 
take all their signals from the rider’s legs 
and the way he sits or turns his own 
body. Indeed, the great majority of horses 
long ridden by one even-tempçredy un- 
fickle man, will learn to do this whether 
you wish them to or not : will start off at 
a galop the moment you put yourself in a 
position for it, canter if yon sit right for 
that, trot directly you put more weight in 
the stirrups, walk while you sit loose and 
easy, stop the moment you throw your 
foot out of the right stirrup, and turn to 
either side if you turn yourself, drawing, 
one leg a little back and the other for­
ward. This is the whole secret of the 
sudden and effectual manner in which the 
Arabs can gallop, stop, turn or steer their 
horses, nothing on their heads hut a single- 
reined bitless halter, and with neither 
stirmps or spurs, while those supposed 
skillful English officers declare that after 
purchasing the some horses they find them 
headstrong and impetuous, and that they 
cannot so completely control and suddenly 
stop then with the most powerful bits.

John Splan reached New York on the 
steamer Fulda last Tuesday from his Euro­
pean trip with Barnum & Bailey’s circus. 
His business abroad since last October was 
the driving and showing of American fast 
steppers in connection with the great 
show-. All the trotters which went over 
stayed there. Lady Cleveland, Star and 
Magnet were brought by Louis Wynan, 
the Robert Bonner of England. Little 
Sioux and Boston Bov- were brought by 
W. S. Leonard, a London Horseman, and 
Almont Clay was sent to Daniel MacPhee’s 
stables in Vienna. Splan believes there 
is a great market for America trotters in 
England. “Any quantity of sound, good- 
mannered and courageous horses can be 
placed there,” he remarked to a reporter 
after coming off the ship. “They don’t 
object to age particularly, and the few 
horses that I took over are still there, and 
such prices were offered me for them I had 
to part with thsm-—It-would have been 
easy for me to have placed fifty more. 
People came to me for them. I did not 
go to them. Trotters that are good road­
sters and can go a distince are wanted, 
and if American breeders would take as 
much trouble to show such horses there 
as some Yankees do to exhibit a patent 
mouse-trap thev would be greatly bene­
fited.”

AN ATROCIOUS MURDER.
A little more than a week ago the body 

of an unknown man was found lying in a 
small grove near Preston, Ontario. He had 
been killed by a pistol shot and the most 
thorough precautions were taken to pre­
vent his identity being ascertained, all the 
papers being taken from his pockets and 
his name carefully cut from his" clothing. 
By sogic oversight his cigar case was left 
and this bore the name of F. C. Benwell. 
When this feet was published, Reginald 
Burcliell at once declared he knew the 
man. Suspicious circumstances led to hie 
arrest.

Burchell is an exquisite personage, with 
pointed patent leather shoes and well-kept 
finger-nails. If the instep and the hands 
are the true insignia of blue-blood then 
Burchell’s blood must tie of the bluest. His 
finger-nails are the index to his carefully 
cultivated personal appearance. They are 
carefully kept, brilliant as sea shells and 
the half-moons display themselves to per­
fection. It is little farming that they have 
seen, for the flesh upon them apparently 
is soft as a girl’s. Burchell stands about 
five feet nine and one-half inches in his 
stockings. Silk stockings they are, too, 
and be is supple, clean cut and well built. 
His hair is dark as the raven’s wing and 
cut in the latest mode. His forehead is 
broad and low, and his lip is covered with 
a light mustache of the same hue as his 
hair. The nose is as delicate as a canifeo 
and from above it gleam a pair of steel- 
blue eyes which flash out furtive glances, 
but reveal no workings of the mind behind. 
It is a handsome face, but impenetrable.

When a correspondent saw Burcjiill after 
his arrest, except that his beard was two 
days old and there was a slight suspicion 
of Ontario mud on his shoes, he was as 
dapper as when, witli his wife lieside him. 
he flashed in all hie glory through the 
lanes of Woodstock pehind his tandem or 
his four-in-hand, file was dressed in a 
fashionable , suit ofXEnglish tweed, from 
one iioeket of which the corner of an em­
broidered handkerchief suggested that Mr. 
Burchell liked not only royal purple but 
fine linen as well. He was as calm and 
cool as one of the icicles hanging from the 
palisades outside. He laughed as jauntily 
as if he were in his club instead of his 
prison, and his whole manner was not far 
removed from that of the devil-may-care.

His wife was also arrested. She is a fair­
haired, blue-eyed little creature, with an 
air of refinement from the top of her pretty 
head t» the sole of her dainty feet, and the 
soft voice and charming manner of speech 
characteristic of the English well-bred 
woman. There jp some suspicion afloat as 
to the domestic relations of this man and 
woman, and there are not wanting those 
who say that they have never been legally 
married.

A cablegram from Accrington, Lanca­
shire, Eng., March 6, says : “A reporter 
has just returned from Church, where he 
spent considerable time investing the ante­
cedents of the young man Burchell, or 
more probably Birchall, accused of murder 
of Benwell. If the conclusions formed by 
the Church people are correct, the person 
accused is Reginald Birchall,. not Burchill, 
youngest son of Rev. Joseph Birchall, 
for many years rector of Church Kirk and 
rural dean ofWhalley, a relative of a well- 
known and wealthy Lancashire family. 
Church Kirk is one of the oldest churches 
jn the neighborhood, and from it the town­
ship takes its name. If the man in çnstodv

turns out to be the Church Birchall, his 
terrible position would cause much grief to 
a large number of wealthy And highly re­
spectable relations, most of whom are 
clergymen of the Church of England, to 
which denomination the imprisoned sus­
pect alleges that he also belongs.”

The murdered man is a son of Colonel 
Benwell, of Cheltenham, England. He 
was quite a young fellow and came to 
Canada in Burchell’s company. He had 
not very much money with him, but had 
plenty of jewelry and a splendid outfit of 
clothing and other things. Burchell, who 
made a previous visit to Canada, where he 
lived iu great style, representing himself 
as related to the Duke of Somerset, brought 
Benwell and another young man named 
Felly with him from England, ostensibly 
to engage with him in stock raising. He 
claimed to have a splended farm near 
Niagara,- while as a matter of feet he did 
not own a foot of land in the Dominion. 
He is thought to have killed Benwell for 
the purpose of robbery and to have intend­
ed to kiltt-Felly as well. The evidence 
against him is very direct up to a certain 
point. Little doubt is felt as to his guilt, 
but much is expressed as to whether his 
wife was an accomplice. Felly thinks she 
was not. Benwell, Burchell, Mrs. Burch­
ell and Felly were together all the time 
after their arrival in Canada except for 
two days before Benweli’s death, and as 
yet Burchell has not attempted to account 
for himself during those days. There is 
evidence that he was in the neighborhood 
of the place where the body was found- 
It has been well said that if Burchell is 
the murderer his game was one of the 
cleverest, most cold-blooded affairs that 
was ever conceived against a harmless fel­
low-being. Is it possible that he concoct­
ed his scheme months,ago in England, 
and then selected Benwell as his victim? 
IÇ so it was a subtle game, and every move­
ment was planned with the perfection of 
cunning.

But for just that one fatal slip on the 
part of the desperado who shot Benwell 
down in the Princeton thicket the player 
could have cried out “Game !” Every shred 
of clothing that might hint at the identity 
of the victim ; every particle of evidence 
that could suggest a clew to his personal­
ity, were .removed, except the cigar-ease 
with the name upon it. ■ It has transpired 
that three days after the young English­
man, Benwell, was murdered at Niagara 
Falls, the murdered man’s father received 
a letter from Burchell, mailed at the Falls 
February 20, to the effect that £500 be sent 
him at once, and that young Benwell was 
well pleased with the prospects in America 
and was ready to go into partnership with 
Burchell at once. Mr. Benwell is a retired 
army officer and lives at Iseuitoene, in 
Cheltenham, and says that his first know­
ledge of Burchell was when he received a 
letter from him on November 28 stating 
that he heard Mr. Benwell was looking 
for a place to invest money and suggesting 
a stock farm in Canada as a good invest­
ment.

Mr. Benwell met Burchell in London, 
when the latter said he would sell an in­
terest in the farm for £500. Benwell was 
favorably impressed with the young man 
and agreed to send his son to America with 
him. If young Benwell liked the place he 
was. .to pay £500 for a half interest. The 
two took passage on the Britannic, which 
left Liverpool on February 5, and before 
he went Benwell wrote to his father that 
a young man named Felly was to accom­
pany them, evidently with the same un­
derstanding that Mr. Benwell had with 
Burchell.

Benwell wrote his father from New York, 
and after that Mr. Benwell received no 
other news from his son. He first saw a 
brief announcement in a London paper 
that F. C. Benwell had been murdered. 
He cabled to Burchell, but received no 
answer. Since then he has heard from 
Felly’s fatkfcr that Burchell had made the 
same proposition to him. Young Benwell 
had but £15 with him, but had a large 
outfit of clothes imrked with his name. 
Burchell had advised him not to have the 
clothes marked, aff he said in America 
when marked with initials they cost more 
for transportation.

Rev. Mr. Felly said that he made Burch­
ell’s acquaintance through an advertising 
agency. He was convinced of Burchell’s 
honesty through the young man’s connec­
tion with the family of David Stephenson, 
traffic manager of the London and North­
western Railway, and Burchell made the 
same representations to him that he made 
to Mr. Benwell, and succeeded in getting 
£170 from him. Mr. Stephenson, Burch­
ell’s fatlier-in law, is 76 years of age, and 
is prostrated with grief at the misfortune 
that has fallen upon his daughter.

New and sensational developments are 
cropping up every moment in connection 
with the Benwell tragedy, and the great 
question is, are there two victims instead 
of one? Some two or three years ago a 
young Englishman, Neville H. Pickthall, 
came to this section of the country and 
about a year ago purchased a farm, six 
miles south of Woodstock. * Four months 
ago he married the daughter of Rev. R.W. 
Johnston, now rector of Port Fowan, then 
rector at South Tliora. They lived hap­
pily together. On February 10th, Pick­
thall raised $1,000 on a mortgage on the 
farm and left for Hamilton, saying to his 
wife, “I am going to double this money be­
fore I come back.” He was seen that night 
at Niagara Falls by Collector of Customs 
Vaningen, of this place, to whom he said 
lie was going to New York to meet his 
sister, who was coming from England. 
The theory is that Pickthall left that even­
ing for New York, and while there met 
the Burcliells. Iiis disappearance caused 
his friends great annoyance, and the police 
were notified and sent descriptions of him 
all over the country. Since the twelfth 
nothing has been seen of him about this 
place. His friends say they are of opinion 
that he also was duped at New York, and 
whether done, away with or not that is thê 
question.

The coroner's jury found a verdict of 
wilful murder against Burchell.

FARMING MATTERS.
HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

Our Dairy Interests.
Professor L. W. Robertson, of the Cana­

dian Department of Agriculture will lect­
ure in this city on Wednesday March 26th, 
in the morning and afternoon. The sub­
jects he will discuss are “Dairy Farming,” 
“Fodder Com and the Silo,” “Creameries 
and Cheese Factories,” “Agricultural Edu­
cation.” Mr. Robertson is said by the 
Canadian Live Stock Journal to be the 
foremost authority on dairying in America. 
He is no mere theorist, hut a man of large 
practical experience, both in the manufac­
ture and marketing of dairy products. Per­
haps no man in the Dominion has had so 
extensive a practical experience as he. He 
will be able to give his hearers an idea of 
the development of butter and cheese pro­
duction in Ontario with practical sugges­
tions as to how the best results are to be 
obtained at every stage in the history of 
dairy products, from feeding the stock to 
marketing the butter and cheese.

Of the importance of this subject to the 
farmers of New Brunswick it is unnecessary 
now to speak, for it is universally admitted. 
What our people want to know is how to 
set to work practically to reach the results 
the importance of which no man disputes. 
It is to be hoped that the attendance at 
these lectures will be large. They will be 
free to all, and farmers and fanners wives 
ought to be present. In dairy matters 
very much depends upon how the women 
look at the subject.

SEED POTATOES.
Perhaps there never will be a concensus 

of opinion as to the best mode of preparing 
potatoes for seed. There are some con­
clusions, however, that have been arrived 
at that may be considered final. Among 
these we may mention the advisability 
of rejecting potatoes for seed that are very 
small, and the extravagance of planting 
whole those that are unusually large. It 
has likewise been demonstrated that pota­
toes just freshly cut are less safe to 
plant than others cut some days previous 
to planting, and in which a tough skin has 
formed over the wound. It may be that 
all things considered, potatoes about the 
size of a hen’s egg serve best for planting. 
They do not of necessity require to be cut. 
The months of February and March form 
a good time for sorting the different vari­
eties to be planted. Not one hour should 
be spent after the land will do to work in 
doing what could have been done quite 
as well at an earlier period. The potatoes 
then for spring planting may all be select­
ed for this purpose in the winter. If not 
to be cut they will be ready to shovel into 
bags when the time for planting arrives, 
and if they are to be cut they will be all 
sorted out so that this may be done with 
the least possible delay.

FORESTS AND FORESTRY.

EIGHT BURNED TO DEATH.
Charles Colerette, a farmer living near 

St. Michaels, Quebec, filled his lantern 
from an oil can, then set the oil can be­
hind the stove’and went to the barn to 
feed his stock. He had been gone but a 
few moments when he heard a loud ex 
plosion and saw the smoke rushing from 
his house.

He immediately attempted to enter the 
house and get into the room where his 
wife and seven children were asleep. He 
was badly burned in the effort, and owing 
to the heat and smoke found it impossible 
to get to them.

His entire family were burned up. After 
the house was completely destroyed a part 
of the remains of his wife and two children 
were found in the ruins, but no trace of 
any of the others could be discovered.

It is believed that Italy, England and 
Austria will shortly acknowledge Prince 
Ferdinand as ruler of Bulgaria.

A paper on “The Utility of Forests and 
the Study of Forestry" was read, by Dr. 
W. Schlich, London.

Dr. Schlich, in the course of his paper, 
said that although forestry had been prac­
tised m the United Kingdom for centuries, 
it did not receive much attention until the 
progress of forestry in India required the 
appointment of properly qualified experts 
w:ho could not be procured in this country. 
In 1864 Dr. D. Brandis (now Sir Dietrich 
Brandis, K. C. I. E.) had been appointed 
the First Inspector-General of Forests to 
the Government of India, and that eminent 
organiser perceived at once that if forestry 
in India was to be really successful and 
lasting it was necessary to secure the ser­
vice of an efficient staff to manage the 
extensive forests of our Indian Empire. 
As to the importance of forests there could 
of course be no doubt whatever, and al­
though observations in India had not^'et 
t>ken place over a sufficiently long period 
to yield decided results, those in Germany, 
France, and Switzerland had settled many 
questions, while they had thrown addi­
tional light on others. As far as our know­
ledge went at present, the following sum­
mary indicated generally the utility of 
forests in the economy of man of nature: 
(1) Forests supply timber, fuel, and other 
forest produce; (2) they offer a convenient 
opportunity for the investment of capital 
and for enterprise; (3) they produce a 
demand for labour in their management 
and working, as well as in a variety of 
industries which depend upon forests for 
their raw material ; (4) they reduced the 
temperature of the air and soil to a mode­
rate extent, arid render the climate more 
equable ; (5) they increase the relative 
humidity of the air, and reduce evaporation 
to a considerable extent ; (6) they tend to 
increase the rainfall ; (7) they help to 
regulate the water supply, insure a more 
sustained feeding of springs, tend to re­
duce violent sludge, and render the flow 
of water in rivers more continuous ; (8) 
they assist in preventing landslips, avalan­
ches, the silting up of rivers and low lands, 
and arrest moving sands ; (0) they reduce 
the velocity of air currents, protect adjoin­
ing field against cold or dry winds, and 
afford shelter to cattle, game, and useful 
birds ; (10) they assist in the production of 
oxygen and ozone; (11) they may, under 
certain conditions, improve the healthiness 
of a country, and under others endanger 
it ; (12) they increase the artistic beauty of 
a country'. The importance of employing 
really competent men in the management 
of forest estates, whether belonging to the 
State or to private owners, had led to the 
establishment of forest schools in most 
European countries. There were niye 
schools in Germany alone, some forming 
parts ofUniversities, others being attached 
to higher technical schools, and some 
being independent institutions. Most of 
these were first-class schools where in­
struction was given by a considerable 
number of professors.

A TIMELY RESCUE.

foggy and it blew quite fresh from the 
northwest. They rowed all day but saw 
nothing. About sunset they sighted a 
schooner to the westward. It being calm 
they started to row in that direction but 
the wind suddenly increased and the fog 
shut in and they lost sight of the vessel.

The night and next day was very calm 
and the men, having nothing to eat except 
raw codfish and halibut, which they had 
in the dory, lay down to sleep, having be­
come completely exhausted, their hands 
and feet being very much swollen. During 
the four days it was very cold and as the 
men were lightly clad they suffered greatly. 
One would go to sleep being covered up by 
the other with trawls and buoy lines, but 
only for a short time. They were com­
pelled to row to keep from freezing.

Sunday both were asleep, and were 
awakened by the sound of a fog horn. 
They were soon rowing with all the 
strength they could summon in the direc­
tion of the sound. After two hours of 
hard pulling, their cries for assistance, 
which the crew of the vessel had thought 
was the noise of sea birds, were detected, 
and the vessel bearing down iu their direc­
tion, they were picked up and everything 
possible done 'for their comfort. The men 
reckon they had rowed one hundred and 
fifty miles.

VAIL’S DREADFUL DILEMMA.
His Wife, Heavily Insured, Dies by His 

Revolver, by Accident, He Says.

One of the most marvelous cases of crime 
or accident, the alternative to be establish­
ed entirely by circumstantial evidence, is 
that called up in the preliminary examina­
tion of Charles F. Vail, of St. Louis, charg­
ed with the murder of his wife, Fannie 
Vail, at Old Monroe, Mo., on February 10. 
While he and his wife were getting into a 
buggy that day his revolver, in his over­
coat pocket, was discharged, wounding his 
wife, seriously as was at first thought, but 
fatally, as it turned out. Vail did no weep­
ing and showed no anxiety about his dy­
ing wife, but sought to explain the tragic 
occurence away by saying it was an acci­
dent and the revolver in his pocket had 
struck the buggy wheel so as to be dis­
charged.

A startling state of affairs was developed. 
Though a man of limited means, in the en­
joyment of an income of less than $100 a 
month, it was found that Vail, in addition 
to a regular life policy of $5;000, carried 
$18,000 in accident policies on his wife. 
The significance of this will be better real­
ized when it is understood that no woman, 
in America no matter what her station or 
calling was ever before known to carry 
$18,000 in accident policies. More than 
that, Vail’s overcoat, in the pocket of which 
he claims the revolver went off, has dis­
appeared since his arrest, and even if the 
defence knows where it is, the prosecution 
has no access to it.

At the examination the first witness. 
Jerome McAfee, uncle of the dead woman, 
took the stand. The most damaging part 
of his testimony was that when he heard 
the report of the pistol Mrs. Vail screamed 
and said : “Charlie, you have killed me.” 
Vail replied: “No, Fan, it struck the wagon 
wheel.” Mrs. Vail, when taken to the 
house and laid on the bed, moaned : “Oh. 
mv God, what liavej done to be shot?” 
To this Vail responded : “Nothing, Fan ; 
you’re too good a girl to be shot.”

FIGHTING FOR HER LIFE.
Mrs. Mary Peterson had a fight for life 

with a madman in the kitchen- of her 
house in Chicago. Having finished her 
work and prepared supper, she sat waiting 
for her husband. Suddenly the hall door 
was thrown open and a strange man, with 
a ferocious glare in his eyes, entered and 
fired at her with a revolver. With a sup­
erhuman effort she sprang to one side, and 
then, with a bound, clutched him by the 
throat. It was a fight for life, and even the 
madman with his awful strength could not 
loosen her grip.

In vain did he strike her with his re­
volver. He tried to bring the muzzle in 
line with her head that he might blow her 
brains out, but she hugged him so closely 
that he could not, and the weapon was 
again discharged into the wall. Back and 
forth across the room they struggled. 
Chairs were overturned and the table, set 
for supper, was upset. The madman had 
ceased to strike her, and all his efforts were 
to break her grasp on his throat. He be­
gan to weaken. At last the blood spurted 
from his nostrils, and the sight of this 
was more than the poor woman could 
stand. She relaxed her hold and fled to 
the nearest neighbors, and the police were 
called.

As soon as he was freed from Mrs. Pet­
erson’s grasp, the madman slunk to the 
attic of the house. When the patrol wag­
on arrived, Officer Birmingham went to 
fetch the maniac down. The fiend was at 
bay in a dark corner of the room, and as 
the officer entered the dimly lighted room 
the maniac made a rush for him. Then 
came another fight. The officer finally 
threw the fellow, and he was manacled 
and taken to the police station. Here he 
became more quiet. It was learned that 
his name was Albert Jenssen, and that he 
had escaped from a Michigan insane asy­
lum. _______________

TOPICS OF THE TIME.

The schooner Blanche arrived at Glou­
cester on Saturday from a halibut voyage 
to the Grand Banks, with Willian Wilson 
and Edward Fogarty, two of the crew of 
the schooner Nellie G. Thurston, who 
were picked up on the Banks the previous 
Sunday, after having been astray from 
their vessel four days and nights. The 
story told by the men is as follows :

They left their vessels to haul their 
trawls at 11 A. M., Wednesday, February

to row aboard, but missed the vessel. Be­
ing unable to find the craft they put out 
their anchor and laid by all night. Next 
morning the fog scaled up so that they 
could see for a distance of two miles, but 
there was no vessel in sight, they rowed 
in all directions, in order to find their craft, 
but were unsuccessful. The)- then let the 
dory go southeast, before the wind, in 
hopes of striking a steamer: None being 
seen they changed, their course to the

AN AWFUL WRECK.

A most distressing death from hydrop­
hobia occurred at Dunellen on Tuesday, 
Mrs. Sarah R. Pope was the victim. She 
was bitten by a pet dog in December last 
and the wound was cauterized at the time 
and afterwards healed.

Mrs. Pope, who was 78 years old, sud­
denly conceived the idea that she would 
die of rabies. She was prostrated with 
nervousness and exhibited all the symp­
toms of hydrophobia, barking and frothing 
at the mouth. Dr. Pane of Plainfield 
and Dr. Gaston of Dunellen were called in. 
Their diagnosis encouraged the belief that 
it was a case of emotional hydrophobia 
brought on by terror of the real malady.

The pet dog was killed and the old lady 
grew worse. Although enfeebled by age, 
she suddenly became possessed of almost 
superhuman strength, and it required 
several persons to restrain her while afflict­
ed with spasms of fear. Nothing could re­
move from her mind the impression that 
hydrophobia would result from the bite, 
and while in one of her hysterical periods 
on Tuesday 6he gave forth sounds similar 
to the whinning of a dog, and shortly 
afterward expired. Mrs Pope had lived in 
Dunellen for sixty years, and was widely 
known for her piety.

A LADY SKATERS PLUCK.
Miss Emma Jones is employed at the 

Anglo American hotel, Kingston, and on 
Sunday started to skate to Wolfe Island to 
visit her friends. In the dusk of the even­
ing she remarked a black speck on the ice 
and thinking there was something wrong 
she made for it and discovered that the 
object was a drunken man, rapidly freez­
ing to death. By the most superhuman 
exertions the courageous girl managed to 
drag him more than a mile to Wolfe Island, 
when assistance came. Miss Jones got 
many falls and was much fatigue by her 
successful efforts to save a fellow creature’s 
life,

Train No. 12, on the Lake Shore, from 
the west, due in Buffalo at 9.10 and run­
ning very fast*) make up lost time, broke 
in two near Hamburg about 8. 50 p. m. 
The front part of the train, consisting of 
the engine, tender, smoker and two day 
coaches, was quickly brought to a standstill. 
The rear half, composed of five heavy Pull­
mans, came on down the grade and crashed 
into the second day coach. The Pullman 
being the heavier, lifted the day coach 
into the air and they now lie one on top 
of the other, and both having telescoped 
the first day coach. Both the day coaches 
and the Pullman were full of passengers 
the loss of life and limb is probably very 
great.

As near as can be ascertained ten were 
killed and 25 injured in the wreck. Train 
No. 12 had eleven coaches—three baggage, 
four day coaches and four Pullmans. The 
train parted some miles west of Hamburg 
at the coupling between the last day coach 
and the first sleeper. The first section 
went on ahead and was stopped by the 
conductor pulling the bell-rope. Most of 
those in the last day coach were warned 
in time to leave, but those in the first Pull­
man had no warning, and the cars telescop­
ed with terrific force. The Pullman was 
completely buried beneath the other car.

The Paris Figaro declares that dancing 
is in its decline, and it agrees with Johann 
Strauss that the waltz is chiefly responsi­
ble for the decline. The objection to the / 
waltz seems to be that it renders conversa­
tion an impossibility, thereby doing away 
at one fell swoop with one of the most en­
gaging charms of a partner in the dance.
The quadrille is the favorite battle-field of 
flirtation ; the waltz kills flirtation. Ill 
the days of the minuet our ancestors en­
gaged in pleasant discourse while treading 
that stately dance, and the plain quadrille 
afforded many of the older of us to enjoy 
delicious bits of flirtation with those of 
the other sex whom we admired ; for in 
the dance (as aboard ship or in a sleeping 
car) many liberties and pleasantries pass • 
(or harmless nothings which elsewhere 
might be offensive. The Figaro calls for a 
renaissance of the quadrille, and it believes 
that it will have the encouragement of 
mammas and daughters. As for Herr 
Strass, it is his desire to reconstruct the 
waltz. He thinks that the prelude of the 
waltz should be a stately movement, ad­
mitting of conversation between partners ; 
he would have the movement gradually 

"Quicken, ' anon become deliberate again, 
and so alternate, giving the dancers occas­
ional opportunity for conversation and 
physical recuperation. In this wise does 
the great waltz composer hope to rehabili­
tate the once popular dance in the affec­
tions of humankind.

It is reported that the Pope is again in­
disposed.
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THE STUMPAGE QUESTION.

The Attorney General has given the fol­
lowing notice of motion for Tuesday :

WTu eas, The territorial revenue of the 
province has very considerably increased 
during the past two years, and there is 
every reason to believe will still further 
increase during the current year at the 
existing rate of stumpage upon lumber ; 
and

Whereas, Such increase will enable the 
province to maintain the necessary public 

: services as they are now being maintained 
and admit of some relief in the burden of 
taxation upon the lumber industry, there­
fore

Resoived, That this House will not dis­
approve of a remission of the stumpage 
tax to the extent of 25 cents upon the 
thousand superficial feet, pending the 
report of the proposed special commission 
and upon such conditions as the Governor 
in Council may impose.

ONE OF THE REASONS.

THE SPEECH.

The important features in the speech, 
with which the Lieutenant Governor 
opened the house, are the references to the 
dairy, lumber and mining interests. We 
state these in the order of thJr import­
ance, although probably not on the order 
in which they will evoke discussion. The 
politicians will make the stumpage the 
great bone of contention, although it is 
not a subject which ought to be settled in 
the heat of a party controversy. It is 
a business question in the true sense of 
the word and its determination ought not 
to be mixed up with a struggle for office. 
By the appointment of a commission to 
consider the subject in all its phases, the 
government will contribute not a little to 
a calm, dispassionate investigation, and 
the result must prove more satisfactory 
than one reached in any other way. It 
may be assumed that thejpmbermen only 
ask what they think is reasonable end that 
the legislature is prepared to concede what 
is just.

It will be an excellent thing for the 
province if the development of our 
mineral resources can be encouraged by 
legislation. Very little is really known of 
the nature and extent of the deposits of 
economic minerals within the province; 
but the discoveries of the last few years 
fully warrant the opinion expressed by 
Prof. Hitchcock a number of years ago in 
his report on the geology of Maine, that 
New Brunswick presented a most promis­
ing field for exploration. In Nova Scotia 
mining has reached a position of very 
great importance, and while we may not 
hope to see the same development of the 
coal industry as our sister province has 
witnessed, we may confidently expect to 
see great progress in other lines.

Readers of The Herald will not need 
to be assured that it regards the develop­
ment of the dairy interests of New Bruns­
wick as a matter of the first consequence. 
Perhaps it is the most important industrial 
question which can engage the attention of 
our people, and it is a subject for congratu­
lation that the government feels in 
position to offer legislation which will 
encourage this important department of 
farm labor.

The other subjects spoken of in the 
speech have already been referred to in 
these columns. Though the list of mea­
sures foreshadowed is not a long one, 
doubtless the government will have 
number of bills of importance to be sub­
mitted for the consideration of the house.

“They say money is scarce. Why should 
it be so ?” asked a Herald reader the other 
day. The question is certainly one of more 
than ordinary importance and it is not 
very easy to give an answer that covers 
the whole case, for the reasons are many. 
There is a constant drain upon the prov­
ince for interest. On our share of the Fed­
eral debt we are paying about $500,000 a 
year in interest, all of which goes out of 
the province. There is no means of ascer- 

.taining the indebtedness of private indi­
viduals upon which interest is being paid 
abroad, but of course the amount is very 
large, and there is nothing to put on the 
other side of the account. Every year our 
people have to raise and send abroad for 
interest a good deal more than half a mil­
lion dollars, and this in ten years means a 
good deal more than five millions of dol­
lars. In other words the drain of interest 
is equal to the loss of the total value of 
our exports in one year out of ten. This 
cannot be remedied now ; although it might 
in part be lessened by the adoption of a 
system of banking which would require 
the banks to convert their capital into 
Federal debentures. This would absorb 
$75,000,000 or nearly one third of the net 
Federal debt and reduce the outflow of in­
terest to that extent, for practically all the 
banking capital of the country is owned 
in the Dominion.

But it was not to discuss matters of 
finance that this article was begun. The 
intention was to draw attention to an out­
flow of money, not from Canada, but from 
New Brunswick to other parts of Canada— 
an outflow which can and ought to be pre­
vented. Thousands of dollars will be sent 
this year and were sent last year to On­
tario for oats and butter, thousands of dol­
lars to Chicago for beef, more than a mil­
lion dollars to the western provinces for 
flour, and we have very little to show on 
the other side of the account. We sell 
manufactured articles in the west, but 
these are fully and probably much more 
than offset by what manufactured arti­
cles we buy there. In this constant drain 
upon the purse of the people to pay the 
farmers in other provinces for producing 
for our consumption the simple necessaries 
of life is the real reason why money is so 
scarce in New Brunswick. In a country, 
which is so admirably adapted to agricul­
ture and stock raising as New Brunswick 
is, such a state of things ought not to con­
tinue. It is probably within the mark to 
say that for oats and cattle food of various 
kinds more than $20,000 is sent away an­
nually from ^Fredericton to Ontario, and 
there is no reason in the world why near­
ly every dollar of this money could not be 
kept at home if the farmers would make 
the right sort of an effort. Carload after 
carload of bran, middlings and heavy feed 
is brought into this province from the west, 
so that when we do eat New Brunswsck 
beef, we are eating what was fatted on the 
products of Ontario farms. It is true that 
New Brunswick not being a wheat growing 
country cannot supply the same kinds of 
stock foods as are brought from the west, 
but she can produce others which are their 
equal in every particular and at quite as 
low a price. The long and the short of the 
matter is that until the farmers of New 
Brunswick make the most of their advan­
tages and supply the home market with 
what they can produce justes well as not, 
the cry of hard times will continue.

THE OPPOSITION.

Thirteen members elect, with Mr. Greg­
ory as guide, philosopher and friend, met 
in the Barker House in caucus on Wednes 
day night. Subsequently they adjourned, 
which is about all they succeeded in ac­
complishing with unanimity. The ques­
tion of leadership was discussed. Mr. 
Stockton naturally wanted the post : Dr. 
Atkinson had aspirations in the same di- 

• rection and Mr. Gregory urged the Doctor’s 
claims with so much persistency that the 
member for St. John expressed his willing­
ness to retire. Then the Achilles of the 
party took a hand in the discussion, and 

. gave the company to understand that if 
either the Doctor of medicine or the Doc­
tor of laws was chosen as leader he would 
retire to his tent, and they might get 
along as best they could without him. No 
conclusion was reached: but when the 
address was up for discussion it was Mr- 
Hanington who led the forces, and so the 
thirteen puzzle was temporarily solved. 
Achilles has his armor on once more.

The Herald was not invited to send a 
representative to the caucus, and hence if 
there are any inaccuracies in theaforegoing 
statment of what took place, our opposition 
friends have themselves to blame. It 
would have been good to have been there 
as a spectator, to have seen Messrs Han­
ington and Stevens shake hands over the 
muddy chasm, to have watched the coun­
tenance of the six St. John members when 
it seemed probable that Carleton County 
would furnish the leader, to have seen Dr. 
Stockton and Editor Stevens burying the 
oil can, to have witnessed Mr. Turner and 
Dr. Lewis appear as Box and Cox once 
more reunited.

Bangor elected a republican mayor on 
Monday in the person of Edward H. 
Blake, a wealthy young man who has not 
been very closely identified with politics 
heretofore. A signiflcent feature in con­
nection with the election is that strenu­
ous efforts have been to enforce the prohib­
itory law in the Maine cities, and the 
Bangor Democrats took strong ground 
against this course. Under these circum­
stances the election of Mr. Blake is a 
triumph for the prohibitionsts.

The Grand Trunk Manager, Sir Joseph 
Hickson, has had two interviews with the 
government in regard to the E3mundston- 
Moncton Railway and claims to .be much 
encouraged at the reply he received to his 
application for a subsidy. While we 
strongly urge that every legitimate step 
should be taken by the people of this city 
to secure a carrying out of the pledges 
made in regard to the Harvey-Salisbury 
line, we deprecate any hostility to the 
Grand Trunk project on its'merits and 
particularly any attempt to represent 
central New Brunswick as a country 
which it would not be desirable to open up 
by a through railway. The Edmundston- 
Moncton Line would be of great value to 
the province, and we hope to see it built 
but what we object to is the abandonment 
of the Harvey-Salisbury line. The sub­
sidizing of the former will not be accepted 
by the people of the province as an al­
ternative for the construction of the latter. 
The projects are quite distinct. The faith 
of the government of Canada is pledged to 
the Harvey-Salisbury line tis a part of the 
“ocean to ocean” railway. The Grand 
Trunk extension is a new venture seeking 
government aid on its own merits. They 
will only be antagonistic when their ad 
vocates choose to make them so.

Whether thirteen will be the limit of 
the opposition strength The Herald does 
not profess to know for certain. It would 
not be doing justice to gentlemen, who 
have not formally declared themselves as 
yet, to say where they will be found ; but 
there is no reason to anticipate much of a 
change.

The position which St. John occupies 
in the present House is unique. Unrepre­
sented in the government, and out of 
harmony with it, it has been unable 
though it furnishes nearly half the 
mumerjcal strength of the opposition, to 
secure the leadership of that party. Mean­
while unofficial representatives of the city 
come up to urge its claims for consideration 
at the hands of the government. Such a 
state of things can hardly be long continu­
ed. The St. John members are in this 
peculiar position that they dare not invite 
the Legislature to express an opinion on 
the question upon which they swept that 
constituency so thoroughly. Messrs Stock- 
ton and Alward are as fully committed in 
support of everything done by the govern­
ment, up to the appointaient of the police 
magistrate, as is the Attorney General him­
self and this question they dare not bring 
before the House ; first because it is not 
such a subject as the House ought to be 
yked to consider, and secondly because 
the sectarian cry will not bear repetition. 
Under these circumstances it becomes in­
teresting to inquire whether the St. John 
members stand committed to a factious 
opposition, or whether they will hold 
themselves free to consult the best interests 
of their constituency and deal with the 
merits of such questions as may arise.

The vote given by Dr. Weldon of Albert, 
on the motion to postpone the discussion 
of the Rykert timber limits scandal, has 
excited a great deal of favorable comment. 
Dr. Weldon’s speech, in which he declared 
his inability to follow the government in 
voting for delay, was conceived in a very 
lofty strain and of a class such as is 
rarely heard now-a-days in legislative 
halls. It is said that the stand he has 
taken is warmly applauded even in con­
servative circles in parliament.

Thursday must have been an anxious 
day for the Czar. It was the anniversary 
of his father’s murder and the day set 
apart by the Nihilists for his own assassina­
tion. His wife and son were also to be in­
cluded in the murder. The chief of the 
Russian police had a letter, which he show­
ed the ;Czar, notifying that the day was 
fixed and informing him that no power on 
earth could avert the blow.

There is a good deal of speaking talent 
in the House, and it is by no means all on 
one side. This province has never been 
at a loss for good debaters, and the present 
legislature is in no wise inferior in this 
particular to any of its predecessors. In­
deed it will compare favorably with any 
deliberative body in Canada.

Hereafter it will be a criminal offence 
to communicate to a foreign power infor­
mation regarding the defences of Canada. 
It would be little short of a crime to tell 
any one that we have any defences of a 
military character in New Brunswick. 
Convictions under the new act will be few 
and far between.

Governor Stanford, of California, pro­
poses that real estate shall be the basis of 
the national currency. It is objected that 
real estate fluctuates in value and cannot 
always be realized upon. There is not 
much in this. In a country where popula­
tion is doubling itself every thirty years, 
there can be no permanent depression in 
the value of land. At present the currency 
of the United States is based simply upon 
the national credit. A bank can only re­
ceive bills to issue in the usual course of 
business after it has deposited government 
bonds to the amount of the bills it is to 
receive. Governor Stanford wants to have 
the bonds paid off and banks given bills 
on their filing good real estate mortgages 
with the treasury.

It was recently reported that the Can- 
■^idian Pacific Railway Compahy proposed 
to abandon their line across Maine owing 
to the difficulties arising in the matter of 
bonding goods. Inquiries show the report 
to have been unfounded; but that the 
company may adopt a Maine harbor as its 
principal eastern terminus. Bar Harbor, 
Wiscasset, Caetine and other places are 
spoken of in this connexion. If this idea 
is acted upon it will be a serious blow to 
the expectations of St. John and Halifax. 
Some little trouble arose between the 
treasury department at Washington and 
the C. P. R. over the question of a bond 
for goods in transit across Maine, the com­
pany ultimately withdrawing its appli­
cation.

The appointment of Hon Mr. McLellan 
to the Legislative Council meets with uni­
versal approval, although there is quite as 
general a regret that Hon Mr. Holly has 
resigned his seat. Few gentlemen who 
have had a seat in either branch of the 
Legislature have made as many friends as 
Mr. Holly. He was one of those whom 
nature designed for popularity. It was 
well known, however, that he did not take 
very great interest in public affairs, while 
his partner and successor does. Mr. Mc­
Lellan will be one of the most, useful 
members of the council and will be able 
to bring to bear upon such questions as 
arise a judgment ripened in a long, busy 
and prominent public life.

The Grand Master of the Manitobia 
Orangemen at the opening of the Grand 
Lodge of that province made a most im­
passioned appeal to the order to rally to 
the defence of Protestantison, which he 
thinks is in great danger. If this sort of 
thing goes on, if in Quebec the French be­
come any more excited than they are now 
on the subject of “language and religion,” 
if “The Equal Rights” movement continues 
to grow in Ontario, and the Orangemen 
take a hand in for the defence of Protest­
antism we will have “a pretty kettle of 
fish” to dispose of in this Dominion.

Speaker White gives promise of filling 
his responsible post with dignity and good 
judgment.

AROUND THE WORLD.
Subjects Discussed in the Great News 

Centres.

Public opinion in England is subject to 
remarkable fluctuations. Perhaps in no 
other country does the will of the people, 
as expressed by a popular vote, show as 
much variableness as in the Mother 
Country. Just now there is a marked re­
action against Conservatism, and constitu­
encies which a few months ago were strong­
ly ministerial, are returning opposition 
candidates or cutting down Conservative 
majorities in a most ominous manner. It 
begins to look as if Gladstone would be at 
the helm again whenever a general elec­
tion comes on. In the regular order of 
things the term of the present parliament 
will not be up for two years yet, we think, 
but Salisbury may feel it good tactics to 
appeal to the people before his chances of 
winning are further weakened.

THE ANNEXATION CRY
is being revived in Cuba. One would not 
perhaps be very fer astray in concluding 
that the hand of Mr. Blane was at work in 
the Gem of the Antilles. If Cuba could be 
annexed during the secretaryship of the 
Maine statesman, or if the initial steps in 
that direction could be taken, the effect 
would be to remove every obstacle be­
tween Blaine and the presidential chair. 
Of course there are three parties to be con­
sidered in such an arrangement— Spain 
Cuba, and the United States, and the 
Spanish Court would only surrender the 
island upon compulsion ; for to voluntarily 
abandon it would be to bring on a political 
deluge which would sweep royalty out of 
the Iberian peninsula.

THE GERMAN EMPEROR

continues to keep himself talked about, 
and what is now said about him is not 
complimentary. It is suggested that his 
mental balance is not well poised. The 
other day he made a speech in which he 
'threatened to crush all who opposed him, 
The reporters softened this down a little, 
but the Emperor was very wroth and in 
the official report of his remarks restored 
the severe and threatening words. So 
Europe is beginning to realize that she has 
a firebrand in her midst, for an excitable 
young man, with tremendous power in his 
hands, bent on crushing his opponents, is 
a firebrand of the worst type. The states­
men of the continent will wake up some 
morning and find the costly fabric of peace 
shattered beyond repair.

Here is a bit of .
CLERICAL GOSSIP

which must be taken with several grains 
of salt :

A deep feeling is stirring London in poli 
tical and religious circles over rumours 
which have got afloat concerning the pro­
tracted delay in filling two vacant bishop 
rice, one of which has been empty for 
nearly two months. No such delay ever 
occurred before, and it is said to be due to a 
gonflict between the Queen and Lord Salis­
bury over the name of Canon Liddon. He 
is by all odds the foremost churchman in 
England, and the failure year after year to 
promote him has become a grave scandal, 
It arises from a time when Liddon was 
preaching in the Chapel Royal at Windsor, 
and turned in the middle of an eloquent 
sermon to the Royal pew and addressed a 
personal exhortation to the Queen, speak­
ing to her as “Madam.” She was in such 
a towering rage at this that the attendants 
feared she would fell in an apoplectic fit. 
After the service she demanded the pre­
sence of Dean Wellesley, and, with a flam­
ing face, said, “Never must that man preach 
here again.” Hence Liddon has never 
been made a bishop, but sentiment has 
grown so strong on the subject that Lord 
Salisbury is now afraid of its political 
effect and so a deadlock exists. If the 
Queen continues obstinate on the point in 
will vastly increase the chances of dis­
establishment coming while she is still on 
the throne.

The contract for the Northern Pacific’s 
new hotel at Winnipeg has been awarded. 
The contract price is a little over two hund­
red thousand dollars.

A correspondent in the Fort McLeod 
Gazette repudiates the charges that poly­
gamy is practiced in the Mormon settle­
ment.

A large iron firm of London, Eng., is 
seeking incorporation in Canada with a 
view to carrying on extensive operations 
in this country.

Lady Stanley and daughter have decided 
to hasten their departure for England. 
They will sail from New York on the 18th 
inst.

Hon. John Carling, Minister of Agricul­
ture, upon the advice of Dr. McEachren, 
Dominion Veterinary Inspector, has final­
ly refused to allow American live cattle to 
be shipped from Canadian ports.

A gentleman who has reached Edmonton 
from Dunvegan says the Indians around 
the latter place are starving. Many deaths 
have occurred, and there are stories of 
cannibalism.

The second reading of the bill abolish­
ing Catholic schools was carried, the vote 
being twenty-two to six. The vote was 
brought on suddenly, and none of the 
English Oppositionists recorded their vote.

Rideau Hall has cost the dominion 
$654,000 since 1867, or about $36,000 a year. 
And with all this cost it is only a mean- 
looking'ram-shackle sort of an official re­
sidence. Every successive tenant insists 
on having it built over. >-

As recently announced, the Government 
will have to introduce a measure giving 
effect to Parliament’s decision on the dual 
language question. This will enable Dal­
ton McCarthy to worry the Government 
with another résouttion dealing with the 
same question with the separate schools m 
the Territories.

Saturday, the 7th'inst., was the last day 
for the filing of petitions against the re­
turn of the members elect of the Prince 
Edward Island Legislature, and petitions 
alleging bribery and corruption were filed 
against the return of Fred. Peters, Hector 
C. McDonald, George Forbes, James M. 
Sutherland, and Provincial Secretary 
Ferguson.

It is said that notwithstanding the re­
port of the minister of justice disclaiming 
liability on the part of the government 
for damage arising out of the late land­
slide in Chemplain street the attorney for 
the petitioners, in answer to an enquiry 
as to what action the government intend 
to take in regard to the petitions forward 
ed for relief has received word that they 
are under consideration of the government 
and will receive their attention.

Gower Price, of Ludlow, Northumb­
erland Co., has a bear which crawled into 
his hay mow last autumn, and is still sleep­
ing the sleep of clear conscience. Mr. 
Price will offer the bear for sale when he 
awakes from his long winter sleep. The 
case is a curious one‘and large numbers of 

.people visit the bam to see the “sleeping 
beauty.” The awakening season will 
probably be in a couple of weeks. Mr. 
Price intends securing the bear with ropes,

The special university committee of the 
Toronto City Council decided that on con­
dition the university maintain in per­
petuity the two chairs endowed by the 
city at an annual cost of $6000 a year, and 
on condftion the Ontario Legislature main 
tain the two chairs it agreed to endow 
with the chairs endowed by the city, 
they would consent to a grant of $200,000 
to aid in the restoration of the Toronto 
University.

In the Manitoba Legislature Mr. Sifton 
a Government supported from Brandon, 
made a vigorous speech against separate 
schools, declaring that the separate school 
system was an alliance between a particu­
lar church and the state. It was a bad 
and pernicious system, tending to increase 
the political power of the Catholic priest­
hood, In Quebec it had made the Catho­
lics so strong that the Goverment" *there 
to-day existed only to register the decrees 
of the church.

D. F. Mazwell, C. E., of St. Stephen, 
was recently offered the position of govern­
ment engineer of the island of Antigua at 
a large salary. Mr. Maxwell found it 
necessary to decline the offer and E. J, 
Welsh, C. E., of Toronto, has received the 
appointment. Both these gentlemen were 
employed on tne Harvey-Salisbury short 
line survey last summer. The selection of 
a Canadian to fill this impoliment position, 
which has been occupied by Englishmen 
heretofore, is a compliment to this country 
and to the ability of hersons which should 
be highly appreciated.

Father Whalen, the parish priest of St. 
Patrick’s church, one of the most fashion­
able churches of Montreal, has issued an 
order that the church doors be locked 
five minutes after each service has been 
commenced. Father Whalen said many 
of the ultra-feshionable people thought 
the correct thing was to arrive late. - The 
reason of this probably was because they 
wanted the people to observe their fine 
clothes, but if they could not arrive in 
time hereafter they would have to stay 
away. The order has caused a big com­
motion.

Mr. McCoy, member for Shelburne, N.S., 
has introduced a bill to extend the present 
legislature six months beyond its legal 
term. The Herald says this proposal is 
without precedent in parliamentary his­
tory. Parliaments have both shortened 
and lengthened the parliamentary term 
but only to take effect after the next gen­
eral eleetion. No Parlemant since the 
revolution has attempted to extend its 
own existence; for, once it is admitted that 
a legislative body can extend its own life 
six months, it follows that it can extend it 
six years, or even sixty years if so inclined 
and the members are young.

Seven years ago James Rabitoy, a barber, 
employed in the Royal Hotel, Hamilton 
Ont., went away, leaving a wife and four 
children , and was not heard of again. In 
1888 William Logan wooed and vyjyi Mrs. 
Rrbitoy, and they were duly married. 
Logan has since aided in the support of 
the family. The eldest son is now eigh­
teen years of age, and he got word that 
his father was alive in Buffalo. Rabitoy 
telegraphed that he was coming on to 
Hamilton. When Logan came home from 
work on Saturday his wife said that 
Rabitoy had arrived ; so Logan Sieved 
out, and has been boarding elsewhere 
since. He has consulted a lawyer, and 
wants to see what his rights are in the 
premises. He thought Rabitoy via dead 
when he married the woman, and says 
she thought her husband was dead also,

There is an epidemic of spotted fever or 
malignant meningitis at Fountain Head, 
Sumter County, Tenn., and several deaths 
are reported. The disease is spreading, 
and those who take it live only a short 
time, some dying in twenty-four hours.

On the New York division of the Read­
ing railroad a special train carrying several 
hundred shares of stock ran from Phila­
delphia to Jerey City, nintey miles, in 85 
minutes. This is said to be the fastest run 
ever made between Philadelphia and 
Jersey City.

It is stated that the Portuguese minister 
at Loudon has foiled in his negotiations 
with Lord Salisbury of the settlement of 
the African territorial dispute and that he 
will return to Lisbon immediately. The 
people in Lisbon are assuming a threaten­
ing attitude.

J. S. Harriman, the pedestrian, has 
completed arrangements for a walk of3000 
miles to the Pacific coasts on a wager of 
$3000. He will start from Wabash on 
April 10, accompanied by two guards on 
horseback. Harriman must average forty- 
five miles a day to win.

Hon. J. C. McGregor, reading clerk of 
the Ohio State House of Representative, 
died at Zanesville, of diphtheria." Mrs. 
McGregor died immediately after the death 
of four children, making six in the family 
within a liltle over two weeks. One of the 
four small children remaining is now lying 
low with the disease, together with Mrs. 
McGregor’s aged father, for whom there is 
little hope of recovery.

A mysterious epidemic has appeared at 
Sclavonish Eszek and Freyberg, near this 
city. Those who have been attacked re­
tired to bed in good spirits, and slept in 
some cases 20 to 48 hours. All efforts to 
awaken the patients were unavailing and 
their bodies appeared to have decomposed 
during sleep. Great fears are entertained 
that the malady is contagious.

The steamer “De Ruyter," which is 
ashore near Scituate, Mass., left Antwerp, 
February 20, with a cargo of general mer­
chandise. The-captain supposed he was 
four miles from shore. Without warning 
the vessel struck and almost instantly was 
high and fast on the sand bottom. The 
crew were saved. It is thought the steamer 
cannot be got off. She is a vessel of 1554 
tons, valued at $250,000; the cargo is 
worth $25,000.

Miss Clara Barton, president of the 
American Nat ional Association of the 
Red Cross, Washington, has ascertained 
that there if urgent necessity for immediate 
action for the relief of the starving people 
in Dakota, and appeals to the public for 
cash subscriptions. There are at least 
5000 people dependent, and many more 
who, thought they have provisions for 
themselves, need feed for their stock.

Two thousand Radicals and Socialists 
met in Hyde Park, London, to protest 
against the Siberian outrages. Mr. Bums, 
the laborer agitator, was the chief speaker. 
He denounced the outrages and called 
upon the English Government to use its 
influence with Rutsia to prevent a re­
currence of such acts of cruelty. Michael 
Davitt, Mrs. Besant and other prominent 
speakers foiled to attend the meeting.

An accident happened on the great 
cantilever bridge over the Firth of Forth, 
which might have proved disastrous had 
it happened to a passenger train. In a 
high gale a bale of cotton was blown from 
a goods train which was passing over the 
bridge. It lodged on the track and threw 
several baggage waggons off the track. 
Much damage was done but nobody was 
hurt. Traffic over the bridge was inter- 
rugted for several hours.

Advices from the west coast of Africa 
state that the position of the French in 
Dahomey is critical. M. Rayol, the French 
agent, demands that 4000 men be sent to 
defend the French port, and declares if an 
expedition to Aghome, the capital of Da­
homey, is undertaken, a further force of 
4000 men will be necessary. He considers 
that an attempt to conquer Dahomey 
would prove fettle, and holds that it would 
be perferable to secure French rule on the 
coast.

Advice from China state that the abor­
igines of Formosa offered so determined an 
oppositiou to the Chinese troops trying to 
quell the Formosa riot that the Chinese 
commander, after 200 of his men had been 
led into ambush andall but ten slaughtered, 
gave up the campaign against the rebels 
and opened negotiations with them. The 
natives, on receiving promises of large con­
cessions, agreed to abandon their hostile 
attitude towards the Chinese authorities. 
Brigandage, however, is still rampant.

OPENING OF THE LEGISLATURE.
THE LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR'S 

SPEECH.

Mr. Wilson’s Addrese in Moving 
the Reply.

The House of Assembly was opened on 
Thursday afternoon with the usual cere­
monies. Lieutenant Governor Sir Leonard 
Tilley was present, attended by a guard of 
honor from the Royal School of Infantry. 
The usual salute was fired.

On motion of Mr. Baird, seconded by the 
Attorney General, A. S. White, of King’s, 
was elected speaker without opposition.

The following is the Lieutenant Gover­
nor’s speech :

The Speech.
Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of 

the Legislative Council:—
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of 

Assembly :—
I have much pleasure in meeting you in 

legislature convened for the despatch of 
public business. It affords me great satisfac­
tion to be able to congratulate you upon the 
continued prosperous condition of business 
generally throughout the province. The 
leading pursuits in which our people are 
engaged, I am happy to say, have been 
carried on profitably during the past year, 
and even in the great lumber industry, not­
withstanding prices have again declined in 
Europe, there has been, during the present 
season, more than usual activity in lumber­
ing operations.

I have some reason to hope that his excel­
lency the governor general will be able to 
make a visit to the maritime provinces dur­
ing the present year, and thereby become 
personally acquainted with this important 
portion of the dominion. Should my ex­
pectations in this regard be realized, I am 
well assurred that, as the representative of 
our gracious sovereign, as well as on account 
of his excellency’s many estimable personal 
qualities, he will receive a loyal and hearty 
welcome from the people of the province.

The sucject of the rate of stumpage imposed 
on the licensees of the crown operating on 
its lumber lands has been much discussed 
between my government and the licensees, 
and frequent attempts have been made by 
negotiations during the past year to arrive 
at an understanding which would afford 
some relief to this important industry, and 
at the same time would not necessitate a 
reduction in the usual grants for necessary 
public services. You will be fully informed 
of the nature of these negotiations, and I 
shall ask you to consider the propriety of ap­
pointing a special commission to investigate 
and report upon the whole question of 
stumpage dues upon the timber lands of the 
crown.

I regret to inform you that during the 
recess the controversy over the right of prop­
erty of the provincial government in the 
fisheries in non-navi gable waters upon un­
granted crown lands, has been reopened by 
the general government. Communications 
between my government and that of the 
Dominion have taken plane upon this sub­
ject, and I have given directions that the 
same shall be laid before you.

The claim of the province upon the luqui- 
dators of the Maritime Bank to be paid in 
preference to other simple contract credi­
tors, by virtue of prerogative of the crown, 
has been decided by the Supreme Court of 
Canada substantially in accordance with the 
contention of my government, and, unless 
the case is carried by the bank on appeal to 
the privy council, I have reason to believe 
the claim will be paid at an early day.

The important act passed at the last ses­
sion of the legislature, in amendment of the 
electoral law, having gone into operation, 
the experience of its working during the 
recent elections has suggested some minor 
changes, to which I shall invite your favor­
able consideration. , ^ ,

Public attention has been recently at­
tracted to the question pi the mineral capa­
bilities of the province* by the reported dis­
covery of considerable deposits of silver and 
other valuable ores in several sections of 
the province. Proposals with a view to 
attracting capital and stimulating enterprise 
in this direction will be submitted for your 
approval.

Complaints respecting the unsafe and un­
healthy condition of the county jails in 
several counties of the province have been 
laid before me, and I have regretted to learn 
that in one case his excellency the governor 
general has felt it his duty to order the dis­
charge of a prisoner, owing to the unhealthy 
condition of the building in which he was 
confined. You will be asked to adopt such 
measures as shall make it obligatory upon 
all municipalities to provide secure and 
proper accommodations in their respective 
counties.

It has recently become apparent that the 
people of New Brunswick are being out­
stripped by some of the sister provinces in 
respect to the relative extent and quality of 
its dairy products. More interest and atten­
tion, it is thought, might with advantage be 
directed to this industry, and in the hope of 
promoting, in some degree, this important 
object, a measure will be laid before you, 
to which I invite your favorable considera­
tion.

My government has it in contemplation 
to discontinue the maintenance of the pro­
vincial stock farm at the expiration of the 
current year. I hope this proposal may 
commend itself to your approval.
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House ot 

Assembly :—
It affords me much satisfaction to ife able 

to congratulate you upon a substantial in­
crease in the revenue for the past year, which 
has enabled the department of public works 
to meet some very urgent demands for the 
construction of additional bridges of a per­
manent character.

I have directed the accounts of the income 
and expenditure for the past year, as well as 
a statement of the receipts and payments ot 
the current year up to the opening of the 
present session, to be laid before you.

Estimates of the probable income and ex­
penditure for the current year will be sub­
mitted to you, and I think you will find that 
the estimates and expenditures have been 
prepared with a due regard to economy and 
the requirements of the public service.
Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of 

the Legislative Council 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of 

Assembly :—
In your deliberations upon the various 

subjects which may engage your attention 1 
have the fullest confidence that you will dis­
play the utmost loyalty and zeal in the pub­
lic service, and I trust that under the Divine 
guidance your labors may materially ad­
vance the welfare of our people and strength­
en their attachment to the institutions under 
which wc live.

In moving the address in reply, Mr. Wil­
son said : Mr. Speaker, I am satisfied that 
every hon. member of this house will concur 
in the satisfaction depressed in the first para­
graph of the address, at the continued pros­
perous condition of the business generally 
throughout the province. Not only in the 
leading pursuits in which our people bave 
been engaged has prosperity been continual, 
but I think it may be safely said that in 
every avocation of life in which honest effort 
has been put forth, that success which has at­
tended the exertions of our people in former 
years has been

Continued la » Marked Degree
during the past year. The labor of our farm­
ers has been fairly well rewarded. While 
they have not been able, perhaps, to amass 
large sums of money and lay the foundation 
for large fortunes, they have been able to 
secure for themselves and their families a 
competency sufficient for comparative com­
fort and to enable them to obtain the means 
of mental and moral improvement. The 
shipping industry has revived beyond our 
most sanguine expectations, and large profits 
have been realized by our ship owners. Dur­
ing the past year the rise in the price of lum 
her has encouraged the lumbermen to make

large cuts which they have done with profit. 
Such a statement in regard to

Continued Prosperity of our Province
from a source of such high authority ought 
to strengthen our faith in its resources and 
in the physical, mental and moral capabili­
ties of its people. The faith is sometimes 
weakened by the glowing accounts of the 
capabilities of other lands circulated through­
out our country, and by the discontent often 
manifested by our people. While it may be 
true that to the south and west of us a more 
genial climate warms a more fertile soil into 
a greater degree of fruitfulness than nature 
bestows upon New Brunswick, and to the 
north of us there may be provinces which 
their geographical extent and early settle­
ment have a greater command of resources 
and seem destined to leave our province far 
behind in the march of improvement, yet, 
sir, I think, taking into consideration the 
date of settlement of New Brunswick, the 
amount of revenue at the disposal of those 
who have from time to time conducted its 
affairs and the resources at their command, 
the people of this province

Have Made Advances 
"in all that appertains to a well rounded civil­
ization, at which no son of New Brunswick 
,need be ashamed, and if we truly recognize 
the claims which our country has upon us 
and unitedly work for the development of 
its resources and the improvement of its 
institutions, New Brunswick will make 
further advances and become one of the 
most flourishing provinces of this fair Do­
minion. . •

From the second paragraph of the ad­
dress .we gather that it is contemplated that 
the governor general of the dominion will 
visit this province some time during the 
year. I am satisfied that I express the senti­
ments of every hon. member in this house 
when I say that he will be received in a 
hearty and loyal manner. We will Welcome 
him on account of the -

High and Distinguished Position 
which he occupies ; on account of the con­
stitutional manner in which he discharges 
the duties of that position ; on account of 
the effort he appears to have made to become 
acquainted with the resources and people of 
Canada ; on account of his many social quali­
ties, and above all on account of the fact that 
he is the representative of our Queen whom 
we delight to honor, and such will be the en­
thusiasm of his welcome that, when he re­
turns to his gubernatorial chair at Ottawa, 
he will feel satisfied that down in this pro­
vince by the sea there is

No Peeling In Favor of Annexation 
to the United States ; that we are a loyal 
people ; that we glory in the achievement of 
the empire in any department of human en­
deavor ; and" that if ever the time should 
come when assistance is required to preserve 
the integrity of the empire, New Brunswick- 
ers will not be found wanting.

Important indeed, sir, is the subject of the 
crown lands referred to in the second para­
graph of the address, and perhaps the most 
important in the whole range of local poli­
tics in this province. What crown lands re­
mained when the present government came 
into power have been preserved, and under 
the regulations adopted, with the approval 
of a majority of the members of this house, 
the territorial revenue has been gradually 
increased. That increase, it has been claim­
ed, has been at the expense of the lumber 
business of the province, and it has also been 
claimed that if other and less stringent reg­
ulations had been adopted the territorial 
revenue would have been equally as large 
and

Our Struggling lumbermen
would have been materially assisted in their 
operations. These views have been constant­
ly and persistently urged upon the consid­
eration of the members of the government 
and of this house, by the representatives of 
the lumbermen, and the hope has been fre­
quently expressed by a large number of the 
government supporters in this house, when­
ever the question of the policy of the gov­
ernment in regard to the crown lands was 
under consideration, that the government 
would soon see its way clear to relieve the 
lumbermen, to some extent, of tne burdens 
which the government regulations imposed. 
From the reference this section made it is 
fairly to be assumed that the government, 
urged by these considerations, have deemed 
it advisable to make the whole question of 
our crown lands and the territorial revenue 
a subject of inquiry, with a view of obtaining 
the most exhaustive and reliable information 
in regard thereto, in order that

A wise and Equitable Policy 
may be adopted in regard thereto. I venture 
to assert, sir, that a majority of the members 
of this honorable house will regard such a 
course as advisable, and in the meantime 
will feel disposed, until inquiry is made and 
the information obtained, to leave in the 
hands of the present executive the control, 
and feel satisfied that no regulation will bq 
made, the adoption of which will mitigate 
against the best interests of the province 
especially when we are informed that no re­
duction will be made in the usual grants for 
the necessary public services.

I think, sir, all will agree that it is a mat 
ter of regret that the government have found 
it necessary to call the attention of the house 
to another attempt on the part of the do­
minion government to 
Interfere with our Provincial Rights. 
It might reasonably be supposed that, in con­
sequence of the numerous decisions of the 
highest tribunals in our land in favor of the 
right of the local legislatures of the domin­
ion to control the inland fisheries thereof, 
that no further attempt would have been 
made to interfere witli that control but, sir, 
the general fishery regulations recently ap­
proved of by bis excellency the governor 
general in council, under the authority of 
the fisheries act, chap. 95 of the revised 
statutes of Canada, show conclusively that 
the central authority in this dominion does 
still claim the right to control the inland fish­
eries of this province to a certain extent. 
According to these regulations parts of the 
rivers Restigouche, Jacquet, Charlo, Upsal- 
quitcli and Patapedia, are to be set apart for 
natural or aiiificial propagation of fish, the 
result of which regulations will be that 
riparian owners, so long as these regulations 
are maintained in force, would be

Excluded from Using the Rivers 
for fishing purposes themselves or sub-letting 
them to others. As the crown, represented 
by the government of the province, is a large 
riparian owner in respect of ungranted 
crown lands lying upon these rivers, the 
province is directly and seriously effected by 
the regulations. The effects of these regula­
tions will be to deprive the province of a 
large amount of rental received from the let­
ting of the fishing privileges on these rivers. 
This, sir, of itself is au important matter, 
taking into consideration the limited sources 
of revenue at the disposal of the executive 
of the province, but paramount to the con­
sideration of the matter of revenue is 

The Encroachment
upon the constitutional and property rights 
of the provinces, and upon individual ripari­
an owners, which seem to be involved in this 
action of the dominion government. This 
action of the dominion authorities may have 
been taken in ignorance of the fact that the 
government of New Brunswick has been, for 
several years, maintaining a very efficient 
system of guardianship over these rivers, or 
it may have been taken with a view to again 
attempt to obtain control the inland fisheries 
of this province. But whatever may have 
been the reason for the adoption of these re­
gulations, and whatever difference of opinion 
may matter, a

United Support will be Given
the government on the adoption of a policy 
for the protection of our provincial rights.

It certainly will be regarded as a source of 
gratification to learn that, substantially, the 
claim of the government against the liquida­
tors of the Maritime Bank has been allowed 
by the supreme court of Canada, and that 
if no appeal be taken the amount of that 
claim will soon be paid. When the decision 
of the supreme court was announced in re­
gard to this matter, I well remember that the 
opposition press stated that the contention 
of this government had not been admitted 
and that the government would lose the 
amount of its claim. If such had been the

case, it is difficult to understan d how it could 
have been regarded as a source of congratu­
lation, for the province would have been the 
loser to the amount of $30,000 or $40,000. 
Where the interests of the province are at 
stake, as in this case, it would appear to be 
reasonable that differences as regards minor 
matters would cease and that a united effort 
would be made to strengthen the hands of 
the government in efforts to secure her rights.

The question of the
Development of the Mining Industry

of the province is one which will be regarded 
by all as one of importance. It is gratifying 
to know that there are indications of such 
mineral deposits in certain sections of the 
province which, with proper machinery and 
ample capital, can be worked with profit. 
It is to be hoped that the mining industry 
will be so developed that it may form a new 
source of revenue, which will assist in sup­
plying the wants of the great public services 
and take the place of certain sources which 
must ere long, become depleted. I am sure 
that any measure that may be proposed by 
the government for development of this in­
dustry will receive the hearty approval of 
this house. All the subjects referred to in 
the address are of importance, and when 
they severally come up for the consideration 
of the members with the private measures 
introduced, his honor may rest assured that 
we will faithfully apply ourselves to their 
consideration and unite for the welfare of the 
province whose interests we have been sent 
here to protect. (Loud applause.)

Mr. Labillois seconded the address in a 
short speech.

Mr. Hanington, after announcing that he 
had been elected leader of the opposition, 
entered into a criticism of the government 
programme. Some of the proposals ^con­
curred in; lie had not information before 
him concerning others. Referring to the 
stumpage matter he said the House was in 
the dark as to what the government had 
really done in negotiations with the North 
Shore people, but with that expression in 
the speech he thought the appointment of a 
commission, if carried by the House, would 
simply amount to a subterfuge. The gov­
ernment simply desired to escape the re­
sponsibility of saying that they had changed 
their policy from $1.25 to $1 stumpage as the 
country ,believed they had done. He 
thought if, instead of getting a reduction of 
stumpage, the members for Restigouche and 
Northumberland were satisfied with receiv­
ing a commission to inquire into what 
should be done, they were men whom it 
was very eaày to satisfy. He hoped when 
the attorney general addressed the House 
he would take them into his confidence and 
let them know what conclusion the govern­
ment had reached. As to the section re 
lating to jails, he said the people of this 
province had been forced to maintain short 
termed prisoners in their jails by the action 
of the Dominion government in not making 

provision for them, but according to the 
terms of the British North America Act that 
was a burden that should not be laid upon 
the province at all. Whatever the govern­
ment propose^ he hoped it would not in­
volve an admission of our obligation in this 
respect. It might be necessary that the 
stock farm should now be abolished, but he 
would oppose the abolition of the farm at 
the present time if it was now being main­
tained upon a proper basis. Mr. Hanington 
contended that a deputation of the govern­
ment having gone to Ottawa in reference to 
the claim for interest on eastern exten­
sion, he thought the government mighty 
give the people of the country information 
as to the state of those negotiations. Then 
there was the question of ^lie legislative 
council, which he was surprised to see omit­
ted from the address. Personally, he had 
no fault to find with Mr. McLellan’s ap­
pointment to the upper house, but he 
thought if the leader of the government had 
a definite policy with respect to the legisla­
tive council he should have told the house 
what that policy was and whether he in­
tended to submit a measure before the house 
on that subject or not.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he would ask the 
house to permit him to makes few observa­
tions which seemed called for by the re­
marks that had fallen from the leader of the 
opposition. Before doing so he desired, in 
a hearty and cordial way indeed, to welcome 
the hon. members who were here for the 
first time and extended his congratulations 
to them upon being here, as well as to 
those who had occupied seats in the house 

former sessions. He was satisfied that 
hon. members were disposed to preserve the 
traditions that had made the house in the 
past eminently respected. The house, in the 
past, had been able to carry on, sometimes, 
very heated discussions in a spirit that 
would not reflect discredit upon any legisla­
ture in the world. He warmly reciprocated 
the wishes of the hon. member who had last 
spoken in this regard. There would he a 
disposition on the part of all hon. members 
to make allowances for each other for what 
might be said in the heat of debate.- He was 
prepared to receive hard blows from his 
friends opposite, and they should be pre­
pared to receive hard blows in return, but 
outside of the housethey should be ready to 
meet each other in a genial and agreeable 
way. This had been the record of past 
years and he would be much disappointed if 
the present house was found to be an excep­
tion to the rule. The house, he thought, 
should be more than pleased with the ad­
mirable addresses made by the mover and 
seconder of the address. It was but rarely 
that he had listened to addresses on such 
occasions that had given such evidences of 
ability. It was a matter of congratulation 
that the house possessed among its members# 
gentlemen who could put their views before 
the house in the exceedingly agreeable and 
pleasant manner that these gentlemen had 
done, and he warmly congratulated the 
house and them upon the speeches they had 
made. It would be expected that he should 
devote some attention to the remarks of the 
hon. gentleman who had just sat down. 
This would not be the first time that they 
had crossed blades in the house. He wished 
to eipress to the opposition liis pleasure at 
the excellent selection they had made of a 
leader. It was an exceedingly judicious 
one. He was glad to know that the rivalries 
and heart-burnings in the opposition had 
not produced results of a calamitous charac­
ter, and that the gentlemen in their midst, 
who felt that they had strong claims for 
priority, had agreeably fallen under the ban­
ner of his hon. friend from Westmorland. 
He was satisfied that the selection they had 
made was a much more judicious one than 
if they had selected a captain from among 
the gentlemen from St. John, who, in the 
nature of things, could hardly expect to be 
very well adapted to leading a party in this 
house.

The hon. member had referred to a num­
ber of subjects, only a few of which it would 
be expected that he should now refer to. 
He had said a good deal upon the subject of 
stumpage and had declared it to be the 
policy of the opposition that there should be 
no reduction of stumpage. He thought the 
hon. members who had heard the hon. 
gentleman in this house before must have 
sympathized with him in liis present diffi­
culties. It was apparent to all that he was 
not very happy in the situation he found 
himself in, and that the summersault to 
which he had treated them was not per­
formed with the usual dexterity which 
characterized that honorable gentleman’s 
movements. No doubt, when the proper 
constitutional time arrived, the hon. mem­
ber and himself would bear from each 
other on that subject. The government had 
adopted the usual mode of indicating with­
out asking the house to commit itself to the 
class of subjects likely to engage their atten­
tion. It could not, therefore, be said that 
the government had adopted any unusual 
course or were open to the charge of con­
cealing their views. If they were, then it 
must be a fact that every legislature in the 
world, at all events, which was regulated 
by our system of government, was open on 
all such occasions to precisely the same 
charge. The government had indicated the 
measures it proposed to submit to the house, 
and when the house was furnished with the 
information at the government’s disposal in 
the ordinary and proper way it would then 
be in a position to arrive at a rational judg­
ment.

Mr. Stockton—Then the government has 
made no change.

Hon. Mr. Blair—The hon. member is 
giving evidence of a very early impetuosity. 
He should be calm. He should possess his 
soul in patience, and he would get all the 
information available—perhaps a little more 
information than he desired to get—at all 
events such information as, when he gets it, 
will cause him to. conclude that very much 
less would have suited him very much bet­
ter. The yearning desire to be leader of his 
party. Was overcoming the hon. member’s 
discretion. He should allow the leader 
whom his party had selected in preference 
to him to discharge the functions of that 
office.

As to the question of jail accommodation 
he would assure the hon. gentlemen opposite 
that the government had not been at all un­
mindful of the question as to the obligation 
developed upon the local government in re­
spect to short term prisoners. The dominion 
government, although many years ago urged 
to do so, refused to submit that question to 
the supreme court. They maintained that 
there was no obligation to maintain short 
term prisoners'resting upon them or, in other 
words, maintaining jails for their confine­
ment. But that matter was entirely outside 
the present question. The present question 
was entirely of a local character. The ques­
tion was whether the jails which required to 
be maintained for prisoners put into them 
under local laws, debtors for instance, should 
not be maintained properly. From 
motives of humanity, if no other, it was im­
portant that these people should be suitably 
provided while so held under the laws of.the 
country. It was unfortunate that in some 
counties the jails were not in the condition 
they.ought to. be in. Some of them were 
not secure, and others were actually un­
healthy, and to this subject the judges at­
tending the various circuits ha* repeatedly 
called the attention of grand juries, to little 
or no purpose. An obligation, therefore, 
rested upon those charged with the govern­
ment of the country to see that this state of 
affairs was a reproach to the province and 
when a formal intimation came 
down to us from the minister of justice at 
Ottawa, that the governor general had been 
obliged to order the discharge of a person 
confined for violation of the law, owing to 
the condition of the jail in which he was 
confined, the time had come when the house 
should put upon the statute book legislation 
that would remedy the evil. He regretted 
that the mention of this subject had brought 
from the hon. member an expression of the 
hope that this was not the entering wedge of 
direct taxation. The remark did not seem 
to be in keeping with the admirable tone of 
the rest of his speech. He should look to the 
leader of the opposition to co-operate with 
him in this matter.

After speeches by Messrs. Alward, Atkin­
son, and Stockton, the address was passed. 
Friday and Saturday were devoted to notices 
of motion and routine work.

Public Temperance Meeting.
The temperance meeting in the city hall 

Thursday evening, under the auspices ofthe 
W. C. T. U., was fairly well attended, but 
not so well as its merits demanded, Sir 
Leonard Tilley presided. Excellent music 
was furnished by a choir of ladies and 
gentlemen. After a few introductory re­
marks Hie Honor introduced Dr. Silas Al- 
wyrd, M. P. P., who gave a very fine address, 
showing the evils of the liquor traffic from a 
financial standpoint.

H. A. McKeown, M. P. P., was next called 
on. Hemade a very effective address, urging 
prohibition.

Wm. Wilson, M. P. P., was next intro­
duced. Among other things he spoke ofthe 
rum in the recent election and denied that 
the government committee of maniement 
had anything to do with it. He thought his 

-being invited to take part in the meeting by 
the ladies of the W. C, T. U., was a sufficient 
answer to the charge.

No one, except, perhaps, a pas­
sionate poet with a raging heart, and a 
constitution good enough to defy cold and 
wet, would, of his own free-will, be out of 
doors on such a night as this.

The Rev. Cuthbert Wrev, curate in 
charge of St. Nicholas, that little galvaniz- 
ed-iron offshoot of St. Mary's, Oversea, was 
not a poet ; therefore, he felt heartily glad 
when he arrived at the door of his lodgings 
in Marine Parade, without having been 
flattened by the force of the gale against 
the low walls and railings which inclose 
those wid swept little gardens feeing the 
sea. He was afraid to unbotton his mack­
intosh to get at his latch-key — let the 
wind have one fair chance, and he expect­
ed to find the garment stripped from his 
shoulders and blown into ribbons — so he 
knocked, rather impatiently, at the door.

“ An awful night, Mrs. Roberts,” he said 
to his landlady, when, by dint of united 
efforts, they had closed the door and barred 
out the uproarious wind,

“ Yes, sir ; an awful night,” replied Mrs. 
Roberts, taking the dripping mackintosh 
and broad-brimmed hut. “ So awful, sir,” 
she added apologetically, “that I thought 
it betier to read a sermon at home, instead 
of coming to hear you this evening."

“Quite right. Did you more good, I 
dare say,” answered the curate pleasantly, 
and as one whose belief in the efficacy of 
sermons was not unassailable. “I’m sure 
I wouldn’t have gone to church to-night, 
if I could have helped it.”

Mrs. Roberts looked grave at hearing 
such sentiments proceed from the cloth.

“ Your tea is quite ready, sir,” she said. 
“Would you please take off your wet boots 
before you go up ? They mark the stair­
covering so, and washing is so expensive.”

The Rev. Cuthbert complied. He went 
upstairs in his stockings; and having 
changed sundry dripping articles of attire, 
drew his chair to the table and commenc­
ed his tea or supper, or whatever the meal 
might be called.

Curates are not a well-paid race, and the 
stipend allotted to the curate of St. 
Nicholas, in return for “the assistance he' 
gave the rector of that dreary little water­
ing-place, Oversea, was hardly efîough to 
provide delicate fare, such as induces 
people to linger over their tables. He ate 
his cold meat with a healthy appetite, 
drained out the last drop from the teapot, 
•ailed his pipe, and rang for the tea-things 
to be cleared.

Although the good lady murmured 
something about one taking spirits twice 
a year, a second glass made its appearance 
and she left the room with the materials 
for a comfortable nightcap in her hand.

Cuthbert Wrey pushed back the table, 
wheeled his chair in front of the fire, put 
his feet cm the fender, and clasping his 
hands behind his head, sat watching the 
smoke curling from his pipe. He felt that 
if any man had a right to enjoy perfect 
rest that evening, it was the curate of St. 
Nicholas. He had conducted two services, 
and attended the afternoon classes. He 
had visited his sick, and, so feras he knew, 
done all that duty demanded of him. Now 
let him take his ease for an hour or two. 
He saw nothing to interfere with it, unless 
the wind should blow the windows in.

Cuthbert Wrey was a man of about 
twenty-eight, tall, muscular, and good- 
looking. His features, although strongly 
marked, were not irregular ; indeed, a very 
little more would have made him a re­
markably handsome man. Perhaps he 
looked at the worst, as we see him now 
with his face in repose. Its expression 
was not quite a happy one. It bore at 
times a kind of dissatisfiefl look — a look 
which, it seemed, might soon grew habitual 
His brows had a trick of frowning until 
they almost niet, and at the same time the 
comers of his mouth fell in a slightly 
scornful manner—whether in scorn at the 
world in general, or himself in particular, 
it is doubtful if he could have determined. 
Anyway, his fece was not exactly the face 
of a happy, successful, or contented man. 
Yet, when he spoke—even when another’s 
affairs occupied his mine, and he was not 
thinking of Cuthbert Wrey—this expres­
sion completely vanished. His words 
were kind, and the smile which accom­
panied them always frank and pleasing as 
the words themselves- Altogether, he

was a great favorite with both the rich 
and poor of Oversea.

He did not look very clerical as he sat 
in the shabby armchair. His long black 
coat had been replaced by a comfortable 
loose-fitting garment, a relic of his Oxford 
days ; sad enough in its decay, but not in 
its hue.

Well-earned as his rest was, he did not 
seem to enjoy it much. He gazed on his 
smoke-clouds for a long time, and the dis­
satisfied expression on his fece deepened. 
Then he sighed, and releasing his right 
hand, swept it round with a kind of hope­
less gesture.

Those 
walks together, those arguments of yours, 
the fervid eloquence of which so moved 
me, that fcr a time I could see all things 
by your own light! And you, I hear, were 
last month received into the bosom of 
Rome. You will scarcely blame me. 
Certainly, in leaving the Church, I shall 
not be accused of self-interested motives. 
I have nothing in view. On the other 
hand, I don’t make much sacrifice. Fifty 
shillings a week is not a great income for 
a man to earn. I will set about making 
the change at once.”

“Well, Mrs. Roberts, what is it?” he 
asked testily, as his landlady knocked, 
entered, and cut short his meditations in a 
moment.

“Some one from ‘TheFolly,’ sit, with 
this note.”

“ Mis. Blatchford is worse, I suppose,” 
said the curate, opening the note. It con­
tained a few hastily-written lines to the 
doctor : “I am afraid Mrs. B. cannot last 
out the night. She is anxious to see you. 
Come at once.”

“ Poor woman !" ejaculated Cuthbert. 
“So much better she seemed yesterday, 
and now dying.” •

“ Is she, indeed, poor thing?" said Mrs. 
Roberts, with a sympathetic fece.

“ Yes ; I must go at once.” He took off 
liis lounging-coat, preparatory to assuming 
his clerical garb. “ I don’t know how I 
shall get there through this weather.”

“ There is a carriage waiting, sir.”
“ Then go down, and say I sha’n’t be a 

minute.”
Cuthbert attired himself ns quickly as 

lie could. Then, with a half-sigh, he took 
his pocket communion-service, and pre­
pared himself for the'solemn duty before 
him. “I wish,” he said gravely, “that 
this sacred rite was to be performed by 
some one who does not reek of tobacco like 
I do," He felt it no grievance to lie called 
from his fireside.. Duty was clear enough, 
and no doubts harassed him on that score, 
He would have gone as willingly to the 
humblest of his congregation, or of any one 
else’s congregation, who needed his aid, as 
he went to the richest lady in Oversea, as 
Mrs. Blatchford was repulSd to be. He 
spoke a pleasant word to the coachman, 
who sat, a shapeless bundle of wraps, on 
the box, and entered the brougham, which 
drove off as fest as the horses could draw 
it. It was not at a great rate of speed, for 
the road was steep and the gale still at its 
height, blowing the reins into graceful 
curves, beginning at the driver’s hands 
and ending at the horses’ bits ; even at 
times threatening to overturn the carriage 
entirely.

The dying woman lived in a large house 
on the top of the hill overlooking Oversea. 
In whatever part of the town you stood 
you could see that house. When first 
built, it had been christened some high- 
sounding name ; but that name had long 
since vanished. Nicknames often cling to 
people and to things much longer than 
their proper names, and for years this 
house had been known as “The Folly,” or 
sometimes as “Barnes’ Folly.” The orig­
inal Barnes, from whom it derived this 
distinction, was a sanguine man, who had 
imbibed the motion that, with proper 
treatment, Oversea was destined to become 
one of the most fashionable seaside resorts 
in England. He was a tradesman who 
had made money in the place, and claimed 
for it natural advantages which few others 
cou?d be persuaded to see. His theory 
was, that if suitable residences were erect­
ed, people of station and importance would 
flock to them. The feeling was patriotic, 
honorable, and ruinous. He tested the 
truth of it by building a huge house on the 
very top of the hill. It cost him several 
thousands of pounds, and, when finished, 
no one could be tempted either to buy it, 
or even to rent it. Lacking a tenant, Mr. 
Barnes lived there himself for some years 
— he could scarcely be said to occupy it ; 
being a bachelor, his belongings and him­
self barely filled a corner. By and by 
some other speculations went awry ; Mr. 
Barnes was ruined, and died eventually in 
the county union. Then the mortgagee 
took possession, and finding anotfcer 
sanguine man, sold him the house for 
about one third of the sum it cost Barnes. 
After that it made a few intermittent, 
spasmodic, and unavailing efforts to earn 
a livelihood. At various times it was a 
boardinghouse without boarders, an hotel 
without guests, a school without pupils, 
and a hydropathic establishment without 
patients. Then it gave up the battle, and 
Tor several years lay void and lethargic — 
its only use in the world being that of 
serving as a capital landmark to the 
Channel pilots, or a warning to speculators 
who might fancy that Oversea could be 
made anything of.

Shortly after Cuthbert entered upon his 
duties as curate of St. Nicholas, Barnes’ 
Folly took a new start. The gossip of the 
place said that a rich widow, now the 
owner of the deserted mansion, had made 
up her mind to reside in it. It is not clear 
how Mrs. Blatchford became possessed of 
sucli an undesirable property ; probably it 
was by way of mortgage ; but it had been 
hers for several years, and her intentions 

"were as gossip asserted. The shuttered 
windows were ouce more opened ; painters, 
plasterers, and paper-hangers spent a busy 
and profitable three monrhs in the house ; 
van-loads of furniture arrived, and Barnes’ 
Folly was again inhabited.

As no one save an eccentric person would 
have lived from choice in such a house, 
the Oversea folk were not surprised at 
finding that Mrs. Blatchford was eccentric. 
She was a widow of about fifty-five — with­

out, so far as people knew," son, daughter, 
or near relative. She was haughty as a 
Spaniard, proud as Lucifer, and cold as the 
cast wind. She lived in dreary solitude 
in the hig house, neither going into society 
nor entertaining company. That she was 
rich, was self-evident ; but no one knew 
the true extent of her wealth. To those 
of her own station with whom chance 
brought her into contact, she was repel- 
lantly polite ; to her inferiors, she was 
rigidly just. She subscribed to the various 
local charities in a severe, business-like, 
but substantial manner; and, although 
living alone, her establishment was con­
ducted on a liberal scale most cortiforting 
to the Oversea tradesmen. She drove 
about in her great carriage, a stately soli­
tary lady ; and with the exception of 
Cuthbert Wrey, no one in the neighbor­
hood could be said to stand on terms of 
friendship with her.

Cuthbert was a gentleman, and if 
a very poor one, perfectly independent — 
far too much so to let the rich lady imagine 
she was in any way condescending by 
showing him friendship. Moreover, he 
was a clever, clear-headed man, such as a 
woman likes to consult when any difficul­
ties arise in her business affairs. So Mrs. 
Blatchford found not only his society en­
tertaining, but, on occasions, his help and 
advice valuable.

the Folly.

On his side, when he had penetrated the 
veil of reserve with which she covered 
herself, Cuthbert found her an intelllectual, 
well-informed woman. From chance re­
marks, he decided that her nature had 
been spoiled and her life soured by some 
great grief ; and he soon found that she 
possessed an iron will, and determination 
to have her own way at any cost. Yet 
she was not exacting or unreasonable ; and 
to him, whose interests could in nowise 
clash with her own, she appeared a sincere, 
if somewhat undemonstrative, friend. It 
can scarcely be said that he loved her— 
her nature was not a lovable one — perhaps 
it was good-natured pity for her loneliness 
that induced him to visit her so often, and 
to trouble himself about her affairs. Cer­
tainly it was no thought of personal ad­
vantage, unless it were for the use of her 
wellstocked library; although malicious 
people—chiefly Dissenters, who knew not 
Cuthbert—wagged ill-natured tongues, 
and prophesied that one day the strangely 
assorted pair of friends would forget the 
disparity of their years.

During the last few months it had been 
the man’s turn to want an adviser. His 
doubts as to his fitness for the profession 
he had chosen needed to be ventilated. 
Each day, the feeling that lie must no

Only 
the day before she was taken ill, she had 
said, with more feeling than he had ever 
known her to exhibit ;
