A ROOT CELLAR.
How to Make a Ratproof One in the 

Barn with little Trouble.

Every farmer who grows beete for stock 
should prepare a place to store them either 
in or near the barn. It is not much 
trouble or expense, as there is but little 
danger of their freezing if a large bulk is 
stored together. An Ohio Farmer cor­
respondent writes that a cellar can be 
made in the bam by taking the floor out 
of the hay bay and building double walls 
with ten inch studding boarded on both 
sides and the space filled with sawdust 
and straw, or hay can be kept on the 
floor above until the cold weather is over.

Such a cellar—or bin, whichever you 
may call if—if made for permanency, as it 
should be, ought to be ratproof, and this is 
easily done at little expense. The sides 
can be covered inside with tin or cheap 
sheet iron. He lined two sides of his barn 
cellar, which is 12 x 14 feet, with some old 
tin roofing, which cost nothing except 
twenty-five cents to have it run through 
the rollers at a tinshop to take the kinks 
out of it. This correspondent says :

“ The floor can be cemented at a small 
cost, for the common, cheap grades of 
cement will answer here, where there is 
no danger of frost and no stock to tramp 
it. Less than two barrels will floor a 
cellar large enough to store 1,000 bushels 
if the ceiling is seven feet high. To make 
a ratproof floor there should be three 
inches of concrete made of finely broken 
stone or screened gravel and cement mixed 
at the rate of one of cement to about six 
parts of the stone and gravel and pounded 
down solid. It should be only slightly 
wet — water thrown over the coarse ma­
terial and allowed to drain off and the 
cement then mixed through it. The last 
coat should be mixed with sharp, rather 
coarse sand, one of cement to two of sand 
and spread half an inch thick. Another 
temporary plan for keeping beets for 
winter feeding, which is much better than 
pitting them, is to build a bin or cheap 
room of rough lumber convenient to the 
bam, and store the beets, and at the ap­
proach of cold weather build a stack of 
corn fodder or straw over it to protect 
them.

“ Double walls should be made filled 
with leaves or sawdust, and there will be 
no trouble to keep them from freezing. 
Whether the beets are stored in a cellar 
or outside building, there should be 
windows and doors, so that perfect' ventil­
ation can be had for a few weeks after 
they are stored. We formerly cut our 
beets to feed them, but now we feed them 
whole to all stock, and much prefer it to 
cutting, as we find that all our stock eat 
them without waste, and while a cow will 
sometime choke on a three cornered piece 
of beef, she will never do so on a piece 
she bites out of the beet.”

DAIRY POINTS.
The keeping quality of butter will be 

improved if the cows are supplied with 
salt every day.

How seldom do we find a really palat­
able piece of cheese on the hotel tables ! 
With proper attention the home consump­
tion of cheese could be doubled.

Pure, cold water is absolutely essential 
in order to make the best butter. The 
temperature of the dairy and rooms can be 
lowered considerably by sprinkling the 
floor with cold water, which takes up a 
large amount of heat in evaporation.

Farmers would do well to heed Prof. 
Henry’s advice when he said that farmers 
cannot be too careful when putting their 
money and feed into old animals. Old 
cows rarely pay expenses, the profit is al­
ways in young animals.

Which is the best breed of dairy cows ? 
We hear this question asked over and 
over again. Our advice is to go and test 
her with the weigh scales and Babcock, 
and discard all the poor ones, for it costs 
as much to keep a poor cow as a good one.

Pure cultures of cream ferments are in 
use in all good dairies in Denmark. These 
cultures are prepared and sold by the lab- 
ratories, and have now met with the ap­
proval of the practical dairyman. The 
culture is not added directly to the cream 
but is first propagated in skim milk, which 
is, when possible selected from the milk 
of a fresh cow.

The Massachusetts Ploughman says :— 
The farmer who complains that his cows 
are unruly merely advertises his own 
neglect to furnish good feeding for the 
animals. Cows do not jump fences merely 
to show their agility or for exercise—un­
less to get a chance to exercise their jaws 
and digestive apparatus. The unruly cow 
believes in the doctrine of self-preserva­
tion.

CHICKENS IN AN EGG.
Doubtless many of our readers have 

wondered in what way the changes take 
place in the egg, looking to the formation 
of the chicken, from the time that the 
egg is set for hatching till the chicken ap­
pears. A French scientist has now thrown 
light on this question. He removed 
the shell on either side of an egg without 
injuring the membrane, taking out pieces 
about the size of a pea, and in the open­
ings thus made he placed closely-fitting 
pieces of glass. We give the report in his 
own words :

“ I placed the egg with the glass bull’s 
eye in an incubator run by clock work, 
and revolving once each hour, so that I 
had the pleasure of looking through and 
watching the change upon the inside at 
the end of each sixty minutes. No change 
was noticeable until after the end of 
the twelfth hour, when some of the linea­
ments of the head and body of the chick 
made their appearance. The heart ap­
peared to beat at the end of the twenty- 
fourth hour, and in forty-eight hours two 
vessels of blood were distinguishable, the 
pulsations being quite visible. At the 
fiftieth hour an auricle of the heart ap­
peared, much resembling a lace or noose 
folded down upon itself. * At the end of 
seventy hours we distinguished wings and 
two bubbles for the brain, one for the bill, 
and two others for the forepart and hind- 
part of the head. The liver appeared at 
the end of the fifth day. At the end of 
131 hours the first voluntary motion was 
observed. At the end of 138 hours the 
lungs and stomach had become visible, 
and four hours later the intestines, the 
loins, and the upper mandible could be 
distinguished. The slimy matter of the 
brain began to take form and become more 
compact at the beginning of the seventh 
day. At the 190th hour the bill first 
opened, and flesh began to appear on the 
breast. At the 194th the sternum [ap­
peared. At the 210th the ribs began to 
put out from the back ; the bill was quite 
visible, as was also the gall bladder. At 
the beginning of the 236th hour the bill 
had become green, and it was evident that 
the chick could have moved had it been 
taken from the shell. Four hours more 
and feathers had commenced to shoot out 
and the skull to become gristly. At the 
264th hour the eyes appeared, and two

hours later the ribs were perfect. At the 
231st hour the spleen drew up to the 
stomach and the lungs to the chest. 
When the incubator had turned the egg 
335 times, the bill was frequently opening 
and closing, as if the chick were gasping 
for breath. When 351 hours had elapsed, 
we heard the first cry of the little biped. 
From that time forward he grew rapidly, 
and came out a full-fledged chick at the 
proper time.”

SAFE STORAGE FOR GRAIN.

Grain spoiled by rats and expensive 
thrashing caused by farmers being forced 
to the immediate separation of grain and 
straw are annual complaints over a large 
part of the country. But there should be 
no need of these losses, contends a New 
England farmer in the Farm Journal, who 
says : An abundance of old tin can be 
got for the asking with whicli to cover 
the posts upon which grain stacks are 
built, or for lining bays where such grain 
is stored. Old fruit cans will rapidly cov­
er boards that are easily gnawed by mice. 
They are quickly unsoldered in a bon-fire 
and pounded flat with a mallet. Lath 
nails will hold them in place with the 
edges so near together that the smallest 
mouse cannot creep through. With the 
bay or stack bottoms so protected the 
owner can take hie time to thrash, or feed 
out his oats in the sheaf.

Grain stored in bays must be tightly 
covered with lumber at the top, but the 
open space next the floor need not be cov­
ered if tinned smoothly 3 feet up from 
the floor, 6 inches out from the sides, and 
a foot of tin is placed on boards projecting 
out over the floor at an angle of 45 de­
grees. A barn can be made entirely vermin 
proof by laying the sills in cement on the 
walls and filling every chink where it 
would be possible fur vermin to gain an 
entrance with this stonelike substance. 
Small barns may be quickly made proof 
against rats by building them on posts 
like a corn-crib, and tinning or panning 
the posts to forbid the climbing up of the 
little pests. Of course every other avenue 
of approach must be cut off. Flat stones 
may be used on the posts instead of pans.

The farmer quoted is convinced of the 
loss occasioned by rats and mice, even af­
ter the grain is thrashed. Many farmers 
owning farms of productiveness and size, 
have never owned rat-proof bins. This 
is all the more surprising when one knows 
how small a bin is required for 100 bush­
els of grain. Strongly made of coarse 
lumber with bottom and back tinned out­
side, a bin of 200 to 300 bushels capacity 
will be a lifelong satisfaction, and the ex­
pense more than repaid each year sn the 
saving of grain.

Whenever it is possible, bins should 
constructed so their contents may be 
drawn out instead of being laboriously 
lifted again. To accomplish this most 
satisfactorily the bottoms must slope to a 
center connected with a chute. Where 
grain is sold there should be an outdoor 
chute to pass the grain directly into the 
wagon. Each bin should be arranged to 
permit ventilation when necessary and 
should be fitted with: several moveable 
partitions to allow changing the grain if 
heating should begin when the bin is only 
partly filled.

POINTS OF A GOOD COW.

1. Long bodies, slim neck, fine horn, 
thin ears, full large eyes, long and small 
tail, and small and shapely head.

2. Long, large, irregular winding milk 
veins.

3. Well quartered udder of large size.
4. Large and well developed digestive 

apparatus. A good cow must be a good 
eater.

5. Fine, thin and flexible skin, and fine 
hair.

6. Legs of medium length and small 
bone.

Notwithstanding these points are quite 
generally conceded by the most intelligent 
dairymen to be important in making an 
estimate of a cow for dairy purposes, we 
never find any cow combining in ideal 
proportions all the points here enumerat­
ed. In attendance at country sales there 
are probably 90 per cent, of the purchasers 
who base their estimate of value on the 
size of the opening external termination 
of the milk veins. Desirable age, good 
veins at this point, constitute their bases 
for judgment. This is placing too high an 
estimate on a few characteristics. It would 
be as reasonable to classify a new plant on 
the character of its calyx, carolla and 
stamens. There are a great many flowers 
that resemble eacli other that are not the 
same species. There are very many cows 
quite similar to those few characters, but 
very different in their annual milk flow. 
It is wrong to decide also as men generally 
do the quality of cows—by the quality of 
milk she gives when fresh. The truth is, 
three-fourths of the farmers do not know 
the best cows in their own barns, notwith­
standing ■ they have milked them for a 
year. An illustration on this point : Once 
I said to my father “what will you take 
for the best cow in your barn?” “ Sixty 
dollars,” was the reply. “ All right, turn 
her out.” . He gave me what he sincerely 
believed to be his best cow. She had very 
large udder and milk veins and gave near­
ly sixty pounds when fresh, but she was 
not his best cow for a year by any means, 
for I afterwards purchased of him a forty- 
five pound cow that was a very persistent 
milker, with much smaller udder and 
milk veins. This cow gave 2,000 pounds 
more milk in the same time than the for­
mer one, and yet my father milked both 
cows for one or two years. It illustrates 
very forcibly the fact that farmers gener­
ally remember the most remarkable traits 
of their cows.— J. N. M. in Rural Life.

REBELLION IN BRAZIL

Rome, Sept. 11.—The Brazilian Minister 
to Italy has informed Premier Grolitti that 
the Brazilian squadron has revolted and 
that the government although strong 
enough to preserve public order, will not 
be able to prevent the bombardment of 
Rio de Janerio. The Italian cruiser Dog- 
ali, has been ordered to proceed to Rio de 
Janerio. The Brazilian government has 
stopped all general communication by 
wire with Europe and the United States.

Buenos Ayres, Sept. 11.— The revolut­
ion in Eucuman is spreading to the sub­
urbs. Fighting has begun in the streets 
of Eucuman. The rebels have seized the 
railway and dislodged the government.

London, Sept. 11.— The Brazilian legat- 
on has communicated to the press the 
following official telegram from Rio Jan­
erio, dated Sept. 9th, which says : The 
city is perfectly tranquil. The streets 
present their usual busy aspect. The the­
atres and other places of public resort are 
open. The government is strong and will 
suppress revolts. Congress has voted in 
favor of a state of siege which however, 
the government hopes will not be neces­
sary to establish. The iusurgentsattemp­
ted to land at various points, but every­
where they were energetically repulsed. 
They now appear disheartened.

FARMING IN SHEFFIELD.
Matters of Value to All Agriculturalists.

Since the founding of the province, 
Sheffield lias been famed as a farming cen­
tre. The vast meadows stretching away 
on either side of the river for miles, the 
many large and very fertile islands, the 
many inlets of the river, spreading into 
broad coves and extending far inland, say 
even to the inexperienced that Sheffield 
must be a rich and fertile locality, and 
that nature has lavished much of her 
richest treasures upon it. At the present 
time however, the fertility given to the 
soil by nature has been very much im­
paired by the heavy drafts made upon it 
year after year in the growing of hay and 
grain, and art has to be called on to sup­
ply the deficiency.

What is being done to aid nature? is a 
question that may properly be asked re­
specting any farming district of New 
Brunswick or any other part of the globe 
for that matter.

The answer to this question is perhaps 
the truest test that can be applied to 
farming.

In Sheffield the land is tile drained, it 
is well manured, large quantities of phos­
phate and other artificial manures being 
extensively used, and the land responds 
by crops of great luxuriance.

Take for instance the farm on the west­
ern border of French Lake, known as the 
Randall farm. The part we will now 
speak about particularly is the portion 
lying between the lake and the highway, 
of six acres more or less. It has a gentle 
slope towards the south-west, and the soil 
is a red sandy loam. Randall Bros, the 
trade name of the firm which works the 
place, have on this field four thousand trees 
of the best varieties of apples in full mat­
urity with three thousand, some of which 
are this year bearing their first fruit. 
From 250 to 300 barrels are shipped year­
ly at an average price of three dollars, or 
$750 for the crop. In a year or two when 
the young orchard bears, the combined 
yield will reach from $1200 to $1500.

On the field this season were growing 
32,700 tomato plants which gave an 
immense yield as they were well cared for 
at the rate of five cents to a plant which 
is a very small average. This crop alone 
will pay in full $1,635.

But another portion of this field has 
been planted to cucumbers 4000 hills be­
ing set. They bore well and the output 
was sold at fifty cents per barrel paying 
let us say about $100. The six acre field 
has thus brought in about $2500, and part 
of the field which is a little too wet has 
not as yet been worked.

W. M. Thurrot also works on a similar 
scale and his crop of corn, roots, cucumbers, 
and tomatoes, will be large and profitable.

Other farmers in that locality are fol­
lowing in the same lines and of that sec­
tion of the province at least it may be said 
that farming is keeping pace with the ad­
vancement in all other lines of life. There 
is no reason why it should not be the 
same in all parts of the province. Farm­
ers must give up the old system and move 
to a higher plane or they will eventually 
be driven to do so or like so many at the 
present time throw up the farm in disgust 
and go west.

FRUIT TREES ON POOR LAND.

The trouble with many modern fruit 
growers is that they only began to plant 
fruit trees after their soil had been ex­
hausted by selling from it crops of hay 
and grain until it was no longer product­
ive. Fruit needs mineral fertility. The 
young trees planted on the poorest soil 
will make some growth if given careful 
cultivation, but they do not come into 
bearing. The new wood they make is 
mainly carbon, gathered from the atmo­
sphere through the leaves. But fruit 
buds do not form, or if they do, and the 
tree blossoms, the fruit falls off almost as 
soon as it sets. It cannot prefect the seed 
without potash and phosphate . These 
must be applied in much larger doses than 
is required for grain crops ; for the wants 
of a tree that is bearing fruit are much 
greater than those of ordinary farm crops. 
One or two bushels of hardwood ashes for 
each tree in the orchard will probably be 
none too much. This fertilizer should be 
distribubed in the middle of the rows. If 
ashes are used plentifully they will make 
available reverted phosphate, that has 
become unusable by grain crops. If the 
soil be sandy or gravelly, ashes alone may 
not contain sufficient phosphate and half 
a bushel of phosphate,either bone or finely 
powdered rock, should be used. These 
are better than stable manure or green 
manure which tend to promote late growth 
that will not ripen up before winter. 
Build the orchard up on mineral manures 
and if the ground lacks vegetable matter 
a crop of peas will furnish it, and make a 
good crop to seed with clover. Both of 
these extract nitrogen from the air and 
build up fertility very rapidly.

REUNITED BY THE STORM.
A Long-absent Sailor Restored to his 

Family by Shipwreck.

Among the shipwrecked sailors who 
were rescued by life-saving parties along 
the Jersey coast in the storm of last week 
was one grizzled old salt, who was picked 
up near South Amboy in an exhausted 
condition, but still clinging to a broken 
spar. When able to speak he said his 
name was Jacob Wood, and that a quarter 
of a century ago he was well known in 
that section of the country. He had 
sailed away as captain of the bark Emma 
in the early part of 1871, leaving a family 
at Morristown, N. J. For twenty-two 
years he had been drifting about the 
world, and what had become of his family 
he did not know.

Capt. Wood had been injured by the 
floating wreckage, so he was cared for in 
a house in the neighborhood, while some 
of his rescuers carried the story told by 
the old man to their friends and neighbors. 
Among those who heard the story was 
Mrs. Frances Briggs, a resident of Brook­
lyn, who happened to bo visiting some 
friends near South Amboy. When Mrs. 
Briggs learned that the shipwrecked 
sailor’s name was Jacob Wood, she aston­
ished her friends by saying he must be 
lier grandfather, who was supposed to 
have been lost at sea over twenty years 
ago. Then she hurried to the house 
where the old man lay. Mrs. Briggs, who 
is a young woman, had never seen her 
grandfather, but after a few minutes talk 
with the injured sailor she became con­
vinced that he was really the Jacob Wood 
who had been missing for a score of years 
or more.

Capt. Wood set out on a voyage for the 
South Pacific in 1871, leaving behind him 
a wife and three children, two sons and a 
daughter. As months passed and nothing 
was heard from the absent vessel, Mrs. 
Wood finally concluded that her husband 
had been lost at sea. The times were 
hard, and, having relatives in Yonkers, 
the Wood family left Morristown and 
moved to the Hudson river town. One of 
the sons finally decided to become a sailor 
and embarked on a long voyage. The 
other found employment in New York, 
while the daughter married and became 
the mother of the present Mrs. Briggs.

Upon returning home, after several 
years of a seafaring life, Edgar F. Wood, 
the eldest son, found that during his ab­
sence his mother and sister had died. The 
young man settled down in Yonkers, 
where he finally became a member of the 
police force, which he still is.

Nothing having been heard from the 
missing father for twenty-two years, Mr. 
Wood was more than surprised, a few 
days ago, to receive a letter from his niece 
saying that Jacob Wood had been wrecked 
on the Jersey coast and was lying ill at 
South Amboy. This letter was followed 
by one from capt. Wood.

There was a warm meeting between 
father and son. The former soon cleared 
up the mystery of his long silence. Near 
the end of his voyage as captain of the 
bark Emma he had been wrecked among 
the Soutli Sea Islands. After months of 
drifting about from one place to another, 
he was finally able to send a letter to his 
wife in New Jersey. As the family had 
moved to Yonkers by that time, the letter 
miscarried, and capt. Wood, believing his 
wife and children dead, shipped from a 
foreign port for a long voyage. Again 
becoming captain of a vessel, he continued 
his seafaring career, until he was ship­
wrecked off the New Jersey coast and was 
so strangely found by his granddaughter.

Mr. Wood said : “ My father is now
seventy-two years old, and as soon as he 
is able to travel I shall take him to Brook­
lyn, and ultimately bring him to Yonkers. 
It seems queer that we supposed he had 
lost his life in a storm, and then, after all, 
it was a storm which was the means of 
giving him back to us.”

BLAKE IN CANADA.
Quebec, September 12.—Mr. Edward 

Blake was a passenger on board the “ Lake 
Huron,” which arrived in port at 4.30 this 
morning. Mr. Blake at seven o’clock was 
on board the steamer “ Carolina,” where 
a Star correspondent saw the Irish cham­
pion. In answer to the latter’s questions 
the ex-Liberal leader replied that he was 
going to Murray Bay to see his family, and 
would probably leave there on Sunhay en 
route to Toronto.

He will shortly afterwards go to Chicago, 
where he lias to be on September 30. Mr. 
Blake will return to England about the 
end of October, in time to take his seat for 
the autumn session, which opens at the 
beginning of November. Mr. Blake ap­
peared to be enjoying the best of health, 
and he remarked, in answer to a question 
put to him, that he was not surprised at 
the action of the House of Lords in throw­
ing out Home Rule, as it was rather ex­
pected. As to Mr. Gladstone’s future ac­
tion he could not say what his intentions 
are, and so could not give any opinion on 
that point.

GREEN GRAPE JELLY.
The common wild grape makes a de­

licious jelly. Whichever kind of grape is 
used, gather the fruit when about to turn. 
Half a bushel of grapes will make a large 
quantity of jelly. Free them from stems 
and leaves, and put over the fire in the 
preserving kettle, heat slowly, stirring 
often, and after they begin to boil, sim­
mer for half an hour. Strain through 
cheese-cloth placed over a sieve, measure 
the juice, and allow as many pints of 
sugar as there are pints of liquid. Put 
the juice in the preserving kettle, and 
boil rapidly twenty minutes, removing all 
scum as it rises ; add the sugar which has 
been made hot in the oven, and as soon 
as this is dissolved the jelly will he ready 
to pour into glasses.

Ripe grape jelly is made in the same 
manner.

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ALDERMANIC ELECTION.

The new scheme for the election of ald­
ermen has been carried at St. John by a 
very large majority, and in future most of 
tho councillors will be chosen not from 
and by a particular ward, but by the whole 
city. This will tend to bring forward a 
better set of men, men of more intelli­
gence, influence and ability, and the fu­
ture prosperity of the city will be assured 
by the change. There are some features 
of the scheme which may be condemned. 
These, however, are so few in comparison 
with the benefits to be derived, that they 
are not worthy of special consideration.

With respect to Fredericton the scheme 
is much in favor. Most of the citizens 
believe that a similar change would be to 
the benefit of all and that the taxes would 
be lessened in great measure and the 
finances would be conducted in a more 
economical way. We Ho not hereby re­
flect upon the action of the whole council 
of the city nor yet upon any particular 
alderman, but we believe that changes 
could be made in the personel of the 
board to the advantage of the council and 
the city. There would not be so much 
grasping for one .Ward to the detriment of 
others as there is at present but all would 
share alike. If an alderman depended 
upon the whole city for election, he would 
be careful to conserve the interests of the 
whole city and would not confine his 
favors to one particular part as is at 
present the case.

The asphalting here proves this. Let a 
citizen take a walk through the streets 
and note where the best sidewalks are 
made and he must come to the conclusion 
that ward business, equal in principle to 
that of the Tammany ring, is carried on 
here, but of course to a very limited 
extent.

The new scheme would do away with 
this favoritism in great measure and a 
majority of our citizens would favor its 
introduction.

FREE LUMBER.

The lumbermen of Maine and New 
Brunswick are looking forward with con­
fidence to a radical change in, if not the 
complete removal, of the import duties on 
lumber shipped to the United States from 
this country. They expect the change to 
come soon.

The late sale of crown lands here evi­
denced this. There was a large attend­
ance of Maine men here, and they took 
an active part in the proceedings, bidding 
high on any special piece of good land 
offered. They thought perhaps that the 
New Brunswick men would not care about 
burdening themselves with large tracts of 
land, and that they could bid it in at ea 
easy price.

Bangor, which is the centre of the lum­
bering influence in Maine, would welcome 
a free trade, especially in lumber. It 
might curtail business on the Penobscot 
for a year or two, but it would tend to re­
duce the large stumpage charged, so that 
the operator would eventually become the 
gainer. Just at present Maine lands are 
held at a very high stumpage, and unless 
that combine is broken by free trade or 
something of the same nature, the smaller 
operators must work at a loss or remain 
idle.

Maine men claim that with their su­
perior machinery and closer proximity to 
the great markets, that they would not 
feel the rivalry of the maritime provinces, 
but that they could carry on the work of 
sawing with advantage if the stumpage 
were reduced to a reasonable figure, as it 
would be if free trade was assured.

THES CERTIFICATES.

The Rustler disaster, at Miramichi, is 
only the direct result of carlessness, not 
only on the part of the offcials of the ves­
sel, but on the part of the dominion gov­
ernment. Perhaps the latter is the most 
culpable. From the evidence adduced at 
the inquest, it is plain that the vessel was 
not in a fit state to carry passengers. If 
she had been inspected, it must have bean 
most carelessly done, or she could not been 
in the condition described by her officeid.

At present, it is no great assurance of 
safety to see hanging up in the cabins or 
the engine room, a certificats from a do­
minion official to the effect that this 
vessel is thoroughly seawoithy and fitted 
to carry passengers. Our citizens will re­
member that the old ferry boats, veri 
table life traps of the past, carried these 
certificates in highly ornamental frames. 
They will also remember that the Belle Isle 
and Acadia carried them, yet at each 
throb of the eng:ne, the craft appeared to 
be dropping to pieces.

The officials may do their work, or per­
haps do just what is required by the law, 
but there is a defect somewhere, a certifi­
cate being perfectly worthless rs a guaran­
tee of the condition of the boat.

A few more such disasters and a change 
for the better will be made, but it would 
save lives if made at once.

POLITICS.

Political talk has quieted down for a 
time, each party watching the moves of 
the other. Many are of the opinion that 
Hon. George E. Foster will be the candi­
date for York on the Conservative side at 
the next election, while Dr. McLeod and 
J. S. Neill are also spoken of. Perhaps 
never in the political history of York has 
it been so difficult to forecast the future as 
at present. With all the manufacturers 
and many of the merchants in favor of the 
present condition of affairs on one hand, 
and the combined force of farmers looking 
towards tariff reform on the other, it is 
very difficult to tell which side will win. 
Many say that a large deputation of farm 
ers waited upon Mr. Foster when here, 
both Tory and Liberal, and that they 
were unanimously in favor of the present 
condition of things.

An analysis of this farmers’ deputation 
will show that the tory element was com­
posed of men who are conservative wheth­
er the country progresses or not. They 
are so politically bigoted that it is party 
before even common sense. The liberal 
element of that deputation came to see 
Mr. Foster out of curiosity, and because 
they were requested to come by letter to 
help swell the ranks. They did not take 
any interest in the matter, as there was 
no object in the meeting only that “ Mr. 
Foster should be received by a deputation 
of farmers.” The mass of farmers of both 
sides of politics in this province have 
found to their cost that the N. P. is not a 
benefit but a hindrance to them, and the 
coming contest will find the farmers ar­
rayed strongly against protection as it is 
at present.

OUR RESOURCES.

Those who take an interest in the pros­
perity of the province, as all residents 
should, must be pleased at the rapid 
growth of certain lines of agriculture and 
in mining as well.

Take for instance the development in 
dairy work. It is only a few years since 
cheese was first made by factory in this 
province and now the output is large. 
Not only is this so, but the quality is 
excellent and fully equal to that of the 
old dairy countries of the world. Our 
butter is making a mark for itself in the 
United States and in England, and with 
care in the manner of putting it up for 
export an unlimited quantity may be sold 
there. The same may be said of its ship­
ment to the United States. Good quality 
and neatness in packing are the requisites, 
with these there will be no difficulty in 
finding a market.

In respect to mining there is a rapid 
development. Not only are the coal 
mines being explored and opened up, but 
many other minerals such as gold, nickel, 
manganese, gypsum and copper are being 
mined, and it is only a question of a few 
years till mines will prove a source of 
large revenue. The Carroll mine at St. 
Stephen is shipping a fair quantity of 
nickel across the line, and it is proving of 
good quality and extremely valuable.

With a correct trade policy this prov­
ince would with its natural resources be a 
wealthy and prosperous country instaad 
of as at present being burthened with 
depression and more or less fear for the 
future.

It is now painfully evident that the 
much dreaded cholera bas got a foothold 
in England and unless the most stringent 
measures are taken it will reach this side 
of the Atlantic. If care is taken at our 
many ports there is nothing to be alarmed 
at this year, the only danger being a com­
plete sweep of America next spring and 
summer.

It must be gratifying to Lieut. Col. 
Maunsell and the officers of the school to 
have received the strong meed of praise 
that was given them by General Herbert, 
commander-in-chief. He said that they 
controlled the best drilled school in the 
donrnion.

KESWICK RIDGE.
Sept. 12.—The weather of late has been 

fine but cold. We have, however,escaped 
frost so far, but we learn that our friends 
in the valley have not been so fortunate. 
Tc day is very fine, and considerably 
warmer than the past w< ok.

The farmers are now very busy harvest­
ing. The crops are reported a good aver­
age. The wind and grasshoppers have 
done considerable d:1 mage to oats and 
buckwheat.

It is reported that the cheese fact jiy of 
this place is about to suspend operations 
for this see son. Much good work has 
been done by this factory considering the 
short time it has been running. Much 
credit is due to the company, and we hope 
that next summer will see a great increase 
in the number of patrons. A goodly num­
ber of cheese have already been told at 
the factory for a good round price. The 
cream wagon still makes its tri-weekly 
trips. This is another good institution, 
and we hope that better satisfaction will 
be given this year than last. It will be 
remembered that this factory is under the 
control of the dominion government, and 
we all know the fair promises that were 
made to the farmers of this section, and 
we all see how far short the government 
has come. It, however, has not come any 
farther short in this than in many other 
promises which it has made to the farm­
ers of New Brunswick. One thing we 
can say is that unless the farmers get bet­
ter returns this year, the factory will be a 
thing of the past in a very short time.

A very happy social event took place 
here on Wednesday last. It was the mar­
riage of Mies Ella Pickard, daughtor of 
Abram Pickard, to Joseph Albright, both 
of Keswick Ridge. A large company of 
invited guests assembled t > witness the 
ceremony, which took place in the open 
air immediately in front of the house. 
The bride was attended by Miss M. Co­
burn, and the groom was supported by W. 
H. Long. The bride received numerous, 
costly and ueeful presents. Something 
was seen there which seldoms happens at 
a wedding. It was this. The bride re­
ceived nearly- a whole sett of glassware, 
which was given by different individuals. 
All that was required to complete the sett 
was the water pitcher and goblets. The 
charivari was something grand. Words 
are :radequate to describe the costumes.

The St. Croix cotton mill started up 
again in full blast Monday morning, and, 
it is announced will not shut down again 
this season.

Mayor Peters has been served with a 
writ in a suit by Messrs. Connolly & Co. 
to recover the money they claim is due on 
the Carleton contract.

The steamship Lake Huron, with Hon. 
Edward Blake on board, passed Father 
Point Monday afternoon and reached Que­
bec early on Tuesday morning.

The school committee are making ar­
rangements for the meeting of the Char­
lotte county teachers’ institute in Milltown 
on the 5th and 6th of October.

A provincial election is due in Nova 
Scotia next spring, but the Herald, the 
leading opposition organ, is already cam­
paigning, as if the contest were close at 
hand.

The Northwest legislature, at Wednes­
day’s session, expelled David Campbell, 
one of the members. Campbell sat for 
Whitewood and is a defaulter, having fled 
the country.

Work in the C. P. R. shops at McAdam 
Junction is, at present, quite slack, and 
the railway shops are being run by a re­
duced number of hands. Two weeks ago 
forty men were discharged.

A house owned by Charles Wilson of 
Derby, and partially occupied by Tbos. 
Morris, was burned to the ground Sunday 
n:ght, together with the out buildings. 
Mr. Morris lost all his furniture:

A second daughter has been born to 
President and Mrs. Cleveland. The birth 
occurred at the White House and is the 
first instance of a child being born to a 
president within its historic walls.

Monday all but twenty-three of the 
sixty-seven mills in Fall River are running 
but on a reduced scale of wages varying 
from 9 to 14? per cent, less than last week. 
No resistance was shown to the cut-down.

The executive committee of the Irish 
National League of America has issued a 
manifesto to Irishmen and friends of Ire­
land denouncing the Home Rule Bill sub­
mitted to the commons as pratically 
worthless.

H. T. Stevens, of the Moncton Times, 
publishes an “Open Letter to Sir John 
Thompson,” asking him not to promot: 
Judge Landry, alleging that he was “ un­
fair, unjust, and tyrannical” against a per­
son lately tried at Dorchestor.

The libel framed against Professor Camp­
bell has been sustained by the Montreal 
presbytery. The motion declaring that 
the second count was proved was carried, 
27 to 2. The Professor will appeal to the 
Montreal and Ottawa synod.

Daniel Rpbertson, out of the house of 
correction, Sunday at New Bedford, where 
he served a sentence for wife beating, re­
turned home and beat his wife to death. 
He was arrested, but claimed he had not 
been near his house that day.

Humphrey and Co. the larga wholesale 
boot and shoe dealers of St. John, have 
assigned with liabilities of $95,000. Mont­
real and Quebec bouses are largely inter­
ested and the insolvent firm are offering 
40 cents on the dollar secured.

Rev. Mr. Thompson has declined the 
call of the Tracey Mills F. C. B. church to 
remain with them for another year, and 
has tendered his resignation, having ac­
cepted a call t > a church in Caribou, Me. 
The Tracey Mills people very much regret 
his decision.

The demonstration to Sir John Thomp 
son at Montreal Tuesday night was a reg­
ular fiasco. Although six bands had been 
engaged to draw the people from all parts 
of the city, only about two thousand at­
tended, and thr:;e were mostly boys at­
tracted by the music.

The Liberals had a monster political 
meeting at Shubenacadie, N. S. on Tues­
day. Many hundreds of farmers assem­
bled from outside districts and- listened 
with rapt attention to addresses by Hon.
L. H. Davies, M. P. Hon. A. G. Jones 
Premier Fielding and Hon. D. C. Fraser,
M. P.

The following comes from Rio Janeiro 
The attack of the rebel fleet on the forts 
began at 9 o’clock Thursday. The garrison 
of the largest and strongest fort Was de­
clared for the rebels. The bombardment 
of the town began at 11 o’clock. The town 
has a desolate appearance. The people 
who are compelled to remain are greatly 
excited. All business is at a standstill 
The aia is full of alarming l amors.

A young woman made a charge against 
the rev. Angus McKay, of Pictou anil West 
Branch, N. S., for an offence committed in 
P. E. Island. The Pictou correspondent 
of the Guardian says that the charge wrs 
investigated by the Kirk of Scotland eyn 
od with closed doois. The synod resolved 
“ that rev. Angus McKay was guilty of 
grave improprieties in his conduct towards 
the young woman,” and reprimanded Mr. 
McKay.

What promises to be a valuable quarry 
of black granite has been found in Bocabec 
not far from the public landing. In every 
other respect but color it beats a close re 
semblance to the red granite, and if it can 
be polished as easily there is no doubt that 
it will be of almost inestimable value. The 
St. George granite workers are interesting 
themselves in the stone, and seme of them 
have samples in their possession, which 
they are working on.

The completed returns of the receipts 
and expenditures of the dominion for the 
year ended with 30th June last show a re­
venue of $38,132,701 and an expenditure 
of $36,745,122. This is the expense on ac­
count of what is called the consolidated 
fund. But there was a further expendi­
ture on capital account, amounting to $3,- 
881,887. The public debt has grown to 
$300,009,439 gross, this being the first time 
that the round three hundred million 
mark has been reached.

The plan of turning the Penobscot logs 
into Moosehead and thence down the 
Kennebec having worked well, it is now 
proposed to pursue a similar plan with re­
gard to the St. John waters, so that the 
logs from that river may be turned into the 
Penobscot and floated down to Bangor, 
something which has never before been 
deemed possible, except by the process of 
rafting, which was not feasible. Surveyors 
have been over the ground, and leading 
Bangor men are concerned in the new en­
terprise.

The inquest on the body of Miss Morri­
son, killed in the accident to the steamer 
Rustler near Chatham on Tuesday last, 
was concluded on Saturday. The verdict 
was: “That May Agnes Morrison came to 
her death from a stick of timber running 
into the boat at Kerr’s mill wharf, caused 
by the negligence of Capt. John Russel in 
steering his boat out of her proper course 
on the 5th Sept, inst.” Mr. Thomson, Q. 
C. acting for the crown, advised the coron­
er to arrest Capt. John Russel; as the ver­
dict was in effect manslaughter. Capt 
Russell was taken hi charge.

Third District Meeting.—Quite a large 
number of clergy and lay delegates met at 
the Free Christian Baptist church, Marys­
ville,'off Friday afternoon at two o’clock, 
when-the meeting of the third district was 
convened.

Cattle Show.— The Prince William Ag­
ricultural Society district No. 38, will hold 
their annual cattle show on their grounds 
on Tuesday, October 10th next. It is ex­
pected that the exhibits will be numerous 
and unusually good.

Getting Round.—The immigrant boy who 
was living with John Love at Southampton 
and who was kicked by a horse in the fore­
head while attempting to bring the horse 
from a field, is recovering, though he was 
unconscious for hours. He is fourteen years 
of age.

Fourth District F. C. B.—The congrega­
tions of the F. C. Baptist churches of the 
fourth district -held their yearly meeting 
with the church at Fredericton Junction, 
beginning Saturday last. Rev. G. F. Currie 
preached the annual sermon on Sunday last 
from John 28.

Lost His Hand.— David Johnston, a son 
of ex-councillor Henry Johnston, of Wels- 
ford, a well known farmer, had his hand 
terribly crushed in a threshing machine at 
which he was working on Monday after­
noon. Dr, Christie, of St. John, was called 
who found it necessary to amputate the in­
jured member.

Gibson’s Drives.—After an unusually 
hard season, the Nashwaak drives have been 
got within reach of the mill so that there 
will be no further “ shutdown" this season. 
It is said that one gang will be run by night 
till late in the fall. There is a crew working 
on the big half mile jam below Stanley, and 
it is being worked out.

Suicide at Newcastle.—A Chatham man 
named Crosby, was confined in the jail at 
Newcastle. He created quite a sensation 
Friday when the jailer entered his cell. 
With a handkerchief and a pair of braces he 
had attempted suicide by hanging and but 
for the prompt work of the jailer, would 
have succeeded in his object.

Merited Praise.—The St. Croix Courier 
says : The playing of the Infantry school 
band, which accompanied the Fredericton 
excursionists on Monday, was very highly 
spoken of by those competent to judge, and 
was much appreciated by the large and de­
lighted audiences that collected in front of 
the Queen hotel during their open air 
concerts.

Bad Fall.—John Dennison fell frem the 
roof of his house at Penniac on Saturday 
last, and hurt himself severely. He was 
standing on a staging, repairing the build­
ing, when it broke and he fell about twfenty 
feet, alighting on a hogshead. His face was 
very badly cut, the nose being almost sever­
ed. Although quite old, he is doing as well 
as can be expected.

Watering Cart, Where Is It? —The 
first heavy shower of the summer, it will be 
remembered, broke down the city watering 
cart in front of the post office, and now it 
appears that it has passed into oblivion. It 
is not ! is the reply when any one enquires 
where it is. On Thursday and Friday the 
dust rose in clouds and the stores and 
residences got the full benefit.

Wood Locomotives.—Some of the loco­
motives of the C. E. R. have been fitted up 
for burning wood instead of coal, and are 
making their regular trips on the road. An 
enormous shed is to be erected just above 
the bridge at Marysville, where the short 
wood from the mills will be housed till dry 
enough for the train. There will be a con­
sequent large reduction in running expenses.

St. John Election.—The new scheme for 
the election of aldermen at St. John, was 
placed squarely before the electors of that 
city on Thursday, and the result of the bal­
lot shows that the people were almost un­
animous in its favor. The vote stood 2,158 
to 704, or over three to one. Carleton vote 
was strongly in favor of the scheme, being 
305 to 34. Queens ward gave a majority of 
10 to 1, while Dukes did about as well.

Hall-Slipp Case.— The jury in the Hall- 
Slipp case at Hampton, after three hours 
deliberation on Tuesday, found for the de­
fendant Slipp on all the points submitted to 
them. Slipp, it will be remembered, was 
carrying on business in Woodstock and in 
September, 1892, made an assignment. He 
was arrested for obtaining goods under false 
pretences but was acquitted at the trial in 
Charlotte county.

amb Trade. — Perhaps no heavier 
bio <Ç»as fallen on the farmers of York and 
Carleton county than the total supression of 
the trade in lambs. No buyers have as yet 
visited either county, and there are hun­
dreds of good lambs ready for market. The 
Americans say that they are not able to pay 
the price required for the animals and then 
to give one out of three to the custom au- 
thonties, the duties being about 35 per cent.

Mr. Perley 
will also make a trip to Ottawa and the fun 
is becoming fast and furious.

Theri­
ault sold rum to three of the boys, and to 
others also. Thomas Mockler and George 
Price did not drink. The consequence was 
that a row was started, as is usual at such 
places where liquor is sold without a license. 
Maurice Sirois, the most important witness 
at the examination, swore that he did not 
know who struck the first blow, although 
he was standing within two feet of Theriault 
and Harry Mockler when the fight com­
menced.”

Thomas Mockler, the boy who was mur­
dered, had no part in the fight at all. He 
was standing by the window talking to some 
women whilst the row was going on, and it 
seems he was standing by the same window 
when Theriault stole up behind and took 
his life.

Stir Line Sued.
There is fun brewing between G. H Need­

ham, commercial traveller, and the Star 
line steamboat company. It appears that 
Mr. Needham sent his trunks to the wharf 
on Tuesday evening labelled for St John. 
The trunks were taken charge of by the 
officials of the David Weston and placed on 
board. When Mr. Needham went to the 
boat on Wednesday morning to go to St. 
John, he was astonished to hear that the 
boat had gone to White’s Cove on a picnic 
excursion and his beloved trunks were with 
her. He returned to his hotel and was 
shortly after in consultation with a leading 
light of the legal profession and being ad­
vised that he had a good right of action 
against the company, he has instructed his 
lawyer to enter a suit at once.

Scott Act Spy.

UNEARTHED A BURIED CITY.

A City of the Stone Age Brought to 
Light with Its Painted Idols.

A buried city has just been discovered 
in Guatemala upon the estate of Don 
Manuel J. Alvarado, at the foot of Volcan 
de Agira, about a mile and a half to the 
eastward of the present village of San 
tiago de loe Caballeros.

On several occasions the proprietor had 
noticed articles having a strong resem­
blance to the domestic utensils of the 
North American Indians at the period of 
the discovery of the New World. He 
finally decided on an excavation and at a 
depth of from two to five metres unearthed 
a number of interesting articles, such as 
domestic utensils, faiencè vessels, engraved 
and brightly painted glasses, vases and 
kitchen pots, all in good preservation. 
Also onyx axes, hammers, swords, knives 
and lance heads ; in feet, the whole series 
of weapons in use in pre-Columbian times 
was fully represented. «

Along with these were a great number 
of painted clay idols, fine pearls, turquoises 
and other precious stones. Among the 
latter was one of a magnificent green 
color, called by the natives chaichivitl 
and worn only by princes. One of the 
glasses was ornamented with symbols and 
hieroglyphic inscriptions in brilliant 
colors.

The statutes, carved in black basalt, dis­
played great artistic skill, and are the 
more remarkable from the fact that their 
sculptors had only stone implements.

So far, at least, no trace of metal of any 
kind has been found in the excavagation, 
so it is probable that the buried city per­
tained to the stone age.

At a depth of only one and a half 
metres the workmen came on the walls of 
the houses of the buried city. At the 
level of the floor of these they discovered 
a confused mass of human skeletons — 
some in sitting postures, some lying on 
their backs, some on their faces ; some of 
the skeletons showing the inhabitants to 
have been giants. The positions of the 
skeletons, and in fact the whole condition 
of the ruins, point to the conclusion that 
the city was suddenly swallowed by an 
earthquake.

LOST HALF A HUNDRED FLEES

A naturalist, who is both an ardent 
student in his branch of science and 
absent-minded to a degree which keeps 
his family on the alert, recently celebrated 
his silver wedding, says the Buffalo Com­
mercial. Many guests were invited for 
the occasion, and the house was made 
ready for the reception of the company, 
Just as the first guest arrived one of the 
daughters was sent to summon the father, 
who had not come from his study. Care 
had been taken that he should be re­
minded to dress in time, so he was all 
ready, and at the summons of the daugh­
ter be came to the drawing room. When 
they reached the room the daughter 
noticed that he carried in his band a 
small wooden box, and as he shook hands 
with the nearest guest she saw him drop 
it. The cover rolled off, but she gave a 
sigh of relief when she saw that the box 
was apparently empty. The naturalist, 
however, uttered a cry of dismay, and in­
stantly went down on his hands ,.nd knees 
in an attempt to gather up something. 
“Have you spilled anything, father?” 
she asked. “ Spilled anything ! ” he 
echoed, in evident indignation at her calm 
tone. “ I have lost fifty fleas that I have 
just received from Egypt ! ” The effect of 
this intelligence on the family was nothing 
in comparison to the effect the catastrophe 
had upon the company before the evening 
was over ; and the only thing the natural­
ist said to his friends in answer to their 
congratulations upon his happy married 
life, so his daughters declared after all was 
over, was to ask that if they carried away 
any of his Egyptian fleas they would re­
turn the insects to him.

SWEDEN AGAINST RUSSIA.

London, Sept. 12.— A Vienna paper 
declares that Sweden is about to join the 
Triple Alliance.

It says that King Oscar has been in­
duced to associate himself with the 
Dyeibunders, Germany, Italy and Austria, 
owing to a conviction that the separatist 
movement, looking at the dismember­
ment of Norway and Sweden, is chiefly 
fostered by the Russian' government, 
through agents in Norway.

Pourparies between Berlin and Stock­
holm have been proceeding for somt time, 
and the recent visit of Prince Leopold of 
Prussia to Stockholm was connected with 
them.

The Allgemeine Zeitung suggests that 
Russia hopes that Norway, on obtaining 
her independence, will concede her a 
Norwegian port as a coaling station for 
Baltic fleet.

CHINA AND FRANCE.

It is significant that the news that China 
was preparing to resist French aggression 
in Siam should come through the Berlin 
foreign office. This would indicate that 
China had consulted with or at least laid 
her plans for approval before the German 
government. The announcement that the 
Chinese squadron of ironclads is ready to 
sail south to Siam at a moment’s notice, is 
regarded as a new and dangerous factor in 
the far eastern complications.

CHOLERA RAGING IN THE CRIMEA.

Letters from the Crimea say that cholera 
is committing terrible ravages. Hundreds 
in the province of Taurida are dying 
daily. The official figures gave thirty- 
eight deaths last week, whereas there 
were more than thirty deaths in two towns 
alone. The authorities have forbidden 
the tolling of bells in order not to cause a 
panic through the frequency of funerals.

There has been a severe outbreak of 
cholera in Leghorn, in a dirty quarter of 
the town named Venuzia. Two hundred 
and sixty-five cases and several deaths 
were reported yesterday. The record in 
other infected places for 24 hours is as 
follows : Naples, no new cases, five deaths 
Cassino, four new cases, one death ; Paler­
mo, three new cases, four deaths.

Cholera returns for Constantinople for 
the past 24 hours show fourteen new cases 
and five deaths.

SCHLEIFER’S MERRY FUNERAL.

He Made the Arrangements Hlmeelf- 
Rnmor of Two Widows.

The funeral of Henry Schleifer of New 
York, which occurred on Thursday, was 
an occasion of joy rather than of mourn 
ing for most of the people who attended. 
Schleifer was the owner of the tenement 
in which he died early on Tuesday morn­
ing.

On Monday afternoon when he felt that 
his end was near he began to make pre­
parations for his funeral. He was anxious 
that it should be conducted in accordance 
with his own ideas. He wanted it to be 
such as he himself would enjoy if it were 
possible to be present. Ten years ago 
Schleifer buried his first wife, and himself 
took charge of the arrangements. After 
the funeral was over, he is said to have 
remarked that it was the only funeral at 
which he ever had a “real good time.”

Before his death Schleifer gave orders 
that all the tenants of his house should be 
invited to attend his interment in Green­
wood. No expense was to be spared in 
ordering carriages. If any one else on the 
block cared to go Schleifer was willing 
that he should do so. Arrangements were 
also made for serving the funeral party 
with refreshments after the interment. 
The funeral took place on Thursday after­
noon. Eighteen carriages filled with men, 
women and children left the dead man’s 
house about 2 o’clock. Some had never 
even seen Schleifer, but they availed 
themselves of the general invitation. On 
the return from the cemetery a stop was 
made at the hotel of Otto Vetz, at Fifth 
avenue and Twenty-fourth street, South 
Brooklyn. Here the party ate, drank 
and were merry, at Schleifer’s ante-mor­
tem invitation. The bills were all paid 
by Schleifer’s executor.

Schleifer was eccentric in some ways, 
and no one seems to know much about 
his relatives. The neighbors say he died 
without making a will, and that two 
women, one living in Harlem, and one in 
Brooklyn, say they were married to him. 
Neither had lived with Schleifer for sev­
eral years.
