With tiie approach of winter the 
question of adequate transportation 
facilities becomes again a matter of 
paramount importance. The severity 
of the ast winter and th© difficulties 
raised in the way of transporting 
coal, grain and freight generally are 
still vividly in the public mind. In 
this connection the various heads of 
railways in the west claim that this 
winter they will be able to meet all 
demands upon them.

Sacking o local option upon this 
point, Mr. Richard Hardisty, of the 
Hardisty Brothers’ Forwarding Com­
pany, was interviewed by a Bulletin 
representative, as his dealings with 
both of tlie existing western railroads 
gives him a comprehensive view of the 
matter.

“There is no doubt,” he said, “that 
ransportation facilities are more ade­

quate this year than last, although 
the real test will come when the bus; 
winter season commences, as it does 
in a few weSks. Both roads hâve in 
creased their rolling stock, and w 
feel it here.

“There is not as much ’inward 
freight this season as there was dur 
ing the same period last year. . It is 
evident that the merchants, whi 
stocked up heavily earlier in thé year, 
in anticipation of exceptionally good 
-ales, have not disposed of their 
stock as readily as expected. This is 
particularly true of those handling 
business supplies, .x—----- -

“As a consequence there are mort 
empties in the east, and those that 
come are returned mor> quickly, 
easing transportation there. If there 
is any difficulty at all here at present 
it is an occasional wait for empties. 
These are not so plentiful here as in 
other years, simply because of the 
falling off in the inward freight.”

“Is there any apparent decrease 
this year in the incoming freight for 
the north?”

“The supplies for the north have 
not come in yet. They do not usual 
ly reach here before the middle of De­
cember, and then we get sixty cars 
or more of merchandise to forward by 
sleighs to the Landing. It is alto­
gether unlikely that they will vary 
much in quantity from other years. 
The North, you know, is more or less 
independent in its isolation, and fin­
ancial flurries in the outside world 
do iiot affect it.”

THE THREE PROVINCES
AGREE UPON A PLAN.

Manitoba, Alberta and Saskatchewan 
to Arrange For Standard School 
Books—Meeting in Winnipeg.

Winnipeg, Nov. 13.—A uniform set 
of text books for the public schools 
and high schools of the three Western 
provinces—Manitoba Saskatchewan 
and Alberta, is the proposal made by 
the representatives of these provinces 
who have been in conference here to- 
9av.

Yesterday a meeting was held to 
discuss the matter, those present be­
ing Premier for the pro
vince of Alberta ; Hon. James A. Cal- 
der, for the province of Saskatchewan ; 
and Hon. Colin Campbell for Mani­
toba. The most important step taken 
in the matter was to arrange for an 
annual meeting ’of the deputies of the 
three governments. These men will 
consider annually the matter of text 
books with a view to the attainment 
and the maintenance of uniformity. 
In the future, if the arrangement 
should be perfected, as now seems pro­
bable, no text book will be changed 
in any of the three provinces without 
reference of the matter to the repre­
sentatives of the other provinces.

Mr. Calder stated that there was no 
difference between the representatives 
of the provinces on the principle. It 
was agreed that there was no valid 
reason why there should be any dif­
ference in the list of text books used 
in the provinces concerned. The 
working: out of the details will re­
quire time, but in time the same 
bocks, with few variations, will be 
used in all the provinces.

During the last week two hundred 
men were laid off in the large indus­
trial establishment of the Thomas 
Davidson Manufacturing Company. 
The building season is drawing to a 
close and hundreds of men in the 
building trades are not employed. 
Last week 200 metal workers were 
uspended at the Grand Trunk shops 

at Point St. Charles. During the 
last month. the staff of men employed 
in the C.P.R. Angus shop .has been 
gradually reduced. .The manufacture 
of box care has been completely dis­
continued. Officials of the C.P.R. 
state that shortage of timber is the 
cause, but -the workers' claim that 
work is very slack.

As a result of the depression, men 
employed in the cigar industry are 
also complaining that they are not 
getting sufficient work ; to keep them 
going. Some cigar factories are 
running on throe-quarter time, while a 
few have bean closed down on an ex­
cuse of stocktaking.

Hundrds Want Work.
Toronto, Nov. 14.—The financial 

panic lias not seriously affected To­
ronto yet, but, like other industrial 
centres, the effect is marked. A num­
ber of the Chief industries have cur­
tailed the working staff, while build­
ing permits, one of the barometers of 
prosperity, were suddenly cut down 
by one-half inside of a month. The 
building permits for October, 1906, ap­
proximated $900,000, while for the 
same period this year, they were about 
$460,000. The Canadian Foundry 
Co. laid off 100 men, Canada ship­
yards, Abell's engine works, Kemps, 
Massey-Harris Co.," and the car shops 
at the Junction have all laid off a 
number of workmen,’ and consequent­
ly there is a large number of men out 
of wo:k. In Montreal. 250 were re­
duced at the Grand Trunk shops. 
Despite this, trade is reported as very 
good.

Detroit Men Look for Work.
London, Ont., Nov. 14.—Indications 

of a most serious invasion of Canada 
could be seen at the police station 
this morning, when five moulders 
from Detroit, who had been given a 
night’s lodging, told their story. They 
stated that the Jewell & Michigan 
Stove Works had laid off nearly half 
their men, arid that they were only 
the advance guard of a veritable army 
of unemployed who were going to in­
vade Canada in search of work. The 
men were quite respectable and in­
telligent, and though not penniless 
were walking to Galt, from where, if 
they failed to secure work, they would 
proceed to Toronto and continue then- 
tramp until they found something.

Chicago, Nov. 14.—Forty-nine rail­
way systems in thé west and middle 
west, many of them operating from 
Chicago, have made large reductions 
in the number of employees in the 
mechanical construction and main- 
tninance of way departments during 
the past few days.

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THE EAST END 
HEAR CANDIDATES

Boom of First Gun in Mayoralty 
Contest Heard in Nehers Hall 

—Enthusiastic Meeting

Saturday's Daily.
The first guns in the mayoralty cam­

paign were fired at the meeting held 
in Neher’s hall last evening under 
the auspices of the East End Rate­
payers' association. Both Mr. John A. 
McDougall and Aid. Picard, the can­
didates for the honor of the right to 
occupy the carven chair at the city 
hail as chief magistrate for 1908,were 
present and addressed the meeting 
They were given respectful hearings’. 
An attempt- on the part of a gentle- 
man in the audience to embarrass Aid. 
Picard by a multitude of questions 
was effectively squelched by the chair­
man, Mr. Travis Barker, president oi 
the association.

The meeting wras an enthusiastic 
one, and any expression of East End 
sentiment wa% roundly applauded. It 
was made known by no uncertain 
sound that the ratepayers of the East 
end of the city are convinced they 
have rights and intend to secure re­
cognition of them.

The chairman was the first speak­
er. Mr. Barker is an eloquent Eng­
lishman of more than average men­
tal calibre. In his address he was 
eminently fair in the consideration oi 
the various questions with which he 
dealt, but at the same time did not 
fail to impress the fact that he be­
lieved the East end had not received 
the attention it deserved at the hands 
of the city council and the civic ad­
ministration.

There were streets in the East end 
he said which were promised attention 
five and six years ago, but as yet 
nothing had been done. Some of those 
who that many years ago invested 
in the East end had subsequently 
transferred their interests to the West, 
and were not now so vitally interest­
ed in the East end.

He emphasized the essential fact 
that it was only by unanimity of ac­
tion that the rights of that section of 
the city could bo secured. The East 
End association had to fight against 
the administration. He was con­
vinced the commissioners were now 
giving the section of the city east of 
First Street more attention than form­
erly. It was not by a criticism of 
the administration that the East end's 
rights would be realized, but by im­
pressing the fact that the East end 
was entitled to more improvements 
than had been made. He appealed 
forcefully to the meeting to avoid 
sectionalism and jealousies. Ceasar, 
the greatest of all the Romans, was 
the victim of a jealous Brutus.

Dr. Lane’ Address.
Dr. Lane was the next speaker. H- 

was received with applause. He plead­
er! a slight indisposition. It was ob­
vious has was suffering from a heavy 
cold. He said he endorsed the chair­
man’s remarks in their entirety. When 
he came to the city he came with the 
intention of minding his own busi­
ness. But he had found that it was 
necessary to enter into the fight with 
other ratepayers to protect his and 
their rights. He declared he was a 
hearty advocate of municipal owner­
ship. This city could administer its 
public utilities, as well as capitalists. 
It was to the interests of Edmonton 
to exclude the telephone monopoly 
such as the Bell, which was the great­
est monopoly in Eastern Canada.

The city’s electric lighting -plant 
was being run at a profit. The tele­
phone system was not as yet admin­
istered to permit of a surplus being 
declared, but he believed it would be. 
The provincial government was mak­
ing every effort to bring this about by 
establishing long distance lines 
throughout the province.

He deplored the system in the citv 
which disfranchised all residents but 
property holders. This was manifestly 
unfair. Every householder should 
have a vote. The man who lived in 
a shack was as much entitled to a 
vote as the man who owned the prop­
erty on which the shack was built.

He went into a comparison of the 
improvements made in the West and 
East ends of the city. In the West 
end there were boulevards. Very fine 
they were, too. But what were the 
conditions in the East end? Nothing 
has been done. The taxpayers in the 
East end were compelled to wallow 
through the mud. Not until two weeks 
ago was any effort made to improve 
the Flats. What he considered fair 
was that a portion of the taxes he 
paid should, be expended in improv­
ing the district in the vicinity in 
which he lived.. He was not opposed 
to the expendtnre of money in the 
West end. Decidedly not. He was 
prepared to take the West ender by 
the hand and use him fair and square. 
There should be no division in 'he 
city. There should be unity. In un­
ity there was strength.

Dealing with the city drninag- he 
referred to the Rat creek sev;r which 
he declared would ha q* to b ; rebuilt. 
He criticized the expendi'ine oi !2'.- 
000 [>' f vfv.r for trie » I. i.'i.stratioii of 
the city’s affairs. Ho considered the 
sum excessive for a city of abou* 
15,000.

Prominent Ruthenian Addresses 
Meeting.

Paul Rudyk was the next speaker. 
Mr. Rudyk is a prominent Ruthenian, 
the large majority of whom are resi­
dents and ratepayers in the East end. 
He said that i.Vview of the fact that 
there were so few of his countrymen 
present at the meeting he would re­
serve what he had to say until a meet­
ing was held by them at a later date. 
Mr. Rudyk was well received.

Secretary Galbraith’s Remarks.
Mr. J. Galbraith, secretary of the 

association, wa.4 called upon, and his 
remarks, dealing with the financial 
administration of the city, were time­
ly. He also referred to Edmonton’s 
advanced method of taxation. There 
was, he said, in Edmonton, a sys­
tem of land taxation which was per­
haps not equalled in America. The

operation of the propaganda of Henry ! 
George in this city was being obsdrv- * 
ed with interest by the east. The 
end attained by the single ttax system 
was that land alone was subject to 
taxation. Improvements were ex­
empted.

He advised the amendment of the 
city charter dealing with- local im­
provements. He would have the two- 
thirds clause in the charter governing 
petitions for sidewalks changed to a 
bare majority of the ratepayers. He 
considered the charter should also be 
amended in the substitution of “must" 
f°r. “may” in the clause : “The com­
missioners may accede to the peti­
tion.” He severely criticized the 
method of bookkeeping in vogue at 
the city Ugll. Even after a careful ex­
amination of the financial statement 
of the city he could not characterize 
it in any other way than “a laaryinth 
of financial conglomeration.” It was 
infinitely easier to understand the fi- 
ancial statement of the provincial gov­
ernment than to make head of tail out 
of the city’s statement.

He drew^ attention to the fact that 
in the city’s financial statement many 
items of “sundries” were prominent. 
He considered it a mistake to use the 
entry “sundries.” Every cent should 
be accounted for.

Dealing with the commission gys 
tern of government he advised con­
sideration of these officials, the sys­
tem still being in an experimental 
stage. He believed the system a 
good one, because of the independ­
ence in which these civic adminis­
trative experts were clothed. This 
was desirable, unless it were carried 
to an extreme.

Germarf Herold Editor .Speaks. ,
Mr. Gustavus KGermanÎF editor of 

the Alberta Herold, explained that the 
purpose of his appearance was to ad­
dress the German voters. A meeting 
of the German ratepayers had been 
called for Nov. 18, and at this meet­
ing he would address his country­
men, all of whom he declared were in 
sympathy with- the association’s ob­
jects.

This year, he said, the East end had 
received a fair share of improvements. 
This was due to the fact that the 
East end had made itself felt at tho 
last municipal election, at which this 
part of the city had secured the elec­
tion of three out of the five candi­
dates endorsed. Still the East end 
was by no means without grievances. 
Last summer the slaughter house own- 
ed and operated by Williamson Bros., 
in the Rat creek district,'was not only 
i menace to the health of the com- 
muni«y, but was a nuisance, and 
diould not be allowed to remain in its 
present location.

There was also the question of the 
paving of Jasper avenue. This pav­
ing contract called for the extension 
it the pavement to Kinistino avenue, 
but instead of paving that portion of 
the city where was the greatest traffic 
the council had decided to pave from 
First ot Ninth streets first, and thus 
meet the wishes of the West end. The 
reason for this was in order to provide 
he West end with a speedway for fast 

horses and automobiles. This remark 
was greeted with laughter.

The speaker also condemned the 
attempt made by the council to force 
he erection of the incinerator plant 

in the heart of the .city.
The Mayoralty Candidates.

In introducing the mayoralty candi­
dates to the meeting the chairman 
stated the city was honored in the 
fact that two such admittedly suc­
cessful business men were so gener­
ous airto offer to- give their time in 
the service of the city. He then cal­
led upoon Mr. John A. McDougall.

Mr. McDougall was given a rousing 
reception. He was cheered. He said 
he was glad to be present at the meet­
ing not because it gave him an op­
portunity to ask the suffrages of the 
voters for that was not his purpose. 
He said he did not seek nomination 
for the mayoralty. He had no politi­
cal aspirations. But since he had 
consented to offer himself for the posi­
tion at the solicitation of a large body 
of ratepayers he intended to fight it 
out to a finish.

He said he heartily endorsed the ob­
jects of the East end organization. He 
deplored the necessity for such an or­
ganization. There should be no East 
or West end. But the necessity of 
such an organization was due to the 
fact that men went into office without 
any idea of the affairs, and as a result 
it was possible a section of the city 
was neglected.

He rfcgretted he was in the contest 
against Aid. Picard, who was a per­
sonal friend of twenty years’ standing, 
and for whom he had nothing but 
good words to say.

His first duty, he declared, if he 
were elected, would be to find out the 
city's standing financially. He would 
not be content to sit down and see 
things run. He would undertake to 
go into the city’s financial affairs and 
see just where the money was spent. 
Without being egotistical he consid­
ered he was fitted for the position by 
his training. He said there would be 
no clique within or without the 
council which would dictate to him. 
He was independent of any clique, a 
statement which was applaüded by the 
meeting.

Continuing, he said he had lived in 
"Edmonton 31 years, and, although he 
had lately travelled far and wide 
there was no place like Edmonton 
to him.

Referring to the financial string­
ency he said it was unfortunate there 
should be a monetary stringency at 
present, but he gave it as his opin­
ion it wai merely temporary, and 
.would be of only months’, not years', 
duration.

He held decided views on the mat­
ter of the council originating all the 
larger work and instructing the com­
missioners to carry it out. In closing 
h# said if he were elected he would 
give his closest attention to the city 
affairs. In consenting to stand for 
election he did so from a sense of 
duty. He did not desire it to be said 
of him that he was tqo selfish to 
serve the city in which he had been 
successful in business.

In retiring from the platform he 
was again heartily applauded and 
cheered.

Endorses Roosevelt’s Railroad Policy

Prescott, Arizona, Nov. 5.—Robert 
Mathews, president of the R.I. sys­
tem, last night declared that he em­
phatically indorsed President Roose­
velt’s policy for the government regu­
lation of railroads. “I believe,” he 
said, “that a uniform system or regu­
lation of railroads would be advan­
tageous to both roads and people.

Sir Richard Solomon will present the 
diamond to the King as symbolic of the 
undivided loyalty of his Colony and ol 
tiie gratitude felt for the grant of self- 
government.

1 he delay which has occurred in the 
matter of presenting the diamond to the 
King has been occasioned by the desire 
cf the Transvaal Government and Sir 
Richard Solomon to allow a period to 
elapse during which the loyal policy ol 
the Botha administration might be vin­
dicated by it «administrative deeds. They 
have been desirous of having a bit of 
history under the new administration 
behind them before approaching His 
Majesty with this symbol and demon­
station of loyalty and gratitude for the 
grant of self- government.

The city was not 
ready for them.

The paving contract was started at 
First street and then the financial 
stringency made itself felt, and the 
work had to be stopped. Otherwise 
it would have been extended to Kin­
istino avenue.

He made a point which was well re­
ceived when he said that in the event 
of a petition for a sidewalk being 
presented it would have to be financ­
ed, and whether it was Mr. McDougall 
or himself the same people would 
pay for it. It wouldn’t be Mr. Mc­
Dougall.

The interests of the city were the 
same to every person. He claimed he 
was one of the strongest and most 
consistent advocates of municipal 
ownership. When a company, of which 
Mr. McDougall was a member, appli­
ed for a -franchise to supply the city 
with water he had opposed it, and a 
municipal enterprise had been the 
outcome.

He enlarged on the municipal own­
ership idea, declaring that if the en­
terprises would pay capitalists they 
would pay the city.

The city had reduced the price of 
electric light rates this year and would 
reduce the water rates if possible 
later.

He said he was in sympathy with 
the East end movement. In fact he 
was an East-ender himself by reason 
of owning property Vuvte.

Before concludinig he quoted figures 
to show that last year $14,896 had 
been expended west of First street, 
while $13,646.79 had been expended 
in improvements east of First street, 
a division of expenditure which he 
considered fair and equable.

He sdid if he were honored with 
election to the mayoralty his effort 
would be to work in the interests oi 
the whole city.

At this juncture a gentleman in the 
audience asked permission to put 
some questions to the speaker.

Before the questions were asked the 
•chairman called upon the meeting by 
a show of both hands to declare its 
endorsation of the objects of the East 
end movement, and to pledge hearty 
and at the same time legitimate sup­
port to the aldertnanic candidates 
which the executive intended offering 
for endorsation.

The Question.
The gentleman in the audience then 

asked this question of Aid. Picard:
“Did you at any time say that the 
East end was getting as many im­
provements as it was entitled to?”

“I might have,” replied Aid. Picard.
“What will you do for us if you are 

elected?”
“I will do everything within my 

power in the interests of the whole 
city.”

Here the chairman interposed with 
the remark that it could be fairly as­
sumed that both Aid. .Picard and Mr.
McDougall were in sympathy with the 
East end movement, and lie refused to 
permit any further cross-examination 
of Aid.

For a moment it looked as though 
the meeting might break up in con­
fusion, but it didn't, and the crowd 
dispersed in an orderly manner on 
motion of Mr. McDougall, seconded by 
Aid.

THE MOROCCO AFFAIR.

France Tells About it in a Yellow 
Book Devoid of Sensation.

Paris, Nov. 8—The most important 
disclosure in Ahe yellow book issued 
by the French government on the 
Morocco affair, fs the fact that France 
and Spain abandon the idea of intro­
ducing provisionally Spanish and 
French military police at the Moroc­
can ports, considering it preferable to 
direct their efforts to aid the sultan, 
Abdul Asiz, to restore his authority.

The book concludes :—
“France always had the support of 

Great Britain and Russia, the sym­
pathy of the United States, ItalyOmd 
Austria and the collaboration of Spain. 
Germany appeared at first to pursue 
i peculiar pojicy, but the exchanges 
if views which took place terminated 
•satisfactorily, resulting in a return to 
he principles of the Algecricas con­
vention. Germany recognized the le­
gitimacy and disinterestedness of the 
iction of France in acquiescing in the 
Snal French measures for the suppres­
sion of contraband.”

MANUFACTURER GUILTY.

Jury Holds Him Responsible for 
. Death of Employee.

Montreal, *)ov. 9.—Chas. Davidson, 
of the tin-plate manufacturing firm of 
Thos, Davidson & Sons, one of the 
largest tin plate manufacturing firms 
in Canada, was arrested this morning 
charged with manslaughter in .connec­
tion with the death of Henri Rous­
seau, who was killed by being caught 
in a fly wheel on the premises, of the 
company. Davidson was held crimin­
ally responsible for Rousseau’s death 
by the coroner’s jury on the ground 
that the wheel was not protected as 
is required bv law. He was released 
an personal bail of $1,000 and two 
sureties of $500 each.

RECALL THEIR TROUNCING.

Russians Itching to Get at Japs and 
Want War Between United States 
ahd Japan.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 8.—The talk 
fcf the possibility of war between the 
United States and Japan, which has 
been taken seriously in Russia, is 
bringing many volunteers to the em­
bassy who say they are anxious to 
serve in the United States armj’ in 
ease of hostilities'. A report has been 
in circulation in military circles here 
that the American army in the Phil- 
lipines needs instructors, especially 
for the artillery and the engineering 
corps. Five or six Russian officers 
in these branches of the' service ap­
ply daily at the embassy for commis­
sions and are disappointed by the as­
surances that thee is no likelihood 
of. war.

Wireless Stations in Alaska.
Washington, Nov. 8.—The new wireless 

telegraph stations at Fairbanks and Cir- 
le City, Alaska, are ready for operation. 

The stations are 140 miles apart and are 
designed to have a radius of 250 miles 
Within the year the signal corps expect 
to have* in operation wireless connec­
tions from Behring Strait to Puget 
Sound. This is intended to supplant the 
Y aidez Sitka cable and land telegraph 
lines, which is in a severe season difficult 
to keep in order.

Hamilton Doctors .ucrease Rates.
Hamilton, Ont., Nov. 8—Following 

the example of the Toronto doctors, 
Hamilton medical men have decided 
:o increase their rates, and hereafter 
will grade them according to the in­
come of patients. The charge per call 
o houses where the income is not 
nore than $1,000 a year will be $1.50. 
From $1,000 to $2,000 the charge will 
be $2. From $2,000 to $4,000, $2.50. 
Where the income exceeds $4,000 the 
doctor will make whatever charge he 
sees fit. Charges for examinations 
will he graded according to ability qf 
aatients to pay, and for office advice 
the minimum charge will be fifty 
cents. The same charge will be made 
for advice given over the telephone.

English Millionaire To Adopt Boy.
New York, Nov. 9.—William Freder­

ick Lawrence, a wealthy Englishman 
who for twenty years was a member of 
parliament from Liverpool, wapts to 
adopt as his son and heir, Franklin 
Lawrence, the twelve year old son of G. 
Franklin Lawrence New York woolen 
importer. Whether they will allow their 
listaant relative to take him is the pro­
blem that is giving Mr, and Mrs. Law­
rence as hard a struggle as any parents 
ever had to face. If the solution of the 
problem was left to the boy the answer 
would be in the affirmative without hesi­
tation. Three generations of American 
ancestry however, have made good Am­
erican citizens out of G. Franklin Law­
rence and he hesitates over allowing his 
son to become an English subject and 
grow up with English ideals, even to 
gain great wealth.

CONTRACTS FOR 852 MILES LET.
Ottawa, Nov. 11.—The annual re­

port of the Minister of Railwaj’s for 
the nine months’ fiscal period, end­
ing March 31 last, was issued on Sat­
urday. Canada, has expended on 
railways so far $329,260,947. Over 
thirteen millions of this amount was 
spent prior to confederation.

There was charged to capital ac­
count $162,050,056, which includes 
over $5,000,000 paid as railway subsi­
dies charged to the consolidation fund 
The total revenue since confederation 
received on government railways wm 
$118,819,346. For nine months’ fisca, 
period the gross earnings oi govern­
ment roads were $6,609,186.

Tlie Intercolonial railway earned 
$6,248,311, the Windsor branch $45,- 
440 and the Princs Edward Island 
branch $215,434. Gross working ex 
penses were $6,323,895, leaving a net 
surplus of $ 189,440. Expenditure or. 
the Intercolonial was $6,030,171, leav 
ing a surplus of $218,139. There was 
a profit of $30,000 on the Windsoi 
road and a deficit of $67,713 on Prince 
Edward Island. Passenger earnings 
were $1,952,433, freight earnings $4- 
032,745, while mail and express con­
tributed $230,039 and $28,087 was re­
ceived from miscellaneous sources.

The number of passengers carried 
was 2,044,847, and freight traffic ag­
gregated 2,606,073 tons. The nationa 
transcontinental railway expanded 
during the fiscal period $5,537,867 
Previous expenditures amounted t< 
$2,609,627, making total expenditure 
of $8,147,497. Contracts for construc­
tion have been award-ad for 852 miles.

Counterfeit Ten Dollar Note.
Washington, Nov. 9—Chief Wilkie, 

of the secret service, reports the dis­
covery of a new ten dollar counterfeit 
National bank note. The counterfeit 
is the Wells, Fargo Nevada National 
hank, of San Francisco, and is a poor 
photographic reproduction, printed on 
Imavy bond paper with no silk fibre. 
The treasury numbers have been trac­
ed with red -ink. The back of the 
note is better than the face, being a 
air imitation of the* genuine, except 

in the coloring around the character 
number.

Lord Curzon to Re-enter Public Life.

Hull, England, Nov. 9.—Lord Curzon of 
Kedleston is about to re-enter public 
life. He has consented to contest a seat 
in the House of Commons for West Hull 
made vacant by the elevation of Chas. 
Henry Wellesley Wilson to the peerage 
on the death of his father;

Grain Has Preference.
Winnipeg, Nov. 8.—William Whyte,, 

second vice-president of the C.P.R., 
stated today that his company had 
taken off [some seventeen- working 
trains from construction and started 
them to haul grain and that he was 
quite satisfied that from how on to 
the close of navigation shippers could 
obtain cars as" they required them, 
and ' all grain would haw prompt 
despatch to the head of the lakes. He 
read a statement of grain shipments 
to the hoard of tiade delegation and 
showed that since the first of the 
month more cars have been loaded 
and shipped than was the case in the 
corresponding week of last year.

Wreck Near Buffalo.

Buffalo, N.Y., Nov. 8.—The fast 
eastbound passenger train on the Lac­
kawanna, which left here at 11.30 
o’clock last night, plowed into a 
freight wreck near Fargo early this 
morning. The pasenger engine, bag­
gage and mail cars were wrecked. En­
gineer W. F. Hammond, of Elmira, 
was buried under the engine and kill­
ed. Fireman H. J. Tompkins was 
badly injured. Several train hands 
were slightly hurt. None of the pas­
sengers were seriously injured, the 
railroad officials say.

C.N.R. Telegraphers Get Increase.
Winnipeg, Nov. 9.—Last week the 

telegraphers of the C.N.R. submitte- 
a schedule to the management, ask 
ing for an increase.

It is stated that 
the dead man had no relatives in thi 
district.

Finlay having been appointed residu­
ary legatee in connection with the 
estate of his recently deceased broth­
er. The summons to cross the ocean 
came at a most inopportune time fur 
the minister of agriculture, as he had 
planned to devote the summer to fol­
lowing up-the investigations of the 
beef commission, hut_jlie matter was 
one which could not he held in abev- 
an ce.

The trip across was a most pleasant 
one and arriving at his old home in 
Lisburn, Mr. Finlay was greatly 
struck with the improved condition of 
iffairs Since he left there for Canada 
in December, 1874. The change was 
ipparent both in regard to the' city 
md tu its people. Brighter days seem- 

to have dawned for the "working 
fiasses,' They are living better and 
wear clothing of a better class. Where 
formerly the girls went barefooted to 
work in the factories, all are now 
teatly shod and apparelled- and the 
wages seem very fair in comparison 
with the cost of living.

A Great Dairying Country. 
Ireland hgs become a great dairying 

country since Mr. Finlay left and is 
low the keenest butter competitor 
vhich the Danish article has in the 
British market. Competent instruet- 
>rs are constantly going around 
amongst the farmers, giving them the 
renefit of their experience. "The crops, 
consisting of oats, barley, potatoes, 
urnips and mangold wurtzels, are of 

course almost entirely raised for feed. 
This year they appear to be a trifle 
tight anad late, but all have been 
îarvested in good lundition.

The cattle which Mr, Finlay saw 
were of high grade and in good condi- 
ion, and he was g.-catly struck with 
lie quality of the horses raised,which 
vere principally of the riding and 
iunting classes.

He attended the great Dublin cx- 
libition and felt proud indeed to ob- 
lerve the superiority of the Canadian 
xhibit over all others. Butter was 
he principal article shown. In the 
vening.s when tiie big rush of sight­
seers thronged the buildings, every- 
me seemed to be inquiring the way 
o the Canadian section and many ex- 
)cessions of opinion were heard to the 
ffect that Canada was the place for 

.he farmer.
This feeling was also very evident

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OVERHAUL THE DRAFT 
AGREEMENT.

A few days ago the Bulletin pub­
lished the draft of a proposed agree­
ment between the city and the Ameri­
can Canadian Oil Co., relating to a 
natural gas franchise. Very clearly 
the draft was prepared by the com­
pany. It may be assumed, therefore, 
that it contains practically all that 
the company wants and practically 
nothing that the company is prepared 
to concede. Offered as the basis for 
negotiation it is reasonable to suppose 
that the only concern of the party 
offering it was to make their interests 
plain, leaving it to the city authori­
ties to look after the interests of the 
city. It is up to the city solicitor, 
the commissioners and the city coun­
cil now to see that clauses are in­
serted fully defining and safeguarding 
the interests of the city, as a prelim­
inary to discussing the granting of 
the franchise. Otherwise the letter of 
the agreement may very well be ob­
scured or neglected in the considera­
tions of the general question,: and 
the letter of the agreement is an all- 
important matter.

Among the clauses of the draft 
there does not appear to be any un­
dertaking on the part of the company 
to supply gas nor to prove their abil­
ity to do so. This is surely an omis­
sion which should be remedied. The 
only purpose of the city in granting a 
franchise would be to secure a gas 
supply and an agreement conferring a 
franchise should contain a stipulation 
that the company must prove its abil­
ity to supply gas before securing the 
franchise, and must supply the gas 
after securing it. Ability to deliver 
the goods and an undertaking to do 
so, should be conditions precedent to 
the awarding of the contract. The 
city should insist that any company 
given the privilege of laying gas 
mains must produce evidence that 
they have gas to deliver through the 
mains and must undertake to deliver' 
it.

Nor does there appear to be any 
provision in the event of the com­
pany finding themselves unable to de­
liver gas. Assuming the company to 
act in the best of faith and in their 
own best interests, that they install 
mains throughout the city, and pro­
vide all the gas the* can secure, the 
city under the draft has no recourse 
if this supply should not prove suffi­
cient, or if it should run out. Under 
these circumstances, we w.ould surely 
be in an unfortunate position. With 
our streets underlaid by mains we 
would have no gas—or an insufficient 
supply. This would mean that an­
other franchise must be given or that 
the city would have to go into the 
business itself. In either event it 
would mean more tunnelling and 
trenching on the streets with the in­
evitable aftermath of injury to pave 
ments and the addition of a perpe­
tual burden of fixed- charges on un­
necessary mains and equipment. In 
the interests alike of the company and 
the city a clause should be inserted 
enabling the city to take over the 
mains within the city at a fair valua­
tion if and when the company should 
find themselves unable to meet the 
demand ior gas.

There is no time limit to the franch­
ise proposed in the draft. It would 
run forever. If At any future time 
the city should find itself able to pro­
cure a gas supply on better terms the 
present franchise would stand in the 
way- It would permit the company 
to cover the city with mains and force 
the city to pay their price if a change 
were desired. This is hardly in ac­
cord with the experience of munici 
palities in relation to such corpora­
tions elsewhere, and is altogether out 
of accord with the conditions on which 
franchises are granted to-day. To 
provide for the future it should be 
made possible, for the city to take over 
the company's equipment at a fair 
price at regularly recurring periods of 
say five or ten years, or as an alter­
native that the franchise be limited 
to a certain period, subject to re­
newal.

It is by no means clear that the 
franchise asked for would not be ex­
clusive. If so, then in the event of 
the company being either unable or 
unwilling to supply gas, the muddle 
would be perpetual. If it were a mat­
ter of absolute certainty that the 
city’s interests could be protected, an 
exclusive franchise would possess cer­
tain advantages to the city over a 
non-exclusive franchise. But this has 
never yet been demonstrated to be a 
matter of unquestionable certainty 
and the only safeguard of the city is 
to make any franchise granted expli 
eitly and unquestionably non-exclu-

very emphatically that no franchise man with a knowledge of farming, or.
granted under it is exclusive.

The draft provides no maximum 
rate for the supply of gas to consum­
ers other than the city. This of course 
is an omission to which the city will 
not consent for a moment. That it 
is omitted from the draft is probably 
due to the confidence of the company 
that the city would not overlook a de­
tail of such a signal consequence and to 
thair expectation that the settlement 
of the detail will involve some nego­
tiation.

Altogether the draft would be bet­
tered by a thorough overhauling such 
as it will do.ubtless receive. The over­
hauling would be better done as a 
preliminary to the main question of 
whether or not a franchise will be 
granted. The ground would thus be 
cleared, and the general conditions 
on which the city would consider the 
granting of a franchise definitely laid 
down.

CANADA’S EMIGRATION
PROBLEMS.

The visitors to the Canadian Emi­
gration offices at Charing Cross- are 
drawn from all classes oi society so 
far-flung are the nets with which Mr. 
Bruce Walker and his assistants, veri­
table fishers of men, secure the popu­
lation which Canada requires for the 
continuous development of- her vast 
natural resources. In fact, Mr. 
Bruee Walker’s visiting-list must be 
.about the most inclusive document of 
the kind in existence. First comes a 
working-man from Northern England, 
a hard-fisted, hard-headed toiler who 
asks few questions, and those straight 
to the point. Next comes a ne’er-do- 
well, one of the class whom Ian Mac- 
laren’s village worthy defined as 
•fecless and fushionless,” and one 
may guess that the Commissioner 
does not waste much of his time on a 
person in whom, to quote a Sheffield 
saying, the observer discerns “more 
clout than pudding.” Then a Fench 
Archbishop, with his secretary, ar­
rives, and learns to his relief that 
Canada is really a sound proposition, 
and that the peasants from his dio­
cese, who are flocing to the country 
that was once “New France,” will 
find here a good field for the invest­
ment of their power of working—Mon 
Dieu, how they work in the French 
countryside !—and of the jingling con­
tents of their stocking-banks. Finally, 
the inevitable journalist enters, and is 
received as by a worker of thé craft, 
Mr. Bruce Walker having been for 
many years a newspaper man him­
self. To this last visitor he explains 
certain changes that are to come in 
the immigration policy of the great 
Dominion. To continue the meta­
phor in the first instance, the mesh of 
the departmental nets is to be widen­
ed in future so that “suckers” will 
fall out of tlielm into the ooze whence 
they came. Canada wants no more 
social derelicts.

“The swelling tide of Canadian im­
migration coiripels us to raise the bar­
riers and to exact a higher degree of 
fitness both physically and morally. 
Yesterday in the field of emigration 
we were, beggars, to-day we are 
choosers. -Every year we are making 
a more vigorous discrimination be­
tween what we get and what wè need. 
This year of grace, 1907, will close 
with a flood time to Canada of nearly 
,100,000 immigrants from all sources. 
This is a mighty army of men and 
women; mighty to receive and to ab- 
orb in our national life, and it is 

wonderful how well we do it. Not­
withstanding diverse interests, ideals, 
find capabilities, we succeed to a 
gratifying degree, for, after all, the 
residue of dissatisfied, unsuccessful 
and undesirable immigrants is not 
more than 2 per cent., and many of 
different places, from all accounts.

“The emigration work of charitable 
societies, and, indeed, assisted emi­
gration of every kind, gives us pause 
and food for concern. Charitable and 
philanthropic organizations confine 
their operations for the most part to 
the large centres of population and 
to tile very camping ground of the 
undesirable and the unsuitable. Their 
work requires constant, watchful care, 
so that we may differentiate between 
the casually unemployed and the un­
employable, for the boundary line is 
often very difficult of perception. In­
deed, a great proportion of the ranks 
of the unemployed are recruited from 
the unemployable. What we want, 
and what we need above all, is the 
man and woman who work and who 
work hard, who work because it is 
natural and likable in itself, and work 
hard because the desire to labor is 
prompted by a laudable ambition. 
We want the man with a proud spirit 
who aims at success—the lineal des­
cendants of those forefathers of ours 
who had the strength and grit to 
carve out of the forest primaeval 
homes for themselves and their loved 
ones. Such great courage and forti­
tude and the privations that -were in­
separable from the pioneer days are 
not required now in anything like the 
same degree.

Let there be no mistake about 
this : brain, brawn, and British de­
termination have ample scope and 
measureless opportunity for success 
The Overseas Empire shall never be 
built up by the grouser and the growl­
er. Canada is raising today a grow 
ing nation of vigorous and virile 
wokers—men and women thrifty, 
sober, industrious, proud of their 
country and its possibilities, impati­
ent of the condescending airs of the 
immigrant critic; yes, perhaps a wee 
bit touchy of outside criticism, but 
all the same a race of self-reliant, 
hardy, hard-working people, accom­
plishing their task cheerfully and 
steadily, and making provision not 
only for those around them, but for 
the days more or less distant when 
they shall sit down by the west win­
dow of life and watch their sun set.

“Speaking of London Alone, I am 
not one of those who'favor the belief 
that emigration to Canada will solve 
London’s unemployed problem. It is

at least, with agricultural instincts 
who has known what it is to work, 
and who has recognized that there is 
no royal road to success except 
though the channel of vigorous and 
persistent application. These are the 
men that- Canada needs most and 
those to whom our eyes are most con­
stantly turned.

“Mr. Charles Booth has pointed out 
that men of country birth have drift­
ed to the cities, and from amongst 
the struggling masses we get a fair 
proportion of suitable immigrants for 
our vast farm lands, but we have no 
use for the “ne’er-de-weel,” the 
soaker, or the trifler. We want the 
men who know that life is real and 
earnest, who desire greater elbow- 
room for their efforts, and a surer re­
ward for their perseverance. We are 
getting every year a larger proportion 
of these hustlers. Our hopes for the 
future are for a still larger propor­
tion. The day when the trifler, the 
time-server, and the unstable man 
looked to Canada as a haven of rest 
has long ago been recognized as a de­
lusion. There is no room for - those 
who would not do well yi their native 
country. The chances are' they will 
do no better yonder in Canada. But 
the man who is looking for his op­
portunity, and able and willing to 
grasp it firmly when it comes, and to 
pay the price in the shape of constant 
application, cannot fail in Canada, 
nor indeed can he fail anywhere. The 
emigration agencies who have sent 
undesirables to Canada know to their 
cost that it does not pay them. The 
increasingly rigorous selection hits 
them pretty hard. In order to exact 
greater care on the part of the steam­
ship agents, it is interesting to know 
that they are required to convey re­
cost. Many people in England will 
jected immigrants back at their own 
be surprised to learn that Canada has 
deported, for one cause or another, in 
the last three years, one in every 496 
English immigrants, one in every 955 
Irish, and one in every 1,666 Scottish 
immigrants'. These figures seem at 
first sight uncomplimentary to the 
English immigrant ; but it is only fair 
to remember that neither in Scotland 
nor in Ireland do there exist emigra­
tion agencies of a philanthropic 
kind.”

Mr. Bruce Walker had much more 
to say that was interesting. One 
point should be borne in .mind by 
those who act on the belief that as­
sisted emigration is the key to the 
solution of the unemployed problem 
in England. A tour through the 
smaller Ontario towns1 has revealed a 
somewhat serious evil which had been 
altogether overlooked, the evidence of 
its existence being naturally conceal­
ed in the multitudinous life of the 
great Canadian cities, such as Mont­
real, Toronto, and Winnipeg. It was 
discovered that many assisted emi­
grants, escaped from the pauperising 
influences of English charity only to 
become—at any rate, for a time—de­
pendent on the charity of Canadians. 
English charity had paid the cost of 
trauaporting them to a point in Can­
ada where, thanks to the admirable 
machinery of the emigration depart­
ment, steady employment and a living 
wage could be secured by the head of 
each family. But English charity 
had not provided them with the means 
of obtaining house-room and the few 
necessary sticks of furniture, etc.— 
not easily obtained by people without 
credit and without friends to whom 
they might refer hesitating trades­
people. In such cases the Canadian 
church organizations had extended a 
helping hand, but the emigration 
officials very rightly think that their 
arrival in the Dominion should be the 
end of almsgiving, and the various 
agencies in the mother country which 
assist emigration must in future pro­
vide the means for tiding over the 
first two or three weeks. Guardians 
and the members of unemployed 
boards must consider this1 question 
seriously.

THE PARTY BEFORE THE 
COUNTRY.

Opposition jounals are bitterly as­
sailing hte Government for having 
rushed precipitately into the commer­
cial treaty with Japan, the implica­
tion being that with more time for 
consideration and discussion, the Op­
position would have killed the 
treaty. It may be well to con­
sult the opinion of Hon. Geo. E. Fos­
ter on the matter. Speaking in the 
House of Commons in the session of 
1906 he arraigned the Government in 
the following strain :

"A person who was not acquaint­
ed with the history of this matter 
might very well have supposed from 
the speech and from the remarks 
that were made that this was a 
brand new treaty made with the 
young and rising Empire of Japan 
and for which the government might 
very well take to themselves special 
credit. Well, when one looks into 
it, it all simmers down to this, that 
it is but the late confession of 
blunder, it is but the tardy attempt 
to retrieve a mistake, to say the 
least, of it, made many years ago. 
The ' fact of the matter is that in 
1894 a treaty was made with Japan 
by the British government. . .
This government at that time, I Sup­
pose, carefully looked into the mat­
ter and they came to the conclusion 
that they would not be included in 
the treaty, and consequently would 
not share in its benefits. . . .
And from 1896-7 up to the present 
time Great Britain and Germany 
and France and the United States of 
America have all had the benefit 
that flowed from the treaty or sim­
ilar treaties, whilst Canada has been 
absolutely debarred from any of 
those benefits. Some two yekrs ago 
I think it was, we on this aide of

the Hou»e drew attention to the fact 
that there was still a possibility that 
Canada might be included within 
the provisions of that treaty. Then, 
and then only, this government 
woke up, then and then only it 
stirred around, and after the lapse 
of two years they come to us with 
what is called a treaty with Japan. 
Well, sir, if there is one reason now 
why this treaty should be hailed and 
acclaimed with delight and with 
applause, as I believe it should be, 
there were ten reasons ten years ago 
why it should have been adopted 
and its povisions taken advantage of 
by this country, simply because ten 
years of benefit over and above what 
this country can now obtain would 
have been obtained by intercourse 
with that country at a period of 
time when probably its demand up­
on such products as Canada could 
have afforded would have been even 
greater than they will be in the 
years to come.”
Mr. Foster twelve months ago was 

thus regretting that thé treaty had 
not been in operation for the past ten 
years. This of course is far from say­
ing that Mr. Foster expresses himself 
in a similar view to-day. The anti- 
Japanese agitation in British Colum­
bia has developed in the intervening 
months, and the opinions oi Mr. Fos­
ter are liable to variation under 
such circumstances. His revised 
views he gave to the people of Toron­
to recently in this form :

“Did Great Britain shove Canada 
into the Japanese treaty? No ! Who, 
and who alone,’ could put Canada 
under that treaty? Not the policy 
of the British government. Nobody 
could put Canada under that treaty 
but Canada herself. Who brought 
Canada into that treaty? Was it 
‘blundering British diplomacy’? Not 
at all. It was Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
that brought Canada under that 
treaty. Now, when the country is 
aroused and great international in­
terest» are mixed up. Sir Wilfrid 
pays for that cardinal fault of his 
of rushing into a thing without pro­
per consideration.”
Thus the Mr. Foster who twelve 

months ago lamented the slowness of 
the government now joins in con­
demning the government for "rushing 
into” the treaty “without proper con­
sideration.” The leopard may not be 
able to change his spots, but the 
views of Mr- Foster are subject to no 
such fixity.

The facts of the case are of course 
that Mr. Foster like his leader and 
their journalistic friends are veering 
to the changing : breezes in hope of; 
bettering their pelitjcal headway.. 
Twelve months ago when Canada was 
anxious to develop trade with Japan, 
the Opposition v<*ry properly joined 
the Government in endorsing and 
adopting the treaty. Now that Can­
ada is anxious to prevent one of the 
provinces being swamped with Japan­
ese emigrants the Opposition turns 
on the government, blames them with 
rushing’' into the treaty and blames 

the treaty for permitting the influx of 
Japanese. The attitude of the gov­
ernment twelve months ago was pre­
cisely what it is to-day—that the adop­
tion of the treaty does not annul or 
affect the convention by which Japan 
previously agreed to limit the number 
of emigrants coming to Canada, and 
the Japanese government is bound to 
respect and fulfill the obligations of 
this convention. If the Opposition to­
day were governed by any sincere 
desire to restrict the influx of Japan­
ese they would join hands with the 
government in a unanimous demand 
from the Canadian people that the 
Tokio government live up' to their 
convention obligations. That they not 
only do not do so, but assail the gov­
ernment when they attempt to do so, 
convicts the Opposition not only of in 
sincerity but absolute disregard 
for national interests when the 
interests of the party are different.

turn it at an early date. ,By this 
means the supply of money can be 
kept constantly busy in the task of 
moving the crop, and if so used there 
is no reason to doubt that the supply 
available is ample to meet the pur­
pose.

In this matter the banks are not al­
together free-will agents. They have 
a duty to the public to perform, and 
in the interests of both themselves 
and the public should recognize the 
duty and govern themselves accord­
ingly. Canadian banks are not private 
enterprises. They have been invested 
with a valuable franchise; are given 
a monopoly of immense value, and 
safeguarded by^fiie laws of the land. 
For these njgsons the public has a 
right to-d8mand that the funds of the 
banky’shall be first available for the 
legitimate business needs of the coun­
try, and that the speculative ambi­
tions of certain individuals shall not 
be permitted to deflect the funds from 
this first and primary duty to the 
multitude of individuals who com­
prise the public. The contention of 
the bankers is that they are recogniz­
ing this duty in preserving the funds 
from the speculator that they may be 
the more readily available to the 
trader. In this they are to be com­
mended ; the regret is that they have 
not always done likewise.

RIVALRY BETTER THAN 
SECTIONALISM.

The Calgary Herald announces with 
assurance that Edmonton wants to 
annex Strathcona. This sounds au­
thoritative, but it is not true, and 
never has been approximately true. 
It is true that there are and have 
been citizens of both cities who fa­
vored union for the sake of the civic 
economy it might effect, and who 
have at times endeavored to institute 
movements along this line. But the 
proposal never emerged from the 
realm of dreams. It never won the 
support of a majority of the citizens 
of either city, nor of a sufficiently 
large number to develop it into a 
practicable and tangible project, nor 
is it likely to do so for many, many 
years at least. Both cities are quite 
contented with the progress they 
have made in the pursuit of their 
separate courses, and both realize that 
union would not be an unmixed good. 
Nature has separated them, and they 
are not disposed to quarrel with fate. 
They might become one in name, but 
cannot for a long time at least become 
one in spirit and interest. And with­
out such unity a nominal union would 
be a questionable benefit. Whatever 
were gained in economy of manage­
ment might easily be lost in diversity 
of purpose and interest. Inter-civic 
rivalry is better for both than inter­
necine feud—always provided the riv­
alry is not perverted into antagon­
ism. Legitimate rivalry begets enter­
prise, while sectionalism could only 
invite calamity. And at present we 
could not have union without section­
alism.

1. There is no weed known which 
cannot be eradicated by constant at­
tention, if only the nature of its 
growth be understood.

2. Never allow weeds to ripen seed.
3. Cultivate frequently particularly 

early in the season, so as to destroy 
seedlings while small and easily 
killed.

4. Many weed seeds can be induced 
to germinate in autumn by cultivat­
ing stubbles immediately after har­
vest. Many of the seedlings would 
be killed in winter or could be easily 
disposed of ,by ploughing or cultiva­
tion in spring.

5. All weeds bearing mature seeds 
should be burnt, and under no cir­
cumstances should they be ploughed 
under. •

6. All weeds can be destroyed by the 
use of the ordinary implements of the 
farm, the .plough, the cultivator, the 
spud and the hoe.

7. Be constantly on the alert to pre­
vent new weeds becoming established 
on farms. Notwithstanding all ef­
forts to the contrary, weeds will cer­
tainly be introduced from time to 
time even on the farms of the most 
careful.

This book should prove both a 
stimulus and a guide in what should 
be the unceasing war of the Canadian 
farmer against the weeds. Copies may 
be had free by addressing the Depart­
ment of Agriculture ait Ottawa, and 
thousands of progressive farmers will 
doubtless avail themselves of the op­
portunity to secure a reliable treat­
ise on this subject of primary im­
portance. No more useful volume 
could be added to the libraries of ru­
ral schools.

THE BANKS AND THE CROP 
MOVEMENT.

The placid confidence oi Canadians 
in the superiority of our banking sys­
tem was rudely shocked a few days 
ago by the report that the banks were 
shutting down on the grain men and 
refusing to advance the money neces­
sary to handle the western crop. This 
was immediately denied or qualified 
by the explanation that it was not the 
grain-dealers but the grain-speculators 
whom the banks were refusing to as­
sist, that the buyer who bought grain 
and shipped it was accommodated 
with all the financial assistance ne­
cessary, but that the banks were not 
advancing money to enable specula­
tors to hold grain for long periods in 
the hope of making larger profits.

It is to be hoped the explanation is 
correct, and that both halves of it are 
correct. That a grain blockade occa­
sioned by a lack of funds would be 
a calamity scarcely needs to be stat­
ed; and one of the best possible ways 
of inviting that calamity would be to 
permit the money available for the 
grain trade to be tied up by the spe­
culators. If the money at the dis­
posal of the banks is limited, this is 
all the more reason why it should be 
advanced only to those who will re-

“FARM WEEDS.”
The Federal Department of Agricul­

ture has issued a special bulletin on 
Farm Weeds, which should be of great 
interest and usefulness to agricultur­
ists throughout the Dominion. The 
bulletin is a very attractive volume 
of about a hundred pages. The weeds 
most prevalent and troublesome are 
splendidly illustrated, the appearance 
and habits of each minutely describ­
ed, and the .best method of eradicating 
it explained.

One good purpose which the book 
will aid to serve is suggested by a 
paragraph in the introduction from 
the pen of Mr. James Fletcher, Do­
minion entomologist, under whose 
direction the work was prepared. Mr. 
Fletcher says : “In the fight against 
“noxious weeds tflfc first thing of im­
portance is to know a weed when 
“seen and to call it by its true name, 
“not necessarily its botanical name, 
“but the name by which it is gen­
erally known .And. written about in 
“agricultural publications. Local 
“names unfortunately are often 
“wrong. There are, for instance, at 
“least half a dozen plants of quite 
“different habits, which are locally 
“known under the names ’Russian 
“Thistle;* ‘Ragwort,” is a name ap­
plied to several plants ; ’Black Mus- 
“tard ’ again is used for two or three 
“troublesome plants of the mustard 
“family, whereas the true black mus- 
“tard is, seldom seen in Canada, and 
“has nowhere appeared as a pest.” 
For this reason a remedy may- often 
be ■neglected simply because tlie name 
of the plant for which it is suggested 
is not the name by which it is locally 
known in certain sections. That a 
general effort may be made, the ene­
mies must be known ,by the same 
names, throughout the country gener­
ally.

It necessary also to be able to 
distinguish betweeii the pests, for 
Waving different habits, the remedies 
most effective are not the same. On 
this Mr. Fletcher says : “Although 
"there are several hundreds of differ- 
“ent kinds of plants growing wild in 
“almost every locality, and many of 
“these may sometimes appear among 
“cultivated crops, there are only a

Winnieg, Nov. 13.—Winnipeg ex­

perienced today another runaway 
markfet for which there was no ac­
counting. Cables were higher, but 
otherwise conditions were unchanged.

HE WAS MISQUOTED.

Hon. Mr. Weir Makes Clearer His Re­
marks About Church-Members and 
Voting.

Quebec, Nov. 13.—Hon. W. A. Weir 
claims that he was misquoted in the 
papers in the report of his speech at 
the Wesleyan College last night, in 
which it was stated that he accused 
church members of selling their votes.

“I made it clear/’ said Mr. Weir, 
“that instead of members of annual 
church synods and conferences passing 
resolutions holding the Government re­
sponsible for any rampant electoral cor­
ruption, it would be more practical for 
the ministers composing these bodies to 
impress the duty of national and per­
sonal electoral integrity on their con­
gregations. This had not been done 
largely in my experience. To root out 
the evil of corruption we must start at 
the foundation. It was shirking the 
question to blame the government in 
stead of the electors. I did not hold 
the ministers or church responsible for 
wrong-doers, but alleged that the 
method of attacking the evil through 
the resolutions of annual ministerial 
gatherings directed against the Gov­
ernment, was not salutary—and was 
even to a large extent unfair."

Railway Commission Aims at Total Abol­
ition of Level Railway Crossings. 

Toronto, Nov. 13-—A general plan for 
the total abolition of the dangerous 
level railway crossing in Canada is under 
consideration by the Bailway Commis­
sion.

The engineers of the Commission are 
at present collecting information and 
data towards this end and preparing 
plans and estimates to aid the Com­
mission in grappling with this problem, 

one of the largest and most serious, 
with which the Commission has to 
deal,” the chairman, Mr. Justice Kil- 
lam, said, in an interview here.

“The Commission,” said he, “is pro­
foundly impressed with the necessity of 
dealing with the evils of the level cross­
ings by some general plan which shall 
have in view their ultimate abolition.

Heretofore we have been called upon, 
from time to time, to supply adequate 
protetion in various individual cases, 
it is our purpose to devise some practi­
cable plan of dealing with the problem 
gem lally. With this end i« vj*w the 
engineers of the Commission are now 
at work preparing plans and estimates.”

How is it proposed to supply the 
protection?” he was asked.

“By bridges and subways, wherever 
the traffic demands them and the sur­
roundings in any way lend themeslves 
to their creation. It is planned, of 
course, to start with the crossings which 
are most in need of protection and ex­
tend to all others with the greatest 
rapidity possible.”

More Empty Houses this Year Than 
i^Last—Conflicting Opinions of 

Real Estate Agents.

From Thursday’s Bulletin.
Is Edmonton entering upon an era cf 

lower rents? Real estate agents refuse 
to admit it, but the fact that some of 
them decline even to discuss the situa­
tion is in itself significant, and there 
are other indication- that a fall in rents 
in the city may hr oked for. Some of 
the agents who have houses to rent, 
scoff at the suggestion that rents will 
drop, and they fortify themeslves in 
this position by the argument that with 
the introduction of winter and severe 
weather, the scurry of the tenters from 
their canvas homes to warmer abodes 
will fill up all the empty houses in the 
city at present, and thus allow the own­
ers of houses to maintain the rents at 
hight figures.

That there is more unlet property on 
the market at present than there was 
at this season last year is, as a mattei 
of fact, admitted by the real estate 
agents themselves and though they pro 
fess to regard the slump as merely a 
passing phase which will have no effect 
upon rents, there is in the circumstance: 
reason to anticipate that before the 
winter is far advanced the difficult; 
which has obtained too long in Toronte 
in regard to renting houses at a reason 
able figure will leave been materially les 
sened, and that, too, despite assurance: 
on the part of some property owner: 
that they will allow their houses te 
stand empty rather than reduce the 
rent.

There are not many empty houses ir 
the west end of- the city, bnt in th( 
east end one real estate agent declare: 
he alone has 68 unoccupied houses or 
his hands. At this time last year there 
were not more than 10 or 12 erupt,’ 
houses in the whole city. The agent re 
ferred to stated to a Bulletin reporter 
to-day that he rented a house yesterda; 
for $16 for which the former tenant paie 
$25 per month. He added that rent: 
were down and would fall further. Thi: 
was particularly true of the east enc 
where the class of houses now rentinf 
at $40 and $50 would find themselve: 
without tenants.

Some Refuse to Speak.
“I decline to say anything„,about it,’ 

was the answer given by several othe’ 
real estate agents to inquiries made b; 
The Bulletin. Others when approachec 
admitted, as has already been indicated 
that there were more houses to let thaï 
last year, but differed in their reasons for 
increase.

Thus one stated that houses were stil 
as scarce in the west end as ever, am 
would remain so, but that a god man; 
were to let in the east end of the city 
His view was that the excessive cost o: 
living wütfe causing people to economiz' 
where It covild he done, and this lei 
to their renting smaller houses, sharin’ 
a house with another family or takin 
rooms in a boarding house. There wa 
always a slump before the winter set ’n 
he said, and he saw no reason to anti 
cipate that there would" be a fall it 
vents in the immediate future.

Many More Are Boarding.
Another real estate agent pointed out 

that a large number of new houses ha< 
been built in the city during the pas 
year, and suggested that the demand fo 
them might account for the unusua 
number of houses to rent. People hai 
come to appreciate, he said, that it wai 
to their advantage to have houses o' 
their own, and the result was that man; 
were purchasing instead of renting. Ot 
the other hand, it was also the case tha' 
boarding was on the increase, and thai 
would have the effect of swelling thi 
number of houses to let. As to whethei 
a fall in rents might be looked for hi 
preferred to express no opinion.

The general tightness of money wa: 
advanced as an explanation by a thirc 
agent. There had been too much build 
ing, he declared, and being unable 4c 
obtain loans owing to the present strin 
gency in the money market builder! 
were in some cases finding it expedienl 
to let their houses for the winter rathei 
than keep them standing empty waiting 
on purchasers. It was also the fact, hi 
said, that some people were purchasing 
houses and then letting them, instead oi 
going into residence themselves.

Another agent, who holds honses in the 
west end, declared emphatically there 
would bp no further reduction in rents 
He admitted there were more vacant 
houses at present than at this time last 
year, but many of these were being heir 
for sale, the owners preferring to have 
them empty than to run the risk of hav 
ing them defaced by careless tenante.

He also used the argument as to thf 
tenters rushing into houses when thi 
weather became colder, and gave th< 
opinion that there was not much likeli­
hood of more people boarding than an 
doing so at present.

But no matter what the opinions and 
arguments of the real estate men may 
be, the general public is anxiously await 
ing a reduction in the excessive rents be 
ing charged at present.

Are in Need of Reform, Says Bishop 
Dumoulin, of Niagara.

Toronto, Nov, 13.—At one of /the 
most impressive choral services ever 
held in St. Jam-ee’ Cathedral here, 
Bishop Dumoulin, of Niagara, recent­
ly made some plain speaking regard­
ing the manner in which the choral 
portion of the Anglican service is 
sometimes- rendered.

Taking his text from 1 Corinthians, 
XIV., 26, “Let all things be done un­
to edifying,’’ the Bishop, in the course 
of his sermon, said it was useless to 
expect the rendition of the choral 
service in the ordinary parish and 
mission churches' that they -had- in 
their cathedrals. He had endured 
with the greatest pain anthems in 
country parish churches and had had 
to ask his clergy to order a service of 
the plainest and. simplest chants in 
which the whole congregation with 
united voice might join, and having 
made that requëst -lie has been relievd 
of many pains and sorrows. The 
offertory portion had degenerated un­
til the members of the congregation 
looked upon it as a kind of intrusion 
which enabled them to relax their 
devotions and to whisper to one an­
other and relieved them of their 
solemnity for a few moments. The 
choir would rise and some man or 
woman turning round in a theatrical 
attitude, would begin a wearisome 
and interminable solo, during which 
he had suffered untold agony, while 
the congregation sat in a dreary, list­
less way with the sidesmen and war­
dens waiting patiently at the door and 
the clergyman at tlie altar until it 
should please the individual to bring 
his solo to an -end. That was a great 
and wide abuse of the church design. 
What- they wanted throughout the 
length and breadth of the Dominion 
was the great voice of the congrega­
tions in unison, singing t-h-e- grand old 
hymns and simple chants- of the 
church as they had joined in singing 
them that night.

Between 700 and 800 choristers, re­
presenting no fewer than 24 of the 
Anglican choirs of the city, took part 
in the service last night. Over a 
score of clergy attended the service, 
including Archbishop Sweatman, 
Bishops Reeve and Dumoulin, Arch­
deacon Sweeney and Canons Cayley, 
Welch, Macnab, Inglis, Farneombe 
and Tremayne.

Board of Trade will not AdviseJFarm- 
ers to Market Grain—Import­

ant Meeting of Board

(From Tuesday’s Bulletin.) 
There was a fair attendance of

membres1 at the monthly meeting of 
the Edmonton Board of Trade yester­
day tffternoon. The chair was occu­
pied by the president, W. W. Short.

A communication, enclosing a re­
solution passed by the Toronto Board 
of Trade-, with reference to the- Huron 
& Ontario Ship Railway Canal, was 
read,'- It caller! for an investigation 
as to the relative merits of several 
canals. Several members pointed 
out that it was contrary to the in- 
t rests of the west to encourage 
either of these projects, and a re­
solution that no action be taken was 
unanimously passed.

. Early Marketing of Grain.
A letter was read from the Winni­

peg Beard of Trade urging that poorer 
clashes of grain be marketed as early 
as possible, owing (1) to the high 
pricey now prevailing, and (2) to the 
necpfMty of money to liquidate the 
money now outstanding due.

To 'fncourage inis shipment the 
rates' are being continued at the 
Jowrr scale till December 1st.

AMerman Daly advised that the 
suggestion made be carefully weighed 
before' action be taken by the far- 
mere.

Tbs1 President thought it was a 
dangerous matter to give gratuitous 
advic*- to many people who knew 
more, .about the subject. It was 
agree#! that the circular be» published, 
but. no further action be taken.

It reads as follows-.
Following is a copy of a resolution 

passgdT at a general meeting of this 
hoard held October 25th, 1907.

1. ’’While it is contrary to the us­
age- of the Winnipeg Board of Trade 
to offer advice as to the disposition of 
the crop, yet in view of the fact, now 
evident, that a large quantity of this 
year’s grain crop isi of low grade, for 
which at the present time good prices 
cap.be obtained, this board considers 
it in the interests of the farmers and 
therefore of the country generally 
that these facts be given all possible 
publicity, and farmers urged to mar­
ket early, especially their gratis of 
low grade, thus taking advantage of 
the .good prices now prevailing.

2. “This board also points out, as 
an additional reason ‘for early mar­
keting, this present extreme strin­
gency in the money market, which 
makes it highly necessary that all 
liabilities should be liquidated as 
speedily as possible, and sudh speody 
liquidation c4n only be accomplish- 
ed-by the prompt disposal Of' the 
grain crop.

3. “ 11-is also desirable, in view of
and the railway companies combine 
to move, if possible, the whole of the 
low grade grains before the close of 
navigation, and this board will gladly 
assist in every possible way to bring 
about so desirable a result,

f. “As a means of accomplishing 
this, the railway companies, at the 
(solicitation of this board, have issued 
the following order regarding mini­
mum weights :

‘In order to encourage the early 
movement of low grade and light 
weight grains, the following régula 
tion will apply until December 1st, 
1907.

‘When cars loaded with grain to 
their full visible capacity show an 
out-turn less than tariff minimums 
actual weight only will be- charged 
for subject to a minimum ol 40,000 
lbs. for oats and 50,000 lbs. for wheat, 
barley. flax seed, rye and spelts.’

5. “This resolution to be communi­
cated to all the western boards ol 
trade, and their co-operation request­
ed in making these facts and recom­
mendations widely known.’’

Exhibits at Calgary.
A letter was read from E. L 

Richardson, secretary of the Do­
minion Fair at Calgary, asking for a 
display of grains, etc., for the fair in 
the southern city. The Secretary oi 
the board said that when Mr. Rich 
ardson was in tile city lie had met Mr. 
Daly and be had made arrangemohtf 
for an exhibit. The Edmonton Ex 
hibition Association had agreed to 
give up their dates to the Calgary 
lair on condition that the tickets from 
outside places read for 30 days, in 
order that visitors might also take 
in the Edmonton fair, which comes 
the week before.

Alderman Daly said his had been 
working in getting an exhibit oi 
grasses, grains, etc. The job was a 
big one, and the Exhibition Associa­
tion needed the assistance of every­
one who could help. Much labor had 
been spent in getting the New West­
minster, B.C., exhibit, but it was 
money well spent, for people had 
thought the country was frozen up. 
It was up to us, he said, to continue 
in the good work and put up an ex­
hibit in Calgary that will be a credit 
to the Edmonton district.

A. T. Coshing endorsed what Aider- 
man Daly had, said, and suggested 
that the president name a committee 
to act with the Exhibition Associa­
tion. This suggestion was endorsed 
by the meeting. A committee will 
be later named who will act with the 
association both in stealing reduced 
rates and in getting together an ex­
hibit. ^ ,

Fire Insurance Rates.
J. C. Dowsett submitted his report 

on fire insurance rates :
Tbs President the Edmonton Board of 

Trade.
Sir,—The special committee ap­

pointed at the last monthly meeting 
to again take up the matter regarding 
fire insurance rates, beg to report pro­
gress.

This committee consisted of J. C. 
Dowsett and the Secretary, with 
power to add to their numbers, and 
they were fortunate enough to be 
able to obtain the consent of R. G. 
Davidson, Esq., chief of the Edmon­
ton fire department, to act with said

committee, from whom the following 
information was obtained regarding 
the present equipment of the. Edmon­
ton fire department as compaed with 
the equipment in July, 1906.

Your committee is therefore of the 

opinion that thr9 city is now entitled 
to the reductions in fire rates as set 
forth by Mr. Birch, of the Board of 
Underwriters, when this irtatter was 
brought to 'his- attention in 1906.

Your committee therefore Recom­
mend that these facts be placed be­
fore the Board of Underwriters and a 
reduction requested.

Your committee also beg to call at­
tention to the fact that it is not at 
all to the best interests of the city 
for the city council to allow frame 
buildings to be built within the fire 
limits in violation of the by-law which 
prohibits the same.

The report was adopted on motion 
of Mr. Dowsett, seconded by P. E. 
Lessard. Mr. Fisher moved, second­
ed by D. R. Fraser, that a copy of the 
report be forwarded to the city coun­
cil. The motion was unanimously 
carried.

Mayor Griesbach pointed out that 
to addition to what Chief Davidson 
had pointed out that there had been 
i big increase in {fee volume of water; 
lisp in the physical drill of the bri­
gade and in the excellent work done 
iy the brigade in recent fires.

Mr Dowsett said the fact had been 
overlooked that we have now a double 
water main on Seconcf street instead of 
>nly one as formerly. Mr. Dowsett 
aid the city had Been promised a 
■eduction over -a -year agef at a meet- 
tog with the fire underwriters when 
certain improvements now made, were 
completed.

Mr. Cushing suggested that these 
natters be brought before the fire 
mderwriters officially.

mally. He had already been asked by 
he government to undertake the work 
rom Grand Prairie out towards Lac 
ite Anne.

Dr. Clendenan spoke in favor of the 
irayer of the petition and quoted the 
ligh _ rates for transferring freight 
rom Edmonton to the Grand Prairie, 
’he propotwed trail liad already been 
>artly completed and the petition 
low only asked the government to 
inish the work. If there was better 
■ommunication many persons now 
mtfitting in Ashcroft, B.C., and other 
ilaces would get their supplies in Ed- 
nonton.

A committee composed of the presi- 
lent, the secretary, and D. R. Fraser,

i ninimum fine of $4,000. It has beeij 
stated by the prosecution that th 
charge would be pressed on one Conn 
inly against each , lumberman. Thi& 
vould, if a conviction is obtained it) 
tach case, result jn maximum fines 
o a total of $48,000.
The section of the criminal cocjle 

covering these prosecutions reads as 
follows :— )

- “Every one is guilty of an indiet 
ible offence and liable to a penalty 
lot exceeding four thousand dollars 
ind not less than two hundred dollars 
>r two years imprisonment or if a 
corporation, is liable to a penalty no,i 
■xceeding ten thousand dollars, and 
cot less than one thousand, doll art, 
who conspires, comines, agrees or ar- 
■anges with any other person, o| 
with any railway, steamship, steam! 
boat or transportation company ;

(a) —To unduly limit the facilitieÿ 
or transporting, producing, manu 
acturing, supplying or dealing in any 
irticle or commodity which may be 
lubject of trade or commerce; or,

(b) —To restrain or injure trade o: 
icmmerce in relation to any suet) 
irticle or commodity ; or,

(c) —To unduly prevent, limit-or les-} 
>ea the manufacture, or production; 
of any such article or commodity, oir 
o unreasonably enhance the price 
hereof ; or,

(d) —Unduly prevent or lessen Com» 
oetitjon in the production, manufac­
ture) purchase, barter, sale, transpor­
tation or supply of any article or com­
modity, or in the price of insurance 
ipon person or property.”

Three Different Conspiracies.
Each defendant is charged with 

three conspiracies, that is to say,with 
a conspiracy contrary to the sections 
mentioned, with his co-directors and 
(tlier members of the Alberta Retail 
Lumber Dealers’ association, with an- 
ither conspiracy with the members of 
the Mountain Millers’ association of 
British Columbia and with another* 
lonspiracy with the Western Retail} 
Lumber Dealers’ association.

As will be seen by reference to the 
lection of the code above mentioned, 
there are four different ways in which 
these sections may he contravened. It 
follows, therefore, that there are in 
all one hundred and forty-four dif­
ferent charges in connection with this 
prosecution, that is to say, each one 
of the twelve directors of the Alberta 
Retail Lumber Dealers’ association is 
charged with twelve different offences.

PRICE OF LUMBER
WILL NOT DROP.

Nelson, B.C., Nov. 11.—Lumber is 
the only one of the three main indus­
tries of eastern British Columbia 
whose condition is not satisfactory. 
The mines are working a greater num­
ber of men, and, with the rise in the 
price of copper and the expected rise 
in the price of lead and silver, more 
properties are yet opening. The local 
hotels are being choked almost night­
ly with the influx of land buyers, 
small fruit farm settlers for the most 
part. Lumber alone has its condi­
tions unsettled, and though there is 
the same note of future progress ap­
parent, yet. the conditions of this 
industry leave much to be desired.

The question affecting eastern Brit­
ish Columbia is not so much the price 
of lumber as whether the mills will 
continue working. Just now eighty 
per cent, of the mills have closed 
down, some of the thrown-out labor 
being absorbed by the mines, and 
some going upon the land.

The price of lumber according to 
inquiries made here and around the 
district generally, -is not likely to be 
affected to any very great degree by 
the prevailing condition®. It is per­
fectly true that the lumber manu­
facturers here have large stocks of 
lumber on band in many instances. 
Jt is also true that this lumber is 
not meeting with that demand which 
would justify its retention. It is also 
as true, again, that the banks arc- 
not at all inclined to advance any 
further sums to the lumber manufac­
turers in such manner as to extend 
their credits. In certain weak in­
stances this has compelled the salt 
of some of .the lumber stocks at prices 
very much lower than those quoted 
during last summer. Such sales; 
•however, have not been extensive, no: 
have they appreciably affected the 
stocks on hand. On the other hand 
another factor has oome to the assis­
tance of the lumbermen, and that i> 
the demand not only from the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, but also from the Great 
Northern and from the Canadian Pa 
eifiejor ties and poles for the con­
st rubti on of new tracks all over the 
country. Thus, of ti^e small numbei 
of mills that are still running, most 
of them are running upon, the orders 
for ties supplied by these great con­
cerns.

Again, on the other hand, the de 
mand for lumber when once it spring: 
up again, it likely ‘to be even greatei 
than before. Heretofore the lumber 
man has depended almost entirely 
upon the northwest for his market, 
his -local market not being of any ver-5 
great extent. As already noted, thi: 
is no longer the case, inasmuch as 
the whole of the country is being ra 
pidly settled. To take -one case, that 
of Fruitvale, where within a com 
paratively short period of some three 
months at least 200 new families h-avt 
been induced to come upon the land

This is only typical of condition, 
everywhere over the Kootenay. These 
things naturally create a demand fo: 
lumber which will be accentuated ir 
the spring. It is likely, therefore., a: 
far as prices are concerned, lumber 
will not drop, notwithstanding the 
probable lower price of labor, for tin 
heavy stocks on band will be deplete#’ 
before next season is far advanced b\ 
the much heavier demand locally anr 
on the prairies. On the other Band 
this heavier demand will probàbh 
place the lumber industry on a fa 
better fodting fairly early in 1908 
Hence the Kootenay is looking for 
ward to a very good season next yea.! 
in ranching, lumber and mining.'

Last year the C.P.R. moved by all 
rail 3,129,677 bushels, but as the win­
ter was a very severe one, it is pos­
sible under more favorable conditions 
that they might move 500,000 by the 
lakes before navigation closes.

THE PROVINCIAL 
PENITENTIARY

Interesting Figures Concerning the 
Institution in Edmonton From 

Minister of Justice’s Report

The report of the Minister of Jus­
tice on the penitentiaries of Canada 
has just come to hand, and contains 
much valuable information with re­
fer: nee to the institution in Edmon­
ton. The period covered in the re­
port is for the nine months ending 
March 31st and though conditions as 
to the number imprisoned, etc., have 
changed somewhat since that time, 
the facts in general are applicable to 
the penitentiary at the present time.

Reports of Officials.
Tile warden, Matthew McCauley, in 

his report says;
' “On August 1, 1906, there were 25 
convicts, and at the end of the fiscal 
year there were 57 mal® convicts.

“The present building was almost 
surrounded with a thick growth of 
poplar and willow, and it looked a 
Hard proposition to commence work 
there with a gang of convicts. We 
havi succeeded in clearing off about 
fifty acres and cutting seventy-five 
cords of wood, leaving still a large 
amount of work in taking out the 
stumps and roots.

"The brickwork and the roof of the 
new workshops were finished before 
the cold weather set in, and the build­
ing was completed in the winter. 
These shops we are using at present 
for a temporary prison. In them we 
have fitted up 108 cells, a kitchen and 
a room used for a chapel. All are 
well finished and a credit to any in­
stitution.

“There were no accidents during 
the fiscal year and the health of the 
convicts has been good.

“I regret that we have had one es­
cape and that there were two unsuc­
cessful attempts to escape during the 
year.

“The discipline of the prison has 
been good, and the deputy warden de­
serves great credit for his constant 
and untiring supervision day and 
night. We hav? a staff of officers of 
whom any warden should be proud.

“I beg leave further to report that 
the only difficulty in retaining good, 
capable men is the insufficient salary. 
Common laborers hire get $2.50 per 
day, carpenters receive from $3.50 to 
$4.50 per day, the Edmonton city 
police get an initial salary of $60 per 
month, which increases $5 a month 
each year until a maximum of $75 is 
reached. As rents and the cost of 
living here are so high, salaries should 
be. increased accordingly.”

Medical Health Officer.
The medical health officer, Dr. Alex. 

Forin, says : “The health of the pri­
soners1 has been good. There have 
been no serious cases with the ex­
ception of one of dysentry and one of 
diphtheria. The change from Mani­
toba penitentiary to Alberta of 24 
convicts, with change of water, etc., 
seemed to derange the alimentary 
canal of most of them for a short 
time. The extra severe winter was 
trying on the health of both officers 
and convie s, resulting in consider­
able attacks1 of colds, la grippe and 
rheumatism- There1 were no acci­
dents and no deaths.

“Tlie heating and ventilation of the 
penitentiary was very satisfactory, 
and ihe sewerage seems to be excel­
lent, notwithstanding the somewhat 
overcrowded condition, until th® tem­
porary prison is finished. On ac­
count of the limited number of cells, 
no part was set aside for the hospital 
ward, and I cannot very well divide 
my cases into hospital and dispen­
sary.

“Tin? health of the officers- was, 
perhaps, not up to the avearage on 
account of the exposure during severe 
weather and la grippe was prevalent. 
Tin? number of days absent on ac­
count of sickness among officers was 
eighty-four and a half days, and there 
were one hundred and twenty-five 
prescriptions dispensed for the 
officers, realizing $19.75. The drugs 
dispensed to the convicts amounted 
to $44.23.”

The Chaplains’ Reports.
The chaplain, Rev. Dr. McQueen, 

reports as follows :
“I was duly sworn in as protestant 

chaplain on August 3, 1906, at which 
time there were nineteen Protestant 
prisoners in the institution. The first 
service was held on August 5, with 
nineteen convicts dn attendance. 
At the close of the fiscal year there 
were thirty-eight in confinement. If 
one may judge by the attention given 
and the interest manifestid, the ser­
vices held each Sunday morning have 
been appreciated by the prisoners. 
Some of thiim, indeed, -have spoken 
of their having received good from 
the spoken word.

“The services could be rendered 
more attractive by the procuring of a 
small organ to assist in the service of 
praise, though this has been very well 
carried on by the prisoners them­
selves, who have joined heartily in 
the singing of the hymns. There is 
a good library, which is well patron­
ized by the men.”

The report of the Roman Catholic 
chaplain, Rev. Father Theiiin, was 
as follows ; .

“The convicts who have attended 
the religious services during the year 
mrnl er d nineteen. These sriv'ces 
have been kept, regularly every Sun­
day morning, and the prisoners show­
ed not only good behaviour, but on 
every occasion listened Very atten­
tively to the teaching of the Christian 
doctrine, which was explained to 
them. I have no doubt that when 
there will be proper accommodation, 
purposely set apart for religious ser­
vices, these will produc? a still 
greater influence on the men.”

School Instructor.
The school instructor, Sydney J. 

Truscott, reports that 14 were enrolled 
in the school. The pupils being 
foreigners, he attempted to teach I 
reading, writing and dictation only | 
with encouraging results.

empty ever since the prison was 
opened in July last. During the 
period from July,- 1906, to March 31, 
1907, not one female was convicted 
and sentenced to the penitentiary in 
Alberta, Saskatchewan, Manitoba, 
British Columbia or the Northwest 
Territories of Canada.

Where Convicts Came From.
The 57 prisoners in the penitentiary 

cam? from the following places, 40 
being from Alberta and 17 from Sask­
atchewan.

There are 15 total abstainers, 32 
temperate and 10 intemperate. ,

Forty-five an? married, nine are 
single and three are widowed.

Pardons were granted to: J. L. 
Jeffreys, imprisoned at Winnipeg for 
theft ; R. Lockhart, imprisoned at 
Edmonton, for thieft; and “Jack 
Crow,” imprisoned at Macleod for 
cattle stealing.

POWERFUL TRIO 
WILL CO-OPERATE

Government, Railways and Banks to 
Move Crop From West Before 

Navigation Closes

Winnipeg, Nov. 14.—R. G. Sander­
son, of Indian Head, and Hon. W. R. 
Motherwell are in the city, and inter­
viewed William Whyte, second vice- 
president of the C. P. R., regarding 
the car shortage existing in Saskatche 
wan. They stated that .they had re­
ceived assurances that all cars re­
quired would be supplied at once, and 
would continue to be supplied lyitil 
all shipments required were filled. As 
a large proportion of the Manitoba 
crop has already gone forward, it is 
likely that Mr. Whyte’s assurances 
will be carried out, Sanderson ex­
pressed the opinion that the situation 
in Saskatchewan would be relieved in 
measure at least, if not entirely.

Car Supply- Rises One Fifth.
Winnipeg, Nov. 13.—F. W\ Peters, 

assistant freight traffic manager of 
the C. P. R,, when questioned in ref­
erence to the requests made by a de­
legation from Saskatchewan, stated 
that during the first seven days of the 
present month the company had load­
ed 345 cars. In the corresponding pe- 
ried of last year they had loaded 297 
cars, an increase of almost one-fifth. 
Mr. Peters also stated that the com­
pany had about three times as many 
cars available at the present time for 
the shipment of grain, as they had at 
a corresponding period last year.

These cars were being forwarded to 
all points in the grain belt.

Government and Banks Unite.
Ottawa, Nov. 13.—In reply to ques­

tions regarding the financing of the

western grain crop, Hon. Mr. Field­
ing said the government regarded the 
difficulty that had arisen in the west 
as of more than local importance, in­
asmuch as a satisfactory marketing of 
the crop was a matter of the utmost 
concern to the ' trade and commerce 
of the whole country. A particular 
feature of the situation, w-hich im­
pressed the government and called for 
some action, \yas the fact that the 
close of navigation was near at hand, 
and that quite a large part of the 
crop was reported to be of such a 
character that if it were not moved 
out immediately it would be damaged 
if not destroyed.

The government has therefore felt 
it to be their duty to meet the emer­
gency by co-operating with the banks 
a.t once to provide facilities for hand­
ling the crops in the very short time 
that yet remains before the lakes will 
be closed.

The steps that were, being taken, 
said Mr. Fielding, gave assurance that 
the banks which usually handled this 
class of business w-ould be able to 
meet all reasonable" demands, and he 
believed that the crop would now move 
quickly. * .

Delegation Re Crops Satisfied.
Ottawa, Nov. 13.—Chas. C. Castle, 

warehouse commissioner of Winnipeg, 
arrived to-night from Montreal, ami 
in company with Senator Finlay 
Young and Senator Watson, left at 
midnight for Winnipeg. Asked as to 
his business, Mr. Castle said that ho 
came east to work, not to talk. It 
is understood, however, that tlie mis­
sion of the delegation to the east, 
which was in connection with the 
movement of the grain crop, had been 
entirely satisfactory.

The interview with the finance min­
ister given out to-night established 
this fact. The result will be that the 
government, railways and the banks 
will all co-operate in this direction to 
get as much as possible of the crop 
removed before navigation closes. 
The delegation had interviewed Mi- 
Fielding, and Mr. Castle had a long 
talk with Sir Richard Cartwright this 
afternoon.

SYNOPSIS’ OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do 
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may' be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years ot 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a eurb-agency. Entry by proxy may 
however, be made at an agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mo 
ther, son, daughter, brother or sistei 
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
Agent liy the Sub-Agent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the

land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and tlie land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
Complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail

In case of “personation” or fraud 
the applicant will forfeit all priority 
6t claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must 
De made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for cancella 
tion will' bo received from an'indivi' 
dual until that application has been 
disposed Of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse­
quent to institution for cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for cancel­
lation will be entitled to prior right 
of entry.

Application for cancellation must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
the subject of cancellation proceedings, 
may, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favoui 
oi father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but tc 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one oi 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) À homesteader may, if he so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of 
his homestead. Joint ownership in

(3) If the father (or mother, if the 
land will not meet hie requirement, 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the 
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him in the 
vicinity, such homesteader may per­
form his own residence duties by liv­
ing with the father (or mother).

(4) The term vicinity in the two pre 
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean­
ing not more than nine miles in a 
direct line, exclusive of the width of

road allowances crossed in the mea­
surement.

(5) A homesteader intending to per­
form his residence duties in accord­
ance with-tbe above while living witli 
parents or on farming land owned by 
himself must notify the Agent (or the 
district of such intention.
: Before making application for pa­
tent the settler must give six months’ 
notice in writing to the Commissioner 
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his 
intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—-Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period o* twenty-one 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
Àt least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to tlie 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase ilie land at 
$1 per acre.

Tkfl patent provides for the pav- 
mevt of a royalty ef 2 12 per cent, vn 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square ; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable ■ 
at the dtoe ration of the Minister of 
the Intertixr.

The les;;:-» 'shall have a dredge in 
operatic:. ..rihin one season from the 
date of the lease for each five mile*. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased.
