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STRIKERSTFIRE ON
B COMPANY’S BOAT

Pittsburg Steel Strike Assumes
More Serious Aspect. Strike-
bréakers Object of Violence.

Pittsburg, Pemn, August 17.—The
steamer, Steel Queen, owned by the
Pressed Steel Company, was fired on
this morning while erossing the
Ohio River with the entire force of
office elerks who had feared to come
through the town of McKees Rocks,
because of mistreatment by the
strikers.

About 300 strikers on the
opened filre on the boat while she
was yet in midstream and the bul-
lets, mostly from revolvers, fell short,
made a great splashing in the river,
and it was with difficulty that some
of the clerks and stenographers were
restrained from jumping overboard.

So hot was the fire that those
running the boat decided net to ven-
ture into the bullet zone and they re-
tired to the Allegheney side of the
river, while a secore of mounted con-
stables rode down the strikers on
the river banks, and, beating them
with the butt ends of their guns,
forced them to retire.

More Workmen Arrive.

During the day 250 additional work-
men came by special train from the
West and were hurried into the works.
Later in the day the Pressed Steel
Car Company, which is now operat-
ing the plant in part, ran some new-
ly-made ears out of the works to
show that they were turning out real
work. The strikers stoned the new
cars. It is claimed that the strikers
last night fired many hundred of
shots into the. high board fence sur-
rounding the mills, intending to in-
jure the men- inside the works, but
this is denied by strike leaders.

This afternoon -a committee of
strikers visited the United ®States
authorities, ecalling attention teo the
faet that the beats being used by the
company for transferring strike-
breakers carried no license for pas-
senger traffic and they demanded
that the fine of $600 provided for such
offences be enforced.

HON.JAMES BRYCE
ON IMPERIAL UNITY

British Ambassador to United States
Sounds Lofty Note in Address
in St. John, N. B.

St. John, N.B., August 17.—At the
Canadian Club tonight, Hen. James
Bryce was the guest of honor. The
British ambassador to the United
Btates was given an enthusiastic re-
ception as he referred to the progress
Canada was making and the spirit of
amity that filled her borders

“The Dominion of Canada is emin-
ently a country in which every effort
fer unity should be made,”he said.
It is a territory of immense length,
stretching from ocean to ocean.
There are- mang diversities of material
ff*atures and industries and modes of
life within its vast area and two lan:
guages in it.. At one time it was
thought that a territory so long, and
the inhabitant parts of which ‘were
at one time so narrow, could hardly
hold together in political union, but
the work of unification, which was
8o largely helped by the great trans-
continental railways, has been now
completed by the growth of popula-
tion in the central part of the Do-
minion, half-way between the Atlan-
tic and Pacific oceans, and has been
still more advanced and still more
fully completed by the patriotic ar-
dour of the Canadian people.

Common National Aspirations, "

“That devotion to a common coun-
try and common national aspirations
finds an embediment in these Cana-
dian clubs. Canada’s politieal par-
ties are strong and active, but it is
most desirable that people should not
be too much-divided upon party lines.
T}he Canadian clubs are preventing
this.

“I want to state emphatically,” he
said, “that the full selfi government,
which the great dominions erjoy, is
recognized by Britain as much as by
you to be one of the most effective
methods for securing both your own
welfare and the sense of Imperial
unity which binds together you and
us. The other is that any and every
effort which you and the other great
dominions may feel disposed ta make
towards the common defence of the
empire, and each part of it will be
welcomed by us;, not only d& a help
towards securing the safety of each
territory—and in theseefforts there is
not a set kind of aggression, for our
relations with all the great mnations
are friendly—but also as an evidence
of that feeling of good <cogmon
patriotism and devotion for a high
purpose which animates us all.

Tie of Friendship Tightening.

Hon. Mr. Bryce, gontinuing, declar-
ed that since his gojourn in the Unit-
ed States nothing had given him
more satisfaction than to noticé the
increasing and deepening sentiment
of friendship which exists between
the people of the United States and
Canada. This had helped the work
of settling outstanding treaty diffi-
culties.

Mr. Bryce met a delegation of St.

Ave. Hill, Padses Away at Rox-
boro, Mass.

Edward Burdette, of the firm of
Burdette & Taylor, Lloydminster,
who was struck by lightning on the
side of the hill, near the Edmonton
Club, on the 2nd of July last, passed
faway at Roxboro, Mass., Monday, as
the résult of the severe shock which
he undgrwent. .

Mr. Burdette was able to leave the
hospital only a week or two ago. He
was thought to be fully recovered,
but later proceeded to thie east, hop-
ing that a change would benefit his
health, which gradually became
worse. Despite the efforts” of physi-
cians and friends, however, he gradu-
ally sank, until the end came on
Monday. He leaves a wife to mourn
his loss. The deceased was- one of
the mest highly respected residents
of Lloydminster.

The accident which resulted fatally
oceurred about six o’clock on the
afternoon of Friday, July 2nd, the
last day of the Edmonton fair.

There “were bulls and bears
alike in goodly numbers, and they
talked and talked, but frefused to
take hold of buying or selling side.
The old_expression, “A” lull before a
storm,” may possibly fit the wheat
market. James A. Patten sent out
notice to his friends and customers
that it would be a wise move for them
to keep out of the September option,
and a short “N.B.” notice stated that
the Armour Grain Company controll-
ed enough of the September to swing
it in any directiop desired, and that
under no circumstances must the
September be sold short. This ad-
vice was heeded by many, as the
trade was not as large as for several
previous days.

It must- be remembered that King
Patten is the holder of a good-sized
line of December wheat and that he
may possibly be heard from later
in the season. The old bull crowd,
of which Patten was the head, advis+
ed cnstomers to keep off the selling
side of the market at the moment;
There will come a <change in the
situation in the next fortnight and
it will be a-decided one. The wea-
ther will more than likely rule price
changes. The wheat market today
was a scalping affair, with the trade
backing and filling as best it could.
It closed stronger than the day be-
tore, but at recessions from the best
prices reached. The strength in
cash wheat in all positions: over-
balanced all else. It restrained the
bear believers from attacking the
market and drawing it downwards.
Primary receipts of wheat were 890,-
000 (bushels, compared with 1,078,-
000 bushels a week ago; shipments
were 553,000 bushels, against 845,000
bushels.

The oats market was steady with
small price changes, the September
ruling relatively firmer than the de-
ferred futures, There was some
buying of September, which was cre-
dited to the interests already heavily
long of that month. Cash prices ¢
lower. Provisions  were active,
covering & rather wide range. A
firm opeming, because of early
strength in the hog market, was fol-
lowed by a decline in sympathy with
corn, January product showing the
most weakness on general gelling,
while the demand for. January stuff
was less urgent. The larger packers
were again buying near-by products
and prices for the same advanced
sharply, especially late in the day
when ghorts were also competing for
the offerings, which were in the way
of profit making.

Wainwrighters Continue the Fight
For G.T.P. Branch Line—
Spring Wheat Being Cut.

The citizens of Wainwright are look-
ing to the Alberta government to reeti-
fy the grievance which they feel has
been inflicted on them by reason of
the branch line of the G.T.P. going
to Tofield instead of Wainwright.

Before the close of the last session
of the Legislature, the people of
Wainwright had been assured that
the bonds of the Grand Trunk Paei-
fic. Branch Lines Company were guar-
anteed for a line fo run from Wain-
wright to Calgary. Before the gene:-
al election last March it was under-
stood that the branch line of the G.
T.P. would run from Wainwright.
Wainwright wants to know why these
assurances have not been{fulfilled.

Notwithstanding all the efiorts
whiech the bufiness men. of Wain-
wright have made to secure a fulfill-
ment of the promises, J. H. Dawson,
mayor of Wainwright, and- H. V.
Fieldhouse, secretary of the village
council, are in the cjty today to again
interview the members of the c#bi-
net on the usual question. Hon. W.
T. Finlay, minister of agriculture, ‘s
the only cabinet minister home, the
others being away on. their holidays.
Mr. Finlay was told by .the delega-
tion- that Wainwright requested that
the Grand Trunk Pacific Branch
Lines Company forfeit the guarantee
of bonds by the government as the
company had not lived up to its pro-
mises.

To a Bulletin representative Mayor
Dawson stated that now the work
factual construction from Tofield had
commenced, Wainwright would make
a fight for a branch line to meet the
line from Tofield to Calgary.

° Sold Land on Strength of It.

“The Grand Trunk ‘ownsite ageut
sold land in Wainwright on the basis
of a branch line going there,” sa’rd
Mr. Dawson. ““Settlers have gone in-
to the country south of Wainwright
on the strength of the proposed line
giving them railway facilities. They
now find themselves deluded. Gener-
al Manager Chamberlain stated re-
cently that he had never thought of
extending a line from Wainwtight,
whereas he explicitly stated in Mon-
treal on July 26th that the line was
under contract from Wainwright "0
Calgary. -

Mayor Dawson, while in the city,
has made application to.the depari-
ment of the provinecial secretary for
the incorporation of Wainwright as a
town. At the recent census the plage
was found to have a population of
572. The population is 650 when 4l-
lowance is made for the floating pe-
pulation.

Cutting Spring Wheat. :

William McKenzie Takes [Party

of Capitalists over the C.N.R.
Line to See the West.

Fresh from a financial victory in
the Old Country, where he secured
$10,000,000 for railway development in
Canada, Wm. McKenzie, president of
the Canadian Northern railway, ar-
rived in the city last evening in the
course of a trip through the west.
From Port Arthur to Edmonton Mr.
McKenzie has been the host in his
private train of a party of British
capital , who have been inspired by
personal and acquaintance
with him to visit Western Canada.
In the party were Col. Marshall, of
the imper army, London, Eng.;
Noel Mars oi tToronto; John
Macrorie, of the firm of John Mae-
rorie & Co., stock brokers, Edinburgh,
Miss Macrorie and Mr. Frederick
Walker, solicitor of London, England,
accompanied by his son.

M. J. MacLeoq,
of the'C. N. R,
Mr. McKenzie.

The ‘C. N. R. president answered the
queries of a Bulletin representative
in a most affable manner. He spoke
freely son the extensions of the C. N.
R. lines, which are being contem-
plated in the future, an dunder con-
struction at present in this province.
The development of the eoal areas of
the C. N. R. to the west of Edmonton
evidently have not been matters of
great concern to the C. N. R. direct-
ors, as Mr. McKenzie said that the
route by which access will be gain-
ed to the Brazean coal fields has not
ygt been determined. His enthusiasm
at the prospect for a good harvest
this year throughout the prairie pro-
vinces . was unbounded. He thought
that himself and party were fortunate
in making the trip just on the verge
of harvest as it gave them all a con-
ception of the marvellous crop which
Western Canada will harvest this
year.

“There seems to be some miscon-
ception regarding the extension of the
Morinville line to the north,” said Mr.
McKenzie, in discussing railway de-
velopment. ““There is no ground for
the supposition that the Morinvilie
line- will not be extended to Athabasea
Landing.

It s altogether likely that the CN.R
will build a line to Fort Assinaboine
and on to the Peace River country,
but that does not mean that the line
to Athabasca Landing will be aban
doned. The line northwest to Fort
Assinaboine might just as well b
built from a point not far removed
from Edmonton. ;

Asked as to other railway lines in
the provinee, Mr. McKenzie said the
C.N.R. expected to lay at least 500
miles of steel this summer in the
three western provinces. Rapid con-
sgruction work is being done on the
line from Battleford west and from
Vegreville to Calgary. The Strath
cona branch to Camrose
sibly be commenced this year, whil
the grading outfits are in the Cam-
rose -vieinity- on the C.N.R. construe-
tion thére.

Great British Contractor to Visit West

Montreal, Aug. 13—S8ir John Jack-
son, the great British contractor, will
reach the city this evening. Word
of his coming was received at Wind-
sor hotel this morning. 8ir John’s
baggage comprises twenty-two trunks.
Sir John Jackson was created knight
in 1895 for service im engineering. He
is one of the largest contractors on
public works in the British Isles. He
built the last seetion of the Manches
ter ship canal, laid the foundations
for the Tower bridge, Longen, con
structed the docks and other works at
Dover harbor, and at present is car-
rying out works for the admiialty at
Devonport and Simon’s Bay, South
Africa and Singapore. On -this con-
tinent he is known as the contracto:
for the railway across the Andes from
Chile to Bolivia. In addition to the
great public works which he has con-
structed, Sir John Jackson has served
his country as a member of the royal
commission which investigated the
conductd of the South African war.
He intends leaving for Winnipeg
shortly.

World is on Era of Dear Cotton Says
New York Cotton Broker.

Montreal, Aug. 17.—"“That the wor!1

is on the eve of an era of dear cot-
ton,” is the word brought through to
Ottawa by R. W. Withycomb, a cot
ton broker of New York, who is pass-
ing through Ottawa on his way to the
west.
In the course of an interview he
said: “During the past month I have
been extensively over the cotton belt
and from my personal obgservations
and interviews which I have had with
reliable people of wide experience. I
would say that at the present timo
the cotton crop is bordering closely
on disastrous failure. That is to say,
the production of cotton this year
will  not .come anywhere near what
will be required by the spinnere of
the world.”

WELLMAN'S AIRSHIP IS
HELD UP BY BIG GALE

Chicagoan Has Not Yet Started on
His Aerial Dash For the Pole—
Strong Wind Prevents Ship
Leaving Her Shed at Spitzburgen.

Hammerfest, Norway, August 17.—
A despatch received irom  Walter
Wellman’s  Arctic expedition at
Spitzenbergen, dated August 14, says
“A north gale, which had been blow-
ing since August 5th, dropped on the
12th, and Mr. Wellman made every-
thing ready to start in search of the
North Pole. The balloon was in-
flated and provisioned and the motors
were working smoothly. The 13th
the wind was still variable, but Mr.
Wellman decided to get the airship
out of the house.

“The tourist ship Thalia, which ar-
rived about this time, stopped at
Spitzenbergen and her passengers
spent the night ashore watehing the
preparations for the flight and hoping
to see the start. The officers and
crew of the Thalia assisted in swing-
ing the airship, which was of fine ap-
pearance, out of the shed.  The wind,
however, ‘again freshened and at six
o’clock in the morning Mr. Wellman
ordered the airship back into the shed
to await for more propitious weather
for starting.”

A nation’s real security lies not in
the warships that float in its waters,
nor the fortresses that line its bound
aries] nor the troops that manoeuvr:

Given
a numerous population, with intellig-
ence and national spirit, and in pros
perous conditions, they will find or
make the means of defending them-
selveg when they are convinced such
are needed ar advisable. The money
Canada spends in inducing immi-
grants to come here is a steady and
substantial contribution to the cause
of Imperial defence.. It is admitted
by the war lotds of Britain that the
present white population of the Em-
pire is insufficient to properly ensur
its defence under all possible, or even
all liabie,combinations that may come
against us. At present we have be
tween*fifty five and sixty millions of
whitées within the bounds of the
Mother Land and the other over-sea
Dominions. It is calculated by Mr.
Haldahe ‘that one hundred millions
are needed to constitute the basis for
proper. deience. Under these condi
tions, and the argument seems to be
a reasonable one, it is surely of th
highest type of patriotic service to in-
duce people in the over-crowded por-
tions of the Empire to move out where
the possibilities of producing wealth
are greater—ior the long purse is all
essential in modern warfare—and t
also induce desirable people from
other lands to come within the Em
pire for their own good and ours.
Money so spent is as really a con-
tribution to hational defence as
money spent for battleships, forts and
guns. And under our circumstances
ib is better placed. Money spent for
& battleship or a fort is gone forever.
For it we have the defensive power
of the ship or the iortress for a limit
ed number of years. It has no eatn-
ing power. It is a continual bill of
expense. And sooner, rather than
later, more money must be spent i
repairing or replacing it. But money
spent in getting people to go upon our
undeveloped land goes to the estab
lishment of a boarder basis for de-
fence; to the creation of the sourcs
from which armaments are drawn: to
getting a large number of people into
the condition where their honor and

their interest conjoin in making them
defenders and upholders of the coun-
try, and where they have the means
to make their defence efiective. In
this work Canada is behind no part
of the Empire. We dre spending a
million dollars or more on the aver-
age each year for inducing immigrants
of the classes needed to bring our land
under cultivation and into produc
tion, and we are getting the people in
proportion. That million dollars would
not go very far in building battle.

POLITCIAL CURRENTS IN
BRITAIN.

Toronto Globe—The London Daily
Mail may not be of much account
as a moulder of public opinion, but
it has value as an index of its trend
on important political issues through-
out Great Britain. For several years,
while the alte Sir Henry Campbell-
Bannerman was leader of the Liberals
in opposition to the Salisbury and
Balfour governments, it pursued him
with characteristic persistence and
rancor, but when its proprietor found
that Sir Henry was becoming popular
the paper adopted in its own intrrest
a less unfriendly attitude. This
change of face was made as the re-
sult of warnings coming to Lord
Northeliffe from many of his journai-
istic patrons, and wit hequally char-
acteristic readiness he determined to
let the Liberal leader alone. The re-
sult of the ensuing general vlo;('tinn
showed at once the accuracy of Nis in-
formation and the wisdom of his de-
cision,

It is the Daily Mail’s«deliberately
adopted role of weathercock which
gives significance to ite recent fran¥
admission that Mr. Lloyd-George’s
budget is becoming popular through-
yut the country at large. Shrewd and
well informed observers have been for
some weeks predicting this outeome
of the unduly prolonoged budget de-
bate. They have maintained that,
given plenty of time and discussion

‘to brin ghome to the masses the reail

character of the fiscal proposals em-
bodied in the budget, the latter would
commend themselves to the judgment

f the great majority of the taxpayers.
To people not in a fool’s paradise it
culd not appear otherwise, for the ef.
fect of the new land taxes will be to
take money from those who have
been made prosperous by the growth
of the community and to that extent
relieve others oi their burden of tax-
ation,

In this respect Lloyd-George’s budg-
ot differs absolutely from Chamber-
lain’s tariff. reform scheme, which
would add to the cost of living in
the case of those who can ill afford
to have their burdens made heavier,
while the well-to-do would suffer no
inconvenience. Apparently the con-
sumers generally, and more especially
the wage-earners, have begun to dis-
cern clearly the difference between
the two modes f taxation, and the
longer the discussion is kept mp the
more certain they are to be impres-
sed and influenced by it. This, at
least, is one way of explaining the
fact that the four recent bye-elec-
tions, held in electoral distmicts of
various types, have all been won by
the government, or rather held by
majorities falling little if at all below
the old-time majorities in these same
localities.

In view of recent developments it
is not unfair to assume that the pro-
longation of the budget debate in
the. House of- Commons is a distinct
and increasing advantage to the gov-
ernent, because it means more thor-
ough education of public opinion on
the whole question. The coming de-
bate in the House of Lords will be
suil more helpful, because by the
time it takes place, the pleas put
forward on behalf of the individual
members will receive little considera-
tion from an impatient public. .
would have been better strategy for
the opponente of the land taxes to
have allowed them to be ecarried
through in a shorter time and with
less discussion, for in that case they
would have had little influence on
the general election, and if the Con-
servatives carried the country they
could repeal the tax provisions. But
time is on the side of the Liberals.

A PUBLIC NUISANCE.

The good roads movement in On-
tario is not meeting with the enthus-
iasm expected from the farmer.; Not
that the farmer does not want good
roads, but that he objectis to making
good roads while the wealthy and ir-
responsible are allowed to chase him
off them and to prevent him living
comiortably near them. The automo-
bile is the villain in the case. Touring
cars of tremendous horge-power go
tearing along the highways of the pro-
vince with no regard for law or limb,
frightening horses, endangering the
lives of the young and aged and send-
1ag clouds of filth and dust through
toe open windows of every farm house
by the way-side. Naturally the far-
m.-r argues that these nuisances take
the best roads, and that if he wants
to be free from them his plan is to

keep his road the worst in the neigh
borhood., Better a poor road without

automobiles than'a good ene on which:
life is ‘not safe for the people who pay

for it. An instance is given of a car
that recently made the run from Lon-
ton to Toronto at twenty-five miles an
hour, travelling through the town of
Woodstock at fifty miles per hour. No
doubt the exhilaration of this kind
of thing is elevating to spirits of a cer-
tain kind, but they are a kind which
cannot in the public safety be allow-
ed to roam at will. The conditions of
the older provinces are being rapidly
reproduced in the new, and though we
have an automobile law that’ fully
meets the case so far as law can do
so, it is one thing to make a law and
another to enforce it. If such law
cannot be enforced in a country where
roads are straight and every farm is
occupied it certainly cannet be en-
forced in a country where settlement
is scattered and where roagds frequent.
ly wind about bluffs and hills and
sloughs. Yet it is on the winding
road that the danger oi accident is
greatest. The most practical sugges
tion made for meeting the case is
that' no machine be allowed to- tra-
verse roads (or streets) which is cap-
able of making more than the legal
number of miles per hour. The pro-
posal is eminently practical, it pro-
poses no infringement of any legiti-
mate right and is well worthy of adop-
tion as the law of the land.

ANOTHER ‘““COLONIZATION”

SCHFME.

A Winnipeg despatch announces a
new colonization scheme, proposed by
Herbert Branston Gray, D.D., head-
master of Bradfield college, England.
According to the information Dr.
Gray intends to conduct an experi
ment by “bringing out boys, placing
“them under the tuition of capable
“farmers and then turning them loose
“on land to be bought by himself in
“the Northwest, possibly mnear Ed-
“monton.” What he hopes to ac-
complish by the scheme is indicated
by the promoter:—

“That the name and fame of Eng-
land has too long been sullied by the
presence in Canada of remittance men
and other undersirable characters;

“That organizations consisting of
broad-minded men should be appoint-
ed to assist in stimulating an exodus
of desirable young blood from Eng-
land to Canada;

“That the best class of boys from
England’s colleges could he induced
to come to Canada and aseimilate to
mutual advantage with
and the Canadian spirit, provided
proper representations are made to
these boys of Canada’s unlimited pos-
sibilities;

“That advisory committees be ap-
pointed, one in each- Canadian city,
to examine the credentials of all boys
and young men coming from educa-
tional institutions in England, and
to give asistance only to those carry-
ing such credentials;

““That head-masters in England bind
themselves to give these credentials

Canadians,

‘only to such boys who are worthy of
them, and that the advisory commit-
tee give no assistance to mne’er-do-
wells;

“That Canadian farmers and others

| employing lads from the Old Country

should no longer do so without first
making inquiries as to their char-
acter;

“That the ‘Little Island Home’ is
too cramped for great successes;
cramped in area and in opportunities;

“That the ‘caste’ system in England
is intolerable and that Canada’s ex-
ample in this respect is worthy of
emulatidn;

“That a freer atmosphere of thought
is imperative in England and especi-
ally in English colleges;

“That England has sunk into the
abyssmal ignorance—so characteristie
of great mations—in respect to the
realization of superior opportunities
in other countries, and

“That the bars against progress in
English educational institutiens should
be trampled down and a more prac-
tical system of education formulated.”

The plan reads well. And suppos-
ing the right 'boys were sent, that they
were put temporarily under the care
of the right parties, and that when
they were turned loose on the land
it was under conditions that offered
them a fair chance, it should work
out t6 the marked advantage of the
boys themselves and to that of the
country as well. But these prelimin-
ary suppositions are several in num-
ber and difficult of practice. British
boys have been brought to this coun-
try before under supposedly philan-
thropic auspices and placed under the
“tuition of capable  farmers,” for
which tuition their poorly-advised
parents were mulcted of -so many
pounds per year, the spoils of course
being shared between the “capable”
farmer and the equally capable gen:
tleman who secured and brought out
the boys. Colonization <companies,
too, have brought people to this 'west-
ern country and “turned them loose”
on company land, with the privilege
f paying handsomely for it—so hand
somely that most of them quit the
job and many of them the country
With no intention in the world o
reflecting on Mr. Gray’s intentions it
must be pointed out that his scheme
includes the possibilities of killing
both birds with one stone. He pro-
poses to have the boys taught to farm
and to afterward put them on his own
land. If by this is meant that the
boys are to be brought out under ob-
ligation, first, to pay for learning to
farm, and second, to pay Mr. Gray
for his land, the scheme should be
nipped in the bud. This. may be as
far as possible from Mr. ‘Gray’s in
tentions, but the certainly
savors of a plot te“farm out” the
unsuspecting "boys for a time and to
turn a profitable real estate deal at
their expense.

scheme

While every encour-
agement. should be given ambitious
and capable boys in the Old Land
who Wish to become farmers in Can-
ada, no tolerance should be shown
any scheme which proposes to trans-
port them' under bonts. Honorable
Canadian farmers are quite willing
to teach such boys to farm not only
gratis, but paying them for _their
work. ‘And when the boy has learned
to farm he is the best judge of how
and where to get a farm of his own.

British parents with money to
spend in having their boys taughs
farming in /Canada should keep it safe
in their pockets. The boy can learn
the business and earn a living at the
same time. When he has learned it
the money will be very useful in set
ting up an independent establishment
of his own.

THE RUSSIAN CRISIS.

The Czar is now said to have gone
away from home to make an. an
nouncement in connection with the
internal policy of his Empire. His
speech at Cowes, in which he empha-
sized- the important duties of the
members of the Duma, is taken as
being directed td the autocrats of his
own country and intended to  give
them to understand that his sympa-
thies are with  the
ible government.

cause of respons-
The assumption is
no stain on the imagination, for the
ruler of an absolute monarchy is the
vietim quite as much as' the master
of his situation. Special privileges
rise under such a system and flourish
with  remarkable vigor. The more
sturdy their growth the harder toroot
them up. The autocracy has ruled
Russia so long that their power in
the state is well nigh impregnable.
They are the men of wealth, of influ-
ence, many .of them of honored line-
age and of personal distinction. Their
power is welded into a . solid body
for the maintenance of the existing
state of things, not so much, perhaps,
through - loyalty for the throne or
its occupant as through fear that any
change in the existirg order weould
mean the downfall o¢ themselves. On
the other hand the peop'e are meces-
sarily unorganized, and in the educa
tional status of Russia very suscept-
ible to' the influence of their tradi-
tionary masters. The despotic ruler
who, under these circumstances, sides
with - the people, takes desperate
chances. - He alienates at once those
who by tradition and interest aré his
friends and supporters so long as he
continues the old order of things and
whose support assurés him power for

life. He does more; he threatens thn‘
existence of the traditions they revere
and the positjons t\hey enjoy and al-
most- challenges them to_open or seec-
ret-war. On the other hand he throws
himself on the loyaity of the multi-
tude, who have been schooled by the
nobles to hold him * personally re-
sponsible for the outrages committed
in his name. Between him and the
mass of his subjects is—a great gulf
fixed by memories of things for which
he may not have been responsible but
for which the nobles have taught the
people to hold him accountable. And
supposing he can bridge this and by
an unmistakeable demonstrgtion of
his sympathy with them win the favor
of the mass, he takes all the chances
of opening the way for insurrection
and revolt by those whose interests
are wrapped up in preventing any
change.

NEW COAL COMPANY
FORMED IN STRATHCONA

Work Started on New Mine Shaft
Southeast of Strathcona by the
Empire Coal Company.

The coal industry in Strathcona in
the course of the next few months
will be increased considerably by the
opening of a new mine to the south-
east of the city. It is to be owned
and operated by the Empire Coal Co.
Ltd., a new organization which has
recently been formed in the city,

The capital of the company was
fixed at $30,000, divided into three
hundred shares of one hundred dol
lars each. The capital stock was later
increased to $150,000, divided into
150,000 shares of $1'each.

The company holds a lease of 30
acres, more or. less, being the west
1-2 of section 2, Tps. 52, R. 24. west
of the 4th meridian( excepting that
portion consisting of 20 acres, more
or less, lyiing north and west of the
E. Y. & P. railway) granted by Mrs.
Sarah Eamer in favor of A. E. Aus-
tin and by him transferred to the
company for the consideration below
set forth. This lease is now amend-
ed extending the term to fifty years
and reducing the rovulty to 10 cents
per ton (the original lease was for
twenty years with a royalty of 30
cents per ton) providing certain work
is done in a limited time. On account
of these concessions the company has
decided to place a limited number
of share on tMe market.

The company has unsurpassed rail.
way facilities right on the property
now and would be able to lead cars

At the con-
clusion of the race one of the onlook-
ers fell out of a boat. Immediately
there was a rush of five or six hun-
dred people from the hotel verandas
to see the rescue. The weight proved
too much for the promenade, whose
supports slipped out -Into the lake,
and the whole mass of people were
precipitated onto the dock five feet
below. The guard rail broke, and 50
of the crowd were thrown into the
lake. A wild scene of confusion fol-
lowed as the mass of frightened people
were- extricated from the wreckage of

the promenade, while the boats were

busy rescuing those thrown into the
lake. For a time it was feared to be
a terrible catastrophe, and it was
some time before it eould be found
out whether any people had been kil-
led or not. Fortunately the mishap
had no more serious results than giv-
ing 4 number of people a good s«r:ilf-
ing, the people in the lake being all
rescued, while none of those thrown
to the dock were injured beyond a
number of emall cuts and bruises.

CANADA’S TRADE
AGAIN BOOMING

Immense Increases Recorded. High
Water Mark of 190y May be
Reached

Ottawa, Ont., Arz. 16.—Canada’s
trade is booming again and at the
present growth' will soon reach the
high water mark of a couple of years
2go. The total trade of the Dominion
during the first four months of the
present fiscal yea which is to the
end of July, ar vached the $200.-
000.009 mark, ing  $191,919,304.
Of this $111,791,2_2 was merchandise
entered for consvmption, again {
$22,277,301. Dutiable goods were en-
tered to the amount of $66,028,887, a
gain of $13,810.834, and the free goods
entered were wvalued at $45,762,945,
a gain of $566,467.

Duty was collected to the amount
of $17,855,948, an incrcase of $3,633.-
440. Exports of Domestic Produce to-
talled $73,398,595, a gain‘of $6.193.5G5.

There was a falling off in the four
months of the mineral exports of
$200,000. Before July there had been
a gain in this item but owing probu-
bly to the Sydney strike the month
of July witnessed a falling off in min-
eral exports of a million and a quar-
ter dollors.

During the four months there was
a decrease in the fishery exports ot
almost three quarters of a million, a
gain of a million and a half in lum-
ber and an increase of a million ani
a half in animals and their produce,
a gain of over three millions in agri-
eultural exports, and a gain of a mil-
lion in the exports of the products of
Canadian factories.

For the month of July the trade
of Canada totalled $56,250,000, a bet
terment of $7,500,000.

Trades & Labor Council Disapproves
of Action Taken in Fort William
Strike.

Port. Arthur, Ont.,* August 16.—
Mavyor Pelletier, of Fort William,
Chief of Police Dodds and his force

EX-PREMIER BALFOUR
WOULD NOT MEDDLE

The Constitution of the South African
Federation Important Fvent in
History—Race Problem Should be
Left to South Africans Themselves

London, Aug. 16—The South African
Constitution bill passed its second
reading in the House of Commons to-
night without a dissenting vote. In
the debate ex-Premier Balfour said
that in dealing with a éonstitution for
the federation of the South African
colonies (Transvaal, Cape Colony, Or-
ange River State and Natal) the house
was discussing one of the most im-
portant events in the history of the
British empire.

“The billy"” he declared, “is the
most wonderful issue from all the con-
troversies, battles, bloodshed and dif-
ficulties to peace, and I believe the
world cannot show anything like it.
The race problem is but a fractional
part of the great questions parliament
is now deciding. I deny that it is in-
tended to give the colored races equal-
ity with 'Europeans.  As far-as the
government, society and the higher
worms of civilization are- concerned
it would be impossible to give equal
rights to the colored races without
threatening the whole fabriec of civ-
ilization. In my opinion the best hope
for the solution of this great problem
is to place absolute and implicit con-
fidence in the representative institu-
tions the South Africans are now cre-
ating and for the home government
not to meddle with it.”

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ANOTHER MAN FLIES.

Magneto Went Wrong on Him or His
Flight Would Have Been Longer.

Mipeola, L.I.; August 14.—What is
said to be a record for cross-country
distance flight for an aeroplane in
this country. was made by C. Foster
Williard, in the Golden Flyer today,
when he covered 12 miles in 194
minutes. This exceeds the ten-
mile . flight.- made by the Wright
Brothers’ aeroplane from Fort Meyer
to Alexandra and back several weeks
ago. Much longer flights within a
short cirele, however, have been
made by the Wrights, and longer
cross-country flights have been made
abroad.

Mr. Williard, who has been making
ghort flights almost daily in the ma-
chine belonging to ‘the Aeronautic
Society, started from Mineola at 5.26
a.m. today in an attempt to make a
new world’s record cross-country
flight. His route lay around the
iregular square having four sides and
carried him from Mineola over Gar-
den City, Westbury and Hicksville,
and. back to Mineole, a distance of
fourteen miles. Leaving Mineola,
where -a number of. friends gathered
to watch his flight, Williard sent the|
machine about 150 feet in the air
and going off at a fast clip, his ma-
chine was quickly a speck on the
horizon. Soon it disappeared be-
hind the trees, and for nearly ten
minutes the watchers -waited ex-
pectantly, fearful of an accident, but
hopeful for the aviator’s suce
Nearly 15 minutes had elapsed when
the speck again appeared miles away |
in the directionr of Westbury. It
was growing larger every minute and
the watchers were preparing to con-
gratulate, Mr. Williard when the ma- |
chine began to glide slowly downward
and then landed in a®field between
Mineola and Westbury, about two
miles from Mineola.

Jumping into an automobile the
watchers found Williard’s machine
undamaged by the landing and with
the aviator tinkering with the mag-
neto, that part of the mechanism
which provides the spark for the
ignition of the gas. The magneto
was damaged, but Williard sent the
aeroplane easily to the ground and
alighted without a mishap after- the
power was shut off. = On his flight
he passed over several sets of tele-
graph wires and groups of trees and
once when he passed over a group
of Italian laborers, they quit work
and cheered him. The machine was
returned - to Mineola, where the

PARLIAMENT BUILDINGS.

The laying.of the corner stone of
the Parliament buildings, which will
be a great. historical event for the
Province of Alberta,- is expected to
take place sometime next month.
With the event so cloee at hand it-is
interesting to know what progress has
beéen made in the work gf construc-
tion, ‘

A Bulletin representative made his
way yesterday, within the high board
fence on Capital -hill, which shuts
the - building operations from public
view. There he found the -great Par-
liament buildings in the making.
Nothing has been done on the steel
construction gince-last winter, but on
May 18th .there was the beginning
on the masonry and good progress has
been made’since then. At the present
time, the granite basement walls have
been completed half way around the
building. They rise to a height of
over twelve feet and present such a
stately and substantial appearance
that they give some idea of the mag-
nificence of the Parliament buildings
when completed. Tnside-the granite
work is the brick masonry which
gives .the walls a thickness of over
thiee feet.

It is the intention to begin with
the standstone walls above the base-
ment within a week. The sandstone
is coming from the Glenboro quarry,
near Calgary, owned by W. J. Carter,
of Edmonton. It is considered to be
superior to the ordinary sandstone.
A shipment of the stone will arrive
this week. and work will be under way
where the basement walls have been
completed.

A big item,in connection with the
granite work will be the .approaches
and entrances to the buildings. The
main approach will extend to a great
distance in front and the two side
entrances will also be very impesing.
The granite in the entrances alone
will cost $50,000.

STRAWBERRY CULTURE.

James egwin, of Leduc writes the
Bulletin the following aceount of his
experience with the strawberry plant
in this province.

“I promised that at the end of the
strawberry season” says Mr. Chegwin,
“I would give you a few lines on my
experience in growing strawberries mn
Alberta. T had been growing them at
Dundas, Ontario for commercial pur-
poses -for over forty years and coming
up to Edmonton I found that there
were few if any strawberries grown
here, none at any rate for commercial
purposes. BSeeing so many wild ones
[ asked why do they not grow tame
strawberries. T was told that on good
authority they could not be grown
successfully here; but T thought tha'
my long experience in growing them
in ‘Ontario might be useful in experi-
menting with them here. I brought
up about eight thousand plants of
the Williams variety three years ago
last spring. I set them out as I us-
ually did in ‘Onzario, in rows about
three fieet apart and plants in rows{
about eighteen inches apart. Theay
all grew well as I had shipped them
in boxes so shallow and tight  that
they were all drozen hard .as : they
would be in the ground -in  winter
while in transit. In the last of Marca
on taking them from the .cars 1 put
the baxes of plants in.a cellar ‘to
draw the frost from them before
planting, so they were kept in a dor-
ment .condition from the time they
were dug till planted.

When the plants began to bloom I
found that a great mumber of them
were throwing out runmers at the
same fime, which is not very common.
I left the bloom on a good numper
of the plants which was contrary to
my usual practice as 1 had always
taken the bloom off the first year to
allow -all the strength dor fruit the
next year. But as people told me
there would be neither plant nor
fruit next year I thought I had bet-

But the promised June
frost did not come nor has it come
any year since to’' do any injury ‘o
the fruit, so 1 picked about ninety
quarts of hime perries.

The next year after the plants had

1 all come through the hard winter 'n

good shape 1 took off the straw from
two of the rows to dig plants to sell
and left the plants uneovered to-see
if the early or late frest would injure
the bloom. The balance of the rows,
I covered up again aftér digginbg the
plants from between the rows, in T-
der to hold them back a little longer
as the late or June frost might eome
and destroy the bloom. In due time
I uncovered all to take their chance.
The two rows I had left uncovered
bloomed out and set the fruit well
and it looked as if I might expect
a good orop. These-that I eovered up
again did not bloom till the fruit en
the first two rows had well set. Then
came that very wet spell we had @
year ago this last June. It rained
nine days in succession just when the
last mncovered - plants were in fuil
bloom and washed the peolen off the
bleom so that they did not properly
polenize. The eonsequence was that
the frnit was perfeet but mostly -
shaped. But the two rows I had un-
covered first bore a good erop of first
class fruit. So muech for my secoqd
year’s experience. As my plants did
50 -well the firet year and as I had

being the kind most generally grown
in Ontario for market, I thought it
best to try several other sorts. 8o a
year ago last spring #was in Ontario
and Michigan and had about twenty
other®varieties expressed to me. 1
did not have the same success w:t'h
these plants as so many died. I did
not save more than ffteen per cent.
of some of the kinds. Some I brought
with me in my trunk packed in wet
sawdust did very weil.

But I got enough out of several
thougand to give them all a fair trial,
This~year I have had a good crop of
‘good fruit and after three years trial
I am satisfied that the strawberry can
be grown successfully here.

AN AVERAGE FUR CATCH.

Leaving Lake Wabisca on Aug. 2
with eight pack-horses heavily ladeun
with bales of fur, 8. M. Scott, agent
of Revillon Brothers, the French fur
company of this city, made the trip
overland to.Edmonton by- way of
Calling " river in twelve days. Mr.
Scott has been four years in the Wa-
bisca district and has been south only
once in that time, in the summer of
1907. v

‘““The fur cateh this year” said Mr.
Scott to the~Bulletin today, ‘“‘weuld
have been much above the average in
the vicinity of the Wabisca had it no
tbeen for the late opening of spring
The season was almost over when the
rivers cleared amd the first good
chance of following the animals was
afforded.”’

Mr. Scott came by a new trail “rem
Lake Wabisca to (Calling River and
reports a region entirely of muskeg.
It togk a whole day to come sixteen
miles in one part.

Mr. Scott brought down 'a large
number of beaver skins and rat skins.
A lot of beaver eseaped killing in the
region of Wabisca owing to the early
expiration of the open season. Ani-
mals were more plentiful than for
somé seasons past and the prospects
for a good catch next year are de-
cidedly bright.

OVER-SEA STATES
TO CONTROL FLEETS

Australia and Canada Insist on
Building Fleets Primarily For
Home Defence.

London, August 15.—While the im-
perial defence conierence had little
difficulty in elaborating a scheme for

the army, the delegates found the
naval question a hard problem to
solve. All the colonieg readily agreed
to pay a fair share of the c¢ost for
the navy, but discussion as te the
particular form of the contributions
disclosed a_sharp difference between
the admiralty -ahd- the ‘Canadian and
Australian delegates. This was par-
ticularly true with respect to Great
Britain and the ‘Pacific - situation.
When the Japanese  treaty was
signed, Great Britain withdrew the
greater part of her fleet from  the
Chinese coast and entirely abolished
the North Pacific fleet, both of which
could be used in conjunction with
an Australian ‘squadron to protect
British trade and British possessions
<n all parts of the Pacific.

The home government sees no dan-
ger in that part of the world, and
has full eonfidence in her eastern ally.
The colonial delegation, howéver, per-
sistently pictured Japan -as a rival
who might some day become possess-
ed of a desire dfor more territory.
They therefore, while agreeing to con-
tribute to the ‘maintenance of the
main fleet, determined that the great-
est energy shoitld be exerted to pro-
vide defences fdt their own coasts.and
trade. Australia already is build-

ing torpedo boats as a nucleus to]

the fleet, and Canada purposes to do
the same. The Admiralty believes
that these fleets will prove of greater
use if directed from London, but to
this the Canadians do not agree.
The fleet, they say, would come to
the assistance of the mother coun-
try in a time of need, but®it must be
absolutely under the control of the
Federal government. Before build-
ing her ships, Canada, it is under-
stood, will extend her present dock
system, and build new ones. ~Her
first ships will be modern cruisers,
andgthe Canadians think that these
should be placed in the Pacific. The
home authorities, on the other hand,
went them on the Atlantic, whence
they could join the .main fleet in
the North Sea on the shortest notice.

The' delegates are in daily confer-
ence, and the admiralty hopes that
a scheme will be completed and ready
for presentation in the conference on
August 19th. South Afriea and the
smaller colonies have agreed to
make direct contributions to the
British navy, and to depend upon
it for their protection.

APPALLING INFANT MORTALITY.

140 Children Victims of Intense Heat
in Montreal Last Week.

Montreal; ‘Aug. 1#6—On the city’s
death yoll last week imfant\mortality
took a prominent place. Oif the total
of 198 deaths, 148 were children under
five years. This means more than 70
per cent. The situation is such as to
cause serious alarm. The large pro-
portion last week is simply a repeti-
tion of the figures of the previous
week. The- high mortality among
children may be in part credited to

improper care, more to the extremef,

heat which prevailed at the opening
and close of the week, but still, it is
beiteved to the impurity of the milk
which - is supplied them.

Births for the week number 284, of
which 363 are males and 131 females.

THREE PEOPLE KILLED

Couple Shot -at Their Door by Brother-
inclaw, Who Then Killed Himself.

Chicago, Aug. 14.—As a rtesult of
a family feud, Stephen Eiser shot and
killed his brother-in-law, George Go-
ritz, and his sister-inlaw, Katherine
Goritz, and then took his own life
with the third shot from his revolver
last evening in front of the Goritz
home at 11504 Front street, South
?xicago. The police believe that
Uiser intended also to kill his own
wife, had she been with the Goritzes,
as he had expected.

Eiser and Goritz married sisters,
nd both families lived until recently
at Steelton, Pa. A short time ago
Goritz and his wife moved to Chicago
where he hoped to get a position with
the steel company.

From stories told by neighbors, the
police learned that Mrs. Goritz wrote
to her sister a few weeks ago urging
her to come to Chicago.

Mrs. Eiser arrived here two or three
days ago, and had been staying with
the Goritzes until last night. The po-
lice could not learn-definitely whether
or not she found a position in the
city and left them, as some of the
neighbors say, or whether, she just
happened to be out in the evening.

It is oelieved that Eiser arrived in

intention of killing his brother and
sister-in-law, and also his wife. He
went to South Chicago early in the
evening while all the family was
away. He made inquiries among the
neighbors to find out when they would
return., All the time he:  kept one
hand in his coat pocket, where le
carried his revolver.

He patrolled the block for some
time and then took up a position ‘n
the shadow of the steps of the Gor-
itz house and waited.

About 8.30 o’clock Mr. and Mrs. Go-

ing and joking. Nearly every one in
the neighboithood was sitting upon
the steps of the houses.

Just as ‘Goritz and his wife -were
turning into their own door Eiser
jumped out in front of them with
drawn revolver. Without a word of
warning or explanation he leveled
the weapon at Goritz and fired. The
bullet entered the man’s brain and
killed him instantly.

Mrs. Goritz started to run but she
had not taken fire steps before Eiser
shot her through the heart.

There were hundreds of, men and
women within a few hundred feet, but
before any one could make a move to
interfere Eiser’s two victims were
dead and he had blown -his own
brains ount with a third bullet. The
tragedy -was over in less than one
minute from the time he opened fire.

The police are hunting for Mrs.
Eiser, whom they oelieve can throw
some light upon the cause of the mur-
der of Goritz and his wife. Neither
the Goritz nor the Eisers had any
children, so far as the police know.
Eiser was about 42 years old and s
said to have been married several
times.
