The Second 
Memorial.

A fortnight ago, we nubliahed a 
copy of a letter sent by the Hon. D. 
Morison to Ur. R. W. Strong, a few 
weeks after the former had entered 
upon his duties as Minister of Justice 
in the Government of Sir Edward Mor­
ris. The letter is remarkable for its 
contents and remarkable in many 
ways, when it is .kept in miqd that the 
writer was a member of the ministry 
of the day and continues to be so 
down to this day. It is, e however, 
chiefly remarkable for the expression 
of a suggestion which would be high­
ly improper for any person in the 
land to make, hut which reaches the 
height of impropriety when it proceeds 
from a writer who at the time oc­
cupied the office of Minister of Jus­
tice. The suggestion is apparently 
put forward to be used as an induce­
ment to a possible purchase. The 
suggestion is that there is nothing to 
prevent a man who hold limits from 
getting a good deal of timber from 
adjoining Crown Lands. Instead of 
there being nothing to prevent a hold­
er of limits pursuing such a course, 
there is a penalty of $20 for every 
tree cut. Under these circumstances, 
how is it possible then for His Ex­
cellency to retain the Hon. D. Morison 
as Minister of. Justice? A fortnight

r.ço, we drew the attention of His Ex­
cellency the Governor to the matter, 
and now it has been drawn to his at­
tention in a more direct manner. 
GraveMiowever. as this question is, it 
is far less grave than the issue rais­
ed in the Memorial of the 30th, ult., 
which protested against the Hon. I). 
Morison being retained as a member 
of the Ministry after His Excellency's 
attention had been directe! to the 
connection of D. Morison with the 
transactions set forth in that Memor­
ial.

That is the chief issue, and should 
as the Memorial prays, receive a dis­
tinct and separate ruling. If it is 
proper for the Hon. D. Morison to do 
what he has been doing in connection 
with timber licenses, then it is proper 
for other members of the Executive 
to do the same. If it was proper in the 
pagjt, It is proper at present, and will 
be in the future. Such a ruling would 
destroy absolutely public confidence, 
and cannot be entertained as possible.

The issue, however, being raised by 
the transactions which Are evidenced 
in the Memorial of the 30th, ult., de­
mands a ruling, which is distinct and 
separate front the one raised by the 
letter of April 6th, 1909. and we have 
every confidence that His Excellency 
will see that justice is done in the 
premises. ___

-NEW YORK. April 19. 

The Titanic disaster was .written 
into history to-day by many of the «39 
survivors. The total loss, including 
six who had been rescued, is 1601. 
The disaster is the greatest that ocean 
travel has ever known. There is 
hardly a shadow of hope that this to­
tal will be curtailed by a single sur­
vivor. Several men. of wealth and pro­
minence are among the list. Practi­
cally the only women not saved were 
those who chose to die in their hus­
band’s embrace. Nearly all the sur­
vivors saw the Titanic sink, heard tho 
hand play 'Nearer my God to Thee."’ 
and the shrieks of the victim» as the 
vessel sank in 2.000 fathoms of water.

The Titanic struck an iceberg about 
90 feet high, which ripped the linen’s 
side open, making the water-tight 
compartments useless. While tlu 
vessel was gradually sinking, the wat­
er reached her boilers, causing the 
explosion which sent her to bottom. 
Thb night was clear, and the time 
11.30 on Sunday. So slight was (he 
last shock that many playing cards 
in the smoking room continued their 
game without paying heed to the jar, 
thinking that a large wave had pass­
ed. A few minutes later the bow be­
gan to settle, her bottom having been 
ripped out

Information was brought to the 
captain that water was rushing into 
the engine rooms. He ordered the 
water-tight compartments to be clos­
ed! but they are said not to bar e act­
ed, the electrical equipment which op­
erates them having been disturbed in 
the collision. While investigating 
Capt. Smith told the passengers there 
was no need for fear, and advised 
thbfte who got up to go to bed. He 
ordered the baud to start playing, 
which continued as the liner took her 
last plunge, one survivor testifying 
to the horror of hearing rag-time and 
human shrieks combined as she went 
down.

i Once the women had been assured 
there was no danger, the greatest dif­
ficulty was in getting them into the 
boats. Many had to be thrown over­
board on overloaded boats and rafts, 
loss of life ensuing, while in other 
cases the boats lowered were hall 
efirpty. *

into the boats before the women.

Bruce Ismay. describing how he left 
the Titanic, said he only looked 
around once; the boat was afloat at 
that time. Continuing, he said, i did 
not want to see her go down. 1 was 
rowing in the lifeboat all the time till 
wO were picked up. He said there 
wae no explosion on board. The speed 
Wheq the vessel struck he estimated 
at 21 knots; adding that had thé ship 
strlck head-on she would have floated.

The prominence which has been giv­
en this movement recently In lecture 
and newspaper has given me a desire 
to put right the very misleading ideas 
which form the basis of the attacks on 
Socialism.

First I must express my thanks to 
the Evening Telegram for the use of 
its columns for these articles, which 
will appear every Wednesday and 
Saturday.

That the many attractive features 
of this paper, aided by its color and 
the always-easy-to-be-read type have 
received their reward is shown in the 
sworn statement of sales, which 
proves that the Telegram has become 
a welcome visitor in thousands of 
homes.

It is inevitable that I" should quote 
largely from Socialistic literature, 
and in many cases without reference, 
and perhaps it will be better so, in or­
der that I may sometimes condense 
the quotation. Later on I shall refer 
the reader to the books from which I 
glean, and hope I shall have given 
him or her such an interest in the 
Socialist movement that the books 
may be procured and read In full.

It is hardly necessary to notice the 
two articles which have appeared 
from A. A. P. in the Herald. Most 
of the facts he states are so utterly 
false and absolutely untrue that it is 
hardly conceivable that anyone would 
write on such a subject without first 
studying It or even reading of it in 
any of the Encycolpaedias. He de­
scribes an Anarchist and fails to see 
that Socialism is the very opposite of 
Ana chism.

The lecturer of a month ago ad­
mitted that the ultimate aim of Social­
ism was good but because in some de­
uils all Socialists do not agree he 
deduces that they do not know what 
they want, and consequently the whole 
fabric of Socialism is worthless. Now 
I can imagine someone getting up and 
contrasting the various creeds of 
Christendom—some hundred or more 
of them—and following the argument 
out to the logical conclusion that the 
learned lecturer did, pronouncing that 
that there are so many ways of getting 
to Heaven and so many diverse opin­
ions on the matter that he’would not 
recommend Religion at all! And he 
would be no more right than the 
learned lecturer.

The fact that so many branches of 
the Church of Christ have sprung up 
does not falsify its First Principles, 
and the Principles of Socialism are too 
much in line with God’s plan of a 
world wide kingdom of righteousness 
to he as charged sometimes—atheistic.

The two great commands which 
Christ gave are “Love the Lord thy 
God with all thy heart and thy neigh­
bour as thyself.”

Now the Socialist claims that the 
economic -or industrial system of the 
day ignores the command altogether.

1.—INTRODUCTION.
It is the age of the Social question, 
and it Is an unmistakable sign of So­
cial progress, when millions of people, 
ip all lands >nd of all conditions, are 
trying to discover what is right and 
what is wrong in Social conduct and 
to reach some consistency between 
their Social condition and their Social 
Ideals. And it Is not by accident that 
he Social question is most conspicu­

ous In the most prosperous and best 
educated countries. It is one expres­
sion of prosperity and education. 
There is no Social question in Turkey 
or Egypt. The problem of Social jus­
tice does not grow out of the worst 
social Venditions, but out of the best; 
It is not a work of social decadence, 
but of social vitality, It is one expres­
sion of popular education, intellectual 
liberty and quickened sentiments of 
sympathy and love, and there can be 
nothing but good in the end to come 
it an agitation which fundamentally 
represents a renaissance of moral re­
sponsibility.

The Socialist recognizes an Ideal of 
Happiness 'in which no one can be 
securely happy unless his neighbours 
are happy also; an ideal built on the 
ilan of mutual helpfulness; of co­
operation instead of competition. 
Carlyle attacked with splendid satire 
the mammon ism and dilettantism of 
modern life and pictured a revival of 
the ancient ways of social stability 
and peace; Ruskin arraigned the pre­
vailing political economy as unreal 
and illusory. But these great teach­
ers were of the prophetic order. No 
one can read their arraignment of so­
cial unrighteousness without a glow 
of sympathy and of self reproach. To 
many a mind, sunk in an Egyptian 
self content of commercialism, the 
summons of Carlyle has been as if a 
new Moses were calling his people 
into the sterner region of the moral 
ideal ; to many a mind which has been 
stupifled by the ugliness and squalor 
of modern civilization, Ruskin has re­
stored the hope of beauty and peace.

Instead of an England of cruel 
traders and chattering politicians, 
Carlyle conceives an England of 
heroes and captains of industry, fit to 
lead a holy war.

Ruskin says the only wealth is life, 
and further “I can even imagine that 
England may cast all thoughts of 
oosscssive wealth back to the barbaric 
îationa among whom they first arose, 
—and be able to lead forth her sons, 
saying ‘These are my Jewels.’ "

That evils exist, that misery to-day 
pitilessly leads to crime, vice and dis­
ease are not mere speculations. The 
Socialist belives that man can best 
prepare himself fo? the next world by 
making his neighbour as well as him- 

; seif wholesome as well as happy in j this world, where now, alas, he knows 
I too much of its misery and too little 
[ of its play.
