Report on Improvements to 
Water Supply & Waste

of Water, Oct. 30th, 
1914.

St John’s, Nfld.,

The Municipal Board,

Dear Sirs.—

L have been instructed by your 
Board to make a study of the water 
supply of St. John’s, with especial at­
tention to supply lines and, distribu­
tion system.

This investigation was instituted 
because of the dangerous shortage of 
Supply and lack of pressure In many 
parts of the city during cold winter 
weather and other times of unusual 
draft, and of the necessity during 
fires of resorting to the expedient of 
cutting off the supply from certain 
parts of the city in order to give ade­
quate quantity and pressure at the 
fire. The conditions have resulted in 
many ways, both direct and- indirect, 
in serious inconvenience and expense 
to the consumers and they constitute 
a serious menace to the entire city.

The main conclusions resulting 
from my study of these conditions are 
first, that a large part of the water 
flowing through Jthe conduit to the 
city is wasted;- and second, that the 
pipes, both supply mains and distri­
bution system are, entirely inadequate 
in capacity.

In view of these conditions it is 
physically impossible^ with the pres­
ent equipment to provide proper sup­
ply and pressure. I have had the op­
portunity of seeing these conditions 
at close range and wish to record my 
opinion that the City Engineer and his 
staff have done marvelously well in 
maintaining the service as well as 
they have.

Investigation, have been commenced 
with a view to locating and reducing 
the waste of water, if possible. The 
matter of adequate capacity of the 
supply mains and distribution system 
has been thoroughly studied and tile 
results thereof are embodied in .the 
report below.

CONSUMPTION OF WATER.
Up to the time when my investiga­

tion commenced there had been no 
measurements made of the quantity 
of water being delivered to the city. 
A weir was therefore built in a suit­
able position in the basin and meas­
urements taaken thereon covering a 
period of about a week.

measurements gave the rate of flow 
throughout the twenlty-four hours. 
They indicate that during that period 
of a week the average rate at which 
the water was flowing through the 
basin to the city was 5.3 Million Im­
perial Gallons per day which repre­
sents a per capita of 166 Imperial 
Gallons per day based on the total 
population or about 300 Gallons per 
capita per day based upon the popu­
lation connected with the distribution 
sysem.

This rate is obviously excessive, far 
and away beyond the requirements of 
British and other European cities and 
even greatly in excess of the use in 
American cities where the quantity of 
water supplied per capita is generally 
greater than abroad.

The measurements of the water in­
dicate further that the maximum1 rate 
at which the water was drawn 
throughout the twenty-four hours 
during the .week of test was 5.8 Mil­
lion and the minimum rate 4.7 Mil­
lion Imperial Gallons per day. It is 
reasonable to suppose that there is 
very little legitimate use of water be­
tween midnight and 5 o’clock in the 
morning; if the distribution system 
were tight the flow of water through 
the conduit to the city should during 
those hours reduce almost to nothing. 
The best of systems are never ab­
solutely tight and there may always 
be a reasonable amount of legitimate 
use of water even during those hours. 
The flow during those hours therefore 
cannot be expected to stop entirely, 
but should be only a small percent­
age of the flow during the day-time. 
From the maximum and minimum 
rates of flow given • above it is seen 
however that the water flows through 
the conduit to the city during the 
dead hours of the night at 80 per cent, 
or more of the rate at which it flows 
during the day.

The obvious conclusion from this is 
that a large quantity of water is be­
ing wasted all the time . There are 
but few manufacturing or commer­
cial establishments that consume any 
considerable quantities of water regu­
larly at night, and it is therefore 
probable that the waste is constantly 
going on. day and night, at a rate 
somewhat approaching the observed
night, rate flow.

This- is an increase of somewhat 
more than 50 pc. in the number of ser­
vices in a decade.

With the enormous waste of water 
that is going on continually it is dif­
ficult to predict with confidence, what 
the consumption will be even a few 
years in the future. The following 
points- all have an influence thereon. 
The rate of increase of the total con­
sumption of water probably does not 
correspond to the rate of increase of 
the population. The legitimhte use of 
water probably increases in about 
the sa$ne proportion as the increase 
in the number of services.

If the large waste of water is per­
mitted ,to continue without decided 
restriction, it is likely to increase as 
the distribution system is extended. 
So little intense study has been given 
in the past to the problem of the de­
tection and elimination of waste, that 
it should be comparatively easy to 
make h fair reduction in the amount 
thereof. The difficulties of making 
a large reduction in the amount of

approximately to date.

this waste are formidable. While 
entirely possible, therefore, the as­
sumption of a large figure for this re­
duction, as a basis for the design of 
the supply mains and distribution 
system, is too optimistic when satis­
factory service and fully adequate 
fire protection are the important is­
sues.

A consideration of all' these facts 
and conditions leads me to the Con­
viction that provision should be made 
at the present time for an annual 
average supply of 6.0 Million Imperial 
Galons per day.

It is important to emphasize the 
fact that if a fair reduction in the 
waste is not made, the term of years 
through which this amount will give 
perfect 'service, may not be long. On 
the other hand if the measures taken 
for the' restriction of waste aré vigor­
ous, and a large reduction is secured, 
this amount will serve the city well 
for many years to come.

CAPACITY OF SYSTEM.

stant at all time®. Some months are 
certain to show a monthly average 
greater than the yearly average.- Some 
days are certain to show a greater de­
mand than the maximum monthly 
average. And the rate of demand at 
certain hours of the day is greater 
than the average rate for the day. 
Taken in a broad way experience 
shows that the maximum draft of 
water for a period of a day exceeds 
the annual average by as much as 50 
per cent. Considering the excessive 
waste of water in St. John’s during 
freezing weather I consider this 50 
per cent margin is none too great 
to allow. The carrying capacity of 
the pipes must be sufficient to provide 
for this.

In addition to the margin that must 
thus be allowed on the daily rate over 
the annual average rate, provision 
must be made for the fluctuations in 
rate at different hours of the day and 
night and also the large increase in 
rate that may be demanded in case of 
fire.

Adequate protection against any 
fire in St. John’s short of a general 
conflagration, may be secured with the 
provision of a rate of 5.0 Million Im­
perial Gallons per day for that pur­
pose.

The maximum rate of draft is there­
fore much greater than the average 
rate and even much greater than the 
maximum daily rate. For St. John’s, 
the above basis indicates that the 
carrying capacity of the system 
should be about 15.0 Million Imperial I 
Gallons per day. In order to give un- ' 
failing satisfaction in quantity and 
pressure the system muet be so de­
signed as to be able to deliver water 
up to this maximum, rate.

ARRANGEMENT OF SYSTEM.
The supply mains from the basin 

to the city, if no service reservoir is 
provided in or near ifhe city, must 
have the capacity just mentioned, 
which is 2.5 times the annual con­
sumption to be provided for. Some 
of the cost of this excess capacity may 
be saved with no disadvantage to the 
service, if a reservoir be used close 
■to the point of drafts, combined with 
pipe line® smaller in size than would 
be required without it.

Such a reservoir would be connect­
ed with the main supply lines and the 
distribution system by means of a pipe 
of suitable capacity. Its function 
would be to store water from the 
main supply when the demand in the 
city was less than the carrying ca­
pacity of the supply mains, and to fur­
nish water to make up the deficiency 
Whenever the demand exceeded the 
carrying capacity of those mains.

The capacity of a service reservoir 
should be great enough to provide 
available storage for the amount by 
which the maximum: hourly rate dur­
ing the day exceeds the average for 
the day, plus the large amount tiiat 
toy be required quickly at any time 
in ,case of fire.

With this provision made, the main 
supply lines need be only large" en­
ough to carry water at the maximum 
daily rate, which for St. John’s, on 
the basis above, would be 9.0 Million 
Imperial Gallons per day, or 1.5 times 
the annual average consumption to 
be provided for.

St. John’s is fortunate in having 
close at hand a natural reservoir that 
will serve this purpose well. This is 
George’s Pond which has in the past 
been used to some extent for vzater 
supply. It is admirably located for 
this purpose. Its drainage * area, 
which is small, is devoid of human 
habitation and may easily be kept so. 
It has an area of about 13 acres and 
a good depth. Its elevation is such as 
to give good pressure for domestic 
and fire service along the water front, 
and for a considerable distance back 
into the city and hydraulic conditions 
that fit in well with the elevation of 
the main supply at the basin.

The water level in George’s Pond 
in its present condition fluctuates 
with the seasons. Some leakage 
through the old embankments that 
top the ground on the west of the 
pond is suspected to contribute to this 
fluctuation. This however is only at 
the top. In the use of this pond as a 
low reservoir it will not be necessary 
to maintain it at its highest level. 
The pipe should therefore be put low 
enough at the point of entrance to 
permit its satisfactory use as a re­
servoir wi)€n the natural seasonal 
variations would make the surface 
several feet below its high water 
mark. Taking into consideration the 
capacity of the pond and the require­
ments jn fulfilling its functions as a 
service reservoir the top of the pipe 
should be placed 10 feet below high- 
water level.

George’s Pond lies at an elevation 
too low to serve the high part of the 
city in the neighbourhood of Merry- 
meeting Road. Under the arrange­
ment here proposed that district will 
be served directly from the basin 
through the existing westerly 16 inch 
main.

The mains throughout the city are 
to be so arranged that the greater 
part thereof will be served by the 
present and the proposed new main 
by way of Rawlins’ Cross and 
George’s Pond and the district re- 
equired to be served by the present 
westerly supply main will be reduced 
considerably from its present area.

These two services will therefore 
be separate and distinct and under 
ordinary conditions thére will be no 
open gates connecting the two sys­
tems. The hydraulic grade line of 
the easterly mains will be such as to 
give pressures on Water Street of 100 
lbs., or slightly higher; and somewhat 
lower but satisfactory pressures in 
the, parts of the city further uphill.

CAPACITY OF SOURCE.
The source of suply of water for St. 

John’s is Windsor Lake. In certain 
early reports this supply is referred 
to as “inexhaustible." it is import­
ant for the city of St. John's to re­
cognize the fact that the supply from 
this source is by no means inexhaust­

ible, but, on the contrary, the limit 
of the average yield is not greatly in 
excess of the draft that is now being 
made thereon.

The water taken 'from any ordinary 
lake .or impounding reservoir comes 
primarily from the rainfall and snow. 
The average annual amount of pre­
cipitation upon the area of the water 
shed therefore gives a definite limit 
to the, quantity of water, which can­
not "be exceeded and for certain well 
known reasons cannot even be reach­
ed.

The area of the water-shed of Wind­
sor Lake, including that of New 
Found Pond, which drains into Wind­
sor Lake, is from the best informa­
tion now available, 2,832 acres. Of 
this 1,048 is water surface.

The rainfall in this neighbourhood 
averages 46.4 inches per year, if all 
of1 this were conserved and used it 
would amount to a total of 2,970 Mil­
lion Imperial gallons or an average 
daily amount of 8.2 Million Imperial 
gallons. As stated above it is not 
impossible to hold and use all of this. 
The available yield is greatly in­
fluenced by the amount of evapora­
tion which goes on throughout the 
year. Since taking up this work, I 
have sought information on this poiiyt, 
but no date can be found which givès 
a safe guide as to the amount.

Recognizing the inadequacy of these 
data, it is impossible to predict the 
yield with reasonable certainty, but in 
a general way it may be «aid that, if 
the information as to the water shed 
is correct the yield that may be de­
pended upon, year after year, pro­
bably will not greatly exceed the 
amount now being drawn.

I am informed that Round Pond and 
its drainage area have been dr are to 
be acquired to increase the present 
sources. The drainage area of Round 
Pond is 375 acres, of which the' pond 
occupies 84 acresi It immediately ad­
joins Windsor Lake. The surface of
the pond is some four feet, more or 
less, below the level cl? iWndsor Lake. 
In. order to make use of this drain­
age area In conjunction wiflh Windsor 
Lake it is therefore necessary to 
raise the pond to the level of the lake. 
No higher elevation than this is either 
ncessary or desirable. The addition­
al drainage area will be valuable but 
the storage capacity of Windsor Lake 
is already so great that there will be 
no advantage whatever in additional 
storage at any other point.

Having regard for the same uncer­
tainty as to the evaporation it may 
be said in general terms that the ad­
dition of Round Pond will increase 
the yield by an amount approximate­
ly proportional to the increase jn 
drainage area, or about 13 per cept. 
over the yield of the present sources.

FUTURE ADDITIONAL SUPPLY.
At some time in the future, the 

present sources of. supply in. Windsor 
Lake and adjacent developed areas, 
will be insufficient for the growing 
needs of the city. There are several 
other lakes and drainage area® near 
or adjoining that of Windsor Lake. 
If these are at a high enough level, 
they may when needed, be diverted 
into Windsor Lake in order to in­
crease the supply. No information is. 
at hand as to the elevation of these 
other lakes. In anticipation of future 
need, the city should secure this in- 
formaton at the present time, by sur­
vey if necessary, and should then ac­
quire the right in water and lands of 
those drainage areas which could be 
economically used to supplement the 
present sources.

CAPACITY OF CONDUIT.
The upper part of the conduit lead­

ing from Windsor Lake to the basin, 
is a concrete channel of large dimen­
sions for a supply of this size, with 
a width of 4 feet and a depth of 6 to 
7 feet apd a slope of 1 foot per 1.000.

The nqw screen house and gate 
chamber is located qt the lowe,r end 
of this large upper conduit at "a dis­
tance off 3,000 feet, more or less, from 
Windsor Lake. From this structure 
the water flows through a concrete 
conduit with a cross sectional area of 
7.4 square feet laid with a minimum 
slope of 2 feet per 1,000.

The entire conduit is therefore cap­
able of carrying from Windsor Lake 
to the basin a quantity of water far 
in excess of that now being used, or 
of, that which may reasonably be 
drawn from the present sources.

Earning Golden
Opinions.

It is gratifying to learn that the 
Newfoundland Regiment is earning 
golden opinions in England. They are
held to te the best disciplined and 
best drilled battalion outside the Re­
gulars. The War Office is well satis­
fied with the quality of the men we 
have sent out, and has offered to fur­
nish their remaining equipment, amu- 
nition wagons, and the like and to pro­
vide the commissariat free of cost. 
They also offered to furnish the com-" 
plcte equipment, to provide for and to 
furnish the pay at the rates of the 
regular army of any future contingent 
leaving our own Government to sup­
plement this to bring it up to the scale 
of the Canadian contingent, at which 
our own boys on Salisbury Plain are 
paid. The Newfoundland Government 
while accepting the offer considered 
that they should hold themselves re­
sponsible for the whole pay. A meet­
ing was held last evening of those 
members of the House of Assembly 
who could attend with a view of offer­
ing their services to local patriotic 
committess with a view to the hold­
ing of meetings about the war and 
Newfoundland’s connection with it. 
His Excellency the Governor is lectur­
ing in Harbor Grace and Carbonear. 
Mr. F. J. Morris held a meeting at 
Placentia, and Mr. Morine and Mr. 
Coaker will address a meeting at 
Catalina on Sunday next, and 
other meetings will be address­
ed by other speakers. There is 
a special call for Naval Reservists, 
the Admiralty has accepted the of­
fer to bring up the naval reserve to 
1,000 men and the men are needed as 
soon as possible. We have about 450 
naval reservists already afloat and 
about 200 on the Calypso. .4s our 
young fishermen settle up their sea­
son’s fishery, they are offering their 
services, and we have no doubt as 
they grow -alive to the need, they will 
the more readily respond, arid we 
shall have the naval reserve brought 
up and kept to a thousand strong. A" 
fund has been started to supply our 
soldiers and sailors with' tobacco from 
home, somewhat on the lines of the 
London, Daily Mail scheme. His Ex­
cellency the Governor has started the 
fund with a cheque at Fifty dollars. 
The idea is to send a packet monthly 
to' each man on land and afloat con­
sisting of % lb. of smoking tobacco, 
40 cigaretea and a box of matches, as 
a reminder of home. The scheme 
will cost about $500 a month, and we 
have no doubt this will be Easily rais­
ed. Messrs. A. Macpherson, C. 0,N. 
Conroy and F. H. Donnelly have been 
asked by His Excellency to take 
charge of the movement and they have 
already set to work energetically.

ABSENCE OF PARTY SPIRIT.

Lecture on the War.
»

BY HON. J. A. ROBINSON. ,

An interesting and instructive lec­
ture entitled “The Cause of the War, 
and why the Empire is involved” was 
delivered by the Hon. J. Alex. Robin­
son at th^ Salvation Army Citad.el 
last night. The lecturer reminded 
the audience, who listened with an 
attentive ear, that the cause of this 
great conflict is due to the half-erased 
anarchist who assassinated the Crown 
Prince of Austria. This man, said 
Mr. Robinson, is no less than an Aus­
trian, but because his people are of 
Servian descent, Xustria demanded 
recompense from Servia. An ultimat­
um which made ten demands was 
served on Servia, who complied with 
nine, but the tenth, they said we can­
not comply with, but we are willing 

,to send it to the Hague Tribunal and 
abide by their decision. Germany 
had an eye on the, Balkan War, and 
could plainly see by the way their lit­
tle differences were settled, that was 
getting her farther away from her 
purpose, she therefore urged, and al­
most forced Austria into this war. 
Russia who is known as the great 
bear, told Austria to keep her hands 
off little Servia or she would compel 
her to do so. Russia- was then drawn 
into the conflict. France and Russia 
being allied drew France into the 
fray. Germany therefore made a 
declaration of war on Russia and
France.

The lecturer then continued, Ger­
many’s first object was to give a 
quick decisive blow to France, but in
order to do so she had to send her 
troops through Belgium territory. 
Belgium had been the scene of many 
battles, but in 1870 the nations de­
cided to keep the neutrality of Bel­
gium. Great Britain asked France 
if she intended to adhere to the neu­
trality of Belgium, to which she an­
swered, “We will keep the neutrality 
of Belgium.” Germany was also ask­
ed hut an unsatisfactory ,reply was 
given, hence the reason why the Brit­
ish Empire was drawn into the strug. 
gle. We are living in peaceful New­
foundland, continued the speaker. 
Our five hundred sons have rallied to 
the colors. Our naval reserve have 
gone to the assistance of Jellicoe. 
What would happen if the German 
Navy were not bottled up in the 
North Sea, and we did not have Brit­
ish ships to protect us. Why we would 
wake up some fine morning and find 
a German warship off our coast. She 
would not come in the harbor but 
would send and demand the surren­
der of Newfoundland. Failure to do 
so would mean that our city would 
be bombarded and the city laid waste. 
But what would happen if the city 
surrendered. Our banks would be 
looted, our money stolen, our men 
from 17 to 45 would be taken and 
trained for the army and navy. Our 
language would be changed and those 
who use the British language shot. 
After the lecture Brigadier Morehen 
proposed and seconded a vote of 
thanks to the lecturer, and asked the 
audience to rise and give a hand-clap. 
The audience responded with enthus­
iasm after which the band rendered 
the National Anthem which brought 
the meeting to a close.

B Japan En Fete
Over Tsing Tao.

To.kio, Nov. 7.—Tokio is celebra­
ting to-day the fall of the German 
fortress at Tsing Tau after an actual 
siege of a few days more than three 
weeks.

It was in the middle of September 
that the real attack began, although 
the preparations for the taking of 
the German stronghold In Asia were 
begun immediately after war was 
declared by Japan on August 15.

Crowds collected everywhere to­
day and many processions were form­
ed, the enthusiastic population drag­
ging about with them floats decorated 
with flowers as a symbol of victory. 
Japan and British flags are floating 
everywhere througout the city.

The final and successful attack On
Tsing Tau began shortly after mid­
night Friday morning, and the first
inroad by the Allies' force, whidh
was largely instrumental in the fall 
of the place, was the taking of the 
middle fort of the first line of de­
fence.

This was accomplished by a bril­
liant charge of infancy and engin­
eers led by Gen. Ycshimi Yamada. 

Simultaneously, with the charge of
Gen. Yamada, others were made, the
troops dashing forward with cries of
"Banzai." Taitungchen, the fortifi­
cation on the east, fell at 5.35 in the 
morning. Chungchiawa was captured 
soon after, with its two heavy can­
non. < ,

A detachment of the first line oc­
cupied the litis, Bismarck and Moltke 
foorts at seven in the morning and 
then the enemy hoisted the white 
flag on the weather astronomical 
station adjoining the Governor’s of­
fice. Another white flag was hoisted 
on the coast forts at the mouth of the
Halpo at 7.30 o’clock.

The closing hours of Tsing Tau 
and the fall of the forts there, are 
briefly but' dramatically described In 
official reports sent to the Govern­
ment by Vice-Admiral Sadakichi Ka­
to, the commander of the Japanese 
naval forces, and Lieut.-General 
Kamio, commander of the troops 
operating in Kiau Chau.

After the capture of the central 
fort, it appears from their statements, 
the left wing of the attacking forces 
advanced and occupied Chanshan at 
5.10 o’clock yesterday morning.

Chanshan was the base of the right 
wing of the German line, and is a tri­
angular fortification. Then the other 
forces at the point of the bayonet, 
captured the forts of the first line, 
including the intricae and dangerous 
defence wdrks connecing them. Other 
forces advanced in rushes on the 
main line of defences made up of the 
forts of litis, Bismarck-and Moltke.-"3 

Suddenly,” says the report, “the 
flag of surrender ran up in the morn­
ing breeze on the weather bureau 
mount .towering above the and land.”

In the last two days of the fighting, 
it is stated, the warships continued a 
terrific rain of shells on the fortress 
and the city from the east and. south, 
inflicting great damage and havoc.

Von Moltke. -

Author of “At Good Old Siwash,’*
In 1800 there was bom in the cor­

ner lot Duchy of Mecklenberg-Schw- 
erin a boy baby, who was promptly 
wrapped up by his admiring parents 
wiith the name Helmuth Karl Bern- 
hard von Moltke.

Eighteen years later young Von 
Moltke was a commissioned officer in 
the army of Mecklenberg-U5ch\verin. 
But business was poor in the army 
line in that country. It was too small 
to lick any one and so small, in fact, 
that belligerent countries usually 
over-looked it and hostile armies 
marching against it were unable to 
find it and had to fight Denmark as a 
substitute. So Von Moltke travelled 
over to Berlin with his sword neatly 
wrapped up among his other bag­
gage and got a job fighting for the 
King of Prussia at the age of 22.

Von Moltke was a very5 good sold­
ier and was sent to Turkey to teach 
that nation how to fight. Giving it 
up as a bad job, he came back to 
Prussia and began to develop the 
science of making war by means of a 
map and a pair of compasses. Month 
after month he stayed in his office 
figuring out ways and means of serv­
ing hot dinners to large armies in 
the enemy’s country and of getting 
said armies to a given spot several 
hours ahead of the other fellow. He 
figured through middle age and until 
his hair become gray. Then lie was 
made chief of staff and at the age of 
64 was asked to go over to Denmark 
and knock it into a cocked hat.

Denmark had always been a tough 
little nut for Prussia, but Von Moltke 
merely drew out a bale af plans and 
specifications, put on his helmet and 
started. A few months later Den­
mark was whipped and in 1866 he was 
asked to stroll over to the southeast 
and put a large Gothic head on Ans-, 
tria.

destroying bridges and railways in
Belgium, but with what object re­
mains secret. It is thought, however, 
that they are making preparations to 
winter in that country, and they arc 
taking every step to prevent their 
plans from becoming known to their 
enemies. The Russian Army, under 
General Renneukampff, is' fighting its 
way into East Prussia, and has ta.ken 
Johannisbui'g, which is on the rail­
way from Lyck to Sa Man, both of 
which towns are already in Russian 
hands. This gives Russia control of 
an important railway line, which 
skirts the frontier of German terri­
tory and several branch railroads 
running into the interior. The cen­
tral army which drove the Germans 
back from the Vistula, has had only 
one important engagement, but it is 
known to be pushing forward to the 
borders of Posen and Silesia, which 
the Germans are crossing. The Rus­
sian left wing follows the Kielic 
railway on the Austrian front, with 
in a few miles of Cracow, the siege of 
which is imminent. The southern ar 
ray under General Ruzky, is at 
Pzeszow, between Przemysl and Cra­
cow. Its crossing of the San River 

is being opposed by Austrians. An­
other detachment continues the siege 
of Przemysl, whilst still another is 
operating against the Austrians, who, 
fere holding the passage of the Carpa^ 
thians. The army of Armenia whose 
base is on the Kars trans Caucasus 
mountains is appproaching the Turk­
ish fortress of Serzerum. The man­
ner in which Grand Duke Nicholas, 
the Russian Commander-m-Ctiief is 
wielding these armies and the mobil­
ity they are showing are subject of 
admiration on the part of military 
men here. There is a steady flow of 
recruits for Kitchener’s army, and it 
is expected that with the territorials 
who number 600,000, England before 
long will have an army of two million 
men. New armies are also being or­
ganized in India,

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Stout Stamenletter From VolunteerFIRE STOCK aid Sobers.Private G. Claridge, of the 1st Nfld. 
Regiment, writing from Salisbury 
Plain to Mr. W. Bugden, of Know- 
ling's East End store, gives an inter­
esting account of his impressions of 
miMtaty life. Having suffered con­
siderably from seasickness on the 
trip, he rejoiced to be settled com­
fortably on the Plains. The letter 
was written in the canteen, which he 
said was filled with tables, at which 
were seated Canadian soldiers both 
cavalry and infantry, and Newfound­
landers all writing letters to their 
friends.

He refers to the kindness of the 
people of Devonport who gave them 
fruit, papers and other things as they 
passed by on their march through the 
town. At the different stations 
through which they passed on their 
way to Salisbury Plain, they were 
greeted with cheers and were again 
given fruit, cigarettes and candy. 
The idea of marching at the dead of 
night seemed strange to the lads at 
first.

Private Claridge says that our boys 
are as good at drill as any of the 
Canadians. At the time of writing 
they were quartered about five miles 
from the main Canadian contingent, 
but on a hill opposite them were a 
thousand cavalry men, and behind 
a small wood on the right about two 
thousand infantry. He expects to get 
leaVe to visit his home in Essex for a 
few days. He says that the Nfld. 
boys are now in good trim and hope 
to soon go to the front. He concludes 
hie letter by sending regards to his 
friends in the city including those 
with whom he worked at Knowling's 
before enlisting with the regiment.

That apirlt la as alive and active 
amongst the smaller Colonies as it Is 
in the great Dominions. "It is a long, 
long way to Australia," and a still 
longer way to New Zealand, and we 
.know not when the fine contingents 
they are sending us will reach these 
islands. But Newfoundland is com­
paratively close at hand, and we may 
soon hope to see the men whom the 
“senior colony" has promised us for 
the common causé. The Newfound­
landers have pledged themselves to 
supply 500 men for service at the 
front, to keep 500 more under arms 
for home defence, and to increase 
their Naval Reserve from 600 to 1,000. 
That is a fine achievement for a little 
State with some 240,000 inhabitants. 
The people of Newfoundland are of a 
fine .stock, hardened by the hardships 
of life in a stern climate and in 
stormy seas. We do not doubt that in 
all that goes to make stout seamen 
and soldiers they will proudly hold 
their own with the best of their fellow 
subjects from the Mother Country 
and the Dominions. They prospered 
greatly during the Great War, and we 
trust that they may not suffer during 
the greater war now upon us. Their 
arrival will be one more sign to 
friends and foes that all the free self- 
governing peoples under the flag, 
great and small, are alike resolved to 
do their full duty to their King, to 
each other, and to themselves.—The 
Times, Oct. 30.

Airship Raids.BAIRD’S Make the Prices Some? Facts About the Zeppelins— 
Their Weakness.

A correspondent of the Times in an 
article on Zeppelin raids says that the 
troops in the field laugh at airships, 
knowing that the damage they can do 
is not worth considering, compared 
with rifle and gun fire.

The German stories about “75 Zep­
pelins to invade London” are very 
wide of the possible truth.

It is quite likely that besides Zep­
pelins other types will be employed. 
The Zeppelin airship is a thing apart. 
Its long, rigid body makes it impos­
sible to transport by road and inflate 
at a base near our coast. Hence it 
must either make the full journey 
from, say, Cologne (Dusseldorf being 
broken up for the time being), or it 
must camp out in the open in daylight
somewhere in Belgium, where it will

targets. Camping out is not a job 
that the skipper of a Zeppelin appre­
ciates, for in the event of the wind 
rising to even half a gale it is prac­
tically impossible to prevent the ma­
chine from being destroyed. There­
fore, if Zeppelins are to be used, they 
must make the journey at one trip or 
take very big risks.

“Further, in really heavy weather 
a Zeppelin is absolutely unmanage­
able anywhere near the ground, where 
it is likely to encounter severe gusts, 
or up-and-down currents, as was prov­
ed by the destruction of Germany's 
best naval Zeppelin in the North Sea 
not very long ago, and by the destruc­
tion of another in the Teutoberger 
Wald last year. Therefore any raid 
is only likely to be made during a spell 
of really calm weather. And there is 
always a sporting chance that though 
the weather may be beautiful along 
the Rhine valley it may be blowing a 
gale over the Channel.

"However, given calm weather, a 
Zeppelin or two may come over to 
make itself distinctly unpleasant, for 
a matter of two or three tons of ex­
plosives deposited over London would 
make quite a noise and do considerable 
architectural damage, but the dele­
terious effect on the national moral 
would be slight, and, as Mr. Runciman 
said, it would stimulate recruiting, 
and the actual financial damage could 
not be of any importance.'1

A Zeppelin, the correspondent goes 
on to say, cannot be built In pieces 
and put together in a hurry, “but by 
accelerating construction, as one can 
accelerate the construction of a war­
ship, it may be possible to build one 
in perhaps four months from start to 
finish.”

When the war broke out Germany 
can scarcely have had more than a 
dozen Zeppelins; it seems likely that 
at least three have been destroyed 
since, so that she cannot have more 
than nine or ten actually available 
now. There are, the correspondent be­
lieves, two or three others approaching 
completion.” So “there may be a doz­
en fit for use in another six weeks or 
two months.”

“Some of the airships, as, for ex­
ample, those at Posen or Graudenz, 
are not likely to be spared from the 
Russian war area.

Besides the number of Zeppelins the 
Germans have a number of Parseval 
non-rigid airships. In addition, she 
has a Schutte-Lanz or two-rlgid ships, 
but inefficient compared with the Zep­
pelins.

“In a few months Germany may be 
able to spare a whole dozen Zeppelins 
for our benefit alone, and perhaps an­
other dozen Parsevals, but one may 
rest assured that our high angle guns 
arid fast aeroplanes will increase in 
proportion much more rapidly. There­
fore the longer the delay the bigger 
the smash up of the German aerial 
Armada.”
