the English race? That these are al-
most innumerable is at once appar-
ent when we compare our conditions
of government or otherwise, and our
prosperity to-day, with those of the col-
onies of other nations. Newfoundland
to-day is aminiature Britain, her peo-
ple enjoying the same freedom and
privileges as those of Britain, the
home of freedom and justice. Her
form of government is modelled on
that of the Motherland. In it, the
people, through their representatives,
rule and have the voice, far more
than even the citizens of that mighty
republic, tHe United States, do in
theirs. Our affairs to-day are man-
aged not as men in Britain think right
or proper, but as we ourselves judge
to be right. As a Colony of no other
nation would the same gondition exist
as in Newfoundland. In a great many
cases the seat of her govt. would be the
Motherland, and her laws would there
be made. Such might be very neces-
sary for the Motherland’s best inter-
ests, but very inju{ious to Colonial
welfare, under such different condi-
tions. The whole cost of our defence
and protection has been paid by Brit-
ain. Without her unselfish guard over
us, and her sacrifices necessary to
keep that guard, our rights and liber-
ﬁ.es swould long ago have been taken

om us., Newfoundland is in ne position
to defend herself. That she is a prize
worth having, is shown by the detere
mined efforts of the French to obtain
possession. All British colonies have
great cause for rejoicing, in the far-
seeing policy of British statesmen, in
letting them work out their own sal-
vation. Too much help is the curse
of a young colony. Other nations have
fouhd it so. The struggle against,
and the self overcoming of obstacles,
that is what produces successful col-
That has been a great factor
towards our own success. Compari-
son with other countries is neces-
sary to understand fully in what
measure the British Flag implies,
“Freedom from oppression, Justice to
the weak, opportunities for all.”

But —hat of the future of this Great
Empire? What should be Newfound-
land’s share in determining that future?
What are the things which the men'
who care more for the flag and what
it symbolizes, than for party, should
aim at? Surely we are unnatural
children, if we refuse to see what
wonderful debts we owe to the Em-
pire, and to do our utmost towards
paying them. Ours is a glorious heri-
tage, handed down to us by our fore-
fathers, as trustees for our descend-
ants, and it is our duty to give it in-
to their care inviolate and unbroken.

The bonds of Empire must be
strengthened, not only by - self-
sacrifice for the common good, but
also in all possible material ways.
Further, Imperial education ‘of her
subjects is one great duty which Nfd.
owes in this respect. A. knowledge
of our sister dominions, of Imperial

responsibilities and’ duties’ must be

taught. Just as membership in this
great union brings with it rights and
privileges, it also entails grave re-
sponsibilities.

As before stated the whole' cost of
Imperial Defence has been paid by
Britain. ‘The burden of responsibility
laid on the British Navy is too heavy,
and its weight is increasing year by
year. The whole world is arming as
it never armed . before. Every sug-
gestion for the arrest of Iimitation of
armaments hhs been unsuccessful.
Even the smaller states enter in the
mad race. It is sport to them, it is
life and death to the Empire. It has
won for itself an exceptional share
of the wealth and traffic of the world;
it has got all it wants in territory,
but its claim to live in undisputed
enjoyment of its vast and splendid
possessions, largely acquired by war,
and largely maintained by force, is
one that seems less reasonable to
others than it does to us. Behind the
British line of battleships lies the
long low coast line of the east of Eng-
land, her very small army, and the
immense peaceful population and pos-
sessions of the whole Empire. The
time has now come for the colonies,
with Nfid. to bear their part of the
battle. Whatever be the method
adopted by which the problemt is sol-
ved, whatever the sacrifices rgpquired,
Nfid. should willingly and gladly per-
form its share. No one who has its
welfare at heart will admit that the
Empire is not confronted with a grave
peril. Nothing short of our best ef-
forts, the utmost we are capable of,
will ensure success.against the dan-
gers which threaten to overwhelm it.
“The good of the Empire,
everything,” should be taken as our
motto. We have seenl in the past, and
may see again, what appear to be op~
portunities for gain, but- to obtain
which our country has to pursue a
policy contrary to Imperial teachings,
then our guiding point must be “Our
Duty to the Empire.” That duty is
certain to demand great sacrifices in
the future. The way tn which we,
respond to that call, will help to de-
termine whether the Empire is to re-
main a united immense power for
good, or a “house divided against it-
self,” and consequently useless.

The great problem of ‘Tmperial
Federation” or “complete disruption,”
is sure to face the Empire in the
near future, Complicalions, erising
from "the growing national self- !
consciousness of the great dominions,
will demand that a closer union take'
place with Britain, or else “total
separation.” The latter, no one who
realizes what an immense good it
has done, especially for the coloured
races of the earth among which the
English have elected.to take up their
homes, will for a moment consider.
That the mighty Empire has been
raised up by God for its noble work
no one can doubt. In it, is possible

Perhaps it is not too
much to hope for that,
before the war is over
and the armies have gone !
home, there will arise some “expert”
in Russia who will deserve the title
and be able to tell us a little that we‘
can safely believe about that untor-'
tunate and bewildering country. If'
Russia’s particular mission were tof
confound every prophecy in which
reasonable men would be most likely |
to put their trust, it could not fulfil it !
better than it has done for the past
Yyear, At the root of the whole dea--‘[
perate debacle, which seems at last
to have reached the point where our |
once great ally can be fairly counted
out, lies the painfil truth that Ger-'
many understands her neighbour just:
about a hundred times better than the
Allies, who have been beguiled by 0né |
demagogue after another, one phase !
after another of the chaotic events |
that have followed the Revolution.
Hope first ran high in the new de-|
mocracy and the new liberty, and
when this bade fair to prove unlimit-
ed license and nothing else, in' Kep-
ensky was seen the saviour of his
country, the strong hand that should
guide the giant blundering half-
blinded into the light of day. His
real weakness was perceived tob late,
when he had gone too far in his coms~
promises and hesitation, in his palter-
ing with anarchy. Korniloff, who had
the will and might have had the pow-
er, to redeem the situation, blundered,
and the blunder made it easier for
anarchy to throw off fearlessly all re-
straint. The Allies at least knew
Lenine and Trotzky, and from the day
which first saw them in control Lon-
don and Paris probably drafted afresh
all their plans and based them on con-
siderations which made no allowance
for Russia’s further participation.
Then followed the Cossack “revolt,”
reviving a hope which centred finally
in the Ukraine, the dashing of which
by Ukraine’s separate peace with the
enemy has been perhaps the bitterest
disappointmnt of those who have re-
fused to lose all faith in Russia. How
long sorely beset and almost helpless
Roumania will be able to withstand
the pressure that is made upon her
in her isolation we can only conjec-
. ture. There is a2 hope, though not a
great one, that indirect deliverance
or at least relief will come ere long
from Macedonia, where the Allies
have an army which should be able to
engage the better part of the troops
which the Central Powers have left
in the east. As for northern Russia,
we cannot share the lingering -faith
which some observers seem to have
in the pantomime that is being play-
ed there. Where doctors disagree
anyone can form an opinion, and oar
own, for which we claim no copy-
right, is that Trotzky, from first to
last the emissary of Berlin, is play-

manner in which those men are be-
ing served by the owners of the steam-
ers plying in Conception Bay. On the
one hand we have generosity exeni-
plified, and on the other a grasping
mercenary greed which is quite at
variance with the spirit of the times.
We have been informed that the great
Corporations on the island are per-
mitting their employees to purchase
coal from the mining bulks at the rate
of six dollars per tom, which is about
the actual cost f.o.b at loading point,
and does mnot include any freight
charges whatever. This concession is
highly thought of by the mincrs and
is & fine evidence of the liberality of
employer to employed. Now for the
contrast. In order to get this coal to
their homes in these parts of the Bay
where many of the miners have fami-
lies, they are mulcted, in transporta-
tion charges, of the sum of FIVE DOL-
LARS per ton by the owners of the
steamers which run between Bell Is-
land and these pldces, notwithstand-
ing that said steamers are in receipt
of large subsidies from the Govern-
ment, while under contract.

d endeavour to ascertain if
Xey are capable of bearing a
libelous meaning standing alone,
and further, whether they are
susceptible of the libelous mean-
ing ascribed to them in the Com-
plainant’s innuendoes.

A Libel is known in the crimi-
nal law as “A malicious defam-
ation of any person made publie
by writing to provoke him to
wrath  or expose him to public
hatred, contempt or ridicule and
tending to a breach of the
peace.”

At the enquiry the Complain-
ant did not offer any evidence
in support of the alleged innu-
endoes either by himself or by
any witness on behalf of the
Prosecution.

Halsbury’s Laws of England,
Vol. 18, page 647, says:

“If the Plaintiff inserts an in-
nuendo, and it is.insufficient or
he fails to establish it, he Wwill,
unless he is allowed to amend
his statement of claim by alleg-
ing another innuendo, be obliged
to rely on the words them-
selves.”

The case for the Prosecution
being closed, no amendment of
the Complainant can now be
made, nor new innuendoes sub-
mitted, the Complainant must
therefore rely on the words
themselves.

In the absence of any evi-
dence, the mere statement in the
Complainant’s affidavit that the
words, complained of are “false,
malicious and defamatory”,
cannot invest them with a
meaning of which they are in-
capable or make them libelous
if they are not.

The second Order, which will be

be eligible equally with men. The
Order will carry with it no title or
precedence, and will be. conferred
upon a limited number of persons for |
whom this special distinction seems |
to be the most appropriate form of re-
cognition, constituting, as it will, an
honor dissociated either from the ac-
ceptance of title or the classification
of merit.

The King appointed  H.R.H. the
Prince of Wales to be Grand Master
of the Order of the British Empire.

The Star,
worn by members of the first two
classes, is an eight-pointed silver
star, the centre of which bears the
same device as the badge.

. Train Service.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,~In this morning’s News a let-
ter over'the nom de plume of “West
Coast Farmer” draws attention to the
unsatisfactory operation of the Reid
Newfoundland Company’s train ser-
vice. 3

The writer complains that the in-
terests of the people of the West
Coast are being neglected, that busi-
ness people are suffering . great in-
conveniences, and that the mail and
passenger trains are not arriving
there on time, but instead are many
hours behind time.

He says that the freight service is
so badly demoralized that they find it
more satisfactory to-order goods from
Nova Scotia than from St. John's, be-
cause they are more likely to receive
them quicker and with greater cer-
tainty than if ordered from this city.

It is also pointed out that freight
and accommodation trains have been
turned back from Millertown Junc-
tion and other points east of there in-
stead of being run through to their
destination.

According to the writer weaaer
conditions this winter have not been
such as to prevent the road being &p-
erated fully up to schedule, and that
difficulties encountered this season, in
the matter of keeping the road open
and running trains, both passenger
and freight, have not been as great us
other winters when the trains were
operated with a greater degree of sat-
{sfaction to the public.

Attention is also directed to the
fact that while people who have

stock, Hon. Mr. Coaker, President of
the F.P.U., has been supplied with all
the cars he requires.

.I am unaware for what pnrpose M.r
