or preach a better sermon or make a 
better mousetrap than his neighbour 
though his hut be in the forest the 
world will make a beaten track to his 
door?”

The barber suspended his towel­
ling to listen and as I finished, the 
pleased satisfaction of one who finds 
that the convictions towards which 
he has been dumbly working have 
been reached and expressed by a mas­
ter of language spread over his face. 
'No, I ain’t ever heard it,” he said, 
but it’s a wonder.”

BIRD-NOTES THAT PUZZLE NA-

Has it ever occurred to you that 
many of the sounds which birds make 
do not come from their throats at all, 
but are produced as mechanically as 
the noise made by a boy rattling a 
stick along palings?

One kind of woodpecker produces a 
sound exactly like the distant roll of 
a drum, which can be heard halt a 
mile away on a still day.

The "beats” are made at the rate of 
at least sixteen per second, and how 
the bird can do It is one of the many 
mysteries of nature which has still to 
be solved.

The “bleating" of a-sn!pe is another 
puzzling performance. The snipe has 
a way of rising high in the air, then 
dipping sharply, with wings and tail 
outspread.

The wings quiver from force of air 
pressure driven through them, and 
the sound is believed to come from 
the rapid fluttering of the individual 
feathers. In any case the sound is 
produced not vocally, but instrumen­
tal!^ ’

You have perhaps heard a corn­
crake "rasping.” It ie a most harsh 
and unpleasant noise, rather like that 
of a mowing machine. It is more than 
suspected that this sound, too, is pro­
duced otherwise than from tho 
throat of thé bird.

In America is a sort of nightjar 
called by the country folk a “bull- 
bat” Like other nightjars, it is a 
night-flying bird, but sometimes comes 
out in the twillight. The sound this 
bird makes ia a curious booming 
drone which certainly does not come 
from the throat, but is probably made 
by its wings as it swoops after an 
insect.

LONDON, NEW HOIK and NWS ASSOCIATION OF FASHION,

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HOLDING OFF.
According to the press de­

spatches from abroad the Ger­
man authorities are still holding 
off and delaying the completion 
of the peace treaty by sending to 
the Allies counter-proposals of 
a nature which could not be con­
sidered, but which in either 
their blindness or bumptious­
ness the late enemy believes will 
be accepted, notwithstanding 
that it has been intimated to 
them very emphatically that the 
time for verbal discussion has 
passed. The adroitness of the 
Germans in their preparation 
of these counter-proposals 
would be admirable were it not 
for the trap into which, by their 
very astuteness, they seek to 
draw the Allies. The claim is 
that the Peace Terms if accept­
ed, as a whole, would be entire­
ly ruinous to Germany, and 
therefore the Berlin Govern­
ment is energetically seeking to 
have them modified to their own 
idea of fitness and right. All 
this is only on a parity with all 
the acts of Germany before, 
during and since the war. She 
wants everything her way, and 
to suit her own piurposes and in­
terests. Concerning the repara­
tion demanded, Germany, 
through her representatives, 
says that, economically, the 
claims providing for this will be 
ruinous to the country "and peo­
ple, and though they deny re­
sponsibility for the war they 
are professing to desire to make 
reparation in their own way. 
The Allies, however, do not hold 
with the German way or the 
German idea of the form re­
paration should take, and will 
not modify the terms, hence the 
whine of economic ruin. The 
claim also that millions of Ger­
mans would perish if the Allies 
insisted on the full terms as 
presented on May 7th, is made, 
based on the assumption that 
the nation’s health being brok­
en, no relief work of however 
great a scale or duration could 
prevent them from dying, and 
such peace as the Allies ask 
would demand of Germany sev­
eral times as many human vic­
tories as the four and a half 
years of war took. All this is 
characteristically German, and 
the denunciation of the peace 
conditions as being the death 
warrant of their country is too 
theatrical to wash.

All these protests have had 
their due and calculated effect 
on the German people, and the 
red hot agitation now raging 
among them is the result. The 
Germans may realise that they 
are beaten, but they do not 
know it. They have not seen the 
Allied troops in victorious pos­
session of interior towns, nor 
have they witnessed any tri­
umphal march through their 
chief cities. Their country has 
not been ravaged and desolated 
and it is virgin so far as the 
marks of war are concerned. 
Their Government is as arro­
gant and assertive as ever, and 
it speaks volumes for the temp­
er of the Allies that they have 
exhibited so much (too ifflich) 
patience with the German pro­
crastinations. Perhaps a- mis­
take Was made in not having the 
Peace Conference held in Berlin. 
That would have been a lesson

■ 1
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to the Huns, and one which 
would have impressed them. It 
might so happen yet that the 
German Capital witnesses an in­
vasion, for Mr. Lloyd George, in 
his address to the 38th Welsh 
Division at Amiens recently, 
made it known in unmistakable 
language that if the Germans 
would not sign in Versailles, 
they would sign in Berlin. In 
closing his speech to the troops, 
the Prime Minister said:

“The future of the world 
depends upon this peace be­
ing imposed upon Germany, 
therefore if it is necessary 
for you to march to Berlin: 
if your leave is cancelled or 
your departure for England 
delayed, you will know that I 
am responsible. So you had 
better get your firing party 
out now and see that the seal 
is put on the document which 
you helped to write, and then 
we shall have a world wide 
peace.” _

Strike at Reids.

With these branch­
es of the Dock on strike, work will be 
held up, and in consideration of the 
welfare of those having dock work 
to be done it is hoped that matters 
will soon be satisfactorily adjusted.

former colonies and the merchant 
marine. The Count said that all In­
terests would be represented equally 
and equitably. Great financial sac­
rifices can he made by Germany, and 
offered, he added, only,' on conditions 
that the German counter-proposals 
were looked on as a co-ordinate en­
tity. He declared It was impossible 
to accept certain Important features 
without bringing disaster to the 
whole proposition. The head et the 
German Peace Delegation asserted he 
was eager for a better opportunity to 
convince the Allies of Germany's hon­
esty and honor, than was offered by In­
terchanging notes. He said he hoped, 
if given the opportunity, to establish 
a basis for the co-operation of all 
peoples.

Contract Not Signed.
Contrary to the rumor to that ef­

fect, the Bowring Coastal Contract 
has not yet been signed. Upon en­
quiry at the headoffice of the Coastal 
firm thio morning, we were advised 
thusly and the explanation was of­
fered that the firm had withdrawn 
its tender for the advertised contract. 

I "The contract was advertised for 10 
yetirs," the statement went, “and af­
ter our tender had gone in we were 
Informed that the contract would be 
only for five years. Bo wring Bros,
do not, therefore, consider it advise- 
able to sign such a contract, as cer­
tain opportunities of selling their 
-hips. now offering, would not then 
be available, and the result would be 
that, when the contract was finished 
the ships would be idle.

MILITARY, NAVAL AND AIR 
CLAUSES.

The military clauses are reserved.
NAVAL.

All Austro-Hungarian warships, 
submarines and vessels of the Dan­
ube flotilla are declared to be finally 
surrendered to the principal Alliel 
and Associated Powers. Twenty one 
specified auxiliary cruisers are to be 
disarmed and treated as merchant 
ships. All warships and submarines 
under construction in parts which be­
long or have belonged to Austria-Hun­
gary shall be broken up, the salvage 
not to be used except, for industrial 
purposes and not to be sold to foreign 
countries. The construction or ac­
quisition of any submarine even for 
commercial purposes is forbidden. All 
naval arms, ammunition and other 
war material belong to Austria-Hun­
gary at the date of the armistice shall 
be urrendered to the Allies.

Austrian Peace Terms
Text of Treaty

THE TCHECHO-SLOVAK STATE.
Austria recognizes the complete in­

dependence of the Tchecho-Slovak 
State including the autonomous terri­
tory south of the Carpathians in con­
formity with the action already taken 
by the Allied and Associated Powers. 
The exact boundary between Austria 
and the new state is to be fixed by 
a field commission of seven members, 
five nominated by the principal Allied 
and Associated Powers and one each 
by Austria and Tchecho-Slovakia. 
Tchecho-Slovakia agrees to embody in 
a treaty with the principal Allied and 
Associated Powers such provisions as 
may be deemed necessary to protect 
racial .religious or linguistic minori­
ties and to assure freedom of transit 
and equitable treatment from the 
commerce of other nations.
THE SERB-CROAT-SLOVENE STATE 

Austria similarly recognizes the 
complete independence of the Serb- 
Croat-Slovene state and renounces her 
rights and titles. A similarly appoint­
ed field commission, including a 
member nominated by the Serb-Croat- 
Slovene state, is to fix the exact 
boundary. The question of the Basin 
of Klagenfurt is reserved. The Serb- 
Croat-Slovene state agrees to a simil­
ar treaty for the protection of minori­
ties and freedom of transit.

ROUMANIA.
Roumania agrees to a similar treaty 

for protection of minorities and free­
dom of transit.

RUSSIA.
Austria is to recognize and respect 

the full independence of all the terri­
tories which formed part of the for­
mer Russian Empire; she is to accept 
definitely the annulment of the Brest- 
Litovsk treaty and of all treaties or 
agreements of all kinds concluded 
since the revolution of November, 
1917 with all governments or political 
groups on territory of the former Rus­
sian Empire; the Allies reserve all 
rights on the part of Russia for resti- 
tition and satisfaction to be obtained 
from Austria on the principles of the 
present treaty.

GENERAL ARRANGEMENTS.
Austria is to consent to the abro­

gation of the treaties of 1839 by 
which Belgium was established as a 
neutral state and her frontiers fixed 
and to accept in advance any conven­
tion with which the Allies may deter­
mine to replace them. Austria ad­
heres to the abrogation of the neu­
trality of the Grand Duchy of Luxem­
bourg and accepts in advance all in-, 
ternational agreements as to it reach­
ed by the Allied and Associated Pow­
ers. Austria accepts all arrange­
ments which the Allied and Associa­
ted Powers make with Turkey and 
Bulgaria with reference to any rights 
privileges or interests claimed in 
those countries by Austria or her na­
tionals and not dealt with elsewhere. 
Austria accepts all arrangements 
which the Allied and Associated Pow­
ers make with Germany concerning 
the territories whose abandonment 
was imposed upon Denmark by the 1 
treaty of 1864.

PROTECTION OF MINORITIES. !

the German treaty. Special provis­
ions are added, however, for former 
Austro-Hungarian Nationals acquir­
ing an Allied nationality similar to 
those in the German treaty relating 
to inhabitants of Alsace-Lorraine. 
Their contracts are maintained sub­
ject to cancellation by their Govern­
ments. Austria undertakes to recog­
nize any agreement or convention 
made by the Allies to safeguard the 
interests of their Intrenationals in 
any undertakings constituted under 
Austro-Hungarian law which operate 
in territories detached from the form­
er Austrian empire and to transfer 
any necessary documents and infor­
mation in regard to them.

FREEDOM OF TRANSIT.
The clauses as to freedom of transit 

are the same in the Austrian as in the 
German treaty except for the omission 
of provisions affecting Germany alone 
and the insertion of specific clauses 
granting Austria transit privileges 
through former Austro-Hungarian

WHAT SAVED THE HUN IN THE 
GREAT BATTLE.

During his brief stay at Naples, Ad­
miral Sir David Beatty said to an in­
terviewer that if the war had contin- 

I ued 1919 would have seen the U-boat 
menace almost entirely elimirn ted 
owing to the measures the Allie tad 
in readiness.

That radically ambitious scheme 
was the outcome of the steadily wid­
ening scope of our domestic steam­
boats which traversed the land-locked 
reaches of our rivers or the sheltered 
waters of some of our lakes and 
sounds. It was also promoted by the 
local pride of certain Savannah ship­
owners, Messrs. Scarborough and 
Isaacs, who believed that, through the 
adoption of steam, they might outstrip 
New York in the field of foreign trade. 
The man directly responsible for this 
courageous venture was Capt. Moses 
Rogers, a Connecticut mariner of re­
pute, who had become familiar with 
the engine afloat by association with 
the steamboat undertakings of Robert 
Fulton and John Stevens. He it was 
who induced the Savannah shipown­
ers to buy the vessel when she was

nearly ready tor launching and to fit 
her with auxiliary power.

The “Savannah” was built in New 
York at the yard of Crocker and Fick- 
ett, and was planned to be a full- 
rigged ship. This part of her was un­
changed with the exception of step­
ping her mainmast somewhat far­
ther aft .in order to provide space 
amidships for the installing of the 

‘ boilers and engine, and for the stow­
age of coal. The fueling arrange­
ments were for 75 tons of coal and 25 
cords of kindling wood. It was be­
lieved that these would suffice to car­
ry the vçpsel across the Atlantic, and

that engines of less than 120-horse- 
power would require 10.5 pounds of 
coal per horse-power per hour. At
that rate, the “Savannah” should have 
had a steaming radius of about 178 
hours or a little more than seven 
days; but she fell a good deal short 
of this.

The "Savannah's" engine, built by 
Stephen Vail at the Speedwell Iron 
Works, neav Morristown, N.J., was 
rated at 90 horse-power and was of 
the inclined, direct-acting, low- 
pressure type, with a sylinder having 
a diameter of 40 inches and a stroke 
of five feet.

Elizabeth, N.J., and were not accept­
ed until after several others had been 
rejected. Contemporaneous reports 
specify that the steam generators 
were to work at full head under a 
pressure of 20 inches of steam as de­
termined by a mercury gage.

While the log of the “Savannah” no­
where tells how fast she was able to 
run, under her engine alone, it was 
reported in one of the New York pa­
pers In the latter part of March of 
1819, that during a steam trial in that 
port, she covered à total distance of 
10 miles, both with and against the 
tides in an interval of 1 hour and 50 
minutes. On the other hand, the ship ) 
when eight days out from Savannah 
and bound for Liverpool was spoken 
by a sailing vessel, which reported 
that .the steamer at that time was 
making between nine and 10 knots an 
hour—she was probably using both 
steam and sail.

On the 28th of" March, 1819, the 
"Savannah" left New York for Savan­
nah, and after a stop at Charleston, 
S.C., she reached her destination on 
the Gth of April. During her trip 
southward she was under steam for a 
total period of 4114 hours—her long­
est interval of continuous steaming 
being 17 hours. Shortly after leaving 
Sandy Hook behind, the wind became 
somewhat fresh, and it was found 
advisable to unship her paddle-wheels. 
These wheels were so arranged that 
they could be folded up like a fan and 
stowed upon deck when the sea was 
too rough for their employment. The 
operation of getting them over the 
sides or taking them inboard required 
something like half an hour.

The “Savannah” was intended to 
carry both freight and passengers. 
For the accommodation of the latter, 
her cabin space was divided into three 
saloons, and these were "handsome­
ly furnished with imported carpets, 
curtains, and hangings, and were de­
corated with mirrors.” She boasted 
in all of 32 berths, each of which was 
a stateroom, that arrangement being 
something of a departure in passeh- 
ger ships.

The “Savannah" remained at Sav­
annah for some weeks, attracting a 
great deal of attention the while and 
being visited by President Monroe, 
who encouraged the belief that the 
Government would ultimately buy her 
and equip her as a naval vessel. On 
the122nd of May, 1819, the ship drop­
ped down off Tybee, but owing to un- 
faborable weather conditions she did 
not put to sea until two days later. 
Then, with steam up, she headed bold­
ly into the Atlantic and straightened 
out upon the northern course which 
was to carry her across to Liverpool. 
Her log, which is in the U. S. Nation­
al Mnseum, gives the following par­
ticulars of her periods of steaming 
during her voyage to Europe:

Before she reached Kinsale, Ireland, 

the “Savannah’s” log-book contains 
this illuminating item: “2 a.m. calm. 
No cole to git up steam.” Land was 
sighted on the 16th of June and the 
next day, from Cape Clear, the vessel 
was reported as a sh|p on fire, and a 
naval cutter, the “Kite,” was dispatch­
ed to her relief. It was then, un­
doubtedly, that Catpain Rogers was 
using up the last of his pitch-pine to 
raise steam, and the dense smoke isr 
euing from the craft's funnel gave her 
the appearance of a burning boat. Af­
ter a stop for fuel and other supplies j 
at Kinsale, the “Sàvannah" ran on to 
Liverpool, and came to anchor In the 
Mersey off that city In the evening of 
the 20th of June.

Her arrival at Liverpool was chron­
icled In this enthusiastic fashion: 
"Among the arrivals yesterday at this 
port we were particularly gratified 
and astonished by the novel sight of a 
fine steamship, which came round at 
7t4 p.m. without the assistance of a 
single sheet, in a style which display­
ed the power and advantage of the 
application of steam to vessels of the 
largest size, being 350 tons burden.”
