France Objects to Germany in the League---
Seamen on Canadian Steamers Strikes--
Prince of Wales at Trinidad---Miners
Satisfied With Report.

EXPLOSION DUE TO TIME BOMB.
NEW YORK, Sept. 17.

(By the Associated Press.)—The

exact cause of the explosion, which

in the twinkling of an aye yesterday

at noon, transferred Wall Street,
near Broad from a scene of bust-
ling activity to one of dreadful car-

nage, remains to-night a mystery.
Official opinion as expressed by Wil-
liam J. Flynn, Chief of the Bureau of |
Investigations of the United States!
Department of Justice, and Fire!
Commissioner Thomas Brennan, is|
that the disaster was caused by
a T. N. T. bomb loaded with high ex-
plosives and reimforced with metal
slugs. The early theory that the blast
was caused by a collision between
an explosive laden wagon and another
vehicle seems to have been dispelled
by subsequent investigation, although
it has not yet been entirely discard-
ied by official investigators. Chief
Flynn, who arrived here from Wash-
ington last right to take personal
charge of (he Federal investigation,
| declared after leaving the J. P. Mor-
| gan office late to-day that “from evi-
dence obtained within the last few
hours, it has been definitely establish-
ed that the explosion was due to a
time bomb.” “The bomb was taken
to Wall Street,” he added “in a wag-
on which was blown to pieces. The
infernal machine was timed to go off
at noon, and apparently was placed in
the wagon by a person who was with-
in four blocks of Wall and Broad
Streets when the explosion occurred.”
Six more deaths since midnight
brought the total deaths to-night to
thirty-five. The number of injured
including those treated at the scene,
in hospitals, and at their homes, was
approximately 300.

FRANCE 9BJECTS TO GERMANY
ENTERING LEAGUE.
MONTREAL, Sept. 17.
A Paris cable to the Montreal Star
says the Echo de Paris to-day, stated
that the French Government had in-
structed its representative to the
League of Nations Council, Leon Bur-
geois, that France will withdraw
from the League if Germany is ad-
mitted to the forthcoming conference
at Geneva. PN
PRINCE REACHES TRINIDAD.
PORT OF SPAIN, Trinidad,
Sept. 17.—The cruiser Renown, with
the Prince of Wales on board, arriv
ed here to-day and anchored among
the gaily decorated shipping in the
harbour. The Renown was escorted
from Colon by the cruiser Calcutta,
and was joined at Pecas Beltero by
the cruiser Calioph. A tremendous
ovation was given the Prince and his |
suite upon their landing. They were
met by the Governor, officials and
residents with a guard of honor|
composed of the Royal Sussex Regi-|
ment stationed here, marines from |
Calcutta, local constabulary, and a|
group of men who fought in the Great
War. Addresses of welcome were
made on behalf of the Government
and the Municipal authorities, to
which the Prince replied. An illum-
inated address presented by the Muni- |
cipal authorities was the work of a
French Nun of the local Convent, and
was enclosed in a casket made by re-
turned soldiers of the Island’s woods.
Amidst dense, enthusiastic crowds the
Prince drove through the principal
streets.

STRIXE OF SEAMEN.
SAULTE SET. MARIE, Mich.,
Sept. 17.—The general strike of all
seamen on thg¢ Canadian steamers,
which went into effect yesterday,
seemed to-day to have paralyzed
Canadian Shipping on the great lakes
through this port. Four big ore
freighters are tied up at the local
docks without a man on board other
than officers. The passenger steam-
ers Assinibcia and Kewatin, of the
Canadian Pacific Line, due here yes-
terday, did not arrive, and are re-
ported tied up at the docks at Port
Arthur. The strike is said to be for
an advance in wages for all classes.

MINERS PLEASED WITH REPORT.

SYDNEY, N.S., Sept. 17.

The recommendation of an eight
hour day for all employees of the
Dominion Coal Co., has been received
with approbation by the miners and
executive members of the United
Mine Workers. Formally, although
the men in the pits were only being
employed for the eight hour period,
a number cf the constructing men,
who were occupied aroynd the mines,
were working eight hours and a half
daily. The finding of the commission
recommends that these men be placed
on an eight hour shift and they are
indeed pleased. The report of the

A
tipster who can thus earn £1,400 in
three days as a novice at the game
need not envy anyone.

better class tipster is of an entirely
different class from those I have de-
scribed. The “sporting prohpets” at-
tached to our leading newspapers are
almost invariably men of sound judg-
ment based on accurate and painstak-
ing knowledge of horses and their
performances. Such men can form
as reliable an estimate of the possi-
bilities of a race as is humanly pos-
sible; but they have their limita-
tions.
False Prophets.

Some time ago a magazine publish-
ed the.following instructive list of
prophecies of six of the leading
sporting papers, with the results.
Without mentioning names, the list is
as follows:—

A nominated 197 winners, 170 were

wrong; B nominated 155 winners, 139
were wrong; C gave 165 winners, of
which 140 were wrong; of 110 winners
nominated by D, 93 were wrong; and
the figures for the other two papers
were respectively, 104  wrong out of
122, and 131 out of 149. Thus out of
898 nominations no fewer than 777
proved misleading.

The following analysis of the pro-
phecies of the sporting sub-editor of
a London daily newspaper is equally
convincing. During one month the
prophet named 179 horses for 148
races as probable winners. His pro-
phecies were wrong in respect of 155
horses, and right in respect of 24. In
60 of these races he named 68 horses,
none of which won. In 51 races he
named 73 horses, and scored nine
winners.

$9 at Labrador, and that after'
giving this figure and paying
all expenses, the exporter could
have a clear profit of $2.20 a
quintal.

. FRIDAY, Sept. 17.

AFTERNOON SESSION,
The afternoon session was called
to order by His Lordship the Bishop
at 3.30. Prayers were read by the

President.
{ The Roll having been called by the
Secretaries, the House proceeded to
business.

The minutes of the previous Ses-
sion were read and adopted.

Canon Bolt added some other
names to the Committee appointed
yesterday to enquire into other ques-
tions of Finance. Agreed.

Canon Smart nominated a Commit-
tee - concerning which he gave notice
yesterday to enquire into the rela-
tions of the Board of Missions to the
Executive Committee, and to define
the powers of the Board of Missions.

Mr. Withers gave notice that he
would on Monday evening move the
Synod into a Committee of the Whole
on the subject of Education and sub-
mit certain resolutions for consid-
eration and adoption.

Canon Jeeves gave notice that he
would on Monday evening bring be-
fore the Synod the report of the Com-
mittee ‘appointed by the Bishop with
reference to the Tower and Spire of
the Cathedral.

Rev. T. E. Loder (Grand Falls),
gave notice that he would on to-
morrow ask leave to introduce a Bill
to amend Chapters I, VII, and IX of
the Constitution and Rules.

Canon Bolt moved the second read-
ing of the Bill to amend Chapter I.
of the Constitution and Rules of the
Synod, entitled “Sessions of the
Synod.” Canon Bolt explained that
the object of the Bill was to test the
Synod. as to whether an Annual Ses-
sion of the Synod should be held in-
stead of a Biennial Session. The
House did not see its way clear to the
holding of an Annual Session, and the
Bill was lost.

Dr. Blackall read the Report of the
Standing Committee of the Synod on
Education, The Committee, at the
commencement of its report, records
with regret the loss the cause of
Education has sustained through the
death of Hon. John Harvey, for a
long time a most valued member of
the Committee. The report deals
fully with the subject of Education
generally in a very able manner, and
sums up its decigions in recommend-
ing to the Synod the adoption of the
following resolutions appended to its
report:

1. That
vided into suitable districts for
supervigion of schools;

2. That some measure of
sory attendance be enacted;

3. That it is most important
provision should be made for
medical supervision of schools;

4. That teachers’ salaries should be
standardized; .

5. That it is imperative in the in-
terests of the country that facilities
be organized for affording to its
young men and women the means of
advancing well beyond the matricu-
lation standard and of studying the
application of science to the indus-
tries of the country. It is of opinion
that this work might be provided for
in the same building as the profes-
sional training of teachers and under

—would form a most fitting memorial
of the gallantry of those who fell in
the great war.

The Sugar
Mandamus Appeal.

The appeal to the full I'manch of the
Supreme Court in the Sugar Man-
damus case was opened at 11 o'clock
this morning. Mr. L. E. Emerson an-
nounced that he appeared with Mr. E.
L. Carter for the Minister of Finance
and opened his argument against the
issuance of the Mandamus by submit-
ting that there is no legal right to the
issue to the prosecution of the Man-
damus; that it is not an application
on the part of Hickman & Co.; C. C.
Pratt is the applying party and there
is no reason why the warrant should

issue to him; Hickman & Co. should
be the prosecutor. There has been
no proclamation in the Royal Gazette |
showing that the War Measures Act |
is not in force. As far as the country {
is concerned we are still at war and |
the Governor in Council has complete |
discretion and power to do as he may |
think necessary under this act. The
Court has no power to go behind his
acts. As far as the Food Control
Board is concerned, he submitted that
they are only advisory to the Gover-
nor in Council.

Justice Johnson.—The Food Control |
Board, I take it, has enabling powers |
and not restricting powers.

Viscount Bryce, O.M., has written
a spirited Foreword to Mr. Basil
Matthews’ fine story of The May-
flower, which he calls “The Argo-
nauts of Faith” (Hodder, 5s. net). It
is 300 years this week since The
Mayflower sailed on its historic voy-
age. Viscount Bryce points out its
significance:

Three Centuries Ago.

“Three centuries ago, in 1620, a
little band of English people—men,
women, and children—to the number
of about one hundred, sailed from
Plymouth in a ship called The May-
flower to settle on the bleak and then
almost unknown coast of North Am-
erica.

“There they landed at a spot where
a huge stone, one of those ice-borne
boulders that strew the low shores of
Massachusetts Bay, is said to mark
the place at which they stepped
ashore, now become a place of pil-
grimage to which many come from
all over the United States, visiting
it with reverence. There this storm-
tossed and sea-weary company built
their huts and a wooden block-house
for defence against the native Indi-
ans, and prepared to cultivate the
soil.

“Not long before an English set-
tlement had been planted in Virginia,
and other English colonists came a
few years later to another part of
the New England coast. where is now
the town of Salem. But this Ply-
mouth Settlement (for that was the
name they gave it) was the most re-
markable of the three, just because
it was the smallest and weakest, car-
ried out with the least official favour,
least noticed by the world of its own
day.

He was Chief Politic-
al Officer in Mesopotamia throughout
the war, and afterwards became Brit-
ish Minister at Teheran, where he
negotiated the Anglo-Persian Treaty.

can the Government fold their hands
and say, as they have done, that they
‘expect’ he will be ‘able to clear away
misunderstandings.’

“The Government must state frank-
ly whether their object in sending

| is simply to rescue our own forces and
| the isolated women and children, or
to hammer the Arabs into submission.
If they really mean to set up an inde-
pendent Arab State they cannot do it

by first battering at the Arabs for hali
'a year and slaying them by the thou-
sand. The right course, and the only
possible course, is to proclaim at once
that the military occupation is to
ocease.

“If that were done, I believe the
rising might end to-morrow, and we
should be saved a long, costly, and
supremely silly war. But it is the duty
of the Government to state their ul-
timate intentions now, instead of try-
ing to get rid of their responsibilities
by ‘leaving it to Cox."”

Lieut.-Colonel T. E. Lawrence says:

“It is a very hopeful prospect, con-
sidering the recent precedents in India
and Egypt. Sir Percy Cox and Mr.
Philby should put matters right in a
few weeks.”

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Can Ghosts Be Laid ?

AUTHENTIC CASES ARE VERY
RARE.

(By Elliot O’Donnell in Pearson’s

Weekly.)

There is probably no point in cox-
nection with psychic matters on
which there is such a divergency of
opinion among believers in the super-
natural as that of laying ghosts.

One of the most interesting cases
in which ghosts have been success-
fully laid happened in a field about
half a mile from Botaden, six miles
north of St. Columb, in Cornwall.

A youth of about sixteen, who was
usually very bright and cheerful, was
observed by his parents and friends
suddenly to become intensely silent
and depressed.

On being questioned as to the reas-
on of his changed behaviour, he at
length reluctantly confessed that it
was on account of a ghost he kept en-
countering in a field near Botaden on
his way to school. He declared it was
the spirit of a woman called Dorothy
Durant, who had died some eight
years previously, and he said she

accompanied by the boy and his par-
ents, and all four saw the apparition
simultaneously, whilst the spaniel
they had with them barked and ran
away.

A Chat With a Spook.

The following morning Mr. Ruddle
went to the field alone again, and,
overcoming his fear with a mighty
effort, spoke to the apparition and ex-
horted it to tell him why it was unable
to rest in its grave. He had to ad-
dress it several times before he re-
ceived a reply, but it finally spoke
and told him to come there again that
night.

This he did, when, after a lengthy
conversation, Mr. Ruddle resorted to
the form of exorcising spirits special-
ly prescribed in the prayer book. He
supplemented it, according to some
accounts, with the drawing of a magic
circle and various other symbols.

The ghost then went, and was nev-
er known to trouble the neighbour-
hood again.

The laying of ghosts even by
clergymen is not, however, invariably
successful.

Seven ministers were called in sim-
ultaneously to lay the famous ‘““Pear-

used to waylay and follow him, and
that he could not escape her.

His parents laughed at him and
tried to make him believe it was all
his imagination, but on his adhering
to his story they finally consulted his
schoolmaster, the Rev. John Ruddle,
afterwards prebendary of Exeter
Cathedral.

Phantom Frightened the Parson.

Far from ridiculing the boy, Mr.
Ruddle evinced considerable interest
in his tale, and, determining to put
it to the test, accompanied him to
school one morning.

On arriving at the field the boy had
specified, the apparition appeared and
was at once identified by the clergy-
man as Dorothy Durant.

Though he tried to appear quite
composed, Mr. Ruddle was, as he ad-
mitted afterwards, very badly scared,
so much so that he neither dared ad-
dress the phantom, nor even glance
round at it.

A short time afterwards he sum-
moned up courage, however, to visit
the field alone, when he again saw the
ghost, but was once more too"terrified
to speak.

Sir Walter Scott’s
Great Year, 1820.

In Spite of Mental and Bodily Tor-
ture His Imagination Worked at its
Highest Pitch and Produced “The
Bride of Lammermoor,” “The Le-
gend of Montrose”-and “Ivanhoe.”

“The year 1820 might be considered
the most brilliant in Scott’s career.
That before it had been clouded by

domestic affliction and crippling ill-
health,” says the Glasgow Herald.

“His mother, her brother and her
sister died within a few days of each
other, and he himself was so ill that
even his iron resolution gave way and
he despaired of recovery. But in
spite of mental and bodily torture his
imagination worked at its highest
pitch and gave to an astonished and
delighted world ‘The Bride of Lam-
mermore,” ‘The Legend of Montrose,
and ‘Ivanhoe,’ three of his finest nov-
els.

He Dictates His Novels.

“Most_of this excellent fiction was
dictated amid such agonising pain as
it seemed no human frame could bear,
and Scott’s friends looked for the
worst. Speaking of ‘The Bride of
Lammermoor,’ James Ballantyne
says it ‘was not only written but
published before Mr. Scott was able
to rise from his bed; and he assured
me that, when it was first put into his
hands, he did not recollect one single
incident, character, or conversation
it contained.”’ A marvellous instance
of the triumph of mind over matter!

Two Stories at a Time.

“‘Ivanhoe’ was the first novel in
which Scott broke away from pure-
ly Scottish ground, and English read-
ers hailed it with acclamation. Dr.

Sound, as we all know, is caused
by waves in gases, liquids or solids.
In a vacuum—an empty space—sound
r does not exist. If you could fire a
i twelve-inch gun from the top of
Everest, the sound would be but
feeble. Could you carry it much
higher, its discharge would be in-
audible.

There are rays of light which the
eye cannot see, and there are sound
waves which the human ear cannot
catch. 5

Ask yourself if you can hear the
cry of a bat. Any person who, at the
age of forty, is able to hear the thin

gratulate himself on being possessed
of exceptionally good hearing. The
squeak is too high—it has too many
vibrations per second to be heard by
any ear that is not very delicate.
Silence That Terrifies.

Some years ago Mr. Galton, the
famous anthropologist. invented and
constructed a whistle which, by means
of an adjustable plug, could be ren-
dered so shrill that presently it
ceased to be heard by human ears.

But—here is the curious part of it
—after the sound of the whistle hai
ceased to be audible to any human
ear, a dog was still able to hear it,
and came readily when it was blown.

Animals and birds hear far better
than man. It was noticed during the
war that pheasants in East Coast
coverts were disturbed by the naise
of guns at sea, when even children
(whose hearing is quicker than that
of older folk) could hear nothing at
all.

Sound travels better across water
than across land. By actual experi-
ment it has been found that across
water a person could be distinctly
heard, reading aloud, at a distance
of 140ft., whereas on land the same
voice only travelled 76ft.

Across ice, too, and particularly in
hard forst, sound travels amazingly.
Lieutenant Foster, on an Arctic ex-
pedition, found that he could converse
with another man quite easily across
the mouth of a bay which was a mile
and a quarter wide.

Perfect silence is far rarer than
most of us imagine. Even in the
quietest room in the depth of the
country, on the calmest night, there
are always sounds. Absolute silence
is only found in deep caves and
abandoned mines, and is a really ter-
rifying phenomenon.

It makes the ear ache in a desper-
ate effort to catch some sound, how-
ever tiny. In such a place the beating
of one’s heart and the rush of blood
through the arteries will become per-
ceptible.
