Son’s Status Set

Debrett Shows King’s Grandehild is
Not of Royal Blood.

Lonidon, Dec. 24.—HEver since Prin-

cess Mary's son and heir came into
the world last winter there had been
much speculation as to whether he
is a plain commoner or a Prince of
the Royal Blood. But theér mpecula-
tion {8 ended and Great Britain now
knows that the King's grandson 1is
not a Prince of the Royal blood, but
simply Henry Hubert Lascelles, or
“Master Lascelles” for short.
- This decisive information is con-
veyed by the 1924 Debrett, the un-
questioned guidé to the genealogy of
Royalty and the aristocracy of the
Kingdom.

The new issue says that a Royal
wartant of December 11, 1917 debars
young Lascelles from being a Royal
Prince. The warrant asserts that
none but children of the sons of the
Sovereign and the eldest living son
of the Prince of Wales shall have and
hold the style, title and attribute of
Royal Highness with titular dignity
of Prince and Princess, - The war-
rant does not mention grandchildren
of the King who may be children of
the Monarch's daughters. _

Tutankhamen’s Golden
Shrine Bizarre Sight

Royal Coffin at Last Revealed In Fall
Proportions - to. Modern Eye—Wall
Decorations are Remarkabl>—End-
less Lines of Hieroglyphics = With
Figures in Colors That Recall the
Art of Old China.

Luxor, Dec. 18/—All preconceived
ideas of Tutakhamen’s golden shrine |
were upset by the sight of this fm-
pressive coffin, for the first time dis-
closed in almeost its full proportions
by removal of the partition wall, when
the correspondent visited the tomb
recently

The first impression of this gigan-
tic receptacle for the dead, its sides
resplendent with chaste decorations
of blue and -gold, set against a back-
ground of brightly colored paintings
on yellow, was almost overwhelming.

The feeling was of something incred- |-

ibly Dbizarré—something  that ‘seemed
utterly to“banish *the presence of
death ‘in this casket of wonderful
workxpanship.

One of the first details to catch the
eye was the fact that the golden lid
on the canopy does not, as one im-
agined from the view obtained from
the opening in the wall, slope down
from one end to the other. . It rises
again at the other end, giving a
graceful curved eﬂ'eot which is de-
clared by competent authority to be
unique in Egyptology. The lid is not
solid, but hdllowed out, roofing over
a space of about four feet between
the first and sgcond shrine.

In this space the - correspondent
was able to-see—for the doors- of the
first shrine had been removed—a re-
markable species of wooden rack, or
scaffolding, erected to carry the im- |
mense golden spangled linen  pall]
resting over the second ‘shrine. It is
very like open wooden cage work and
is" painted ‘a glistening' black ~with
heavy gilded carved feet.
