This is certainly a re­
markable statement but its < plain 
meaning is, that at some time or other 
Port au Port was granted ctertam 
concessions towards fishery and agn 
cultural developments, among which 
was a concrete bridge. It is true that 
the first concrete bridge built in the 
country was given to Port au Port, but 
this is believed to be the first time 
that ever, the claim was advanced 
that it was given as a concession to­
wards either fishery or agricultural 
development. This bridge spans Re- 
maine’s River on the railway connec­
ting road from Stephenville Crossing 
to Port au Port and was built to re­
place the last of the several wooden 
bridges that had been built across this

river at various dates and destroyed 
by spring or fall freshets This is no 
Road deLuxe, neither is it a special 
road built for the accommodation of 
a few score people, but an ordinary, 
very ordinary highway which supplies 
a harbourless population of four thou­
sand people, in this section with a 
very poor substitute for the advant­
ages and facilities of the railway sys­
tem enjoyed by the residents of Its 
other divisions.

St. George’s appears to ha quite 
familiar with the extensive patronage 
patronage which he states was meted 
out to Port au Port by thé Morris ,Gov­
ernment, but seems to be unaware or 
perhaps conveniently forgetful that 
that Administration is so indebted to 
the people of this division of the dis­
trict of St. George's in the matter of 
unredeemed pledges respecting local 
railway extension, that it would take 
“the lion’s share of any surplus mun­
ies allocated to the district” for years 
to liquidate one year’s interest on bis 
liability. . -

This average was main­
tained in March, and beginning April 
1 output was advanced to 1,050 a day 
which indicates shipments this month 
approaching 25,000. If the present 
high production continues in May it 
is likely that output for second quar­
ter of the fiscal year will exceed 60,- 
000 cars, contrasted with 44,297 in the 
first quarter.

While an estimate of $10,000,000 net 
in first six months may sound high, 
the record showing in first quarter 
gives it some weight Such a balance 
would compare with net in entire 
fiscal year ended Nov. SO, 1924, of 
$8,073,458 equal to $6.10 a share.

There has been no better illustra 
tion of the Henry Ford policy of mak­
ing the motor industry prosper by 
giving the public greater value for its 
money through lower prices than the 
performance of Hudson the past few 
months. Last year it shipped 128,000 
cars and reported net profits equal to 
$63 a car. In October a sweeping re 
Auction in prices was made, amount­
ing to $100 on Hudson coaches and 
$55 on Essex coaches. The following 
month a further reduction of $60 a 
car was announced on both models. 
The result was to concentrate sales 
on the coach model, greatly increas­
ing output as shown in first three 
months’ report when 44,927 cars were 
shipped, at the annual rate of over 
175,000. Economies resulting from 
this gain in production are reflected 
in increased net profits for the three 
months which amounted to $86 a unit 
notwithstanding price reductions 
averaging from $100 to $150.

Our correspondent writing on 

the new price of bread raises a 
very important point and we fail 
to see wherein his criticism is 
not warranted. The price we 
understand has been advanced to 
retail customers two cents on a 
one and half pound loaf, which 
until now has been selling for 
twelve cents, that is the price 
has been increased 16 2-3 per 
cent.

Naturally we look for an ex­
planation for this serious addi­
tion to the cost of living, since 
the bakers’ united advertisement 
does not give it. Turning to the 
Market Report in recent issues 
of the Trade Review, we find 
that flour in the local market on 
March 7th was $12.00 per barrel, 
on the 14th, $11.50, on the 21st, 
$11.35, on the 28th, $11.25 and 
on April 11th and 18th it was 
$10.50.

Certainly these figures do not 
indicate that an increase at 
present is justifiable. On the 
contrary, judging from the re-t 
duction in the cost of flour, we 
mig,ht reasonably have expected 
a corresponding drop in the 
price of the loaf. We are un­
aware of any recent advance in 
wages ; the new Tariff has not 
added to the' cost; municipal 
taxes have no£ increased, and in 
fact the only thing that seems 
to have gone up in price is 
bread, and the reason has yet to 
be found.

While we are on this matter, 
we should like to ask certain 
questions with reference to this 
trade. Is it not laid down by 
Statute that loaves of bread in­
tended for sale shall be made of 
the following weights, namely : 
four pounds, two pounds, one 
pound, and eight ounces, and 
shall have stamped or marked 
thereon the initials of the maker 
and the weight of the loaf?

Is it not also laid down by law 
that all meat, bread, milk and 
other articles of food ' shall in 
course of being transported 
through the streets be protected 
by such covering as shall pre­
vent contamination by dust, dirt, 
and flies ?

To what extent are these reg­
ulations observed, and who is 
the authority responsible to see 
that they are observed ? During 
the transference of a loaf from 
the oven to the consumer it pass­
es through many hands, and as 
in most cases the loaf is not 
wrapped by the makers, the 
question of its cleanliness must 
be taken on faith. It is some­
what surprising how much this 
community takes on faith in the 
case of many articles of con­
sumption.

Dear Sir.—As Mr. McNeily persists, j 

for some reason of his own, in his | 
criticisms of the manner in which the i 
private bill presented on behalf of 
my clients has been handled, I feel I 
must, in duty to them, again reply to 
him. He states that he "understands" 
the Bill in question has for its object 
the confirmation of certain "lights " 
of which the notice makes no mention. 
Just what the general public would 
gather from such a statement I can­
not Imagine, but the statement itself 
is quite incorrect. The Company does 
not ask for confirmation of any 
“rights” whatever except those in­
volved In Its title to the lands it has 
acquired. It asks for this confirma­
tion as tiiuch in the interests of the 
public itself as in its own ; and since 
it would have the effect of strengthen­
ing the security held by the Treasury 
for its guarantee, it is obviously also 
in the interest of the Government to 
entertain it. It Mr. McNeily wishes it, 
or thinks it of sufiicient importance,
I feel sure my clients would be only 
too glad to publish the Bill in full.

The point made by Mr. McNeily in 
his last paragraph is, of course, a 
very strong one, and if the facts are 
as stated, he is quite right, and to be 
commended, for bringing attention to 
it. But I think he might have been 
more careful to explain that he was 
not still referring to the case of this 
particular Bill, as the context of his 
letter might easily suggest No share­
holder of the Power and Paper Com­
pany is a member of the House, not 
to mention of any Select Committee.

With Mr. McNeily’s general attitude 
on this question I have no quarrel—

am rather in agreement with it; but 
when one rriakes criticisms of, such 
importance and publicity, he should 
take great pains to be strictly ac­
curate.

I am wondering if it meant that 
these bakeries intend to wrap the 
bread for the extra money. I have an; 
idea there is a law in this 
that soft bread should be wrapped ; if 
so, why Is it not carried out? The 
party whose duty it Is to see this law 
enforced should get busy at once. We 
have quite enough germs to contend 
with without the ones that accumulate 
on bread when being conveyed from 
the delivery waggon to the store­
keeper on dusty days.

of this Bill evidently was that the 
widow of a pensioner who had reach­
ed the age of 65 was to continue to 
receive, during her widowhood, the 
pension her husband had had, but 
this had been awkwardly expressed. 
While considering amendments, other 
desirable changes in the Act had 
suggested themselves. One that ap­
peared desirable to Hon. Mr. Morine 
was that the age of 75 be changed to 
70 for all persona. He had, however, 
consulted the Premier on the matter 
and had been informed that the same 
suggestion had been made in the 
Lower House, bnt finances being tak­
en into consideration, It was thought 
unwise to make the change, for some, 
who had reached the age stated, were 
unable at present to be given the 
pension through lack of funds. This 
was, he thought, a sufficiently good 
reason. It was believed that, contrary 
to the Act, a number of persons 
whose age was as low as 65 were re­
ceiving the pension. Other conditions 
besides age were set down in the law 
viz: circumstances of persons must be 
such as rendered a pension necessary 
and persons must have resided more 
than twenty years in the Colony. 
These other conditions may have been 
fulfilled in these cases. In order to 
bring the law Into conformity with 
practice the Hon. Leader of the GoV1 
ernment thought it would be better 
to reduce the age limit to seventy. It 
would be left to the Governor-in- 
Council to decide the other qualifica­
tions. If a person had no means of 
support he did not see why he should, 
not get the pension at 70. Some men 
now were getting it at 66. He said 
the Government had decided to test 
the Act by slow amendments.

Another thought that suggested it­
self was that since the franchise was 
grahted to women, and that the idea 
of equality prevailed, why should not 
aged, needy, unmarried females, whe-

Proceedings at the
Legislative Council

(1 overnor-ln-Couucll, Judge Morris 
onened n Court of Enquiry in the 
Central Dlatrict Court on Wednesday 
afternoon last in connection with the 
< ondition of the holler and engines of 
S S. Ranger whilst that ship was 
prosecuting the sealflshery during the 
present season. A petition received 
from 64 members of the crew reads as 
follows:—

PETITION.

To the Governor In Council :—
We, the undersigned crew of the 

S. S. Ranger, demand an enquiry and 
investigation to be held pertaining to 
the condition of th% main boiler of 
the S. S. Ranger as it was when the 
said ship left for the sealflshery on 
March 9th, and as it is at present as 
the ship lies at the wharf of Bowring 
Bros.

We claim (a) the condition of the 
holler was dangerous to life and (b) 
totally unfit to prosecute the sealfish- 
rrv to battle with the conditions of 
the elements prevalent in that region.

As a consequence the crew of 150 
men have undergone the hardships 
and risks of the sealing voyage for 
practically no remuneration, and we 
firmly believe that if the boiler had 
been in the condition which is speci­
fied by the Boiler Certificate submit­
ted by the Inspector of Boilers for 
1925, that we would have secured a 
full load of seals.

Annual Meeting
ST. THOMAS’S CHURCH.

The. annual Easter meeting of St- 
Thomas’s Parish was held In Canon 
Wttod Hall last night, after evening 
prayers, the Hector, Rev. J. B. Elliott, 
presiding. Despite the inclemency t-f 
the weather quite a good gathering 
was present—some of the fair sex 
braving ,the elements and putting In 
an appearance, too. The Rector open­
ed the meeting with prayer, after 
which the Secretary <jf the Select 
Vestry, F. M. Stirling, read the min­
utes of the last annual meeting, which 
wire confirmed. The Rector then 
submitted his report of the spiritual 
WOrk of the Parish during the past 
year, that showed, so far as can be 
httmahly judged, advancement in all 
parochial activities.

The Financial Warden, Hon R. Wat­
son, presented his report for the year. 
The accounts showed the church fin­
ances to be eminently satisfactory. 
There was an increase in the number 
of subscribers and In at least two In­
stances the collections were the lar­
gest on record. A reserve fund for 
repairs had been established, in addit­
ion to which there was a substantial 
balance to the credit of the Church. 
Receipts from all sources amounted to 
$27,025.29, of Which $20,463.07 stood 
for parochial-requirements and $6,662.- 
22 for Missions and other extra-paro­
chial purposes, each showing an in­
crease as compared with the preced­
ing year.

At the request of the Rector, the 
Hon. Tasker Cook again agreed to act 
as Rector’s Warden, and the tion. R. 
Watson was for the 11th consecutive 
year unanimously elected People's 
Warden. There was general regret 
In the Parish recently when it became 
known that through rather indifferent 
health, the Hon. Mr. Watson will be 
obliged to relinquish his duties as 
Warden at this meeting, but at the 
urgent request of the Vestry and on 
the promise that they would lighten 
the work all they could for him, he 
agreed to accept the cilice for another 
year. Mr. Watson’s services to St. 
Thomas’s Church have been very great 
and are much appreciated by the con­
gregation. He was first elected Peo­
ple’s Warden about twenty-eight
years ago, when he" served for five 
years. He ,was again elected ten
years ago, and has held the office ever 
since, making a total of fifteen
years as People’s Warden.
