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The Ballot Bill.
Or Wednesday evening last the 

order for proceeding with the Bal­
lot Bill was discharged. The Globe 
states that the Bill is withdrawn for 
the present session, but only on the 
understanding that the Government 
lias assumed the responsibility of the 
measure, and with a view of exten­
ding it to Municipal as well as Par­
liamentary elections. It will be re­
introduced next session by the Gov­
ernment, with such alterations as 
further experience of the working 
of the Ballot in England may appear 
to render necessary.

A general election in Ontario can 
scarcely be looked for before the 
summer of 1875, and as the Ballot 
will undoubtedly be used in the mu­
nicipal elections in January of that 
year, the people will be well acquain 
ted with the working of the system 
before being called upon to exercise 
it in a parliamentary contest.

The principle of the Ballot has been 
so heartily endorsed by the Ontario 
Legislature that no difficulties stand 
in the way of its early adoption. Re­
cent advices from British Columbia 
and Manitoba show that the Ballot 
is likely to be introduced into those 
Provinces. In another year Quebec 
will be the only Province retaining 
the open vote system, and it most 
speedily yield to the pressure of 
public opinion. Under these cir­
cumstances, an early passage of a 
Ballot Law for the Dominion may be 
confidently looked forward to.

We may observe that our Conser­
vative contemporaries, who are never 
pleased whether whipped high or low, 
are growling because Mr. Clarke lias 
not proceeded with his measure this 
year.

A C urious Case.
The Mount Forest Examiner says :

A case was decided at the Division Court 
here on Wednesday last before Judge 
Macdonald which presented some strange 
peculiarities. It seems that some time 
last summer several stray cattle, among 
which was a heifer, came upon the prem­
ises of Mr. James Turner, Minto, and in 
due time the publie were notified 'of the 
fact by advertisement in the Examiner. 
Mr. Andrew Doyle, of Arthur Township, 
having lost a heifer and seeing the adver. 
tisement, went to Mr. Turner’s premises 
and pointed out as his a heifer which was 
not advertised. Mr. Turner held posi­
tively that the animal referred to was his 
—Mr. Doyle holding quite as positively 
contra. The latter left unconvinced and 
returned a few days after, while Mr. 
Turner was absent, and drove the heifer 
in dispute to his own place. Mr. Turner 
subsequently brought action before 
bench of magistrates for the ’ recovery of 
the animal, but the evidence was of such 
a conflicting nature that, we believe, the 
case was dismissed. Resort was then 
had to the Division Court for relief from 
tho difficulty, and as already noted a de­
cision was arrived at on Wednesday. Tho 
évidence at the trial was to say the least 
extraordinary. It was shown on tne part 
of the plaintiff that the heifer had been 
purchased from one of the witnesses 
when a calf, had thence been reared by 
said plaiptiff, and had been in big posses­
sion ovér since. For the defendant wit­
nesses swore positively that the heifer 
belonged to said defendant, and that the 
fact was clearly demonstrated to their 

j minds by certain signs, marks and pe­
culiarities. Since the days of Solomon a 
clearer case of ownership by both plain­
tiff and défendent has scarcely been pre­
sented for adjudication. id is honor,
ho never, for certain specified reasons, 
gave bis decision in favor of the defendant 
—and accordingly Mr. Doyle stands con­
firmed in the possession of the heifer.
