THE COMMISSIONERS' REPORT.
(Condensed from n’ Globe.)
Ottawa, Oct. 23.

Much excitement was caused at the
capital this morning by the proceedings
ofthe Dominion Parliament. The streets
presented an animated scene, and by two
o'clock the gallaries of the Hcuse were
packed to an extent which made the
temperature of the chamber oppressive
and respiration difficult. About this
hour carriages' commenced to rollup to
the main entrance, in front of which was
stationed the Governor General's Guards,
commanded by Lieut.-Col. Thomas Ross,
Sometime before 3 o'clock every available
seat on the floor of tke chamber around
the space occupied by the Senators, of
whom there was a numerons attenlance,
was taken possescion of by ladies in full
dress. On the left of the Throne were
Lady Dufferin, Lady Mary Blackwood,
Viscount Clandeboye, Lady Harriet
Fletcher, and Lady Macdonald. Nearly
150 ladies werepresent in full dress ; and
the rich and tastful toilets of the ladies
on the floor of the chamber and in the
galleries had the effect of giving a bril-
liancy and splendour to the scene, which
is not witnessed upon every celebration
of the opening ceremony.

It had been decided that His Exellency,
on his way from Rideau Hall to the Par-
liament Buildings, should open the new
iron-bridge -orossing the Rideau Canal at
Rideau-gtreet. This was accordingly
done, and at the conclusion of the cere-
mony His Excellency was driven toward
the Parliament Buildings, npon arriving
at which he was received by his suite and
the military. As he entered the bujlding
cannon were diecharged. He then proceed-
ed into the Senate Chamber, and after
ascending the throne he dispatched the
gentleman usher of the Black Rod for the
faithful Commoners. The summons was
quickly responded to, and the Speaker
arrived at the bar, accompanied by the
Sergeant-at-Arms bearing the mace.

His Excellency read the Speech from
the Throne, which we published yester-
day. The Speech having been read in
French by His Excellency, the Commons
returned to their Chamber.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

In the House of Commons the scene
wae, if not o lively, at least as interest.
ing. There have been some changes in
the arrangement of the seats, in order to
afford accommodation for the additional
members. The representation of
parties WeB very strong (o Qrio iCL
hanshas atnearing the most ecmpletel;
filled, When the message from his Ex-
cellency was delivered, requesting the at-
tendance at the Bar of the Senate of the
faithful Commons, the excdus was con-
ducted with a good deal more than usual
order, and the crush around the entrance
to the upper chamber, though necessarily
considerable, was nothing compared to
last year. A good many of the older
members did not go into the vice-regal
presence at all, and a greater number
still retired when the Bpeech from the
Throne had been delivered in English.

On the return of the members from the
Senate, and when the usual formula of
reading the Royal speech from the
Speaker's desk had been proposed and
dispensed with,

Mr. Speaker announced the elevation
of Mr. Bellerose to the Senate, and the
issue of a writ for the election of a mem-
ber to represent Laval county in his
stead ; also that returns had been recei-
ved to the writ issued for the election of
a member to represent thenewly admitted
Provinee of Prince Edward’s Island, and
to that issued for the election of a mem-
ber to represent the county of Carlton,
N. B., in place of the deceased Mr. Con-
nell. \

Tho P, E. I. members are Mr. D.
Laird, Kings County, Mr. J. C. Pope,
Prince County, Mr. John Yeo, Mr. Sin-
clair, Queen’s County, Mr. A. C. McDon-
ald, Kings County, Mr, D. David, Kings
County, Mr. Appleby, the newly elected
member for Carleton Co. N.B. and the
representativesreferred to wereintroduced
to the Speaker by various Ministers and
private members, and -took their seats
amidst loud cheers.

Sir John Macdonald introduced the
geveral Bills required for the conduct of
the business for the year, and presented
documents transmitted by the Govern-
or General for the information of the
members containing—1st. The papers
relative to the disallowance of the Act to
provide for the examination of witnesses
on oath by Committee of the Senate and
House of Commons in certain cases, 2nd.
Papers relative to the prorogation of Par-
linment on the 13th day of August last.
3rd. Papers relative to the issue of the
Royal Commission. 4th. Despatches
from Earl Kimberley, Secretary or State
for the Colonies, and certain despatches
from His Excellency.

In that communication
Your Excellency was pleased to express
the opinion that the” functions of the
Commissioners were rather inquisitorial
than judicial, and that the execution of
them should not be such as in any way
to prejudice whatever proceedings Parlia-
ment might desire to take, when it re-
assembled in October. (28.) The Com-
misgioners coinciding with your Excel-
lency in the view that the Commission
does not require them to pronounce
judicially on the evidenes, consider that
their duty will have been fully discharged
when they shall have forwarded to the
Secretary of State the accompanying
depositions and document with this re-
port ia triplicate as requested by their
instructions, unless .a report of their
opinion on the result of the ovidence
shall be especially requested.

Sir John Mucdonald then moved the
adjournment of the House until three
o'clock on Monday, which was carried at
4 p.m.

The Asscssment Convention,

The clause relating to soldiers and
pensioners was altered s> as not to ex-
empt houses and premises occupied by
them, whilst allowing their incomes and
personal property to remain exempted.

The pensions clause, and that relating
to the income of a farmer derived from
his farm and the income of merchants,

| mechanics or other persons derived from

capital liable to assessment, were allowed
to stand.

Exemption of money invested in mort-
gage or due on account of land sale was
disallowed ; of municipal and Proyincial
debentures was allowed to etand.

Sir John Macdonald then made the
usual formal motion with regard to Select
Committees ; he also meved the usual
declaration with regard to bribery, cor-
ruption, and tampering with tha inde-
pendence of Parliament, which declares
each and all of these to be crimes and
misdemeanors.

The puzzling clanse exempting ‘‘All
property, real or personal, which is ¢cwn-
ed out of this Province,” was struck out
altogether as being unintelligible; as
was the clause relating to examption of
personality equivalent to the holder’s just
debts.

““The net personal property of any per-
son, provided the same be under one
hundred dollars in value,” and “The an-
nual income of any person, provided the
same does not exceed four hundred dol-
lars,” were allowed to remain exempted.

The clause exempting the sslsry of
ministers of religion up to $1,000, and
their residences when below two acres
and $2,000 in value, was struck out with-
out discussion.

The next clause—'‘Rental or other in-
derived from real estate -except interest
on mortgages,” was allowed to stand.

On the next claase—**Houaehold effects
of whatever kind, books and wearing ap-
parel,” the words ‘‘excepting in hotels,
saloons and taverns,” were added.

The Convention then adjourned antil
Thursday morning. It is unnezessary to
add that all the foregoing clanses are
simply recommendations to the Ontario
Legislature.

A Cnaxee or Naue,—The Clinton New

Era has changed its name to the Moni-

tor, and its politics from Reform {2 Con-
pervalive,
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The Speech from the Throne.

It was scarcely expected by the
general public that any business
except that relating to the Pacific
Scandal would be brought before
Parliament at its present session.
The session is a special one, owing
1ts existence entirely to the promise
of the Governor-General that the
people’s representatives should have
an opportunity of pronouncing upon
the Scandal as soon as the Royal
Commission had concluded its pro-
ceedings.

We find, however, that Parliament
is also invited to consider a Repre-
sentation Bill, an additional Assis-
tance (Administration) Bill, a Court
of Appeals Bill, an Insolvency Bill, a
Board of Trade Bill, and other
measures.

In thus deciding to make the
session one for general business, we
wonder how much the Government
were influenced by the necessity of
making the Speech of a decent and
presentable length. The Pacitic
Scandal is an exceedingly awkward
subject to handle in a Speech from
the Throne. Half adozen lines.com-
prises all that is said about it, but
there is great significance in these
few words, mising from what is left
unsaid as well as what is actually
spoken. There is no attempt what-
ever, either directly or *by implica
tion, to express an opinion of the
mnocence of the Ministry—and we
may be sure that Sir John A. would
have been only too glad to have the
benefit of so powerful a point in his
favour as would have been some ex-
onerating observationsin the Speech.
But Lord Dufferin has evidently
vetoed anything of the kind. Notice,
too, the mild and humble way in
which the possibility1s expressed that
the Commussioners’ report may be of
some use to the House. Could any-
thing show more clearly the utter
superfluity of the Commission ? What
a lame and impotent conclusion!
After forcibly proroguing Parliament
in order to appont this Commission,
its report is now laid before the same
Parliamentary representatives with
the timid remdrk that it will be for
them to determine whetherit can be
of any assistance to them! There is
something exceeding ludicrous in
the idea.

The Speech announces also the
surrender of the Pacific Railway Char-
ter by Sir Hugh Allan's Company, and
the consequent 1gnominious failure
of the Government in an important
feature of their policy. Try, try
again, is however the motto, and we
are kindly promised another scheme
for constructing the railway The
details of this new attempt will be
awaited with considerable interest.
After the Jolin A. Government
has tried and failed in this great
undertaking a few more times, there
may be some chance of the construc-
tion of the railway being undertaken
in a practical and sensible manner.
But it is to be hoped that Parliament
or the country will cut short the new
John A. Pacifc scheme and the
life. of the Administration together.

Our Public Schools.

We lately had one of the High
School Inspectors, J. McLellan, Esq,
1.L.D., in our town on a tour of in
spection of High and Public Schools.

He visited our High School and
spent a whole day in examining into
the mode of instruction pursued in
that institution and tha scholarship
of the pupils. lle also visited the
public schools and noted the way in
which instruction is imparted there-
in. The Doctor was much pleased
with the proficiency and attainments
of the pupils of the High School, and
ir a few remarks which he made at
the close of his examination  took
occasion to vindicate the character
of the school against some injurious
reports that were put into circula-
tion a year ago concerning it. He
said that his remarks at that time
had reference to the poor qualifica-

«tions of some pupils who hLad then
lately entered the nstitution from
other schools, and for whose effi-
ciency the High School was in no
way responsible. He did not know
that his remarks would be published,
or he wouldhave given thewhole of the
reportas he made it to the Education
Officein Toronto, asit showed the High
School to be on a par with others in
the Province for efficency of in.
struction.

‘The Inspector was not ail pleased
with the smallness of the number of
students he found in the High School,
and stated that there must be some
mismanagementin the Public Schools
in this direction.

It certainly does appear a little
strange that out of some 1,300 pupils

Hot Water in the Canals,

The fertile brain of a Yankee inventor
has conceived the most remarkable pro-
ject that we have heard of for a long
time. Itis nothing less than to heat
the water of the Eriv canal during the
winter and prevent its freezing! Itisa
treat to come acrose something so really
novel in this world of vanities. The
New York Z'ribune gently *‘ chafls” the
projestor in the foliowing delicious
fushion :—

A plan for heating the canal has been
invented, and laid before the Senate
Committee on Traunsportation, It i
greatly to be feared thut it will not re-
ceive the attention it desorves. To the
Congressional mind, Lot water, asso-
ciated as it is with aromatic flavors and
superficial nutmegs, does not commend
itself as promotive of navigation.. Dut
the plan should be considered. It is
simple, practical, and besutiful. It con-
gists of two builers ana 4,000 feet of
steam pipe to the mile, is esinmated to
eost about two millionsé to begin withand
from six to nine hundred thousand
dollars per annut to keep it up, and it
i3 believed will keep the canal open all
winter, bringing verdure to the tow-
path, proeperity to the boatman, tolls to
the treasury aod grain to Albany. Could
more be asked? Or for less money ?
How mueh more practical this, and how
1auch cheaper, than to tunuel under the
whole length of the great artory and
undertake to heat it like a tea kettle
from the bottom ! It is much more to
the purpose, too, and does not involve so
much engineering a# the plan to turn the
waters of the Gulf Stream up the Hudson
and through the canal to Buffalo. To
this latter proposition the objection will
at once occur to the thoughtinl mind
that it would inyolve us in suits for
damages by Great Britain, which depends
almost entirely npon the Gull Stream
for its climate. True, under its tropical
influence we should be able to raise
bananas and cocoanuts along the line of

the canal, enough, perhaps, to pay the
National debt, as President Grant pro-
posed to do by the annexation of Santo
Dowingo, butit would be bardly worth
while to go to war with Great Britain for
such a tritle as that. |
