The Rev. John Gray moved the re-
ception of the report, thedhanks of the
Assembly to the Uommitt{c, and especi-
ally to the Convener for b8 painstaking
labors, and the usual vote to him of a
slight compensation.
Rev. W. Reid said the report was one
ot the most complete he remembered,
and they must all feel grateful to Mr.
Torrance for having got his report-be-
fore the Assembly on so early a-day.
(Applause.)
Tne motion was agreed to.
In reference to somé recommendations
contained in the report, Rev. T. Ward-
rope urged the necessity of making the
lesiastical year coincide with the or-
dinary year.

$24,430, as against $21,242 for 1872-3.
The working of the various missions dur-
ing the year was very satisfactory, Mr.
Cochrane said the Committee had hoped
that the increase for the year would have
been considerably larger than it had
been. Still, the Committee were thank-
ful that they were hardly in debt, as the
$149 against them was balanced by $200
due to the Committee by the Irish Pres-
byterian Church for the stipend of a mis-
sionary. He Tinted out that the towns
and cities took by far the largest share
of the work of contributions, while the
whole sum was only 40 cents per com-
municant.

The Government have
promptly carried out their promise,
* and a general order has been issued
from the Militia Department, specily-

~ ing the changes proposed.

In the first place, fifteen companies
gazetted, but not yet equipped, have
been removed from the list of Active
Militia: The only company 1n this
locality so removed is the cavalry

- troop at Stratford. Five companies,
reported as disorganized,are removed

- from the list of those entitled todrill
this year. These are all in Quebec.
Forty-seven companies which were
under thirty non.commissioned offi-
Gers and men at the annual drill last
year are removed from the list
of corps entitled to pay on
completion of the annual drill
thisyear. —Among these areincluded
the Garrison Buttery at Goderich,the
companies at Southampton, Kincar-
dine, Lucknow, Wingham, Clinton,
Milton, &ec. It will be noticed that
none of the Companies$h the 30th
Wellington Battalion have been re-
moved, as all of them muster the
full complemem of men, and are re-
tained in the force.

The annual drill for 1874 75 will be
carried out so far as the same may be
practicable in Brigade Camps for ex.-
ercise, at which the cavalry, field ar.
tlllery, and infantry corps within the
Brigaue Division who may be autho-
rized to attend such camps, will be
concentrated for twelve days’ drill
‘and traming. ' This order, therefore,
does away with the Battalion drill.
In its place there will be Brigade
Division Camps, and the probability
is that Guelph may be selected as
one of the places where these camps
will be held. The places, however,
have not yet been fixed upon.

The orders also provide that in
future the nominal strength of each
troop ot cavalry, garrison battery of
artillery, company of rifles, infantry,
and engineers, shallnot exceed forty
non-commissioned officers and men,
with the addition of two per com.
pany for s aft sergeants and band.
Also that the several corps compos-
ing the Grand Trunk Railway bri.
gade are removed from the list of
corps entitled to pay on the com-
pletion of the drill authorized for
the year'1874-75. The ordersspecify
the pay for officers and men per day,
while in camp. Sergeantsreceive 70
cents per day, corporals and privates
0 cents per ‘day, besides rations, )y
which are placed on a liberal scale.
No pay is to be allowed for men on
leave of absence.

The course of drill and target
practice of all corps is to be regulat. | B
ed by the Deputy  Adjutant-General
in each district, who will arrange for
the requisite staft for Brigade Camps,
solect the officers so far as practi
cable from those in the Brigade
Division, and recommend the same
' to headquerters for approval.

These alterations, while reducing
the number of the force, which, as
concerns many companies, only ex-
isted on paper, will tend to make
.our active militia more efficient,
more. compact, of less expense to
the country, and in every way more
sefviceable.

Rochefort the meped Repub- |,

lican.

Rochefort, the noted French Re-
publican, who is at present staying
in' New York, has written a long
article for the Hecald, in. which he
gives a terrible accountof the sufter-
ings of himself and other political
compunions and prisoners on their
way to New Caledonia. After detail:
ing these at full length, he giwve: a
harrowing description of the slave
traffic as carried on in the New
Hebrides 1slands, and the sufferings
of the poor slaves who are stolen
from their homes and shipped to the
Philippine Islands, where they are
sold. He states that the English
pitilessly fight this kind of traffic, and
actively hunt these traders in men,
whom they hang on the highest yard-
arm when they capture them, but
the pirate finds an asylum, of protec-
tection, with an advantageous market
for his cargo, withthe Governor of
Caledonisa.

He then, in the following extract,
tells how he and his companions
made their escape : —

** The decire to revisit Europe haunted
us day and night. Olivier Pain, Paschal
Grousset and myself lived upon a hill in
o hut somewhat isolated, where we had
leisure to concert together at our ease.
Ouar plan was to leave by sea, and to
swim to some ship of which the captain
would consent to takeus. Wehad heard
it said that the sharks ia their hunger
agssembled ordinarily in the neighbour-
hood of the slaughter- Lu'_.‘h.s, which are
situgted not far {rom the per’asula, and
that feeding plenti‘ully upon the refuse
from the butchery it seldom ocenrred
that they would atteck mun. Olivier
Pain, who was iuor of tke first prin-
ciples of swimming ut energetically
to work, and in ofe month after my
arrival beeame one ¢ 6 best swimmers
of the peninsula. ~ We then familiarised
ourselves with danger by mumuuu in
the gea for two or three hours each day.
I cannot yne all the particulars without
compromising certain brave people who
lent us their assistance. The fact is that,
thanks to those three prisoners, sxmply
residents of the place —Achille Balliere,

Jourde and Bastien Granthille—we nego-
tiated with the English Captain Law, of
the three-masted bark P. C.1. This ex-
cellent man, Law, fully understanding
the importance of the prisoners whom
he was to take on board, cousented to

the detach t now at Fort Garry,
will rendezvous at Dufferin, and the
whole force will march direct along
the {rontier to the Rocky Mountains,
where they have to' suppress an
illicit still which is working woe
among the Indians. They take with
them two Armstrong 9-pounders,
Among the other judicial appoint-:

Gwynne will be made one of the
Justices of Appeal, and that Mr.
C. 8. Patterson of the firm of Patter-
son, Beaty & Hamilton, Toronto, is to
succeed Mr, Gy ynne in the Court of
Common Pleas.

It 1s now hinted that Sir John
Mecdonald is to be appointed by the
Imperial Government to the Gover-
norship of one of the West India
Islands.

Chutch of Scotland Synod. .

June 3,

After some formal business Rev. W-
Johnston asked leave to retire from active
duty on account of illness. Applications
for licenses were csent in from A. H.
Cameron, J. J. Cameron, M. D., and R.
J. Craig, all of Queen’s College, Kingston.
Applicatidns for admission to the
ministzy were submitted from Rev. Alex.
Smith, of the Presbyterian Church of the
United States ; Rev. James Pallar, of the
(}oniragationnl Church; Rev. P. D,
Steele, of the Canada Presbyterian
Church of Ramsay.—Referred to the
examining committee, of which Dr. Hogg
is Convener.

Thereport of the Widows’ and Orphans’
Fund wasread. Revenue tor the year
$4,998, being an increase of over $500 on
last year. The endowment fundhasnow
reached the sum of $73,153,92, $58,353,.
92 being in mortgages, and $14,800 in
bonds and stock. The number of widows
receiving allowances from the fund is
88. The number oforphane, 54,

The report of the Temporalities Board
was read. Of theseventy-three ministers
who originated the fund in 1855 only
thirty- e now remain, of whom eight
have with the leave of the Synod, retired
from the active duties of their office, and
three are Professors in Queen’s College.
“The number of non-privileged Ministers
on the Bynod’s roll is at present ninety,
and the total number of Ministershaving
a ul)on the fund through the

lege and otherwise is one hundred and
irty-three. The Board expects to make
provision for the payment of fifty non-
privileged Ministers on the 1st of July
next—four more than at the correspond-
_ing od last year.
" The report of the Sustentation Fund
was read. The contributions fur the year
amount to $8,108,77. * Out of this $100,
each was paid to 89 ministers in July
1878, and to 37 in June '74,

Prof. Bnodgrass, delegate to the
General Assembly of the Church of
Scotland, reported verbally as to his re.
ception by that Church,

. Mr, Lang reported verkally that
he had attended the celebration of the
Synod of the Maritime Provinces at
Pictou last year.

At the evening meeting a siatement of
returns to the Synod’s remit on Union
from Presbyteries, Kirk ecgsions, and
congregations was then submitted, which
ghowed that nine Presbyteries, 83 Kivk
gessions, and 106 congregations approved
of the basis simpliciter. One Presbytery,
four Kirk sessions, and eix cungregations
approved of it with modifications or re-
servations, Three Kirk sessions and
congregations appioved of the first and
gecond articles of the basis, but disap-

oved of the third. One Presbytery,
f:mun Kirk sessions, and twelve con-
gregations disapproved of the basis
simpliciter ; and one Kirk session disap-

roved of it with modifications. Eleven
;reebyteries, 110 Kirk sessions,’and 127
congregations reported.

Ten prqtests against the basis of union
were submitted.

After some discussion the report was
referred back for some amendments,
