THREATENED WITH FAMINE.
Unhappy Ireland's Haryeet Falls While- 

Canada Rolls In Plenty.

New YoBK.Sept. 8—A dispatch to the 
World from London says : “ A panic is 
spreading throughout Ireland over the 
terrible prospect of an apparently com­
pete failure of the harvest. Reports 
from HO parish priests from the counties 
of Clare, Cork, Kerry, Litoerick, Tipper­
ary, Antrim, Armagh, Cavan, Donegal 
Down, Fermagh, Monaghan and Tyrone! 
all tell the same piteous story of ruined 
crops, impending destitution and fam­
ine. The blight has everywhere wholly 
or mainly destroyed potatoes, while the 
oats, which is the next most essential 
crop to the Irish farmers, has been 
battered down by incessant rains and 
practically destroyed.

The desired permission was accorded, 
and Van Ness with a party of six well- 
armed men went on board. To­
wards morning their suspicions were 
verified in a way, for Dr. Phil­

Text of Acceptance of the Proposal 
to Adjust Differences With 

Hawaii.

Disappointed Passengers for Daw­
son City Throng the Hotels 

of Victoria.

The King of the Belgians Has

Washington, D.C., Sept. 7.—The full 
text of the formal acceptance by the 
Japanese government of the proposal to 
arbitrate its difference with Hawaii has
been received in this city, and a copy 
was to-day delivered to Secretary Sher­
man by the secretary of the > Japanese 
legation, Mr. Matani. It; ja, jrpm Connt 
Okamua, minister of foreign affairs to H. 
Shimaura, Japanese minister to Hawaii, 
After acknowledging the receipt of 
Hawaii’s offer of arbitration, it 
Bays : “ The Imperial government
are firmly convinced that their com­
plaints in this matter are well-founded 
and their demands are just and reason­
able. Nevertheless in a spirit of concil­
iation and in the hope that their action 
may contribute to the good relations of 
the two countries, they have resolved to 
accept, subject to certain necessary limi­
tations and qualifications, the proposal 
of the government of Hawaii.”

The Japanese government proposes 
that the King of the Belgians shall be 
sole arbitrator, that the essential facts 
of the case shall be agreed to by the two 
governments before submission to the 
arbitrators, that the arbitrators shall 
address his decision to the points of 
divergence as desired in advance, and 
that the Japanese government does not 
consent to the rejection of laborers un­
less they cannot prove ownership of $50 
each, nor the applicability of the treaty 
of 1871 to Japanese subjects other than 
those of the merchant class. A detailed 
statement of which the Japanese govern­
ment wishes to restrict the scope of the 
arbitration is set forth in instructions to 
the minister.

When the dummy was drawn in it was 
found to be torn to pieces and everybody 
agrees that Von Hahnkes’ body must 
have met a similar fate. Yet since the 
appearance of Truth’s remarks, it is an­
nounced from Berlin that the body had 
been recovered after six weeks in the 
raging torrent and that it will be brought 
home for burial.”

He Wants Some Arrangement Where­
by British Expansion May 

Be Checked.

Evidently Would Like to See the 
Powers Combine Against the 

Union Jack.

Paris, Sept. 7.—The Gaulois to-day 
prints an interview with Prince Bis­
marck, in which he is quoted as having 
expressed the fear that the efforts made 
at Peterhof were so much wasted time. 
What was required, the ex-chancellor is 
said to have added, was a serious active 
agreement, with a well-defined pro­
gramme and much clear-sightedness 
and tenacity to achieve a result whereby 
the pretensions of Great Britain could 
be stayed. The prince was further 
quoted as remarking : “It is absolutely 
certain that Germany will not succeed 
in attaing this end, and she might re­
gret having harrassed England too 
much.”

Prince Bismarck admitted that the 
time was propitious for the snatching of 
Egypt and the Suez canal from England 
but said he did not believe that the 
Frenchmen have any passionate interest 
in that question, adding “ Perhaps they 
are right to wait for us Germans to be­
come still more deeply involved in onr 
foreign policy for now we have neither 
leadership nor principals. Everyone is 
groping about and the treasurers influ­
ence I labored to accumulate are being 
profitless!, squandered.”

The Soleil, in an important article 
draws contrasts beteen the Dribund and 
the Russo-Franco alliance. Germany 
and Austria, the paper says, have no 
claim to each others aid unless attacked 
simultaneously by two adversaries, 
while the Russo-Franco alliance im­
poses the obligation to assist if 
either is attacked by a single 
enemy. The implication of this 
contract is that in the event 
of war hostilities would inevitably be­
come universal, because under the pre­
sent circumstances a war between 
France and Germany would be bound to 
bring Russia into the field, thus provid­
ing a basis for Austria and Italy to join 
in the conflict under provisions of the 
dreibnnd. According to another state­
ment, Russia only agreed to the treaty 
upon condition that France should aban­
don all idea of a war of revenge upon 
Germany for the purpose of recovering 
Alsace-Lorraine. This is borne ont by 
the statement of the Buda-Pest Lemzit, 
the organ of the Hungarian foreign 
office, that Emperor William during his 
visit to St. Petersburg obtained confiden­
tial assurance, which he imparted to 
Austria and Italy, that the proposed 
Franeo-Rnssian treaty was purely defen­
sive and devoid of hostility toward any 
power whatsoever.

ATLANTIC FAST LINE.
Mr. Peterson Denies That Hie Company Are 

Unable to Finance the Project.

London, Sept. 7.—Mr. Peterson em­
phatically denies the statement in which 
John Torrance, of the Dominion line, is 
quoted as saying that the Peterson j Tate 
& Co. fast Canadian steamship line pro­
ject is dead, owing to the fact that the 
company has been unable to finance it. 
Mr. Peterson states that the organiza­
tion necessary to carry out the new 
steamship service is progressing rapidly.

Almost every one of the city hotels 
now has its quota of Bristol people, and 
from them it is no hard matter to secure 
fullest particulars of the inauspicious 
cruise. In the first place, they believe 
they have a claim for damages arising 
out of the failure of the steamship com­
pany to give the Bristol despatch at the 
advertised date. Then they have half a 
dozen other points that they believe to 
contain ground fer action—but of these, 
late.

The Bristol sailed from Victoria for 
St. Michael’s on August 29 and soon 
pickecLup the Eugene, which had been 
instructed not to touch at Victoria, but 
had done so and thereby rendered her­
self liable to the customs. Two hundred 
and more passengers who were bound 
for Klondyke were for the most part on 
the big ex-collier, only about twelve as­
sisting to work the flimsy river boat in 
return for a cut-rate passage.

“At Union where a call had to be 
made for coal, the seizure of the Eugene 
was made, and it cannot be said that 
the passengers felt other than pleased 
when Captain Lewis took the desperate 
course of running away from the law— 
every day meant lessened chancee of 
getting up the river, and the miners did 
not care to wait for red tapeism or the 
setting right of violated regulations. 
When the Bristol, by consent of the 
authorities, overhauled the “ soap-box 
afloat ” prospects became generally 
brighter and the passengers commenced 
to feel that their troubles were at last 
ended.

It was only for a day or so, however. 
Then the unseaworthiness of the river 
boat occasioned fresh alarm. The water 
commenced to come in, the seams 
opened, and the boat on the whole 
showed signs of speedy dissolution. 
Then it wae that the dozen passengers 
on the Eugene declined to take further 
chances with their lives, and vielding to 
their unanimous request, Captain Lewis 
signalled to the Bristol, which was pro­
ceeding under slow steam probably a 
quarter of a mile away, to come along­
side and take the smaller steamer in tow 
to the nearest port for the purpose of 
making necessary repaire.

There was no time lost in complying 
with this request, and twenty-four hours 
later both steamers entered Alert Bay, 
the Eugene as a tow. Captain Lewis 
immediately called for a survey, and 
this was made by First Officer Gates of 
the Bristol, Captain Fulton of Victoria

SWEPT BY FIRE.
The Town of Magog Suffers a Heavy Loss 

in the Business Portion.

Magog, Que., Sept. 7.—The business 
portion of the town of Magog was wiped 
out by fire early this morning. The fire 
originated in the store of B. L. Godyette, 
on Main street, and swept along the east 
side of the street, destroying the big 
new block of A. G. Dolloroff as well as 
the stock, valued at over $16,000; The 
Magog Enterprise office, Chamberlain’s 
milinery store, Lepine’s and Jondrose’e 
meat markets, and several other stores 
were burned. The fire then jumped 
across the street and consumed the East­
ern Township bank, Shedrick’s jewelry 
store, and several other places. The 
loss will be very heavy, nearly $100,000.

Careless of Silver He Asks Only

The “ Janet Cowan ” Wreck To Be 
Salvaged by the Wrecker 

“ Whitelaw.”;
Sports at Caledonia Grounds a Grand 

Success—The Threatening 
Clouds.

Words of Commendation and Advice 
From World Famed 

Anthorities.

Someone was blameable for the lack 
of seamanship displayed down the 
Straits a week or so ago, when the 
Northern Pacific liner Columbia and 
the outgoing ’Frisco steamer Walla 
Walla came dreadfully close to running 
into one another, and the third officer 
of the former ship has been discharged, 
as it seems he was at the wheel at the 
time a disaster was so narrowly averted. 
An investigation into the conduct of the 
officers on the Occasion was held at Ta­
coma, with the result as mentioned. 
Fourth Officer Moore was promoted, and 
when the Columbia arrived h 
Captain C. Whistler was appointed to 
the vacancy thus created. The Colum­
bia docked at theouter wharf at 6o’clock 
on Sunday morning, and sailed outward 
bound at noon the same day. She was 
chuck-a-block with cargo, and only re­
ceived here in the line of freight a small 
shipment of salmon. Her passenger 
list, however, was greatly swelled by 
those embarking here, there being of the 
number ninety homeward destined Ce­
lestials. There were ten saloon paseen- 
gers.of whom the locally knownones were 
Mr. and Mrs. J. E. Macrae, who are go­
ing to Hongkong in the interests of the 
former’s health, which has been failing 
ever since his removal from the Victoria 
agency to Tacoma.

The annual celebration of Labor Day 
in Victoria was threatened at an early 
hour yesterday morning with the dis­
pleasure of Jupiter Pluvius. The fore­
noon, too, witnessed many gloomy 
glances from the god who is said to be 
responsible for the destruction of so 
many pleasure-seekers’ happiness. But 
as the day went on, a better state of feel­
ing took possession of him, and by noon 
the struggle which had been maintained 
between the longed for sun and the 
clouds which acted as fore-runners of the 
threatened ram, was ended in favor of 
the former.

The boat from the Mainland Sunday 
evening had brought over quite a re­
spectable number of intending cele­
brants of the day, bnt the great crowd 
was looked for from Nanaimo, and true 
to their record as believers in the cele­
bration of Labor Day, our neighbors 
from the Black Diamond City did not 
disappoint. About half past eleven a 
train crammed with people, who over­
flowed the six cars and con­
verted the baggage car and the 
platforms into swarming masses of 
humanity, steamed into the depot, and 
as the gaily dressed, be-ribboned and 
smiling miners and their better halves 
made their way up Johnson street it 
made one wonder why something in the 
shape of a procession had not been ar­
ranged in order to show off the strength 
of the labor organization which had thus 
honored Victoria with its presence. And 
three hundred others, who would have 
been here if there had been cars to ac­
commodate them, were left behind.

Shortly after 1 o’clock the crowd began 
to make its way out to the Caledonia 
grounds, and for upwards of an hour a 
steady procession of arrivals was record­
ed at the gates. They came afoot, they 
came by car and they came awheel, but 
they came so fast that the receivers at 
the gates of customs were hard set to 
keep track of their takings-in and issue 
the needful tickets to the clamoring 
crowd. Then, when everyone was in, 
the gross amount of cash was not much, 
but that was owing to the generosity of 
the management themselves, they hav­
ing kindly allowed all the ladies in with­
out charge and also the children, and of 
coarse these latter were much in evi­
dence all the afternoon.

That it was a happy crowd no one can 
deny. The organizers were happy be­
cause it was fine ; the ladies were happy 
because it is a courtesy to which they 
are not accustomed to enjoy such a day 
without having to put up, (or get some 
one else to put up), an admission fee ; 
and the men were happy because the 
ladies were. The children were absurdly 
happy, their enjoyment being complete 
except for one thing. There was no

in for nothing.

Of the events {hemselves very little 
remains to be said when the .list of 
prize-winners is gone through. The 
mile amateur proved another opportu­
nity for the new champion to show hie 
superiority as a long-distance runner, 
and he availed himself of it in good 
style, winning in 4.58. No other com­
petitor had a chance of wresting victory 
from Mr. Daniels, and at the finish he 
was in splendid shape, looking “ fit ” 
enough for another mile at the same 
speed.

Requiem low mass was said at St. 
Andrew’s cathedral yesterday morning 
for the late Bishop Lemmens the news of 
whose death was received here last week. 
In this connection Archbishop Gross, of 
Portland, has been asked to visit this 
city and celebrate a requiem high mass 
but his answer has not yet been received. 
At mass on Snnday morning a very feel­
ing reference was made to the death of 
their well beloved bishop, the Rev. 
Father Nicolaye reading the following 
clipping from a Guatemala paper. “We 
received to-day the news of the demise 
of Monslgnor Lemmens, who expired at 
6 a.m. on the road to San Pedro Caretra, 
as he journeyed towards Corban in 
search of health, as some time since it 
was impaired. It is nearly a year ago 
since Monsignor Lemmens visited this 
capital and resided in the archiépiscopal 
palace. He confirmed a considerable 
number of children in a comparatively 
short time. We regret greatly the death 
of the Bishop, and at the same time we 
offer our sincere sympathy to his be­
reaved flock and to the clergy of the dio­
cese.” ________

The birds and beasts of British Col­
umbia passed on dress parade before a 
critical reviewer yesterday. Dr. C. 
Hart Merriam, chief of the United States 
biological survey, known on two contin­
ents to all natural scientists, spent the 
day at the museum, and was proudly 
shown all its treasures by Curator John 
Fannin. All the stars of the excellent 
collection—birds of rainbow hues, ducks 
of rarest webfoot lineage, fish that have 
scaled all marine society—were inspected, 
and for them all there was naught bnt 
praise. In 1892, Dr. Merriam was as­
sociated with Dr. Dawson, of Ottawa, 
and Prof. T. C. Mendenhall, then of the 
United States coast survey in the exam­
ination of seal life at the Pribyloff 
islands. Since then the work of his 
special branch of service has taken all 
his time, the biological survey having 
undertaken agricultural map work, 
designed to be of peculiar vaine to grain 
farmers.

Important ClmSome question having arisen as to the 

legality of the sales made of property in 
the city for arrears of taxes under the 
tax sale by-law, 1896, an ex-parte ap­
plication was made by Mr. O. Dubois 
Mason on behalf of the city to the 
Supreme court.

The following judgment of the Hon. 
Justice Drake will be read with interest :

By the Municipal Clauses Act the 
municipality can pass a by-law for sale 
at public auction of land and improve­
ments for unpaid taxes, provided the 
taxes shall be in arrear for two years 
previous to the passing of the by-law, 
and the by-law can also state what 
notice of the intended sale shall be given 
to the owners of property liable to be 
sold and in what manner such notice 
ehall be given to them or their agents. 
A by-law was passed the 3rd July, 1896, 
directing the collector to prepare a liât 
of property to be sold, such list to be 
published for one month prior to the 
sale. The by-law farther directs the 
collector at least two months before the 
day of sale to deposit in the post office 
to the address of the owner or to the 
agent of such owner a notice in writing 
of the amount of taxes due and the pro­
perty that is to be sold for such arrears, 
and in case the address of the owner or 
agent is unknown, a notice to the same 
enect shall be posted on the land to be 
sold. The sale was to be the 33rd day 
after the first publication in a news­
paper and the place of sale was fixed 
with power to adjourn. Certain pro­
perty was advertised for sale on 29th 
August, the sale to take place on the 1st 
October, 1896, and on that day and at a 
subsequent .adjourned day sundry lots 
and portions of lots were sold. By sec­
tion 150 of the act the purchasers at any 
such sale are to receive from the col­
lector a certificate stating what propor­
tion of the land and interest thereon has 
been sold, and further stating that a 
deed will be executed at any time after 
the expiration of one year from the day 
on which an order may be made by a 
judge of the Supreme court confirming 
the sale unless the property is previously 
redeemed, such order to be made on 
petition of the collector and on proof to 
the satisfaction of the judge that notice 
of the sale and of the consequence 
thereof has been served on the person, 
or if more than one then on each of the 
persons who, at the time of the service 
thereof appeared on the register of the 
said city in which the real property is 
situate, as owner or the holder of a re­
gistered charge, or that substituted 
vice has been effected in such 
as any such judge may have directed.

The petition is now before me of the 
collector asking for a confirmation of the 
sales. It appears that the collector de­
posited the notices of the intended 
Bale in the post office under 
tion 5 of the by-law, in many cases 
merely addressed “ A. B., City,” with­
out knowing whether the person ad­
dressed was a resident in the city or not. 
Although this may be a compliance with 
the by-law, it does not satisfy the obvi­
ons intention of the act. The act states 
that the judge is to be satisfied that the 
notice of sale baa to be served on the 
persons who appear on the city register; 
this I consider to mean the notice re­
ferred to in section 6 of the by-law. The 
posting of a letter with no more distinct 
address than “ City ” is no evidence that 
the person addressed has received the 
notice. Personal service ie the service 
contemplated by the act; and if that 
cannot be effected, then some service 
which will satisfy a judge that the notice 
has come to the knowledge of the person 
affected must be shown. The posting of 
the notice on the land is one of the 
methods pointed out by the by-law. But 
it does not make the posting equivalent 
to service on the person. When the 
persons whose property is to be sold 
cannot be found or their addresses dis­
covered, then the collector can apply to 
a judge for substituted service, and each 
case will be considered and the best 
means taken to give the notice required 
by law.

I have gone through the list, and con­
firm those sales where it has been shown 
that the notice has reached the hands of 
the parties interested. In the other 
cases, which I have examined in de­
tail, there is no evidence that the 
notice has reached the persons affected, 
in some cases the notice is addressed to 
the estate of so and so without showing 
who the persons are who are intended to 
be affected. The municipality can put 
up the property for sale again and will 
have to refund to the purchasers the 
amount which has been 
quence of the abortive Bale. There does 
not appear to be any necessity for the 
great hurry, which it ie clear took place 
in the present case. The notices and 
letters were all posted on the 31st July 
for the sale which was to take place on 
the 1st October, as the by-law required 
two months’ notice ; this gave no time 
to apply for substituted service or to 
make needful inquiries. The person who 
is sued for $5 has to have service on him 
proved ; a simple letter has never been 
held sufficient ; but here, where proper­
ty of considerable value is in question, 
this simple and necqpsary preliminary 
is ignored.

the congratulations of Canadians for the 
very excellent map you have published 
showing the different routes into the 
Yukon district. The map ie particularly 
noticeable owing to your having included 
and distinctly marked as British terri­
tory all land within the boundary claimed 
by Great Britain. The map will be 
widely appreciated on this account. No 
other publisher has grasped this essential 
point. The American maps naturally 
ignore the British line absolutely, and 
in fact place the American boundary 
line anvwhere between the summit of 
the Chilcoot pass and Tagish lake. And 
unfortunately Canadian maps show the 
American territory as being well inside 
of the British contention. This is a 
wrong idea. We are entitled to claim 
and mark on our maps the territory as 
claimed by Great Britain until arbitra­
tion has proved the contrary. Your line 
is the true line, and there is no doubt at 
all When the disputed territory is defin­
itely fixed both Dyea and Skagway will 
be in British territory. Lu fact it is even 
likely to inclnde territory still further 
south. The most generous reading of the 
old treaty cannot under any reasonable 
construction place the American line 
further inland than Pyramid Harbor, 
just south of the Ohilcat inlet ; there­
fore both Dyea and Skagway may be ac­
cepted as British territory.

Those two points are of some vaine be­
cause, being at the head of deep salt 
water, they really constitute the only 
approaches to the headwaters of the 
Yukon. Not that it matters mneh to 
business men whether the Yukon is ap­
proached through American territory or 
not, it being a question simply of cheap­
est transportation.

Bat it will allay the apprehensions of 
those exceedingly patriotic people who 
are clamoring for “ an all-Canadian 
route ” when, if the American conten­
tion be upheld, none exists on the coast. 
The only “ all-Canadian route ” is via 
Edmonton, the Peace and Laird rivers 
to the Pelly, and a company, of which 
the Hon. Mr. Pugsley is the solicitor, is 
applying for incorporation to construct a 
railway via these points. The Edmon­
ton Bulletin is strongly advocating the 
route, and influential representations 
have been sent to Ottawa touching the 
project. So strong is the feeling on the 
prairies for this Edmonton route that 
Hon. Mr. Sifton has sent a detachment 
of police into the Yukon by this line.

There are, of course, two other routes 
approachable from thé coast, viz., the 
Taka and Stickeen. But the Taku river 
is known to be valueless owing to float­
ing ice, independent of it necessitating 
additional transhipment, while the 
Stickeen-Telegraph Oreek-Teslin lake 
route begins nowhere and ends nowhere, 
and cannot, undèr any circumstances, 
be operated more than five or six months 
during the summer, owing to the Stick­
een being frozen and unnavigable during 
the remainder of the year." Therefore, 
for “an all-Canadian route,” a cry 
which originated, I think, on the Coast 
we are reduced to the Edmonton pro­
ject, which has been both strengthened 
and encouraged by the “ patriotic ” cry 
which bas arisen on the Coast. If, of 
course, the Coast cities wish to cat their 
own throats by advocating “ an all- 
Canadian route,” when none exists on 
the Pacific (if, as I have stated, the Am­
erican claim be upheld), they will onlv 
have themselves to blame if the prairie- 
Peace River route be adopted.

Van Home is reported to be ready to 
extend the O.P.R. from Edmonton to 
Athabaska Landing, where a large 
traffic already exists — the Hud­
son Bay supplies for all the
far Northwest, even to the mouth 
of the Mackenzie, going over this 
route. Winnipeg has been cleared out 
of bacon by people going in this way, 
and the Winnipeg merchants are strong­
ly urging the prairie route which will 
give them the trade. Therefore you can 
see what a formidable opposition can be 
made to a Coast route, and in which the 
Coast people unconsciously aid by clam­
oring for “An all Canadian route.” 
Trade will flow by the cheapest channels, 
and the cheapest channels are the short­
est, quickest and most permanent. Thus 
the trade of Western Canada c 
through New York, Boston and Portland 
in winter and not via Halifax. The 
trade of the Yukon naturally belongs to 
Victoria and Vancouver, and will be 
controlled by those cities provided a 
road is constructed from the head of the 
Lynn Canal, where deep salt water and 
the railway will meet unobstructed by 
ice the year round ; but if this absurd 
conflict between the Lynn Canal, open 
all the year round, and the Stickeen, 
closed fully six months of the year, con­
tinues, the “all Canadian route” via 
Edmonton may be adopted and the Coast 
cities once more left out in the cold.

By uniting on the Lynn canal route 
British Columbia could secure a railway 
from the Dominion government connect­
ing salt water with the head waters ; by 
splitting they may only secure a trail 
and the railway "will "be indefinitely 
postponed, if not altogether abandoned. 
Edmonton has a fair trail now, 450 miles 
being prairie and the balance river with 
easy portages and stretches of open 
country. Any delay will tell in favor of 
Edmonton. If the Lynn canal does not 
get a railway now it never will because 
private enterprise will never construct 
it. The coast cities have one chance of 
securing permanently the great trade of 
the Yukon. It is naturally theirs and 
far more easy to get than the trade of 
Kootenay. They will practically be 
without a single competitor. Seattle 
and ’Frisco cannot pay duty and com­
pete. All that is needed is a railway 
open all the year round and this 
only be had via the Lynn canal.

Will the coast cities seize the opportu­
nity? Bainbbidge Holme.

Members of the British Association 
and ladies of the party to the number of 
forty or more, and nearly an equal num­
ber of ladies and gentlemen from Vic­
toria, took advantage of the kindness of 
Mr. James Dunsmuir, who placed a train 
at their disposal, to make a journey over 
the E. & N. railway yesterday. The 
train, which consisted of three care, left 
Victoria at 9 a.m. At Dnncan some of 
the party disembarked and spent the 
day very enjoyably visiting the Indian 
reservations. The remainder of the 
party went on to Nanaimo, where an 
elegant cold lunch was served in the 
Hotel Wilson. Fifty-five persons eat 
down to lunch, including, besides those 
who went from Victoria, Mayor and 
Mrs. Davidson, of Nanaimo. After the 
toast of the Queen had been drunk, 
Mayor Redfern in a very neat 
speech, in which he briefly sketched 
the work of the British Association 
and expressed the gratification which the 
people of Victoria felt in being able to 
entertain them, proposed the health of 
the British Association, coupling with it 
the names of Sir John Evans, president, 
and Lord Kelvin, the retiring president.

Sir John Evans responded briefly. He 
Bpoke of the great pleasure the associa­
tion had derived from its visit to Can­
ada, and of the many things they had 
learned. He was particularly impressed 
by the loyal and patriotic spirit evinced 
by the people. Referring to the recep­
tions extended to them elsewhere, where 
speech-making formed a principal 
feature of the occasions, he said it was 
pleasant to be where no speech was re­
quired of him except such as was neces­
sary to express the thanks of the asso­
ciation to the people of Victoria for their 
kindness, and especially to Mr. Dnna- 
mnir for his courtesy in affording them 
the opportunity to visit the coal mines.

Mayor Davidson, of Nanaimo, then 
briefly spoke of the pleasure it gave him 
as Mayor of Nanaimo to welcome so dis­
tinguished a party, and assured them 
that though we were not as great British 
scientists as our visitors, we were every 
whit as good British subjects.

God Save the Queen was then sung 
and the party returned to the train and 
went on to Wellington where a hurried 
visit was paid to the coal mines. Prof. 
Fraser remained in Nanaimo and went 
down into one of the mines there.

The ran home was without incident, 
the party arriving at a few minutes past 
six o’clock. Daring the day there were 
a few showers, but otherwise the weather 
was delightful. The country looked very 
beautiful and the whole party enjoyed 
the trip in the most thorough fashion.

Before entering upon the regular busi­
ness of the Council last evening, His 
Worship announced that he had a very 
pleasing duty to perform in making a 
presentation to a young lady whose 
bravery had been called to the attention 
of the Royal Canadian Humane Society.

Keith 
Wilson and Miss Walton. Three hun­
dred sacks of rich looking ore from the 
Champion mine at Clayoquot, and con- 
signed to Mr. G. A. Kirs,, of Turner, 
Bee ton & Co., formed the principal 
freight shipment to arrive on the 
steamer. It is to he treated at the Vic­
toria Metallurgical Works, and the re­
sult will be awaited with interest by 
those looking to the West Coast mines 
with most confidence. Alberni, Clayo­
quot, Quatsino and other West Coast 
points are now showing every indication 
of prosperity, and the small shipments 
of ore which come from these places are 
but a handful to what should come when 
a little more development work has gone 
on. The Seattle company which left 
Vancouver in a small steamer for Quat­
sino some time ago, have made very 
promising discoveries through those they 
left behind to do some development 
work on claims located before their re­
turn home. Samples of some of the ore 
found on the properties were secured by 
Captain Foot when at Quatsino, and 
they have been inspected and admired 
by many since his return. In a second 
shipment which the Willapa had aboard 
on her return, were 85 kegs of salted 
salmon from Quatsino. Up at Cape 
Scott, where the Danish colonists are 
located, fishing operations are actively 
going on, and shipments of cured fish, 
principally halibut, may also be looked 
for in the near future. There has been 
a change of priests at Kynquot, Rev. 
Father Muleman having left for his home 
in Europe, his place being taken by Rev. 
Father Sorby. The Willapa 
schooner Kate, of the Cox-Roberts ex­
pedition, at Nootka, but her charterers 
were off in the hills prospecting, and 
none were Been. Soon after her return 
the Willapa loaded naval stores and 
went around to Esquimau.

The steamer R. P. Rithet made a trip 

around to Esquimau yesterday to put 
1,300 cases of salmon from the Fraser 
into the bark Balmore, and 600 
also brought from the river into the bark 
Is by. The Balmore is to be taken up to 
the Lighthouse cannery on the river by 
the tug Czar to-day, and in a few days 
the Isbv will come around to the outer 
wharf to complete her cargo. She is 
now loading some naval stores.

It was also pointed out that when the" 
permission was granted for the use of the 
steam saw, one of the principal argu­
ments adduced was that its use would 
obviate the necessity for the employ­
ment of Chinese labor in sawing wood, 
whereas it seemed that with the excep­
tion of one white man to ran the en­
gine, all the help employed was Chin­
ese. After several of the aldermen had 
expressed their views, all pronouncing 
the steam saw to be a menace to the 
safety of those who use the streets, it 
was decided to lay Major Dupont’s let­
ter on the table for future consideration.

Messrs. Drake, Jackson & Belmcken 
wrote in regard to the .sewerage connec­
tion ordered to be made on Mrs. Baum- 
gart’s property, and offering to meet the 
sewerage committee, or, as an alterna­
tive, offering on behalf of their client to 
do the necessary work at an estimated 
cost of $280, provided the council would 
reimburse the cost of the same.

son street,BRITISH COLUMBIA FRUIT.
Growers to Profit Muat Use Care and Neat­

ness in Packing.md ter.
Mac

Mr. Stacy, an agent of the British Col­
umbia Fruit Exchange, arrived in Win­
nipeg last Thursday with a carload of 
plums, which were handled by the Mac- 
pherson Fruit Co. here. The plums 
were not at all in good condition when 
opened out, and consequently they had 
to sell at low prices, while some boxes 
were so badly off’ quality as to be p 
tically unsaleable. The quality of the 
fruit is evidently all right, but the 
trouble is in the handling. There were 
several varieties of plums in the lot in­
cluding red, green and yellow varieties, 
and some of thefruitappearedtohave been 
very fine quality before it got out of 
condition. The plums were shipped in 
the ordinary four basket crate, but 
instead of being packed in the baskets 
with paper between each layer, as is 
done with the California fruits, they 
were simply thrown in the baskets at 
random. This left the plums loose to 
knock about with the jolting of the car, 
causing them to arrive here in a bruised 
and spotted condition. It is probable, 
also, that the plums, or some of them, 
may have béen held too long before 
shipping here, or were not carefully 
handled by the pickers. The plums 
were shipped in a first-class, new re­
frigerator car, specially designed for 
the fruit trade, and made 
time, so
not with the transportation facilities. It 
is in the interests of the British Colum­
bia fruit growers to tell them the 
straight truth, namely, that they will 
have to handle their fruit so as to de­
liver it here in as good condition as fruit 
from the Pacific Coast states, if they 
wish to sell to advantage in this market. 
The Commercial would prefer to see our 
prairie districts supplied with fruit 
grown in Canada, and it would only be 
doing an mjury to British Columbia 
growers to mislead them in the matter. 
It will be doing them a better service to 
tell them at once that their fruit has not 
been handled in the past in a proper 
way to permit of shipping long dis­
tances,. though it may be all right for 
close by trade.

Plums and peaches from, the U. S. Pa­
cific Coast are reaching this market in 
splendid condition, and though cars are 
arriving daily, Winnipeg dealers have so 
far not been able to keep up with the 
demand. An unsound plum or peach 
may not be found in a large number of 
boxes. One car of Washington state 
plums handled a day or two ago, after 
the British Colombia plums arrived, 
contained only two boxes off quality, 
and those were not very badly off. The 
British Columbia growers will have to 
compete with this class of fruit if they 
wish to find a profitable market here. 
Soft and spotted fruit can only be han­
dled at a lose to shippers.—Winnipeg 
Commercial.

In this way I may be able to do some­
thing to provide for them that training 
which they cannot otherwise obtain, and 
which it is so obviously necessary that 
they should have before they receive ap­
pointment at your hands.

Craving your indulgence for these 
somewhat extended general observa­
tions, I may be permitted to call your 
attention to some specific matters that 
in my judgment need your immediate 
attention.

1. The lowest department of the Vic­
toria West school is overcrowded—the 
number enrolled being 74. This is obvi­
ously too great a number for one teacher, 
and for one room. All the other rooms 
in the building are well filled. There is 
need, then, in this school of another 
teacher and another room.

2. I found the lowest department of 
the Spring Bidge school similarly over­
crowded, but as the two next depart­
ments above had each a small attend­
ance, I suggested to the principal that 
for the time being he unite his second 
and third divisions into one, and divide 
the lowest into two, thus securing an 
equal distribution of the numbers, al­
though it requires the teacher of the 
combined classes to carry on the work of 
two divisions instead of one.

3. I am satisfied that another teacher 
is immediately required for your High 
school. I need not remind you that the 
requirements of a High school etaff 
are not to be measured by the num­
ber of pupils in attendance, but 
by the number and variety of 
studies that must be carried on.

There are in the High school four dis­
tinct classes, separated from one an­
other by a year’s study. Each of these 
classes is in need of the equivalent of 
the full time of one teacher. Your 
familiarity with the varied character of 
the High school curriculum will, I am 
sure, lead you to the same conclusion. 
The three teachers now on the staff are 
doing strong work, and are accomplish­
ing all they can for the four classes ; but 
they cannot overtake the whole syllabus, 
and the interests of the pupils are to 
that extent suffering. There is but one 
remedy, I think : the reinforcement of 
the staff by an additional teacher.

It would thus seem that an additional 
expenditure for teachers’ salaries of 
$150 a month was an immediate neces­
sity. Fortunately, however, I am able 
to suggest a readjustment of your pre­
sent teaching force that will, if it meet 
with your approval, adequately relieve 
the congestion in Victoria West, and 
give the needed reinforcement to the 
High school etaff without prejudice to 
the interests of any pupil or teacher, 
and with a very trifling additional cost 
to the board.

My suggestions are as follows :
1. That Mr. Butchard of the Spring 

Bidge school be transferred to Victoria 
West, giving him charge of divisions IV 
and V. It will be necessary to furnish 
another room, and I am told that the 
Mission house, formerly rented by you, 
is available. Mr. Butchard could oc­
cupy this room, and Principal Tait could 
then dispose his staff in such a way as to 
give the relief needed in the lower divi­
sions. Thus this emergency may be met 
at the cost of the rental of the additional 
classroom .

2. That Miss Watson, of the Girls’ 
Central, 5th division, be transferred to 
the High school, and Miss Barron from 
the Spring Bidge school be assigned to 
Miss Watson’s place in the Girls’ Cen­
tral. These changes will necessitate the 
distribution of the children of grades V, 
VI and VII of the Spring Bidge school, 
now taught by Mr. Butchard and Miss 
Barron, between the North Ward and 
the Boys’ and Girls’ Central. The ma­
jority of them will cf course go to the 
latter as being nearer. This distribution 
can be effected,! am sure, without detri­
ment to any interest involved.

It would be for the board to consider 
whether if this suggestion to transfer 
Miss Watson to the High school is 
adopted, she ought not to receive a some­
what larger salary than she is now get­
ting. The work will, of course, be more 
laborious ;

When they reached the 
station Ditmar was scared half to death.

The Pacific sank as soon as struck, 
only one life of the two hundred that 
she carried being spared. The blow and 
the going down of the ship came so fast 
the one upon the other that to this day 
the cause of the tragedy and the circum­
stances of its occurrence have been chief­
ly explained by theories.

Captain Whitelaw’s investigations, 
while they do not entirely dispel the 
mystery, throw a little light upon it, 
and bring back to memory the dread ca­
lamity that desolated so many Victoria 
homes.

Anchoring off Lazaretto Island, where 
the Orpheus drove after striking the 
steamship at the entrance of the Straits,
Captain Whitelaw on Thursday sent 
down a diver, prompted by curiosity 
largely, to see if anything could be found 
of the long crumbling craft.

Only a few minutes has passed when a 
significant tug at the line told of a dis­
covery, and the diver returning to the 
wrecker’s deck told how he had descen­
ded almost among the bones of the ill- 
fated vessel. At first all that could be 
discerned was the shape of the ship 
marked on the sand by her iron bolts, 
the woodwork having long since rotten 
away.

From the indentation of these pieces 
of ironwork, however, it would seem 
that the bow had received a heavy blow 
full on—the inference being that it was 
the Orpheus that ran down the Pacific, 
not vice versa. The cook stove of the 
ship was also found, heavily coated with 
rust, and thickly covered with marine 
and vegetable growth, while coral of a 
peculiarly bright variety was forming in 
places.

Most curiously, the skipper of the 
wrecker, Captain Dollard, and one of 
his men, Bob Mortimer, sailed on the 
Orpheus previous to her collision with 
the Pacific, and her fateful sailing into 
Barclay sound. Mortimer stood by and 
handled the line as the stove was hauled 
aboard the wrecker on Thursday.

“ For eighteen months I didn’t eat a 
bite of grub but what was cooked on that 
old wreck,” said be.

A cannon was also discovered and re­
covered. When first brought to the 
surface it could be easily broken with a 
knife, although since exposure to the 
air it is again hardening. A piece of 
chain came after the cannon, brought up 
in one solid lump. The Orpheus’ anch- 
ors and cables had been previously re­
moved.

Captain Whitelaw is now camped off 
Bonilla Point, the scenes of the wrecks 
of the Duchess of Fife and the schooner 
Puritan. On the way from Barclay 
Sound he stopped at the scene of 
the Janet Cowan disaster, where 
a captain and six men lost their lives.
Here, shoal water prevented anything 
being done. The wrecker will return 
again, however, in the hope of meeting 
with more favorable conditions.

Dr. Dawson, head of the Dominion 

Geological Survey and an authority upon 
all matters connected with the geological 
formation and mineral deposits of the 
province, was interviewed at the Driard 
hotel yesterday.

After having published the voluminous 
and valuable reports which bear his 
name, it may sometimes seem to Dr. 
Dawson somewhat strange that any one 
should require additional information, 
and the interviewer was reminded more 
than once during the conversation that 
upon some of the subjects mentioned a 
careful perusal of those reports would 
have been an advantage. Still, with 
characteristic eourteousness he answered 
the questions put to him with a wealth 
of detail which was as interesting as it 
was exact.
“I have never heard, nor can I 

imagine,” said be, “any reasons for the 
idea which appears to be entertained in 
some quarters that the mineral deposits 
of British Columbia are not of a per­
manent nature. There has not.it is true, 
been sufficient work done upon even the 
most promising properties, to prove 
their extent, and it is of course to be 
expected that amongst the total number 
of claims recorded there will be the usual 
percentage of worthless and compara­
tively valueless ones. That is the case 
in all mining districts, and does not ap­
ply more particularly to British Colum­
bia than it does to other places. As is 
mentioned in my report of 1885, the 
mineral deposits are most likely to occur 
at the point of contact with the granite 
formation, and prospectors on the isl­
ands of the Gulf would do well to pay 
particular attention to that important 
fact.”

Turning to the region which is just 
now attracting so much attention—the 
Klondyke—and the different routes sug­
gested as being most feasible, the navi­
gability of the Hootalinqua river was 
brought up. And upon this subject Dr. 
Dawson has information gathered from 
various sources which would seem to 
answer in the affirmative the questions 
which have been propounded as to the 
feasibility of the proposed Stickeen 
route.

From measurements taken by him at 
the mouth of the river, which would 
indicate that the Hootalinqna is of 
great volume, and from the reports fur­
nished by Indians, it seems to Dr. Daw­
son more than probable that, beyond 
the danger of low water being encoun­
tered at certain seasons of the year, 
there should not be ahy serious hin­
drance to navigation, and this opinion 
is borne out by the published report of 
Mr. Hays, of the U, 8. Geological Sur­
vey. The latter gentleman who went 
up the Teelin lake from Taku in­
let, has furnished some valuable and 
reliable data upon this point, and from 
his statements Dr. Dawson is apparently 
very strongly of the opinion that the all- 
Canadian route via Telegraph creek, 
thence to Lake Teelin and the Hootalin- 
quan river, may be looked upon as being 
not only feasible, but actually preferable 
to any of the many which have been sug­
gested.

Asked as to what he thought would be 
the effect upon the silver properties of 
the Slocan of the recent fall of silver, 
the Doctor confirmed the statements of 
other gentlemen who have devoted eome 
considerable attention to the question. 
“ Properties such as eome of those in 
the Slocan, when the lead values are 
high, can be worked at a profit even 
with silver at a much lower price than 
it is quoted at to-day, and the enhanced 
value of lead, caused by the shutting 
down of some mines, such as those in 
the Cœur d’AIenee, has added consider­
ably to the advantages possessed by the 
Slocan people.”

In regard to the report that the in­
evitable result of the closing down of the 
mines in the states of Washington and 
Nevada, consequent upon the fall in the 
price of silver, would be a reaction, which 
would bring up the value of the white 
metal, Dr. Dawson said that he looked 
more to the cheapness of the production, 
the high percentage of lead and the in­
creased price of the latter metal to war­
rant the belief in the continued increase 
of value of the Slocan 'properties. “Of 
course,” said he, “it cannot be denied 
that in view of the present very unsatis­
factory position silver occupies in the 
market of the world, investors look with 
an eye of suspicion upon investments in 
such properties, but, taking into con­
sideration the large bodies of ore which 
are being uncovered, the continually re­
ducing cost of production, and the in­
creasing facilities for transportation, the 
properties of the Slocan district are yet 
far from being in the depreciated con­
dition some alarmists have attributed to 
them.

Asked as to what portions of the prov­
ince he had not yet visited Dr. Dawson 
replied jocularly : “Well,” that would 
be a confession of ignorance I don’t see 
I should be called upon to make. 
Of course in a country so extensive as 
this it is almost impossible to 
say how much is yet to be 
seen ; and of coarse there is a 
vast stretch of land in the northern 
portion which is yet absolutely unknown 
country. Between the Omineca and the 
Stickeen river there is for instance a 
stretch of land which is very 

perfectly known even geographi­
cally, and although with those dis­
tricts which by name are familiar 
to most, I have in my special branch of 
work become more familiar than many, 
I must confess that the task of visiting, 
much more that of even hurriedly scien­
tifically exploring, it all is more than 
one man can hope to do.”

cost thereof, which was accepted.

Dr. Campbell wrote calling the atten­
tion of the board to a case of unneces­
sarily severe punishment having 
curred the Spring Bidge school, which 
brought up the statement that a second 
complaint bad been made, bat it being 
pointed oat that in the case Dr. Camp­
bell referred to, the pupil was in open 
rebellion against a new teacher, and the 
necessary attention would be given by 
the superintendent, the letter was filed.

The report of the finance committee 
recommending the payment of accounts 
aggregating $688.65 was adopted, and 
several requests for permission for chil­
dren to attend the school nearest their 
home, were, very strong reasons for the 

being adduced, granted.
Superintendent Eaton then made the 

following report, which after being com­
mented upon favorably by the members 
of the board was accepted, and the re­
commendations contained therein ap­
proved.
To the Board of Trustee! :

Ladies and Gentlemen:—Daring the 
past two weeks I have made myself 
familiar with the physical conditions 
under which the work of yonr schools is 
being done, and to some extent with the 
character of that work itself. It is dne 
to you and to the public whose most im­
portant interests you are administering, 
that I should felicitate you upon the 
generally excellent and adequate pro­
vision you have made for the phvsicial 
and the moral health of the two thous­
and school children of the city. In re­
spect to the cleanliness of the buildings, 
the general tidiness of the premises and 
the excellent sanitary arrangements 
effected there is little to be desired. In 
the matter of accommodation there is 
congestion at certain points for the re­
lief of which I shall have some sugges­
tions to submit for your consideration. 
From the necessarily hasty inspection 
thus far made, I have not of course been 
able as yet to form a final judgment of 
the character of the work being done by 
the individual teachers. Generally I 
may say that I have been de­
lighted with the spirit of earnest­
ness and disinterestedness that pre­
vails among them, and with the 
manifest anxiety to promote the effi­
ciency of their schools. While this is 
true, and while it is evident there is ex­
cellent work being done in many de­
partments, it is equally evident that 
your inability to secure trained teachers 
to fill vacancies as they have occurred 
has made the existence of weak places 
in your staff inevitable. I can assure 
yon that my best efforts will be directed 
to the improvement of the methods of 
those teachers whose work is not quite 
up to the high standard of efficiency you 
have a right to demand. In this work, 
I feel satisfied I shall have the hearty 
co-operation of the varions principals 
and oi the teachers themselves. It may 
be possible for me later on to organize 
also a Normal class for the benefit of 
pupils and graduates of the High school, 
who may desire appointment to your

Mounted Police Gradually Getting Into the 
Yukon.

Ottawa, Sept. 8.—Assistant Commis­
sioner J. Mcllrea, of the Mounted Police, 
who is at Skagway pushing supplies 
across the summit, reports under date of 
27th August to Commissioner Herch- 
mer at Regina. The latter is sending a 
copy to the comptroller of police here, 
stating that it had been raining five 
days; that both passes were impassable; 
that it would be impossible to get sup­
plies over the summit ; that the weather 
on the other side of the summit was 
worse than where they were; that the 
police boat-building party had just 
managed to get over the summit, and 
that it cost 35c. per pound for any freight 
going over. In the face of this it is fool­
ish for anyone to attempt going into the 
Klondyke before the frost sets in, and 
then only when equipped with a dog 
train.

e cl Victoria is Again to Be Made the 
Terminus of Another 

Ocean Line.

Inaugurating the new schedule for the 
Canadian-Austraiian steamships, 
ranged for the three-ship serviee on the 
line and including Wellington, N. Z., in 
the ports of call, the B. M. S. Aorangi, 
commanded by Lieut. Campbell Hep- 
worth, R.N.R., arrived yesterday morn­
ing, bringing for Victorians, among other 
shipments of fruit for this place, the 
first of the year’s crop of Australian 
oranges. The AorangWeft Sydney on 
the evening of August 7, and to Welling­
ton experienced strong easterly weather. 
This port was reached on the afternoon 
of the 12th and left on the morning of 
the 13th. After clearing Cook’s Straits 
a strong gale was encountered that de­
layed the vessel considerably. Speak­
ing of the rest of the voyage the purser 
of the Aorangi says ;

“ Arriving at Suva, on 20th A 
9:30 p.m., the steamer sailed again the 
following day at 11:30 a.m., and crossing, 
the equator on the 24th August, arrived 
at Honolulu on 30th August, at 6 a.m., 
having met with fine weather on the 
passage. From Honolulu, which we left 
on 31st August at 4:20 a.m„ a continua­
tion of fine weather was met with till 
Victoria was reached. On the 7th inst., 
the schooner Bessier was passed bound 
northeastward. It was found necessary 
at Wellington to make some new altera­
tions to the machinery connected with 
forced draught, as also at Honolulu. 
The vessel arrived at Suva too late to re­
ceive pratique and therefore lost ten 
hours at that port. Since leaving Hono­
lulu the vessel has been making some 
very good runs and there is every reason 
to believe that she will make a smart 
passage to Australia from this colony. 
During the passage north several success­
ful concerts and dances were held.

The only passengers debarking here 
were Mr. and Mrs. Kersey Cooper, of 
New Zealand; Mr. Cuthbert Burgoyne, 
an English gentleman who has come 
here to enjoy for a short time some of 
British Columbia’s famous fishing ; and 
Mrs. Idel Hathaway, of New Zealand, 
who is here to rejoin her husband, Dr. 
Hathaway, who has been in the city for 
some time past. Mr. Cooper is a promi­
nent New Zealand mine operator, being 
one of the owners of the Royal Standard 
gold mine in the Hauraki district. Dr. 
Clifford, who was among those who went 
on to Vancouver, is a noted education­
alist of London, Eng., who is returning 
home from a trip to Australia. A party 
of miners, numbering about forty, went 
on to Vancouver, to there await the 
coming of spring and go on to the Klon­
dyke. While some of the men have had 
experience in the famous Ooolgardie, 
others, it is said, know little or nothing 
about mining.

ANOTHER TRANSPACIFIC LINE.
The Honolulu Star of Ang. 30, says: 

“The ambition of the North German 
Lloyd Steamship company people to ex- 
tend their liners in all waters, will sooner 
or later make them bidders for Honolulu 
business. Already the company has is­
sued a large number of charts and maps 
which have been distributed freely about 
the city, containing the proposed routes 
from Yokohama to San Francisco, via. 
Honolulu, Australia to San Francisco 
and from Yokohama to Victoria, British 
Columbia. Some of the company’s big 
steamers now traversing the Atlantic 
have been found too slow for the service 
on that ocean. Boats are now being 
built which will make twenty-three 
knots an hour. The North German 
Lloyd company intends equipping the 
Atlantic service entirely with these fast 
boats. The slower boats capable of go­
ing from fifteen to seventeen knots mi 
hour, it is said, will be brought to the 
Pacific ocean to establish the Australia 
Victoria, Honolulu and San Francisco 
routes.

W. B. Dailey Returns From His 
Trip as Vietoria’s Adver­

tising Agent.*1e,à at
ON SKAGWAY TRAIL.It will be remembered that one of the

methods selected by the board of trade 
for advertising Ithe advantages of Vic­
toria an an outfitting point was the 
sending of an agent to Seattle. The 
gentleman selected, Mr. W. R. Dailey, 
returned from the Sound yesterday 
morning, and has furnished a Colonist' 
reporter with a few details of his exper­
ienced while engaged upon the work he 
was expected to do.

Not the least convincing proof of the 
fact that Mr. Dailey has accomplished 
good work in the interests of the city, is 
furnished by a column and a half editor­
ial published in the Seattle Times of 
Tuesday evening. The writer of the 
article, after emptying upon Mr. 
Dailey the vials " of hie wrath, 
winds up with the suggestion 
that a coat of tar and feathers would be 
the most suitable treatment to award 
any man who ventures to push the in­
terests of Victoria merchants in the 
cities of the Sound.

Another Letter Received From a Victorian 
on His Way to the Klondyke.

P. A. Phillips, the Yates street soda 
water manufacturer, is in receipt of a 
second letter from his brother, dated 
Skagway, August 28, and which contains 
much general information. The writer, 
as will be remembered, was some weeks 
ago reported to have been killed by a 
kick from a horse. He states that 
though struck by the animal in the 
stomach he was not badly injured. The 
letter says : When we first came 
here there was J not -a building 
and now there are about one hundred. 
You have to pay $11 for shoeing a horse 
and 25 cents a piece for nails, with a 
scarcity at that price. We are sending 
two representatives on in advance of our 
party, so that when we do reach our des­
tination we won’t get left. Mr. G. Rice 
runs the pack train here. He says he 
was over the Stickeen trail and that it ia 
not np to much. He says you have to 
pack about 150 miles on the route, and 
when a pack-train travels over the trail 
a half dozen times the mud will be very 
bad. After giving a description of the 
trail, the writer says he is going into the 
lake on his next trip. There he will get 
a two or a three ton boat that will cost 
him $1261 or $160. At those prices, 
he states, boats are hard to 
get, and orders have to be given four 
weeks before they are filled. The writer 
farther states that he will exhaust all 
means in getting into the Yukon, and if 
he fails he will return to the Coast and 
work until spring rather than brave the 
rigorous cold of winter in the mountains. 
There are abont 
along the trail, 
out his outfit, the letter continues, and 
is coming back. “Joe Levy is going in 
with the firemen, ill of whom are work­
ing hard. Petticrew is a wonder.- He 
packs 100 pounds on his back. I pack 
100 pounds for ten miles, and feel like a 
spring chicken.” f

A very strong ob­
jection is made to Mr. Dailey’s having 
sent out circulars, dated Seattle, recom­
mending intending passengers to buy 
their supplies and outfits in Victoria. 
The article is very abusive, and when it 
was shown to Mr. Dailey by the reporter 
he was naturally indignant that such an 
effusion should be published on the very 
night he left the city, thus giving him 
no opportunity of reply.

Asked if he had any idea that the 
journal in question expressed the ieeling 
of any appreciable number of the busi­
ness men of Seattle, Mr. Dailey said he 
could not deny that the merchants there 
were incensed at the idea of hie, as it 
were, knocking at their doors and taking 
away their trade. Turning to the Times’ 
article, Mr. Dailey continued : “ That 
the bucolic individual who wrote this 
was looking for an opportuning to 
‘roast’ me has been known to me for 
several weeks, but that he himself should 
be the author of such a wild harangue, 
replete with lies, surprises me a little. I 
plead guilty to having taken a large part 
of the Klondyke busin.from the city of 
Seattle, and diverted i- to Victoria, 
where it belongs. I supp ee it would he 
ungentlemanly for me to oil the editor 
of the Seattle Times a liar, hut he cer­
tainly distorts the truth in a jumble of 
English for which he cannot be given 
much credit. I was on a legitimate 
commercial proceeding, for salary, and 
as an evidence that I did my work 
cessfnlly, I have an offer iinm one of the 
largest outfitting houses in Seattle at a 
handsome salary.

“ The talk about tarring and feather­
ing one is that of a braggart and a cow­
ard, and if any such thing is contem­
plated I hope to have the pleasure of 
seeing the ‘ Times ’ man in the van 
the procession. The statements con­
tained _ in my circular are without an 
exception true, and have been borne ont 
by the facte ; and I defy the ‘ Times ’ 
man or any merchant of Seattle to pick 
out any single one wherein the truth 
not apparent.’.’

That Mr. Dailey undertook a difficult 
talk, and one which was not nnmixed 
with a possibility of incurring unpleas­
antness, was well known. The work he 
accomplished may perhaps be better 
estimated when it is pointed ont that 
not less than seventy outfits, aver­
aging $300 each, were sold in 
Victoria which would otherwise have 
been purchased in Seattle. And as 
Mr. Dailey says himself, the fact that 
one of the leading merchants of Seattle, 
himself a member of the board of trade 
of that city, has offered Mr. Dailey a 
position as canvasser in the same line as 
he was engaged in on behalf of Victoria, 
is evidence of the importance his work 
has assumed in the opinion of those 
who are in the beat position to judge of 
its thoroughness.

2. I suggest that Mias Watson be ap­
pointed to the High school staff, because 
I believe it very desirable that at least 
one of the High school teachers should 
be a lady. Under the rules of the 
board all teachers of the High school 
must be collegiate graduates, and Miss 
Watson ia the only lady teacher in yonr 
employ who ia eligible under ' that rule. 
Of course, to go outside of your present 
list of teachers would be to incur the ex­
pense of another salary which I wish to 
avoid. I may add that apart from this 
consideration, Miss Watson commends 
herself for the position as a teacher of 
very great culture of mind, of refinement 
of manner, and of very considerable 
teaching ability.

3. And finally, I see no other way of 
avoiding the appointment of two new 
teachers, except by the absorption of the 
Spring Ridge divisions, in the manner 
suggested.

South-Eastern Alaska will be a matter 
of very considerable difficulty, although 
the strip of territory lying between the 
line is claimed by the United States and 
that claimed by Canada is of no appar­
ent great value to any one, except in so 
far as it affects the head of Lynn Canal 
and Taku Inlet. We use the word 
“ claimed ” in regard to the boundary in 
a colloquial sense only, for as we under­
stand the matter, neither country has 
expressly formulated its claim in the 
matter. In a general way the United 
States is understood to intend to hold 
that the word “ ocean,” in the treaty of 
1825 between Great Britain and Russia, 
means the waters inside of the Archi­
pelago, that there is no “summit” 
within the meaning of the treaty in the 
mountain range running along the coast 
and within ten marine leagues there­
from, wherefore the boundary must be 
drawn at a uniform distance of ten 
marine leagues from the continental 
coast line, disregarding the islands alto­
gether, which line would be parallel to 
the sinuositias of the coast and hence 
put all the inlets within Alaska.
The Canadian position may, in the 
game general sense, be said to be 
that by the word “ ocean ” in the treaty 
the high sea outside of the archipelago 
is meant, and that the boundary must 
be drawn ten marine leagues from the 
outer rim of the archipelago, except 
where the summit is nearer the coast 
than ten marine leagues, in which case 
the line will follow such summit. This 
would give Canada all of the inlets and 
even a portion of some of the islands, 
which latter would appear to have been 
contemplated by the treaty, for that doc­
ument expressly provides that the whole 
of Prince of Wales island shall belong to 
Russia. The legal and natural inference 
from this would be that the whole of the 
other islands might not belong to Rus­
sia when the line was located. A sec­
ondary claim on the part of Canada is 
that, admitting the water on the shore of 
the mainland to be the ocean, there is a 
summit nearer the coast than ten mar­
ine leagues, and that the two inlets above 
mentioned extend beyond it. Should 
the claim of the United States, as above 
defined, be sustained, Canada would 
have no harbor on the coast between the 
56th and 60 th parallels of north latitude.
If the Canadian claim is held good the 
head of Lynn Canal and of Taku Inlet 
would be in Canada, and if the conten­
tion that the boundary shall not be at a 
greater distance than ten marine leagues 
from the outer rim of the archipelago 
prevails, Canada would own the whole of 
the Stickeen river.

It will be seen from this that the ques­
tion is surrounded with many difficul­
ties and the first, namely : What is to 
be understood by the word “ ocean ” in 
the treaty ? is not one that the United 
States would be likely to submit to arbi­
tration. This is the crux of the whole 
matter, for once this is disposed of, an 
international commission would have 
very little difficulty ia arriving at a 
compromise line that would do justice to

The best solution both of the bound­
ary and the sealing question is for Can­
ada to buy Alaska. It is worth a good 
deal more than the United States paid 
for it, and would be a profitable invest­
ment for the Dominion at $60,000,000.
The money could be readily procured, 
for we fancy that the Imperial govern­
ment would guarantee the loan. Such a 
purchase would put an end to many 
vexed questions. As a matter of fact the 
United States has no use for Alaska that

AN EXTRAORDINARY
PERFORMANCE.

The gentle Times admits that it forged 
one quotation from the Colonist. While 
it was about it, it should have made a 
clean breast of the matter and acknowl­
edged its other forgeries. We state in 
the distinctest possible language that a 
newspaper which will deliberately print 
in quotation marks a sentence and at­
tribute it to another paper is morally 
guilty of forgery though it may not be 
legally guilty of the crime. It is 
time this sort of thing was stop­
ped. We call upon the Times 
to substantiate its alleged quota­
tion from the Colonist as to the liability 
of corporations, or stand convicted of 
nntrustworthiness in the eyes of the 
whole community.

A very extraordinary case occurred at 
the outer wharf on Monday night, 
although it may not be an unusual thing. 
A prominent Victoria merchant, having 
to pay a small sum of money on extra 
baggage going out on the City of Puebla, 
offered the young man in charge some 
Canadian silver, which was .refused on 
the ground that it was not United States 
currency. On the Victoria man insist­
ing, the young man said he could not 
take it without permission of his supe­
rior, who being summoned repeated the 
refusal and curtly said he had no time 
to discuss the reasons. Finally he took 
the money, but under protest only.

This appears about as impertinent a 
piece of business as can very well be 
imagined. To have Canadian money 
refused in a Canadian city and United 
States money demanded is well 
calculated to arouse a feeling 
of very i deep indignation. This 
sort of thing must stop, and stop at 
once. Probably the managers of the 
steamship company have not issued any 
directions to their employees not to take 
Canadian money in Canada ; but if they 
have, the sooner they rescind them the 
better. If such unwarrantable imperti­
nence is repeated, it will not be difficult 
to discover a means of showing that a 
man, no matter what his nationality 
may be, must when in Canada accept 
Canadian money as legal tender. We 
repeat that we believe this performance 
to be due to the whim of some under­
strapper, and not to have been directed 
by any one in authority ; but whoever is 
responsible for it, let him understand 
that he cannot continue the practice 
any longer with impunity.

Finally they took refuge in a vacant 
house, closely followed by the mob, 
which quickly surrounded the building 
and threatened to burn it. The depu­
ties were ordered to leave, and after a 
parley decided to do so. Almost every 
man in the posse was cut and bleeding, 
and several were seriously hurt. As the 
defeated deputies ran the gauntlet they 
were greeted by hisses, curses and ridi­
cule. The strikers then closed behind 
them and marched into the station, 
where they took the train for Washing­
ton.

DR. A. T. SANDEN,
A BASELESS REPORT.

The San Francisco Examiner and other 
United States, papers have given cur­
rency to a report that cholera had broken 
out at Sandon, B.C. The Colonist is in 
a position to give the statement an un­
qualified denial, and to state that, so far 
from there being any truth in the report, 
there is not even the slightest founda­
tion on which to base it, the fact being 
that on the day the report was sent 
abroad the health of Sandon was ex­
ceptionally good. There never was any 
foundation whatever for such a report. 
Olive Phillipps-Wolley, the sanitary in­
spector for the district, was in Sandon 
the day before the alleged case of cholera 
occurred, and he says that the health of 
the town was entirely satisfactory and 

" that since then he had seen Health 
Officer Mountain, who has been in 
Sandon since the day in question, and he 
reported that the conditions were un­
changed. Mr. Phillipps-Wolley says 
that in point of fact Sandon is an ex­
ceptionally healthy town. It is true 
that all the faecal matter and refuse from 
the town find their way to the stream 
that flows through it, and also that two 
concentrators discharge their drainage 
in the same stream, but the flow of the 
water is very rapid and all the filth and 
deleterious matter is quickly carried far 
beyond the limits of Sandon. The water 
supply of the town is excellent in quality 
and quantity. Moreover, the valley is 
swept by a current of air from the lake 
daily, These three causes, the rapidly 
flowing stream, which carries away 
the filth and refuse, the changing 
currents of air and the abundance of 
pure water, make Sandon an exception­
ally healthy town. There was some 
typhoid early in the season, but there 
have been no cases for fully two months. 
We hope the press correspondents will 
give this denial as wide a circulation as 
the original story received. There is 
not and there has never been a case of 
cholera in Sandon.

The Premier and the Chairman of the 
Provincial Board of Health promptly 
telegraphed a denial of the story to the 
Examiner as soon as it was brought to 
their notice.

Flour can be sold by these companies at 
Dawson City for $4 per sack of 60 
pounds, sugar for $10 per 1U0 pounds, 
and all supplies at relatively low prices. 
These facts should convince any business 
man that to ship supplies by any route 
other than the Yukon would incur bank­
ruptcy. I see Captain John Irving, with 
bis usual forethought and enterprise, ie 
making preparations to handle some of 
the large quantity of freight that will 
surely be offering by the Yukon route 
next season. Even with a railway from 
from Glenora to Teslin lake, and admit­
ting that transportation across this line 
would cost only a quarter of a cent 
per pound, freight through would cost 
six and a quarter cents as against 
five cents, with three handlings against 
one by the Yukon. It is out of the 
question to suppose that Victoria, or any 
of the B. C. Coaet citiee, will derive much 
benefit from ahy of the other routes, the 
principal of which are the Dalton trail, 
Dyea and White Pass, and if our gov­
ernments grant charters to any railroad 
passing through the strip of American 
territory in Eastern Alaska, they will be 
playing into the hands of our competi­
tors and depriving us of onr legitimate 
and indisputable rights.

In March of this year the writer, with 
three Indians, went through on snow- 
shoes from the head of ocean steamboat 
navigation, on Kitimaat inlet, to Kit- 
selass canyon, on the Skeena river, a 
distance of about fifty-five miles, and 
through a wide, level valley the whole 
way. It seems almost incredible that 
the wide and lofty coast range, which 
for 1,000 miles of the coast of British 
Columbia and Alaska, from Vancouver 
to Chilcat, presents almost insurmount­
able difficulties for road construction, 
should at this point be divided by an in­
let and valley, the latter offering the 
greatest facilities for railroad construc­
tion, the grade being level and ground 
solid. At Sipkiow, or the Little Can­
yon, nine miles below Kiteclass canyon, 
a span of 140 feet would cross the Skeena 
river, and from thence, either by way of 
the Kitsumkalem or Kitwangar and 
Kitwancool valleys, both wide and level, 
to the Upper Nais, and on through a 
level country to a point at Glenora, 
on the Stickeen, and connecting 
with the Glenora and Teslin lake 
route. I estimate the distance from the 
bead of ocean steamboat navigation on 
Kitimaat inlet to the Stickeen to be 280 
miles, allowing 10 per cent, for curves, 
etc., would bring it up to 808 miles. 
Glenora to Teslin lake, 150 miles ; Teslin 
lake to Dawson City, 600 miles, or 
through from Kitimaat to Dawson City 
about 1,050 miles.

The Yukon river is navigable for about 
three months and the Stickeen and 
Hootalinquarivers for about four months 
each year. Is it reasonable to suppose 
that à restléas and energetic community 
of 50,000 people will be content to be 
shut out from civilization for eight 
months out of the twelve? The north­
ern portion of British Columbia and the 
whole of the Northwest Territory is pre­
eminently a steam-power country. The 
mighty rivers and numerous water 
courses are frozen solid for eight months 
in the year and steam and electricity 
will be without doubt the motive powers 
for mills and transportation. The iron 
horse, available the whole year round, 
will solve the problem of transportation 
to ice-bound Klondyke, and although 
for the few short summer months 
the magnificent waterway of the Yukon 
Stickeen, Lewis and Hootalinqua rivers 
are navigable for stern-wheel steamers. 
British Columbiana and Americans alike 
will be forced to acknowledge that a 
through railroad, and that alone, will 

tisfy the progressive Anglo-Saxon race, 
destined ere long to people British Col­
umbia and the Northwest Territory. It 
is indeed a glorious ontlook, and it be­
hooves all British Columbians to urge 
the Provincial and Dominion govern­
ments to see to it that we do not lose our 
heritage. It is beyond doubt that from 
the head of Kitimaat Inlet to Dawson 
City the line would go through a miner­
al country the whole way. Fine and 
coarse gold has been found on all creeks 
pi ospected, and large and promising 
larges of silver and gold-copper ores ex­

THE TRADE OF THE YUKON.

Commenting upon a statement at­
tributed to Mr. Ogilvie, to the effect that 
in the next three years the Klondyke 
will yield $60,000,000 in gold, tbe Mail 
and Empire says : “ The gold of the Yu­
kon district should be turned into the 
channels of Canadian trade, instead of 
into a country that will take scarcely an­
other commodity from ns.” If this 
means that the Yukon placers should be 
closed to aliens, we are heartily in accord 
with the idea. The Colonist is not 
averse, as a general proposition, to the 
extension of eqnal rights to aliens in re­
spect to the acquirement of property in 
Canada, but the gold deposits of the 
Yukon are exceptional, because they are 
in a portion of the country that will be 
abandoned as soon as they are worked 
out. H $60,000,000 will be taken from 
the Klondyke in the next three years, 
twice $60,000,000 will be taken from the 
Canadian Yukon, and it is very evident 
that a very large proportion, and prob­
ably a majority of the miners, will be 
from the United States and will return 
there after they have made any consid­
erable amount of money. We would 
like to see a policy adopted that will 
secure this wealth to British subjects.

There is another aspect of the case 
that merits consideration and can be 
given effect to without any change in 
policy. It will cost a dollar, on an aver­
age, to bring down a dollar’s worth 
of Yukon gold. By this we do not mean 
that every successful miner will spend 
all he makes, for some of them will 
make a profit of a hundred and more to 
one. But taking into account the 
large percentage of failures and 
the vast sum uselessly expended by 
prospectors and others, it is safe 
to say that if the few" bring away 
from the Yukon $120,000,000 worth of 
gold in the next three years, they and 
the many who bring away nothing will 
spend close on to that amount. In illus­
tration of this idea we may mention that 
not an ounce of gold will be brought 
out to represent nine-tenths of the 
money spent by those who have been 
toiling at Skagway and Dyea during the 
last two months. Possibly onr estimate 
of the cost of exploiting the Yukon gold 
may be high ; but the amount, what­
ever it may prove to be, will certainly 
be enormous. Every dollar of this trade 
should be done by Canadian cities, and 
we repeat that it is not necessary for any 
change of government policy to bring it 
about.

This is a matter of immense impor­
tance to the merchants of Eastern Can­
ada, who will supply the Coast cities 
with a great portion of the goods needed 
by the Yukon trade. They are singu­
larly inactive, and the press is actually 
taking a line that is adverse to Canadian 
interests. Nearly every despatch print­
ed in the leading eastern papers of Can­
ada, relating to the Yukon gold mines, 
hears a Seattle date-line. This serves 
to associate Seattle with the Yukon 
in the mind of Canadian readers, 
which is an excellent thing for the am­
bitious Puget Sound city, but an injuri­
ous thing for the cities of British Colum­
bia. The reason for this is that the As­
sociated Press telegrams printed by the 
eastern papers are made up in Seattle. 
The Canadian Pacific people can rectify 
this if they choose. They can direct 
their correspondents to furnish Yukon 
news from Victoria and Vancouver, and 
can send it East to the Canadian papers. 
It would pay the Canadian Pacific 
to go to considerable expense to 
see that all Yukon news went 
East to points in Canada under

What will it cost? And " what will 
the harvest be?” are the questions that 
force themselves upon us. The cost of a 

, railroad from Kitimaat through to Daw­
son City would probably be a trifle of 
twelve or fifteen millions. No bluffs, no 
tunnels, no enowsheds, no bad crossings; 
a level country with abundance of tim­
ber, must surely mean cheap construc­
tion, but of this I am not qualified to 
give an opinion. Of the “ harvest ” we 
can all judge, taking the low estimate of 
60,000 people for say the first twenty or 
thirty years of the twentieth century. 
This would mean at least an inward 
yearly freight traffic of 75,000 tons in­
cluding machinery, tools, and supplies, 
at $60 per ton or three cents per pound. 
Railroad men can figure out what 
that comes to. Let cattle men estimate 
the amount of beef that would be con­
sumed yearly by such an army of 
hungry miners and let them bear 
in mind that a splendid trail 
with feed all the way exists from the 
Cariboo wagon road at Fort Alexander, 
or the month of Quesnelle, through the 
Na Chaco and Hayudget valleys to Skee­
na river, and on which cattle could be 
driven and gain in weight every day. 
And what about the passenger traffic, 
when by going on board one of the C. P. 
M. Co’s swift and palatial (to be built) 
steamers at Victoria, and enjoying the 
run of 24 or 30 hours through unsur­
passed scenery to the head of Kitimaat 
Inlet, there stepping into a Pullman and 
in two days more stepping off on the 
platform at Dawson City, three and one- 
half days in all from Victoria. How is 
that for high, ye tenderfeet, who funk 
the White and Dyea passes because you 
have to wade through a few miles of mud 
up to your Mackinace? With such fa­
cilities what would be the tourist travel 
alone to the land of the midnight sun 
and gold? The yearly output from the 
placer and quartz mines would all be

shipped for treatment to the Coast. The 
concentrates from one small mill of 30 
stamps crushing 100 tons a day would 
mean a shipment of from four to nine 
tons per day, according to percentage. 
One could go on ad libitum enumerating 
the blessings of the through B. C. rail­
road. Already this letter approaches it 
in length ; but if it will assist in attract­
ing the attention of British Columbians 
and the government to the vital impor­
tance of a through line, and the great 
natural facilities of the Kitimaat, Stick­
een, Teslin Lake route, it will have ful­
filled its mission. There is ample time 
this fall for a rough survey to be made 
from Kitimaat to Naas rivèr.

Let the provincial government bonus 
or, better still, build one-third of the 
road and demand that the Dominion 
government, as some return for the mil­
lions they are taking from us in taxation, 
complete the remainder, and all will be 
well. <

build up Victoria and Vancouver to a far 
greater extent than any railroad to 
Kootenay. The East and South claim 
the lion’s share of Kootenay trade, but 
the wealth of Northern British Colum­
bia and the Northwest Territory is “ 
very own,” and is no “poor thing,” but 
a damsel, cold indeed and not lightly to 
be won,but whose raiments are wrought 
in needlework of pare gold.
