Discussing Quarantine Regulations, Disinfection
and the Oanad‘an Discrimination,

8ArATOGA, Aug, 11.—The  cattle com-
mission was to-day engaged indiscussing and
preparing quarantine regulations for cattle
mported 'r m Europe ; also preparing regu-
lations for the disinfection of cars used in
the export of cattle, and devising means for
definitely ascertaining the extent of infected
districts in the United States. The dis-
crimination by the Canadian government
against American cattle was considered, and
Thayers’ report upon the contagious disease
in Nova Scotia was read. Prof. James
Laws of Cornell university was elected
permanent chairman. The commission de-
cided to make a searching investigation at
the great western centres of cattle trade to
ascertain to a certainty whether those
points are free from infection.

PRESIDENT GARFIELD.

Yesterday’s Repor:s Indicate a Steady Improvc-
ment in His Condition.
WasniNeToN, Aug. 11.—The president
passed an exceedingly good night, sleepiog
sweetly with but few snort breaks, and
awaking refreshed this morning at a later
hour than usual. At the morning dressing
it was found that the deeper parts of the
wound had been empiied spontaneously.
The quauntity of pus secreted is beginning
to diminish, and the character and appear-
ance of the wound are healthy.
. 7 p.m.—(official)—At 4 p.m. the com-
mencement of the afternoon febrile rise
was noted.

THE FISHER CHILDREN’S DEATH

An Old Negro Woman Confesses to Murdering
Them—The Devil Tempted Her.
WasHINGTON, Aug. 11.—Christian Tyler,
on old negro woman, to-day confessed to
the murder of the Fisher children on Satur-
day last on a farm near this city. She had
been arrested on suspicion, but denied all
kunowledge of thccrime. She says: ‘I was
going along the path, and it was not God
Almighty but the devil that put it in my
head to kill them. T could not help killing
them. I did not doit with an axe or wash-
board, but with a pjece of wood as big as
my arm and about eighteen inches long.”

THE CANADIAN TARIFF.

; ———
Poter Mitchell @Gives New York “ Truth” His
Opinions.

When seen at the Brunswick hotel, Mr,
Mitchell extended Truth a pleasant. intei-
view. = Speaking of the Canadian tariff, he
83id: ““1.do not see that the Canadians
ought to be much dissatisfied as a people. It
does not suit a gcod many, as might be ex-
pected. Personally, Iam in favor of free
trade. After the repeal of the United States
reciprocity treaty in 1866, I tried to get our
people to adopt a reciprocal policy, but it

was of no use. After suffering very heavily

from the loss of trade, owing to the compe-
tition of the United States in almost ever,
class of industry, the trade has come bac{
to us, and it may be traly said that a new
era in business matters has started up ?”’

¢ Do you tind your nt tariff militate
against the commercial interests of Europe.”’

‘‘ Not any more than it has done with the
United States. England does not get any
more preference shown her in our- commer-
cial interests than any other foreign coun-
try. ‘We do not ‘get any preference’ shown
to us ; therefore, on this point we both act
independently. I am of the opinion still
that the protective duties will do more good
for Cl.nt£ than anything else. The present
tariff is high enough to keep out foreign
articles to a_great extent, and, of course,
this helgu to build up our own manufac-
tures.  Of course, in some things the eom-
petition of the .American people cannot be
cast aside, for in certain kinds of goods
she can ontntrig us in regard to the cost
of manufacture.”

THE COMING COMET.
——
It Wil be at its Brightest About the 20th—
Wintry Weather in its Trail.

A look at the new comet through the
telescope yesterday morning showed that
it is rapidly increasing in size. But for
the bright moonlight it would already be a
conspicuous object to the naked eye. Even
in the presence of the moon the unassisted
eye readily detects it as a nebulous-looking
spot. The telescope shows a dense nucleus
surrounded by a mass of gaseous matter,
which on one side extends into a shert
club-shaped tail. The comet gives promise
of being a splendid object after it has
passed 1its perihelion in the latter part rof
the month. It would not be surprising if
this visitor rivalled or %xceeded the great
comet of 1858 in splendor, since it has so
far given greater promise than that comet
did at a similar-stage in its development,

Vennor says that a great change in the
weather may be expected about the time
when the new comet is nearest to the earth,
which will be about the 2Cth of the present
month. From the 15th to the 20th, he
predicts, we shall be nearly frozen, or, in
other words, we shall suffer far more from
cold than we have during any winter within
our experience.

THE CANADA PACIFIC ROAD.
Locating the Line from Callander to Stm
River—The Sault Branch. _
OTTAWA, Aug. 11.—The Ramsay locating
party of engineers have finished the location
of the Canada Pacitic line as far as the Little
Stargeon river, which empties into Lake
N; xpmméabout eight miles above the Laver
creek. Callander, where the western ex-
tension of the Canada Central ends, is dis-
tant from Pembroke by the located line
1163 miles. . The Canada Pacific follows up
the valley of Laver creek from Callander
till the mouth is nearly reached, when the
line branches off and winds round- the
Lake Desert.

# CANADIANS CAN MANAGE their own dip-
lomatic business much better than British
officials can do it for them, and Mr. Mac-
kenzie has so_told them in his address at
Inverness, quoted elsewhere. Mr. Mac-
kenzie no doubt in due time will go a step
further and declare himself in favor of
commercial autonomy.

From TIME TO TIME intelligence reaches
England from the Soudan which leaves no
room for doubt that the African slave trade
continues to be in vigorous operatior in
that country. Itis, indeed, stated that no
fewer than 50,000 or 60,000 negroes are
still annually conveyed to the Turkish and
Egyptian ports of the Red sea, where they
are disposed of to dealers from all parts of
the Sultan’s dominions.

Norrr CAroLINA.tried to carry a prohi-
bitory liquor law, but failed. Drunken-
ness is said to prevail among the negroes to
a frightful extent,  and - is promoted (1) by
the indiscriminate sale of liquors at grocery
and supply stores, (2) by the practice~of
giving credit on sach sales and takinga
mortgage on the growing crops, (3) by the
vile quality of the stuff palmed off for pure
spirits. But the temperance party could
secure a.license law, have debis created for
liguor outlawed, and insist on pure liquor
being sold. This would at least mitigate
the evil.

With fhis
water-power properly utilized, Ontario
might take its place as the great manufac-
turing state of the continent.

One of the present drawbacks is the
want of knowledge of the motive-power re-
sources of our lake couatry. Nine-tenths
of it is wilderness, known only to trappers,
lumbermen or the government surveyors.
A great public service' might be rendered
by the appointment of a commission of en-
gineers to make a thorough report on this
motive power running waste.

TITLES IN A DEMOCRATIC COUNTRY.
Under the constitution of 1791 the crown
was authorized to make the seats in the
legislative council hereditary, and to annex
hereditary titles to them. Butthe authority
thus given was never exercised, the crown
perhaps being influenced by the opinion
expressed by Charles James Fox during the
discussion of the measure in the house of
commons,

Mr. Fox made the sensible remark that
he saw nothing so good in hereditary
powers and honors as to incline the house
to introduce them in & country where they
were unknown, and by such means dis-
tinguish Canada from all the colonies on
this side of the Atlantic, And he added
that while in countries where they made
a part of the constitution he did not think it
wise to destroy them, it appeared to him to

be exceedingly unwise to give .birth and
life to such principles in countries where,
they did not already exist.

If the same enlightened views had al-
ways influenced the minds of British states-
men we would never have seen an attempt
made to establish a court in this demo-
cratic country, and our baronets, knights,
and commanders of the. bath would have
lived as useful and perhaps happier lives
rewarded by such honors as they might de-
serve at the hands of their fellow-country-
men.

The court at Ottawa [was still-born, and
the honors of knighthood ought to have
perished with it. They are good enough,
perhaps, in the attic chamber of a secret
brotherhood, but they will never allure
good men in Canada to enter public life,
They ought to be abolished by act of par-

liament,

(San Franciseo Call, July 31.)

The fall of a meteor about threeo’clock
yesterday morning, in the bay near Goat
Island, from a description given toa Call
reporter by various persons on the water
front, must have been a sight seldom
witnessed by man, Hearing that an old
fisherman had been on the bay near where
the aerolite fell, the reporter looked him
up and got the following story :

«Yes.” said he, *“I was near the place
when that meteor fell, and let me say right
here 1 don’t want to be there when the next
one comes down. ' I tell you what, young
man, I've been in a good many close places
in California, fighting grizzlies and standing
off Mexicuans in '49, but I never'said my
prayers as many times in a second as I did
when that meteor lit out for the bay this
nmorning. I was going across the bay to
the Oakland flats to set my nets, as I do
most every morning. Well, when 1 got
almost opposite the island, all of a sudden
it got so light that I thought the whole
Edison electric light business had exploded
rizht over my head. 1 pulled for the island
as hard as I could, for I have always had a
holy horror of making fish bait of myself.
I had not' made two strokes when I got all-
fired hot, and I looked around and, was just
in time to .see the grandest and terriblest
sight these old eyés ever looked upon. Not
ten feet from me: the meteor struck the
water.
