everytihng in Mr. Fisher's books was
correct, -in  fact ' 1o later  than
two weeks ago an inspection of the:
bank’s aflsits was made, when as above
stated everything was found all right.

At noon yesterday Mr. Fisher left the

bank without saying where he was going.
His hat and ' spectacles were left behind
‘him. Considerable time elapsed and the
‘Montreal letters came‘in. Other business
was also awaiting his sftention, but he was
nowhere to be found.” A search was then
begun, which resulted in finding the
lifeless body of Mr. Fisher in the loft of
the stable inthe rear “of the bank pre-
mises. A revolver‘ldy by his side. He had
placed the pistol right 1o the mouth and
fired. Death must have been instantane-
ous. :
The event caused intense excitement.
Mrs. Fisher was away from the honse at
the time of the shooting. Deceased was a
keen sufferer from eliptic fits and was at
times of a most despondent nature. This
despondency is given  as the sole
cause of his rash act Mrs.
Holland stated to a World reporter
that he was thunderstruck when he heard
of the affair. He positively stated that
there was nothing whatever amiss in Mr.
Fisher’s acconunts.

Mr. Fisher has been connected with the
bank for twenty years, almost from the
time of its inception. At thattime be was a
merchant at Bowmanville. As ther: were
formerly two Mr. Fishers connected with
the bank there was considerable mixing up
of the men.

Mr, Fisher bas been twice married, and
‘had . large family b¥ hisfirst wife.  He
swas about 60 years of age.

A 1ERRIBLE CYCLONE,

Death and Destruction at Brownsville,
Mo— Houses Blown to Atoms,
__INpEPENDENCE, Mo., April18—A cyclone
at Brownsville ‘yesterday afternoon destroy-
ep-the entire business portion of the place.
Seven persons were killed and twenty to
thirty badly injured. The first intimation
of the storm the people had was a sudden
lmmediately a large, black
funnel-shaped cloud appeared coming from
the south-west at a rate of 100 miles an
hour. The cloud when first noticed was
apparently two miles distant, and hung
fifty yards above the earth. When ib
reached the western part of the town if
iropped down almost to the ground, and
seemed to draw everything within its radius
'several hundred yards up into the mouth
of the funnel. Itlayed waste everything in
its path.  Two-story brick business houses
were picked up like straws, whirled and
t.wisted into shapeless ruins, Frame dwel-
lings were carried somedistance and dropped
smashing them into fine kindling wood.
Heavy timbers were carried several hundred
yards through the air, and falling end
downward stuck several feet into the
ground. The storm lasted less than two
minntes, but twenty business houses and
dwellings were levelled. People in the
streets were picked up and carried various
distances, and hurled to the ground dead,

or bruised almost beyond recognition.

WORKINGWOMAN'S WAGES.

GROSS INJUSTICE WHICH WORKING
WOMEN SUFFER.
—_—— ’
Imadequate and Unjust Compensation for
Faithful Services — An Unprejudiced
Review of the Value of Femiale Labor.

pared with those of men are in so many
cases so disproportionate and manifestly
inequitable that thesubject has already ut-
tracted no little attention from thinking
people; but the thought which has been
given to the matter, and the consideration
it has received, are by no means commen-
surate with its importance. Twenty years
ago women were shamefully underpaid; for
their labor; and though much improve:
ment has taken place since that time, they/
receive to-day ap unjust and inadequate'
compensation for their efforts in nearly

every field in which their labor is employed
It is not to be denied that women are not
suited by nature of early training to fill
some positions in. whichi»man’s superior
hysical strength and natural aptitude for
usiness are essential qualifications ; but
there is also alarge number of places which
female labor can fill with equally satisfac
tary results, and there are some in which
women have proved themselves superior to
the stercer sex. Women are not supposed
to have those tastes for speculation, for
financial engineering and for
BUSINESS MANAGEMENT
which their brothers possess ; and yet there
ale many instances, like one we have mn
mind, in which a young woman, not yet
out of her minority, started in business with
capital of a $1200, and at the end of feur
vears was the possessor of $4000, the result
of her own prudence and shrewd conduch
of her affairs. It may be said, also, that
many a successful man owes his prosperity
in business to the sagacity and clear-headed
counsels of his wife. The assertion’is made
that the weaker sex are lacking in reasoning
f)oweru and in logic, and experience certain-
y shows thab, asa rule, womea are inferior
to men in this particular, though noft,
of course, without notable -exceptions.
There are those wko say that the former
are entirely out of ‘their sphere when em-
ployed in any manner in earming their own
support—that their only suitable place in
life is in care of a family and household
duties.; but the :
THOUGHTLESSNESS AND HARSHNESS
of such s statement are too glaringly evi-
dent to call for any refutation or discus-

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WHERE DOES CANADA'S INTEREST LIE.

Wheat and breadstuffs generally stand at
high prices now, 80 also with beef, mutton,
pork and dairy produce. Is this a good
thing for Canada or the reverse? Would
it conduce more to Canada’s growth and
prosperity and greatness were wheat 70
cents instead of $1.40, beef and pork 4
cents by the quarter or carcass inscead of
8 cents ; andsbutter a York shilling instead
of a ‘‘quarter?” Suppose any ‘one to h!v_e
geriously asked this ‘question before the
railway era in Canada, he would have been
adjuged a lunaticat once. The  universal
opinion then was thata high price for
wheat meant prosperity, while wheat down
to 75 cents was looked upon as a public
calamity—to these provinces. The coun-
try’s prosperity depended upon the farmers,
“give them cash for wheat,” and high
pricés too, then all would be well, and
business would go ahead. In later times
wheat hrs lost its relative importance, but
thej;same principle} is still firmly held
as the commercial creed of Canada. Ever
since the export trade in live animals,
meat, and dairy products became large and
important, it has been boasted of as a new
source of wealth to Canada , while all the
time high prices for these staples of human
food have been looked upon asa benefit,
and low prices as an injury, to this
country. The fact thus broadly stated is
beyond all question.

But have the times changed, and must
we chmged with them—that is, change our
opinion? Are the high prices of bread-
stuffs, and meat, and provisions—articles
which Canada exports to the value of
many millions annually—to be looked upon
as a public calamity to our people ! There
is urgent need that a rational and consis-
tent answer to this question be forthcom-
ing. Blind leaders of public opinion
must not be allowed unchecked to
“point with pride” to our exports
of food products at high prices as proofs
that the country's prosperity depends
almost wholly on the farmers ; and in the
fext breath to say that the N. P. is ruiniug
the country by increasing the cost of living.
Some semblance of consistency on this point
must be insisted upon. Either high prices
for food products are good for Canada, or
they are not. Yom, gentlemen, who say
that the increased cost of living is a calam-
ity for the country—do.you at the same
time hold that $1.40 for wheat, $5 or $7
live weight for cattle, 25 cents for butter,
and 12 cents whclesale dairy price for
cheese, all tend to the country’s good
through putting more money in the farmer’s
pockets 2  Positively you cannot be allow-
ed to hold both positions at once ; you must
elect which of the two you will stand upon.
Then abandon the other, and let the public
know that you have abandoned it. This
dance of inconsistency with regard to a very
plain, practical question has been going on
long enough. Leading journals, protessing
a regard for logic and the right usz of rea-
son, have been flagrant sinners in this re-
spect. Newspaper logic stands in sore
need of being reformed; let us have re-
form in this as well as in other things.

MORE LATE REPENTANCE.

This is what the Globe says now on the
railway fusion gquestion : ¢ It seems prob
able that the amalgamation of the Great
Western and Grand Trunk will not take
place. It is strongly resisted by the direc-
tors of the former, and it is certainly a
very cool proposal that the alliance shall
take place subject to the approval of the
Dominion parliament. We do not believe
that the approval would be given, but in
any case it ought to be asked for in ad-
vance of the arrangement. The true mis-
sion of the Great Western railway company
is to aid the construction of a new line
from Toronto to Montreal, and thus make
itself a truly Canadian road, able to deal
vn independent terms with connecting
American lines. ”

What a pity itis that cur big contem-
porary did not sooner realize the import-
ant -fice that ‘‘the true mission of the
Great Western railway company is to aid
the construction of a' new line to Montreal,
and thus make itself a true Canadian road,
able to deal on independent terms with con-
necting American lines ?” Thatis exactly
what The World advocated and
daily kept before the public for
weeks together, while the railway bills of
last session were before the local house.
And pray,what was the Globe doing then ?
Why, it was advocating the granting of
charters to everybody apnlying for them,
provided only that no public money were
asked for. In the case of most of these
bills affecting the southern portion of the
peninsula, the promoters asked for no
public money, not they—they had objects
in view which made that unnecessary.
Their main object was to annoy the Great
Western into amalgamation with the Grand
Trunk, If Great Western proprietors in
England once believed that they could not
get fair play in Canada, and that their
struggle with the Grand Trunk was hope-
leas, they would be in a proper frame of
mind for listening to proposals for fusion.
They might well get such an impression
when they learned last winter that every
scheme for new branches going inte (ireat
Western territory, west of Toronto, was
chartered, the Grand Trunk - Midland
amalgamation scheme, east of Toronto,
passing easily through ; and the Globe sup-
porting the whole. Amalgamation east
of Toronto, competition west of Toronto 3
this was the program, and the Globe ad-
vocated it all right along. Pcople in Lon-
don still think the Globe rulds public opin-

ion in Canada now as it did a’ dozen vyears
ago, and seeing the course taken by the
Globe, what more natural than for them
to believe that publie dpinion here was |
cverwhelmingly on the Grand Trunk side,
wod that they might as well throw up the
‘ponge soon as late? Had the Globe at
fhe right time come ont squarely in . oppo-
sition to the one-sided policy of chartcriug

new competition with the Grest Western,
to the west ; ‘ab the same time extoghish-
competition with the Grand Trunk, to the
east, that legislation would have been nip-
ped in the bud. But the Globe did not
do so, and its late repentance now will not
count for much.

PUT THE SADDLE ON THE RIGAT HORSE.
The cost of living has increased, and
therefore an increase of wages to correspond
is demanded. But what are theitems in
the cost of living that  have “increased ; can
anything more ‘définite be “affirmed ? In'
these columps it has been affirmed that the
increase can very easily be located, and
that there need be no dispute whatever as
to where it lies. Only to a very small
fractional extent does it lie in rent, fuel,
clothing and other sundries all put together.
Groceries are actually cheaper instead of
dearer. Nine-tenths of the increased cost
we have affirmed, is caused by the rise in
prices of the staple articles of food—bread
and breadstuffs, meat of all kinds, milk,
butter; cheese, egas and fish.

Confirmation of the truth of this view
comes from Montreal, and we are indebted
to the Glohe for it. On Tuesday night
there was a torchlight parade there of 2000
laboring men, the object being to make a
display of strength previous to a:general de.
mand for higher wages. "When questioned
as to the reasons for this, one of" their
number made the following statement :—
‘“ Beef, bread, butter and the necessaries
of life have gone up during the last few
years from 25 to 50 per cent ; potatoes are
100 per cent dearer, and it takes 30 to 35
cents for a pound of butter. Take two
pounds of beef at 15 cents, Inlf a pound of
butter, half a bushel of potatoes, a couple
of loaves of bread, and see how far eighty
cents a day will keep a laborer and bis
family.” Not a word, on this occasion, at
all events, about increased cost ot other
items of household expenses. The truth is
that the increase in other items is so trifling
that, when they are all put together,
it/is scarcely worth mentioning beside the
one great item of increase—that in the
prices of staple articles of food.

THE FIELD POR WORKING WOMEN.,

The Rev. James M. Pullman of New
York, in a leccture mentioned some of the
avocations that are open to working wo-
men in America. He showed for the
encouragement of self-supporting women,
the progress that has been made in the
direction of equality and justice and in the
abolition of tLe old discriminations sgainst
sex in trade. To a certain degree, says the
New York Telegram, the congratulatory
tone of this sympathetic student of the pro-
blem of woman’s labor is justified.
Conspared with what it was in the Middle
Ages or under the  influence of
the  earlier civilizations, the  pre-
sent condition of woman is encouraging.
Compared with what it ought to be it is
far from satisfactory. It never will be sat-
isfactory until women laborers get as much
as men for doing the same amount and
quality of work.| That this point is still

in New Jersey for the past year, just made
public. Throughout this list, in the same
trades women earned from less than half to
not more than sixty per cent. as much as
men. Some of this difference in earning
capacity corresponds to a difference in the
amount of ‘work, but much of it is due to
the iniquitous and contemptible spirit - of
society and commerce which K prevents a
strong and smart woman from demanding
as'much pay foragiven amount of work as
a shiftless and “effeminate man. :

THE BIBLE IN THE SCHOOLS.
An objection often | used againit the
Church of Rome of to-day is the inter-
ference of its clergy with secular matters,
paaticularly in relation to its sehools.
And now we find the Protestant church
casting an axious eye on the public schools
and discussing the introduction - of the
bible at their classes. While we would de
sire to be the last to deny the church g cer-
tain control over the school system of,
Ontario, we would be extremely careful to
draw a definite limit to its jurisdiction.
For several reasons we the think limit ex.
cludesthe introduction of the bible. If placed
in the hands of the pupils it must be as a
text book, and as such would be used like
any other, any part of which is liable to
be chosen for a lesson. Now, it need not
be stated here that portions of the
scripture are unfit (to be placed be-
fore the eyes of children, and if passed
over the very fact of these portions being
omitted would be the means of drawing
the attention of the pupils more closely to
them.
Again, it cannot be denied that among
others many teachers’ of the present day
hold peculiar ideas regarding the interpre-
tation of the scriptures, indeed we find the
sharpest criticisms on its writings from
those who go the furthest into the higher
branches of learning. These teachers,
then, would , very naturally pla«-e before
their scholars their own construection, and
aurely the church can see what effect this
wonld have,

inning possessed conscience equal both 1n
de gmdr kind ; that the savage and the
civilized -are both equal in this respect,
But such is not the case, The savage
through his life-long struggles to obtain the
sustenance necessary to his existence,
wages centinual war against his fellow, and
faef:.no more the qualms of conscience than
a dog which robs another dog of his bone
or his life. 'We have every reason to be-
lieve that conscience is a feeling which
mankind acquire. It is not inherent in
his nature, ' Uonscience as we know it to-
day, has taken ages to develop ; and it has
developed in obedience toa need. Where
we&f the accuracy: and sensitiveness of con-
science during the centuries of religious
persecutions. If the creator endowed man
with sufficient knowledge ot right and wrong
is it not somewhat difficult to understand
why hedid not at the same time endow
him with will-power to do do always that
which is right ¢ Conscience makes cowards
of us allionly where the dread of punlxsh-
ment for wrong-doing presees home, 'The
sensitiveness of conscience in an extremely
superstitious person would be great, and
directly attributable to . his ignorance, and
might be termed false conscience. For af-
ter investigation the act committed may be
found to l& a perfectly harmeless one in
the opinion - of everyone else except the
person who committed it. And on the
othet hand, as 1 have shown, men believe
that ‘certain acts of the grossest cruelty are
sometimes justifiable and therefore fecl no
qualms of “ conscience, either - before or

after committing the crime.

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THE LABOR TROUBLES.

e s

1 he Strike Showing Little Signs of Dimin-
ishing—General Events of Yesterday.

It is very easy to write that there is no
change in the labor situation. But in
reality there is very little. Perhaps, how-
ever, before we are aware of it
a coup d’®tat on the part of the employers
or the strikers will change things consider-
ably. This is being looked for in some
quarters. It may occur at any moment.
Let it be hoped that it may be a judicious
move, although it may be bold.

THE CARPENTERS.

There was a large meeting of the carpen-

ters held in Temperance hall yesterday

* morning at 10 o’clock. Mr. Moore occupi-
ed the chair. The chairman said that a de
putation from the iron moulders of Oshawa
had called on him on Tuesday night. They
had come up especially to present the union
with a sum of money voted by the mould-
crs for the assistance of the carpenters.

Mr. Armstrong of the printer's union then
~ddressed the meeting. He said that he
was glad and sorry to see the carpenters
liere, glad that they had not given way to
the pressure bronﬁht upon them, sorry that
:ney wereidle. He concluded hisremarks
hy saying that the the union fhen of the
Dominion had to thank the carpenters of
"Poronto for the stand they had taken in
securing an advance for all trades.

Mr. Simpson of the gas fitters union, and
1 member of the trades and labor council,
said that theirs was a small union but had
voted a donation to the carpenters.

The chairman said the concert committee
had done well. The Adelaide street skat-
ing rink had been engaged. There would
be a military band in the hall ; a piano had
been engaged ; and the talent besides would
be of a characterto ensure a fine entertain-
ment. Attogether he said they had no
reason to be depressed. He even thought
that this state of affairs would not last
much longer. He had only to repeat that
1t would be necessary for them to stand
tirm till they had got all the advances
they asked for in the way of a settlement
1t the men would only sustain the execu-
tive committee they would be able to make
such an equitable arrangement that in- fu-
ture a strike would not be needed. The
employers would see that this was only an
act of justice to the men. There should
he tmie regulations that would be equally
binding on the employers and the men,
And the time spent in this strike would not
have been lost if it demonstrated to the
employers that there were rights that
cculd not be set aside. There was not a
“sood man in the trade who would not be a
uoion man within the year. And suppose
the carpenters should be beaten, and go
back to work in “that condition. They
would probably take the opportunity to
givea day’s notice when work was crowd-
1ng, and force the emplovers to yield. But
the chairman said this would be unfafr,
and he ‘had never been willing to depart
from the rule of giving three months’
uotice. There was a sign of something
being done in the way of a settlement, but
they should keep their position all the same
until the time came. They must be strong
to theend. .

GeorgeKerr said thgplumbers and gau-
fitters had made a Iarﬁonation, consider-
ing their numbers, ey had sent $24.
He hoped the carpinters would not forget
the kindness snown by the plumbers of Tor-
onto and theiron moulders of Oshawa, and
repay it when the time came that they
could do so. He moved a vote of thanks to
these unions for their kindly act. This
was carried by a standing vote.

The chairman, before adjouring the meet-
ing, said as there were several of their
uumber going away by train, the carpenters
should go down and give them a barting
theer,

The-meeting then adjourned till 10 o’clock
to-day.

THE FEMALE  OPERATIVES,

At a meeting of the female strikers, the

president in the chair, the committee com-

posed of the president, two members of the
union and three men strikers appointed to
wait on Mr. Charlesworth reported the re-
sult of the interview, The stipulations
made by Mr. Charlesworth were that the
union would be recognized by the employ-
ers and a uniform tariff be submitted to
them. Mr. Giblin being called upon to
give a detailed statement of the interview,
said that Mr. Charlesworth had spoken of
having an equalized rate of wages, and ad-
vised the girls to go back to work. He
advised that they should not return to work
unless the employsers promised not to dis-
charge any who had taken a prominent
movement in the matter. Mr. Charles-
worth had also stated that it would take
at least a week' for the emiployers to arrange
a uniform tariff. It was decided that this
stipulation would not be considered unless
it was promised that all would be taken
back to work.

Mr. Tracy, one of the deputition, made
a statement in behalf of the men, that they
were willing to g0 back to work. The
men would, he said, remain out until the
girls were satisfied.

Mr. Armstrong, of the Typographical
union, gave them some encouragement, and
told them that if they return-
ed under the present circumstances
they would be better off than when they
went out. He was certain Mr. Charles-

" worth would do what was right by them,
but it was only proper if they returned that
they 1equite the employers not¢ to dis-
charge those who had taken a prominent
part in the movement.

Mr. Moore, president of the Carpenters
union, stated that he had received a letter
from theironmouldersat Oshawa,enclosing
$10 for the girls and $15 for the men.
The letter sympathized with the men in
their move and advised them to “‘stand
up for their rights.” The same committee
was appointed to interview Mr. Cooper and
other employers to-day and report at a
meeting to be held at 2.30 o'clock in the
basement of Temperance hall.

Before the regular meeting Mr. O’Dono-
ghue opened a preliminary one, and intro-
duced Martin Screen,” a member of the
deputation of iron moulders of Oshawa,
who presented themu with a contribution
from his union and spoke of their matter
and the labor question generally.
