The «eldest Place en Earth.
Many feel in three latitudes quite com­

fortable on reading of the ooid registered 
at Werkhojansk, in Siberia. At tbe late 
meeting of the 8t Petersburg Academy of 
Science, it waa stated that the mean tem­
perature ef Werkhojansk, daring January, 
1886, was sixty-two degrees nine 
minute. Fahrenheit below zero and 
the lowest reading of the thermome­
ter was ninety degrees four minutes be­
low zero. This la the lowest minimum tem­
perature ever recorded on tbe globe, under 
circumstances which makes the record 
entirely reliable, and Is probably lower than 
would ever be recorded at the north pole 
Itself. The Werkhojansk observations also 
show that the greet cauee of refrigeration 
on the continents is not due to the move­
ment of polar air over them, but to the 
radiation and lo-e of heat by the soli itself 
under an atmosphere oi extremely low abso­
lute humidity.
