Fanners Must Wake Up

During the early stages of the present 
Victory Loan campaign it seemed that 
one class ot the community which was 
showing reluctance in subscribing for 
Victory Bonds was the farming commun­
ity, but it is hoped that before the sub­
scription sheets close Saturday night, 
this reproach will have been removed. 
There were similar indications last year 
but during the last few days of the drive, 
farmers’ subscriptions came in very 
rapidly.

Anyone would be loath to believe that 
the farmers who of all classes of the 
community are most directly interested 
in a heavy over-subscription to the pres­
ent Loan are ppetbetic. More than or.e 
third of proceeds of the last Loan was 
spent directly in the purchase of Can­
adian wheat and other foodstuffs, and 
re-sold to Great Britain and Allied conn- 
tries on credit. That is to say $207,750,* 
000 of the money subscribed a year ago 
went into the pockets of the farmer; and 
without these heavy purchases the farm­
er would have been obliged to dispose of 
his surplus product at a probable loss. 
The amount that will be spent during 
the coming year in financing credits to 
overseas purchasers of Canada’s agricul­
tural products is wholly contingent on 
the extent of the over-subscription to 
this year’- Loan. Therefore if any 
farmer is desirous of seeing the present 
overseas market for his products main­
tained he will help pile up the total of 
Bond subseptions. Buy bonds to-day,

Watch the Young Wheat Plants
Every farmer who grows any consider­

able acreage of wheat should make it his 
business to keep a careful watch on the 
wheat plants from the time they break 
through the ground this fall until they 
are ready for harvest next summer. He 
may learn much of value and much to 
guide him in his treatment of the crop of 
next year.

We watch carefully the young calf in 
its different stages of growth and by the 
story it tells, we are guided in our treat­
ment of the next. The wheat plant, too, 
has a story to tell and we only are at 
fault if we do not heed and profit by the 
the story.

Watch the crop carefully this fall, next 
winter and next spring and let it answer 
your questions. Did the young plants 
start growth rapidly and vigorously? 
Were they able to get a good root-bold 
in the ground before frost came ? Did 
they send out sufficient folliage in the 
fall to protect themselves over winter? 
Did the winter kill out some of them ? 
Why ? And could the number have been 
reduced ? Do they look thrifty when 
spring comes or are they starved and 
stunted ? How do they react when dis­
ease attacks them ? And lastly, what is 
the tale that harvest tells? If it is a good 
one, you are on the right track. If it is 
measured by ten or fifteen bushels of 
poor or mediocre grain, something is 
wrong. Go back over the story of the 
crop and chances are that you will find 
the cause. The crop will tell its story, if 
you will but stop to look.

A much larger entry of corn, grain and 
seed is expected at the coming exhibit 
than ever before. Large quantities of corn 
are being husked this fall and saved for 
seed. Enquiries for seed corn from vari­
ous parts of the Province are being re­
ceived by the Secretary of the Corn 
Growers’ Associât mu.

The Livestock Association is preparing 
for the taking care of Two Days’ Sales. 
One day registered Dairy cattle and 
Swine and the second day registered 
Sires and Dams of the Fat Stock breed. 
The quality of cattle being offered tor 
sale is improving rapidly. Some of the 
best bred cattle in the county are being 
contributed to the Sale. Prospective 
contributors are requested to have their 
cattle registered at once and forward 
pedigrees and deposits to the Secretary, 
Agricultural Office, Petrolea, no later 
than January 3rd.
