From an examination of the returns 

from the principal Ports of entry, and 
information otherwise obtained, I 
led to believe that prices of general 
merchandise have continued to recede. 
At the end of the Fiscal Year 1875-76 
it was generally believed that market 
values had reached bottom, and the 
tendency thereafter would-be upward, 
but the result has not justified that ex­
pectation. It is true that sugar and 
molasses shew quite a considerable ad­
vance upon the average of the year's 
importations, 
been sustained, however, but has reced­
ed since the first of July last below its1 
former level.

In hardware there has been a marked 
decline in prices, especially in imports 
from the United States. English heavy 
hardware has fallen about 7$ per cent., 
and heavy shell goods in the same line 
about 5 per cent. The same classes of 
goods, however, from the United States 
shew a general decline of about 12$ per 
cent.

Iron from Great Britain has fallen ma­
terially, although previously at an un­
usually low figure. Bar, rod, hoop,and 
nail sheets have declined 20s. to 25s. 
per ton, and galvanised iron 35s. to40s. 
sterling per ton. Tin plates 3s. to 3s. 
9d. per box, and Canada plates Is. 6d. 
to 2s per box.

Cottons and cotton goods have fallen 
generally from 5 per cent, to 7$ per 
cent.jncluding brown ducks and cotton 
flannels from the United States.

Stationery from Great Britain does 
not appear to have sensibly receded in 
price, but that from the United States 
appears to have fallen to a serious ex 
tent, viz. :—Paper about 10 and other 
stationery from 10 to 25 per cent.

Drugs and chemicals, so far as they 
affect the Revenue, appear to remain 
nearly in slat u quo. In free goods, 
however,such articles as “Caustic Soda” 
and “Sal Soda” have fallen about 15

Teas.—It is very difficult to deter 
mine whether there has been an actual 
fall in the price of tea or not. Accord­
ing to the Trade Returns the average 
prices, both in Green and Black, of the 
Dominion imports have been steadily 
declining for the last four or five years.

This falling off, however, may, and 
probably is, to a great extent, the re- 
eult of smaller importations of the high 
er grades or classes, and larger impor­
tation of the inferior grades.

London, March, 23.—It is reported that 

Russia forced Turkey to acquiesce in 
cret agreement, according to which Rus­
sia would assist Turkey against Grieco-Eng- 
lish combination or against the entrance 
of the British fleet into the Bosphoius or 
Dardanelles. She will largely diminish 
the indemnity and guarantee integrity of 
of the remaining Turkish territory, receiv­
ing in return a direct power oyer the re­
venues of the Porte.

Berlin, March, 23.—The S'orth German 
Gazette says it is evident that Russia re­
gards war with England as inevitable, and 
knows that she was never better able to 
wage it than now.

Constantinople,March, 24.—The British 
Cabinet requires declaration from Russia 
that communication of instrument of peace 
to powers is equivalent to its formal pre­
sentation to Congress. The Russian Cabi­
net, however, considers that by . making 
above mentioned communication it fulfill­
ed international duties, and is less inclined 
to agree to special presentation of treaty 
to Congress,inasmuch as by making known 
all conditions of peace, it affords each pow­
er an opportunity of making separate pro­
visions of treaty subject of European deli­
beration. An understanding upon this 
point is not yet reached.

The Sanitary Commission have arrived 
at Ezeroum from Tiffin. They found 20,- 
000 corpses buried two feet under ground, 
frozen, hut not decomposed. The Com­
mission are deliberating whether to cre­
mate the corpses or use quick lime.

London, March, 22.—The Official Journal 
of St. Petersburg publishes the full text of 
the treaty, which fully confirms the cor­
rectness of the versions that were previous­
ly cabled.

The Times commenting on the text of 
the treaty says there is much to criticize 
and resist, but nothing absolutely beyond 
the pale of discussion.

A Belgrade special states that the Ser­
vians evacuated Wanjo, notwithstanding 
their threats that they would not unless 
forced.

A correspondent at Vienna says he knows 
the idea of an Anglo-Austrian alliance was 
recently summarily discarded by the high­
est authority in the State.

A despatch from St. Petersburg says 
Gortschakoff declares he will not submit 
the Bessarabian question to Congress but 
will retrocess .forcibly if Rounmnia should 
oppose.

A Paris correspondent says the questions 
which France demanded should be exclud­
ed from the Congress were those touching 
the Holy places, as introducing needless 
complication, and touching Syria, because 
Syria might have been offered to her as 
compensation for the English occupation 
of Egypt and because she considers that 
the twofold question of Syria and Egypt 
might impair the good understanding with 
England.

A great change in the last few days has 
occurred in the opinion about England's 
policy.

The Journal des Délais and République 
Française commend England's attitude .and 
this feeling is shared, with few exceptions, 
by the men and journals of all parties. 
They feel that by placing herself on the 
platform of existing treaties and insisting 
on the right of Congress to discuss the 
whole treaty of San Stefano, England lias 
restored to Europe the firm ground of the 
principles which was slipping from under 
it. England’s firm adherence to her con­
ditions is deemed the surest means of in­
suring that the Congress will result in a 
durable peace.

London, March, 23.—The irouclad In- 
vincable has been ordered to be commis­
sioned on Monday for the Mediterranean.

The Times says orders have been issued 
for new torpedo vessels for the navy, to be 
distributed among various shipbuilders, 
principally on the Thames. Two firms 
contract for 8,000 torpedo sinkers, average 
weight 1,100 pounds.

The Russians arc having a hundred tor­
pedo boats built on the model of one pur­
chased in England, but no part of the or­
der came to this country

The correspondent of the Manchester 
Guardian telegraphs that the Government 
purchased from William Armstrong four 
hundred ton guns at a cost of 
$80,000 each. Negotiations are proceeding 
for a number of smaller weapons identical 
with those already in service. The same 
firm, as well as Wit worth k Co , have ac­
cepted contracts to a large extent for a 
supply of iron gun carriages to be complet­
ed early.

Great exertions are being made in the 
carriage department at Woolwich Arsenal 
in the preparation of Waggons for transport 
service. Several other contracts for army 
stores are in the course of completion, 
notably one for a large number of pack- 
saddles.

The correspondent of the Edinburgh 
Scotsman says the landing of forces on Asia- 

t tic side of Sea Marmora,unquestionably has 
been considered by the Government.

Railway material which is to be laid on 
a parallel line with Bokarus,has been pur­
chased.
