We are strong-
ly of the opinion that the government will
have to take over the supervision of this ser-
vice from the municipalities and build roads
a8 it does bridges. Some effective plan for
working out the reform ought to be devised
and acted upon without further delay.

Mr. W. W. Chesley has just received a
letter from a friend, Harry T'obin, of Dart-
mouth, formerly id the U. 8. Navy, who is
now a member of the Soath African Light
Horse, and is at the front. He says of his
troop :

““There was over 40 of the S. A. L. H.
killed last Monday, but the squadron I be-
long to has not been in action yet. There
is about one third of this.troop Americans;
some of them are cowboys, cavalrymen,
sailors, and one of Roosevelt’s Rough Riders
They have got a good lot of men for this
kind of work. We have young horses from
South America ; some that have never had
a saddle on their backs, and we have to
throw some of them to shoe them. = We have
no swords, revolvers, or lances, only Lee-
Metford rifles, and no bayonets, -s0 it will
come hard on us. if we ever gét in cloge
quarters, Some of our officers have had no
military training, and those whe 'do know
anything about it are drilling us ss if we
were going to parade before the Queen in-
stead of getting ready to fight the Boers.”

Lord Robert's at Modder River—GD0,000 Men require
for the Defence of the Empire. :

LoNpoNn, Feb. 10.—Lord Roberte’ cam-
paign remains an inscrutable mystery. He
has gone to the front with Lord Kitchener,
and the foreign military attaches bave start-
ed from Cape Town to join him there, but
nobody outside of the impermost circles of
the war office knows waere the front is.

The theories of the military writers for

the London papers are that Gen. Buller’s I P

attempts for the last few days were simply
in the nature of feints to keep the Boers
watching him while other portions of the
army were advancing elsewhere. These
theories are based on the fact that Kelly-
Kenny was reported a fortnight ago to be at
Rosmead, and from that pointit has been
generally assumed that the sixth division
would co-operate with Generals Gatacre and
French in clearing the Ocange River district
and opening the way for the invasion of the
Free State on the lines of General Baller's
original plan. General Tucker has also been
reported at Modder River, and that the
seventh division would follow him;- that
Kimberley would be relieved, and that the
army would march across to Bloemfontein.
The third theory has assumed that the Free
State would be invaded from the Orange
River bridge at Belmont, Fauresmith and
Springfontein, being the immediate objective
points, and the cutting of the communica-
tions of Dutch forces now south of the river
being the strategic advantage. A late de-
spatch from Sterkstroom says that the stand-
ing British patrol, consisting of a Sergt. and
six men of Brabant’s Horse, at Brown's
Farm, was surprised and captured early
Wednesday morning prior to the Boer at-
tacks on the Fenboek and Bird River camps.
The relief sent from Pemb blundered on 300
Boers. One man of: the Cape Mouunted
Rifles, whose horse was shot, was shot, bat
the others escaped. A Frenchman, who is
supposed to be a spy, was caught and brought
to Sterkstroom camp.

London, Feb. 11. 4 a. m.,—Winston
Churchill, the Morning Post's correspond-
dent, with Gen. Buller, sends a long des-
patch, reviewing thesituation in Natal. He
says that Gen. Buller from the cutset re-
garded the relief of Ladysmith as a forlorn
hope. He adds, that the second attempt to
relieve the beleagured town was nearly suc
cessful, but at the critical moment Gen.

The war office is making preparations to
continue the stream of troops for South
Africa. Four large steamers have been
chartered. Japan agrees to let the Arm-
strong transfer to Eogland four naval quick-
firers that were built for her, consenting to
wait for the execution of her own order un-
til the hostilities in South Africa are over.
Several European powers by similar con-
sents as to guns being constructed by Vick-
ers Sons, and Maxim, enable Eogland to
secure one hundred Maxims.

Two thousand men are constantly em-
ployed at Woolwich arsenal, and all the
guns and ammunition factories are working
night and day to execute government orders.
The weekly output of four-firms is 4.000,000
rounds.

Clayton-Bulwer Treaty.

WasHINGTON, Feb, 10.—The United Stat-
es and Great Brstain, have reached an ami
cable agreement respecting theoperations of
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty as affecting the
right of construction and control by the
United States of the proposed Nicaragua
canal. The result marks the termination of
conferences between the officials of the state
department and Lord Pauncefote of fully a
year’s duration, during which a number of
meetings were held and the subject fully
discussed by the representatives ot the gov
ernments interested. Great Britain agrees
to a modification of the Clayton-Bulwer
treaty by which she practically relinquishes
any claims respecting a dual control of the
Nicaragua canal after it shall have been con-
structed. he result, therefore, is to eli

United States free to constract and there:
after control this great inter-oceanic water-
way. In all the discussions which have
been had both in congress and out of it for a
long number of years over the proposed can-
al the question of England’s rights under the
Clayton Bulwer treaty has formed a promin-
ent feature and on more than one occasion
has given rise to the query whether or not
the United States government had the moral
right to provide for the construction of the
canal without a modification of the treaty.
From the same authoritative quarter it

ascertained that England has made no de
mands for a guid pro quo for her abandon-
ment of whatever rights she may have had
under the treaty and which she now promis-
es to relinquisb. Just what shape the agree-
ment between the governments interested is

| to take is not stated, though itis assumed

that some formal instrument will be drafted
and sent to tne senate for its confirmation.

TEXT OF BESOLUTIO).I.

*1, Resolved, That it is expedient to
provide that from and out of the consolidat-
ed revenue fund of Canada there shall and
may be applied a sum, not exceeding in the
whole the sum of $850,000, being the sum of
$250,000 authorized under order-in council,
dated the fourth day of November, 1899, and
the sum of $600,000, authorizéd by order-in-
council, dated the fifth day of Jenuary,
1900, toward payment of the expenditures
incurred or to be incurred in sending the
contingents of Canadian volunteers to South
Africa or in connection therewith, and the
members of the Queen’s Privy Council for
Canada and the officers and persons who
authorized or made. the expenditure of an
of the said sums under the orders in-council
above referred to, or under any warrant of
His Excellency the Governor-General, issued
in consequence of or on the authority there-
of, are hereby indemnified and exonerated
from all liability by reason of having used or
authorized the use of the above mentioned
sums of money, or any portion thereof, with-
out due legal authority and all expenditures
heretofore made of any said sums shall be
held to have been lawfully made.

DEFRAYING THE EXPENSES,

¢ 2_[n addition to the said sum of $850,-
000 referred to in the preceding resolution,
there shall and may.be paid and applied from
and out of the consolidated revenue fund of
Canada a further sum not exceeding in the
whole the sum of $1,150,000 towards defray-
ing any farther expenditures that may be
incurred in connecti n with the sending of
Canadian volunteers for active service in
South Africa, and for providing as herein-
after mentioned for a fund by way of allow-
ance to such volunteers or their dependents.

Dominion Parliament.

Dominion Parliament met on Thursday,
February lst, Lord Minto read the speech
from the throne. Reference was made to the
remarkable increase in the volume of trade;
to the sending of two contingents to
South Africa and aleo to Lord Strathcona’s
generous action in authorizing the sending
of a contiogent at his own expense. His
Excellency is authorized to convey to Cana-
da the Queen’s high appreciation of the loy-
alty ‘and patriotism displayed by them.
There are references to the requirements of
trade and the prospects of further expansion.
There will be no attempts at elaborate leg-
islation during the season. Seven applica-
tions for divorce will be before parliament.

Wrecks Have Dissappeared.

St. John’s Nfid.,, Feb. 8.—-The German
consul waa notified today of the disappear-
ance of the last vestige of the wreck of the
German American Petroleum Co’s steamer
Heligoland, which was sunk in St. Mary's
Bay early last month. REresumably the ves-
sel has broken into pieces. Nothing is now
vieible of the bodies of victims formerly seen
among the rocks. Itis feared all have been
swept seaward, and there is little prospect
polw of any being recovered for decent bar-
ial.

All efforts fail to ascertain anything that
would tend to solve the mystery of the
identity of the American fishing vessel
wrecked off Fox Cove, in St. George’s Bay.

Last Year's Superannuations.

Ottawa, Feb 10.—A statement of the
superannuation and retiring allowances of
the Dominion during the year to Dec. 31,
1899, shows that the following superannu-
ations have taken place : Sixteen in the
customs, with a total of $5,012; two in the
Governor-General's cffice, $4,128; one in
Indian Affairs of $160; seven in Inland
Revenue, $6,728; one in Interior, $1,426;
seven in Marine and Fisheries, $1,511; one
in mounted police, § twenty-three in
post office, §13,964; two in Public Works,
$917; five in Railways and Canals, $2,397.

e grand total of these amounts to §33,-
772. The cause of retirement in the major-
ity of cases is old age and failing powers.
