Importation of Nursery Steck

It is to be regretted that during
the past weck a number of _ship-
meuts of Nursgry Stock have eome
into Nova Scotia without comply-
ing with the conditions of the Regu-
lations passed by the Government
of Nova Scotia, on Oct,, 25th last.

Presumably these shipments
were rushed into Nova Scotia with
a view to their arrival before the

‘regulations went into force. IP'ro-
bably in most cases the consignees
were not aware of the seriousness
of the matter but were accepting
shipments through the advice of
firms in other parts of the Domin-
ion. ;

" Now these regulations were pass-
ed at the request of the fruit grow
ers of Nova Scotia for the purpose:

of protecting themselves and other |
fruit growers from Sac Josec Scale.

The Department of Agriculture
believes that the consignees have,
in most cases acted unwittingly in
this matter and ask all who have
brought in nursery stock during this
fall to-advise the Provincial Ento-
mologist, Robert Matheson, Truro,
at once. The matter is too serious
to be left without careful investiga-
tion.

The regulations referred to pro-
vide that nursery stock coming n-

. to Nova Scotia from other parts of
Canada. must be accompanied by
a certificate of inspettion -stating

that the nursery in which the stock
was grown was examined during
the growing season and found

free from pests and fung
diseases. Further, before delivery

it must be delivered to Government
inspectors either at Truro or
Middleton where it will be inspect-
ed and fumigated. After such ia-
spection and fumigation stock will
be immediately forwarded to its
destination. :

It is to be hoped that every im-
porter of nursery stock inte Nova
Scotia will not enly comply with
these regulations, but do all in his
power to aid the Provincial Ento-
mologist in preventing the further
introduction of San Jose Scale.
