Our reply was tlat it was
le.ss thai three years. and tnat the type was
of foreign make. by a foundry of the highest
reputation. whereuîpon we were guaranteed
that after iliree years' use of the To ronto type
Tulii:iiAi.i» would present a better appear-
ance tiai our contelnporary then did. We
decided to give the matter a trial and iarked
a copy of the paper wlicl was using ns-
ataintic type. which was carefully put away
tunîtil the three ycars should elapse. It is nlow
over fotr years since. and the inarked cop;
of our contemiporary is before tus. 1t mlîust
be confessed that Toronto type after four
years' Wear in Tirl HIna., with a larger
circblation thani our contenporary andi lence
mltuch harder usage, shows up better thaiî did
the foreign type ii the other paper after three
years' wear. This is especially giatifyiig.
as it is coivilcing proof that our Cmiadian
mnanuî,facturers. wlien given a fair field, can
produce goods at least eual to tle best
foreign hotses, and at much less expenlse to
the urtchaser. as woas the case in the instance
herein referred to. Fromi the manager it is
learied thtat the skilled mechanics required
in t he n:uiufacture of type have been brought
into Canada froi Great Britain. Germuany
