If
this is reguiarly attended to while stock
is kept from other land that it invades,
sweet clover will he found doing always
the good work for which it is adapted.

Itecogmizing the need of moie
exact_information and a better under-
standing concerning this important -
dustry, Liberal prazes wero offered for the
best typo of bacon hoxs and the bust
carcasses as well.  The government
mahes an annual appropiation for tho
support of the Provinuial Fat-Stock Show
and for conducting the woik of the live-
stock associations.  Tho bacon hogs and
ca.casses weio judzed by a committes
representing threo of the leading pack-
ing houses of Canada. After tho waik

Vit leted, tho thir ty-wght carcasses
wero brought into the bulding where the
$ow was held, and & platfoiir crected
whero ono of the judges, with a model
livo hog of the bacon typein fiont of him
and theso carcusses behind him, mounted
tho stand and delivered a ecture on tho
demands of the market, and was sub-
jeeted to a rigid questioning by farmers
and breeders present.  Repicsentativo
carcasses wero also taken into tho hall
where the evening meeting of all of the
swine-bieeders’ associations, was held,
and the subject was theroe discussed at
length in all of its phases, from the
Canadian farm to tho English market,

rof. Robeitson and Mmister Fisher
spent a part of the summer abioad study-

“'Pf:o discussion_developed many in-
teresting pomnts.  The bacon hog should
range from 170 to 220 lbs, live woight,
190 lbs. being the most desirable size.
They shounld be neither too fut nor too
lean, When slaughtered, the covering
of fat on tho back should present a uni-
form thickness of about one inch all the
way down tho median linc. The ho
must bo long and deep, and the flank an
sides firm aad thick. Thin, flabby sides
aro at onco rejected.  The packers stated
that there is always a large percentago
of carcasses that como out of the picklo
* soft, particularly in swmnmer-time, and
that thoy wero unable to detect this fail-
ing n tho live hog. The cause of this
dcfect has not been discovered. Tho
Danish feeders and others have attribu-
ted it to corn-feeding, butthistheory has
been shown to Lo erroncous.

“Prof. Robertson stated that the best
grade of bacon now going to the English
market was coming from Scotland, whero
the grain ration consists of one-half corn.
The recent experiments by Prof. Day, of
tho Ontario Agricultural College. also
confirm tho view that corn may be used
to tho extent of onc-half of tho grain
ration, il not more, in_finishing bacon
hogs of the best type. The by-products

of tho duny wie overywhere conceded to
Lo an pnpor tant fuctor sn the production
of tho fiucst bacon, and & fair degreo of
exceraso fur the growing mig is also con-
sidered tial,  Too clos fi
is detuumental, Tho hogzs may have
grass or green feed, but inust be finished
on gram, ‘Canadian Pea-Fed Bacon®
has won marked favor in the British
maiket, but, as & matter of fact, that is
only a catchy name.  Many of tho Cana-
dian bacon huxs never sce any peas at
all, ard scarcely any of their bacon can
c saud to be made on peas. While I
was in Ontario, choice bacon hogs were
netting the fucners 81 per 100 lbs., and
last Aagust thoy suld as high as $6.10 at
the packing-houses—fully $2 per 100 Jbs.
higher than our Western farmeis wer,
realizing at the saume time, Mi. J. E.
Brethour, a pronunent breeder of pigs in
Ontario, spent somo timo abroad last
summer puchasing breeding stock and
studying Enghsh bacon maikets. Con-
cerning tho price of bacon abroad, he
wroto in tho Zoronfo Sun: ‘I saw
Ameiican hams sold at three pence,
whale Canadians sold at six pence on the
same day.

Soil Fertility.

Faimyaid manuro should bo kept us
near the surface of the soil as possible.
"Tho rain water as it percolates through
tho soil hias o tendency to carry the
soluble plant food downward and out
of the reach of plants. Conscquently an
attempt should bo made to delay’ the
downward piugress of plant food instead
of assisting 1t by plowing the manure in
deeply. ‘Thenagain, nitrification ismost
activenear thesurfacoof thesoil. There-
foie, manure kept near the surface is
under more favorablo conditions for
having its plant food made available,
and, consc(iuemly, gives quicker returns.

When a heavy application of manure
has been plowed under deeply, it is no
uncommon thing to seo lumps of manure
brought to tho surfaco by subsequent
plowing, showing that it had nover be-
come properly incorporated with thesoil.
ltis clsliw probable, t0o, that this dceily
buried manure has lost considerablo

i through denitrifi -

con-
omical manuring consists in obtaining
(Ylick returns over as large an area of
the farm as possible, and this is accom-
plished by moderate applicationg incor-
porated with' tho surfaco soil. Shallow
covering of manure also increases the
humus of tho surfacosoil. As a result,
tho soil does not bake and crackin dry
weather ; it absorbs and retains water
much more satisfactorily and works up
into a fine tilth mo1o casily,

NAKING THE HOME BEAUTIFUL.
Some Effective Brackets.

N casily-made, cheap and effcctive
corner bracket may bo inade
without any skill in handling

tools or ingenuity in devising plans for
wood-work and in putting it together.,

‘The 1equisites are few, Buy several
of the common wooden brackets for cor-
ners to be bougkt atsmall fancy or furni-
turo stores for tho cost of a few cents
each. Do not choose those of the very
roughest and cheapest kind, but spend a
cent or two more in obtaining such as
are a little moro accurately proportioned
and finished off. Four or five of theso
will mako up a corner ornament of sub-
stantial and cffectivo size, and will cost
about fifty cents.

Next decido on the method of orna-
mentation.  Several ways azo open to
The wood ma stained with a
vamish-stain, or enamelled any desired
color, oF covered with Japaneso leather
paper. _This having been satisfactorily
accomplished, tho edge of each must be
finished off with an cdging of somo sort.
This may bo of coarse guig:ro lace,
string-colored, or  frill of Liberty silk.
Either of theso look well. bug other de-
vices will suggest themselves.

Tho_scveral biackets must now bo
aflixed to the wall corner, une above the
other, the support of cach resting -
mediately on the top of the succeeding
bracket. ~ Thus placed, they form an at-
tractive ornament {or any room, and
may be used as resting places for vases
of cut flowers, curios,” old cluna, or
photogiaph frames.

A similar plan may bo adopted with
brackets of semi-circular foim, to be
placed against the open wall.  These aro
not to bo bought quite so icadily or
cheaply as the former, but can bo mado
at trifling cost by ont’s relations of the
sterner sex who dabble in joinery, or by

HE short coat of “the end of”

spade-shapo front, It isfashioned
