A compLeETE list of Prizes awarded at
the recent Provincial Agricultural Exhi-
bition, will be publisked in the Annual
Report of the Gentral Board of Agricul-
tare, now in course of preparation for the
House of Assembly.

RecenTLy the attention of the public
has been called, in a prominent manner,
both by the city and couutry press, to
the qunestion, Whether our Provincial Ag-
ricultural Exhibitions should be held in
the city of Halifax, or in the country
towns ? Some persons contend that these
Exhibitions ought to be confined to
the City, where the great mass of the
population is congregated, and where
there is ample room for strangers ; others
argue that cattle shows are out of place in
a city, aud should be taken to the coun-
try. The view adopted by the Board of
Agriculture, and the Legisiature, as ex-
pressed by the Exhibition Act of 1873, is
that Provincial Agricultural Exhibitions
should be held successively in all the
counties of the Province (noy excluding
Halifax), and in the order in which the
counties shall prepare to furnish the
means and undertake the labour of car-
rying them out.

The object of these Exhibitions is
two-fold. TFirst, to encourage and pro-
mote improvement in live stock, imple-
ments, and field produets, by rewarding
the most successful and meritorious im-
provers, aud thus induce them to
persevere in,and extend, their labors.

Secondly, by exposing to the public
gaze the finest results of the efforts of our
most successful cultivators avd stock
raisers, to arouse the energivs of the en-
tire farming population throughout the
whole country, and even to stimulate to
activity and improvement the mowers of
unsowy hay.

‘The objuct first stated may bo accom-
piished by holding the Exhibitions at any

central or conveniently accessible point,
~—that is, anywhere within railway range,
tor when live stock aud other exhibits
aro once on board the cars, it is matter of
comparatively litle moment whether
they have to run to Pictou or Annapolis,
to Amherst or Wipdsor, to Halifux or
Kentville or Truro, provided the railway
arrapgements aund freight charges are
made (as they always ought to be) to suit
distant exhibitors.

It will be obvious to many that if the
meve personal covenience of the largest
number is to cutweigh other advautages,
Halifax has the dead weight ; it is practi-
cally the most accessible point by rail and
water from all parts of the Province; it
is the place where everybody has busi
uess to transact; the DBlecca to which
farmers, merchants, lawyers, schoolmas-
ters, politicians, doctors, clergymen, Jum-
bermaen, fishermen, miners, capitalists. in
short all kinds of live men, repair at Jeast
once & year. If the first object, then,
were the only one aimed at by Exhibi-
tions, we ghould prefer to see them held
annually in the city of Halifax. .

But the second object, that of arousing
the agriculturists of the Province gener-
ally to a sense of the necessity for im-
provement, so as to start them in the race,
could never be accomplished by holding
Exhibitions yearly in Halifax. The fifty
years' experience of the Agricultural So-
ciety of Scotland hasserved to confirm
that body more and inore in their opinion
that the beneficial effects of holding Exhi-
bitions in different localities ave so great
as to outweigh all other considerations;
so that iustead of erecting—as they could
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woll afford to do—~princely buildings in
Edinburgh, whers all their sciewific, liter-
ary, and official work is carvied on, and
holding their Joxhibitious thore, where
they would be larger and more vawied,
and bring an immonsely greater concourso
of visitors thau in tho country towns,
they yet contivve to perambulate tho
country, holding an Exhibition this yesr
at Glasgow or, Ayr, next at Aberdeen,
next in suecession perhaps at Porth, ot
Dundee, or Stirling. ‘They donot gauge
the value of their work by the number of
exhibits, or tho number of shillings taken
at the gate. They kuow that the boldiung
of one of their Ixhibitions in a place
arouses the wholo district around iuto
agricultural enthusiasm, and that the effect
produced is permanent wid progressive.
In the present state of our Provincs it
nay be diffieult, we confess, for many to
accept the Scottish theory in its entirety,
but every succeeding year, and every new
experience, will Jead more and more to
the belief that it is the true one. Feeling
this, we think it would be a fatal mistake
to centre onr Exhibitions in Halifax, or
Truro, or Kentville, or anywhere. Let
us maintain the perambulating system, so
that our Provincial Exhibitions shall be
for the whole Province, open to cvery
conuty in turn to come ia when ready to
share the locul or special, as well as the
general benefits.

As an evident desire has been expres-
sed to have the Exhibition of 1878 iu
the City of Halifax, it may be useful
to explain the peculiar position of ITulifax
in relation to the new system. In 1868
and in 1874 the Exhibitions were actual-
ly carried out by the Board of Agriculture
3n conjunction with an Exhibition Com-
mittee as co-labourers. But by the Act
of 1875, the Board has merely the power
“To draw from tho Provincial Treasury
every year, and to pay to any Agricultural
Society or other responsible body, four
thousand dollars, as u prize fund for an
Agriculiural and Industrial Exhibition, to
be held in any county selected by such
Central Board, Such Exhibition shall be
carried out, and all the expenses thereof
borne, by such Society or other body,
under such rules as the Board may from
time to time prescribe; and the prize Jist
for every such Exbhibition shall be made
up under the direction and subject to the
anproval of the Board and of the Governor
in Council.”

It will be seen that the Society or other
body undertaking the Exhibition has
the whole financial responsibility,~—the
Board merely prescribing the regulations
and sanctiomng the Prize List.

The difficulty that meets us, in look-
ing to Halifax for the next Exhibi-
tion, is the want of accommodation. The
Governor's Field and the Drill Shed, ob-
tained on former occasiens, iuvolved great

expenscin temporary erectionsandfurnish-
ings, that had to bo at once removed ; and,
especially in view of the much more extenr
sive accommodation now required for cat-
tle, it is not desirable to attempt a Provin-
cial Exhibition on these premises. More-
over, oue great object of offering the prize
fund toscounties is to induce the evection
of permaucnt Exhibition buildings. Col-
chester County obtained land and erected
suitable buildings at Truro in 1876;
King’s County has done the same this
yenr at Kentville. We should like to see
Haulifux follow in 1878.

An Act was passed 12th April, 1877,
to enable Counties or Districts to borrow
money tor the purchase of iand and
erection: of Exhibition Buildings.

By this Act (40 Vic, Cap. 19), the
Court.of Sessions for eaclh County o
District of the Provine: is empowered
upon the recommendation of the Granil
Jury, to add, to the yearly assessments
for County purposes a sum not exceeding
$4000 for the purchuse of grounds and
the erection of Industrial and Agricnl-
tural Exhibition Buildings. Such Court
of Sessions are empowered to borrow
mwoney for such purposes upon the credit
of the Cownties or Districts in which they
have jurisdiction, and the mmouuts re-
quired to meet debentures or iuterest
is to be added to the amount ordered by
the Sessions to be assessed.  The Courts?
of Sessious are lkewise empowered to
sell public lands to make a fund for Xx-
hibition purposes.

Tt is not to be expected that the Court
of Sessions will tax the County of
Halifax for Jxhibition Buildings uvless
the City is prepared to provide a fair
share of the mouey. In order tc . the
City we presume an Act will have to be
passed at the {nstauce of His Worship the
Mayor and Aldermen, and, «s this caunot
be done till the Legislature meets, it
may be that it is too late now to make
the necessary arrangements for seenring
the Ioxhibition of 1878 for the City of
Halifax. If this be so, it should be kept
in mind that it is not too early to begin
to clear the way for the Exbhibition of
1879. There is no better time than now,
when public attention is directed to the
subject. Let «he Justices of the County,
the Mayor and Aldermen of the City, the
Agricultural  Socicties of - Halifax and
Upper and Lower Musquodoboit, the
manufacturers of Halifax, Dartmouth
and Bedford, and the public spirited
citizeus upon whom the lion’s share of
labour in all such schemes is sure to fall—
let all think seriously overthe matter with a
view to devising some general scheme, so
that steps may be taken to secure any
necded legislation. It will be per-
ceived clearly that it is not the Goveru-
ment nor the Board of Agriculture who

are to be looked to for official action in

this matter, but the Juatices of the
County the City Council of Halifax, aud
the Town Couacil of Dartmouth,

But it is wot imperative to wait for
legislation and taxation. ‘I'he necessary
money for buildings may be raised by »
general public subscription, or a joiut
stock company way undertake their
ercction a3 commercial speculation, in
connection with a skating rink and
other public accommodations. All that
is wantud to enable the city to carry
out the Exhibition successfully in 1878 is
suitable buildmga, ‘The Legislative graut
of 54000 for a prize fund is waiting to
be claimed by the county that is prepared
to give the best agsurances of success. It

y is the simple duty of the Centinl Board

to bold au even balance that every couuty
may have its claims fairly weighed.

We bave received, through the kind-
ness of the Author, a printed table of the
Meteorological  Observations made by
Frederick Allison, Isq., for the year 1876,
at Halifax, Nova Scotia, lat. 44° 397 20"
N, long. 63° 36’ 40 W., height
above sca-level 1225 feet. The exact
point where the ohservations were made
is not indicated, but we believe it is near
the corner of Sackville and Park Streets,
and thus favomrably situated for receiving
in Winter time the full sweep of the
north wind on its way from the ice-coated
Bedtord Basin, wia the Threo Mile Houso
and Willow Purk and overthe North Com-
mon. The mean temperture of 1876 was
42.06° Fah.,, the difference {from the nor-
mal being —0.36. The highest oceurred
in Angust==90.2 ; the lowest in February
—~16.9. The bighest daily mean was in
August==75.13,and the lowest daily mean
in I'ebruary—6.78.  The mean pressure
corrected of the year, was 29.900, the
maximun in February 30,992, and the
minimum in the same month 28.774.
Tne mean relative humidity for the year
was 82.79, highest in November 87.5,
lowest in Angnst 78.7. Mean amount

of cloud 6.09, highest in November
7.84, lowest in August 3.66. Prevalent

direction of wind W, ; inJune, S. S. W.;
in May, July, August and Septemnber W.
S. W.sin March and April W.;in
October and November W. N. W.; and
in January, February and December IN.
W. Rain 44.335 inches during the year,
—greatest in November, 7.397, least in
Decomber, 0.618. Number of days min
143, greatest in June 21, Jeast in Decem-
ber 5. Amount of snow 96 37 ; number
of days snow 58, highest number in Feb-
ruary 16. June, July, August, Septem-
ber and November, five months, were
without snow. Total precipitation 54.114
(amade up we presume by adding dissolved
snow to the min). With 41 feet of water
falling annually on the surface of the
Provinee we should not be stinted in
water supply, nor have our oilers and
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water pipes encrusted by gallates. By
adding the 143 days of rain to the 58 of
snow and to thenumberofdrydays, 179, we
get 380 days, which gives 14 days of
weather in excess of days of the leap
year, the explanation of which we pres
sume to be that on 14 of the days both rain
and snow fell, so that they are repeated
in the enumeration. An explanatory foot
note may be added with advantage
in uext year's table.  'We must find room
for oné other item, viz, the number of
days sleighing in 1876 : December, 23,
Jauuary, 16, February, 27, March, 9,
Aprial, 2, total 77.  If wue are to have
23 days sleighing this Deccember, it is
about time for the thermometir to go
down, and the North FEust winds to
seb in.  Wo have been much interested,
in looking through Me. Allisow’s Table
of Observations; his work is of great
value, both in a scientific aud economical
aspect, and we aro glad he has issued the
general results in such a couvenient
tabular form. ILvery farmer, mariner,
and fisherman in the Province ought to
have one of theso tables pusted into his
almanack. .

Proressor How calls attention, in the
Borning Herald, to * Silicate Cotton or
Slag Wool,” specimens of which he had
received from England, made from iron
slig of the Nictaux Iron Works, in An-
napolis County. “Siag” is the waste
material that flows away 11 2 molten state
from iron in the process of reduction; it
is a fusible silicate, chemically and phy-
sically resembling glass, and this * Slag
Cotton " is simply a form of what has
been long known as © spun gluss.” Belug
incombustible and a remarkable non-
conductor ot heat, it is proposed to use it
for coating boilers, cylinders and pipes,
for filtering, liniug floors, ceiligs, fire-
proof rooms, ice-safes anrd such like,
Reflecting no doubt upon the immense
quantities of useful material that are ruu-
ning to waste in this Province, with-
out any effective attempt being made to
recover them, Professor How asks,
“When will Nova Scotin have its
TrcaxoLocicat InsTiTuTe, where it
young men and women may learn the
practical applications of science, like those
of othec countries? We cannot teach
everything (he adds) at our overworked
and noderpaid Colleges.

TaE Secretary of the Central Board of
Agriculture has addressed to the Secre-
tary of every Agricultural Society in the
Province, & communication calling atten-
tion to the provisions of the Agricultural
Act, which requires the officers of every
Society, immediately after their election
ab the Annual Mecting on Tuesday, 4th
Dceember, to nominate a person suitable
for appointment to the Central Board.

River of Vietoria Agricultural Societys
and five young Ellesmere pigs, and a half-
grown hoar, to the Milford IHaven Agri-
cultural  Society, County Guaysborough,
There are still two thoroughbred Ayr-
shire Cows and a Calf for sale; also five
youug boars six weeks old, offered at
S6 each,, a number of pigs of various
ages, and s few half-bred Cotswold Ram
Lawmbs.

WE have an occeasional enquiry from a
parent who wishes to place his son ona
good farm, where he can live with a re-
speetable family, and acquire a practical
knowledge of farming by actual work,
for a year or two. Persons who can, and
are willing, to afford satisfactory accom-
modation in this way may send their
names to the Secretary of the Board of
Agriculture, not for publication, but
merely for the private information of
enquirers.

Tue Seeretary of the Central Board of
Agriculture has sent to the Secretary of
every Agricultuval Society in the Pro
vince, a blank form for Return of List of
Members and Subscriptions paid for the
year. By making their returns on this
form, Secretaries will be sure that they
are complying with the terms of the Act,
and thus disappointment and delays may
be avoided. In consequence of imnproper
return, one Society has not yet received
its grant for 1876 ; this will show the
importance of attendance to rules.

AT Paradise, in Annapolis County, on
the farm’of W. E, Starratt, Esq., we were
shown a very nice patch of * Irench
Clover,” grown from seed sent by Charles
E. Brown, Esq. The lighs, warm soils
of Annapolis are exaclly suited to this
crop, which does not succeed on heavy
land. e sowed some last Spring ona
loamy soil enriched by fresh manure, but
fow of the sceds came up, and a man send
to weed the land, thinking the ¢ French
Clover” was a new kind of weed, gave

it the preference by pulling it all up first.

Tor Keswick Coprnin has Dbeon
shown by Charles Ii. Brown, Hsq., of
Yarmouth, to be the hardiest and wost
productive Apple in the coast County of
Yarmouth., It bears “early” and
“ulways” and is one of the very best
Apples for the kitchen, for sauces, pics,
&c. Xt luxuriates and thrives in fogs and
low temperature, so that the fruitis farger
on the coast thau inlaud.

Let every fisherman around our coasts
read the above, reflect upon it, and plant
a” Keswick Codlin tree. It will be
growing whilo he is sleeping, and when
his boys see the boughs bending under the
heavy weight of fruit, they will go to
work with a will, aud clear land and plant
orchards, and make our rugged sea-shoro
deserts blossom as the rose.

We have looked through the Prize
Lists of our Provincial Exhibitions in
vain for this well-kuown English Apple.
Our Apple competitions hitherto have
been limited very much to the three
Counties,—Annapolis, King’s and Hants;
and, that the varicties selected for the
Prize List should be those foung to be
suited to those Counties, is 2 very natural
result, Let us in future have the list of
varicties greatly extended, not merely
that other counties may have a fair chance,
but especially with the view of leading
to experiments all over the Province on
such points as that now determined by
Mr. Brown in reference to the Keswick
codlin. 'What may be a useless apple in
the warm valley of Aunapolis and Kings,
where the climate is not suitable for its
development, is evideutly a valuable one
on the misty hills of Xeswick and the
foggy shores of Yarmouth. The knowledge
of particalar crops and vasieties, and
modes of culture, with reference to their
adaptation to different soils and climates,
is the very essence of scieatific agriculture

Wg hear that the two Devon Heiters
that went to Cumberland County last
year from QOakfield, have done very well,
have in fact, outgrown the Colonel's own;
thus showing that Devons will do well in
the vich districts, although those referred
to were onupland, not on the marsh.

Axy one wishing to purchase a flock of
Cotswold sheep on favourable terms may
obtain the address of the owner, who
wishes to sell, from Dr. Lawson, Secy. of
Board of Agriculture, Halifux. Two of
the Ewes were impoxted by the Board
s¢e years ago, and all are pure.

from Echo Farm. There is no good
raason why overy acre of Jand in Nova
Scotia should not yield as good a crop as
the mangel field of Echo Farm. All that
is required to obtain as large a yield is to
find out liow it may be done, and then to
do it. Will Mr. Starr kindly lot usinto
the secret 7 Qur farmers have enorgy
enough to carry out the experiment :—

Echo TFarm raises other products than
Alderneys in wonderfol profusion.  This last
season, on 23 acres of this farm, were raised
twenty-siz hundred and fifly two buskels of
mangel wurzel beets. About an acre of this
field was grass ground, ploughed this Spring
for the first time, and on that portion tha
yield was scavely half as much in proportiou
to its aren a9 upon the rest.  Two-tifthsof an
acre of the other part ~¢ the field produced
536 bushels of beets, This yield of more than
a thousand bushels to the acre upon the
portion of the land which was best suited to
the crop, is certainly a wonderful showing
for the « sterile soil ” of New England.

But then ho is a Nova Scotian farmer
who does it.

In New Branswick, the Annual Fair
and Ixhibition of the Xing’s County
Central Agricultural Society was held at
Hampton on the 16th aud 17th October.
The atiendance of visitors was larger thau
usual, more interest tvas manifested than
on former occasions, and there was a
larger number of thoronghbred animals,
Of pure Davons there were about twenty,
of Ayrshires about ten, and a few Jerseys.
It was remarked by men who have seena
nuwmber of Prpvincial Exhibitions, that,
excluding Shorthorns, this show of
thoroughbred stock has never been
matched in New Brunswick. The grado
cattle, including oxen and steers, showed-
to good advantage, and their sleek coats
and_trim appearaiice evidenced good feed,
and good care. In horses four iwatched
teaws contended for the prizes, and mares
and foals, yearlings, two-year-olds and
three-year-olds,gavethe Judgessome work
to decide as to their respective merits.
Sheep were out in average vumbers—oue
pen of ten ewes attracted much attention.
The Soiecty had just imported from H.
Longworth, Esq., P. E. L, sevenrams,
four of the seven being prize sheep atthe
late Provincial Exhibition at Charlotte-
town,

The display of grain, roots, dairy pro-
duce, wooden and fancy goods, within the
Hall, was the centre of attraction to the
sight-seers, who filled the available space
from the opening till the close.—~d4bridged

Tae Editor of the Canada Farmer
page of the Loronto Globe surely mnkes
a mistake when he recommeuds the sowing
of Sweet Vernal Grassand White Clover
in a mixwre for Fay, aud when he
affirms that the mushroom spawn sold by
secdsmen ig ouly the earth of old mush-
room beds on which the spores of the
fuugus buve fallen, pressed into blocks,
More useful are the instructions of his
correspondent for trapping apple thieves
by running a spool of sewing inachine
thread round his orchard and tying the
end of it to a spring-bell near his pitlow,
the muzzle of a double-loaded double-bar-
reiled gun being' meanwhile pointed
through the wiudow.

Cuartes E. Browy, Esq., has ad-
dressed to the Yarmouth Herald a useful
letter, oexplaining to growers and com-
petitors in Yurmouth County various
matters connected with the recent apple
competitions at the County and Pro-
vincial shows, o opens with the remark
that :—

‘Tie soveral respectable colleetions of Apples
shown at the ExKibition of the County Agri-
cultural Society, on the 12th Oct., gave an
agreeable surprise to visitors, in contrast with
the collections shown at our first Lxhibition
in 1868, when searcely half-a-dozen standard
varietics could be got togetherin the County ;
and these, in connection with the collection
from this County shown at the Provincial
Exhibition at Kentville, Oct. 1-5, merit a
few observations, to encourage the further
diligent prosecution of pomology.

‘T'he Provincial Prize List required all col-
lections to be grown by exhibitors, this may
have prevcnteg collections from many of the
Counties that are not considered Iruit
Counties, which ore really limited to
thrce — Kings, Hants and Annapolis.
‘Lhis condition, however, twas not insisted
upon, and the collection of Apples from

armouth County, although placed in
Jjuxtaposition to a collection from Anna-
polis, was not strikingly inferior to it,
received “the prize offered (86), and was
awarded favorable notice in the press and
comments from judges. It was'also superior
in general appearance and in werit to any
collection outside of the three Fruit Counties,
giving us fourth rank as a Fruit County in
the Province. Digby County was not repre-
sented, nor Lunenburg; both of these, and
possibly Queen’s and Shelburne, may take
precedence of us, when the best they can
grow is brought together in one collection.
As it stands now, we have risen, in less than
ten years, from the lowest rank to the fourth,
and have by so much the start of the sleeping
Counties.”

With the view of securing a vepre-
sentation of the Apples of Yarmouth
County, to compote at the Provincial 1x-
hibition, Mr. Brown issued circulars to
kuown growers, who responded liberally.
Omitting the long list of men and apples
we resume quotation :

Mv. Norris Reynanl, of Tusket Lakes,
grows the best Northern Spy and the best
TFameuse (or Snow) Apples tn the County;
and Mr. Wm. H. Gavel, of Gaveltown, grows
cne ortwo seedlings of great merit, specimens
of which have been recently received; also
from Mr. C. R. Reeves, of Kempt, ncarly
twenty varieties' from his vicinity, seedlings,
or names lost ; some of the specimens of fair
quality, and well worth cultivation.

Andrews or Major's Sweet, a seedling origi-
nated by Major Andrews, is deservedly a
favorite inland, the tree being a thiifty, vig-
orous, grower, and productive, while the frait
is one of our best full and early winter table
apples, being a pleasant, tender sweet. Mr.
Chas. Downing, one of the best authorities,
Jjudges that quality may rank as very good.

Chenango Strawberry is a very beautiful,
delicate, highly cclored, early fall apple ; will
not probably succeed on the coast.

Fameuse, or Snow, does well inland, a large
bearer, fruit everywhere popular.
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Fall Jonnetting succeeds well inland; at-
tains fair size, color and quality,

The Gravenstein, grown by Mr. Charles
Dewolf, I tried to day as to quality, and was
surprised to find it the very bestl eversaw—
more flavor, jucier and sweeter, in which de-
cision all who tried st gsevcml good judges)
agreed with me.  Ag this is the very best
apple grown in the Province, sometimes sell-
ing at 86 per bbl,, onr inlaml i,:yowcrs should
give it a preference over must Kinds ; the treo
13 hardy, vigorous and productive.

Grimes' Golden Plppin, as the trees get
age and smize, is improvayg wonderiully in
quality, and may yer take high rank. We
got discournged at the Carleton Club Farm
with the inferiority of the fruic lIast season,
aml this epring top-grafted about half our
trees with red Astracﬁan, our most prolitable
variaty. This variety is poor on the coast,
however, oxcept as a dwarf on Paradise
stock; as standards the trees canker, while
the fruit is small and lacks color.

Keswick Codlin, is our havdicst and most
productive variety, and the most useful we can
see on the coast. It bears early and always,
aad is one of the very best apples for the
kitchen, for sauce, pies, &e. It is an old
English apple, and so much a favorite that I
have seen Englishmen catit here. It luxur-
iates and thrives in fogs and low temperature,
50 that the fruit is larger here in town than at
Brazil Lake, Carleton, or anywhere that I
have seen itinland.

Northern Spy, grown at Tusket Liskes, was
sent to Mr. Downing last fall, in company
with the same grown in King’s or Hants, and
the Yarmouth apple was judged to have a
higher flavor, and to be of better quality,
than the much larger and more heautiful
specimen. .

Primate, from my own garden, is very fine
in quality, ripe now. Huﬁburdston Nonsuch
succeeds so well that I ventured to compete
with one dozen against the Province, but
failed to get a prize, being fifth orsixth among
ten or twelve dozen exhibited.

Pomme Grise, a delicious table apple, suc-
ceeds well inland—not yet fruited 'in town.
I have Swayzie Pomme Grise growing very
vigorously and may prove good. This hasa
pear-like flavor, and is one of the very best
dessert apples, its small size being rather a
recommendation when- the little folks are
numerous.

Reynard, originating with Mr. Edward
Reynard, is our largest seedling ; a very large,
handsome, early winter apple of fair quality ;
was shown at Kentville this year as grown in
Kings Co., among the very Iargest apples at
the Exhibition.

Rhode Island Greening were also large this
year; have never before scen one of even
medium size, and had considered 1t was quite
worthless here. :

Yellow Bellefleur were shown for the first
time; very fair specimens; will not do on the
coast.

In conclusion, perseverance and patient ex-
periment, not abandoning a variety too hastily,
before tha trees have attained suflicient age
and size, and testing varieties that succeed in
other coast Couatics (and of these their
seedlings may be among the best,) may yet
give us a range of varieties that will come in
with the Early Harvest, the Bough and the
Red Astrachan, and end with the Roxbury
Russet. Our apples will always be long
keepers of the ‘kind; our Red Astrachan
were in perfect preservation Oct. 1-5 at

Kentville through the simple expediont of a
refrigerator, in which they had been kept for
a month without change.

The plate of Peaches exhibited at our
County Exhibition by Capt. Lymorn Cann o
Milton, grown in cold grapery, were very
fine; the largest weighed 73 ounces, and
there was but trifling variation in sizo to the
smallest ; the quality is said to equal the ap-

carance. hat is the more extraordinary
18 that the tree was grown from secd, planted
at random, without selection as to size or
quality in tho parent.”

‘Wo would not have reproduced in our
columns so large a portion of Mr. Brown’s
communication, which was intended
merely for local information in the
County, but for two reasons, viz : 1st.
That it contains so many pertinent hints
in regard to the varieties of fruit and
their adaptability to diffcrent conditions,
just the kind of information that orchard-
ists value, and that should really be their
guide. 2nd. Mr. Brown’s system of
worthy of imitation in every county in
the Province, wherever there is an active
and intelligent orchardist to carry it out.

This work is
illustrated by two plates, giving nearly
fifty specimens of B. simplex and other
speeies which bave been confused with
it. Up to the present time no thoroughly
accurate description of B. simplox has
Leen published in this country. This
paper treats of the character of the
species, disentangling it from the con-
fusion into which, with the allied species,
i5 had been thrown. It gives all known
*calities where authenticated speeimens
fave been found, accompanied by the
names of collectors and dates of colicction.

IN order to show the way in which the
merits of Ayrshire Cows are estimated in
Scotland, we republish from an old num-
ber of the Agricultural Qazette, the ro-
sults of milking competition at a meeting
of the Ayrshire Agricultural Scciety :—

Seven cows were ontered for this com-
petition.  The competing cows wore
brought to the Star Hotel on the evening
of Thursday last, to undergo the pre-
paratory milking, Each owner was al-
lowed to remove his cow and feed it as
he pleased, it being arranged that they
wero to be brought to the Star Hotel on
the mornings and evenings of Friday and
Saturday to be milked. The Judges ap-
pointed by the Association were My. John
Struthers, Slaphouse, and Mr. A, B, Tel-
fer, Ayr, attended by Mr. Smith, Prest-
wick. The milk from each cow was col-
lected separately, and each milking, as
shown by the annexed tabular statement,
weighed ; and the churning of the produce
of each cow tock place on Monday after-
noon,

The first prize of £5 has been gained
by the cow No. 6, belonging to Mr. Wal-
lace, Kirklandholm. The yield of milk
at the four milkings was 114 lbs. 2 oz,
averaging 28 lbs. 8 oz, 5 drs. The se-
cond cow belonged to Mr. Reid, Clune.
Her yield at the four milkings was 109
lbs. § oz, averaging 27 lbs, 5 oz 5 dr
The cow second in yield of milk gained.
the prize of £5 for the largest produce in
bntter, being 3 1bs. 6} oz.; while the
cow that gave the largest quantity of
milk only gave in butter 1 1b. 9% oz
There is a very marked difterence here,
and it is somewhat remarkable that the
cow that gmned the largest quantity of
milk is the lowest of all the competing
cows in the yield of butter. The follow-
ing is a list of the awards:—

No. 7 refused to cat the meal,

We find the following in the London,
(Out )., Farmer's Advocate, quoted from
the Seientific Farmer :~~

Ayrshire cattle are becoming popular in
Nova Scotin, and there are a number of
gentlemen competing in the formation of first
class herds for the purpose of exhibiting at
the fall shows. Weare glad to note such
enterprise, and hope that'in the breeding of
this stock they will adopt the standard of the
milch cow, and not fall into the natural
tendency of farmers seeking size and weight.
In beef eattle or Araught cattle size is an im-
portant consideration,but for milk production,
size, meaning by this more weight than is
natural to thes breed, is an injury.” We hope
Nova Scotin judges will discard Short-horn
ideals, and give prominence to milk pro-
duction in the judgment of Ayrshives. About
950 pounis is a good size for Ayshires in the
East.

Mr. WiLntay M. Cavpy, Wilmington,
Delaware, sends us a Catalegue of Ameri-
can herbarium specimens which he is
desirous of receiving in exchange for
specimens from almost any parb of tho
United States or other countries, or for
money. The specimens he desiderates
are mostly very rare, several of them non-
existant, such as Adonis autumnalis and
Asplenium marinum.

Mg, Epzror:—I have, from observations
during the last year or two, become aware of
the value of quick lime being npplied to po-
tatoes in the heap, as a preventive to rot, or
further rot, as the case may be.  This will be
no news to soms of your readers, as I know
that munbers of farmers mako uso of lime for
this purpose. But perhaps there ave aluger
numnber who do not know, and a still larger
number who do not take advantage of this
piceo of kTiowledge, For the last three years,
then, 1 have seen potatocs, when taken from
the field, as isthe custom in this conntry, im-
mediately putin o heap in the cellar, and at
the samo time dusted over with fine quick
lime, to the amount of from a ping to a quart
of lime to every ten bushels of potatocs. The
application scems to counteract or destroy all
contagion of decay from any one disoased
potato to another ; although it would seem
that if a potato is touchied when put in tbe
cellar it will become wholly destroyed in the
heap, even when limed.—Now, the action of
the line appears to be that it suppresses ov
destroys fermentation, and all approach to
animal life. Let any farmer, on examining
his potato heap, ascertain that any heat is
engendered, let him look out for fermentation
and consequent decay. ‘This year, particu-
larly, a verf large proportion of the potatoes
are touched with rat; and therefore it is »
really grand desideratum if anything can be
applied to check disease. 1 have found that
lime acts very effectually and completely in
preventing potato rot.

The editor of the Agricultural Josirnal
could give us a scientitic and philosopbical
account of the action of lime in this relation.
If he will please doso, ¥ think I can say for
the farmers of Colchester, that nothing could
be maore aceepiable to those of them that read
either the Journal or the Sun. The most of
us can remember, with the greatest satisfac-
tion, what the Dr. told us about plaster a
year or two ago. Let us hear about lime,
please, Doctor.

CULTURE OF RHODUDENDRONS.

Tae soil found to be most congenial to
their growth is peat, alluvial peat, that is
bogay earth, and thatwhich hasbeenwash-
ed away and incorporated with whitc sand
is best, but peaf cut from its natural bed
andonly partially decomposed may bemade
to answer very well by being mixed 1 of
the whole with sharp sand. In common
with most other plants, the Rhododen-
dron delights in 2 rich soil, and it is of
greab advantage o give a liberal allowance
of enriching materiais, .

When the natural soil of the intended
border is peat, no trouble is required in
prepaving it for the reception of the
plants, further than the digging in a
good dressing of well rotted manure with
as much sand as will render it sufficiently
porous,

Ruododendrons very -seldom sustain
any injury from removal, owing to the
greab mass of soil invariably accompany-
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ing their roots ; no rule therefore need be
Iaid down as to the proper season for
planting. Either before or after the
growing season is best, although they may
be planted in midsummer with no other
damage than slightly checking their
growth ; indeed, among the shy flowering
gorts this has even been found to have a
salutary effect, as it somctimes causes
them to form Hower buds, if done imme-
diately beforo the growth stops,

Where the soil is not natumlly suit-
able, it must bo removed to the depth of
about 18 inches, the subsoil trenched and
then filled up with a compost consisting
of two parts peat, 3 leat mould, 3 well
rotted manure, and £ sharp sand.

Nor need the admirer of this interest-
ing family of plants despair, when placed
ina position where peat cannot be ob-
tained ; all the short gruss, leuves, dress-
ings from flower borders, and old tanner's
bark, which must be completely decom-
posed before being supplied to the plants,
and mixed with about one-third turfy
sandy loam, will make a compost in which
they will grow and fiower admirably ;
where tanners’ bark and decayed leaves
form the principal part of the compost,
the addition of small freestone masons’
shivers, will be’ found beneficial inecor-
vectiig the consequent stiftness and
liability to bind together. I would remark,
in passing, that in making wp a compost
it is of great importance that it should
lie for some months before it is used,
Quring which time it should be turn-
ed once or twice, s0 that its several
parts may be thoroughly incorporated.

But while a naturally moist situation
is found to be the best suited for Rho-
dodendrons, by a very little art they may
be made to thrive cven ina dry one. The
means by which this is accomplished are
exceedingly simple; the planfs are re-
planted overy two years, part of the old
so0il removed ana replaced with iresh soil.
This keeps the ground from becoming
liard and impervious to moisture, and
renders it xetentive whew unce supplied,
and, being done in autumn or winter, the
whole is well soaked with the rain, en-
abling the plants to flower well and 1ake
good growths ; and the moisture being
comparatively dricd up and the 1oots
thickly matted among the new soil, the
young shoots are properly ripened and
enabled to set well with buds lor the suc-
ceeding year.

In the management of hardy varieties
for forcing, they should be turned ous
into the open ground as soon after flower-
ing as is consisient. with safety from
frost, as they are found to bud much
better and to assume a far healthier ap-
pearance thun when kept through the
year in pots. When they are grown en-
lirely in pots, great attention should be
paid to watering, never allowing them to

beeoms thoroughly dry, and, if possible
to have tho sides of the pots protected,
from the heat of the sun.

In pot culture I have found the occa-
sional application of well diluted manure
water, when the plants are in «a state- of
active growth, very beneficial, and from
my expericnco in this I have no doubt
but that it may bo given wih very ma-
terial advantage in the open ground.—
Mr, Fraser, Stanwell Lodge, Edinburgh,
—(from an old number of the Scotlish
Gurdener.)

DIFFERENCE IN MILK.

It is well for dairymen to study the dif-
ference in cows, and there is no better way
than to study their product under analysis.
The vow is kept for her milk, and, of course,
in reference to dairy uses, everything de-
pends upon the quality of that milk, as well
as the quantity, in reference to the value of
the cow. 1f cows are kept for butter, then
the cow that makes the most butter, of a
goot quality, is the most valuable. If they
are kcpt for cheesemaking, then the cow
that gives ¢he largest quantity of wilk is
usually the most valuable, unless the percent-
age of water i»> too great. Chemical analy-
sis is the best test, but when the dairyman
shall jully understaad the importance of
selecting his cows, he may apply many sim-
ple tests of bis own to determine very closely
the relative value of cows.

Mr. S. P. Sharpless, State Assayer, of
Massachusetts, hat made analyses of the
milk of ninecteen cows, most of them natives.
‘The cows were fed, on an average, twoand a
half quarts of corn-meal and four quarts of
shorts per day, each. Lhe analyses resnlted
as follows :—

The above analyses will show the dairy-
man what an immense loss must occur aver-
aging suly as well as the lowest of the sam-
ples of pure milk, The amount of butter
would be very small with the percentage of
fat as low as 1.61 per cent., whiPe the highest
is 6.72 per cent.  Then the casein is the most
nutritious clement in the milk; and what a
diffcrence between 5.23 per cent. and 2.85
per cent., the lowest !

The next table shows the kind of milk city
people mostly get, after it has gone throngh
the hands of the milk-dealer ; but, from the
fact that city people take so little trouble to
punish the adulterators, we must suppose that
they have become so used to it that they
would not relish genuine milk. We have
several times given simplo methods by which

the dairyman way determine the relative
value of his cows. The one given in our lnst
number is simple and cflective.

We give the following analysis ofthe Milk
of 8 good Jersey and Holstein cow, belonging
to W. 8. Tilton, of Massachusetts. ‘The
analyses were made by dJ. M. Merrrick, of
Boston :—

‘These analyses were wmade it secms, withons
knowing anything the cowsy but the chemist
says: “I presume from the result ot the
analyses, that No. 1is b :tter fitted for butter
and No. 2 for the chevze dairy.”

Mr. Tilton adds:

“ Honey is a Jersey that made 10} lbs. of
tutter & week last summer; Jtzeloe is a
Holstien, a breed better adapted to the cheese
dairy—she made 1 lb. of butter per day
during the week of experiment.  Her yield
of milk was 38 lb.,, whilst Honey gave only
24 lbs. per day,

So it appears that 42 lhs of Jersey milk
made 50 per cent more butter than 38 1bs. of
Holstoin milk ; but had the milk been made
into checse the result woold have been very
diflerent.  Honey gave 168 )bs. of milkin a
week, that would probably have made 174
Ibs. of cheese; winlst Itzehoe gave 266 lbs,
of milk, that would have made 26} lbs. of
cheese ; so that the Holstien beats the Jersey
as much in checese as the Jersey beats the
Holstein in butter. Still, it must be admitted
that such Jeesey cheese would be much richer
in fat than the Holstein, aed no doubt bring
a higher price in the market. How impor-
tant, therefore, that the dairyman should
study both quantity and quultty of mily
ysolded by each cow in his herd }—Live
Stock Journal.
