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Lecture on Psalm XXIV,

We have here a triumphal psalm on the
tniversality of the kingdom of God. His
Kingdom, it is declared, extends over the
world of matter and over men’s hearts ; in
both He will be glorified, and both ave in-
voked to receive Him joyfully as King. 'The
bsalm was probably written on the occasion :
of David’s’ bringing up the ark of God to
Jerusalem from the house of Obed-Edom the

IL In order to be accounted worthy sub-
jects of Glod’s spiritual kingdom, and receive
His blessing, our hearts must be pure and
our lives holy. (Ver. 3-=7.) :

1II. Yrom the thought of God's unmiversal
kingship, follows the invocation to all things
and all persons to acknowledge and receive
Him. (Ver. 7th to end.)

Verses 1st and 2nd: “ The earth ig the
Lord’s and the fullnes thereof': the world and
they that dwell therein: for IHe hath founded
it upon the seas, and established it upon the
floods.” *“I'he carth is the Lord’s.” He is the
creator as well as the fashioner of all things.
Matter is not, as the ancients all thought, eter-
nal and self-existent, like the Supreme Mind.
“In the beghming, God created the heavens
and the earth. ‘T'he sea is Ilis, and He made
it, and 1ljs hands formed the dry lanc.”
Thus the first verse of revelation cuts away
all the philosophical root of idolatry, or of all
worship whatever that is not spiritual. Al
matter belongs to the created and dependent.
"This sublime idea the heathen mind could not
conceiye ; and though they called the Great
Supreme ** World-maker,” they limited His
power. To them, he was not omnipotent,

needed something outside of Himself, some-
thing to work upon, before the earth could
i be framed. They made IHis power with re-
spect to what is material resemble ours, For

un analogy suggested by the reception of the "mough a wondertully powerful being: He

. just as man can shape and use but not create
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matter; can mould metals iuto implements, !
and turn the wood into furniture, but cannot

walke the metals nor the woud 5 so they con-

sidered that Deity also had only a great plus-
tic power. By this power he could hew out
from Chaos & world, and fill it with forms:
of beauty: in virtue of the same power, i. e., |
u mere act of will, he could ordain the un-
varying courses of the stars, And thougl |
guch an over-ruling power is really as inexpli- i
cable as the power which ereates.yet they vould
never rise to the grand idea of “all things
being made by Him” the alone uncreated
vxistence. And now, however, that revela-
tion has made known the fact unto us, the
highest reason of man admits that it is a deep -
truth, and springing from the worthiest con-
ceptions of what spivit is.  Matier is dead ;!
torce belongs to spirit alone.  But the mate-
rial world 18 nedded as the servant of mind, !
to interpret its ideas to other minds, to be
the medium of communication. It is the
snadow of the spiritual: but unless there .
were tie better things of real.ty to muke the
shadow, how could we have a shadow at.
all? It is the living garment of God, by
which we see 1im; but the garment is con- |
tinually wearing out and being renewed, !
while God remains the same. It is the rain-
bow of love, touching the earth and the;
heaven, and being a bridge between; for we
can gaze upon and delight in the beauties of
the rainbow, though we could not look into .
the deep splendors of the sun which creates .
it. God required not anything material for |
Himself. He s all-sufficient in Himself. But|
for those living beings whom Ie made,He cre-
ated the clay, for only through the mediumof it
could creatures such as they be educated ; and

“one thing is double against another, and God

hath made nothing imperfect.”  Yea, rather, -
“behold how everything He has made is
very good.” And hence, on the other hand,
we would expect that matter, independent of
mind, is utterly useless. And soitis. What
is the nced for beautiful scenes and exquisite
expressions in matter, if there be no mental
eye to rejoice in the beauty, the higher ideal :
of which is at the same time suggested to |
the goul by the material adumbration? What ;
is the use of arrangements of matter in obe- !
dience to laws, if there be no intelligence to

understand the law, no God-derived soul to .
rise from the law up to the law-giver, of
whose attributes all laws are weak types or
patterns ?

*The earth is the Lord’s,” not the devil’s. |
The old Platonic ductrine that matter be-
longed 1o the evil principle is false. The
doctrine of many narrow-minded Christians
that we can learn about God only in the Bi-
ble, and that only the godless study the vo-
lume of Nature, is false. God has given
over no part of his empive, neither matter
nor mind, to the devil.  Everything is His, |
‘The earth is the Lord’s, “and the fullness |
thereof ;” and He has given dominion over

; so is the great and wide sea,”
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all to man, to use all for their good, and in
knowing all to know Him. We are ungrates
ful, then, if we look with suspicious eves
upon the world and earthly biessings, Our
part is to accept them gratefully as gifts from
God, who giveth to all his creatures liberally
and upbraideth not.  He does not command
us to shut ourselves up as * eremites in cell,”’
and attempt to purify our souls by afflicting
our holies. No: we are to mix with the
world, and hold communion with nature ; en-
joy the bounties provided by our Father:

see everything, every change, every provision,

every blessing of common life, in the light o
Goid, so that everything may be sanctified
theveby. **'I'ae earthh is full of thy riches:
Lruly it ap-
pears - that David was a wiser and broader

- man than many of those who boast that they

have the full light of evangelical truth.
Again, if all things ave the Lord’s, they
cannot be ours; and we must seek for the
ultimate right of property elsewhere than 1n
man. I do not here enter upon this truth
but two lessons certainly we should learn
fromit: (1) To be content with whatever
amount of wordly goods God has blessed us.
We brought nothing into the world with us,and
it is certain that we can carry nothing away.
Whatever we have we owe; and therefore 1t
becomes us cheerfully to vield up all or part
whenever the wise Giver so wills it. Do you
murmur and consider yourselves unfairly
dealt with because another has received @
larger share of the coarsest bounties of God’s
treasure-house ? Ask yourselves the question
—What claim have I to any share at all ?”
and perhaps it may be revealed to you that
it is something very ditferent from grambling
that is incumbent upon you. (2) To be lib-
eral with the riches we have. Dare we shut
up our bowels of compassion towards the
poor, or thuose whom God hath otherwise af*
flicted, when He has given us all that we
have, and yet hath declared that 1Le will con-
sider giving to the poor us lending to Him?
And shall we contribute niggardly or not a¢
all, to advanee his cause on earth, when with
perfect righc He could strip us of all aud
give it to those who would be more honest
stewards. For what saith the Lord? “Every
beast of the forest is mine, and the cattle
apon a thousand hills. I know all the fowls
of the mountains, and the wild beasts of the
field are mine.” He needs not our aid, H¢,
asks not our pitiful mite as a favor. But it

THE CHURCH IN NEW BRUNSWICK.

i From the published Minutes of the Synod
» of our Chureh in New Brunswick, our read-
ers will be able to form a tolerably correct
idea of its present condition and future pros-
pects. Like the sister Synod in Nova Sco-
tia, it has had to struggle with many and un-
avoidabie difficulties, arising from a great
variety of circumstances—a sparse and wide-
ly scattered population, lack of worldly
means in many eases, and, it is to be feared,
religious indifference in many more, a want
of organization among congregations, and,
worst of all, an unavoidable but deplorable
| want of ministerial supply. 'The Church at
' home has done what it could to remedy or
ameliosate these evils, by sending missiona-
ries as she could find opportunity, and by
supplementing the ministers’ stipend in the
poorer congregations. Yet amidst privations
and discouragements great and many, we
' rejoice to find that there, as here, there 1%
visible progress, and a prospect that, in
course of time, many, if not all, of the con-
gregations, will be self-supporting.

¢ From the Synod roll we observe that ther
" are at present 12 ministers and one ordaine
! missionary on the list, and we have just re
s eeived a letter from a valued corresponden
i{in New Brunswick, informing us that th
{ Rev. Mr. Wells has arrived from Scotland t0
{ take charge of the congregation of New
’ Richmond, and from accounts that have
reached us we believe he will not only be #
| blessing to his new flock, but a valuatle s
t cession to the Synod.
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‘Phere are still several vacancies, which, it
is to be hoped, will be filled gradually.

"The operations of the Synod in her various
Schemes during the past year have been ex-
ceedingly creditable.

For the Jewish Scheme, $189 have been
collécted from 17 congregations. ,

For the Bursary Fund, for educating
young men for the' Church, $466 from 23
congregations, being an inorease of $180
over last vear. Four young men are being
supported out of this fund, one at Edinburgh,
one at Kingston, and two at King's College,
Fredevicton. Mr. Porteous, wha has been
studying in Scotland, will probably be licen-
sed next vear. Mr. Caie has finished his
Arts curriculum at Kingston, and it is grati-
tying to find that all give promise of much
future usefulness.

For the Home Mission and Synod Fund,
8378 were collected from 21 congregations,

‘Ihroughout the Church generally, there
are strong indications of a healthy progress.
During the past year, the Rev. James A.
Murray, a young clergyman of great promise,
formerly Delonging to the U. P, body in
Nova Scotia, has ioined the Synod and alyea-
dy received a unanimous call to Bathurst
congregation, and we learn from the Culonial
Presbyterian that two other ministers are
likely to follow his example.

A'good deal of agitation has been going
an'among Presbyterians in New Brunswick,
as elsewhere, on the subject of Union. We
trust that after the deliverances of the Synods
ot Canada, Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick,
this vexed question will be allowed to rest
at least till more real harmony and brotherly
affection may be felt as well as expressed.
The Synod, while unanimously declining
Union for obvious reasons, frankly and coyr-
teously held out the right hand of christian
fellowship to their brother Presbyterians.
"The offer, we regret to say, has not been ac-
cepted, apparently in the best spirit. A re-

igious paper in Nova Scotia attributes the |

7The Coloniol Pres-
byterian is an excellent and ably conducted
newspaper, and oould its talented editor only
soften down his Union mania, (we hope the
expression is not too strang), we know of no
Presbyterian journal which we would like so
much to see in the hands of all our people.
But thet, we suppose, is hopeless. At all
events, would it not be well to say nothing
about Union for a few years, bat diligently
cultivate, in the interim, a spirit of harmony
—-by mutual forbearance, and a reciprocity of
kindly and friendly acts. And when jealous-
ies and envyings have been killed out by
good deeds, engendering a unity of feeling
and mutual confidence; when heart reallv
warms to heart ;—then will be the time tb
strike the iron, when there is no alloy of sus-
picion or insincerity, and there may be a ra-
tiona! hope that the bodies will be knit and
welded so firmly that the bond will be indis-
soluble. Till that happy time it will be mere
idle and mischieveus talk, widening the dis-
tance, exasperating the feelings, and bringing
a reproach on our common christianity.

CONSCIENCE.

There are courts of law in the world around
us, and there is a court of law within us,
The objects of those two are similar, namely,
the award of justice. As the one ig liable to
corruntion, 50 is the other. To come to a
right decision on the bench, the ermine must
be pure, the judges honest. If the magistrate
be 1gnorant of the law, he will decide errone-
ously. It corrupt, he will reccive bribes,
and be gty of the highest crime punishablo
by the law of God. Men appeal ta the law
of the land for the establishment of eivil
rights, and to the law of conscienoe for the
enforcement of morals. A subject of such
importance as the conscience ought to be
well considered by all. An appeal to the
conscience is often heard : we fear it is not as,
often regarded, 'There is one example in
Scriptuve of this appeal. It was made by
Paul as recorded in Acts XXIv. 16, He had
been accused of sedition by the Jews, who
followed him to Cesarea, and there, before tue
Governar Felix, arraigned him, and exerted
all their influence to condemn him. Paul
did not shrink from the fullest inquiry; nor
did he hesitate to avow his determination to
sersevere in the course which he had formers
ly pursued. He declared the purity of his
motives in these words, “ Herein do 1 exer-
cise myself to have always a conscience void
of offence both towards God and towards
man.”

more deeply fele his distance from it. He
visewhere ngenyously says, *In my flesh
dwelleth no good thing.” i

nil human activns must be tried, and which
wincerity cannot alter oe change. Idolatry
does uot cease to be criminal in cansequence
of being conscientioysly praotised. "The con-
science, thercefore, that does not gondemn the
sonduct is not necessarily s sound guide.
‘There arc some whosg conscience is seared,
who have proceeded so far in sin, that it has
rensed to rehuke, and the condition of the
sinner is never so alarming as then, When
he has been so familjarised with scenes of
vice, as to be hardened to the deceitfulness
of sin, dead to reproof, agnd insensible to fear,
he shows that he hus been given over by God
to 3 reprebate mind, ag was the case with
Iiphraim when God said, “ Let him ajone,” !

Men often judge amiss
because of their own faults. Some take little
pains to ascertain the truth, and most men
would possess more accurate perceptions of
the maral law if they sufficiently endeavored
to attain them; and therefore, though a map
may not he punished for a given act which
he ignorantly supposes to be lawful, he may
b2 punished for that ignoranpe in which ths

ple have bound themselves to pay £150 of |

Island currency towards his salary. In addi-
tion to this, we observe from the minute of
the last meeting of Pictou Presbytery, that
the Treasurer has been instructed to transmit
out of the Home Mission Fund the sum of
£150 sterling to the Colonial Commiittee.

All this is most encouraging, and fully justi-

fies us in now at length seriously turning our
attention to the foreign field. Every succes-

sive year, every Christian Church appears to -

As to the entry under the heading ¢ Build-
ing Grant,” that also is calculated to give
rise to a wrong impression. last year, the
congregation in St. Johw's did apply for and
obtain one grant of £30—paid, according to
the usual custom of the committee, in two
instalments. Nu other application for ail
has been made during my rosilence in this
city,~no other assistance received. And yey
the manner in which, several times in success

we are annually in receipt of the bounty in
question!  The mistake has originated, I
resume, out of the single grant of £50 for
huilding purposes, referred to above, But it
is a2 mistake of a character fitted to he nreju-
dicial.

LETTER FROM P. E. ISLAND,
My Drar Mer, EpItor,—

I was astonished to see in the last Record
an article in which the Presbytery of Prince
Fiward island was charged with having been
»uilty during the past vear of some irregular-
«ty of procedure, and one or two vagaries.
Lam happy to be ahle ta inform you that
such is not the case. It is impossible for a
Presbytery to act more harmoniously, or
more in accordance with Church order, than
ours. The only circumstance that could have
given rise to the unfair remark was what oc-
curred in the affair of Mr. Martin, lately a
student in Canada, but now deceased. The
members of the Island Presbytery who sat in
Synod disclaimed any official knowledge of
him, asserting that he had never been before
them for examination, and that they had
made no promises of aid to him: whereas it
was announced at an after sederunt of Synod
that there was a notice in their minutes of
two or three years back respecting two stu.
dents named Ross and Martin.  But this no-
tice was inserted by members who do not
now belong to the Presbytery; and the ds-
sertions of those who are now mn this Presby-
tery were perfectly accurate. The notice
merely referred to these young men as living
in Canada, and contained an application for
some aid to them out of the funds of the
\cupg Mer’s Scheme. And in no other
particular  was an insinuation made against
the Island Presbytery, ‘The Synod declared
thelr minutes to be accurate, and correctly
kept, and as regards Synodical injunctions,
in no Presbytery had they been so well ob-

» served as in this one. And as regards our
present condition, our congregations are more
free from debt or trouble, and less indebted
to the Colonial Committee, than is the case
with any ather Presbytery in connection with
the Synod.
