The examples afforded by the Prussiens le
more in point, but it will be found tbid their
target practico is not confined to fine shoot*
ing at fixed and known distances -il Ï8 as
with un, part of the ordinary training of eaoh
battalion, the men of wbiob are taught to,
judge distance as well es shoot ateadily.

In one case the only fault le that the judg-
ing of distance la only a secondary objeot
when it should have been the primary, and
yet our annual returne sbew ahbigb figure of
efflciency in this respect considerably aboie
that, of the regular arzny.

Our oontemporary hardly does bis coun-
trymen justice by paasing over go curtly the
Revolutionary War, the real excellence of
the United States soldier of that period
arose from bis aLccurate knowledge of " Rifle
PractiCe" acquired in that best of ail achools
-the fores t-where not only bis subsistance,
but his life depended on quick and acourate
judgment of distance-and those qualities
in an eminent degree belped to decide the
issues of that contest. We commend the
careful pex usai of ou r con teniporary'sa article
to, our readers.

RIFB PRÂCTICE.

- Te. àeê »lu of th. -ssn eyst.n
rifle practlee in military science is a matter
o! dispute. Ltila omewhat curion faot that
bothinuEurope and America the regular
militnry authorities have givon it but littie
encourageflien t, altbough il primarily sprung
froci their own efforts at murketry instruc-
tion. The Englisb Musketry School at ffyth,
the French System of Instruction for Foot
Chasseurs, and the Prussien Infantry Ln.
atructions, were the roal basis on which
Wimbledon and Creedmoor, with many
lasser rakngea, were founded; but the civil
and volunteer institutions have now for some
years far outstripped their predecessors in
aucceos. By auccese, wo mean of course,
the turning out of good marksmen, as evino.
ed by the scores made. Ln this respect, at
present, both in England and America, the
volunteers and militia have beaton the regu-
lars in contesta open to both. Lt is however
a noticible fact, that the English Regular
Arrny journals have but littie te say about
i ifle contestè, and that the matches for amal
bores,- in wbich. civilians take part, are al-
most entiWIy ignored by them.

Offcers use4
to war service are apt te undorvalue target,
practice, because of this difference of con-
ditions. Thoir argument la that the men
trained only to target practice wili firo as
wiidiy iu battie, before he is used to danger,
as ho wouid wore he an ordinary recruit,
drilled only in the manual. Consiequentiy,
many of them, think that target practice ia
realiy a useless expense and trouble for
tbp rank and file of an army, wbile
it may be well enough for special.
corps. The militia theoriats, used only
to the exorcises of the range, have
nothing to asqswer te this but their convic-
tion that thqy could shoot as well la battis
as ata target. The argumeënta on both sies
is really deficient iu the elomeuts of a con-
clusion, because thores are no undisputed
facts on wbich te reit a proposition, T bore
are, bowovor, some facta in military bistory
wbich point out to us the real value of target
practice, as a purly military exorcise, and
demonstrate, that value to be very niuoh
greator than in generally supposed by offleers
accustomed to traditionary warfare.

We have bis hifitory four oam paigns iu
which troops trained. Three of those caci-
paigna beiong to the age of arcbery, one te
the age o! modern breecb loading fire-arcis.
They are the campaigns of Cressy, Poictiers,
Agincourt and Sedan. la tbe firat tbroo, se
will occur to every reader, the victory was
due wbolly te the preoision of Eogiiab arcla
ory, and the resuit decisive. The English
archera acquired their akillin e ooting at the
butt,. for the gamne iaws of Engiand were
theu fri-htful in seberity, and froDe sbooting
unkiîý,-wn. save lu the mythe o! Robin llood.

Generai Sherman is certainly ruietaken, in
his Memoirs, when lie says t hat hoe was ai-
most, if net entire]y, alone, for I estimateti
bis rank eutireiy by Lhe size cf bis retinue,
anti in that e8timate I fixeti bis rank at
nothing lese than a corps commannder. Ile
hiat a cousiderable staff with him, anti ac
cerding te my lest recollecticu., a body
guard foliowed him.

Hie was certainiy surprised te finti binseif
euddenly face te face with the rebel lino.
My own compe.ny gnd posýsibly others of the
rcagimievt hati reacheth de verge cf tho roiid,
wlieu lie discovereti, for the first turne, that
be was within a few feet cf wlîe'e we sîuodl,
1 threw up mv sworti te hum as a signal te
surreuder. Net a word was spoken. Hle
cheeket i h orge slightly, raiseti his bat as
pelitely as if ho was sslnting a lady,
wheeled bis herse'. bond directly te
the riglit, and dashed off to the rear in
a full gallop. Young Corperal Colc-
mn, who wms standing neir mie, wns
ordereti to fire upon hlm. Hie tiid se, andi
iL wits bis bail that brought General Mc
Pherson dewn. Hoe was eLo pssing under
the thick branches cf a tree, sud as lie was
bending over bis borse's neck, either te
aveid comiugl in contact witb Lie limbe or,
more probable, te escape the death-dealiug
bullet of the enemy that ho kuew was sure
te foilow him. Ho was shot lu the bsck,
aud as Sherman sys in bis Menicirs, "6thp.

passed near the beart."

Even as ho lay there, dreset in bis major-
geueral's uniforra, witb hie face lu Lie du8t,
he was as maguificeut a looking pictureocf
maubood as I ever saw.
