Look at it as we may, from the standpoints of necessity or expediency,
the proposed increase of coal royalties in Nova Scotia is a direct blow aimed
at one of our largest and most imporiant industries. Sapposing the increase
to be legitimate, it means that the coal companies hava to contioue oparations
upon a very smill margin of profit or that the wages of the colliers will
have to be reduced. Toe governmeat that leased these mines upon certaie
royalties for a term of years has no right during the life of such lease to
increase thege rogalties, unless they are desirous of killing enterprise and
hindering the development o the country. What guarantes have investors
that new necessities will not cause a siill further increasein the royaliies,

From Moscow comes the wail of woe! In all the couatry districts of
the south and east of Russia the severest sutferings are being endured. The
virulent grippe and the famnine-fever are finding ready vicums 1a the huager-
stricken people. The Gavernment is msking a desperate, though dzlayed,
effort for the benefit of the masses, Of the thirty million dtstressed inhabi.
tants one-half are living on Goverameant aid. In order to convey graia to
the intericr the railways for the past ten weeks have been closed to trade,
and exist only to obey ihe will of the Czar. As a consequance the mills
and factories nceding coal are closed, and the trade of the cities 15 severely
it jurec—actually, instead of alleviaung the desutute, new misery has been
created.

The.2 has been so much condescending palaver over ** linle Chili* of
lato that the public seem quite to have overlooked the important and char-
acteristic business of the combative little republic. The nitrate fizlds of
Chili (which, by the way, wete coolly appropriated from Peru) are almost
uoequalled m the world. The barren regions sear Iquique are especially rich
in their stored treasures. The export of nitrate of soda, more commonly
known as Chi i salt-petre, for last year was no less than & million of tons.
The salt-petre is used extensively in the manufacture of guo-powder, giant
powder and kindred explosives, and in some localities it is found to act as
an excellent fertilizar. The money value of last yest's export is estimated
at thirty-five willions of dollars. Lel us speak patrioaiziogly of “little
Chili ” no longer.

A bill ¢y ab)lieh capital pusishmeat is now before the N. Y. Legislature,
This bill, so nearly pasied two years 8go, was amended 30 as to exclude
death by haoping and to substitate the electric chair, Statistics are broughs
forward from various Firopean nations to prove that the abolition, or prac-
tical disuse, of capiial punishment has lessened the tendency to crime.

The
20,000 acres of salinas or 8a’* beds on the Rio Negro, 22 miles from the
sca coast, are now found to contain sheets of solid salt of from two to four
inches in thickness, Tho salt district extends far inland to the foot of the
Andes Mountains.  Hitherte English salt has been imported into the
Republic.

The wheel of fortune has turned. Longago in 832 Mr. A. Tennyson ven-
tured to publish a song, beginning with the words—* There is no land like
Ebgland,” and of all his verse the critics declared thisto be the most twad-
dling. Since its reappearance in the drama of ‘ The Fouesters® it iaspoken
of as his best work, as the representative poem of its age, as the mature
conception of manhood. Lord Tennyson can afford to smile.

It is very trying for Halifaxians to read in Montreal snd other papers
that * another case of yellow fever has developed in Halifax.”” The Atlus
unfortunately did introduce this disease among the military, and a few cases
were sent to the military hospitsl, but we seriously object to baving it
noised abroad that we are fever-stricken. It is far from being the case,
and press correspondents should beware of conveying a false impression,

Among some recent English inventions is an oyster-cage, which it
might not be unprofitable to introduce in our own Provinces. The cage,
which lies on the bottom below the water, or is attached to floats above, is
filled with trays in which are placed the luscious bivalves. Perfect security
from water enemies is given by the gratings, and the difficulties of oyster
fishing are much simplified by the ease with which the cage may be brought
to the surface and the trays removed.

"The question of Home Rule for India is agitating the British House of
Commons. It is proposed to give more power to the pative councils and
to authorise the councils to hold a regular debate on the budget speech.
Many difficulties stand in the light of these propositions, which are intended
to pave the way for the whole system of colonial government. Of the 221
million native inhsbitants but 2 million are fitted to use their franchise
intelligently, The people of the five Provinces have little in common with
one another, and without the abolishment of caste, a consummation hardly to
be hoped for within the next half-dozen generations, the ballot would
inevitably be  failure,

Tord Salisbury at Home, and Sir Evelyn Bauog in Egypt, have together
scored a diplomatic victory over the Kbedive and that craity potentate,
the Sultan of Turkey. The Khedive pereisted in officially defining the
boundaries of Egypt 8o as to exclude Sinai Peniosula and part of the Red
Sea territory. The Arman or official statement, after a week of strained
diplomatic controversy, io which both France and Italy took part, has been
suppressed. By his submission the Khedive has practically acknowledged
his subjectiveness to the British authorities. It is nc.improbable that the
skillful manceuvering of the iron-clad men-of-war may have caused the
Khedive’s change ¢ mind.

Judging from the Halifax Easter markets the proverbial Capadian ben
bas been doiog 2 lively business during the past month. “ Two dozen fresh
egge for-a quarter ”” has been a very common window advertisement, creat-
iog a warm sensation sbout the cockles of our housekeepers' bearts, Two
dozen fresh eggs for a quarter | and what does this mean? Simply that our
farmers’ good wives no looger hold parleys with the egg-buyers for the
American market, and find it more profitable to barter their fresh eggs with
the Jocal shopkeepers for the one hundred and one necessities of the house-
hold. But while the farmers’ wives suffer from a restricted market and the
American breakfaster has to pay a duty upon his eggs, the public, espe-
cially in cities like Halifax, luxuriate in fresh eggs at moderate prices.
Verily it is an ill wind that blows no one good.

Just at this seazon of twittering birds the Irish Times corefully records
the folk-lore connected with the appearance of the feathered warblers,
The robio, or “ God-bird,’” as the peasants lovingly name it, is belicved to
have plucked a thorn from the Saviour’s crown, which wounded its breast
and caused the scsrlet stain to appear. The noisy wren is ever in ill-repute
for betraving the Lord by chattering in a clump of frieze near which He
was concealed. The blackbird and thrush are wanderiog souls cxpatiating
the sins committed in the mortal body. The mag-pie, wag-taii and stone-
chat are held in bad repute as being subjects of His Satanic Majesty.
According to their pumber, crows are symbolic of good or ill-luck. The
tender, low notes of the linnet angd yellow-hammer are raminders of the sad
sculs atill in Purgatory, while the bittern sonnds tke note of depariure when
the purged soul mounts to the perfect atate, As the noisy Eogush sparrows
which frequent our streets are on exccllent texms with the faines, 1 will be
as well not to disturb them. OQur Acadian anpd Indian folk-iore s tull of
bird and animal tradition. Will not some student act the pit of the
patriot in collecting and preserving our many beautiful legends.

We Canadians are a loyal people and are not lacking in honor aud
respect to our gracious Queen. Still, it is not a little amusing to turn over
the pages of the Eoglish illustrated papers and study the methods of cater-
ing to tho gencral curiosity regarding the mavements of the Royal Family,
We find pictures of the Quecn’s arrival at Hyeres, of the personages to
welcome her, of the rooms to be placed at her disposal, and of the very bed
on which the limbs of royalty arc to ropose; but surely the climax of the
r:2.culous is reached when a full page picture is devoted to the donkey to
be driven by Her Majesty. Thesounding name of this honored quadruped
is Mdlle. Mignon Hee-haw, and she, though but of slight proportions, is to
drag about the averderpoisy representative of the House of Guelph.

The case of John Bull veraus the progressive spirit whieh introduced
the telephone in Great Brilain, is remnrkably illustrative of the conserva-
tism of the Old World, According to British law, the telephone is synono-
mous with the telograph, aund, uitil a few yesrs since, both setvices were
under the control of the Post Office Department. As littls use was being
made of the telephone, several private companies cbtained license to put
up wires, etc. The resuit of this was that the financial returns of the tele-
graph offices were seriously interfered with by the upstart American
invention, The House of Commons, before whom the complaint has been
laid, has therefore decreed that no more telephone licenses shall be issved,
and that the P. O. Departwent shall purchase a controlling interest in each
telephone company vow extant—a bit of brilliant legislation which fairly
scintillates with coming quarrels over thie high-handed interference with
the freedom of the business community.

His achievements coosist of adding together in
an ipstant several numbers of from eight to ten figures ea:h—of subtracting
pumbers well up in the billions—of at once giving the sixth or seventh
unit of any number—of solving mathematical problems of all varieties with
a perfect esse—and of answering correctly such random questions as to
what day the 11th of Jaon,, 1y8y.fell on. His skill in muliiplying large
numbers arises from the ingenious method of multiplying from left to right,
a method which will be found both exact and epeedy. After an hour's
mental effort Inaudi will, if desired, repeat every number in the order
which it hae been given him during the examination.

The return of spring has brought with it a revival in business and a
more hopeful, confident feeling throughout the Province. The winter of
1891 and 18¢2 will long be remembered in Lusin€ss circles throughout
Nova Scotia, A stringent money market was followed closely by many
failures, and these in turn alarmed the banks and caused even first-class
paper to be eyed askance if not refused, while ordinary business paper
went a-begging. Then followed more failures, more screwing of customers
on the part of the banks, until a temporary financial striogency threatened
to reault in a financisl panic. This disaster Las fortunately been averted,
and now with the bright spring weather reports come to us of a revival of
business and a general awskening from the lethargic state of the winter,
The banks too realize that a change has taken place, and now, haviog more
money than they cao well dispose of, they are prepared to accept business
paper upon its merits, and the financial current no longer runs through the
slough of despair. Had the stringency of the money market which has
marked the past winter occurred in the month of October, with the whole
winter before the business community, many a business wreck would bave
been thrown upon the shore; but now with the opening spring upon us,
when sll classes of the community can obtain remunerative work, business
men take heart, enterprise sceks an outlet, banks become reasonable, and
an era of prosperity opens up befors the people. God bless the spring !

A very amusing incident anent that News Octcpus, the Associated Press,
has recently come to light in an American journal. It seems that tho New
York Herald published in full the Presidential Message of 1887 on the
morning of the day it was sent to the Senate, and at 1ast the mystery of the
Herald's possession of that Message is solved. A rumor, quite without
foundation, reached the agent of the Associated Press that the Message was
alréady set up in type at the Herald office. As the Message was to be
marketed only through the Associated Press its agent at once rushed to the
Ilerald office to expostulate with the managing editor. This wideawake
newspaper man, seeibg his advantage, affirmed that nothing would change
the Hera.d's course of action, and by his high and mighty demeanor aroused
the agent to a state of exasperation. He departed to consuit with the other
members of the Associated Press as to tife best way out of this unfortunate
difficulty. Was it best to publish the Mcssage at once, and by eo doing
break faith with the President, or wzs it mcre advisable to alle w the Herald
to achieve ** a beat” with its supposedly stolen matter. Meanwhile the
managing editor with a quiet chuckle, reserved space and workers for the
Presidential Message, which, he jadged, would arrive before lung. Sare
enough, at 1 o’clock that night the Meesage was wired to all subscribing
pipers, when the Herald only, being prepared to make use of the valasble
matier, comiog as it did without a word of announcement, at so late an
hour, had space to set it up.

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COMMERCIAL.

No important ochange has occurred in the general aspect of business
affairs during the past week, but tho general velumo of trade has on the
wholo beon smsller than was expected. Stll, confidence 1 the future
appears to be unshaken.

Toronto has taken tho lead in the matter of urging & new Iusolvency
Act for this Dominion, and the Fivancial Committee of its Board of Trade
is bestowing a great deal of time in framing the draft of one. It it should
bo too late to have it pasred by the Dominion Pathament at the cutrent
gession, an endeavor will bo made, wo sre assured, to havo 1t at Jeast
introduced and to have diecussion upon it postponed until the eoseron of
1893, This delay moy bo serviceable, as 1t will enable tho country to
criticize the propoeed bill and to prupose any alterations that careful study
may suggest to be desirable.

The Merchant, of Toronto, outlines the bill that is in process of
preparation as follows :—

“The proposed new measure deprives the insolvent of the right to
agsign his estate, oxcept on demsnd of creditors for 8500, but no such
demand being made—based on the failute of the trader to meet his liabilities
as they become duc—be can assign lo the sheriff, who acts as temporary
guardian of the estate, and convenes a moeting of creditors, when an
assignee is sppointed, the guardisn being incapablo of filling that office.
If after five days from servico of such demand the debtor has not sesigned
as mentioned, he is declared (subject to the judge's approval) to have
committed an act of bankruptcy, and a creditor for 3200 or more may take
out a writ of attachment, under which the guardisn sttaches his estato.
Other acts of bankruptecy—following those laid down in the Act of 1875—
are prescribed, the tendency of the Act in this respoct being to securs to
creditors & diroct and quiet means of eccaring control of a defauling
trader's estate and transferring it to the nominees of creditors for liquidation.
To ensure compliance with the law, essignees are required to deposit $10,000
fecurity with the Government at Ottawa, The assignee’s fees are fixed by
the creditors, subject to revision by the judge of the county court on
spplication of any creditor.

"The poeition of landlords where a lease has become forfeited under its
terms in case of insolvency is altered in an important particalar. If the
landlord clsims the forfeiture he must pay for substantisl improvements
made by the tensnt. Tho lien of the landlord is restricted to six months’ rent.

In dealing with securities held by creditors the old rule of allowing
oreditors ten per cent. advance on their valuation if the securities are taken
over by the estate is done away with, These may now be taken cver at the
exact valuation put upon them, but that value must be paid to the creditors
before any dividends ate declared, and not, es under the vid Act, when the
eatate had realized on such securities.

The old rule in regard to wages is abandored, and the rale contained in
the Ontsrio Act adopted. The clause regulating the sale of book debts
under the Act of 1875 is altered, creditors having power to deal in this
matter ag they wish, without the old restriction, that (cave in en dloc sales of
estates) an effort ehould be made to collect them before they are sold.

The euggestion that stocks of merchandise be sold by suction in lots not
lees in value than 100, or more than §300, was discuesed at length. This
queation has cslled for a great deal of discuseion in the press for many
years. It was urged that ssles of bankrupt stocks by speculators destroyed
the trade of men wko strove to pay their debis in full, and demoralized the
retsil businees ; that dividing up stocks in the way indicated would be the
least harmful way of dispoting of them, the lots being too large for con-
sumers to buy, ard within the means of most storekeepers; and that this
plan would prevent ineolvents who failed to get a settlemont wih their
credi‘ors buying in their stocks in their wife's nama.

The proposal mentioned was not on the whole considezed proper for
adoption, and this vexed questiun is left unsolved. Very many further
alterstions of the old law have been made.”

WeekLy FiNanciaL Review or Hexry CrLews & Co., NEw YoRk.,
April 16, 1892.—* The approach of the Easter holidays has tended to restrict
operations duting the week both here and in London. So also has the
uncertainty respecting Richmond Terminal affaire. As soon as these
hindrances are out of the way, we look for an active and improving market ;
for both natural and speculstive forces are arranging thomselves towards
just such a course.

The market has been subjected to a fair test of its strength during the
psst few weeks of reaction, the ‘bears’ haviog had a free fling at it and the
outside public having almost forsaken it ; and yet it bas throughout showed
a force of resistance which demonstrates that it has & solid bottom. [his
strength is the more remarkable coosidering the very large amount of
securities that has been steadily flowing in upon us from Europe, amounting
to probably considerably over one hundred millions in value within the
last twelve months ; and also considering the disappointment of the common
expectation that our large crops would bring us correspondingly large
imports of gold. The forces that have been employed to break tho market
have manifestly exhausted their vitality, and afisirs bavo reached a position
in which a recovery in prices seems to be naturally in order.

The defeat of free coinage of silver and the probability that ir the
futvre eilver will either be protected under an international compsct, or
will be rendered inocuous by reducing or stopping its coinage in the absence
of such an agreement, is becoming more and more regarded as of the firet
importance as a faclor in the future valus of investments. It saves the
country from the worst form of bad faith that could sfilict tho credit of a
nation, and dewnonstrates to the world that though our political instituticns
mey admit of ‘emporixy crazes of popular opinion, yet woe csn alwsys

depond safely upor the sobor second thought of our people, There can be
no doubt thet, of the Iarge amount of our cecurities returned from Furopo,
a very considerablo part wes sent as the 105%it of spprehension that they
might becomo payabloe in deprecisted silver wnd from a fear that the
prosperity of tho United States might he soriously retardod by the
threstoned insano policy of unconditional freo coinege. Now, that Europo
seos & reasonable assurance that this danger has been avorted, it is roasonable
to expect a return of the demand for our investmeris which his been with-
held for twelve or cighteen monthe. Since tho Baring commotion, tho
crestion of heme epterprises in Great Biitain and Germapy bhas almost
ceaced, and it is thaseforo to bo expected that in both countries there will be
a disposition to put tho current earnings of the people into tho issuea of
other countries. Already such a tendency is very nppstent, in the ciso of
Eogland, in hor ree ot steady purchases of stocks and bonds at this centre,

Wao are now thi,ogh with the usual tranefers of cash for cflucting the
April soulomonts, and the money market has soitled into a condition of esso
that is not likely to bo disturbed until pext August. Aleo, thero are roa-
sons for supposing that the caso may continue well inta or through tho fall
months ; for at all tho ficancial contres of the couatry, the accumulation of
monoy in tho banks is unusually large, while the coinage of silver keeps up
a copsiantly incressing irflation of the currercy, and tho lownuss of pricos
reduces tho requirements for money. At the same time, the railroad inter-
est is gotting into a muro coneolidated and harmonious conditivw, its wesk
spote aro beiog repaired—though in suwe cases with * untempered mortar
—and ite revenues aro steadily incressing, It is circumstances such as
theso that encourage tho speculative spirit and stimulato the buyiog of
securities for the temporary employment of idie funds; and we look fur
tho effects of these factors from this time forward through the summer
months in & rise of prices in good securilies gonerally, It would seem likely
that the condition of the European mone; markets may also foster a renewal
of speculation, Tho amount of specie in the six great national banks
aversges S por cont above the amount held a year sgo, sud the rate for money
in the open msrket at London is 1 to 1} per cent, at Barlin and Paris 1} per
cont, and at Frankfort 13 por cent. These facts forecast some sott of cffort
to find employment for money, cven though it be nothing more than ¢ swap-
ping pennies.’

In view of the foremontioned considerations, we regard the present
situstion as favorable to the buying of good active atocks.”

Dny Goops —Business continues pretty much the sime as it was at
our lsst writing—the city trade being moderately active and orders from
travellers coming in freely. Reports from the country seem to sasure a very
good spring trade. Prices aro unchanged, but are firm all round, The pro-
ject of the cotton goods combine to force up figures has so far failed to
waterialise, probably because the low price of the raw product has put out-
side competitors in a position to neutralise the proposed extortionate
advance. Remittances, wa are happy to note, show a decided improvement.

Iron, HarDwARE aND METsLS.-—The conditions in iron are unchanged,
and our remarks last week apply fully to-day. Pig and bar iron are dull
and quiet. Tin, terno and Canada plates are eesentially the sime. A
London despatch quotes:—* Tin, spot, at £90 17e. 6d.; three months
futures at £91 2s. Gd ; market ateady. Copper, epot, at £15 17s. 6d.;
futures at £16 10s.; market quiet. Scotch warrants at 40s. 10d. Soft
Spanish lead at £10 125, 6d.; do. Eoglish do. £10 17s. 6d. Selected cop-
per £50 10s. Silesian spelter at £22 10a. Hallet's antimony £46 ; other
brands at £45.”

Breapsturrs.—\With no outlet except tho swall demand on spot, and
that solely for immediste consumptive requirements, flour in this market
continues dull and heavy. Prices are nominal, but concessions would cer-
tainly bo made if an order was to the fore. Oatmesl moves in a limited
way and is decidedly weak. Ieed is brisk compared with other lines,
owing to there beiug some dewand for bran and shorts, but peices are the
same. Deerbohm’s cable reports wheat firmer, beld higher; corn steady.
In Chicago, owing to favorable reparts of continental crops, wheat hae ruled
weak. Corn followed wheat and was very dull. Qats were dull and easier.
In New York wheat re-acted and declined 1}c. to 2}c. At St. Louis wheat
was steady but dull, In other Awmerican ceatre: the grain ttade has raled

uiet.

b Provisions.—There has been a better enquiry for provisions, and dealers
are somewhat fitmer in their ideas, but the movement stitl continues to be
small. In Liverpool the matket made a alight advznce in pork and lard,
but bacon and tallow showed no change. In Chicigo park was weak on
account of a sluggish demand, but prices remained nominally without altera-
tion, The hog market was stronger, owing to reduced receipts, Tho cattle
and sheep markets were steady.

Burter.—The demsnd for butter does not mave out of its small jobbing
dimensions, snd the fesling continues heavy. Prices in this market are
barely susteined, New butter has not begun to come forward in respectable
quantities, and old steck has no attractions for consumers. Soms lots from
Montreal sre being offered, but buyera are indifferent. The rilway and
coasting echooners briog a little in from esstorn poines, but it is mostly of
wmixed qualities and is hard to sell. As a ralo butter is 3c. t0 40. lower in
this macket than it was 8 week sgo. A Montreal repért quotos :—** Crosm-
ery 20c. to 22¢c.; townships dairy 18c. to 20c.; Morrisburg and Brockville
18c. to 19¢.; western dairy 16¢. to 17c.”” A London correspondent writes :
—* Butter has been quiet this week, and a further reduction ha’ been made
in tome cases, French dropping 4s. on Monday. Bat it is thrught prices
will romain about as they are for the present before Eastar : and although
the hot weathor which has sof 1n at timo of writing militates against strong
demand, tho necessitios of the time will probably bslance things, and give
agents a chanco with the opening of the month.  Colonials have been
abeont from the arrival list this weok, and stock bas heon sold down to 84s.,
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tho highest price for choico doescriptions being 112s.  Only a fow more con-
signments from New Zsaland remsin to arrive. Tho amount wo have
received thenca this season 18 ¢ver four thousaud toue, and it is said we are
to got deuble that next winter. American and Csradian are acarce, and
heve sold up to 100s, for finest, 70s. lo 84s. for medium lote, the bulk of
the businees being in the vicinity of 78+ for factories, Finest American
cresmary at Briatol has reached 1103, 10 1123, sccondary 103s. to 106s,”

{ uEEsE. —Locally there is rothing anew to roport in cheerd. The supply
is small, but thero 18 littlo or no consumptive demand, so that the mirket
hote is dull and uninteresng® The public cheese cablo has deédlined aue-
ther 6d,, to 66s. Tms in 4. bolow 1ts highest levol of April, 1891, snd if
it ia a reliable criterion, does not point to such a brisk opening for the new
season as wis expected, In fact thig steady decline of the public is not
reaseuring, und if any of our exporters have not gut rid of their intorest in
stock on the other side by this time the record of their season's profita will
probsbly have to be raadjusted. A London letter saya : —** Heavy arrivals
of Dutch cheese (10,238 pkgs. into London) have contributed to the dull-
ness of the warket, consumption having fallon off in cunsoquence of the wea-
ther, and buyers holding bsck 1n view of the firmness of sollers who domand
firm prices, Canadisn 18 quoted 61s. to 62s. for finest white Saptembers,
60s. for colored ; bat bolders, in view of the new make, fear a depreciation,
and are willing 1n some instauces to concede ls, or even 2s.

This is,
however, bard wock, and buyers practicilly command the situation. Buei-
nees {8 barely fair, the grocers being pretty well s-onked up. In London
the supply of some eoloctions having fillen off, eggs have advanced 3d. to
6d. per long bundred, and a clearance hss beon made. In Liverpool there
bave been rather free arrivals of Irish, but demand has been good and prices
ave held up.

Arpres.—In this market no change has occurred in respect to applea.
The resorve stocks aro about exhausted, but the demand is, to say tLe least,
decidedly *lapguid.” A writer in London reports :—* Apples have been
a elightly easier market this week, No Casnadians have arrived, but some
shattered Americans, mostly Russetts, sold for all they were worth—from
7s. 3d. to 16s, 6d., a fow, the pick of tLe lot, fetching 193, The Tusmsn-
ians will be hero about the end of this month, but their advent will scaraaly
affeot the price of Canadians if they continue to arrive in good condition to
the cloze of tho season. The fad for fancy prices on South African frait
otill continues, and some apples thence eold at Covent Garden this week st
an equivalent of 33d. per apple. This looks extravagant, but what is it in
comparison with 3Us. a dozn for peaches from the Cape Colony, and 183, a
pound for strawberries? Thers are some purchssers in Loandon for out->f-
the-way celicacies at absolutely sny figurs.”

Driep Fruits have continued 10 be fairly sctive asis usual at this sea-
son which forms the interim botween the green fruit of 1391 and that of
1892. Some demsrd from both city and country retailers 13 reposted and
stocks in first hands have been well reduced.

MINING.

The proposed iucrease of royaity under existing coal leases ia drawing
unfavorablo criticisms from leading tinancial and commercial journals in all
parts of Canada, and the arguments advanzed are so imprognablo that wu
now have coniidsnco that the government will reconsidor its action and
allow the royalty to remain ¢t seven and ono half conts.  Neither should
it tuke advantago of technical points, as in tho case of the Littlo Glaco Bay
Company, who inadvertantly sealed lonses containing the royalty olauso
objected to, which clause should never have heon insorted, as tho leasos
woro simply ronewa!s and shou'd hava contained only the provisions of the
origina’s. To now debir the company of it- just rights on a mero legal
quibble is boneath the dignity of the government and the prayer of the
petitioning company should be granted as a matter of courso. We have too
much faith in tho ability and political sagacity of Premier Fiolding to
believe that ho will now sanction the increased royalty in the faco of the
:}rgluments advanced against it and the undoubted harm that would cetainly

ollow.

SueRrurooKE District.—Thero is a decided improvemont in the state of
affairs in the Sherbrooko district. The Coburg property, which has been
working since January, is roported as sold. The oxact figures are not
known, but rumor places the prico at about ten thousand dollars. The
Blaikie Gold Mining Company have pumped out ono of their pits which
has beon shut down for two months. Mr. Jenner has about a dozen mou
at work on the * Chicigo” areas, on the Stryker lead. It is also reported
that the Cochrane’s Hill mine in this district has changed hands, and will
shortly be opened. The Crow’s nest mine is closed, and there is no word
of it's re-opening at present.

The districts betweon Sherbrooke and Salmon River are doing nothing.
It is possible that during the summer a littlo prospecting may bo done at
Yeum Sccum and Harrigan Cove, but the gold fever scems to havo pretty
well spent itself.

At Wiee Harbor somo prospecting is going on, and a party of prospectors
bave cut a nice looking lead on Mr. McNaughton's arcas. The lead looks
sery well but so far none has been crushed.

Mr. Alfred Woodhouse, M. E., of London, who started on his return
to Epgland via Now York on Wednesday last, this being his Jhird profes-
sional visit {o this Province, was interviewed by us beforo his departure and
kindly gavo expression to his viows on many mining subjects of great
interest o our readers.  Mr. Woodhouse has risen to a high position in his
profession by his ability, integrity and energy, and is e most agrosadle and
entortaining conversationalist. Hois a keon obseiser, and his remarks on
won ard things i ge- ora are pithy aud te the point. After the exchange
of the usual courtesico wo askod :

*You have been in South Africa, Mr. Woodhouse ?"

“Yes, it was through my instrumentality that tho first London capital,
twonty thousand pounds, was invested in gold mining in South Africa, and
t1.0 success wo mot with started the great boom leading to the investment of
millions in the gold mines of that country."”

“ You reported upon some of the most noted wines there 1

*Yes. tho Sheba amongst others. and here I would liko to say that the
great mistakes made in that country zrose through the omployment of cheap
men to inspect and report. \When I was asked to examine the Sheba [
demanded my usual feo, and I poticed ot onco the j.z.p of astonishment
with which it was received. I told them plainly that I would not move fur
less, and they instructed mo to procoed. After a careful iuspection of the
mino I mado my report and instructed them twhere to drive their tunnols in
order to tap tha go'd s'reak, lsid out levels, and furnished a completo work
ipg plan of tho mine. They followed my instructions and in all cases
struck tho pay streak just whero I had ind’cated. It gave an aversgo of
soveral ounces to the tun, and the mine is fi. ancially a jreat success.
Comparing my report with the work sinco done proves thatin all cases 1
was correct.  Speaking of cheap men reminds mo that in Nova Sc -tia thero
is a great disinclination to adequately pay professional men, and that a
great many of tho failures here havo beon the result of ill-advised outlay of
capitl.”

“lre.n your inspection of several districts in Nuva Scotia you are
favorably impressed with tho prospects of guod returns from our gold minest”

“ Decidedly ! No-a Scotiais a rich mnerel province, and the gold miues
properly wanaged Tit. a wiso oxperdituro of money will yield as largely
88 1py in the world. .

Onc good mine st:~ted here with English capital and paying fair divi-
dends &1ll soun cause a revolution in tho business. The same offect will be
producad as in South Africa, aud all the cajital to open up and develope
mines will bo at your disposal. The mont¢ - should be expended undor-
ground, as when tho value of the mine is once detormined, then will bo the
time to put up oxtenzive surfaco works. Tho popular fallacy sceins to be
a w.duspread opimion among your mining mon that tho gold comes in
zonoe only a fow feet thick followed by a deplu of barren quartz ard then
another gold zone. Thisis a mistake and bas caused the sxpenditure and
loss of large sums. The gold here comes in streaks, and mining engincen
of oxperience will be able to locato and follow thess stroaks with almost
absolule certainty.”

u “,Tho mining work you have scen here has not impressed you favora: |}
Ay ¥ 3
¢ Really thora ia little that I havo scon iu the gold districts that is worthy {3
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of the name of mining. The term that I applied to the workings hore
on a former occasion when addressing the Gold Miners' Association
is in every way appropriate. It is fossicking not mining in the proper
acceptation of tho term.  \Want of capital is ovidently the root of the evil,
Trenches pits aud unsuentific work mork and war the coger scarch to got
at the gold. Wkhen a strike is made the sum realizod is at once divided
and no rese1vo capital Jaid by for dead work. When the pay streak is lost
the miners soon leso heart and " undon the work to search in some now
locatity. ‘There may be exceptions to this rulo, but some very rich mines 1
have inspected have beon mined in tho crudest possible way."

“fs thero a prospect of your returming here aud engaging in active
minipg 1

“ Yes, within # few 1onths I hupe to havo several matters well sdvan-
cod, and ticmly belisving in the mineral wealth of thoe countrr I shall devote
my timo to impressing my views upon Enghsh capitalists,

Iam much pleased with the country and tho hospilality of Nova Sco-
ticns and hope to spend somo portion of my time at loast in Nova Scotin

Mr.'I, Boyd, M. T, was present with Mr. Woodhouse, and the com-
mendations which the latter gentleman heaped on his head as a mining
ongineer, mctalurgist and musician, caused vur gemal friend to blush hike
a girl in her teens,

The following letter from the Gold Flunter is worthy of roproduction,
as it clearly pointsout the error made in reducing the scale of the geological
maps of Nova Scotia.

Desnr Sin,—As your paper is largely devoted 1o the mining interests, I
wish to call altention lu a matter that 1s of vital moment to all Nova
Scotiaus, snd to thos: enga,ed in mining more particularly.

Must of your readers are awaro that tnere has been on foot for many
yeas a Grological Survey of the Dominiou of Canada.  For the benefit of
these readers Lot culive,sant with suck watters lot me say that this work 18
carried on by the Government, and for a very distinct and practical purpose.

‘Tho intention is 10 send competont men into all portions of the Domin-
ion to survey, determino and mark out all the rock features of the districts.
We will take Queens Co. as one instance, as members of tho suivey have
spent soveral weeks hero during the last two summers. When the work 1s
completed we should Lave a map of tho County in which every part and
locality was accurately determined and laid down, and the kivd of rccks in
place ; that is, solid information should boe given, togetber with their dips,
inclinations, strikes, (direction), with careful descriptions of veins snd
included minerals, and full information of rocks, folds, antichinals, surface
drift. etc.

Now, it will be clear enough to anyone that a map, in which g0 much
of particulars or details shou.d appear must Lo i a large scale.  1f, for
instance, the scale ia four wiles to the inch, we zhould beobliged to get all
the required information of sixteun square miles upun ono square inch. At
a glance wo cap see that such a map would be entirely too small for the
work proposed.

Now lct ug consider the object for which the map is to bo made. Itis
inteaded for the g»idanca of mining prospectors, and capitalists investing
in wines and qureries, «tc Theidea is that it shall bo an authority on tho
rock stiucture and miceral prospects of any district.  Other work i3 d~.ae
in corjunction with this ; for instance, all fossils aro carefully described an®
collected, and c'assified ; and howcver much of interest they are, the real
reason of the survey lies in its proctical servico as a weans of doveloping
the 1esourc 8 of the County.

Now, 1 have como to the grievance that urges mo w wrte. The Govern-
ment up to 1589 made these maps v the scale of one mule to an nch,
which was exact’y the right thing to do. The leland of Cape Breton has
been surveyed and mapp-d oa this scale. Tho surveys of the other portions
of t*e P’rovincs have gone on faster than tho map-making. The Director of
the Survey now proposes to msko our maps on the scale of sive miles to an
inch, or at least, in certain lucalities, on a trifle larger scale. All this on
tho score of economy, wo are told, and with the result that the maps will be
next to useless, and the main object of the survoy will entirely fair. In
viow of the fact that Nova Scotia yiolds more than one quarterof the mineral
wealth of tho Dominion, this is certainly very shabby treatment of our
Province.

Tho oxtira cost involved in tho larger scale is hardly worthy of montion
compared to tho completo disastor that would follow the smaller scaled
mapy.  Already a vigorous prutest is being made by the Nova Scotia mun-
ing interests, and the matter is likoly tu bo brought up in Parhament by
Mr. Stairs, of alifax, and the swhole Nova Scolia delegation at Ottawa
thould be uvanimous in their protest against this penny-wiso and pound-
foolish policy that threatens our interest  1f theso mnaps are made on the
larger scalo they will appear in small sheets, will be readily obtainable, and
teliahle guides to any sectivn of th- Province, and with the hope of ho p-
ing a litt'e, 1 juin in tho protest, snd the Gold Huuter will, 1 know, bo oniy
too glad to add to the gon ral dissont from tho small scale business. It
they must make small maps, then try it on sumewbero on the boundless
stretches of the Northuest torritory, within sound of ** the wolf s long howl
from Quoalaska's shore.” R. R. McLEeop.

MINING.
WHY DIP IS MORE LIKELY TO BE REGULAR THAN STRIKE
WITH FISSURE VEINS.

From the Ingineering and Mining Journal,

By Arsentr WiLLiaxs, Jr, M. E,

Faults may throw a vain out of plane a8 to either din or strike, ot both 3
perhaps more froquently the former. But, barring the effects of faulting,
experience has shown that most Hissure veins are tolarably uniform in their
downward trend, while moro or less wavy in th ir horizontal course, and
that the dip ofton romsins constant even whoere the sverage strike may be
distorted by large scallopings. Reference here is nos to the outcrop, which
msy be spparently twisted from tho real coursn by the manuner in which the
topographical contours cut the plane of the vein, bus to the flexures shown
underground, where no such csuso wislouds observation. The splitting of
veins into offshoots, and the irregularities where two parts of a vein widen
apart to inclose a horse, also occur in such ways as to affect both dip and
strike, or eithor ; but again tho effect is moro commonly to deflect tho strike
than tho dip. Whi'e thore are fow positive lawa thus far ostablished
regarding oro deposits, (about the safest deduction of all being that what
we do not know about them far exceods what we do,) the charactoristics
just roferred to seem lo bo sufficiontly frequent to have some significance ;
and though this frequency may not be enough to lead to anything that
could bo fairly called a law, yot even if it is established in a proponderance
of cascs only—and this at least may be conceded—it has a direct boaring
upon the chuice ¢f plan to be adopted in mining where not much is known
in advance s to the character of the ground to be opened. Probabilities
aro certainly vetter than nothing to work upon.

If then it is really true that the dip of fissure veins is likely to be more
reliable in poiot of uniformity than their strike, the question naturally
comes up, Why should this be so?

Tte most satisfactory answer seetns to bo that a large proportion of the
veins are on the lines of fault fissures. This is pointed to by the occurrence
of smooth walle, slickensides and clay selvages, which perbaps might also
be accounted for by sesuming small movements of the ground up and down
duting a lcng time, where the throw is not large enough to be digaified by
the name of fault, but whoen these niarks are very ptounounced and there is
found besides in the vein crushed rock indicating violent disturbsnce, the
testimony becemes stronger, snd when, ss sometimes (though rarely)
happens, the smount of throw can be meassured and disjointed rock
formstions actuslly matched, then the evidence becowes conclusive. As to
such veins as most probably were filled by hot ascending solutions, on the
solfataric theory, there are parallel examples in tae case of existing thermal
springs, (whether metalliferous or not,) fur these are often found in lines
slong tha tops of evident fault fissuras. Now, faulting mesns a movement
more in an up-and down dircction than in any other  This being so, it is
caey to understand why, whea a rupture of rock masses has tsken place, one
being heaved up or the other slid down, or both walls moving in opposite
ways or in the same direction, but with diffcrent degrees of motivn, the
fracture along the line in which the force was applied should have been
more or less straight, while in other direotions the result might have been a
warged sutface, since there the line of least resistance would be determined
rather by the character of the ground thin by the direction of effort, that
is, whore the impulse was most intenso the break would be a clesn one,
wherear sidewise it might be irregular. 1Indead, if it is conciivable that in
faultin, the up-and-down suifaces might have split off in waves, the
cuntinuance or renewal of the movement wouid ciuse the walls to act upon
exach other like huge planing machines, or rather like two slabs which the
stune-dresser is surfacing, tous grindiog off tho inequalities with irresistable
power and lesving the wall faces smooth and slickensided, with broken rock
1n the vein srd ol-y guuges along the edges, just as in fact they are seen in
the dictinctly ty picsl tizsure veirz.

Country Harbor, Guysboro County, bids fair at no distant day to
becumo o.e of the busiost scenes in Nova Scotis, During last summer a
rich aud extensive belt of gold-bearing quartz was discovered there by local
prospectors.  They subsequently transferred their claims to parties in
Antigonisb, who by diligent exploration have apparently struck a very
profitable mine. During the psst mon:h over 312 oza. of gold wore raised
by about 30 men. The Company works at a great disadvantage so far, as
it owng but a small ten stamp crusher. The owners have, however, made
srrangements whereby they have sccured sufficiont water power to operate
a forty stsmp mill, which they propuse to immediately erect. \hen tho
proposed changes are made it is undorstood the Company intends to employ
a numnber of men sufficient 1o quadzuple their pressnt output, This would
represent a monthly prodection of about 324,000.

The mino consisis of a belt of auriferous quariz 14% feet wide, wbhich
has already been traced snd localed for a considerzble distancoe. A some-
what peculiar citcumstance about this depssit is that the lodes run north
and eouth contrary to the general rule.  Already the mine has yie'ded about
825,000 to its owne e, who anticipsto much better results when they shall
havo rcached a lower lovel.

Tbe whole vicinity of this mine is appsrently traversed by belts of
quartz all gold-bearing and of varying richness. A company is being at
pres: nt orgavized with o view to wining on the areas situato some short
distance north of tho property ahove mentioned.

Abcut one mile from this deposit another has been discovered and is
now owred by Halifax and Antigonish partics, who intend to procecd
during the coming season with its development. Experiencod miners
pronounce tho quarix excollent and consider the indications most favorable,
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The oro yields from ono to three ounces of gold per ton, and the mine is so
situate that tho oro can bo raised vory cheaply.

Barring the absonco of a suitablo road, thore is overy facility for
profitable mining operations. Several parties have already sceurod eress,
and it is confidently hoped that this evmmer’s work will dieclose many more
paying stroaks in tho vicinity of these already operated.

Tho minea ara controlled by energetic, enterprisivg mer, who mean
business. Tt is to be hoped that the Government will suo its way clear to
grant the request for a special grant fur opening up & rond to thess mines.
The miners now experienco great difliculty in getting mechinery and
supplies to their works—a drawback which in the interests of the country
ought to be removed.—Falifax Morning Chronicle,
