THE DOMINION CONVENTION.

WHE Second Dominion Conven-
tion, held at Truro, N.S., was
certainly a season of much
spiritual refreshing.

The delegates had evidently been
chosen from the ranks of the workers,
and as a natural result they spoke of
things which they understood. There
was no mere theorizing, but every ad-
dress had a practical tone, and of course
carried weight. To the delegates from
the Toronto Association was assigned
the preparation of three papers. The
Railway work and its growing im-
portance was well presented by our
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Railway Sccretary, and we beliove
much interest was awakened in this
special branch. The importance of
Bible study was forcibly presented in a
paper by arother of our delegates, and
the discussion which it elicited and the
remarks made by some wellknown
workers clearly proved that there was
necessity for strong words in this all-
important work. A Eaper on Com-
mercial Travellers’ work, from the able
pen of Mr. Caldecott, a member of our
Board, was full of suggestive thought.

The brethren of Truro were ably sup-
ported by the citizens generally, and
nothing could surpass the genial hospi-
tality accorded the delegates. Truro
and the Convention will long continue
as a bright spot in the recollections of
those privileged to visit that town.

But far above all pleasing memories
of friendships formed, and encourage-
ments received, is the intense satisfac-
tion we have in recording that God's
power was with the Convention and
wasg manifested in the conversion of
souls. The meetings of the closing day
(Sunday,) were crowded. A meeting
for men only, held at 4 p.m., had an
attendance of over 400, and one of the
papers speaks of it as the largest
religious meeting, for males only, ever
held in Nova Scotia. At tne same hour
a meeting for the mothers, wives and
sisters was held in the Town Hall, when
nearly 300 were present. The farewell
meeting was so crowded that an over-
flow meeting was held in the Baptist
Church, which was also filled.

But the interest has not been confined
to the Convention meetings alone, as
the following letter will prove:

Truro, Aug. 2oth, ’82.
We are having a good time. Scveral young
men have been saved, and the place has been
moved as it has not often been moved hefore I
am specially interested in Boys’ work. We in-
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tend to organize a Boys' Association. Several of
the recently saved ones are working in it, some
who had been very bad boys. The young fellows
who have been saved have come out squarely and
promptly. Last night two of them, who had been
[ very wild, got a third, who hat been a former
companion, and asked him to be a Christian:
he said he would like to be saved, and they took
him into the Reading Room, and getting une on
cither side, began to pray for him. ‘*The Lord
hath done great things for us, whereof we are
glad.”

In looking back we trace all this
