He did not "expeot it, and all: the suppositions
that came out of it, to disappear in a day from
newspapers and roviews, for a popular philo-
sophy did not die at once because it was dis-
credited ; but none. the loss its doom was pro-
nounced and sealed. The time was coming
when men would not believe that man was no
more than a painted coniexture of flesh and
bloo i—could 'not believe it. Why, Professor
Tyndall long ago admitted that it was impos-
sible to pass even in .imagination from molecu-
lar vibrations to a state of consciousness, When
his nerves thrilled in a certsin, way ho saw
color, when they thrilled in a certain other
way he heard sound, when they thrilled in a
certnin other way he felt heat. How was it
that'he.had the power to interpret those mole-
cular vibrations of the nerves, the last thing of
which physiology could tell them, to.mean
divers things? Who was he? An essential
factor in the formation of all sensations, the.
loundation:stone .of all thought. He had the
power of holding sensations themselves.in;the
unity of his consciousness;- of comparing them,

of marking their séneation, of determining the |
loss of those sensations, and, more wonderful |

still, when the sensation was pust, by sn act of
his will he had thé power.to revive it, to call
it back again into consciousness, and while reé-
garding "the former sensation .us something
other than "himecelf,. and 'the prosént sexsation
as something other than the former and gome:
thing other'thian himself, he saw that he Kimi-
self existed, a living, -sentient creature, heces:
sary to all thought, the creator and intérpreter
ofall appearances in congéiousness.

CAMBRIDGE AMD THE MisstoN Fienp—In
spite of the supercilions contempt of some
agnostic Fellows of Colleges for the old super-
stition, and the ill examploof irreligious tutors,
the Christian faith is winning its trinmphs in
Cambridge University.

The only
fitness for foroign work we ventnre to claim is
that we are willing, by the grace of God, to go
where most wanted. Wo would not sook didi-
eulty or dangor for its own snko, but we would
bo ready to incur either where nocossary rathor
than that Christ’s eause should suffor from His
people’s want of zeal, or England cease to be
foremost in Missionary work, We ask that
you will kindly entortain this our prospective
offer, at least by letting us know from time to
timo of such openings as you way think suit-
ablo to us individually, oven of such us might
bo only of & temporury character. We venture
to hope that the Committee will think it worth
while to retain our names and addiesses, and
thoy will no doubt make any further personal
inquivies they may think necessary.

“Them that are meek
shall He guide in judgment, and such as are
gentle shall He learn His way. Aet. 85.” The
arms of Wykeham and the deceased are in the
trefoils of the window.

DIOCESE OF MOOSONEE.

Archdeacon Vincent is route to Albany
via Winnipeg. Mr Vincent is Archdeacon of
of the Diocese of Moosonee which skirts the

_ southern part of Hudson’s Bay and extends
' 500 miles inland, thus representing a consider-
able ares for one diocese. He has to
travel during the year upwards of 1,200 miles
in order to visit all his flock who, although
not great in numbers, are scattered over an
‘immense district. Albany was a mere fort,
and in fact, virtually a Hudson Bay company’s
trading post, as the only white settlers there,
some §ixty in all, are all employed by the
company. The agricnltural facilities of the
surrounding country- are not great, but the
natives .subsist chiefly by hunting the wild
animald and selling the-furs to the company.
The climatical conditions are varied and ex-
tensive. The summer lasts about four months,
and is at times very hot. During the winter
the temperatura averages 50 ©below zero, and
often for six monthe at a stretch there in''no
thaw. The sitow is generally about four feet
deep, and the ice on the lakes of & similar
thickness, The natives comprise -~ Crees,
Esquimaunx, Chippewas and Ojibijewsys, which
together with the English settlers makes a

total of five languages spoken in the diocese.
The Archdencon has regularly to preach in
three languages, but as yet -has not been
brought into contact with the other two. The
work is_entirely with the natives, and is in
reality o mission work, the diocese being sup-
ported- by the Church Missionary Society of
Eogland. The Bible, prayer-book, catechisms
and Pilgrim's Progress have been translated
into the Cree and Ojibijeway tongues. The
last mentioned has been translated by Arch-
deacon Vincent and is at present in. print.
The Indians learn to read the syllable forms in
which the charactors aro. printed  very oasily,
and the great majority of them can now read,
‘By'far’ the majority are Christians, but the
chief objection among those who are heathen to
become christians 1s polygamy. The only

| connection with the outside worid is by means
'] of a single ‘vessel, which males one trip yearly.

‘The settlement depends entirely on this vessel
for its stores, and if she fails to arrive at the
proper time much distress ensues. Wirnnipeg
is the nearest “Canadian settlement to Albany,
bnt the only means of transport between the
two is by canoe. Mail matter is only received
threo times a year, and the nearest post office
is 600 miles distant. In winter the mail is
fotched by Indians with sleigha. Archdeacon
Vincent was ordained by the late Bishop
Anderson, of Rupert's Land, and has been in
the Diocese 31 years. ‘

DIOCESE OF MACKENZIE RIVER.

Mrs. Bompas, wife of the Bishop, accom-
panied by Rev. W. J. Garton and wife, Miss
French and a catechist, have left for the far
north. A short service was held by Rev. A. Ii.

DIOCESE OF ATHABASCA.

We do not gather in the
pence as we should, Looking over- parish re-
gorts, we soe the -respoectable offerings of the

eiterto-do classes, but we miss the free-will
offerings of the humbler members of the Church.
Cun nothing be done to arganize a system of
assessment that will reach to the lowest as well
as to the highest lavel of our Church popula-
tion ? In the Roman Catholic Church the poor
give, und it is a mistake to say they always
give “ grudgingly or of necessity,” The way
in which they bave supported their Church is
to their credit, and should put Protestants to
the blush, Ifit is snid, us wo sometimes hear
it said, that they give from a wrong motive,
what a retort can be made that owr people do
no not give as they should from a right motive,
Should wrong motives be more influential than
right ones? Any person, or committee of per-
sons, who would organize a workable system
gtematic collection of small sums from
the humbler members of the Church, would con-
fer a real boon onthe Churel at large, and would
materially help its financial position,

The Australian Churchman has the following
paagraph :— | .
We have it on very reliable authority that
the Bishopric of Ely was oftered to the Primate
before Liord Alwyne Compton, and was refused
by him. We cannot but regard this as an act
of great self-denial and generosity towards the
Chaurch in Australia. It shows how thoroughly
the Bishop has set his heart in his uphill work
here, and were he to leave u: now it would be
many & long day before Sydnoy found another
man of such broad and sympathetie views, such
brilliant attainments, and such force of charac-
ter in dealing with other men, to fill his place.
Still we do not think the laity of Sydney have
risen to their Bishop 48 they should have done.
They have not responded to his appeals in such
a way a8 to preclude the necessity for impor-
tunity, to-which the Primate has declared he
will never descend, and, we ask our readers, is
it not offering a great insult to the Bishop to
let him entertain for on¢ moment the thought
that collecting money is the most important
work he has to do here? If we wish to kee
such a man among us, we must not act in this

way. '

Is the Empire to bo Christian? One result
of our timorousness as & Christian nation is
avowedly to confirm the heathen in their idola-
tries. It cannot be said that as a nation we
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utilize the power. of the Gospel as we might in
gt*~nthening our Empire. Tolerdnce for pa-
gauisim may. be politie, but it is not the highest
or hest policy.” The Guardian of last weck
contui_necf) a very remarkable posthumous paper
by the late Bishop Steere, in which that saintly
prelate loudly inveighed “against the character
of many * mission natives,” who if.seems stu-
diously acquire all the vices without any of the
redeeming virtues of the Buglish character.
This is probably due to the fact that abroad
Christianity is not specially identified, as it
should be, with the English character, Atany
rato, it is much to be duplored.

Church Bells says:—

... Mr. Osbsrne Morgan's new Cemeteries Bill
is intended to obliternte the last remaining
trace of consecration from our graveyards by
forbidding any line of separation between the

fusing to allow Churchmen to Lave a chapel
spocially set apart for their use.

Wo know that the
Mothodists uso these a8 means to an ond, and
that thoy trust only in Christ for salvation. If
there is o Mothodist who trusts in these rather
than in Christ, he would be a8 hard to ind as a
Churchman who trusts in gowns, crosses, rib-

s bands or genufloctions for salvation,

The Church Guardian, of Nebragka, makes a
suggostion which we commend to some of our
older missions :—

Would it not be well if those parishes of the
Diocese that have roccived aid from the
Missionary tronsury for many years should
decline to be assisted longer in this way? We
feel confident that the effort at selfsupport
would be a groat blessing in securing the in-
crensed activities of the people, and deepening
the spiritual life, Whilo this my be the first
consideration, the stipend which has been con-
tinued for so long & time might be used by the
Bishop to supply the ministrations of the
Church to those places where thers is every
. prospect of a successful work being accomp-

three vacant bishopries in the American Church.
These are Easton, Florida and Missouri, If Dr,
Brooks should decline his election as Assigtant-
Bishop of Pennsylvania, it will leave four va-
caucios to be filled. The dioceses of Raston
and Florida have made clections, but in each
case a declination has followed. This may be
a favorable sign, as showing that the men

to render to God the worship and hénor due
Him. Porhaps So-and-So is poor, but his little
systematic ofterings swell the treasuiy more
than the notes that the rich man drops into
the alms box when he occasionaily appears at

' The Synod of the Diocese, on the evening of
the 2nd day, adopted the report of a special
committee named to draw. up. a resolution of
thanks to Bishop Coxe, for his atte ndance at the
missionary meeting and Synod service. After
referring to the many little good ‘offices of the
Bishop, the report proceeds:—They further
desire to record their high appreciation of the
admirable. addvess to whick it was their
privilege” to listen'at the missionary meeting
and at the open‘ng of the Synod, when in
words of burning zeal and thrilling eloquence
he stirred the hearts of his hearers to greater
self-sacrifico and more active efforts; and also
expounded the wondrous significance of that
sacred name which was first given to the dis-
ciples at Antioch. They feel assured that the
Bishop’s visit to the synod and the words of
loving greeting he addressed to them will
greatly tend to rtrengthen the ties of Christian
followship and good will between the two
apjacent dioceses, and also between the church in
Oanada and her sister church in the United
States, & cementing which the Bishop regarded
as o humble sugury of a general drawing more
closely together of the whole English speak-
ing races.

The opinion of the Chancellor, E. Martin,
respecting the validity of the bonds given for
the payment of the interest of the Episcopal
Endowment Funds is adverse, _

A discussion took place as to the reduction
in grants to certain parishes recommsnded by
the Board; the usual objection, that the sti-
pends of the country clergy are already too
small, being advanced. Ultimately s resolu-
tion introduced by Dr. Mockridge, and second-
od by Rev. H. Carmichael, that that portion of
the report should be referred to the Mission
Committee, to report at the General Meeting of
the Board: in September next, and that no re-
duction be made before the report of the Board
is laid before the Synod, was adopted.

The report of the Episcopal Endowment
Fund Committee shows but poor success in the
special effort made to complete this fand. The
Committes say:—Your Committee regret that
50 little has been realized by the last appeal is-
sued by your committee. Twenty-two parishes
have not replied at all; five parishes replied
that nothing further could be dome, and only
eight parishes have assumed payment of inter-
est on their apportionment of $2,166.50, so that
there remains yet $5,648.10 of the apporiion-
ment of the parishes not yet assumed, or nearly
one-third of the whole amount.

Dr. Mockridge’s motion to amend the Canon
on the Diaconate so as to give Deacons—ac-
cepted and ordained by the Bishop—a right to
sit and vote in Synod, though refusing them the
right of beneficiaries on any of the variousfunds
su%scribed, collected, or held in trust for ‘the
benefit of the clergy, provoked somediscussion,
and finally, on & point of order taken by Mr.
Mason, the question was referred to the .Chan-
cellor for decision, and the Synod adjourned to
the 28th May for his report. .

Lord's Ascension, as recorded
briefly at the end of St. Mark’s Gospel, more at
length in ‘the first cliapter of the Acts of the
Apostles.

The Proper Psalms_add to the series of pro-
phetic anticipations of the Ascension of Christ:
and are remarkable as completing the cycle of
proof how completely every detail of our Lord’s
career on éarth had been pre-ordained by the.
Divine' Providence, and foretold -by the Pro-

hets. The subject of Psalm viil. appears to

e the Exaltation of Humanity in the person
of the Son of Man. “What is man that thou
art mindful of him ?. Thou madest Him lower
than the angels: to crown Him with glory and
honour.” - e

Of Psalm xv. in like manner the subject is
the conditions whereon man shall be exalted
into *Thy Tabernacle”—Thy * Holy Hill "—
the “place whither our Saviour Christ is gone
before,” Psalm xxi. is directly Messianic, and
with xlvii. and eviii. predictive of the Ascen-
sion of the Lord Christ into Heaven. Insome
Medireval (Monastic) Uses, Ps. xcvi. was also
Proper to this day, perhaps because of the
beautiful (ancient) reading in v. 10, Deus reg-
navit ‘a ligno, “God hath reigned from the
Tree,” referring perbaps originally to the wood
of the Ark of the Covenant (1 Sam. v. 3), and
mystically to- the Cross of Christ. (See the
Hymn by St. Venantius Fortunatus, * Vexilla
regis prodeunt,” H. A. M. 96 v. 3.) _

Ascension Day completes the yearly celebra-
tion of the Incarnation of Christ, and is as
marked a feature of it as the Nutivity which is
kept al Christmas, It draws the dividing line

between thé two aspects of the redeeming work |’

of Jesus: that for the past, which is Atone-
ment, that for the future, which is Interces-
sion. The Ascension of Jesus pre-supposes and
implies every part of His life on earth, With-
ont the Incarnation’ could not h=ve been the
Atonement, nor without the Atonement the
Resmrection, nor, again, without the Resur-
rection, this glad and glorious Ascension into
Heaven. Thus our Lord's triumphal Ascen-
sion, rightly understood, tells the story of His
descent into flesh, and the purpose of that des-
cent, and the accomplishment of that purpose,
just as victory implies the conflict, and the ar-
rival the journey.

2. Analogies in Scripture'to the Ascepsion.

““ Remember the account of the carrying sway
of Habakkuk: for if Habakkuk was transport-
ed by the angel, being carried by the bair, of
‘his head, much rather was the Liord of hoth
prophets and angels powerful with His own
strength to mount on & cloud from the Mount

in mind wonders like to this, but reserve thou
the pre-eminence for the Lord, the Worker of
wonders ; for the others were borne up, but He
bears up all things. Remember that Enoch
was translated : but Jesus ascended; romember
that Elias was taken up in a chariot of fire:

3. What is meant Iby‘our Lord sitting at the
‘Right Hand of God? .

“ Why, then, before He ascended into Hea-
ven, wes He not said to sit at the Right Hand
of God, since His Human Nature was alrcady
joined to the Divine Nature: and the Divine
had glory equal with the Father? In the first
place, because, with Christ’s assent, His Huoman
Nature had not yot been glorified. Theh, be-
cause Christ Himself, as God, had majesty
equal to the Father, yet He did not outwardly
display it: [as it is raid] “I am’ a worm, and
no man,” (Ps. xxii. 6)  bearing the form of a
servant,” (Philip ii. 7) still labouring, still
bearing, still contending; and He sits not
down while He is still in combat.” ‘It be-
comes an Emperor to die standing,” as it was
said by one. '

He sits down after the fight; He sits down
after the victory ; He sits who is triumphing;
He sits who reigns. It is not to be overlooked,
as Irenwus had observed, that Mark spoke of
the Session of Christ at the Right Hand of the
Father, which had been passed over by the
other Evangelists, that He might show that
prophecy of David to have been fulfilled in
Him, ‘“The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit thou
upon My Right Hand.”—Maldonatus.

4. The Asceusion of Christ on High ought to
be the type of the spiritual exaltation continually
and permanently worked in Christian souls.

‘“ Adamnan, in Bede, tells, in his discourse of
holy places, from the mouth of a Bishop who
had been there, that in a Church erected in
that place, from whence our Saviour ascended,
there rushed annually in those times a silent

ay, which forced all those it found standing
to fall postrate on the earth. The story may
not be justifiable, yet it is ancient; and it were
to be wished that when we enter into the House
of God, we-needed no wind to blow us upon
our knees, but that falling down by the dejec-
tion of our bodies, we may rise up again by
exaltation of our souls. Besides, let all men
take noties, that he which comes thither, as he
is without preparation, goes away as he was,
without a blessing; and he that prays, ss if
God were not there, when he hath prayed,
shall find Him nowhere. We must enter all
ear, while God speaks to us; all heart and
tongue, whilst we speak to Him; bocause if
the heart go one way, and the tongue another,
by thinking on our gains and lusts, we defile
not the Temple, as Antiochus did, by painting

Unfortunately, the bouquet reachod
London unfit for presentation. The Queen, in
expressing her regret, conveyed to the Hxocu-
tive Commissioner and Lady Tupper her thanks
for the persopal interest .they toolk in the
matter. . . » ,

Already much attention is being attracted in
the Canadian Section by the agricultural mach-
inery now in motion. This is probably thefirst
time that machinery of this nature has been
ghown in motion in England. Large numbers
are also visiting the practical illustration of fish
breeding, which was so highly commended at
the International Fishories Exhibition in 1883.

Among recent additions to the Canadian dis-
play is & large map of the Dominion prepared
under the direction of Mr. Collingwood Schrei-
ber, Chief Eagincer and Goneral Managor of
Canadian Government Railways in operation.
The mzp has been placed in tho Central Gallery,
and forms a4 useful and highly ereditable supple-
ment.to the exhibits. Ln the north annexe an
office has been opened during the pnst few days
for the use of exhibitors. It is already much
used and appreciated.

The Diroctor of the Natural History Depart-
ment of the British Museum has addressed a
communication to the Canadian lixécutive
Commissioner, urging that, in view. of the per-
.maiient interest of many of the specimens illus-
trating the Natural History of Canada, favour-
able consider tion should be given to the Na-
tional Collcctions when disposal is being made
of any specimens not spocially dostined eolso-
where, The value of such & pormanent repre-
gentation of the Natural History of Cunada is
undoubted, and it is to be hoped that it may be
found possible in some measure to comply with
the request.

The first weok of the Colonial and Indian
Exhibition has been one of complete success,
The public have flocked in great numbers, and
the total at the close of the weok on Saturday
was officially returned at 128,077. The num-
bers on Wednesday were 12,137, and on Friday
21,076, The first Wednesday at the Inventions
Exhibition last year was only 8,243, and the
largest previous first Wednesday was in the
Fishories Exhibition—9,198,

ASSOCIATED CHRISTIAN WORK.

Tho principle of association in roligious mat-
- tors is one of the significant and hopeful signs
of the age. No Church or parish can expect
to live without organized efforts to band together
thoso who are pledged to live as the soldiers
and servants of Christ their King. Without
tho adaptation of this principle the Church
would soon bo boreft of her living power.
Socicty would oscape from her control, ed-
ucation be wrested from her grasp, commerce
omancipated from her influence, charity
donied her blessing, amusements flee from hor
presenco, and tho whole social life of men,
" with its varied and tecming interosts, divorced
from hor guiding, purifying and ennobling
power.

Tho principle of associating Christian effort
wrought mightily in the apostolic age and in
the primitive Church: it laid tho foundation
of the brotherhoods, monastic ovders and
roligious societies, which kept religion alive
during tho Dark Ages; it found vigorous
growth in the guilds and corporations for re-
ligion, trade and pleasure in the 13th and 14th
conturies. It asserted itself in a marvellous
and a great work, which God rovived in a
nation whose sons have gone throughout the
world as fishers of mon, and shepherds of lost
souls,

Tho last century in Europe was one of frag-
rant immorality and sin, but under the provi-

- dence of God there was in England a deeply
roligious life working as a purifying element
amidst much corruption.

This %ﬁnciple was insirumental under God
in ostablishing in England the two great
Church Societies—that for the Promotion of
Christinn Xnowledge, and that for the Propa-
oation of the Gospel in Foreign Parts. The
numerous socioties which gave direction to the
present activity of Christian England, owe their
origin to the principlo of associated effort,
which even in the darkest perviod of English
history never completely lost its vitality. The

Men, no less than women, have their
appropriate sphere.  Women have their pecu-
liar'duties, s0 have men; women have their
gpecial gifts for dealing with souls, and 'men
have theirs as well. It is encouraging to
know that the organizing principle bhas a

are Guilds and Confraternities, Unions, Clubs,
Societies and Brotherhoods, in evidence that
the hearts and hands of Christian men must
be engaged in the work of purifying and re-
deeming the world. These various organ-
izations are mostly under episcopal and
pastoral influence. Their aim is to bring the
laity into co-operation with the clergy in good
works, but their real strength lies in the
laity. ‘

So much has been ably said upon this subject
that there is little necessity to enlarge upon it;
but there i3 need to bring forgotten truth to
remembrance and urge men to duties that are
not, realized. _ R

Work is the expression of religious life. If
a man’s heart isreally in the Church he will
ask, “ Lord, what wlit Thou have me to do ?”
If the man be in earnest he must have work.
If the Church does not provide it he will seek
it outside of the Church. It is the business of
‘the Church to welcome the zeal and gifts of
her children, and to regulate and guide them in
full enjoyment. In nothing is the wisdom of
the Church of Rome more evident than in her
power of employing manifold agencies in
many departments of work, from that of the
enthusiastic devotee engaged in the perpetual
adoration of the Blessed Sacrament to the
rustic little Sister of the Poor, who goes -about
the country villages of France gathering bread
and alms for the hungry.

The Church or parish which does not organ-
ized practical work will neither grow through
increased spirituality amongst those who are
its members, nor through accessions from with-
out. Perliminary to its organization the sense
of the need and blessedness of work must some-
how be created. Mere organizations will effect
nothing. Machinery is utterly useless without
the motive power and intelligent direction.
That, too, what has been successful in one
place will no succeed in another, and enthus-
iasm may be killed at the outset by want of
tact, or by obstinate adherence to ideals that
have never been tried, or to measures that have
failed,

We never knew of a Church or congregation
that suffered because its members did too much
work for the Lord Jesus Christ's sake within
or without their own parochial borders. Co-
operation, mutnal connsel, sympathy and
prayers are always and everywhere vital to
true religion amongst Christian men. what-
ever names they bear and however they may
differ in polity and historical traditions.

We simﬁly urge upon the Churchmen of
Honolulu the necessity of associated effort to
extend the blessed influences of Christian work
and worship; by meeting for counsel and
mutual improvement; by the circulating: of
books and papers on subjects of interest affect-
ing the work and condition of the Church; by
extending frendly intercourse with neighbors,
strangers, and especially young men, with the

aim of promoting true Teligion ‘and. ‘encourag-
ing to temperate and godly living through the
influence of good example:.and by performing
all such pious aud charitable works as they
may liave opportunity of nndertaking under
the guidance of the clergy.. = - .

2 character ‘we ‘Sink down' contentedly -to a
gelfish religion, degrading to the Church of
Christ. Without it, services and sacraments
become cold and formal, the Christian armor
rusts, the Christian arty are mislaid and lost,
and “the' slothfil servant says “ Lord, Lord,”
bat will'-not and-can not “do the .things which
He says."—Anglican Church Chronicle Hopoluly.

“ THAT THEY ALL MAY BE ONE.”

The Church of Christ was 8nd is intended to
be for the perfeet unity and brotherhood of
mankind, both outwardly and'inwardly; it is
designed and constituted to be the means of
uniting all men in' & new and divino unity ; so
that all the disciples of .the Lord Jesus may be
“perfectly joined logether,” having “no divi-
gions among them. The Apostle says, “no
divisions;” so that the last prayer of our dy-
ing Saviour may be perfectly fulfilled, ‘‘that
they all may be One, as Thou, Father, art in
Me, and I in Theé; that they also may be One
in us; that the world may believe that Thou
hast gent Me.” TFor the constitution and for

‘the preservation of this unity, most surely our

Lord has given and ordained all the means and
bonds which are nécessary. The only duty
left o us in the matter is, to endeavor with all
earnestness to keep that unity which is already
thus established for us. The only way in which
we may ever hope that unity may be once more
restored to.the Church is by returning to those
means and bonds of unity which the Lord has
ordained for us, NOT by our trying to invent new
means or new bonds of unity for ourselves, which
are merely human' efforts, which soon fail of

their end and come to nothing. Nothing,
therefore, is of more urgent necessity, in the
present day of religious division, than that we
should consider with the utmost concern what
are the means and bonds of Christian unity
which are divinely given us. These are enu-
merated in several places in the New Testa-
ment ; for instance of the primitive Believers
it is written that they continued steadfastly in
the Apostles’ Doctrine and Fellowship, and in
Breaking of Bread, and in Prayers. Here are
four of the most fundamental prineiples, and
means, and bonds of Christian unity; apart
from which Christian unity does not exist.
Then St. Paul gives us seven most fundamental
principles and bonds of unity in these words:
“ There is One Body, and One Spirit, even 28
ye are called in One Hope of your calling, One
Lord, One Faith, One Baptism, One God and
Father of all.” As it is also written, *“By One
Spirit are we all baptized into One Body."
And another elementary principle and bond of
Christian unity is divinely given us in Heb.
xii. 17, which is this: “Obey them that have
the rule over you, for they watch for your
gouls; ” which is the principle of obedience to
one spiritual ruler. Now, for our present pur-
pose; it is sufficient that we should collect, out
of these fundamental principles of the Christian
religion, that provision which is made for
unity of public worship in the Church of
Christ. For unity of public worship is the
daily practical fruit of all principles of unity.
To be djsunited in public worship must ever be
one of the most unhappy marks of the loss of
unity that can exist. Surely, if we had to
begin all thinga afresh, if we wished %o unite a
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‘eople together, our very first concern' would
_'gp to upite them together continually in dets of
‘public'worship. . This is tanght us even by the

', principles of ‘naturgl religion. 'We need no
“revelation to conyinee us of the propriety and

duty and advantage of unity in public worship.
What heathén nation or tribe ‘is there ipon the
face of the earth which is not united together
in its‘acts of public worship? ..~ = = ..

, Again, among the injunctions God ordained
for the unity. of His'people of old, how very
strongly marked .do we see this unity in pub-
lic worship; what absolute laws repeated over
atid. over again were given for .this very pur-

pose. ““Take heed 'to thyself that thou offer|

not thy burnt offerings in_every placé that thou
seest; but in the place which the Lord, thy
God shall choose in one of thy'tribes.” * And in
the sixtéenth chapter ¢f Denteronomy the same
law is repeited five times. SO that the Psalm-
ist, understanding  this essential means and
bond of unity, writes,”in the 122nd . Psalm:
“ Jerusalem is built asa city that is at unity.
in itself: for thither the tribes go up, even the
tribes of the Lord, to testify unto Israsl, and to
give thanks unto the name of the Lord.” That,
therefore, which even natural religion teaches,
that .which the constitution of the Jewish.
" Church so eminently sanctioned and provided
for, unity in pubdlic worship, the Christian reli-
gion must surely. lead us to fulfil in the most
perfect form possible. 'What are the means
. and bonds, then, which are now divinely or-
dained for 'us for this end ? First'of all, by
One Baptism we are all baptized by One Spirit

into One Body, even into the Mystical Body of|

Christ. Being baptized, we are, “‘the Body of
Christ, and Members in particular,” i.e., one by
one. By this Holy Sacrament, therefore, or-
dained for this ‘end by Christ Himself, the Di.
vine Hoad of 'thé Body, we are all formed into
One Holy Brotherhood, One New Society, the’
New Jerusalem, ‘“the Church of the Living
God.” Next, in this Holy Society or Commu-
nion there are * the Ministeis of God and the
Stewards of tho Mysteries of Christ,” duly ap-
pointed, set'ovor the peeple in the Lord. And
the divine precept is, that we should all. obey
the spiritual Ruler. And as we may say that
the very highest object of the formation of the
Church of Christ is to call us together out of
the world to worship God in the Name of the
Lord Jesus Christ, it is plain that these two
principles alone are sufficient to keep us toge-
ther in one new Body in the unity of common
worship. For if we presume to offer worship
to God apart from thope fundamental laws
which God has laid upon us, we can have no
marnner of lawful assurance that He will accept
such self-appointed.—Irish Ecclesiastical Ga-
zette,

EDITORIAL NOTES.

—

Tae cable brings us the welcome informa-
tion that on the 24th May the House of Lords,
by & vote of 149 to 127, rejected the second
reading of the bill legalizing marriage with. a
deceased wife's sister. Nineteen Bishops voted
with the majority In view of the persistent
and extraordinary efforts made to have this
dangerous bill passed, it is cause for devout
thankiuluess on the part of Churchmen to find
it again rejected. The Earl Beauchamp, in a
most effective expose of Prof. Wainwright's in-
accuracies, published in the Church Review for
April, 1886, makes the following statement as
to the origin of the agitation in' question -and
the expenditure connected therewith:—

“The triath of the English agitation of the
question.is that Mr. Henry Sykes Thornton
some forty years ago contracted an alliance of

this kind. - He was a banker of great wealth,
which he lavished in promoting a fictitions

semblance of ‘public opinion in favor of a

-é'h‘az':g'é‘jh the law, Popular prejudice was 'in-

voked. “Dissenters of no’great learning were
persuaded that the whole liw' of the subject
wasg to. be found ' in the English trapslation of
Leviticus xviii. 18.  Amiable people were in-
duced to0 think that the ‘¢hange would be to the
interest 0f the poorerclasses. ' Newspapers
(were,hén_{{ily bribed by copious advertisements.
An astiite secretary (now dead), who had him-
self broken ‘the law, was omployed: by Mr.
Thornton to carry on the campaign of artifice,
and it was stated in the newspapers at the time
of ' Mr. Thoriiton’s death that '£250,000 had
been spent in furtherance of this object.”

' We note with extreme regret that the
Prince of Wales still lends the weight of bis
-position, influence and vote to the prqmotefs
of the bill for legalizing marriage with a- de-
ceased wife's sister, and that the Duke of Con-
naught is also reported as in favor of the move-
ment, 'In,,re_agmd_-_;to the Prince’s action, Earl
Beauchamp, in the.same letter, says:—

“The wealthy, organization, with its lavish
expenditure, could tot fail of producing some

‘effect,"and in an uthappy moment the Prince

of Wiles was induced to advocate the change.

“The German relutions of the royal family
of England would lead them to look with in-
dulgence on such matters; but the action of the
Prince of Wales has provoked an inquiry into
foreign laws of marriage and their conse-
quences, ~ It has been found that wherever
this particulur infraction of the primeval law
of Christian marringe has been permitted,
great laxity as'to othor degrees, both of “affin-
ity and kindred, prevails, and divorces swell
ip numbers.” I admit, however, that in those
Australian colonies - where the law has been but
recently altered the virus has not yet had time
to develop its baneful influence.

“It is impossible to invade, in one particu-
lar, the danctity of marriage and the doctrine
of the twain being.one flesh without serious.in-
jury to the rest of the law. Froquent divorce,
tolerations of unions between relutions near in
blood, such as uncles and nieces, have invavi-
ably in due time followed permission to marry
a wife's sister, and the laws of some American
States (notably those of New York) present
illustrations of this truth,”

‘Tag CuuroE ExierATION SocIETY, formed in
London, Eng., for the purpose of promoting for
the Home and Colonial Churches a CENTRAL
EmiaraTION ASS0oIATION, undertaking the
temporal care of Emigrants to all the Colonies,
is one that is destined to. exercise a largo and
increasing influence for good, as well to State
as Church. The peculiar featare of the Society
is the bringing of the Parochial Clergy in Eng-
land into direct communication with the Colo-
nial Clergy, so that by their co-operation, Emi-
grants of the proper qualifications may be di-
rected to any Colony or -parish in a colony
where there are openings for them; by this
meaps the temporal care of the Emigrants will
be secured, and the Church in the Colonies will
be strengthened by the accession of an increased

number of members, The importance in the
interests of Emigration and Immigration of

such co-operation cannot be too strongly im-
pre:sed on members of the Church at home and
abroad; and it is confidently hoped that the
support accorded to thu Saciety will be widely
extonded, so that the following objects aimed at
by it may be successfully carried:out :—

- L—To supply intending Emigrants with full
and reliable, information; and:the advico of
competent and experienced :persons who have
resided in the different colonies.

IL.—To arrange for Emigrants’, passages in
the best ships, to provide houses of reception at
the ports of embarcation, and, in the case of
single women, the care of matrons during the
voyage.

III.—To assist deserving Emigrants by grants
towards their pnssages and outfit, or by ad-
vances by way of loan, on the approved security
of their friends in'England.

IV.—To aid in establishing émigration clubs
whore desired, and to disseminate information
by the delivery of lectures on the colonies.

V.—To organise ladies’ associations for mak-
ing clothing for women and children for gratu-
itous distribution to deserving cases.

VI.—To advocate and promote the settling
of Emigrants in villages.

VIIL—To undertake the placing of gentle-
men's sons a8 pupils with trustworthy and re-
spectable farmers in the colonies, or the United
States if desired.

~ Bishop Caldwell’s report of the
religious examination of the pupils
bf ‘the. College in “Tuticorin .states
that the institution hias grown, and
now fills'an'important place in the
country. ‘genejally. 'The College
department comprises 30 students,
of whom 26 are Christians; 4 ave
non-Chrjstians. - The High Sehool
department has 78 “students,. of
whom 57 are Christians; 21, are
non-Christians. The Middie School
has 55, of whom 37 are Christians,
and 18 non-Christians, The Nor-
mal School has 15 students, all
Christians; and there is attnched
10 it a Practising School, with 30
Christians and 50 non-Christian
pupils.  Sawyerpooram  Middle
School contains 104 pupils, of
whom 69 are Christians. This in-
stitution is useful as preparatory
to Tuticorin, There are 22 mas-
ters in all, The religious cxamin-
ation was very satisfactory. The
stndents, though so much engross-
ed in thoir preparation for secular
exuminations, had learned their
Scripture lessons very thoroughly.
The Bishop was best pleased with
the younger classes ; they, having
no University examination before
them, could give more time and
attention to Seripture. - The non-
Christian hoys attended the various
Scripture lessons, and weore tanght
in nearly the same way as the
Christians, showing no reluctance
to learn anything that thoy were
taught.  Three students, who had
been brought up as Hindus, were
baptized in the course of the year.

St. John’s Novmal School for
Girls at Nazareth, Tinnevelly, was
ipspocted on February 24th and
25th by Mups, Brandor, the Inspec-
tross of Girls' Schools, The school
was founded in 1840 by Mrs. Cacm-
morer, and has been a boarding
school for forty-five years. Since
1878 girls have been examined for
tonchers’ cortificatos, und in eight
yours forty-six -have been success-
ful. Thoy are examined in Eng-
ligsh, Tumil and mathemutics, also
ir school management and needle-
work. Tho fact of the examina-
tion being conducted by a lady in-
spectress will be a great incentive
to female education. The study of
English by girls has always been a
strong point in the Nazaroth Mis-
fion, The inspectress, Mrs, Bran-
dor, was visited by many of the
mothers and relatives of the pupils,
and in the evening she witnessed
the drill and action songs. The
children in the practising school
connected with the training school
sro taught to make necklaces of
glass bends, to plait small baskets,
to mark in colored thread the Ta-
mil alphabet on strips of palmyra
lenves, and to work pictures on
cards, N

Among the signs of progress of
the Church Missionary Society in
Tinnevelly, there are several in-
stances mentioned in which Devil
Toemples havo becoma, Churches.
A catechist who is a convert from
henthenism was sent to evangelize
a distriet in which there were as
yet no Christinns, He has been

ployed to teach"the people who are '

under-Christian- instruction. One
of these churches has_-béen en-
larged; but will not contgin more
than half the peoplo that-erowd to
the service, The.

our own part we fail to see thit
¢ven the most violent rupture of
converts from heathenism-can bo
reasonably twisied into-an argu-
ment againgt the efficacy of any
Missionary ‘body. If the Tinne-
velly Missions are rent with caste
troubles, it only shows that the
Gospel presched there is a real
power, .and onewsgwhich turns the
world upside down as it did in the
days of old. St. Paul had his caste

troubles in Galatia and elsewhere. |

These nearly wrecked the infant
Church, but the very acuteuness of
the crisis, instead of condemning
the: Apostle, stands forth for all
time as proof positive thathis worlk
had not been scamped.

A Diocesan Conference was held
at Madras on March 3rd and the
two following days. The subjects
of discussion were the duty of
Churchmen to promote Church ex-
tension, on which the Archdeacon
of Colombo was invited to read a
poaper; the relation of the Euro-
pean to the native portion of the
Church in India, and the Diocesan
control of the Missionary work of
the Church in relation to Mission-
ary Societies; also marriage cus-
toms, temperance, preaching. The
Conference was largoly attended by
the native clergy.

On February 21st the Bishop of
Madras preached at Cuddalore, the
Rev. S. Pakinathan translating the
sermon inte Tamil. Afterwards
the Bishop was counducted to the
belfry, where the leading members
of the congregation were assem-
bled, and, amid the singing of
sacred songs and the playing of
native and Buropean instruments
of music, he was bedecked with
garlands of choice flowers.

The letters patent constituting
the See of Colombo in 1845 begin
by reciting those issued for the See
of Madras in 1830, which define the
jurisdiction of the Iatter as includ-
ing our territories within the island
of Ceylon. Thoy then state that
the Dioccse of Madras is too exten-
sive for the Bishop thereof to per-
form all his duties efficiently with-
out endangering his health. The
territories of Ceylon are, therefore,
orected into & Bishop's See to be

called the Bishopric of Colombo.

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The Bishop of Colombo. is to be
subordinate to the Bishop- of Cal-
cutta, in the same ,way as a Bishop’
of the Province of Canterbury is,
ander the authority. of the Archie-
piscopal See of Canterbury., He is’
to take an oath-of due obedience to
his Metropoliten. - The Archbishop:
of Canterbury is commanded to
consecrate James Chapman, who'is
nominated first bishop of the See.

successor to admit persons to holy’
orders, and the conditions of such
admission sre defined. .He is fur-
ther empowered to exercise juris-
diction and to grant licenses to of-
ficiate o all ministers and chap-
lains, and to visit them with zll
manner of jurisdiction, power and
coevsion ecclesiastical, to adminis-
ter oaths and to punish by depriv-
ation, suspension and censure. He |
is also empowered to found Arch-
deaconries within his diocese, who
ghall act as his commissaries. Dur-
ing a vacancy in the See jurisdic-
tion is to be exercised by the Bishop
of Calcutta, or if Calcutta is vacant
by the Archdeacon of Colombo, or
by two clergymen nominated by
the Governor. The Court of Dir-
ectors of the East India Company
and all their suhordinates are. en-
joined to render assistance to the
Bishop in the execcution of the
above duties, especially in his judi-
cial proceedings. Appeal against
a sentence in the Diocesan Court is
allowed to the Bishop of Calcutta,
if lodged within fifteen days. The
Supreme Court of judicature in Cey-
lon may interfere by writ of pro-
hibition or mandamus, as is dono
by the ueen's Bench at Westmin-
ster. The Bighop, is to have no
jurisdiction in matters which are
cognizable in the Supreme Court,
nor in causes testamentary or mat-
rimouial, but only for the correc-
tion of clerks. The Bishop is con-
stituted a body corporate with
ower to purchase manors and
Jands, and is to use a corporate
seal, Ho may resign his See byan
instrument under his hand and geal
delivered to the Bishop of Calcnita,
The institution of the See of Col-
ombo was a precedent for the erec.
