The cure, already robed for
mass, was thrust rudely aside by the Uhluns,
and knelt down in a corner, praying fervently,
while the commanding officer of the traop of
avengers went and stood on the steps of the
altar, There, in o loud, ringing voice, which
was heard over the whole churely, he apnounced
the tribute of blood which the clemency as he
expressed it, of his superiors would alone exact
for the murder of the colonel.

The grand jury presentments made
under the act in cases of murder, &c., through which
claims for damages on behalf of relatives are levied
from the countics where the outrages were com-
mitted, have only been introduced during the year
in a dozen cases.  The greatest number of claims
were in Tipperary, the next highest Leing West
meath.

Tuz Inisa NATIONALISTS AND THE WESTMEATI DEBATE.
—The depate on the Westmeath bill affords a topic
for some sharp comimnents in the Irish journals, The
Freeman cxpresses bitter disappointment that not
even a dozen Irish members were found to oppose
the Government. The frésiman finds consolation
in the reflection that it will assist the cause of
Fenianism by refuting the arguments—which the
advocate sof Irish independence sometimes had to
encounter—that England had repented of ler
misgovernment for seven centuries, and was dis-
posed to treat Ireland in a just and generous spirit.

More Evictioxs—Referring to the impending
eviction of & number of tenants at Mullagh, Co.
Meath, the Rey. Mr, Kempston, Protestant rector of
the pavish, writes in the following terms, creditable
alike to the people of whom lie speaks and to him-
gelf. If the resident gentry all entertained the same
feelings as  this good clergyman for their poor
neighlbours, how soon we “should hear the last of
Cocreton Bills:—¢ There is not in Treland a more
peaccable or orderly peasantry than those in this
neighbowrhood, amongst whom it huas been my
happy lot to reside for the Iast 10 years. A more
industrions class than the tenant-farmers here, who
are winler notice of ¢jectment, I venture to assert
could not be found in any country; and yet thesc
tenants with theiv families are about to be  tumed
from their homes before my very eyes to make way
for cattle to be futtened for the English market.
My own glebe-house and land are situnted in the
very centre of their small farms, and from proximity
and the mutual kind and neighbowly feeling which
has subsisted between us, Iam in full possession
of the facts, 1t is not for non-payment of rent they
are about to be turned out—not for exhausting tlhe
land, nov for allowing it to run te waste—not for
misconduct, or being in any sense bad tenants—
that they ave thus about to be sent advift, To my
own knowledge they have always paid their rents to
the day ; they are continually improving their land
by cultivating and richly manuring ; and their Lives
are orderly and industrious.  The real cause of their
ejectment is, I foar, that thivst for land which s
wradually depopulating our country. The tenants
have oftered an increase of rent, or whatever value
two arbitrators sct upon their farms, but to no avail”

State or Trwreerarv.—The state of Tpperury, as
evidenced by the Baronial sessions, just terminated,
hats been remarkably tranguil and free from agrarian
crime, during the past six months. The Fiscal
Quurt estimates the entive extent of malicions injurjes
perpetrated throughert the whole county at some
£30 sterling.  This presents a very favourable con-
trast to the last retwrns whichk were exceptionally
heavy, nearly £1000, having then been allowed as
compensation for agrarian offences.

Jouy Martis's Secoxp  SeeecH. — We  (Catholic
Times) were unable in our Iater editions of last
week to give fully the splendid speceh delivered by
the member for Meath,  We now subjein it, so that
all may have the oration complete :—

On the order for the day on the adjourncd debate
on the amendment on second reading, Mr. J. Martin
resumed his speech. The hon. gentleman said—

In page 91, question
2355, Mr. Seed makes several vemarks in respect ‘to
the manner in which, according to his judgment, jury
pancls were constituted in Ircland, and e gives
his advice to the Government as to how they should
be sclected and framed. But I shall not stop fo
discuss here Mr, Sced’s theory of jurics. I shall go
on at once to the imputation which he has cast
upon two of my constituents—namely, the sheriff
and sub-sherift of the county of Meath, Mr., Seed
said, amongst other things—4“ A class of jurors will
be found on all the pancls of petty jurors in Ire-
land, a5 now constituted, who are wholly unfit to be
entrusted with the trial of any prisoner for an agm-
rian crime.  The formation of the petty jury panel
is now entirely at the discretion of the sub-sheriff,
who is often the friend of and influenced by the
attorney for the prisoncrs” He goes on to way,
# Now, it may be said that by adopting the latter
measure of suspending trial by jury in certain cases
the people will be deprived of their constitutional
right, but it would not do s0 onc whit. more than
the suspension of the Habeas Corpus Act,” in which
I entively agree with him; and he goes on to say it
would never do to do the same as was done with
regard to the north of Ireland. “It would be
dangerous to risk it there, and would furnish good
ground of complaint that the innocent were made to
suffer with the guilty” The same gentleman went
on to state, “1think that the state of the petty
Jury pancls in Ireland at this moment is perfectly
frightful ; it is utterly absurd at present, in my
opinion, tn cxpect that justice can Dbe effectually
administered if the petty jury panels are not

amended. Now, for instance, take the juwy em-|

SL’S‘PICIOL‘S_DL'ATH oF AN Hemess. — On Friday
morning an inquest was held in Essex street, Strand,
London, on the body of Miss Louisa Johnson, aged
15 years, snid to be an heiress who was entitled to
£10,000.  Mrs. Jane Upward, 4 Thanet-pluce, Strand,
& widow, said that on Friday fortnight the deceased
was brought to lier house in a cart by her mother
and brother.  She was in a most deplorable plight,
futigued, badly clothed, ill, and ate food ravenonsly.
Wituess was told it was necessary for the girl to live
near King's College Hospital until she got into the
Brompton Hospital. The next day Mr. Williams
called, and agreed to pay two puineas a weck for
her, but he utterwards shirked it.  He did senid her
a bottle of wine, but her mother called and drank
half of it, She then went over to the bed upon
whichi the deceased was Iying, and used very extra-
ordinary language, anticipating the girl's denth.—
The girl died last Tuesday. Mr. John Mitchell, o
farmer, living at Ponder's End, said that the Johnson
family, consisting of the mother and fuur children,
livedd at Lincoln-road, Ponder's Bnd. He had seen
the deceased in Jannary last. They went upstairs
and burst open the door of a voom, and they brouglht
the decensed downstairs. She was quite  dirty,
looked thin, and was nearly naked.  Mrs, Johnson
said, “We are in a dreadful state. Mr. Williams
will give us no money” The relieving officer said
that it was not a case for him.  Witness and several
of the neighbors assisted the fumily. Mrs. Mary
Johuson examined by the Coroner—Are yon mar-
ried?

Exrraonprsany Discovery or a Forgorrex Mow-
pEr.—At the Merthyr Police Court, on Saturday,
seven persons were charged with being concerned
in the murder of Thomas Davies, a collier, at
Llwydoed, Aberdare, on the 16th of April, 1867 —
The names of the persons charged were—John Price,
mason, Cynon-row ; James Davies, miner, Miners'-
row; Thomas Davies, blacksmith, Morin-place ;
Dan Evans, miner, Miners-row ; John Rogers,
miner, Hill-top ; Benjamin Phillips, miner, Horeh
terraco—nll of Llwydocd; and Mary Ann Price,
widew, Stug-street, Aberdare. Tt appears that on
the 16th of April, 1867, portions of a maw’s clothes
were found near an old mine, These wererecogniz-
cd as those worn by Thomas Davics, who had not
returned to his home from the Aberdaro fair, held
the day previous. Information was pgiven to the
police, and a rigid search followed.  The Loarding
which protected the mouth of an unworked mine
was removed, and  ultimately the body of the miss-
ing man was discovered at the bottom of the shafl,
and upon examination, it revealed traces of foul
play. It was at once concluded thut the poor man
had been bratally murdered, and the perpetrators of
the shocking act, fearing detection, had afterwards
disposcd of the body by throwing it down the mine.
Although the police were indefatigable in their ex-
ertions no renl clue could be vbtained, and not a few
were at last disposed to advance the theory that the
deceased, after partially undressing in a drunken fit
threw himself down the shaft.  Such an iden, how-
cver, was preposterous, as, apart from the unmis-
takalle mnarks of violence ahout the unfortunate
man's head, the facts of the hoards which covered
the month of the shaft having been properly replac-
ed at once precluded the possibility of sueh an act
being committed, The excitement in the case died
mway after a while, and little more was thought of
it until two years since, when Anne Greenslude, an
old ¢ fortunc-teller,” was sent for by the friends of,
one of the prisoners, and they “ confessed” to her,
but until recently the old confessor seems to have
kept matters uncommonly close.  Lately, however,
she Tias been in no way reserved, but has speken
freely on the subject, as also has another woman,
Jeanvtte Benles, who now comes forward and
solemnly swenus to Price’s participation in the mur-
der. In couscquence of their declarations having
come to the ears of Mr. Supt. Thomes, steps were
taken for the apprehension of all parties spoken of.
The seven mentioned above were brought up on
Saturday. Ann Greenslade, the fortunc-teller, said
—James Davics confessed, by saying that he did not
intend going to the fair on the following Fridny,
adding, “for fenr my brother-in-law will draw me
into the same trouble as he did two years ago.—
His mother wags there, and made an_answer to her
son's statement, saying divectly, “T wish I could
see my son-in-law brought home on deal boards,
because he should not draw him into the same
trouble. I would willingly take her and the child
and maintain them,” And the mother and son said
that Price and the son-in-law were the ones who
took him (deceased) and threw him into the pit
head foremost. (Sensation.) James Davies said
that his brother-in-law had drawn him into it, and
that Price and Dan Evans took down the boards
(which covered the pit's mouth) and put them up
again, James Davies said, “71 had nothing to do
with the murder of him, only I wasamongst the
number, I know nothing about any of the other
prisoners.” Some further evidence having been
given, the bench, after some consideration, remarked
that there wns nothing to implicate five of the
prisoners, who were therenpon discharged, but John
Price and James Davies were remanded for a weck,
bail being refused. .

It js—its manners, patois, rude prejudices, and grovel-
ling passions. No doubt, there are various reasons
for this difference, but one of them is that French
Cominunism has aiready done its worst - with the
conntry. It has fouled that nest. It has divided
and sub-divided indefinitely that which it naturally
exprcted to command. It has filled the country
with a worse than pauper race of men, rooted lke
their own trees, looking down to the ground like
their own cattle, occupied in small quarrels avising
out of small hopes and igneble fears. The French
village deserves the contempt of the Purisian Com-
munist. Ttis a peity, slovenly, quarrclsome, nnd
very sordid place.  But it owes half its barbarism
to Puris, which has suppressed the natural develop-
ment of the country for the sake of ideas supposed
to be favourable to the glory of the nation—that is,
of Paris. If ever the memomble request to be et
alone had a just application, it applics in dae pro-
portion to country life. Of course nothing can be
left quite alone, and certainly the rral life of
France has always stood in need of legislution as
much us the towns ; but no legislation can answer
unless it take into acconnt the mature and laws of
the material—the habits and ways of those logis-
lated for., The legislation which begun in 1789
proceeded upon the contrary plan  of  uiterly
changing the country by subverting its natural or-
der and destroying its chavacteristic featuves, It
might be that the Revolution did, after all but given
final form and effect to long-cherished peenliaritios
of the Gullic character, but it was nevertheless, a
distinct and definite work, professing to be a new
basis, und fully cntitled to be reganded. 1t made
its mark on the country even more than on the
towns ; and that it did so we liave a signal proof in
the determination of the Parisian Communists that
the country should have no voice whatever in the
government ot France, People are said to hate
those they bave injured; and it is not less drue
that if they have erushed anybody altogether, they
will not sclect him for an associate or a collengue,—
In England, the conntry—that is, the land and vural
life—Las been comparatively let alone, [t has been
legislated for by pevsons well avquainted with it
and deeply interested in it Countrv life is still
primitive, natural, and in singular accordaner with
the English character, The consequence is that
the population of enr citics and towns, for the most
part immigrants, or the near descendants of inmi-
grants, front rural districts, keep up an wdying love
for the country, and a respect for the country, and a
desire to get back to it some day, themselves or
their children, 11 their means at all adisit of it, they
strugrle hard to combine the two in their residence,
or in their property and their plans of life, Rich and
poor dream of the country, 1f the rich do it, we
must excuse the poor, even thongh their ambition
must often be beyond the seale of reasonable expue-
tation.— Times,

Arcumsitor Maxyive.—Henry Edward Manning,
D.D., Archbishop of Westminster, and successor to
Cardinal Wiseman is in his 62nd year., His (irnce
is in every aspect onc of the most distingnished pre-
fates in the Catholic Churelh. Gifted with rare
powcers of mind, ndorned with acquirements as ex-
tensive as they arve unrivaled, simple as the tender-

‘est child that hangs upon his words, the Archbishop

of Westminster stands almost alone in maontal type
and personal character. A scholar, whose research
and accurucy have been keenly tested, a thinker
whose speculations have been cexamined with un-
sparing criticism, a social reformer, whese action has
been whole-hearted and carnest as the man himsclf,
he has won without effort the applause of the
learned, and retained without appeal the sympathies
of the crowd. Clear as his transparent style in his
whole career; and though he did that which ever
touches the Lnglish people to provocation, yet he
defied their censure, and never ceascil to enjoy their
respect.  His efforts in the canse of sobricty bave
been unceasing and personal. He has come upon
the platform face to face with his countrymen, and
lias spoken unpleasant truth and Keon reproach with
his own forbearing genevosity,  As a preacher he is
distinguished for grave dignity, simple expression,
cogent reasoning and holy illustration. He seciny
to speak without effort, but it is becnuse he has
thought out the matter prtiently, cautiously, can-
didly; and then resolved his plan. His counten-
ance is singularly cxpressive, his voice clear and

searching. Hc is heard with attention for his
gifts and remembered with  fidelity for his
truth. The Archbishop’s father was a London

merchant and a member of Parlinment.  Te
sent his son to Harrow school and from thence
to Baliol College, Oxford. In 1830, he took
his degree of A. B, with honers in the first
class ; and soon after won a Fellowship. Al-
nost immédiately he was sclected as one of, the
University preachers—a promotion of pecuniary ad-
vantage, but of great colleginte distinction. He
gave up his fellowship in 1834, when he was op-
pointed to thé vicarage of Lavington and LafTham,
in SvL.ex, Six yenrs later he was named Arch-
dleacon of Chichester, a wvery valunble office, to
which was attached a stipend of about £1,600 a
year. For cleven years he remnined in this prefer-
ment, well knawn a5 an active worker, a decp and
subtle thinker, a ready and earncst prencher. At
the end of cleven years, and twenty-one years from
his ordination, he left the Protestant communion
and joined the Catholic Church. He lost his in-
come a8 & Protestant dignitary, he swept away his
reputation as a Protestant thinker, and he challenged
the hostility of the Protestant Church. © Consterna-
tion is & weak word by which to describe the panic
that followed his conversion ; and when he became
a pricst the disappointment of his friends was un-
speakable. He became superior of an ecclesiastical
congregation at Bayswater, known as the Oblates of
Saint Charles Borromeo. The degree of Doctor of

Divinity was conferred while on & visit to Rome;,
and he was further honoréd by being appointed to
the office of Provost of the Archdiocese of West-
minster, Prothonotary Apostolic and Domestic Pre-
late to his Holingss the Pope.  For fourtcen years
he continued to discharge the high dufies of his
office, and in June, 64, on the ever-to-be-lamented
death of Cardinal: Wiseman, he was appointed Arch-

bishop of the diocese. While in the Protestant
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Church, Avchbishop Manning wrote several sermons
and other thectemienl works. The most notable
were~* Rute of Faith, & Sermon with Appendix ;™
¥ Holy Baptism, witl introduction  a trentise on
the © Unity ot the Church " “ Sermons at the Uai-
versity of Oxford ;" and “Thoughts for those that
Mourn! The first work he published subsequent
to his conversion was entitled " Lectures on the
Grounds of Faith! ‘They are worth the patient
considerntion and frequent consultation of all men,
In 1860 e wrote a phamplet on the % Temporal
Sovercignty of the Pope, ” o splendid statement of
Catholic  vicws, supported by irrefragible argu-
ment,  Four years later he published a sermon en-
titled “ Blessed Sucrament, the Centre of Inscrutable
Truth ;" a Letter, © Working of the Holy Spirit ;" and
in the following yenr, “ Temporal Mission of the Holy
Spivit.”  Pastornls and letters he has also published
all characterised by great width and depth, all

brightened with the noblest observances of Chris-
tian charity. The Archbishop's recent works and
life are too well kuown to our readers to nccessitate

our speaking of them here.  Iow courngeously he
has fought for rightand truth against usurpation and
falschood ; ow brillinntly he has explained the re-

sults of the dogmi; how he has confuted all op-

ponents and strengthened all adberents, necd not be

told. These and all the benefactions te mankind
which have made his life pure and beautiful, will
be remembered by the Catholic world as long as
righteousness shall be held in honor,

IoxaTics BotucsT, By the Grace of God and of the
Apostolic Sce, Bishop of Montreal, Assisting
at the Pontifical Throne.

To the Parish Priest and Faithful of the Parisk of = * *
Ilealth and Benediction tn Our Lord,

It is for Us, Dear Brethren, a great happi-
ness to be able to-day to inform you that We
-are about to visit your parish. On account of
Our long absence {rom the Diocess it is some
time since We bave been able to cnjoy this
consolation ; and We yearn to be amongst you,
te distribute to you the abundant graces of our
holy Ministry and to muke you share at the
same time in these heavenly gifts which We
have carned for you whilst ussisting at the
Holy Couneil of the Vatican.

Time, and the narrow limits which the na-
ture of this Mandement prescribe, do not per-
mit Us here to tell you all that Our heart fecls
at the mere thought that soon We shall be
amengst you to bless you in the nume of the
Lord Jesus, who of old visited this valley of
tears to shed with divine profusion the gifts of
His love :—Pertransiit benefucicndo, et sanan-
“do, ommes. (Act 10, 38.)

We will then content Qursclves with com-
municating to you the ardent wish which in
the interior of Qur soul We form, and which
.day and night We cease not to present to
heaven. That desire is that you all Dear
Brethren be filled with the Holy Ghost,
‘adorned with His divine gifts, and fed with
His delicious fruits, so that your parish may
become as it were another Cenacle, in which
all are holy. Repleti sunt omaues Spiritu
Suncto.

But on the day of a Pastoral Visit this de-
sire becomes move vehement, for such a day is
a5 it were a day of Pentecost to the Parish
_gince the Holy Ghost, Who descended upon
our fathers in the faith whilst gathered
together in the Cenacle, descends also in per-

. san, though invisibly, in the church in which
you find yourselves met together with your
Pastors whilst therein the Bishop administers
the Sacrament of Confirmation. '

Nor can it be doubted that the Holy Ghost
-to-day, when communicating Himself to the

‘children of the Church, seeks to work in ~the§n
the same marvels of grace that He wrought in
the Apostles and Disciples of the Lord, when
e visited them in the sacred house which
then contained all the members of the nascent
Church. We know that He changed and re-
newed them in a manner so wonderful as to
make of them new men, Then to the letter
was fulfilied the propheey :—Lord, Thou shalt
send forth thy spirit, and new men shalt be
created ; and then thou shalt renew the face of
the earth.

For this divine Paraclete procceding from
the Father and the Son has been sent on earth
to dwell with men and to govern the Church
to the ond of the world. He is in the Church
then for us, as for the Apostles and their
disciples, who at the school of this great Mas-
ter rose to so high a degree of perfection—that
is to say He would wish to make of all of us
Saints, and Elect for cternal happiness.

Now Dear Brethren, if all who compose
your parish faithfully correspond with the in-
spirations of the sanctifying Spirit, and profit
by the plentiful graces which e prepares for
this fine duy of our visit, they will assuredly
beeome holy also, and will form g parish of
saints.

These wonders are as you sce Dear Brethren
a great noise which made itsclf heard ; the gust
of a furious wind coming up of a sudden; the
tongues of fire which rest on the heads of ull
who were within the Cenacle ; the speaking of
tongues, previously unknown to them, by igno-
rant men, and who thus show forth the marvels
of the Holy Ghost, .

Now in considering Dear Brethren, with the
eyes of fuith these yreat signs which announce
the arrival in the world of the Holy Ghost, to
sanetify it, and thus make a new world of it,
you will eusily comprehend what takes place in
a parish when this divine Spirit designs to make
of it a good and holy parish,

In fuct this noise which strikes the sense, is
the symbol of the mighty grace which, on the
day determined in the Eternal deerces, bursts
forth, and makes itself felt by 2 parish, shakes
it, and mukes it to leave its evil courses, purges
it of its vices, inspires it with a holy zeal in the
practice of sobriety, of truth, and justice; and
in fine, establishes it firmly in the sanctifying
precept “ Turn from evil, and do goed.” Di-
verte a malo, et fac bonum.—Ps. 33—15.

This divine breathing which makes itself
heard with so much majesty, represents the
celestial inspirations, which disperse the dense
fogs of ignorance and sin, and makes to shine
in all its brightness the sun of truth, in the
minds of men created to know, praise and adore
a thriee holy God. O how happy is a parish
when with docility it submits itself to the
teachings of this great Master; when at all
hours of day and night, it is enlightened, ani-
mwated, vivified, and sanetified by the adorable
breathings of the Holy Ghost. . :

These tongues of fire which rest on the heads,
and warm the hearts of all the Lord’s happy
disciples are the figure of the words of the mun
of Grod who kindles in the soul the fire of divine
love, and plants therein, that fervor, piety, faith,
and other virtues whieh lead to ecvangelical
perfection. :

And lastly, the gift of tongues which enables
the Apostles to make themselves understood by
the saultitude of strangers gathered together in
Jerusalem to preach the Divinity of Him Whom
they had just crucified, is communicated to
all the parish wherein dwells evangelical sim-

plicity, For the works of faith and piety

more eloquent than the finest discourses, dio-
tated by the science and wisdom of men.

It is by means of prodigies like these, Dear
Brethrer, that the Holy Ghost desires to take
rea], if invisible possession of your parish on
the grest day of His visit. To each of
you He will be as o tongue of fire,
to kindle within you all the ardors of his char.
ity, and to teach you these truths which may
preserve you from the deadly errors that now,
more than ever, ereep and circulate through
the world, He will be cver present to your
spirit as a refreshigg breeze which will temper
that ardor, and impetuosity of imagination
which expose you to so many fall. Happy
then the parish to which.the Holy Ghost deigns
to communicate Himself by signs so striking,
so as to show that verily He has there taken

up His abode.

GIFTS OF THE LIOLY GIIOST.

What then are the gifts that the Holy Ghost
communicates to a parish which has religiously
prepah'ed itsclf to receive Him? These divine
gifts are, as you know, Dear Brethren, wisdom,
intelligence, counsel, strength, seience, piety,
and the fear of God.  These unspeakable gifts
make the new man who is created uccording to
God in truth and justice, These seven gifts
are as it were a woundrous flowing forth of the
divine perfections inte the human soul, which
lives in God, from God, and for God. All the
wealth and graudeurs of carth, all the beauties
and perfections of created things are as nothing
in comparison with these inestimable gifts,

To appreciate then, as much as in us, with
our feeble lights, it lies to do so, let us con-
sider what a parish may be, what it ought to
be, which has been laden with them, and which
rejoices in them as In a precious treasure :—
Wisdom teaches it to scorn the things of this
world, and teaches it to scck after only the
things of heaven; Intclligence makes it feel,
and taste the truths of faith, which in spite of
their obscurity will appear to it hright and
luminous; Counsel will discover to it the
straight road which it must follow, =0 as not
to go astray in the troubles and difficultics of
life; Strength will make it firm and steadfast
in the practice of good, and in the exercise of
the works of picty and charity; Science will
teach it what is the good that is to be done,
and point out the means to do it; Piety will
inspire it with these pure and simple affections,
which should animate it in all the exerciscs of
religion ; Fear of God will pierce it with a
lively horror for all that is cvil and offensive
to God.

Now for a people of frith, what rich trea-
surcs flow in torrents from these perfect gifts
which descend from the Father of Lights, in
the bosom of a parish which is full of the Holy
Ghost! In such 2 people what delights,
seeing itself thus charzed with such spiritual
blessings! To what height and sublimity of
perfection may it not speedily reach from its
fidelity to the great lessons that the Holy
Spirit gives to all who respectfully and with
docility hearken to Him !

This is what strikes us in the case of the
Apostles and the first Disciples of Qur Lord.
Scarce have they received the Holy Ghost, and
already they are new men, They are so
thoroughly detached from the things of carth,
that they sell all they have to distribute the
price amongst the poor. In joy and singleness
of heart do they take their repasts, living in
conununity together as do fervent Religions,—
They are filled with joy when dragged to prison
and cruelly scourged for the name of the Lord.
They are all of onc heart, and of one soul; and
the heathen are so struck with the charity thas
animates them, that in their astonishwent they
cry out “ sce how these Christians so love one
another, as to be roady to die, one for the
other!” In public calamities they generously
tax themselves to pour into Jerusalem the
stream of charity. They are full of courage
when the interests and prineiples of” Religion
are at stuke ; ¢ better is it,” they say to their
tyrant persecutors, “to obey God than man.”
They are animated by an ardent zeal for the
propagation of the faith; and when scattered
by persecution, they carry with them whither-
soever they zo, the glad tidings of the Gospel.

With these good cxamples before our eyes,
you, Dear Brethren, may more and more con-
vince yourselves of the excellence of the gifts

of the Holy Ghost, and of the happiness there

is for o parish to possess them, and to yicld
itself up to His divine guidance. For what
our great Muster has done for our fathers, that
He desires to do for us who are their heirs in
the faith.

But the Holy Ghost when forming new men
in the Chureh to whom He communicates His

excellent gifts, undertakes moreover to feed,

them with the most delicious fruits. For you
understand that men must live a life which is
their own ; and that consequently they need a
food suited to their kind of life.
FRUITS OF THY HOLY GROST.
‘What then are these"fruits? The Apostle
St. Paul in his epistle: to the Galatians, 5, .
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thercin practised have tongues 2 thousand fold | 22, 23, reckons up twelve. “But,” so he reformed ; the divine command

says, “the fruit of the Spirit is, charity, joy,
peace, paticnce, benignity, goodness, leng
animity, mildness, faith, modesty, continency,
chastity, Against such there is no law.”

Now isit not evident that a parish is per-
fectly happy in the practice of the most sub-
lime virtues, if the hearts of its people are ful
of charity, if peace and joy reign in all its
families; if thercin be excrcised patience,
mildness, goodness in the midst of insults and
evil treatment; if long animity and modera
tion be displayed umidst long sufferings und
hard adversities; if faith be the principle of all
its actions; if in the households continence be
held in honor, and if chastity be the brightest
ornament of the young, ,

All these things become to us more striking,
and in some sort tangible if We invoke some
memorable examples and notorious facts. Is
not this in fact what took place in the Chureh
at Jerusalem, and of which St. Luke gives us
so touching a description ; in that at Alex-
andria which presented so ravishing a spectacle
to an astonished world as to force even from
the Jew Philo magnificent eulogy; in the new
churches which from year to year have since
been formed on these admirable models; and
in particular in the Paraguay Missions, about
which so many adwmirable things have becn
written ?

And therefore Dear Brethren—after all these
oracles of Holy Writ which attest the wondrous
offects of the warking of the Holy Ghost—in
those socicties which have placed themselves
beneath Ilis guidance—and those admirable
examples which fully demonstrate the power of
this God of love in the sanetification of IIis
faithful people, in all times and in all places—
may not We, as your pastor, legitimately ap-
peal to your picty to invite you, with all the
warmth of Our heart which but sccks your
greater good, to prepare yourselves to receive
the visit of the Holy Ghost, in the full assur-
ance that He will deign to tuke possession of
your purish to make thereof’ & holy parish and
a parish of suints ?  Now, of this We have the
firm persuasion, the visit which We announce
to you may, and should have this happy result.

On the anniversary of the auvspicious day when it
pleaked Divine Providence to commit to Your soli-
citudo the government of His Church, We, the
Bishop, Clergy and Faithful of this Diocese of
Kingston, as beloveth faithful children, place at
Your feet the best homage of our filinl affection and
sincere felicitation on the recurrence of this festive
time.

We, with gratitude, render leart-felt thanks to
God Who {or the lust quarter of n century has pre-
served You in uninterrupted vigor and hesith for
the immense good and advantage of the Church,
and we pray the same Giver of all good gifts that
He may for many years to come prolong the life of
our cherished Father and Pountiff, When we call
to mind the many vicissitndes, through which the
Church has passed, to how muny tempests and
dangers the burque of Teter was exposed—from all
of which, with Youat the helm, She has escaped
safe and uninjured, we know not whether more to
admire Your imperturbable patience in suffering
evil or Your invincible fortitude in resisting the
dangers that appeared to overwhelm Her.

A Strange Trian.—Therc is at this mo-
ment o trial in progress in England before the
Court of Common Pleas, Westminster, of which
the details as clicited in evidence are more in-
~ credible than the incidents of the most extra-

vagant of all sensational novels. The trial in-
volves the right to o baronetey and landed pro-
perty in the south of England, worth about-
£24,000 stg. per annum, The lending fucts
ore these :— : :

In the year 1827, James ¥, Tickbourne,

younger brother of Sir Edward Doughty Tich-
bourne who died childless, married in Puaris
a French lady, by whom le had issue four
children, of whom two werc male—1. Roger
Tichbourne, born at Paris, 5th January, 1824,
and Alfred Joscph, 4th Scptember, 1839; the
latter is now dead, but he has left one son,
Edward Heary Alfred, born 28th May, 18GC.

Jumes T, Tichbourne lived for many yedrs
in Paris with his wife, in which city Roger, the
eldest son yeceived his edueation from a French
tutor, Chatillon; but in 1845 he was sent to
Stonyhurst College; and in 1849 he reccived
2 commission in the 6th Dingoon guards, iu
which regiment he remained till the wmonth of
February, 1853.  In the meantime Sir Edward
died, and was suceeeded in the propexty by the
young man's fagher, Sir James Francis Tieh-
bourne. Ile also died in 18G2, leaving of
coursc his son Roger, if; then alive, as heir to
the title and to the estates,

This young man, of rather dissipated habits,
upon leaving his regiment went abroad, and
sailed in Maurch, 1853, in a French ship for
Valparaiso. He remained in South America,
amusing himself with wild sports, till April
1854; and on the 20th of that month, took
passage on board of a Liverpool ship, the Bellu,
bound for New York. Up to this moment all
is certain;"for just before sailing from Rio,
April, 1854, young Roger Tichbourne wrote to
Lis friends in England.

The Belle wus never heard of after her leav-
ing Rio. Months and years clapsed, and no
elue to her fute was ever found, except that ouc
of her boats, with no onc on board, was picked
up at sca, Ience it was concluded that she
had foundered, and that aJl on board of her had
perished.

But Roger’s mother, then Lady Tichbourne,
would not belicve that her son was dead; she
still expected that he would turn up some-
where; and in this expectation she cuaused ad-
vertisements to be inserted in the papers, offer-
ing a reward for information. It was a pre-
sentiment she had, that her son Roger was still
alive,

At length in 18GG, twelve years atter the
Bella, in which Roger bhad taken his passage,
liad sailed from Rio, and when she was «
widow, and her sccond born son Alfred Joseph
had assumed the title of baronet, and taken
possession of the property—she reeeived a mon-
strously badly written letter, cvidently the
product of a grossly ignorant and utterly wu-
cducated person, dated from a place in New
South Wales, over the signature of Roger
Tichbourne, The writer claimed to be her
cldest son, and asked for an advance of money
to enable hiim to return to lurope, and estab-
lish his claims. The moncy was sent to him;
Le returned to Englnd ; met Lady Tichbourne
at Paris; and the latter recognised him as her
son, though during the fourteen years that had
clapsed since the undoubted Roger had left
England, he had greatly changed in appearance
having beeome a stout portly man. The story
he told of his adventures, from the duy, 20th
April, 1854, he left Rio, to Jun, 17th 'G6,
when he wrote to Lady Tichbourne from
Wagga Wagga in New South Wales, was briefly
this:—

Ou the fourth day after leaving Rio, the
Bellawas found to be leaking badly; the pumps
could not clear her, and so twoe hoats were got
out, in which the crew and the passenger,
Roger, embarked.  Shortly after the Bellu went
down; and on the sccond day after the boats
were separated in a storm.  The smaller boat,
that in which, according to this strange tale.
Roger had cmbarked, was on the third day
picked up by a United States ship, bound for
Melbourne, wherein the latter end of the month
of July, 1854, she arrived, and there landed
Roger Tichbourne, and the other survivors
from the Bella, seven in number,

On his arrival in Melbourne, the young mun,
did not put himsclf in communication with his
friends at home, to whom he lhad written only
a few months before when about to sail from
Rio; but changing his name to Castre, hired
himsclf for weekly wages to a settler, with
whom he lived for many years, never, though
he know himself to be heir to a baronetey and
a splendid property, and though often hard
up for moncy, putting forward his eclaims,
or communicating with hisfamily. Sometimes
as a horscbreaker, somctimes as a butcher,
sometimes as one thing, sometimes as another,
he lived for twelve years in Australia under
the name of Castro. At last in 1866, he wrote
to Lady Tichbourne, who advanced him moncy
to enable him to return to England.  Of course
he then instituted legal proceedings, which have
for yeurs dragged their slow length along in
Courts of Chancery, to put himself in posses-
sion of the title and property actually held by
the young Henry Alfred Tichbourne, son of
the real Roger's younger brother Alfred Joseph
pow deceased. The question at issue before
the Court is therefore simply one as to identity.
The plaintiff asserts that he is Roger Tich-
bourne, eldest son of the late Sir James F.
Tichbourne ; the defendants insist that he is

.

an impostor ; Lady Tichbowrne is dead, having
left an affidavit to the effect that the pretender
is indeed her son Roger; wnd scveral other
witnesses have identified him, or imagined that
they identificd him with the long missing Roger
supposed to have perished in the Belliein 1854,
On the other hand there are mamy cireum-
stances whicl: strongly militate against the pre-
tender's elaims.  His long, inexplicable silence
tells aguinst thew; his incupacity to write
grammatieally, or to spell two words of English
correctly, tell strongly against them; and
strongest of ull, he caunot speak a word of
French ; though French was the real Roger's
mother tongue—the only language which he
could speak fluently when, as a4 young man of
tweaty yeurs of uge, e got his commission in
one of Her Majesty’s vegiments of Dragoous,
His ignovance of Iinglish and Frenel pronun-
ctation was one of the jokes of his brother offi-
cers against him. Ie cumot tell even the
name of the United States ship thae picked
him up, and carried him to Melbourne.
Besides, if' he be the real Roger who cm-
barked on the Befle lost in April, 1851; the
whole question resolves into this :—Were any
of the Belli's crew picked up at sea; and
brought inte Melbourne in July of the same
year? If there were not, then of couvse the
present claimant is an impostor; if there were,
then records of the fact are most certainly, and
very easily to be found in the Custom House
at Melbourne, since every ecaptain of a ship
landing passengers at is obliged under heavy
penalties to report their names to the port an-
thorities. Now the pretending Rouer says
that, to the eaptain of the ship that picked him
up, off the coust of Brazil he gave his real
nume; uvuder that name therefore e was ve-
ported in July 1834 at Melhourne {f the
strange story now told before the Court be true,
And surely if such an event as the arrival in
Melbourne of an Ameriean ship with the sur-
vivors of the crew of a Liverpool ship found-
ered at sea, had ever oceurred, the Lloyd’s

agent of that port, ubiquitous, cver on
the look out for, and deeply interest-
ed i transmitting, prompt and  ab-

durate intellizenee of Marine disasters would
have heard of the eircumstance; would lave
thercupon taken down, and sent to Eugliand the
depositions of the said survivors of the Bella,
50 as to give the underwriters some certain
grounds for action cither in paying, or in re-
fusing to pay the Josses incurred by the found-
cring of the said British ship upon which they
hud taken risks. The amount of insurance on
the Bellee was indeed paid, but not upon the
strength of any information reccived from the
survivors of the crew of that ship. Nov is it
likely, seeing thut according to the pretended
Roger's story, seven of the erew were saved,
that not one of them should ever have put
himself in communication with the owners of
the lost ship with the object of recovering his
wages, or of getting crployment.  We cannot
therefore bring owrselves to believe that the
story is true, or that any of the crew or per-
sons who sailed from Rie .in the Belle were
saved, The story is absolutely ineredible.

The trial will however be « long, and in-
teresting one; both heeause of the magnitude
of the issues involved, and the strauge romunce
of the story. The defence is that the pretended
Roger is an Awustraliun butcher, of the name of
Sam Haughton originally from Wupping, who
has picked up some facts connceted with the
Tichbourne family, and bused thereon his wild
scheme of imposition,

New Camonc Cuvneir 1x Bawur—On Sunday,

FRANCE.

TrE TREATY oF FRANKFORT.—The ratifi-
cations of the definitive Treaty of Peace be-
#ween France and Germany were exchanged on
Saturday, the 20th ult, at Frankfort, by Prince
von Bismark and MM. Jules Favre and
Pouyer-Quertier. The modiﬁcat}on wlpch has
been introduced into that part of it which has
reference to the cession of territory had given
rise to 2 somewhat animated discussion in the
Versailles Assembly. The question was whe-
‘ther the rcnunciation of an additional distriet
in the Ardennes on the frontier of Luxembourg,
was not too high a price to pay for the reten-
tion of a large rayon round the fortress of
Belfort. General Chanzy, and others, were of
opinion that the zone of seven or cight kilo-
metres round Belfort already provided was
sufficient for the purposes of defence, and re-
gretted a compromise which Jooked very like
a submission to further exigencicson the part
of a statesman who had certainly justified his
own dictum :—¢ Force must take preccdence
of Right.” M. Thiers’ view was that the
Lusembourg frontier had only a political in-
terest for France. If ever Germany seized
that -Duchy, Friunce would still be able to
~ uppear beforc a Congress as 2 Border Power,

as she preserved four-fifths of her Luxcmbourg
frontier. Morcover, the roads by the Sambre
and Meuse and the Moselle being open, that by
Luxcmbourg was of no use to anybody except
the possessor of the fortress,  Belfort, on the
other hand, was of such importance as a pass
through the Vosges frontier, that “he had
asked himself whether it would not be better to
continue the war than to remain cxposed at
this point.”” No doubt, in the remote con-
tingency of an attack by France on Germany,
Belfortis the advanced pest from whieh 16
would hc made. A contemporary has indeed
suggested that Prince von Bismark may not be
altogether ill-pleased to leave his Sonth German
friends cxposed to this possible danger, In
order that their dependence upon North Ger-
many may be more complete.  But M. Thiers
assigned :n equally plausible reason for their
consenting to the exchange, One of the first
preoccupations of the German Clumeellor is  to
goncilizte the Alsatians, The most obvious
way of doing this is to promote their material
interests, und the possession of the mining
district in the Ardennes will go fur te atone
for any commereinl injury inflicted on them by
separation from France. M. Thicrs could not
resist a bitter fling at his military eritics.
When Talleyrand was congratulated by an Am-
bassador on a victory, the Imperor, who was
preseut, turned to the diplomatist and said,
% Had not I also something to do with it?”
¢ 8o too mnow,"” said M. Thicrs, «“ our gen-
erals should acknowledge that they also have
had something to do with the terms of the
treaty.”’—Zablet.

MagsinaL MacMaroy.—There scems but
onc min in Franee who is marked out by cir-
cumstances to play the part which M. Thiers,
we fear, will find too hard for him; und of this
map’s views nothing positive is known, Mar-
shal MacMahon scems to want but the will to
make himself absolute master of the position.
He is in no way responsible for the ontbreak of
the insurrcction nor for anything connceted
with the suppression of it, except the military
success which has attended his plans, He is
not credited with any o prior bins in favor of
one govermncent over another, and he commands
the only army which France possesses. It is
in his power to use this immense opportunity
to promote the best interests of the nation by
simply declaring that the constitutional future
of Irauce shall be determined by a frecly-cleet-
ed Assembly returned after the immediate
needs of the country have been provided for
and after the passions mow raging have lost
their first violence. This is the kind of serviee
the Duke of Wellington might have rendered
to England, supposing Bngland, after the bat-
tle of Waterloo, had been in the condition in
which Fravee is in now. To play such o parg
requires rare self-control and a still rarer ab-
sence of personal ambition. A general who
can say to the Deputies, You shall remain at
work unti] you have made what arrangements
are necessary for carrying on the Dusincss of

ITALY.

FLORENCE, June 17, eve.—The result of the

TuE PacaNIzATION oF Irary.—The ¥

It hus now, in ad-
dition to the suppression of the Religious O™
ders, two most liberal medsures in progress.
One is, to prohibit the use in primary schools
of the Dottrina Christiune — the Catholic
Catechism in use for the last 200 years, and
taken by the Vatican Council as the foundation
of the * Little Catechism™ prepared under its-
auspices. The other meusure strikes at higher
Catholic education, Correnti, the Minister of
Public Instruction, has just presented to the
Chumber a bill for the suppression of the
Theological Faculties in all the State Univer-
stties. < This,” le said, * was really urcent.
How could the State maintain schools of Cath-
olic Theology when the separation of Church
and State was being eftected 277 At all events,
argues the Unita Cuttolicu, before doing this
you should abolish the first Article of the
Constitution, which recognizes the Catlolie re-
ligion as that of the State.

RoyEe.—The Pope in his last Encyelical let-
ter on the Pupal gnarantee dated Rome, May
13, says— It is our duty that we should de-
clare solemuly through you to the whole world
that not only what are called sufeguards and
which are devised by the sub-Alpine govern-
ment, but that all rules, honors, immunities,
and privileges whatever, shape they take under
the general name of safeguards or guarantees
can be of 1o avail whatever towards securing
the prompt and free use of power divinely
transmitted to us, nor towards guarding the
liberiy necessary for the chureh; such being
the condition of affairs, as we have repeatedly
declared and professed that without the crime
of breaking our solemn oath at the enthroniza-
tion, we can consent to no conciliation which
in any manner would destroy or diminish the
right of God and of the Apostolic Sce. Se
now, as our bounden duty, we declare that we
will never agree to nor accept, nor can Wwe so
agree to or aceept those cunningly wrought out
sufeguards or gnarantees proposed by the sub-
Alpine Government, whatever their device, or
any others of whatsoever kind or however rati-
fied, which, under form of seeuring our sacred
power and liberty, shall have been offered to us
in lion of, and in exchange for that civil prin-
cipality with which Divine Providence willed
that the Holy Apostolic Sce should be far-
nished and strengthened, and which is ratified
to us by legitimate and irrefragable titles as
well as by possession for more than eleven cen-
turies, God grant also that the rulers of this
carth, whom it much imports, that such a per-
nicious example of usurpation as we endure
may not take root and flourish to the destrue-
tion of all power und order, may join with onc
congent of minds und wills, and that hushing
qquarrels, the disturbances of rebellions being
appeased, and the deadly counsels of the sects
abandoned, that they may unite in one move-
ment for restoring this Holy See, its rights, and
with these his full liberty to the visible head
of the church, and the desired culm to ecivil
socicty.

On Tuesday, May the 16th, seven Austrian
purish priests - presented an Address to the
Holy Tuther signed by more than 800,000
people, The Address, which was ia Latin,
expressed the sentiments of Joyalty and devo-
tion which the subjects of the Kmperor Francis
Joseph felt for the Holy TFather, and at the
same time protested against the injustice und
violence of the Italian Govermmnent in - astuck-
ing Rome. His Holiness replied in Ttalian,
thanking the Deputation for the sentiments
they had expressed, and at the same time pray-
ing that the mperor and Government might
be delivered from evil counsellors, and from
that spirit of revolution and opposition to au-
thority which had caused so much misery in
Italy. e ended by giving his blessing to the
Deputation, and to all who had signed the
Address.

The Address to Dollinger from the students
of the Roman University has fared no better
than the one from the Professors. Qut of
more than 1000 students 30 signed the Ad-
dress in the name of the University; the re-
mainder protested against so few claiming the
right of representing the whole body, and their
protest has ulrcady received several hundred
signatures. The Pope has, in a letter to Car-
dina] Patrizi, which I enclosc, excommunicated
the Professors, and forbidden the students any
longer to attend their lectures,—Zablet Cor.

of march were superbly decorated, and in the
public squares triumphal arches were raised,
and platforms erectéd to accommodate the
thousands of speetators. The procession was
one of the most magnificent of modern times,
headed by eagles and standards captured from
the French. It marched in the order set forth
in the Imperial programme, from the Tem-
pelhofe field to the Pulace, between two rows
of cannon, numbering some 2,000, taken during
the war. At intervals along the line of march,
enormous trophies, formed of captured arms,
were erected. o

After the first division of the victerious
column had passed the Brandenburg gate, the
Emperor, with the German Prinees in his train
preceding the army, was received at the portal
by deputations trom the municipal government
of Berlin, and addresses of welcome and con-
gratulation were presented, when the Emperor
at the head of a brilliant cortege rode dewn the
«Via Triumphal’* which had been construeted
in honor of the occasion. Theroad was strewn
with flowers as he advanced, by hundreds of
young girls dressed in white.

The army then entered the gate with the
Prussian Guards at the head of the line. It
was mainly composed of detachments represent-
ing every regiment which took part in the war,
cach bearing the regimental colors. The ap-
pearance of the wmen was superb, and the en-
thusiasm of the great masses of spectators as
it entered the Kuiser Platz, was cheered with
unfailing enthusiasm. Some of the regiments
well known to the DBerliners, and. others who
had particularly distingunished themselves dur-
ing the campaign, reccived special ovations,—
the people breaking intp their ranks, erowning
them with wreaths, and overwhclming them
with flowers.
its mareh, the Imperor proceceded to unveil
the statue of his fathor Frederick William ITI.
All the dienitaries of the Empire, the vietori-
ous generals and the members of the German
Parliament assisted at the ceremony in the pre-
senee of - the wmy and countless multitude of
spectutors.  The veil was removed amid tre-
mendous cheering.

The Emperor, stunding at the foot of the
statue delivered a speech closing with these
words—¢ T'his monument which was projected
in a time of the profoundest peace, now be-
comes the memorial of one of the most bril-
liant though bloodiest of modern wars, May
the peace so dearly achieved be a lasting one.”

The ceremonies closed with the conferring
of lionors on the victorious commanders. Nu-
merous orders were granted by the Emperor,
and the hereditury comwmand of the most dis-
tinguished regiments was given to various Gen-
erals and Princes.  Among those who received
these marks of fame from the hands of the
Emperor, were Prince George of Saxony and
Prince Leopold of Bavaria. Genr. Von Roon
was elevated to the rank of 2 Count of the Tm-
pire, and Gen. Von DMoltke was made Field
Marshal of the Tmperial urmy.

(or the Quebee Provinee) especially. This is one
of the most useful and honorable objects that men
of pusition could possibly devote their minds to.

From small practical heginnings, the Tweed
trade of the Dominion is at present cnormous.  We
cannot compete yeb in fine broad-cloths nor in
many of the tiner classes of woollens; Lut in what
we do manufacture, Canada stands fair against all
forcign opposition.  "The importing trade formerly,
in clothing, was very great; now it is barely a
name—the imports in this line for the entire year of
1870 has lieen only $12,000, which would be about
a weekly sale for one of our leading fivms.

This weck we find that a superior line of Nova
Scotian Twueds of the vend Hulifux make huve Leen
introduced into the market, and ave on view at
Kennedy’s in the Main Street.  These few facts we
deem worthy of note.  In looking at the Linen
trade, we see that we have imported last year to the
enormons figures of $476,000. Now if some enter-
prising manufacturer would induce some dozen men
to come over from Belfast and commence that
branch (with a previous promise of support from
leading tirms here), we might, within ten or twelve
years, have several flourishing linen fucdories in
Canada, which would preserve to this country an
accumulated sum of several million dollars in this
single Iranch of manufacture.
